Ford takes up post office cause 
The move to get a full service post office for Canton 
gained strength this week when U.S. Rep. Bill Ford, 
who represents the district, took up the cause. Post 
office supporters say one is needed because Canton is 
growing.

U.S. Rep. Bill Ford says he's doing 
what he can to help bring a full-ser-
vice post office to Canton Township. 

"I 've been doing what I can on my 
end for several years," said Ford, D-
Ypsilanti, who met recently with 

Canton trustee Bob Shefferly and 
Township Supervisor Tom Yack, as 
well as Vernita Mart in, district man 
ager, Detroit postal district, and 
Lloyd Wesley, manager of postal op-
erations, Detroit district . 

Shefferly, co-chairman of the town-
ship's Essential Services Committee, 

and Yack, also a committee co-chair-
man, have spearheaded an effort over 
the past few months to get a post off-
ice in the township — replacing the 
current finance branch in the Har-
vard Square shopping center at Ford 
and Sheldon roads. 

Wesley, former Westland-Wayne-
Canton postmaster , said postal offi-
cials are studying the issue. "These 
things have to go in for approval. 
First of all there has to be a need. 
There are various variables tha t Ms. 
Martin is running up the flagpole," 
Wesley said. "Tha t meeting was to let 

people to know we are aware of the 
concerns. It 's not that we're igno-
rant ." 

T h e desire for a full-service post 
office in Canton is not new, Wesley 
said. "In 1986-87-88 and 1989, we 
were sending in letters asking for 
studies. Now that I'm on this end, we 
are initiating letters a little quicker." 

Ford said he told the committee to 
begin looking for township-owned 
land on which a post office could be 
buil t .

Agency building idea gets cool reception

Canton Township officials don ' t want to buy a 
building to house area social-services agencies 
under one roof. 

"I get a real cool reception here," said Town 
ship Supervisor Tom Yack, after he asked trus-
tees if they were interested in buying a building 
and leasing it to non-profit social- and human-
services agencies. 

Northern Health Foundation has been working 
with area social-services agencies to bring them 
together under one or two roofs at the Canton 
Landings offices. The agencies with adequate 
revenues would buy space at the complex, which 
already houses the Canton Communi ty Founda-
tion. 

Fred Nikula of Northern Health Foundation 
said he should know in s week whether one of the 
buildings will be purchased by two larger organ 
izations. First Step and Northwest Community 
Services. 

"The two may be interested in ownership. If 
the agencies come back and want to go forward, 
we may have a project," Nikula said. "If they 
decide they don't want to go with it, the project 
would be dead." 

But many smaller non-profit agencies cannot 
afford to buy a second building. That ' s why 
Northern Health asked if township officials

would be interested in buying a second building. 
Earlier th is year, township officials gave their 
blessings to the concept of housing the agencies 
under one roof, as proposed by Northern Health 

"If we open the doors and they don' t come or 
they trip, what kind of financial liability are we 
opening the township up to?" asked Township 
Clerk Loren Bennett. Yack told trustees there 
were no assurances. 

The idea developed by Northern Health sug-
gests t ha t if the agencies are under one roof 
where rent could be affordable, additional ser-
vices could be provided in the township. Effi-
ciency also could result if agencies share com-
mon needs, such as reception areas, offices and 
office equipment . 

Northern Health 's role is to coordinate a deal 
in which the social-service agencies could buy a 
building for their use. In early discussions 
Northern Health president Gerald Chase said a 

property-holding firm would be created and 
leases developed to sustain the cost of the 
project. Northern Health would charge 2 percent 
of the project's costs. 

If the township bought one of the office build-
ings, repayment of the mortgage would run about 
$60,000 over 15 years, Yack said. Township staff 
checked whether federal Community Develop-
ment Block Grant money could be used to help 
buy a building. "It didn't work." Yack said. 

The township was asked for its interest in 
buying a building after Northern Health man-
aged to get three-quarters of a second building 
filled with agencies tha t don't have enough reve-
nues to buy a building. "They couldn't make the 
dollars work." Yack said. "I 'm disappointed. I 
was looking for a number of agencies. The two 
that are already there have a presence in the 
community. T h e idea was to provide space for 
agencies not already in the community." 

Bill Joyner, executive director of the Canton 
Community Foundation, whose offices also are 
in the Canton Landings, said the organisation 
will wait as long as it can to be a part of the 
project, should it hecome a reality. 

"My gut sense is tha t if one building goes, i t 's 
great. If a second one goes, so be it," Joyner said. 
"We still think it 's a tremendous asset to the 
whole community to pu t all the non-profit* in 
one building."

Club gets heave-ho from judge

The Round Table Club, a long-
time dining and gathering place 
adjoining the Mayflower Hotel for 
executive types, has been given 
the boot by a circuit judge. 

The receiver appointed in De-
cember to operate the financially 
troubled Plymouth landmark. 
Ron Wilson, prevailed in his ar 
gument that the hotel could make 
more money if the room were used 
for banquets and wedding recep-
tions. 

Scott Lorenz, who with his 
brother Randy Lorenz and a 
board of directors operates the 
club, told city commissioners on 
Monday of the decision. "We feel 
it's totally unfair, unjust and im 
proper." 

Judge Paul Teranes on Monday 
issued his written opinion, after 
making an oral ruling on the case 
Oct. 26. 

Lorenz said among items yet to 
l>e decided pertaining to the club 
is how to refund nearly $100,000 
in club dues back to members. No 
litigation to date has been filed on 
the issue. 

He said the club's board of di-
rectors must also decide whether 
to appeal the case, or find another 
place for the club to meet while 
the Lorenzes seek to regain con-
trol of the hotel. 

Scot* Lorenz and the receiver's 
attorney, Mark Demurest. l>oth 
spoke before city commissioners 
on Monday. Demore.st asked the 
commission to approve a liquor li-
cense transfer that would allow 
dancing at the space formerly oc-
cupied by the club as it will now 
house banquets and wedding re 
ceptions. 

"The judge said it was the best 
use fur the club — that would 

surprise me, said commissioner 
John Vos. 

The commission, which in-
cludes some Round Table Club 
members, unanimously approved 
the liquor license transfer re-
quest . allowing dancing at the 
space formerly occupied by the 
Round Table Club, evicted Oct. 
31. 

Commissioners and city attor-
ney Ron Lowe told Demorest that 
should the receiver want to ex-
pand banquet facilities beyond 
the room that housed the Round 
Table Club, approval would have 
to be sought from the city plan-
ning commission. That 's because 
more parking would be required. 

" I t ' s our every intention to re-
purchase the hotel," Scott Lorenz 
told commissioners. "This hotel 
has not been foreclosed, my 
brother Randv and I still hold the 
deed." 

The Round Table Club was 
founded in 1959 by Mayflower 
Hotel founder Ralph Lorenz. The 
Mayflower owners, sons Randy 
and Scott Lorenz. filed for Chap-
ter 11 bankruptcy protection in 
January 1992. In December, mort-
gage holder Heritage FederaPSav-
ings Bank put the hotel into 
receivership. 

Earl ier this year. Heritage 
Bank announced it was seeking a 
buyer for the bank corporation. 
Observers say that is likely delay-
ing a resolution of the hotel's ulti-
mate s ta tus . 

The Lorenz brothers and the re-
ceiver differ on whether the club 
had paid advance rent to allow it 
to continue at its longtime site. 

Both sides also differ on who 
should refund $150 annual dues 
paid by each club member. De-
morest said the receiver is not re-
sponsible. By a 1984 agreement.

Demorest said Wilson since 
taking over has billed members 
by that agreement, taking in dues 
collected each month to pay the 
club's rent.

Demorest 
said, not the receiver. 

Demorest said the club was due 
for October rent, so dues to pay 
rent were collected.

Former commiss ioner Loiselle 

won 1.232 votes. Miller got 1.215, 
Vos 1,127 and Greene 1,069. 

It was also a higher t han usual 
voter tu rnou t for a city election, 
with 28 percent of registered vot-
ers — 2,055 — cas t ing ballots. 

" I 'm very pleased, there was a 
lot of hard work," Loiselle said. "I 
worked the absen tees real hard. I 
worked everything real hard ." 

Miller offered a l i t t le humor. 
Loiselle, he said, " b e a t me by 17 
votes, I beat him by 26 votes the 
last t ime so in to ta l I 'm still 
ahead . " 

"I 'm obviously del ighted. I'm 
looking forward to serving four 
years, there 's a lot left to be 
done." Miller said. 

" I 'm really exci ted," said Vos, 
who'd f inished f i f th in the prima-
ry. "I was somewhat pessimist ic 
going into the final week because 
some of the other cand ida te s who 
ran terrific campa igns had me 
worried." Vos said. 

He credited his victory to work-
ing the absentee bal lo ts hard and 
getting out campaign li terature, 
adding, "I th ink having signs was 
still a p lus ." 

Greene said of her victory, " I 'm 
pleased the voters showed confi-
dence in me. I hope we can all 
work together cooperatively " 

Rosi ta Smi th , who finished 
f i f th in 1991 a n d in Tuesdav ' s 

election, said, "I don ' t regret any-
th ing I've done. I worked very 
hard and did the best t h a t I 
could." 

Also finishing out of the run-
ning were p lann ing commissioner 
T o m Prose with 783 votes; and 
newcomers Glen Mackie, 641 
votes, and David McDonald, 386 
votes. 

With Robert Jones saying he'll 
now s t ep down as mayor after 
serving in tha t post two years, ob-
servers say Miller, a former plan-
ning commiss ion chai rman, is a 
likely choice for mayor. 

"I 'd be happy to do tha t , t ha t ' s 
a decision the city commission 
makes Nov. 15," Miller said. 

On some issues the new com 
mission will face. Miller said, I 
th ink we're all concerned with the 
financial s i tuat ion, the si tuation 
with s ta te-shared revenue and 
school f inance legislation, we 11 
have to address that . 

" I 'm concerned about a need for 
economic re-development of our 
commercial and financial dis-
tr icts ," along with infras t ructure 
repair and how to finance the 
street-sidewalk renovation plan, 
he said. 

Leaving the commission is 
J a m e s J a b a r a , after serving two 
terms. Remaining on the commis-
sion are Jones , Dennis Shrews-
bury and Bill McAninch.

Many com-
muni t ies smaller t h a n Canton, 
such as Belleville, Novi. Plym-
outh and P lymouth Township , 
have full-service post offices. 

In Wayne C o u n t y , Canton 
ranks fourth in popula t ion with 
only Detroit, Livonia, West land 
and Taylor exceeding it.

At Schoolcraft College in Livo-
nia last week, teachers union and 
PTA leaders rallied in support of 
public schools and against En 
gler's charter and voucher plans. 

Michigan Edu-
cation Association president , said 
P2ngler's "overwhelming concern 
is how cheaply we can educate 
chi ldren, not how well." Maddox 
said the best thing Engler and 
lawmakers can do is " m a n d a t e a 
high-qual i ty core curr iculum for 
every chi ld ," fully funded by the 
s t a te and implemented by "site 
based decision-making involving 
teachers and parents ." 

If a charter-schools law were 
passed, the state or a school dis-
trict could charter a group of 
teachers or a non-profit company 
— but not a church-affi l iated 
group — to set up a specialized 
school in a union free environ-
ment with many state regulations 
removed.

Brutal assault leads to

T h e badly bruised woman said 
she fought off Trot ter by kicking 
him, b i t ing his hand, scra tching 
his face and screaming. T h e 1:30 
a.m. a t t ack on Aug. 8 came af ter 
they left a party, on the pretense 
tha t T ro t t e r would give her a ride 
to a nearby store.

name Women's Resource Center 
gives the impression tha t " t h i s is 
kind of a place where men aren't 
welcome." 

T h e center provides emotional 
and financial suppor t to women 
who unexpectedly find themselves 
on their own again in middle age 
and must earn a living. 

The center has a paid staff of 
seven. 45 active volunteers and an 
annual budget of $256,000. Since 
1987, 158 women who used the 
center 's "Displaced Homemaker 
Program" have gotten jobs. 

Greenleaf and Ragan argue 
tha t , even though the need to pro-
vide women with he lp in college 
remains, there are now a lot of 
men who could use help. too. 

" There are so many displaced 
workers now," Ragan said, "peo-
ple who never expected to find 
themselves out of work. Maybe 
the college needs to have a more 
expansive vis ion." 

Trus tees Marv Breen and Pa-

t r i c i a W a t s o n a g r e e d t h a t 
Greenleaf has a good point, but 
they're not ready to change the 
center 's name, either. 

"1 don ' t know what the answer 
is." Breen said. "For many years 
women had the problem of being 
displaced and having no place to 
go. Maybe we need an outlet for 
men as well." 

Watson said Greenleaf has "a 
good point , (but ) 1 would be con 
cerned if we lose some of the 
women we service now. You 
wouldn' t want to alienate the 
women." 

It might be a good idea, Watson 
said, for the center to add some 
programs tha t would appeal al-
most exclusively to men. 

T rus t ee Richard DeVries said 
everybody should have a resource 
center of his own. "I guess I'd like 
to have a men ' s resource center, 
retirees resource center and s tu-
den t s resource center (in addi t ion 
to the Women ' s Resource Cen-
ter)," he said. 

But DeVries concedes there ' s 
probably not enough money to 
have that many centers.

No go 
Student survey finds scant support for taxes 

A survey of Close Up government students at Plym-
outh Salem and Plymouth Canton high schools reveals 
minimal support for new tax measures, other than a 
higher sales tax and so-called "sin" tax increase.

If survey results of Close Up gov-
ernment s tudents at Plymouth Can-
ton and Salem high schools are any 
indication, the only taxes the elector-
ate will support to fund education are 
a sales tax increase and a sin tax in-
crease. 

That would leave schools in Michi-
gan about $2 billion short. 

Close Up teachers Mike McCauley 
and Bill Gretzinger say based on past 
surveys, the results carry some 
weight. 

"When we survey kids, it seems to 
reflect their parents' attitudes and 
suburban att i tudes throughout the 
metro Detroit area," said Gretzinger. 

The Legislature this past summer 
did away with property tax as the 
chief funding mechanism for schools. 
To make up the lost $6.5 billion. Gov. 
John Engler has proposed a 2 cents 
on the dollar increase in the sales tax. 
a 16-mill tax on industrial and com-
mercial property and second homes, 
an increase in the single business tax. 
and a real estate transfer tax. 

Students predict the only taxes 
that will pass are the sales and sin 
taxes, said McCauley. "Voters want 
to reduce their property tax, but they 
don't want to pick up the other taxes. 
There is a major loss here. It's the old 
oops story. Where's the $2 billion0" 

Said Gretzinger: "We have been fis-
cally prudent. Now they're telling us 

we will have to fund our own Social 
Security and retirement." 

State Sen. Robert Geake, R-North-
ville, said lawmakers don't intend to 
shortchange school districts. "The 
majority of us in the Legislature do 
plan to fully fund the schools," he 
said. Geake introduced two bills that 
would raise tobacco taxes, generating 
$350 million. 

The sales tax hike would raise a 
third of the $6.5 billion, estimates 
Geake. "That leaves a substantial 
shortfall. I think we need a statewide 
property tax on all property other 
than homesteads. No question about 
it. We can never raise the money we 
need for operating millage for schools 
without going to statewide property 
tax. In addition, we may have to go to 
taxing homes at a lesser rate, where 
one mill would raise $100 million." 

These and other taxes such as the 
single business tax or income tax 
could be used in combination with 
each other at varying rates in order to 
raise replacement revenue, added 
Geake. 

"I think the Close Up program is to 
be congratulated for participating in 
this debate and helping to identify 
how people feel about these various 
taxes," he said. 

The Legislature has "just about 
abandoned the real estate transfer tax 
idea. There's very little support for it 
in the Legislature," Geake said. "It 
would have only raised $479 million

and it would have a severe negative 
effect on the economy." 

State Rep. Deborah Whyman, R 
Canton, said, "I find it interesting 
that a group of people who don't pay 
taxes would come up with same con-
clusions as what I'm encountering. 
Most people tell me they like the 
sales tax, even people who voted 
against Proposal A." 

Whyman says she supports En-
gler's plan. 

"When I see the package on the 
whole, I see sufficient reforms. I can 
hold my nose and vote for it. I think 
government needs to step up to the 
plate. When you reduce spending, you 
ask the business community to pay 
for their fair share and residents of 
the state to pay their fair share." 

Slate Rep. Jerry Vorva, R-Plym-
outh, says the analysis teachers drew 
from the survey is probably correct. 
"Kids are reflecting what they're 
hearing at home." 

The question isn't necessarily how 
to make up $2 billion, said Vorva. 

"We have potentially pushed the 
taxpayer too far. Their response is, 
'Listen, I am overloaded. Please give 
me a break somewhere along the line. 
We in government, the education in-

dustry included, haven't responded 
positively to them." 

"I've always been a pe-son who 
says it doesn't hurt to do a critical 
examination of oneself and of things 
around you. and the education indus-
try is going through a critical physical 
exam, and it's appropriate. 

"I think there are more cost savings 
to be had." 

While Plymouth-Canton may have 
been frugal over the years, "has every-
one?" asked Vorva. 

The "leap-frog effect" creates an 
expensive problem, added Vorva. 
When raises are granted to already 
highly-paid teachers and administra-
tors, fueled by increases paid in dis-
tricts elsewhere, it contributes to 
swelling budgets and a vicious cycle, 
he said. 

"Somewhere along the line, we have 
to say let's get off this merry-go-
round. 

"Some people feel threatened by 
that. They shouldn't be. It 's what's 
right. You can either be part of the 
solution, or part of the problem. We 
have to look at the big picture. We 
have to stop playing to special inter-
est groups, play to taxpayers and do 
the responsible thing."

Bill and Bill 
Ford predicts victory for health care plan

U.S. Rep. Will iam Ford, D 
Taylor , in Congress for nearly 29 
years , made a big hit with local 
high school government s t u d e n t s 
Sa tu rday morning. 

As a class ass ignment , s t u d e n t s 
f rom Livonia Churchi l l and Gar-
den City high schools were among 
150 people who a t t ended the first 
local "Breakfas t with Bi l l " pro-
gram, being held t h roughou t 
F o r d ' s congress iona l d i s t r i c t , 
which includes the Ply-mouth-
C a n t o n c o m m u n i t y . A Ford 
s ta f fe r said the sess ions are held 
in each of the communi t i e s in 
Ford ' s district. 

Jenn i fe r Pas tula , a Garden City 
High s tudent in Richard Popp ' s 
poli t ical science class, said she 
got a lot out of the 90-minu te pro-
gram, held at Garden City 's 
Maplewood Communi ty Center . 

"I agreed with most of what he 
sa id , " but there were some issues 
t h a t were unclear. 

Pas tu l a added tha t she enjoyed 
the program "even though I had 
to get u p early" to a t t end . 

Accompanying her were Popp 

and fellow seniors Laura George, 
Chr is t ine Novak. Mike Fisher 
and Dana Walker, as well a s jun-
iors Rhonda Pietrekya and Kelly 
Harrison. 

Echoing Pas tu la ' s comments in 
general were Churchill s t u d e n t s 
of government teacher Richard 
Zyzinsky. They were seniors Jea-
nine Niemiec, Jennifer J enk ins , 
Melissa Sochacki, Carol Ka roub 
and Mary Beeton, and junior Jen -
nifer Paczas. 

T h e program was hosted by the 
G a r d t n City Democratic Club. 

Of the current debate on na 
t ional h e a l t h c a r e legis la t ion, 
Ford said the issue is equivalent 
to the "World Series of a political 
career." 

Ford predicted that Pres ident 
Cl in ton 's proposals will be adopt-
ed by Congress "because they are 
so complicated." 

He pointed out that in the early 
1970s, then-President Nixon pro 
posed a s imple hea l th- insurance 
plan, which would have had em-
ployers pay 75 percent of the cost, 
but "not even Nixon could sell it 
to bus iness ." 

Ford added that he is cha i rman 

of the one of the three House com-
mittees ( labor-educat ion) which 
will review the pres ident ' s health-
care proposals. 

Clinton insists t h a t any health-
care legislation have universal 
coverage or he won't sign it. Ford 
said-

Ford talked abou t other issues 
facing Congress. 

He reiterated pas t pe t i t i ons as 
being opposed to the Nor th Amer-
ican Free Trade Agreement, being 
in favor of universal hea l th cover-
age. and being opposed to the gov-
ernment getting in to the abortion 
controversy. 

He also took issue with a ques-
tion about Congress mandat ing 
that local governments and school 
districts take certain act ions but 
not providing the money to pay 
for the mandates . 

Ford defended t h e mandates , 
citing the health problems of as-
bestos in public schools and lead 
in drinking water, a n d legislation 
covering civil r ights and mini-
mum wages. 

Ford said the s t a te const i tu t ion 
requires that all s t u d e n t s be al-
lowed a public school education. 

But handicapped pupi ls were not 
included unti l federal legislation 
was enacted in the 1970s, he said. 

On NAFTA, Ford said the "su-
preme in su l t " is t h a t the presi-
dent of Mexico threa tened to 
flood the U.S. with illegal immi-
grants. 

He predicted tha t if the agree-
ment now before Congress is ap-
proved, General Motors may 
move product ion work to Mexico, 
but he doesn ' t expect Ford Motor 
Co. to follow suit . 

He also ques t ioned if there 
would be any major benefi t for the 
U.S. under the agreement since 
American workers generally e a m 
10 t imes as much as their Mexi-
can counterpar t s . 

Ford noted the changing demo-
graphics of his congressional dis-
trict, saying tha t there were no 
colleges or univers i t ies within its 
boundar ies when he joined the 
House in early 1965.

Engler's charter school plan in peril

S T A F F W R I T K R 

Gov. J o h n Engler and slate-
Senate Repub l i cans are in deep 
trouble with their "charter and 
"choice" school reform plans. 

T r o u b l e s p o t s : 
• Two Repub l i can sena tors 
Tuesday refused to support the 
bills, and a th i rd tugged at the 
party reins for hours . 
• Democrats won' t give the GOP 
any votes toward the two-thirds 
major i ty (261 needed to put any 
tax reform plan on the ballot un-
less the G O P tones down the 
"char t e r " a n d "choice" plans . 

"There will come a t ime when 
you'll need us. but the wheels will 
l>e off the buggy." Democrat Jack 
Faxon of F a r m i n g t o n H i l l s 
warned Republ icans , who hold a 
22 to 16 paper majori ty. 

"We're not going to vote to fund 
someth ing we don ' t agree with. ' 
said Sen. Debbie Stain-now of 
Lansing, a Democrat ic gubernato 
rial candida te . "You want to dis-
mant le publ ic educa t ion ." 

"1 asked a b ipar t i san working 
group tha t would sit down quiet ly 
and not observe the Open Meet-
ings Act to d i s c u s s what direction 
we'd go." said Democrat Lana 
Pollack of Ann Arbor. She praised 
David Honigman of West Bloom-
field as the only Republ ican will 
ing to negot iate. 

Union tactic 
Republ icans barely got the 20 

votes they needed to pass the 
charter schools, schools of choice, 
teacher tenure and teacher bar 
gaining bills Rngler wants. 

Two Republ icans j umped ship 
maverick Fred Dill ingham of 

Fowlerville, who said the charter 
school plan should be tried first 
on a pilot basis , and arch conserv-
at ive Doug Carl of Utica, who 
d i d n ' t want char ter schools to be 
covered by "outcomes-based edu-
ca t ion ." Bot h voted no. 

In addi t ion , f reshman Sen. Phil 
H o f f m a n , R - J a c k s o n , v o t e d 
against the "choice" plan, send-
ing it to defeat on the first try. 
Embar ra s sed G O P leaders called 
a caucus late in the af ternoon and 
worked on him for two hours be-
fore Hof fman , known to be friend-
ly to un ions , switched to a yes 
vote. 

Meanwhi le , Sena te Democrats 
are using a union collective bar-
gaining tact ic — nothing, not 
even minor bills, will be agreed to 
unti l t he ent i re package of school 
bills is agreed to. 

Republ icans can pass the qual-
ity bills Engler wants in the Sen-
ate by using party muscle. But 
placing on the ballot a constitu-
t ional a m e n d m e n t raising the 
s ta te tax l imit and sales tax rate 
will require 26 votes. So at least 
four Democrats and maybe six 
or seven — must suppor t that 
measu re (Senate Jo in t Resolution 
Si. 

"If you want to do the quality-
votes by yourself, you're going to 
have to do the tax votes by your-
self." warned Senate Democratic 
floor leader J o h n Cherry of Clio. 

T h e Democrats ' message: No 26 
votes for the finance package un-
less the "char t e r " and "choice" 

bil ls are negotiated. 
"Ul t ima te ly , " Cherry cont in-

ued, "we ' re going to tu rn over the 
process to the House by (Republ i -
c a n s ) j a m m i n g t h i s package 
through because they (House 
leaders) are going to reach a com-
promise ." 

He referred to last week's deal 
between the co-chairmen of the 
House Educat ion Commit tee — 
Democra t William Keith of Gar -
den City and Republican Wil l iam 
Bryant of Grosse Pointe — to 
j u n k t h e char ter school idea in fa-
vor of less radical public school 
" academies . " 

T i e b a r r e j ec ted 
On a straight party line vote. 

Democra t s lost an effort to " t ie 
b a r " the qual i ty bills to S J R S, 
the cons t i tu t ional a m e n d m e n t . 

T h e most controversial mea-
sure (Senate Bill 896) would allow 
char te r schools — special schools 
char te red by public agencies, re-
ceiving s t a te money bu t not sub-
ject to the teacher tenure and col-
lective bargaining laws. 

All local senators voted with 
their par t ies . 

Republ ican Dill ingham, who 
has repeatedly broken par ty l ines 
th i s year, said he favors the char -
ter idea, " b u t it should be tr ied on 
a l imited, pilot project basis . W e 
run the risk of increasing the cost 
of publ ic education dramatical ly 
if many of the 200.000 pupi l s in 
private schools shift to pub l i c 
char te r schools. 

G u b e r n a t o r i a l hopeful S t a -
benow called charter schools "a 
backdoor way to fund pr iva te 

sch<x>ls. It allows any s ta te agency 
or person to set u p someth ing 
called a charter school. It t rea ts 
s tuden t s as cus tomers . " 

A second bill (SB 872) would 
exempt char ter schools from 
teacher tenure laws. Faxon called 
it "clothing for the corpse." 
predicting char ter schools never 
will become law. Dil l ingham ob-
jected that the bill " se t s u p a two-
tiered sys tem" for teachers . 

SB 878 prescribes separa te col-
lective bargaining u n i t s for char-
ter school teachers . 

Faxon fired a long list of objec-
t ions at the choice bill, a lengthy-
amendmen t to the 1976 achool 
code: 
• "I 'm appalled at the sudden-
ness and i m m e d i a c y of the 
changes." 
• His subu rban dis t r ic ts will lie 
saddled with new admin is t ra t ive 
costs but get ju s t 1 percent more 
revenue. 
• Teacher cert if icat ion rules are 
eased. "For the first t ime since we 
s tar ted certifying teachers at the 
normal schools in the 19th Centu-
ry, we're permi t t ing decertifica-
tion — unprofessional iz ing. I t ' s a 
cynical approach to educa t ion ." 
• The role of school bui lding 
commit tees is unclear — "a pro-
fusion of confus ion . W h o repre-
sents the people? T h e elected 
school iMiard"' T h e committee '1 

Who knows?'" 

The five Seriate bills will be re-
ferred to the House Education 
Committee, uhu h is working on 
its own t ensions

They take an unbea ten 
record (18-0-1) and a No. 5-rank-
ing in the NJCAA with t h e m to 
t h i s weekend ' s In te r - reg iona l 
Tournament , hosted by McHenrv 
Countv College in Crystal Lake, 
111. 

SC also has the easiest draw in 
the four-team tourney. College of 
DuPage (Chicago), ranked eighth 
in the NJCAA, takes on 10th-
ranked Lewis and Clark (St. Lou-
is) at 11 a.m. (CST> Sa turday . 
T h e Ocelo ts p lay u n r a n k e d 
Bethany Lutheran College (Min-

neapolis), a team tha t has never 
beaten them in three tries, at 1 
p.m. (CST) Saturday. 

T h e championship m a t c h will 
be at noon (CST) Sunday . 

Everything points favorably to 
a tr ip to the NJCAA T o u r n a m e n t 
Nov. 18-21 in Tren ton . N.J . But 
not so fast — the Ocelots have 
been in th is position (al though 
not so strongly) before a n d disap-
pointed. 

Reasons for prior fa i lures vary, 
from poor offensive per formances 
to poor officiating. Such excuses 
cannot psychologically affect the 
Ocelots if they are to succeed, but 
they should not be ignored, either. 

"I told the boys. 'In big games, 
how many goals did .we score?" " 
warned Dimitriou. " T h e r e ' s no 
quest ion we score a lot of goals, 
but we miss a lot of oppor tuni t ies , 
too. In games like this, you won't 

get as many good opportuni t ies , 
so we have to t ake advantage of 
them." 

SC will be aided by its offensive 
diversity, however; Dimi t r iou 
could not recall any of his previ-
ous players scoring 20 goals in a 
season. T h i s year he had two — 
Fadi Bazzi (27) and Mat t Lividini 
(25), and another , Vince Troiani , 
netted 17. 

But as any playoff-bound team 
will at test , defense makes the dif-
ference, and in the pas t that is 
where SC has been lacking. Dimi-
triou's a t tacking, pressure-s tyle of 
play can leave defensive holes 
that opponents can exploit. SC 's 
top marking defenders . Bill Lan-
spear> and T i m McCarley, as well 
as stopper Matt Lee and sweeper 
Billy Joker, will be tes ted. 

Dimitriou is conf ident in his 
defense. "I know for a fact tha t 

our defense will keep us in the 
game," he said, not ing his team's 
102-6 scoring advantage th is sea-
son. "How well we finish our op-
portuni t ies will be the key factor." 

SC hosted DuPage earlier this 
season and posted a 2-1 victory'. 
What interested Dimitriou as 
much as his own t eam ' s win was 
DuPage 's tie aga ins t Macomb the 
next day; DuPage ' s performance 
was much worse. If the Ocelots 
face DuPage in Sunday ' s final, 
Dimitriou is convinced his team's 
superior depth will be a factor. 

Experience could help SC. too. 
Several s ta r te rs — Lanspeary. 
Lividini, keeper Mat t Stabile, 
midfielders T i m Lampi and Andy 
Cosenza — played in the I n t e r r e -
gional last year. More important-
ly, Joker was par t of the '90 team 
tha t won and made the only tr ip a 
Dimitr iou-coached SC team ever 

made to the NJCAA Tournamen t . 
Lampi has an ankle injury 

which could keep him out. Joe 
Perron has proved to be a su i tab le 
replacement , however. 

" T h e guys are a b s o l u t e l y 
focused," said Dimitriou. " N o ifs, 
ands or b u t s about it. Our oppo-
nent bet ter be at full s trength or 
we'll find their weakness and ex-
ploit i t ." 

• SC 4, FERRIS STATE 0: The 
Ocelots got the scoring they needed from 
well-established sources in completing 
their undefeated season Saturday at SC. 

Two Matt Lividini goals and a third 
frum Fadi Bazzi gave them a 3-0 half 
time lead.

Matt Stabile was in goal for the shut 
out. 

Although they scored four times, 
Dimitriou wasn't completely satisfied

" T h e junior college competi t ion 
is not that awesome this year ," 
said O'Shea, whose 1987 team 
captured the NJCAA title. " I t ' s 
less than average, s trengthwise. 

"I don' t kgow if we're tha t far 
away. We played the best t e a m s 
evenly." 

T h e t eams expected to contend 
for the ti t le are Monroe (N.Y.) 
CC. which SC tied in the first 

weekend of the season, a n d Flor-
issant Valley (St. Louis) CC. 
which defeated the Ocelots 2-0 at 
midseason. 

Of course, the road m u s t start 
against Central College Sa tu rday . 
SC has played Central twice and 
won both: 3-0 in an inter-regional 
playoff two years ago and 4 1 in a 
regular-season match last season. 
O'Shea is confident of success 
once again. 

But his own team concerns him 
as much as the opponent . T h e 
Ocelots' inability to play with the 
confidence of a winner has been a 
major flaw, 

"I still don't have any leaders ." 
said O'Shea. "The re ' s still no 

take-charge person on the field. 
When I tell them what the prob-
lem is. it creates doubt in t hem." 

And tha t shows in their per-
formance. It also makes it easy to 
define what the Ocelots need to 
succeed. 

"We need two th ings to do 
well." said O 'Shea . "Get one and 
we could still do well. 

"We need a leader, a take-
charge person or group of people. 
If we get that , it could make a dif-
ference. Then if th ings s tar t to go 
wrong on the field, there would be 
someone to help ma in ta in (our 
poise). 

"Second, if our forwards get 
goal hungry". They have to get the 

drive, get a bit selfish. Ask any 
good coach and he'll tell you any 
good goal-scorer is selfish. We've 
got a team of Miss Congenialities 
u p there." 

O'Shea has a t t empted to ad-
dress the conf idence problem by 
simplifying his practices. "All 
season, I've been trying to get 
them to think be t t e r , " he said. "If 
you think better a n d faster, you'll 
play better. 

"Bu t we're gett ing away from 
t h a t now. We ' re s impl i fy ing 
things, doing some straightfor-

ward s tuff in practices — more 
running a n d less scr immaging." 

T h e hope is that some of what 
was learned in the earlier " th ink-
bet ter" sess ions will be retained 
and have a positive effect. T h a t 
could make a difference, if the 
Ocelots can make O'Shea 's theo-
ries work.

What can Farmington Hil ls 
Harrison expect from the Dear-
born Edsel Ford offense Satur-
day in a Class A regional foot-
ball game?

Good deer hunters use 
rut to their advantage

Some of the hot-
test deer hunt ing 
of the season will 
take place over 
the next couple 
w e e k s as t h e 
whitetail rut gets 
into full swing. 

Mature bucks 
have been leav-
ing r u b s a n d 
scrapes through-
out the woods in 
recent weeks in 
a n t i c i p a t i o n of 

the annual ma t ing season — re-
ferred to by hun te r s as " the rut ." 
During this ma t ing season both 
bucks and does will be excessively 
active as they roam the forests 
and woodlands in search of a pro-
spective mate. 

Smart h u n t e r s will use the rut 
to their advantage and spend as 
much time as possible in the 
woods. 

The Michigan whitetail mates 
in the fall of the year so that 
fawns will be born in the spring 
when the weather is warm and 
food abundan t . A mature white-
tail doe goes in to es t rus — a cycle 
in which an egg is available for 
fertilization — for a 26-30 hour 
period. If the egg isn't fertilized 
during this period, the doe will go 
back into es t rus in another 28 
days — or early to mid-December. 
Some young does (last spring's 
fawns) will also go into es t rus in 
December add ing to th is minirut . 

Estrus, j u s t like antler growth, 
bear hibernat ion, bird migration 
and most everything that occurs 
annually in na ture , is triggered by-
diminishing or increasing hours 
of daylight. In Michigan, the rut 
occurs predictably in mid-No-
vember as the days grow shorter 
anil the n ights longer. The rut 
lasts, for the most part , about two 
to three weeks although bucks 
will display rutt ing-like antics in 
the weeks preceding the actual 
rut. 

Bucks become very aggressive 
during the rut. They will mark 
their territory and defend it 
against any in t ruding bucks. T h e 
biggest most ma tu re bucks will do 
most of the mat ing. 

Fresh rubs and scrapes are sure 
signs that an eager buck is pres-
ent. 

A rub is a very visible sign. 
Bucks remove the velvet from 
their ant lers in late summer and 
early fall by rubbing them against 
branches and saplings. "Mat ing" 
or "sparr ing" rubs are made the 

same way prior to or dur ing the 
rut , but usually in a m u c h more 
aggressive manner. 

These rubs act as a visible 
signs to alert other deer t h a t a 
buck is tending an area. T h i s ac-
tivity also helps s t rengthen the 
buck incase he has an encounter 
with another mature male. 

When this rubbing occurs the 
trees and branches are left scarred 
and bare of bark. Rubs are usua l -
ly found one to three feet off the 
ground, depending on the size of 
the deer. Bigger bucks rub on big-
ger trees. 

Scrapes are created when a 
buck paws an area of earth free of 
grass, leaves and sticks all the 
way down to the dirt . Scrapes are 
u s u a l l y m a d e b e n e a t h a n 
overhanging branch, or licking-
stick, which will be nipped or bro-
ken off near the end. Scrapes 
range in size from one to eight feet 
in d iameter . An active scrape will 
have a strong odor and the dirt 
will be moist with urine. A fresh 
scrapes will also have a hoof pr int 
in the middle of it and t ine (an-
tler) m a r k s scrapped through it 
which can help indicate the size 
of the buck using the scrape. 

When an estrus doe finds a hot 
scrape she too will ur inate in the 
scrape then hang around the area 
unti l the buck returns. Bucks will 
often leave a number of scrapes 
th roughout a two to four mile 
range, depending on the n u m b e r 
of deer in the area. He'll check 
these scrapes on a daily basis , 
u s u a l l y a p p r o a c h i n g f r o m 
downwind so he can tell with h is 
nose if a cfoe is present. 

If a savvy hunter can se t -up . 
u n d e t e c t e d . 20 to 30 y a r d s 
downwind from an active scrape 
and sit t ight he'll s tand a good 
chance of intercepting a buck. 

T h e rut is under way. If you 
hun t with a bow and arrow get out 
of the house and into the woods. 
If you're waiting for the start of 
the Nov. 15 firearms season t ake a 
day out to scout now so you'll be 
ready for that rut t ing buck on 
opening day.

Give Hawks credit 
Harrison deserves a pat on the 

hack and some sort of medal for 
doing what few public schools will 
do: Play Catholic League teams in 
the regular season. 

In a ninth week crossover the 
last two years, the Hawks have 
played the third place team in the 
Central Division: DeLaSalle and 
Rice. By the way. why did Class 
AA Dearborn Fordson get the 
fourth-place team — Class BB 
Notre Dame this year and Har-
rison the bigger schools? 

Ironically, Harrison has much 
in common here with the parochi-
al powers, especially Redford 
Catholic Central, which is why 
the Hawks had to take the crosso-
ver agreement. 

All are victims of their own suc-
i ess. They're perceived as too 
powerful and too good, with the 
odds stacked in their favor. So no-
I >odv wants to schedule them. 

Rice and CC are seen as having 
.in unfair advantage, tx'ing able to 
draw players from wide areas. But 
Harrison? The Hawks have im-
pusrd limits even with open en-
n illnient. 

As strange as it seems, Harri 
son is a public school with a paro-
. hial image in football. Twelve 
phivoff appearances and five state 
t ith-s have a lot to do with it. 

Southfield and West Bloom 
li.-ld wanted off the schedule in 
ilu? late "SOs. That led lo playing 
Del 'orr .s and Divine Child in 
reason openers the last three 
years. 

Another suburban school asked 
t<> be let out of a contract, which 
1 >r« ed Harrison to schedule Di 
v ine ( hild instead. 

On the other hand, a ninth 
game with S tand ish-S te r l ing 
-.howed the Hawks playing just 
anybody was no good either. The 
•'•suit was Toledo Central Catho-
lic i Hawks *on 33-7 in 19911 and 
the Central Division teams in the 
season finale. 

'"Some years, you can beat 
loams like CC and Rice, but year 
m and year out it's going to be dif-
ficult." Herrington said. "In '91 
we had the big team and were able 
to compete iwinning 32-0 over 
Rice)." 

N e w , old o p p o n e n t 
Harrison will play Oxford in the 

ninth game next year, which will 

be a rematch of the 1990 state 
semifinal won by the Wildcats. 
Oxford has been a Class BB pow 
er ever since. 

"We wanted to get into a stable 
situation, so we knew who we 
were going to play and could scout 
them right from the start ," Herr-
ington said. "We spent time 
scouting Notre Dame and De 
LaSalle. because we thought Rice 
would be in the Catholic League 
playoffs. 

"We like to play comparable 
schools — Class A schools of 
about 1.000 kills. Oxford is BB 
but they have an excellent pro-
gram We definitely want to play 
good teams." 

Harrison ha> no first-game op-
ponent for next year but has made 
overtures to Class AA Brighton, 
and Herrington would like to play 
teams from A schools like Lahser. 
Groves or Seaholm. 

IM like to see a North Farming-
ton Harrison game more often. 
They've played just once in the 
last seven years, but it's a natural 
rivalry waiting to happen. 

But the events of 1986 have 
prevented it. That year, both 
played for the WLAA champion-
ship and again the next week in 
the season finale. 

CC deserved chance 
Nobody is feeling sorry for Red-

ford Catholic Central this week 
because the Shamrocks aren't in 
the Class A A playoffs. But let it 
be said here they should be play 
ing another game. 

For those who say 'Give some-
one else a chance: CC is in the 
playoffs all the time. I say con-
sider this: It's the same teams 
every year, not just CC. 

Look at the first-round pair-
ings. I see Fordson. Arthur Mill, 
Eisenhower. Muskegon, Troy. 
Brighton, Stevenson. John Glenn, 
Henry Ford and Adrian. Those 
schools have been in plenty. 

The irony, of course, is that 
Henry Ford made it at 8-1 after 
losing 24-0 to CC in the first game 
and the Shamrocks didn't despite 
one loss. 

Here's another strange twist of 
fate. Playing Class C Bishop Gal-
lagher with four wins in the Prep 
Bowl hurt CC. The Lancers were 
in the game because they won a 
tiebreaker with A A Bracket tri 
champs Divine Child and I)e 

Porres. But Class BB Divine 
Child with four wins would have 
given CC the needed points. 

CC has been in the playoffs five 
of the last six years, so it 's not as 
if the deck is completely stacked 
against it. The Shamrocks did 
make it with a 7-2 record in 1990 
(and won the state title). 

But the situat ion this y* ar does 
point up the problem CC faces: 
trouble getting games with suit-
able opponents (right class and 
good competition) and the state of 
the Catholic League. 

Too big for league 
It's my observation CC and 

Rice have outgrown the league in 
terms of their enrollment and 
quality of football talent. 

They're big schools in a Class 
B-C league. Only DeLaSalle, Orc-
hard Lake St. Mary's and De 
Porres are any competi ' ion for 
them, but two of those schools 
don't provide the necessary and 
now all important playoff points. 

The Centra! Division and Dou-
ble A aren't what they once were. 
Notre Dame and Detroit-Jesuit 
are B schools, and that affects the 
playoff situation, too. 

Here's another stat: In the last 
18 years (1976-93). the Central 
Division has won 16 league titles 

15 by either Rice or CC. In the 
preceding 17 years (1959-75), ex 
eluding 1971-72 when the league 
declared co-champions, the AA 
won 11 times with one tie. 

There's no easy solution, except 
what one person suggested: Don't 
lose. I don't think either wants to 
leave (he league and, if getting 
games is hard, try getting into a 
new league with comparable pub-
lic schools. 

A six team league with Rice, 
CC, DeLaSalle and three Catholic-
schools in Toledo has been dis-
cussed. But that still leaves four 
open dates. 

All three have scheduled public 
schools more aggressively and 
made the playoffs in years when 
they should have. But. for the 
above reasons, there's always a 
chance what happened this year 
will happen again. 

The strength of its schedule 
combined with some lower-class 
opponents has made getting into 
the playoffs more difficult for CC 
t h a n a c t u a l l y w i n n i n g the 
playoffs.

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Venus, Jupiter 'dance'entertains skywatchers

T h i s will be an 
incredibly active 
m o n t h fo r 
skywa tche r s ; a 
variety of events 
will delight the 
e y e . U n f o r -
t u n a t e l y , there 
will be a few 
other rare events 
which will not be 
visible from our 
area. 

O n e of t h e 
highlights of November will be a 
month-long dance between two of 
the brightest objects in the sky: 
Venus and Jup i t e r . During No-
vember, a bright star , the moon 
and the p lanet Mercury will get 
into the act. 

On Nov. 5 the moon will be lo-
cated midway between Castor, the 
head of one of the twins (above 
and to the right of the moon), and 
Procvon (below and to the left of 
the moon). Procyon ( P R O see on) 
is the brightest s tar in the con-
stellation of Canis Minor, the Lit-
tle Dog, and the eighth brightest 
s tar in the en t i re sky. 

Notice also the dis tance be 
tween Venus and Jup i t e r on the 
morning of t h e 5th. A mere five 
mornings ago they were eight de-
grees apart , a n d J u p i t e r was very 
Close to the horizon. Now the two 
objects will be jus t three degrees 
apart , and, on the morning of the 
sixth, will be two degrees apart . 

Mercury will be at inferior con-
junc t ion with the sun on Nov. 6. 
Mercury will be located between 
the earth a n d the sun and will not 
be seen. In fact, Mercury will be 
nearly exactly between the earth 
and the sun and a t ransi t of Mer-
cury will occur. 

A t r ans i t is the passage of a 
smaller body across the face of a 
larger one. Of the major planets , 
only Venus and Mercury can 
t ransi t t h e sun . T h e smaller body 
is seen as a s i lhouette on the face 
of the sun . T rans i t s of Mercury-
are fairly rare; on average there 
are 13 t r a n s i t s of that planet per 
century. (The last was in 1986, 
and the next will l>e in 1999.) Un-
for tunately th is transit will occur 
at 10:06 p.m., at which time the 
sun will be nowhere to be found in 
the Michigan sky. To see the 
t ransi t , you'll have to be in India, 
Southeas t Asia, China. Austra l ia 
or New Zealand. (When the moon 
" t r a n s i t s " the sun, a solar eclipse 
occurs.) 

T h e moon will be at last quar 
ter phase at 1:36 a.m. on Nov. 7. It 
will be s ta r t ing the las t-quarter of 
its orbit a round the earth and will 
be visible high in the south-
southeast at dawn. The bright 
s tar to t h e left of the moon will be 
Regulus, the "hear t ' ' of Leo the 
lion. On t h e following morning 
the moon will be directly below 
that star. 

Venus and Jupi te r will have

the i r close conjunct ion ("group-
ing") on the morning of the 8th . 
T h e two bright objects will be 
only one-half of a degree apart 
(about one full moon diameter) . 
Venus will be passing to the left 
of J u p i t e r . T h e next morning they 
will be three-quar ters of a degree 
apar t , a n d the dis tance will in-
crease rapidly dur ing the rest of 
the mon th . 

Notice Spica, above a n d to the 
left of the two planets . At the be-
ginning of the month the three 
objects formed a triangle. Now 
they will be in a nearly straight 
line. 

T h e moon joins the Venus-Ju-
pi ter -Spica grouping on the morn-
ing of Nov. 11. T h e moon will be 
above and to the right of Spica, 
a n d tha t star will be midway be-
tween the moon and Jupi te r . On 
the next morning the waning cres-
cent moon will form a triangle 
with Venus and Jupi te r . 

Mercury officially will be in the 
morn ing sky by th is t ime; a line 
drawn from Jup i t e r through Ve-

n u s will bring you to Mercury, bu t 
t h a t illusive planet will be only 
two degrees above the horizon. It 
will be better placed for viewing 
in j u s t a few more days. 

New moon will be at 4:34 a .m. 
on Nov. 13. The moon will be lo-
ca ted between the earth and the 
sun and will not be visible. As in 
t h e case of the t ransi t of Mercury, 
t h e moon will be located nearly 
exactly between the earth and the 
sun and there will be a par t ia l so-
lar eclipse. T h e bad news is th i s 
eclipse, jus t like the t rans i t of 
Mercury, will not be visible from 
our area, bu t the view from Ant-
arct ica could be nice. 

Mercury will be one degree to 
t h e left of Venus before sunr ise on 
Nov. 14 Venus, which will be 
m u c h brighter than Mercury, will 
dazzle the eye. Mercury has been 
zipping between the earth and the 
sun during the month, but on the 
14th it will appear to be s tat ion-
ary then will begin to draw closer 
to the sun. Venus is also drawing 
closer to the sun. but i t 's ahead of 
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Mercury in that respect. T h i s will 
resul t in Mercury remaining very 
well placed for observing while 
Venus becomes more diff icult as 
the weeks pass. 

T h e waxing crescent moon will 
be visible in the evening sky on 
the 15th. Look toward the south-
west horizon a round 5:50 p.m. On 
the 16th the moon will be higher 
in the sky, within the constella 
tion of Sagi t tar ius the archer. 

Coming u p next t ime: Mercury 
remains extremely well-placed for 
viewing in the morning sky for 
1993, the Leonid meteor shower 
peaks and there will be a total 

eclipse of the moon. 
An excellent aid for learning 

constellations and keeping up to 
date with the sky is the monthly 
"Sky Calendar," available from 
A brums Planetarium, Michigan

The Meadow Brook Theatre 
production of the 1931 "Black 
Coffee" never quite takes us to 
the library of a rich, eccentric 
English scientist. It has some fine 
acting, a properly cascading final 
act and a pleasant set, but it lacks 
that crucial atmosphere. 

Christ ie 's famous detective 
with "the little gray cells," Hecule 
Poirot, is called to a country es-
tate to investigate the theft of sci 
entific papers on building an 
atomic bomb. 

Before Poirot and his faithful 
companion Capt. Hastings arrive, 
the scientist dies. Has he been 
poisoned? If so, who did the deed? 
Was it his playboy son, his mys-

terious daughter-in-law, his irre-
verent niece, his talkative sister, 
his meticulous secretary, the but-
ler or the Italian doctor. 

As always the number of likely-
suspects is large enough and 
credible enough to keep the audi-
ence guessing and Dame Agatha 
follows the example of Conan 
Doyle by having Hastings stand 
in for the rest of us while Poirot 
soars ahead. 

The first, necessarily expository 
act dragged as the actors seemed 
to struggle to get into character. 
The second and third acts moved 
with more authority. 

Eric Tavares goes lightly on the 
Belgian accent and a bit too heav-
ily on the hesitant Poirot manner-
isms. He succeeds in making 
Poirot a trustworthy confidante 
and does show the process of the 
mind at work. 

James Anthony is excellent as 
the eager if bumbling Hastings. 
Hia futile attempts to out think 
his famous friend are the liveliest 
eichangaa in the play.

T h e idea doesn' t seem to click 
wi th the man either, who flags a 
c a b to drive him to the nearest 
hotel. He checks in wi thout call 
ing his wife, showers, then lays 
down for a nap before FBI agents 
come pounding on the door. 

One man ' s pa inful recovery 
from severe t rauma is the basis of 
"Fear less ," s tar r ing the ever-
watchable Jeff Bridges. T h e well-
scripted drama is now showing at 
the Star J o h n R in Madison 
Heights, and will open at addi-
t ional theaters Friday. 

When it comes to emotional 
and heartfelt d rama , "Fear less" is 
pre t ty exciting stuff . T h e man, 
Max Klein, believes t h a t because

he cheated death on the plane, he 
can do it again. He walks out into 
traffic as beeping cars whoosh by 
him. He dances high above the 
street a top a tall building ledge. 

T h e i m m o r t a l i t y c o m p l e x 
doesn't wear well with his family. 
Wife Laura, played by Isabella 
Rosellini, has infinite pa t ience 
with his immortal i ty complex and 
his withdrawal from her both 
physically a n d emotionally. She 
even tries to unders tand his often 
brutal honesty, including his ex 
pressed love for a fellow plane 
crash survivor (Rosie Perez). 

Some have speculated tha t the 
heavily symbolic "Fear less" is ac-
tually a metaphor for midlife cri-
sis. T a k e awav the p lane crash 
and replace it with a t r aumat i c 
bir thday or anniversary and a 
man like Max might act the same 
way. 

The performances here at top-
notcb. and not just from Bridges, 
an actor who chooses h is roles as 
deftly as anyone in Hollywood. 
Rosie Perez, usually ident i f ied by 

an acid tongue and grating voice, 
has her most m a t u r e role to date 
as Carla, a devout ly religious 
young woman t rying to come to 
grips with why her son was taken 
away from her. 

Max. feeling it h is du ty to save 
her, takes Carla out to a shopping 
mall and urges her to buy gifts for 
the dead child. He, meanwhile, 
buys a fancy tool set , tying up 
loose ends with the fa ther he lost 
through a freak accident when 
Max was only 13. 

Scenes like th i s shouldn ' t work 
in "Fearless." but they do. thanks 
in great part to director Peter 
Weir, who sets exactly the right 
tone. After a s t r ing of interesting 
and commercial films like "Wit-
ness ' ' and "Green Card , " Weir 
has finally gone back to the char-
acter motivated d r a m a that made 
his early Aus t ra l ian films ("The 
I-ast Wave," "P i cn i c at Hanging 
Rock") so exciting. 

Events leading u p to the crash 
are deftly handled in Max and 
Car ta ' s r ecu r r ing f l a shbacks 
Max's bus iness pa r tne r trying to 
call home one last t ime only to 
find an answering machine , Carla 

struggling with her child's seat 
belt, and Max walking over to a 
little boy s i t t ing alone in the 
hopes of comfort ing him. T h e ac-
tual crash is shown in an as-
toundingly vivid montage. 

Scr ipted by Rafael Yglesias 
from his own book, "Fear less" 
isn't always the t ightest , especial-
ly when it comes to minor charac-
ters. J o h n Tu r tu r ro doesn't have a 
whole lot to do as the airline pys-
chologist assigned to help Max 
and Car la overcome their t rauma. 
You also get the feeling that more 
footage existed between Max and 
tha t l i t t le boy he was ins t rumen-
tal in saving. Perhaps it 's j u s t as 

well. 
One of the greatest s t rengths of 

"Fear less" is i ts dead-on depic-
tion of the legal feeding frenzy 
that resul t s from an accident such 
as th is . "I know, I'm horrible," 
says Max 's sha rp shyster lawyer 
(an almost unrecognizable Tom 
Hulce» before out l ining a strategy 
that will get t hem more money. 

Hollywood movies always seem 
hypocritical when dealing with 
the topic of greed and avarice. 
" F e a r l e s s " works because it 
doesn' t oversell the message. It 's 
the k ind of movie whose real 
meaning seeps in slowly, some-
t imes years a f te r you've seen it.

So what do authors 
feel are good reads? 

This week. I t hough t it might provide a nice 
change of pace for all of you if 1 tracked 
down the op in ions of other area writers in 

regard to the books they have been reading lately. 
S<>. 1 asked a number of western Wayne County 
authors for their c o m m e n t s on recent literary "ad-
ventures ." 

Here's what they revealed: 
• Barbara Burgess. Livonia children's au thor 
("Oren Bell"). She calls "Miss ing Joseph." by 
Elizabeth George, "a great read for mystery f a n s " 
and . ult imately, "a novel tha t t ranscends genre." 

In the story, a sad a n d lonely Lancashire vicar 
meets with "misadvent u r e " and a literary sleuth-
ing game is afoot. 

Says Burgess: "For those addicted to Agatha 
Christie, (or those who) have gone through the 
works of P.D. James , or sampled others who write 
English mysteries. I recommend Elizabeth 
George. (Her) charac ters are more English than all 
the rest ." 

George herself is an American writer from Cali-
fornia. Fans familiar with her so-veddy-British 
hero. Inspector Lynley of Scotland Yard, and his 
plain-spoken, cha in-smoking sidekick, Barbara 
Havers, may agree with Burgess that " the chemis-
try between these two is del ightful ." 
• Jim Burnstein, P l y m o u t h screenwriter (his 
screenplay, "Rena i s sance Man , " is now being 
filmed by Touchs tone Pictures) . Burnstein says 
he's recently re-read ("for about the 10th t ime") 
Anthony Burgess' dark, fu tur i s t ic tale, "A Clock-
work Orange." T h i s t ime around, he read the origi-
nal British version of the novel, which contains a 
controversial final chap te r not included in the ini-
tial American publ icat ion brought out in 1963. 

" T h e original last chap te r definitely puts a dif-
ferent >pin on th ings ," says writer-teacher Burn-
stein of the story ai>out a nightmarish world in 
which violent street gangs dominate society. " T h e 
book is about moral choice, and I've used it sever-
al t imes through the years in classes that I teach. 1 
always find it amazing. T h e world Burgess wrote 
about is what seemed ultra-violent in the '60s a n d 
what we actually see in our headlines now — only 
we've added guns to the mix." 

• Rob Kantner , Wes t l and crime novelist ( "The 
Red, WTiite, and Blues") . T h e veteran fiction writ-
er c la ims he rarely reads fiction. 

"Frankly, the last few experiences I've had with 
fiction have been bor ing," he says. "Most of it 
leaves me cold." 

Non-fiction is ano the r mat ter for Kantner , how-
ever. Recently, he 's found Alecia Swasy's "Soap 
Ojiera," a behind- the-scenes , up-close focus on 
Procter and Gamble ), " a n interesting expose of 
corporate skullduggery 
• Shelly Thacker . Redford romance writer ("For-
ever His"). Though she emphasizes she 's not ordi-
narily into techno-thri l lers , Thacker confesses one 
of her best reading experiences th is year turned 
out to be Michael Cr ich ton ' s dinosaur blockbus-
ter, " Ju rass ic Park." 

"I became interested in reading the book after I 
saw the movie." she says. "I liked it because it was 
so fast-paced — a real page-turner for me. It con-
ta ins much scientific information, but never once 
bogs down." 
• Robert Wilson, Redford horrormeister ("The 
Second Fire"). "I read Dutch Leonard's 'Get Shor-
ty' this summer and found it to be one of the best 
of his books that I've read. Leonard is f requent ly 
praised for his strong characters and dialogue, a n d 
certainly those are here, bu t th is is also a great 
story. As a reader, tha t a t t r ac t s me especially. I 
personally think Leonard is underrated in t e rms 
of his ability as a s torytel ler ." 

• S.K Wolf, Livonia suspense novelist ( "MacK-
innon's Machine"). Wolf highly recommends Bri-
an Freemantle 's mystery thriller, "The But ton 
Man . " 

" T h e story is abou t serial killings in Moscow," 
she says, "with a Russ i an police officer and an 
FBI agent working together to solve the crimes. 
Freemantle is a Bri t ish au thor who has writ ten 
many books and I've read one or two others. But I 
like th i s book best. I found it to be very, very com 
[>elling." 

Victoria Diaz of Livonia, a long-time member of 
l/etnnt Women Writers, track* the books and liter-
ary industry for the ()h*er\*r A Eccentric Neu/spa -
Iters She says she "has a lifelong interest in read-
ing, every thing from great novels to cereal boxes "

t h e d i f f icu l ty of surviving 
financially in today 's economy. 
Money swirls through the air 
as rows of people leaning out 
their windows vie to capture it. 
T h e acrylic on canvas won 
Best of Show and first place in 
the 1993 Michigan S ta te Fair 
Ar t i s t s Compe t i t i on -P ro fe s -
sional Division. 

" I like to paint th ings that 
people will s top and think 
a b o u t , " said Angevine in an in-
terview at the gallery. "Money 
is a big par t of our lives. All the 
money is out there. They ' re 
reaching out and not grabbing 
the money." 

" 'The Art is t ' s World," a 
self -portra i t , shows the world 
in which the art is t lives. "I 
t h ink an artist should reflect 
on wha t ' s going on at the 
t i m e . " 

Angevine thrives on the use 
of l inear and aerial perspective, 
f loat ing figures and forms as 
well as juxtaposing unre la ted 
objects tha t create strong sur-
realist effects like the black 
crows hovering a round the 
" B u s S top ." 

" T h e crows s tun the viewer. 
It has shocking e lemei^s . T h e y 
s top you in your tracks. A b u s 
s top can be very boring. I 'm 
giving the viewer a little jol t by-
placing the crows there," An-
gevine said. 

"Some art is ts don' t want to 
t ake challenges. I want to. I 'm 
try ing to vary the themes , move 
in newer directions. I t h i n k 
Sur rea l i sm can be explored in 
new ways , r e f l e c t i n g t h e 
d reams , fantasies, imaginat ion, 
symbol ism and life experienc-
es. T h e paint ings are an accu-

mulat ion of life's experiences, 
something I couldn ' t have done 
20 years ago. I 'm t rying to be 
original, reach into my imagi-
nat ion to try and do some th ing 
that hasn ' t been done before." 

Employing the powers of im-
agination, Angevine creates the 
double self-portrai t , " Ins t ruc -
tor 's Dream." One figure, a 
self-portrait , faces the viewer. 
Behind him, a mirror image 
faces a sea of s t u d e n t s s tudying 
perspective, their ske tches in 
hand. 

Except for earlier abs t rac t s , 
Angevine's pa in t ings are large-
scale. "I like big pa in t ings . It 
opens up my mind. I can think 
bigger. 1 like having all that 
open space in front of me. I 'm 
using brighter colors to create a 
bigger impact t han t rad i t ional 
colors." 

"Unusua l th ings are sup-
posed to be together in Surreal-
i sm," he added. " T h e r e ' s no 
ironclad explanat ion for these 
sometimes. Somet imes , sub-
consciously things happen . It 's 
very deep, a lot of fun . 1 get lost 
in these ." 

Angevine's latest pa in t ings 
overpower viewers f rom the 
moment they enter the gallery. 
As they walk through, t h e work 
digresses back in t ime to Real-
ism and Abstract . 

Angevine s tar ted pa in t ing at 
15. He 's now 56. He spen t 20 
years working in the t radi t ion 
of abst ract ion. A brief bout 
with realism precluded his en-
tering the world of surrea l i sm. 

Angevine's Surrea l i s t style 
evolved not only th rough 41 
years of painting, bu t 5Va dec-
ades of living. His works create 
windows to undiscovered di-
mensions of our minds . 

"I like to t h ink it will open 
up people 's minds , also to serve 
as an inspi ra t ion to young art-
ists and s t u d e n t s , and for peo-
ple to be a l i t t le more adven-
turesome when they buy art ." 
he said. 

Angevine s tud ied at Center 
for Creative Studies-College of 
Art and Design in Detroit from 
1954 to 1958 unde r Sarkisian. 
Palazzola, Kozlow and Mi-
dener. 

Angevine h a s t aught paint-
ing and drawing through adult 
education c lasses for 18 years. 
His s t u d e n t s include Tyree 
Guyton, na t iona l ly known for 
his Heidelberg Project in De-
troit , and Mose McCann , a re-
nowned folk a r t i s t . 

"My t ra in ing was very strict 
in the academics . When I went 
to school, you h a d to learn to 
draw before you pa in t , " he said. 

In 1992. Angevine won the 
Director 's Award in Michigan 
Annual XX held at the Art 
Center in Mount Clemens. T h e 
show was jurored by nat ional ly 
recognized ar t is t Carol Wald. 

His " Inf in i te L ikenesses" 
pa in t ing was one of 200 final-
is ts out of 11,500 entries in the 
Art is t ' s Magazine nat ional art 
compet i t ion. 

Nelson 's Gallery owner Lau-
ra Hardy says of Angevine's ex 
hibi t ion: "Carl really has an 
impact on people — the inten-
sity of each picture. People 
drag their f r iends back, saying.

Native West brings the ancient 
a r t s of sand painting and weav ing 
to light with guest appearances by 
award-winning ar t i s t s Chester 
Begay and Alberta Tsosie of New 
Mexico Friday-Sunday, Nov. 5-7. 
in the gallery. 863 W. Ann Arbor 
Tra i l . Plymouth. 

Along with the Navajo husband 
and wife paint ing team will be 
American Indian art collector and 
t rader Vince Ferrari of Farming-
ton, N.M. 

As Begay and Tsosie demon-
s t ra te techniques used to create 
the sand designs once restricted 
to feligious, ceremonial and heal-
ing purposes, Ferrari will inter-
pret the symbolism, stories and 
legends revealed in this dying art . 

"On Friday, we'll be serving 
Southwestern hors d'ouevres. en-
t icing cus tomers to come in and 
see th is tradit ional art form t h a t ' s 
been around thousands of years. 
Alberta and Chester live on the 
Navajo reservation and will be 
able to share their cul ture with 
us , " said Annet te Horn, gallery 
co-owner with husband Ken. 

Sand paintings are a perma-
nent form ot ceremonial pa in t ings 
created with sands of sacred col-
ors. Navajo incorporate s a n d 
paint ings , chants, herbs, prayers 
a n d songs into ceremonies to re-
store balance in the universe. 

They believe tha t sky, ear th , 
water, an imals and man are con-
nected in a certain context , a n d 
man is the mediator. W h e n man 
upse t s the balance, it causes ill-
ness or disaster. T o restore the 
na tura l balance, a sand pa in t ing 
us ing sacred colors and symbols 
mus t be cast on the floor of the 
ai l ing or offending person ' s hogan 
by a Medicine Man or S h a m a n . 

"An entire sand pa in t ing takes 
many , many hours to complete . 
T h e y travel hundreds of mi les to 
find the stones to grind to make 
the sand ," Horn said. 

T h e Guardians are impor t an t 
personages in Navajo legend and 
s a n d paintings. They appea r in 
pa i r s at the entrance, or eas t edge, 
of the design to protect and guard 
the opening of the paint ing. Some 
of the most common symbols to 
appear as Guardians include the 
moon. sun. beaver, med ic ine 

pouch, bat, buffalo, bow, arrow, 
big snake and otter. 

Another symbol f requen t ly 
used in sand paintings is the 
bear, a sign of power. 

Until recent years, the symbols 
were not recorded because paint-
ings were destroyed immediately 
after the ceremony took place. Its 
secret powers were cast to the 
wind before the sun went down. 

"The ar t i s t s are using the sand 
paintings in art form, not in cere-
monial form so it does not upset 
the spir i tual Gods. Sand paint-
ings originally were only used in 
secretly guarded ceremonies." 
Horn said. 

"Up unt i l 30 years ago, no one 
outside of the Indian tribe ever 
saw a sand paint ing. The first 
f ront iersman who saw one on a 
rug liked it so well, he summoned 
the Native Americans to make 
them for h im." 

"I t ' s not really commercializing 
sand pa in t ings ," said Native 
West ass i s tan t manager Lisa 
Mitchell. "Hav ing it permanent 
saves the s tor ies ." 

Sand pain t ing prices will range 

from $16.95 to $800. 
Ferrari will bring American In-

dian weavings from tradi t ional to 
contemporary designs, including 
old regional trading post pat terns 
like Two Grey Hills, Wild Ruins, 
Burntwater , Ganado and Teec 
NOB POS as well as pictorial weav-
ings. 

Before weaving begins, fnany 
weeks of work go into raising and 
shearing sheep and gathering 
p lan t s for dye as well as washing, 
sp inning and carding the wool. 

T h e dyes are made by the Na-
vajo from liatris, lupine, sun-
flower, choke and blackberries, 
prickly pear cactus f rui t and alder 
bark. P lants gathered in summer 
and early fall yield rich, deep col-
ors while plants harvested in win-
ter and early spring produce light-
er shades. Prices for the weavings 
range from $150 to $6,000. 

Framed charts with samples of 
the p lants used as dyes will be 
available for sale as well. 

Show hours are 6-9 p.m Friday, 
10 a m. to 8 p.m. Saturday, and 
noon to 6p.m. Sunday.

1 presume that there is enough 
room in your " rura l" condominium to 
mainta in these rabbits with some de-
gree of order. 

However, if the rabbits are running 

loose on the common areas and are 
creating a nuisance to t h e other mem-
bers of the association, the board may 
be within its rights to pursue the co-
owner of these rabbi ts . 

It would be, of course, important to 
review the par t icular documents of 
your condominium to determine what 
controls, if any, the association has 
over the rabbits under i ts "animal" 
clause set forth in the documents . 

Moreover. I would suggest that the 
condominium seriously consider put-
t ing some limitation on the number 
of rabbits being main ta ined by a co-
owher, if in fact there is no specific 
l imitation on the main tenance of rab-
bits.

However, if the advisory committee 
members of the respective associa-
tions ul t imately become directors of 
each association and the two associa-
tions have conflicting interests, those 
directors may well be in conflict to 
serve on both boards. 

The advisory committee of both as-
sociations should retain legal counsel 
to advise them individually as to the 

potent ia l issue of conflict as well as 
ass is t them in the prepara t ion for 
tak ing over control of their respect ive 
associat ions.

Visiting: Huweyda Adel of Cairo, Egypt, spent six weeks 
with the members of the Garden City Presbyterian 
Church, including the pastor, the Rec. Gareth Baker 

Stories and books about a 
country, documentar ies and the 
news provide information, but 
short of living in tha t country, the 
best way to learn about the locale, 
the people, the cus toms and the 
beliefs is to talk with someone 
who lives there. 

T h a t ' s what the Rev. Gareth D. 
Baker, pas tor of Garden City 
Presbyter ian Church , has discov-
ered through t h e Ecumenical Par 
ish Program, sponsored by the 
Synod of the Covenant of the 
Presbyter ian Church (USA) in 
Michigan a n d Ohio. 

"Our goal is tha t she share with 
us about back home and about 
her church back home," said 
Baker. 

T h e denomina t ion has done 
this for a n u m b e r of years and 
tries to concent ra te on different 
areas of the world. Th is year, the 
Middle Eas t was the target area 
and 10 assoc ia tes from there were 
sent to 11 different churches in 
the synod. 

The last t ime Garden City 
Presbyter ian hosted a visitor — 
from Cuba — was five years ago 
and church member s opened their 
homes to the visitor for six weeks. 

T h e same was t rue for Adel, 
who was hosted first by -John and 
J u d y Sante iu of Garden City and 
then Betty Pr i tu la of Livonia. 

T h i s was Adel ' s third tr ip to 
the United S ta tes , but her first as 
an ecumenical associate with the 
Presbyter ian church. She found 
the people fr iendly and discovered 
that people, even those of differ-
ent cul tures , share a common 
ground.

for today. T h e title of the 
program, surprisingly, was "Seven 
Deadly S ins . " It featured en-
counters with lust , greed, sloth, 
pride, envy, anger and gluttony 
a n d what people experienced. It 
targeted the concerns of the 21 -to-
29 crowd, but the show raised per 
t inen t i ssues for all ages. 

We are in an age that suffers 
from moral laryngitis. We simply 
do not havv a common vocabu-
lary. Words like " s in" or even 
"mora l s ' or "high ->tandards" are 
not often heard in everyday lan 
giiage No wonder our pluralistic 
cu l ture searches for a common, 
unde r s t andab le "Code of Ethics ." 

T h i - need to articulate a code 
of e th ics reminded me of an old 
newspajier clipping that is on the 
inside of a cabinet in our base-
men t T h e yellowed clipping must 
be more than 15 years old now. 1 
kept these words of wisdom, for

they help me look in fresh ways at 
my own behavior and at t i tudes. 

T h e article listed the following 
"seven deadly s ins ," according to 
Ghandhi : 

1. Wealth wi thout work. 
2. P leasure wi thout conscience. 
3. Knowledge without charac-

ter. 
4. Commerce without morality . 
5. Science without humanity . 
6. Worship without sacrifice. 
7. Politics without principle. 
Frederich Buechner, a noted 

theologian and writer, offers some 
contemporary insights on this 
age-old issue of right and wrong 
and the consequences of our ac-
tions: 

"The power of sin is centr ifu-
gal. When at work in a human 
life, it l ends to push everything 
out toward the periphery. Bits 
and pieces go flying off until only 
the core is left. Eventually, b i ts 
and pieces of the core itself go fly-
ing off unti l in the end nothing at 
all is left . . . Other people, God. 
the world, society, nature — 
whatever you call the greater 
whole of which you're part — sin 
is whatever you do. or fail to do, 
that pushes t hem away, that wid-
ens the gap between you and 
them and also the gaps within 
yourself . . . " (from "Wishfu l 
Thinking, a Theological ABC"). 

Maybe i t ' s t ime we dust off an 
old word like " s i n " and consider 
what it might say to our deepest 
and best selves. Codes of ethics 
have been a round for a long t ime. 
The Ten C o m m a n d m e n t s have 
weathered a few thousand years of 
testing. In modern lingo, you 
might say they go like this: 

1. Honor God. 
2. Have no idols. 
3. Watch your talk. 
4. Honor your parents . 
5. Find a balance between work, 

recreation and worship. 
6. Honor other people's proper-

ty. 
7 Respect all of life. 
8. Be t rue and faithful to your 

marriage vows and your marriage 
par tner . 

9. Speak the t ru th — avoid cov 
er-ups for yourself or backbit ing 

10. Be grateful for what you 
have — you don ' t have to "keep 
u p " with everyone else. 

When we search for solid codes 
of ethics, pe rhaps we can reclaim 
some of the basic guidelines of 
our fai th her i tages For example, 
the Golden Rule is the s tandard 
of h u m a n behavior in all of the 
world's major religions "Do un to 
others as you would have them do 
un to you." 

Maybe we don' t have to invent 
our own codes completely, but lis 
ten to the ones that have spoken 
with wisdom to the human heart 
and condi t ion over the years

M u c h i n c o m m o n 
" W h a t I really th ink tha t I have 

learned a n d have enjoyed are the 
people ," said Adel. "I found more 
s imi la r i t i es between people, in 
general , than there are differenc-
es. H u m a n s have got more in 
c o m m o n than they have different; 
t h e s a m e h o p e s , c o n c e r n s , 
d reams . 

" I t ' s mainly the s ame thing, 
only t h e style of life is different . 
T h e way that things are laid out 
is d i f ferent . The way chi ldren are 
brought u p is different. I th ink 
t h a t ' s the big difference, how the 
ch i ldren are brought up . " 

Adel. 24. recently moved into 
her own apar tment in Cairo jus t 
10 m i n u t e s away from her par-
e n t s ' home and her two younger 
s is ters . She frequently goes back 
to her parents ' home and will 
spend two or three days at a t ime 
there. 

American children are given 
considerably more independence 
at an early age. according to Adel. 

"He re they treat chi ldren as if 
they are grown-ups," she said. 
"Over there (in Egypt) they treat 
the chi ldren as children unt i l they 
are ready to express themselves ." 

She was surprised when she 
wi tnessed a mother who picked 
u p her first grader "very far away 
from the school" because he 
w a n t e d to look independent to his 
f r iends . 

" F a m i l y ties are very s t rong (in 
Egypt ) , " Adel said. " T h a t ' s why 
there can be problems when a for-
eigner marries an Egyptian. They 
find out that they d idn ' t get mar-
ried to one person, they got mar-
ried to the whole family." 

She pointed out tha t is proba-
bly more the case in the smaller 
rural communi t ies . "Cairo is more 
of a cosmopolitan city like any-
city in other places in the world." 

Adel graduated from Helwan 
Univers i ty in Cairo with a major 
in Egyptology and works as a tour 
guide, which requires an exten-
sive knowledge of Egypt ' s lengthy-
history. 

Impressed with her excellent 
c o m m a n d of the Engl ish lan-
guage. Baker pointed out that 
Adel began learning English at 
t h e age of 4. 

RELIGION CALENDAR 

Early learning 
"My parents wanted to teach 

me English when I was a little 
girl, so they sent me to a private 
Ca tho l ic school in Cairo ," Adel 
said. " W e have a lot of private 
schools in Cairo tha t were first 
f ounded by missionaries when 
they came to Egypt." 

All of Adel's classes were 
t a u g h t in English except social 
s t u d i e s and religion. 

" W e had a couple of subjects 
t h a t were taught in Arabic to em-
phas ize our language and the use 
of i t ," she said. "Arabic was taken 
as a language class." Arabic was 
a lways spoken at home, on TV 
and everywhere else. 

Because of the early introduc-
tion to English, "it come natura l -
ly to me , " Adel said. " I can't re-
m e m b e r any ha rdsh ip or being 
forced to learn English." She can 
easi ly switch her th ink ing to ei-
ther language. 

"Somet imes 1 dreams in Eng-
lish; sometimes 1 d ream in Ara 
b ic , " s h e said with a laugh. 

Since nearly 93 percent of 
Egyp t i ans are Sunn i Musl ims, 
Adel finds herself in a dis t inct 
minor i ty as a Coptic Chr i s t i an in 
Cairo. "You have a mosque every 
few houses , " she said. "Cairo is 
f a m o u s for being T h e City of a 
T h o u s a n d Mineret tes " A min-
eret te is the tall s teeple on the 
m o s q u e where prayer is an 
nounced . 

Adel is a member of a Presbyte 
r ian church there, but she has not 
encountered any discr iminat ion 
because of her beliefs. 

"Personal ly , 1 don ' t feel any 
p rob lems , " she said. "I feel closer 
to some Muslim Egypt ians more 
t h a n I do to some Chr i s t i an for-
eigners I don't feel related more 
by the religion I feel related more 
by the cul ture." 

According to Adel, those who 
may suffer d iscr iminat ion are 
those who try to draw a t ten t ion to 
themse lves 

Before leaving t h e Un i t ed 
S t a t e s on Oct 25, Adel spoke to 
her host congregat ion about 
peace, in particular peace in the 
Midd le Eas t 

"Concerning peace in the Mid-
dle Eas t , every single individual 
h a s got a different point of view." 
she said "Th i s in the point , why 
they cannot get together Every 
one, every few people, every group, 
t hey have their own point of view 
a b o u t how to accomplish peace in 
t h e Middle East . T h a t ' s probably 
why they haven' t accomplished it 
in ao many years. "
