that can begin aix to 24 hours af-
ter eat ing and will last about 24 
hours. T h e E. Coli bacteria can 
come from raw or undercooked 
ground beef, unpaateurized milk 
and unpas teur ized apple cider. 

Cook ground beef and Ua prod-
ucts to 155 degrees P. or hotter. 
Don't dr ink unpaateurized prod 
ucta, and prevent any croea con 
laminat ion between cooked and 
raw fooda to control E. Coli. 

Salmonella bacteria ia the most 
commonly reported cauae of food 
borne illneaa. T h e onaet of symp-
tom* are aix to 48 hours s n d laat* 
about two days. T h e symptoms 
are nausea , abdominal cramps, 
diarrhea, fever, and headache. 
Theae bacteria are found in raw or 
undercooked fooda such aa poul-
try, eggs, unpasteur ized milk or 
other dairy product* and meats 

T o control thi* baceteria, be 
careful of croas contaminat ion 
auch aa uaing serving tongs, for 
put t ing raw meat on the grill and 

then uaing them again af ter the 
meat ia cooked without waahing 
them. 

Campylobacter je juni (Campy 
lobecterioeia) La not a household 
word but has been recently recog-
nised s s the leading cause of diar-
rhea. Theae case* have been from 
undercooked fish, poultry snd 
meats , raw (unpasteurized) milk 
and untreated water. Symptoms 
include muscle pain, headache, 
fever followed by diarrhea, ab-
dominal pains and nausea. Cook 
mea t s thoroughly before eating. 

Keep everything tha t touches 
food clean. Utenails. bowls, coun-
ter tops and your hands clean 
when around food. Always uae 
warm, soapy water on your hands 
prior to touching the food cooked 
or raw. Something ao simple aa 
washing your hands will elimi-
na te s lot of food problems, snd 
washing hands after using the 
bathroom ia an absolute must! 

Cook foods thoroughly. Do not 
eat raw meat or eggs. Cook meat 
unt i l the center is no longer pink 

and the juice runs clear. Use s 
meat thermometer if you are un-
able to judge when it's cooked 
completely. Avoid very low oven 
temperatures (below 300 degrees 
P.) as this may encourage bacteri-
al growth. ; 

Do not lesve any food kitting at 
room temperature for longer than 
two hours. Always thaw meats in 
the refrigerator, never on the 
kitchen counter. 

Keep cold foods at 40 degrees P. 
or below and hot foods above 140 
degrees F. Reheat leftovers to 165 
degrees P. 

Cool large quantities of fooda 
quickly by putting them in 
smaller, shallow pens snd refri-
gerate or freeze immedistely.
