to continue seat belt crackdown

Canton Township recently com-
pleted a program of enforcement and
education in the use of safety belts for
adults and children. The township

among the four major thoroughfares
with the greatest number of traffic
crashes and the most injuries. Eight
Mile Road and Telegraph were the
others.

During the four-hour blocks of
time, police in specially marked pa-
trol cars enforced the state’s safety-
belt law. Of the 257 citations issued,
158 were for seat-belt or child-re-
straint violations, 79 for speeding and
20 for miscellancous traffic viola-
ticns. Six arrests were made. Fifteen
warnings also were issued, but not all

verbal warnings were recorded,
Tanner said.

“Non-compliance (with safety-beit
laws) is still a problem for Wayne
County,” Tanner said. “Because we
found low compliance, we will active-
ly continue enforcement.”

In 1992, 132 crashes were reported
on Canton's part of Michigan Avenue.
That same year, 260 crashes were re-
ported on Ford Road in Canton.

The grant money was used to pay
officers for 92 hours of enforcement

Canton Center widening planned

Congested Canton Center Road
will see some relief beginning in
1998 when the thoroughfare —
Cherry Hill to Ford — is widened
to five lanes.

Wayne County staff is working
on the design for the new roadway
that will look like Orchard Lake
Road in Oakland County with two
lanes in each direction and a cen

ter turn lane, said Tom Casan,
Canton Township engineer. The
plan is to get under way sometime
in 1996,

Fourteen pieces of right-of way
are involved in the widening
project. “They (Wayne County
staff) are currently having appra-
isals done now,” Casan said
“The community indicated it
would help (by negotisting) with

the right-of-way issues.”

Canton Center, from Ford Road
to the Sheldon Connector, will be
two lanes but the Sheldon and
Joy intersection would be wid-
ened to five lanes, Casani said.

Widening Canton Center, Cher-
ry Hill to Michigan, also may be
discussed. The widening project
would be financed with federal
dollars matched by 20 percent
Wayne County money, Casari

said.

Wayne County's roads division
has informed Canton that the
flashing light at Canton Center
Road and Warren will be reduced
in hour of operations to 16 a.m.
The change comes after a request
for -re-evaluation of the flashing
signal hours by the Canton Public
Safety Department following sev-
eral recent accidents, including a
fatal accident at the intersection.

1970s, to provide binding arbitra-
rion for municipal firefighters and
police officers. Under the law,
those employees are prohibited
from striking

P.A. 312 Gnffin said, is a “per
fect example on how to avoid
school strikes ”

But Bennett quickly disagreed,
pointing out that one of the act’s
authors, then-state Sen. Coleman
Young, later called it “bad legisla
tion” after he was elected mayor

of Detroit.

The binding arbitration law
“bankrupts communities who
have no say” on what the final
salsry award wall be, Bennett
said.

Those awards are based on sal
ary averages with the arbitrstion
awards resulting in public em-
ployees’ salaries “spiraling up-
wards.”

On privatization of state ser-
vices, Griffin said that he opposes
the concept, fearing that it would
lead “‘to a Big Three of
McDonald's, Wendy's and Burger
King” when the state really needs
“good jobs to sustain a strong

economy.”

The nominee said as a former
mayor, he did back privatization
of specific municipal services,
such as janitorial work for City
Hall, but he is opposed to the
‘concept on a large scale.

Bennett was more neutral on
the issue, saying he would look at
it on a case-by-case basis.

bhusy overseeing construction,
including irrigation, drainage, and
making sure greens are seeded to
specifications.

“We can make the course easy
or hard.” said Johnson, a gradu-
ate of Michigan State University's
turf management program.

The
houses must be on a minimum
one-acre Jot and not in a platted

par 4 is 395 yards if you use the
championship gold tees, or 310
yards if you use the closer-to-the-
green red tees.

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Wake up with coffee

alleyrand, the noted French diplomat, de-
T scribed the perfect cup of coffee as “Black

as the devil, hot as hell, pure as an angel,
sweet as love.”

Americans, though somewhat less vehement,
also take their coffee seriously; we drink an aston-
ishing two-thirds of the world’s supply. Excuse the
pun but specialty coffee shops are the “hot” items
at every mall you walk through. Good old Gloria
Jean, the metro area’s coffee queen, had better be

because rumor has it that we're about to
be tempted with another major coffee retailer.

I'm one of those people who can't seem to func-
tion without my morning wake-up coffee. Lately,
with prices envying that of choice meat, I've cut
back to two big cups per day, but have been know
to put away much more. Like wine grapes, coffee
beans vary in quality from year to year, and that’s
why prices skyrocketed about 3 months ago. They
will stay that way until late spring or summer of
1996 whehn the new harvest begins.

Coffee is the world's second largest commodity,
right after oil, but it's a much more fragile and
delicate product than most people think. Coffee
beans are not beans at all, but the pits of a cherry-
like fruit from an evergreen tree grown in many
parts of the world.

Coffee is imported from Central American and
South America, notably Brazil, Costa Rica, and
Gustemala. It’s also grown in East and West Afri-
ca, Ethiopia, Indonesia and the West Indies.
We've all heard of Kona which is grown on the
slopes of Hawaiian volcances. Trial by fire in a

Coffee rules

To make a perfect cup of coffee, whether from
commercially vacuumed packages or freshly
ground beans, you should follow certain rules.

First, match the grind of the coffee to the meth-
od of brewing. Percolators use a regular grind
while sutomatic drip and filter cone makers take a
dripai.d;mwﬂumhmunnﬂmpind
as does espresso makers. Always use two level
tablespoons of coffee to six ounces of freshly
drawn cold water newly brought to a boil.

Those coffee makers you program the night be-
fore to be ready with the smell of fresh coffee are
not what they’re cracked up to be because the
fresher and colder the water, the better the coffee.

If you've ever walked past
a restaurant dumpster on a
sweltering summer day a
question might come to
mind. How much food gets
thrown out, and isn't there
a better way?

Closer to home, plenty of food gets wasted
in our houses and apartments, from the mol-
dy tomatoes to the rotted lettuce to the choc-
olate cookies gone soft. It wouldn’t hurt any
kitchen to get more efficient and less waste-
ful.

The issue arises because Oct. 13 is World
Food Day, and it's worth thinking about
such things, for one day at least.

It is also worthwhile to note that dozens of
Detroit-area restaurants again are taking
part Oct. 13 in the Seven Percent Solytion, a
pledge on the part of restaurant owners to
donate seven percent of their gross receipts
to the Food Bank Council of Michigan. The
organization is a statewide network of food
banks that supplies soup kitchens, shelters
and other non-profit feeding agencies.

“We're in the food business and this is our
way of giving back to the community,” said
Robert Jacobs of Buddy's Pizza, who is par-
ticipating in the event with over 100 restau-
rants throughout the metro area. “We're
trying to raise money, and generate an
awareness. of world hunger. The problem is
much greater than you might think,” said
Jacobs, a resident of West Bloomfield.

Gleaners Food Bank in Detroit is one of
the food banks who will benefit from the
event, and president Jean Gonya said the
Seven Percent Solution helps increase
awareness of the problem of hunger and that
the money raised “feeds a lot of hungry peo-.
