Covered by the agreement are 
about 60 principals, assistant princi-
pals, department heads, and area 
coordinator* at the hifh schools. 

Entry level, bottom-of-the-scale 
pay (applicable to elementary school 

principals) is 166,000. Maximum pay 
is calculated using a formula and is 
baaed on experience, seniority, and 
the number of weeks worked during 
the year, said Ray Hoedel, aaeociste 
superintendent for business. 

Unlike agreements with other 
Plymouth-Canton employee groups, 
entry-level pay was not lowered this 
year.

"One of his bigfsat fears ia that 
they've told him that he can plan 
on being on a ventilator for about 
three days after the surgery. He 
was on one once before for a few 
hour*. They're very uncomfort 
able so from that s tandpoint he's 
• little concerned about that ," 
naid Bill Unger. who livee in 
Mount Clemens. 

"(But) th«y basically told him 
tha t five days afler the surgery he 

i t even remember what he 
went through because he'll be 
heavily aedated." 

BUI Un«ar said that Greg, 
whose health haa declined since 
grade school, ia third on the 
transplant list. While awaiting 
hia surgery. Greg will go to phyai-
cal therapy every other day where 
ha will walk on a treadmill to 
build u p hia strength. 

Greg, hia father, and hia 21-
year-old sister Jamie will reeide 
in a Ronald McDonald House un-
til other arrangement* can be 
made. Greg's mother Barbara ia 
going down to S t Louis today but 
will return to Canton. She will fly 
to St. Louis whetr-Greg's surgery 
is scheduled. 

During the pest four months, 
the Unger* have received an out-
pouring of community support. 
The family, through 22 fund-rais-
ing events and private donations, 
doubled their initial goal of 
$100,000. 

"We're totally aurpriaed, really 
overwhelmed." Bill Unger aaid. 
"When we first s tarted this, we 
thought it 'd be very difficult to 
raise any substant ia l amount of 
money because there 's so much 
work Involved. It took on a life of 
Ita own." 

Bill Unger said there 's a couple 
of reasons why the fund-raising 
went so well 

"First, we're dealing with a 
child. We all may put in a little 
more effort for a child. Secondly, 
we were very fortunate with the 
people we knew and our connec-
tions — my job with the federal 
government and his mother 's job 
with the hospital. We had a lot of 
very close friend* who wanted to 
help. Then you had the people 
who didn' t even know us. They 
reed a story, they would pick up 
on us and just give us a call." 

The extra $100,000 that wna 
raised ensures tha t Greg's trans-

plant coats will be covered for life, sdul ts aa well aa children. 

" I t really helps aa far aa Greg1 s 
fu ture is concerned. In three years 
he could loee his insurance be-
cauae he'd be 18, unleea he goee to 
college. Plua thia money stay* in 
hia account for the rust of his life. 
It 's used for medications and 
other traneplnnt-related expenses 
he would need In the future." 

Some of the out-of-pocket ex-
penses include lodging, food and ' 
t ransportat ion, Bill Unger ex-
plained. T h e funds will also cover 
the anti-rejection drugs that Greg 
must take for the rest of his life. 
Insurance only covers the drugs 
for one year. 

The $200,000, which can only 
be used for transplant-related ex-
penses, is monitored by the Chil-
dren's Organ Transplant Associa-
tion, Inc., a Bloomington, Ind.,-
based organization that aids 

"They did a fantastic job," said 
David Cain. COTA's chairman of 
the board, who aaid the Ungers' 
fund-raising effort* were "proba-
bly above average." 

"Ail the money that waa raised 
for him will be kept for him until 
he dies. T h i s money ia there for 
that purpose. Even though we 
went over the goal, {the $200,000) 
stays there. 

"When Greg Unger paaaes 
away, after all his transplant-re-
lated bill* are paid the remaining 
money goe* into an emergency 
fond. We don ' t like to talk about 
t h a t u n l e a s somebody a s k s 
though. We want him to live a 
normal life after this is all over 
with."

Desai 
was elected to the Senate. By the 
last session, Wilson said, "We'd 
pass n bill and they (the Senate!

said you have to stop foiling our 
stuff." 

"All week we were looking for-
ward to leaving, but when it wns 

time to leave nobody wanted to 
go," Wilson said. 

More than 600 girls from 
around the s tate joined the 55th 
sess i fn of Girls Stat* June 17-25 
at Central Michigan University in 
Mount P l e a s a n t The program in-
troducea the processes of govern-
ment to participant* and is spon-
sored by the American Legion 
Auxiliary. 

After their selection, both girls 
were presented with some infor-
mation on the program. "The 
packet didn ' t really say anything 
but what to bring." Wilson said. 
"And to be prepared for hard 
work," Desai added. 

Upon arrival, girls at tend a 
meeting where the progrnrC was 
explained, and were assigned 
roommates and rooms in CMU 
dormitories. 

The girls organize political par-
ties. introduce themselves around 
and give speeches to gain support 
for offices they seek. Each dorm 
floor is deemed a city. "You gel 
elected by city." Wilson said. "On 
the first day I got to know all the 

* people in my city." said Desai. 

"You really got to know your 
city. You ate lunch npth them, 
and dinfier, and stay u p and talk 
late ," Wilson said- "I met ao 
many people, 1 have 15 new pen 
pals ." 

" I have a whole new aet of 
friend* now, you go through 
thing* together and you do things 
together," Desai s a id 

There was one counselor for 
every 26 girls; Wilson signed u p to 
be a counselor next year. 

Every morning, the girls aaaem-
bled to say the pledge of alle-
giance and sing the Girls State 
song Girls State part icipants 
can ' t wear jeans or shorts at din-
ner and must wear dresaea for the 
opening and closing ceremonies. 

On the not-so-formal side, each 
"ci ty" dressed in a different 
theme, ranging from togas to '80s 
dress, on election results night. 

Desai was runner-up for the 
-Dorothy Pearl Award, demon 
strat ing she was popular with her 
fellow Girls State participant* 
Wilson waa elected chairwoman 
of the Nationalist Party.

Canton property owners must 
have received their summer tax 
bills by now. Phonee are ringing 
in the township treasurer 's office 
with taxpayers wondering why 
their bills are so b i g 

"It will be double what summer 
tax bills used to be," said Canton 
Treasurer Elaine Kirchgatter. 

That ' s because two of the three 
school district* that include Can-
ton have switched from collecting 
only 50 percent of their tax reve 
nues in the summer to 100 per-
cent Thoe* district* are Plym-
outh-Canton and Van Buren. The 
third district, Wayne-Weatland, 
will continue to collect 50 percent 
in the summer and 50 percent in 
the winter, at least th i s yaar. Kir-
chgatter said she has aaked 
Wayne-WaatUnd to switch to 100 
percent summer collection next 
year. 

Collecting all of the school tax 

ea in one billing make* it easier 
for school districts to budget. The 
summer tax bill is doner to the 
school financial year, which is 
July 1 to June 30. 

When you pay your summer tax 
bill, due Sept. 14, you will pay lo 
cal school taxes, which include 
the state educational tax and debt 
retirement, as well as the Region-
al Educational Service Agency, 
formerly the intermediate school 
district. 

"By moving to a summer tax 
collection, we save considerably 
on coeta of borrowing," said Diane 
B a r n e s , P l y m o u t h - C a n t o n 
Schools finance director. "For ex-
ample, laat year we had to borrow 
$17 million to operate the diatrict 
until the first state aid payment 
waa received in October. 

"Thia yaar, ww will only borrow 
$4 million so summer tax collec-
t i ons save t axpaye ra abou t 
$300,000 in i n t e r e s t cos t s . " 
Barnes said. "Overall, it just 

made good business sense to col-
lect 100 percent of the taxes in the 
summer." 

When the winter tax bill rolls 
sround, you will pay Canton 
Township general fund tax, police 
and fire, as well as Wayne County 
tax, Wayne County Jail, parks. 
Wayne County Community Col-
lege and Canton Public Library. 

"This will bring both tax bills 
closer so the amounts are more 
balanced." Kirchgatter said. 

Property owner* who pay taxes 
in their mortgage payments will 
receive a copy of the tax bill for 
their records. If those who pay 
their tax bill directly want a re-
ceipt. Kirchgatter asks that they 
include a s tamped, self - addressed 
envelope with their payment so 
the treasurer 's staff can put it in 
the mail. 

"We can no longer afford the 
postage." Kirchgatter sdded.

Racing boss upbeat as industry reels

Moat of the horee racing tn-
duatry cheered Gov. John En-
gler's decision against eipan-
aion of caaino gambling into De-
troit, even though Engler alao 
opposed slot machine* at race 
tracka. 

"The governor's decision can't 
be taken aa a negative to rac-
ing." aaid Nelaon Weatrin, the 
s ta te racing commisaioner. 
"We've known from the begin-
ning the governor understand* 
the importance of horae racing 
to agriculture. When I waa ap-
pointed (by Engler in 1993), he 
gave me the charge to go out 
there and get this industry to-
gether. 

u Racing waa concerned that a 
caaino in Detroit, along with the 
caaino in Windaor, would be an 
impoeaible situation for racing." 

An exception waa John Long, 
president of Ladbroke DRC in 
Livonia, Michigan's only thor-
oughbred running track. Long 
aaid Engler'a June 27 promiaea 
of other help to racing may be 
"too little, too lete." Ladbroke 
DRC has yet to announce 
whether it will go ahead with the 
mid-July Michigan Mile, for 45 
years the state's richest stakes 
race. 

Ladbroke wanted to go full 
tilt into caaino and slot machine 
gaming. After a casino in Wind-
sor opened in May of 1994. 
wagering at Michigan race 
tracka plummeted 11.2 percent 
and track attendance 14.5 per 

cent. Ladbroke'i wagering han-
dle foil 16.4 percent. Northville 
Downa" handle atayed atable, 
but attendance dropped 9 per-
cent. Haxel Park'a handle fell 13 
percent and it* attendance 14 
percent. The three metro tracka 
are 80 percent of the induatry. 

Weatrin. of Grand Ledge, waa 
on the attorney general'a ataff 
attached to the racing commia-
aioner when Engler tapped him 
to head the office in Livonia. He 
view* hia office not only aa a re-
gulator but aa a unifying force to 
bring together the aometimea 
conflicting intereata of tracka, 
thoroughbred horsemen, a tan 
dardbred (trotters and pacers) 
horsemen, and quarter horse-
men, aa well aa supplier* and 
unionized track employees. 

Weatrin will bring them to-
gether July 10. He hopea to have 
a program to present to the Leg-
islature in September. Here are 
excerpta from an interview sev-
eral days after hie boea came out 
againat expansion of caainoe: 

Q. The governor aaid the 
horae Induatry "n**y not aur-
vive." Doea that mean 77,000 
racing breed equine will be 
shot? Or will one segment go 
down? 

W^etrin: "At thia point in 
t ime, tha t ' s speculation. . 
.There'a no queetion the thor-
oughbred track haa been losing 
$10 million or $11 million for 
some time. Ladbroke haa indi-
cated it may cloee for buaineaa. 
But they heven't made that def-
inite, and they've shown they 

have staying power. 
"The governor haa indicated 

he would support full-card 
aimulcaating. eome form of off-
track betting and a reduced 
pari-mutuel tax. Thoae three 
areas could give immediate re-
lief to moat tracka in Michigan." 

Q. Let ' s s ta r t with the tax . 
la It correct that Michigan 
haa one ot the higher taxee on 
wagering? 

Weatrin: "Yea. It come* out of 
the tracka' commission and ia 
basrrd on groes handle. The rate 
is 4.5 percent for city tracka 
(Ladbroke, Haxel Park and 
Northville, plus Sport* Creek 
near Flint). It's 3.5 percent for 
tracks in counties of leea than 
300,000. 

"The governor has indicated 
the poeaibility of eliminating 
the pari-mutuel tax. They 
(tracka) would pay juat normal 
buaineea taxes. The problem ia 
that a lot of the money is fun-
neled back to activities aaaociat 
ed with racing . . county fairs, 
youth program*, capital im-
provementa, varioua program* 
for horaes and other livestock, 
various breeder awards. And 
alao the money goes back to the 
cities for the services they pro 
vide ($800,000, under the racing 
act, though less is usually ap-
propriated) " 

Totai stale taxes on part-mu 
tuel racing have dropped from 
$22 million in the mid-1960s to 
$ 17.8 million last year. 

Q. What la aimulcaating 
and how oould that help? 

Weetrin: "Simulcasting is 
where you bring in s TV signal 
from another track and show it 
simultaneously with the run-
ning of the race, and people can 
bet on thaL 

"Michigan currently allows 
only 26 simulcast* per track per 
year, and only one per day. That 
ia the moat reetrictive law in 
North America." 

Weatrin'a office had been al-
lowing Ladbroke DRC to simul-
cast 75 races — 25 times three 
meetings. But Northville Downs 
and horsemen sued Ladbroke 
and the racing commissioner. 
Wayne Circuit Judge Marvin 
Stempien ruled for Northville 
Downa. confining Ladbroke to 
25 simulcaata per year. 

"Windaor Raceway is a real 
competitor for Detroit area 
tracks because it has such an 
expansive aimulcaating pro 
gram. A lot of our fans from 
DRC are going to Windaor 
where they can see thorough 
bred racing from across the 
country — even from China!" 

Q. Any eet imate of how 
much aimulcaating would help 
Michigan tracka? 

Weatrin: "It 's difficult to 
messure. It dependa on how 
many programs (are broadcast). 
It has been of substantial bene-
fit to tracks. But there would be 
some drop-off in the live handle 
(wsgering on live race*)."

More school aid voted for fast growth districts

High-growth school districts 
would get supplemental state dol-
lars under a House amendment to 
next year's school aid bill. 

"I've been working on this for 
some months." said state Rep. 
Barbara Dobb. R-Union Lake. "1 
hope the Senate keeps it in the 
bill and the governor signs it," 

The change, sponsored by Rep 
Bill Bobier, R Heaperia, waa first 
rejected by the House April 5 but 
later adopted 56-45 after Dobb 
rounded up votes. 

A line in House Bill 4436 pro-
vides up to $5 million for school 
districts which show big enroll-

ment growth between October and 
February of a school year. "Every 
school district absorbs (the coat 
of) the first 1 percent of growth," 
Dobb said. 

But for districts whose growth 
ia greater than 60 pupils or 1 per-
cent, the state will pay a supple-
ment of 25 percent of the basic 
per-pupil 'foundation" grant. 

For example, suppose a district 
had 10,000 pupils in October. By 
February its enrollment haa 
grown to 10,150. It muat abeorb 
the coat of the first 1 percent (100 
pupils) but will get a supplement 
for the extra 50. That supplement 
is one-fourth of the foundation 
grant. 

If you add up all the school dis-
tricts eligible for supplemental 
grants, however, the total ia $7.5 
million, Dobb explained. But the 
line item has a cap of $5 million. 
So the grants must be reduced 
proportionately.

Every dis t r ic t should 
have a curriculum p lan which identi-
fies a clear list of ski l ls and objectives 
addressed at each grade level. 

I f it doesn't, then t h e district 's cur-
riculum is probably what we call " text-
book driven" — give the kid s textbook 

and that 's it. 
Most qual i ty teachers develop sn 

enormous s m o u n t of supplementary 
mster ia l to enrich the children's expe-
rience over and above the textbook. 
But without a curr iculum plan, the K 
12 curr iculum can be like a shotgun 
blast — all over the place. 

T h e word curr iculum comes from s 
Greek derivative meaning to run s 
course — in th i s case s kindergarten 
through 12th grade course. In my Isst 
distr ict , we had a large multi-colored 
poster in each elementary building 
which indicated every context area 
from m a t h to heal th and the outcome 
objectives to be mastered at each grade 
level. New parent* could immedistely 
see what was being taught not only at 
their child's grade level but all grades, 
kindergarten through fifth grade 

At the secondary level, all courses

D o c DO Y L E 

were clearly defined. 
Yes, every school dis tr ict should 

have its curriculum readily avai lable 
for paren ts who are paying the tab. 

However, developing curriculum can 
be t ime consuming; it can t ake a teach-
er out of the classroom for great lengths 
of t ime. It calls for numerous subs t i -
tu te teachers, which isn't a lways the 

best experience for children and which 
costs money which angers the person 
nel office. All t hese factors notwith 
s tanding, every school distr ict should 
have a cur r icu lum in place. 

For a school dis tr ict 's curr iculum to 
be effective, meaningful and used it 
mus t be developed by the teachers in 
collaboration with principals and a 
central office cur r icu lum specialist 

A sound cur r icu lum guide would in-
dicate each ski l l , when introduced, 
when reinforced and when mastered. 

For example, subtract ion of fractions 
would be introduced IN the second 
grade, reinforced in the third grade and 
mastered in the four th grade. 

There are many different codes used 
but introduce ski l l , reinforce s k i l l and 
mastery of skill is s imple and easily-
understood by parents . 

There is the " w h a t " in education 

(what should be taught) , the "how 
(what teaching methods are most effec-
tive! and the "d id they" (did they 
achieve). The " w h a t " can change a bit 
over t ime; the " h o w " often varies with 
each teacher's personal style. But t he 
"d id they achieve," master and gain 

•J competency is the bottom line. It is ed-
ucation's report card. 

Wi thou t a kindergarten through 
12th-grade curriculum i n place i t 

leaves too much up to chance. And you 
as a pa ren t should be able to walk into 
a school district and immediate ly 
receive a curriculum outl ine def in ing 
your chi ld 's curriculum at any grade 
level

Durant's side cheapens education 

Let's put the publ ic schools debate into 

perspective: 

In 1994 we argued over money. Voters 
approved a cut in school property taxes and an 
increase in t he sales tax. Essential ly, the state 
took over fiscal responsibi l i ty , as the Michigan 
Consti tution says it should . More school dis-
tricts than we can imagine were saved from 
bankruptcy. 

In 1995 we're deba t ing what's taught and to 
whose s t andards I t '* easier to gra*p the ideas if 
we put names on t h e m . Let s take the two most 
visible members of the State Board of Educa 
tion: 

First, Dorothy B e a r d mo re, R-Rochester. The 
t a l l , white-haired lady served on her local 
school board, then the Oakland Intermediate 
Board, and is i n her second term on the State 
Board. She's moderate to conservative. 

With two colleagues, Beardmore in t he mid 
1980s began prodding the board to do what it 
was supposed to do for three-quarters of a cen-
tury: Lead, supervise , p l an and coordinate all 
public education. T h e Beardmore team pushed 
for new testing s t a n d a r d s , state-endorsed diplo-
mas, curriculum goals (not bureaucratic credit 
requirements ) , a n d so on. They got a lot of their 
ideas from job providers. 

Out of nowhere. Beardmore was challenged in 
the 1992 G O P s t a t e convention by the old Pat 
Robertson crew a n d barely survived. T h e Rob 
ertaon religious right types are death on s ta te 
s tandards , cur r icu lum goals (particularly genet-
ics and evolution), teamwork and analytical 
thinking. The i r t h i n g is obedience to paren ts -
and parental following of the local preacher 

Second, W Clark Duran t , R Groeee Poin ts 
Once f smsd for bow t ies and suspender*. Du 
rant is a lawyer who places ideology over facta. 
Hia poet-school educa t ion experience ia con-
fined to some work for Hillsdale College, a 
hotbed of abol i t ion ism in the 19th Century, now 
known chiefly for i t s eccentric, anti-federal pos-
turing. He had no background in public school 
board work a t e i the r t h e local, in termediate or 
communi ty college level prior to being elected to 
the S ta t s Board. 

Durant was a J a c k K e m p type In 19«8, not a 
Robertson B ib l e - thumper But the 
numbered Kempies got into the political bed 
with the Robs f t aon folks to block George 
Bueh'a nomina t ion . Duran t i sn ' t a religioua 
right type hiasself . t hough he has a lot in com

notions, Duran t is playing to the Yahoos. Hia 
ideas boil down to ellowing school buildings to 
opt out of school district governance end ellow-
ing dis t r ic ts to go "home ru le" s n d be rid of 
s ta te tes ts , curricula goals, democrat ic elections 
and all the other encumbrances t h a t the rel-
gious right finds so intolerable. Of course, the 
new sys tems would con t inue to get s ta te money. 

T h e religious right, though relstively auccess-
ful in the Republican Par ty , ian ' t doing particu-
larly well in i t s effort to t ake over school boards. 
T h e more it is sxpoeed. the weirder it looks to 
ma ins t r eam voters. 

But with "homs ru le" a n d the opt-out fea-
tures , one or two congregations could get hold of 
school bui ld ings and money a n d do their th ing 
— rote learning, manda to ry voluntary school 
prayer, religious creet ionism, a n d so on. 

Wha t D u r a n t is push ing for is to let the fun-
damenta l i s ta do their th ing wi thout bothering 
to lose s b u n c h of court hatUee. Moet readers of 
thia newspaper are unl ikely to buy into auch 
theocrat ic babble. 

Unfor tunate ly , if he succeeds and some back-
waters of Michigan opt for colonial schooling, it 
will cheapen the value of high school diplomas 
for all tha other young Americana.

"He was profoundly deaf and he 
struggled through regular school." 
Ripple said. "He says he taught 
himself everything he knew He fi-
nally l ea rned sign language at 
NTID w h e n he was 18-19. He 
learned it the first week he wa» 
there and really excelled." 

NTID is the National Technical 
institute for the Deaf, a part of the 

Rochester Institute of Technology 
in Roches te r . N Y.. where he 
earned an associated degree in me-
dia production. He is now working 
on his bachelor's degree at Spring 
Arbor College's Dearborn campu*. 

After graduating, he returned to 
Michigan and landed a job. only to 
be laid off When his search for a 
new job turned up nothing because 
he couldn't hear, he decided to set 
up his own company, Communica-
tion Works for the Deaf Initially, 
Frohriep'* Farmington Hill* busi-
nes* sold device* — like closed-
caption decoders, phone flashers, 
and fire a l a rms — used by deaf 
people, and informed hearing peo-
ple about the deaf 

"When we meet. I started work

Whether you're old, young, sin-
gle er married, oomfortabie or 
reettefta. "Comin' of Age," now 
playing at the Attic Theatre in 
Detroit, ia a sparkling reflection 
of life. 

Caplan is not only a musical 
playwright, but a wife, mother, 
grandmother, and Interior deeign-
er who turned her deeign studio 
into e music room. Working with 
Weyne State University jaxt pro 

i Michaels, aad pianist 
Rera le KaU, Caplan has devoted 
tha teat seven years to "Comin ' of 
A«Im — an aiperieooe tha t has 
obviously reaped OMny rewards. 

Director Daniel Yurgaitis haa 
made this production e joy to 
see. "Chip" la our narrator who 
foala slighted by life's hardships 
and dreams tha t eeem to be tak-
ing a long t ime in coming true. 
One by one, ha Introducee tha au-
dience to tha other main charac-
t e r s His father Fred gave h im a 
rather "simplified** version of 
adulthood. Aunt Carolyn and Un-
cle Frank are upbeat relatives 
who have a curiously "too per-
fect" relationship. Emily la the 
neighbor looking for love after 
finding out her buoband had an 
affair. 

T h e voice of Emily (Nina 
Kircher) ia lovely, perticularly 
during her eolo M1 J u a t Want to 
Love Again." TTie performancee of 
Ch ip (Brian Schulx) and hia fa-
ther Fred (Mike Evans) show ob-

vious signs of hsrd work, and 
years of dedication to the theater. 

While this story does heve s 
rather touching overtone, it le def-
initely the muaic and comedy that 
keepe the eudience captivated. 

Llli K s u f m e n n a n d P e u l 
Hopper are e blast to watch as 
Aunt Carolyn and Uncle Fred. 
Their satirical lines end catchy 
musical numbers such as "Make 
a New Friend Again," and "Heed-
lights, Te i l l igh t s" are show 
stealers.

^ ( B u l l a e y e Blues) ia 
hands down the beat j u m p blues disc of 
tbe past five years — if for no other rea-
aon than that it is the Rhode Island in-
stitution's first release in that space of 
time. 

Celebrating 25 years together, at least 
two of the members — drummer John 
Rossi and alto player Rich Lataille — 
have been there from the beginning 
Baritone *axist Doug Jame* ha* 24 
years in the fold, t rumpeter Bob Enos 
14. and the remaining members, trom-
bonist Carl Querfurth (7), bassist Ken-
ny Grace (3), and keyboardist Matt 
McCabe (3) have relative short term*. 
Three years of working night after night 
with the hottest horn-driven jump band 
on the planet is hardly novice work, 
though. The two most visible players 
here are testimony to the fact Guitarist 
Chris Vachon. who follows in the enor-

mous footsteps of founders, former Fab-
ulous Thundlerbird and solo star Duke 
Robillard and the enormously popular 
Ronnie Earl, joined the band in 1990, 
and is quickly earning a rep as their 
equal. Vocalist Sugar Ray Norcia, who 
worked with Earl as well a* with his 
own Sugar Ray and the Blue Tones, 
may be the single most impressive 
blues vocalist in the arorld today. The 
fact that he's also a Hall of Fame-cal-
iber harp player is major icing on the 
cake. Together, this is a combination 
that ' s untouchable. 

T h e repertoire ia heavy on classics. 
Litt le Milton'* "Tha t Will Never Do," 
Smiley Lewis's "Lilie Mae," Flay 
Charles 's "Hey Now," Little Walter s 
"Up T h e Line," Johnny "Guitar" Wat-
son's "Cutt in ' In," and the great Wy-
nonie Harris number "Mister Dollar" 
all are afforded serious rug-cutting good 
renditions. The same can be said for a 
pair of Sugar Ray originals and one 
from Vachon, but the best things going 
here are the band's superb take on the 
Ella Johnson standard "I'm Just Your 
Fool" and, even more spectacular (a 

consistently operative word where the 
Roomful is concerned) is their take on 
"Walkin ' Slow Behind You." Norcia's 
vocals here are eerily reminiscent of 
J immy Rushing"s on the Count Basic 
original. 

Count Basie called Roomful of Bluea 
hia favorite band. People in little clubs 
and big halls are over the world have 
since been concurring with Basie 's as-
sessment that they're the "beat little 
big band in America." Call it j u m p 
blues or call it dance music, it 's aa close 
to heavy as your dancing feet will dare 
venture.

Chuck Burns took a lot of stock in 
the old joke "You can't chew gum 
and walk at tha aame t i p s " when 
h* formed hi* rock band three 
years ago in Los Angelsa The 
first time the former Weatland 
and Garden City reeident jammed 
with hia quartet proved to be s 
true test of his coordination 

"This to ths first band I've ever 
played guitar and sing in," said 
Burns who previously had been s 
drtimmsr. "I put Mike (Alonso, 
drummer) and Bill (Kosy, guitar-
tot) snd Jeff (King, bassist/back-
ing vocalist) together one dsy just 
to get together snd j a m It waa Ac-
tually to aee if I could stand up 
and sing and play." 

"It eras cool. We just kind of 
evolved from t h s t " 

Speedball — all of whom now 
live in the Detroit area — evolved 
into a rock band on the independ-
ent hard rock label Energy 
Records which relessed the 
band's debut "Do Unto Others, 
Then Split" on Tuesday, June 27. 
It waa produced by Steve Thomp-
son whoe^ credits include Guns 
N' Rosee, Metallica, Soundgar-
den. Madonna, Yoko Ono, Blues 
Traveler, snd Public Enemy. 

The band, which has s one-al-
bum, four-si bum option desl with 
Energy, celebrates tbe releeae of 
the CD with s party snd perform-
Ance SAturday, July 8, at S t An-
drew's Hall in Detroit. 

"Do Unto Others, Then Split" 
has a lot in common with Burns' 
love of drag racing. The 35-min-
ute, 10-song CD speeds along 
with ita relentleealy addictive gui-
tar riffs snd hook-lsden lyrics un-
til it crashes besd first into the 
end-of the CD before you reel ire 
whAt h i t you. 

The first single, "Hog." is s 
hard-rocking testament to motor-
cycle riding: "Livefsst, die young.

Although the band WAS formed 
in Los Angeles, three quarters of 
Speedbsll's members sre original 
ly from suburban Detroit (BAS-
sist/vocsdist Jeff King was a mili-
tary brat who lived all over the 
United State*.)

The three remained friends in 
California — King was Alonso's 
roommate — and got together to 
jam after Katmandu fell apart 
Burn* At the time WAS playing in 
a aide project of Tracy Guns of 
L.A. Guns celled Killing Ma-
chine, and another band called 
Mother. (If you look real close on 
Alice in Chains' 'Dirt' album, one

The fledgling band gigged 
around the L.A. club circuit until 
the pressures of being under the 
record industry microscope got to 
them. 

"This was the first band I ever 
played guitar and sang in. And 
here we are and I'm playing in 
Hollywood. We immediately 
started getting interest (from 
record labels). I didn't feel that I 
was up to par with the rest of the 
band. I needed time to grow as a 
singer/guitar player. It was easier 
to come back here and do it be-
cause there's less pressure here," 

Burns said during an interview at 
his Oak Park home. 

"In L.A as soon as you get any 
kind of a bun , everybody comes 
out and you're under s micro-
scope. If you don't get signed 
within the first couple of months, 
you might ss well forget it. 

The band, including King who 
had never been anywhere clo*e to 
Michigan, packed it* bags and 
headed back for Detroit The 
move was a valuAble one, Alonao 
said. 

"Detroit gave us a little chance 
to discover our niche (and diacov-
er) exactly which direction we 
wanted to go in.

Water lightly, often for healthy lawn 
We garden writer* 

receive a lot of mail 
about our special sub-
ject. and frankly, some 
of it is very confusing 
T a k e water ing the 
lawns, for instance. 

One report says to 
"avoid light, shallow 
waterings since these 
can promote shallow 
root growth," while an-
other says to water in-

frequently, but deeply. All of the infor-
mation agrees that watering during the 
evening or a t night may increase the 
chance for diseases to occur, therefore, 
water between nc-n and 4 p.m.; the 
lawn ia moat thirsty then. 

We surely had some hot weather last 
month, and Ju ly and August are tradi-
tionally pretty hot and dry alao, ao we 
must first decide the beat way to care 
for our lawns ao they will look the way 
we want them to look. 

If we want a perfect lawn, we muat 
then make that commitment to fertilize 
regularly, keep weeds under control and 
water when necessary If on the other 
hand we juat want green out there, we 
can el iminate most of the fertilization 

Fall is an excellent time to allow the 
roots to grow strong, and a few weeds 
here and there in the lawn don' t bother 
us. Grass in the summer will turn 
brown, but we know that is a temporary 
thing. 

One point to keep in mind: a healthy 
lawn can better handle the stress of 
heat, insects, weeds and moisture loaa. 
By using the correct kind of grass aeed 
(or sod) in our zone 5, many problems 
can be eliminated. 

Grasses uaed in our part of the coun-
try are called cool season grasses be 
cause they prefer the moderate tem-
peraturea of spring and fall for their 
beat growth. They become dormant dur 
ing the winter and in the summer if 
they aren't kept watered when tempera 
lures are very hot. Kentucky bluegraaa, 
perennial rye and fine foecuee are best 
suited for us. 

1 recently spoke with Grog Patchen, 
Oakland County Extension agent, and 
he explained that the new thinking 
about frequent, shallow aratering is the 
best. 

Grass roots normally get shorter dur-
ing the summer months and are only 
two to three inches long. Th is is be 
cauae the grass is growing leas vigorous-
• M _1 sU. — — i • f Vi a 

So light irrigation, applied frequent-
ly, will keep the root zone moist, the 
thatch area will be moist and the organ-
isms in the soil will get busy and keep 
everything moving and healthy. Heavy 
watering, especially on our urban lawns 
with compacted soil, will just run off or 
go beyond tbe roots. So, the word is, fre-
quent watering, about one to 1-V* inches 
s week (or Winch a day) is best. 

Personally. I still like s lawn around 
my house. I don' t have to have a perfect 
lawn — a few weeds don' t bother me, I 
love the violets in the spring. Now if 
only we could get the English Daisies to 
grow here! 

We know tha t the new composting 
law is in effect in many communities, ao 
I urge you to compost, compost, com-
post. A mulching mower allows grass 
clippings to be left on the ground and 
DOES N T cause thatch. Grass clipp-
ings « a also be uaed to keep weeds at 
bay, aa do other mulches. Call your lo-
cal public works depar tment for their 
guidelines about yard waste.

Look for window quality 
Q: I am th ink ing about rep lac ing 

severa l w indows la my iaome. How 
do I know If they need Lo be replaced 
and w h a t should I look for w h e n pur-
c haa ing windows? 

A.The most common reasons home 
owner* replace window* are because the 
existing window* are hard lo operete. 
they leak air or the glass appears cloudy 
or foggy due to seal failure. With some 
windows, however, the problems aren't 
as obvious. Even tiny crocks around the 
sash and frames can allow massive 
amounts of heat and air-conditioned air 
to escape — driving up fuel bills all 
year long. There are way* to determine 
a window's efficiency. When it is windy 
outside, move a lighted candle around 
the edge of the window frame. If it flick 
e*s, air \i* leaking through. Examine 
wood-framed windows for signs of warp-
ing. rotting and flaking putty. On alu-
minum windows, look for signs of corro-
sion on the frame. If you are in the mar-
ket for replacement windows, following 
are a few suggestions: 

• For the beat fit and performance, 
choose s window that will fit the open 
ing exactly, either stock or custom made 
to fit. Th is way. you will not require ex-
tensive finishing work Lo be done on the 
walls and siding. — 
• Look for a long-term warranty, and 
manufacturer wboae products are sold 
by professional dealers. 
• Ask sbout air infiltration retings and 
expect the salesperson Lo produce certi-
fied testing results, particularly on the 
style of window that you're considering. 
• Ask the dealer to show you s cross-
section of the window frame and com-
pare construction and insulation values 
to other* if poeaible. 
• Familiarize yourself with glazing op-
tions. High performance glass is avail-
able along with various inert gases to

Q:Does a h o m e o w n e r need inaur-
aoee when h i r ing a c o n t r a c t o r ? 

A:Some homeowners actually pur 
chase a Workman's Compensation poli-
cy when having contractors work on 
their home, but this can be very expen 
sive snd few people go to the expense 
snd trouble The second and most eco-
nomical thing to do is to require a "Cer-
tificate of Insurence" for Worker's 
Compensation from anyone lhat doe* 
work for you. Some subcontractors will 
have an exclusion for their injuries. 
However, be sure to request acopy 
this form. 

There sre provisions in the law that 
make general contractors responsible 
for injuries to uninsured subcontractor* 
— even if they are not technically em 
ployee*. Another benefit of requiring 
Worker's Compensation certificates if 
theqOili ty of the contractor tha t will be 
doing the work. Chances are, if they do 
not carry Worker's Compensation of 
have the proper form MDL337, you 
probably shouldn't be dealing with 
them anyway. It may be prudent to con -
tact the agent listed on the certificate to 
be sure the coverage ia still in effect.

Keep burners and heating elements clean 
I have met thou 

sands of consumers 
who have replaced the 
burners on the top of 
their range or the ele-
men ta ina ide their 
ovens. Many of these 
folks have told me of 
the frightening experi-
ence t h a t occurred 
when t h e e l emen t 
foiled. 

They 've described 
explosions that sent flame and hot mol-
ten metal flying in all directions, unu 
sua! popping sounds or a hole shot into 
the bottom of a pot t h a t caused a mess 
all over the top of the stove. I've even 
met s woman who had a burn mark on 
ber eyebrow and several marks on her 
arm caused by a burner element on her 
electric range. In moet caaea. these foil 
urea of components could have been 
prevented 

As a young man I would watch my 
father make a natural stove in the san-
dy beach in front of our summer home. 
He would dig a hole throe foet by throe 
feet in the sand and build a fire inaide 
this hole. Before long the sand would 

begin to boil and be would place a large, 
caat-iron pot with navy pea beans and 
chicken legs mixed together inside thia 
large veaeel. Thia secret family recipe 
would sit in thia hols for hours while he 
continually kept the fire going on top of 
it. He did thia many, many Limes using 
the principle of boiling sand. My family 
still speaks of the great taste of food 
tha t waa prepared using thia prehistoric 
method. Let me explain bow we are still 
using sand today and how it can create 
an explosion. 

When the burners and elements are 
made for your stove, there is a small, 
th in wire run Lhrough the burner and 
element that ia encased with sand. 
When the wire ia provided with electric-
ity, the sand begins to boil and the pa j t 
can become rod-hot. During the period 
of cooking we sometimes have a spillage 
of a food item that has an acid base to 
it. If so, it is important to clean the af-
fected area aa soon aa feasible. Without 
cleaning, what occurs ia a pitting action 
on the burner or element, much like the 
rust forming on the chrome bumper of s 
car. Eventually, the pitting action will 
eat through the burner or element until 
U ~ I n the hoilmc hand 

When thia happens, atmospheric air 
comae in contact with the boiling sand 
»nd an explosion takes [dace tha t isn ' t 
loud but ia oertainly very frightening to 
anyone who obeerves this. Sparks can 
fly along with pieces of the hot metal 
and cause a severe burn to someone 
nearby. 

Many of the owner's manua l s with 
ranges inform us never to use a product 
with an arid base to d e a n our ovens un-
less we cover the elements. Use regular 
household tinfoil to place over the ele-
menta and then make sure to remove it 
when done cleaning A product I enjoy 

using around major appliances when 
cleaning ia railed Bon Ami. It 's avail-
able a t Demman Hardware and comee 
in a bar form tha t lasts forever. As.in 
the words of my French father, I bopq 
|Ki» column makes a bon ami out of 
you.

COVER STORY 

The Booths' home at Cranbrook embodies the 
arts and crafts movement 

Cranbrook House, the home of George 
and Ellen Scnppe Booth and their 
family, has long come into ita own as 

one of the jewels of the Cranbrook 
grounds. . 

To Mr. and Mrs Booth, the surrounding 
buildings of the Cranbrook Educational 
Community were important. To them, 
their house was just where they lived. 

But Cranbrook House is a living trea-
sure, an enchanting embodiment of the 
ar ts and crafts movement that the Booths 
so strongly supported and encouraged. 

They started what is now called 
Cranbrook Educational Community aa a 
place where artists could live and work. 
George Booth was one of the founder* of 
the Detroit Society for Arts and Crafts . 
Cranbrook House contains many exam-
ples of artistry It is a marker of the ar ts 
and crafts movement, showing the glory 
of the past, present and future. 

Cranbrook House is at 300 Lone Pine 
Road, between Woodward and Lahaer in 
Bloomfield Hills Guided tours are avail-
able 1:30 and 3 p.m Mondays and 11 
a.m. and 1:15 p.m. Thursdays through 
September. Lunch is offered noon 
Thursdays with the tour, reservations are 
required. 

Beginnings 
George and Ellen Booth were married in 

1887. The family lived on Trumbull in 
Detroit, and enjoyed taking trips out to 
Bloomfield Hills, which waa country a t 

time. The Booths decided to buy 
property in the area, and selected a par-
cel of 174 acres in Bloomfield Hills. 
(Cranbrook Educational Community — 
which includes Christ Church Cranbrook, 
the Cranbrook schools, the Academy of 
Art, the ar t museum and the Inst i tute of 
fenerw — now encompasses 315 acres.) 

Cranbrook House waa designed by 
f.iMA architect Albert Kahn, who alao 
designed and built a cabinet in the recep-
tion hall. The first part of the house waa 
completed in 1908 Two major wings, 
thmr* of the Oak Room and library, were 
added later. 

The Booths decided to develop an a r t 
educational community on the estate. 
George Booth wanted to convert working 
farm buildings Thia wasn't feasible, but 
t h s general shape* of the s t ructures were

kept. The blacksmith's shop became a 
library, a silo became an observatory The 
name "Cranbrook" was that of Booth'a 
ancestral village in England. 

Cranbrook House is filled with fascinat-
ing features, t reasures of all sizes. 
Ceilings bear delicate moulding patterns 
Doorknobs and sconces are small works 
of art. Paneling is handcarved. 
Furnishings are original. Windows are 
leaded (one contains a likeness of a 
beloved pet dog). 

Treasures from a round the world are 
here, including ar ts and crafts penod 
pieces. An antique Chinese plate on one 
mantel was used by the Booths to serve 
plum pudding at Christmas. 

Fascinating rooms 
The Oak Room is lined with paneling in 

a linenfold pattern, resembling gathered 
cloth. The first panel was made by hand. 
Around the top of the room are colorful 
cartouches, symbols depicting events in 
the Booth family's life. Tiles around the 
fireplace show scenes from the Bible. 

George Booth, a metalsmith before he 
business manager and then gen-

eral manager of the Detroit Evening 
News, made tbe elegant little table. One 
large portrait is of George Booth's father, 
a bust of George is nearby. Another 
painting, done posthumously, is of George 
and Ellen Booth, with Cranbrook build-
ings behind them. 

The library, nearly 60 feet long, is the 
largest room in the house. Perhaps this 
room more than any other best embodies 
the Booths' dedication to the arts and 
crafts movement, which emphasised the 
beauty of handcrafted items. Many media 
are represented here. Books fill one long 
wall. Chandeliers hang from medieval -
style holders. George Booth designed the 
handcarved piece over the fireplace that 
depict rctual figures in the ar ts and 
crafts disciplines, along with an inscrip-
tion in medieval lettering: "Nature I 
Loved; Next to Nature. Art " The piano in 
the room waa used by Leonard Bernstein 
when he was a t Cranbrook composing 
•West Side Story ." 

There waa always a full table for 
Sunday meals in the formal dining room, 
which seats 24. Such luminaries aa archi-
tect Eliel Saarinen as well as students

were often invited. The chairs were 
designed for the room. One of the five 
Booth children, a son, sswed the finials 
off the chairs after a maid caught her 
sleeve on a finial and spilled aoup on a 
guest 

The Tapestry Room contains 13th and 
14th century tapestries, magnificent in 
their intricate work. One shows the 
Three Wise Men on their way to adore 
the Chns t Child, another the Lord and 
Lady of the Manor coming upon a band of 
gypstes, another Joan of Arc. The latter 
tapestry was done in overlay weaving 
that gave it depth. This room was origi-
nally the butler's pantry; it became a 
family room when the Booths closed 
down part of the house during World War 

ii. 
George Booth's gentleman farmer office 

was a small, cozy room off the reception 
hall. Workers could speak to him through 
a door on the porch without bringing 
their dirty boots through the house. 

Later the Booth children made this into 
s room for Ellen, putting up plasterboard 
to make it lighter Recently the room was 
restored to the way it was when Mr. 
Booth used it. It was discovered tha t the 
original paneling was intact. The fire-
place with its Pewabic tile, however, had 
been taken apart. Pewabic Pottery was 
able to copy the original tile. 

Another small room was called the "Still 
Room " It was where Mr. Booth would 

naps. A Booth son painted the white 
ceiling with ornate, colorful figures and 
designs. 

The back porch (which contains hanging 
light fixtures designed by Dan Hoffman 
of the current Cranbrook architecture 
department) looked to what is now 
Kings wood Lake, formerly the mill pond. 
After George Booth muttered about how 
a low stone wall blocked the view, an 
enterprising son went to w o i again. This 

1 time the younger Booth demolished part 
of the wall to open up the view; his father 
made him finish the jobTl

If Motown played second fiddle to the 
British Invasion ia most of America, in 
Detroit and the Midwest, eapecially 
ths t part reached by CKLW, Motown 
reigned supreme for moat of the 60a. In 
our school, an all white school in a city 
tha t had a reputation for racial intoler 
ance. Motown set the beat that we glad 
ly followed It was our m u a i c 

It was a muaic that for ooe illusory 
moment brought black and whits, 
young and old together. It had a beat, 
but it was a light, dance beat. It waa 
muaic that told old s tones of love and 
loas in new way*. It waa rhythm and 
bluea but with a softer, pop sound, leaa 
gritty that sister Aretha Franklin or the 
Muscle Shoals S ta i sound. 

Young white teenager* adapted the 
walking suit* of the Temptat ion* and 
the Four Tops They were awed by the 
graceful movements of an immaculately 
thin Marvin Gay*. Black and white 
teens filled the Fox for Motown revue*. 
Thev were eager to press cloae to the 
•tsge for a look at the boy genius of the 
mouth harp. Little Stevie Wonder, not 
realizing that he would grow into one of 

the beat song writer* of hia generation. 
Tha hita juat kept coming. Different 

group* had their champions Martha 
and tha Vandellaa ware a great party 
group, Martha Raeva* waa a top expo 
nent of tha gospel *hout style. Diana 
Roaa was more mainatream and the 
Supremea, Motown * moat successful 
group, ware smooth aa ailk and eerily 
tied into the mind of the teenage *»rl» 
they sang about and for. Marvin Gaye 
waa the young blade all of us wished we 
could be. The Temptat ions ware an ex 
plosion of rhythmic, harmonic precision 
and. oh, thoae incredible dance moves 

Tiroes changed. Even as the British 
group* but rowed from Motown (the 
Beatles did a fine tr ibute to the Mar-
velettes "Plaaaa Mr. Postman," Mo-
town's first N a 1 hit) ao, too, did Mo-
town take note of the British bands and 
tbe American folk rock movement. 
Their muaic loet ita innocence. The 
Temptat ions sang about drug* and 
wayward father* ("Cloud Nine and 
"Papa Wa* a Rolling Stone"), the 
Supremea sang plaintively about unwed 
motherhood ("Love Child"), and Mar-
vin Gaye and Stevie Wonder made al-
bum* that took bliatoring look* at the 

Detroit around them ("What * Going 
On" and "Innerviaion"). 

In 1972, Berry Gordy left for Loa An 
galea It seemed appropriate, the magic 
waa gone and he had to move on to 
other thing*- But he had created a d a * 
*ic sound in popular muaic. 

And, once upon a time. Detroit was 
the hippeat place in the U.S.A., where 
young blacks and whites were happy to 
be dancing in the street*, together

The 
first Telecopiers were primitive, using 
carbon paper preaMd against a roll of 
white paper to t ransmi t a page in six 
minute . 

Faxes, a* they came to be known, 
came into their own with the electro 
mechanical model* tha t uaed roll* of 
special thin paper. Plain paper faxes are 
nicer than the older electromechanical 
machine*, but they are more expensive, 
and plain paper machine* can run into 
limitations if you want to transmit 

document 18 inches long to . machine 
that is loaded with sheets of paper 11 
inches long 
. A business fax, with lota of capabili-
ties, can coat more than $1,000. A sim-
ple fax for the home can be had for leas 
than 1200. 

The ability to send exact copies over 
great distances quickly is marvelous for 
busineMmen. (It's also marvelous for 
people arhoae insurance policies are 
sbout to expire. The insurance compa-
ny employee juat faxed a copy of the re-
newal form to me, and I filled it out and 
faxed it back, ensuring another year's 
protection for my house and property). 

The fax alao works well for people 
who want to sea something printed. 
This capability is useful to public rela-
tions chairmen, coaches, letter arritera, 
members of booster clubs, school prin-
cipala and o thers 

Many of the people whose columns 
you l e a d in this paper have, for years, 
been sending in their stories via fax. If 
the writer is using s fax at home, he 
doean't have to leave his house to get 
his copy into the local newspaper. 

Another option if you have a comput 
er and a modem at home is buying a

The program lack* bell* and 
whistle., but it i> enough for my n e e d . 
That modem ia available for leas than 
$100.

H a v e you e v e r 
picked up your prints 
from the lab only lo 
discover to your cha 
grin that your shots 
sre either loo dark or 
loo light and the per 
feci exposure eluded 
you? Or for you slide 
shooters, were your 
p i c t u r e s f rom las t 
year's vacation just not 

" up to i « r exposurewise 

and you don't want lo repeat the prob 
lem this year"' 

Well, a negatarve tan be reprinted 
and you may possibly gel a good print, 
but why take the chance - ' Slide film is 
very unforgiving and if our exposures 
are off the mark, you may be out of luck1 

Simple solution: Bracket your shots 
Think of bracketing as " photo insur 
a nee" because you're bound to gel an 
exposure that ia perfect. 

Bracketing means taking three shots 
of the same scene: the first at the aclual 
meter reading, the second at one stop 

underexposure, and the third at one 
slop.overexposue. You have just "brack 
eted" the initial exposure to assure 
you'll get the ideal shot 

Bracketing can be accomplished ei-
ther with the aperture control or by ad-
justing ihe shutter speed 

With slide film, I would definitely 
recommend bracketing as described 
above. Wilh thr more forgiving color 
negative and black and white film. a 
more experienced photograher need 
only bracket on ihe high side, lhat is, 
one shot at correct exposure and one 
shot over. 

Kememlwr, even though you won't 
get as many pictures out of a roll, film 
is still relatively inexpensive and brack 
eting will assure you'll get that special 
shot. 

Another advantage of bracketing ia 
that you 11 often get an acceptable sec 
ond print or slide you may I* able to 
put to good use Also, if a negative or 
slide should ever be damaged, you'll 
have a backup. 

Bracketing your shots makes good 

sense both al home and when traveling. 
After all. you take an extra set of 
clothes or an extra traveler's check just 
in case Think of bracketing in the same 
way. An extra shot or two covers you 
just in case.

One of my first stu-

The head area is darker than the 
body and wings. It appears that dashes 
of purple and royal blue were added to 
the indigo of the body Males will typi 
cally sing from treetop*. dead branches

ot wires to announce their territorial 
boundary. These exposed places allow 
the sunlight to reflect the indigo color 
to our eyes. 

On the other hand, if you see thi* 
bird in the shadows or backlit, the bird 
appears black. H i i could be very ad-
vantageous for the male bunt ing be-
cause it wouldn't be very visible to a 
predator once it reaches the shade. Aa 
the breeding season wanes, males molt 
the bright indigo feathers over most of 
their body and take on a more female-
like plumage. 

Female indigo buntings incubate the 
eggs, they maintain a dull brown color 
during breeding and even during winter 
Female indigo buntings look like plain, 
nondescript, brown, sparrow like birds 
Despite their camouflage, they cannot 
avoid the sharp eyes of the brown-head-
ed cowbird. Many indigo bunt ing nests 

are parasitised by the cowbird, who lays 
it* eggs in other birds ' nests and then 
leaves. 

Fortunately for us, both the eastern 
bluebird and the indigo bunting like 
open field areas. Buntings will be along 
the edge of the meadow near the forest 
or trees of a fenceline. Females select 
nest sites in low bushes and shrubs 
near thoae trees where the male sings. 

So if you really want the bluea, go to s 
meadow on a bright, sunny day and 
look for the indigo blue of the bunting, 
the intense powder blue of the bluebird 
and the blue of the sky. You 11 walk 
away feeling GREAT?
