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Police sweep
targets sex
offenders in
community

Since May of this year, Canton police offi-
cers have been knocking on the doors of the
64 convicted sex offenders Hving in the
township.

“Part of the problem with keeping track
of sex offenders is that absent the police
going out and checking these people, we
have no way of knowing if they are in com-
pliance with the law;” said Public Safety
Director John Santomauro. “We think that
due to the seriousness of these offenses,
offenders need to comply with the law.”

The department began conducting peri-
odic sweeps 1o be sure that sex offenders
living in the community are in compliance
with the Michigan Sex Offenders Act,
which requires them to register their
addresses with local police departments,

The sweep resulted in seven offenders
being arrested for a variety of registration
violations, and warrants are being request-
ed on several others, The original crimes
committed by those that were checked
ranged fron: Lo thos o seiodes, Tlos deproc
crinnnal sexual conduct to fourth-degree
criminal sexual conduct to child abuse and
indecent exposure, Santomauro said.

The idea to conduct department’s first
sex offender sweep came out of a discussion
at a Western Wayne Police Chiefs meeting,

“At that meeting, we had a discussion about
what wee dolng in the area of sex oﬁ”enders.
We realized that theie aie o numbes of people
who are not in compliance with the law and
we decided to go out and physically pound
doors to find them,” he said.

The department has developed a sex
offender violator task force to take rapid
enforcement action on any violators. The
residences of all registered sex offenders
are also periodically being verified by uni-
formed patrol officers. This approach will
also educate patrol officers on local sex
offenders, and ensure they comply with the
law, according to Santomauro.

“What we want people to know is that
you have to comply with the law and if you
don’t we're going to charge you. Failing to
remember will not be an excuse,” he said.

Canton Twp.
residents to
see increase
on water hills

Canton residents will be paying more for
water and sewer service. The question now is
when and how much.

The “when” will probably be after the first
of next year. The “how much” will likely be
7.75 percent for water and 9.5 percent for
sewer each year for the next seven years.

But officials say the gradual increase will
not only stabilize the township’s water and
sewer system, it will also keep residents from
having to deal with a very steep increase if
the rates remain flat for the next five years.

The Canton Township Board of Trustees
discussed the proposal 1o raise rates at a
study meeting Tuesday, and will do so again
at another study session by the end of the
year before deciding whether or not to imple-
ment the proposal.

The proposed increase, which would be the
first since July 20083, is the result of a new
water rate model. The old model, developed
in the 1930s, has not kept up to date in terms
of calculating depreciation into the cost of
providing service.

“The old model didn't properly allocate
costs,” said Director of Finance Tony
Minghine.

According to township ofﬁczals, if rates
remain as they are now, the township won'’t
be able to keep pace with increasing water
costs from the Detroit Water and Sewerage
Department (DWSD). By 2009, Canton’s
water and sewer fund cash balance of $13
million would be completely depleted and

Proposed ‘06 budget doesn't
include rise in property taxes

Despite a number of rising
costs, Canton Township offi-
cials are not expecting a rise in
the tax rate for next year.

The Canton Township Board
of Trustees will hold public
hearings on Sept. 19 and Sept.
20 to discuss the budget and
the township’s millage rate.
After the hearings, the board
will hold a study session, then
approve a budget during a reg-
ular business meeting in
October. The board must
approve its final budget by the
end of October.

Although state law would
allow township officials to raise
Pproperty taxes, the millage rate
for next year will remain the
same as the current fiscal year
- 8.85 total mills, with 2.366

The township has had to do
some cost-cutting to keep the
millage rate steady.

“To be status quo you have to
tighten the belt,” said
Township Supervisor Tom
Yack. “Obviously insurance
costs are going up and you
have annual improvements for
salaries. If you are going to stay
status quo you have to find
ways to reduce your costs,”

While there has not been an
official freeze imposed for hir-
ing or eapital improvements,
the township has for the past
couple budget cycles avoided
filling some vacant positions
and has put on hold most capi-
tal projects, said Finance
Director Tony Minghine.

“Like a lot of communities
we're feeling the belt tighten-
ing,” he said. “We haven't done
much with staff for two-three -

that we're not doing any signif-
icant improvements, unless we
see a strong benefit to doing it”

He said that much of the
budget will remain flat, though
there may be some room to
adjust spending in fire service.
The department last month
opened its third fire station.

Though the township could
levy up to four mills for the
general fund, Minghine is
anticipating no need to raise
taxes, and he is not recom-
mending an increase to the
board of trustees.

“It’s pretty much a status quo
deal. The biggest thing of any
conseguence is that we may
have to replace a couple of fire
trucks,” Minghine said.

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Frozen drink gets red hot

When Chester Mazzoni’s son
wanted to start a frozen drink
company a few years ago,
Mazzoni staked him enough
money to get him started.

But when Dad saw how
company — Breeze Freeze —
was doing selling the same
kind of frozen drinks everyone
else has and did some research
into other ways of doing it, he
jumped in knowing the compa-
ny could do better.

Results since then certainly
bear him out. Starting from
seratch in Canton Township
five years ago, Breeze Freeze
now has more thar a dozen
franchisees and some 400
accounts, enough growth to
force Mazzoni to move into a
new facility in Plymouth
Township.

“The first six months, we
were doing sugar water .., the
same thing everyone's got,” said
Mazzoni, a Canton resident
who owns a medical software
company and is semi-retired.
“I told them we're going to do
it right.”

Doing it right meant shifting
10 a drink that’s 100 percent
fruit juice, has 100 percent
Vitamin C and contains no
added sugars.

Doing it right also meant
building up not only the list of
franchisees and accounts, but
also adding school districts as
places to get Breeze Freeze out.
The company now has drinks
in Plymouth-Canton, Livonia
and Hartland, and some 300
other distriets in Michigan and
as far away as Florida and
Connecticut. )

“Parents and administrators
want to teach kids to be a little
healthier, and (Breeze Freeze)
is a healthy drink,” Mazzoni
said. “Theres also talk about
taking carbonated drinks out
of schools, and someone has to
{ill that void”

Part of what has helped
Breeze Freeze grow the way it
has is what Mazzoni calls a
unique arrangement with its
accounts. Rather than leasing
the necessary machinery and
then paying for service, Breeze
Freeze actually sells the
machinery — including

arrangements for service — to
store OWners.

The price of the machinery is
a little higher, Mazzoni
explained, but the store owners
aren’t paying for service,

“Store owners like that
because it's saving them hun-
dreds of dollars in service,
down time and lost revenue,”
Mazzoni said. “They don't
mind paying a little more for
the product if they get that
kind of service.”

How much has the business
grown?Mazzoni expects
another 100 franchises by
year'’s end, and is aiming at
300-400 more next year.

The quality of the drink is its
own selling point, and Breeze
Freeze tock advantage of an
untapped market, according to
the firm’s national sales direc-
tor.

“There was nobody doing
100-percent fruit juice,” said
Pat Janssen, who has been %ﬂ-
ing frozen drinks for more
than 10 years, “Everything was
sugar water. The industry
needed some better products.”

From its humble beginnings
in a small Canton building,
Breeze Freeze moved into a
15,000-square-foot headquar-
ters on Concept Drive. The
company manufactures its own
product, and another 261 loca-
tions want Breeze Freeze prod-
ucts.

“We wanted to design and
build our own building,” said
Mazzoni, who grew up in
Dearborn and moved to

Canton in 1978. “(But) This

place will be too small for us in
18 months”

it's all happening pretty
quickly, and faster than the
owners ever thought it would.
Breeze Freeze started out as a
company owned by Mazzoni’s
son, Chet, and a friend.

Chet Mazzoni, the company’s
national service director, said
he never really considered the
idea of growth when he was
getting started, and he’s sur-
prised the company has taken
off the way it has.

“When we started, I never
ever really thought about
where we were going,” Chet
Mazzoni said. “I never gave it
much thought, until we got
into schools, and then it just
exploded.”

Chester Mazzoni said the
product basically sells itself,
and the company is basically
along for the ride.

“Give people a good product
and they’ll buy it, and they
won't mind paying a few pen-
nies more for it,” Mazzoni said.

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Coalition driving for signatures
to force public education funds

The K-16 Coalition, the group
that organized nearly 12,000 par-
ents, teachers and school board
metmbers to descend on the state
Capitol in June to protest the lack
of funding for public education,
has launched a petition drive to
require the state to increase fund-
ing for schools and universities
each vear by at least the rate of
inflation.

If the group acquires more
than the 254,000 petition signa-~
fures, the state Legislature will be
forced to vote on the issue. If'the
Legislature rejects or ignores it,
the measure will automatically be
put on the November 2006 bal-
lot. !

“Plymouth-Canton Schools
had to make serious cuts the past
several years,” said Jim Angell of
Piymouth, a representative of the
Michigan Education Association,

one of the groups collecting peti-
tion signatures. “It’s not because
of mismanagement, it’s a direct
result of not funding public edu-
cation.”

Along with a guaranteed annu-
al increase in the state founda-
tion grant — in which Plymouth-
Canton currently receives $7,025
per pupil ~ the K-16 Coalition
plan would give the Legislature
five years to increase the mini-
mum state grant to schools from
£6,700 per student to $7,000. Tt
also would force the state to pay
more into the school employee
retirement system.

“WeTe going to ask all our
employees in the Plymouth-
Canton district to get five signa-
tures each on the petitions,” said
Angell. “T'm looking to get 15,000
signatures from people in
Plymouth-Canton Schools.

“We want to show the same
support that we had in Lansing
in June; added Angell, “and get

700,000 signatures so the legis-
lature knows the people in
Michigan are tired of it not prop-
etly funding public education.”

Plymouth-Canton Schools
Board of Education President
Mark Slavens, who has been
leading the district’s effort for
more funding from Lansing, said
with no increases over the past
three years, plus two executive
order cuts by Gov. Jennifer
Granholm, Plymouth-Canton is
competing with neighboring dis-
tricts at & disadvantage.

“In 1994, when the state took
over funding, they said they
would equitably and adequately
fund the schools,” said Slavens.
“Some districts get $1,000 more
per student than we do. We have
18,000 students, so that means
over the last 10 years we've lost
out on $18 million.

“A lot of our issues wouldn’t be

here if we had adequate funding,”

he said.

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School gets extra cleaning
after EQ fire

It's a given. During the sum-
mer, the custodial staffs of
Wayne-Westland schools spend
the surmer scrubbing and pol-
ishing, getting the buildings
ready for the new school year.

But Roosevelt-MeGrath
Elementary in Wayne has gotten
some extra attention as the result
of last weeks’ explosions and fire
at EQ Resource Recovery Inc. in
Romulus,

An emergency response com-
pany, hired by the district, has
“thoroughly cleaned” those areas
of the school and property where
soot and debris fell following the
explosions.

“We wanted to provide a sense
of relief and a sense of safety and
a comfort level for the parents of
the students,” said
Superintendent Greg Baracy.
“We want them to know we took
every extra step possible to put
parents at ease.”

According to Baracy, fallout
from the fire was limited to the
northeast corner of the building
and property because of the nar-
rowness of the cloud of smoke
that rose from the EQ site. The

school is on Currier north of Van
Borm.

In a statement during Monday
evening’s board meeting
President Frederick Weaver
reported that the school’s roof
was cleaned and powerwashed as
were the building walls, side-
walks, parking ot and play-
ground equipment.

“One of the reasons we did
this, even though we know it was
not toxic, was because we wanted
to make sure any dust or soot was
removed in case there are chil-
dren with asthma and similar
conditions at the school,” Baracy
said.

The speed at which the work
was done was reflective of the ini-
tial response to the fire.

“What was most helpful ironi-
cally was that many schocl peo-
ple lived in the area and saw the
explosion,” said Baracy.
“Immediately after that, they
went 1o the site and determined
what needed to be done.”

All unit ventilators and air
handlers (in the school) were
shut off Tuesday night and not
turned back on until Monday
afternoon, after all the filters had
been replaced.

The district also brought in its

own environmental consultants,
Health Air Inc.,, to analyze air
quality in the building and the
debris that fell on and around the
building,

“Tt’s been confirmed by Health
Air and the EPA that there are no
toxic or hazardous materials in
the ash samples,” Weaver said.

The response at Roosevelt-
MeGrath was only part of what
the district did during the crisis.
Notified around 10:30 p.m. the
night of the fire, officials opened
up the alumni arena to receive
evacuees after Wayne decided to
expand the evacuation area,

But hot conditions at the arena
led them to relocate to the nearby
Stockmeyer Auditorium where
there was air conditioning and
comfortable seats, Baracy said.

In all 200 people came to the
auditorium the first night, with
70-80 staying over for a second
night.

“Our staff reacted quickly and
competently, Baracy said. “T'm
very proud of what they did. I
also feel confident with our par-
ents at Roosevelt-McGrath.
Many have expressed how they
appreciate what we've done.”

Response to fire
was job well done

When explosions and a massive fire at EQ Resource
Recovery Inc. rocked portions of Wayne and Romulus
last Tuesday night, law enforcement officers and fire
fighters from Detroit Metro Airport, the Wayne County
Sheriff’s Department, Westland, Garden City, Plymouth,
Canton, Livonia, Farmington Hills, to name a few
responded. }

When safe shelter was needed, the Wayne-Westland
Community Schools and Romulus school district opened
the doors to nearby facilities.

The response was well-choreographed, the results of
careful planning, some of which came about because of
9/11 but most was because of a longstanding Mutual Aid
Agreement.

Within an hour of the initial blasts, residents were
being evacuated to safe areas. Many went to hotels or the
homes of friends and family. Those who went to a shelter
found volunteers ready to do anything and everything to
make their stay as comfortable as possible.

The Red Cross provided beds, while food and beverages
was supplied by the Salvation Army, McDonald’s and
other businesses in the area. The idea of church and state
disappeared as volunteers from St. Mary’s Parish ferried
bottled water to Wayne Memorial High School and
worked with city and school employees to get the Alumni
Arena ready to receive evacuees.

The focus has now shifted to the investigation into
what caused the explosion and what contaminants were
released. There can be no rush to answer the questions
and concerns of the people who live in the shadow of that
facility.

But while we wait, we will use our time to praise the
emergency personnel for their quick response to the dis-
aster and to school officials, volunteers and relief agencies
who stepped in to take care of the evacuees. Cooperation
was the key from start to finish for this job that was very
well done.

To all who were there to help, we say, thank you very
much.

Let districts decide
when to start school

Michigan school boards have little local control left.

With federal mandates like No Child Left Behind and
statewide student achievement testing like the Michigan
Educational Assessment Program, they're left with little
discretion about what to teach youngsters and when.

Day, iraditionally consid-
ered the official end of £
summer. Some disiricts,

like Rochester, begin almost a full two weeks before Labor
Day.

Proponents say starting school after Labor Day would
be good for the state’s tourism industry since it would
extend the summer traveling season by a week or more,
bringing in more revenue to resorts, restaurants and other
tourist-dependent businesses. It would also allow those
businesses to employ high school-age students longer so
they’re not short on help the last two weeks of August.

_However, if a school district prefers to start school
before Labor Day, it should be allowed to do so. Many dis-
tricts operate year-round schools, and educators find that
students retain more of what they've learned when they
don't have a long break over summer.

In addition, late-summer practices for sports, marching
band, cheerleading and other extracurricular activities
often mean families are already committed to staying
home in late August.

Past efforts to legislate when school begins included
Public Act 167 of 2001, which prohibits public schools
from holding classes on the Friday before Labor Day. We
think that law is a good compromise.

As for the latest proposal to force all districts to start
after Labor Day, we say leave it up to individual districts.
Local school boards, teachers and parents are the ones
who know what works best for them.

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Direct shipment of wine
benefits consumers, state

f New York can do it, why can't Michigan?

If 28 other states can do it, why can't
Michigan enact a reasonable Direct Shipping
of Wine law? Talk to the beer and wine wholesale
industry.

Approximately two months ago, the U.S. Supreme
Court required states to treat in-state and out-state
wineries the same.

If in-state wineries could ship their wine to
Michigan residents, then out-of-
state wineries, California, New
York, Oregon, etc., must also be
allowed to ship their wine to
Michigan residents. The case,
Granholm (State of Michigan) vs.
(Ray and Eleanor) Heald, featured
the noted columnists of this news-~
paper. As of today, the state has yet
to pass the bill allowing the direct
shipment of wine,

Michigan, if you recall, hasa
three-tier distribution system that
dates back to the repeal of
Prohibition. The producer sells to a distributor who
sells to a retailer who sefls to the consumer, you and
me. [f the producer is small, and many are, there is
no economic incentive for a beer or wine wholesaler
to do business with the small boutique winery. They
just don’t sell enough cases of wine. The economics
don't work. If direct shipping is allowed, the produc-
er sells directly to the consumer, bypassing the
wholesaler. Direct shipping allows a small boutique
winery to widen its customer base and grow its busi-
ness.

If you bypass the wholesaler you reduce their
opportunity to earn a prafit. So the powerful and
wealthy beer and wine wholesale lobbyists have been
hard at work trying to convince anyone that will Hs-
ten or take their political contributions, which many
politicians have done, that the state should shut
down all shipping of wine, Michigan wineries as well
as out-of state-wineries. (Six of the nine members of
the House Regulatory Reform Committee received
contributions from the wholesalers’ political action
commmittee. They voted 5-1 for HB 4959 which would
ban direct shipping for all.)

Their argument centers on keeping aleohol out of
the hands of minors. If direct shipping is allowed,
minors will order alcohol, wine or beer, over the tele-
phone or the Internet, where the age of the purchas-
er can not be easily checked and illegally obtain alco-
hol. I certainly do not condone the purchase or con-
sumption of alcohol by minors, But let the facts
speak and let’s be realistic how minors obtain alco-
hol.

The Federal Trade Commission considered this
issue and deemed it a non-starter. In fact, in 35 years
no single Michigan winery has been cited for ship-
ping to minors. If minors are seeking to purchase
alcohol they usually obtain “fake” identification or
stand outside an establishment that sells alcohol and

convince an adult to purchase it for them. It’s done
all the time and it’s quick and easy. Planning to pur-
chase over the telephone or the Internet and waiting
for the shipment to arrive iso't the preferred course.

The other argument against direct shipping is the
collection of sales taxes, How does the state obtain its
sales tax if there is direct shipping? This is a similar
argument to Internet sales. The state has solved this
problem in one of two ways. First, each of us has to
estimate what we purchased via the Internet or use
the state estimate of purchases on our income tax
forms and pay the sales tax along with our income
tax. In addition, the state has joined a consortium of
other states to make sure that Internet sales are taxed
for sales tax purposes. I'm sure that with 28 other
states in the direct shipping mix a simple and easy
method has been arrived at for the collection of sales
taxes. )

Gov. Granholm recently visited Japan seeking jobs
for Michigan. She was successful. This was a trip that
made some sense. However, there is a saying in busi-
ness that it is far easier to keep a customer you cur-
rently have vs. trying to obtain a new customer.
Replace the word customer with jobs. If thereisa
ban on direct shipping, Michigan’s wine industry
would lose jobs,

When our state is so desperate for jobs, doesn't it
make sense to protect what jobs we currently have?
Maybe the governor should revisit the Traverse City
area and talk to Michigan's wineries about keeping
jobs. Direct shipping would allow these wineries to
grow and expose our wonderful award-winning |
wines to others in the nation. They might even come
to visit and increase our tourism business.

California has built a huge tourist business in the
Napa and Sonoma regions, They have great restau-
rants, golf eourses and wineries. The Traverse City
region may not have the same number of restau-
rants, golf courses or wineries but we certainly have
outstanding ones, We also have the Great Lakes
which California does not. .

I enjoy a glass of wine with my meal from a bou-
tique winery that I've read about or heard about
whether it is from Michigan or elsewhere. I don't
have the time or resources to travel to purchase wine
from a new winery because my local wine shop does-
't carry it.

If it were not for the beer and wine wholesalers
doling out their political contributions trying to stifle
commerce and preserve their “turf]’ I'm sure that we
would have had legislation which allows direct ship-
ping for both our in-state wineries and other winer-
les.

Responsible direct shipping legislation would pre-
serve jobs, create new jobs and increase tourism.
Michigan should join with the other 28 states and
get with it.

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a difficult and dangerous proj-
ect. If you live in an area with
many trees, gutter protectors
may work for you. There are
several styles from which to
choose and the correct choice
will depend several factors.

The most simple and inex-
pensive gutter protectors are
the screen type, found at home
improvement, hardware and
discount stores. The screen
comes in a roll and has open-
ings about 1-inch wide. They
are made of metal or plastic.
They are slightly wider than a
gutter opening, using tension
to hold them in place.

Sereen type gutter protec-
tors do a very fine job of keep-
ing large leaves and debris out
of gutters, but they do not shed
seeds, berries or pine needles.
In fact, they can clog with this
material rather easily, prevent-
ing water from entering the
gutter.

A variation of the screen
type protector is the snap-in
screen type. These are similar
to the tension screen type but
the screen is mounted in a
frame that snaps onto the top
of the gutter. Though a bit
more expensive than the roli
type screen, they are easier to
install and remove for clean-
ing, :

If you have trees that pro-
duce needles, berries or seeds,
the gutter helmet type of pro-
tector may be the best for you.
These consist of sheet metal
formed with rounded front
edges that cover the gutters.
The surface tension of water
runs around this rounded edge
while shedding debris.

There are several styles and
manufacturers of these protec-
tors. Some snap in place, some
are fastened to the existing
gutters while there are others
that replace the existing gut-
ters. Many have flashing that
mounts under the existing
shingles, In most cases con-
tractors who specialize in them
install the helmet type systems.

You asked about suggestions
for companies who install gut-
ter protectors. It’s best to get at
least three quotes on any proj-
ect. Keep in mind the cheapest
{or most expensive) contrac-
tors are not necessarily the
best choices.

Check references. The best
source is friends, workmates
and relatives. The question I
like to ask is “Would you have
this contractor work for you
again?”

Ask to see a copy of the copy
of the contractor’s license and
their certificates of insurance

before making your final selec-
tion. You can be held responsi-
ble for an injured employee or
damage to a neighbor's proper-
ty if the contractor doesn’t
have proper protection.

Be leery of contractors who -
acecept only cash payment or
require all money up front, ask
you to get the permiis, pres-
sure you for an immediate
decision or have no permanent
street address and telephone
number. Limit down pay-
ments, Don’t make final pay-
ment until you are completely
satisfied.

Most important, don't sign
on with any one you are not
entirely comfortable with. Be
certain to get everything in
writing and keep a copy.

A case of botanical identity theft

How’s this for a case of iden-
tity theft? I went shopping for
some geraniums recently and
came home with an assortment
of pelargoniums.

The labels read “geraniums.”
The nurseryman called them
“geraniums.” But an illustrated
guide about the geraniaceae
botanical family identified
them as “pelargoniums.” So ,
what’s with the name game?

This isn’t an instance of 21st
centtury cyberhacking; it's more
a case of motivation lacking.

It’s a reluctance to drop old
habits, to exchange the popular
but incorrect name “gerani-
ums” for that of “pelargoni-
ums,” says Faye Brawner,
author of Geraniums: The
Complete Encyclopedia
(Schiffer Publishing Ltd.; list
price, $19.95) and president of
the International Geranium
Somety

“It is safe to say that the vast
majority of plants seen and
called geraniums in the T.S.
are actually pelargoniums,” she
said.

Botany wasn't an exact sci-
ence when the first geraniums
and pelargoniums were intro-
duced en masse into Europe
from South Africa in the 17th
century.

“The plant collectors lumped
everything in as geraniums,”
Brawner said.

“A few years down the road,
a French botanist decided
there was a difference. Half
were geraniums and half were
pelargoniums. But geraniums
had been called that for so
long, people shrugged their
shoulders and went along with

It matters plenty if you're
looking for a plant capable of
thriving in sun or partial
shade; a woodland flower with
smallish blooms, carried singly,
and ranging in color from
white to pink to purple; a
mounded plant that will
spread into an attractive
ground cover; a plant hardy
enough to flower through sev-
eral frosts. That’s a true gerani-
um.

But the pelargonium has a
lot going for it, too.

If you bought what you
thought was a geranium and
its leaves give off an attractive
scent, then it's probably a
pelargonium. If you have a
plant displaying leaves as col-
orful as those on a coleus,
chances are it's a pelargonium.
Ifit’s a stemmed plant, grow-
ing upright rather than hori-
zontally, then it’s probably a
pelargonium.

Pelargoniums come in a
wide range of colors, ranging
from red and white to salmon
and pink, shades of purple to
orange and many combina-
tions.

“You can't help people who
want a certain plant find it if
they don’t know what it is,”
Brawner said. “But if it has the
correct name, you can find it

Pelargoniums and gerani-
ums are classified as perenni-
als, but the pelargonium actu-
ally is a tender perennial,
Brawner says.

This
variety is popularly called the
“mosquito shoo” or “Citrosa.”

You may see it advertised as
aplant containing a natural
insect repellent but scientists -’
haven’t proven that claim to be™
valid, horticulturists say. !

No matter what you come to
call them, both plants have a
place in your garden, says
Brawner.

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orn wax ring could cause toilet water seeping

BY MORRIS AND JAMES CAREY

Gary S. asks: “Why is water seeping
around the bottom of the water closet
and how do we remedy it?”

Water at the base of a toilet can be
caused by a hairline crack in the tank
or bowl; a “sweating” tank due to con~
densation; a leaking water supply
(valve, hose or connections); leaks
where the tank connects to the bowl;
or a faulty wax ring.

Use a few drops of food coloring in
the tank and bowl to determine if the
toilet is eracked. If the dye test reveals
a crack, replace the tank or the entire
toilet.

ifthe leak is confined to the area

immediately around the base of the
bowl, chances are good that a new
wax ring is needed. You'll need to
remove the toilet in order to replace
the wax ring.

Begin this project by arming your-
self with the required tools: an open-
ended wrench (1/4-inch or 3/8-inch),
a crescent wrench, a pair of pliers, a
screwdriver, and a hacksaw.

Start by turning off the water sup-
ply to the toilet.

Simply turn the little valve that is
located below and behind the toilet
clockwise until it stops.

Flush the toilet and remove any
water that may remain in the tank or
bowl with a small cup and a sponge.

Once ali of the water has been

removed, disconnect the water supply
line at the base of the tank. This can
be achieved by backing off the nut in
a counterclockwise direction.

The next step is to unfasten the toi-
let from the floor. Most residential
toilets are anchored to the floor with
a couple of fasteners called closet
bolts.

Pry the closet bolt caps off with a
screwdriver and rémove the nuts that
remain with an open-ended wrench
turning counterclockwise.

Now comes the fun part - removing
the toilet. We suggest that you have
one other person help you lift the toi-
let and carry it out because it’s as
awkward as it is heavy.

Don't be alarmed by the gooey mess

that may appear on the floor where
the toilet once sat.

What remains is some of the wax
ring.

Remove any of the wax that
remains with a putty knife. Chances
for achieving a new leak-proof seal
wili be especially good if you take care
in cleaning up the surface to accept
the new wax ring.

With the toilet lying on its side,
affix the new wax ring to the exhaust
port of the toilet with the plastic
throat facing away from the toilet.

It's a good time to replace the old
and rusted closet bolts with new ones.
Attach the new closet bolts to the
closet flange in an upright position
just as you found the old ones.

Next, pick the toilet up and, with-
out allowing the bottom to touch the
floor, align the holes in the base of the
toilet with the closet bolts and gently
lower it until it completely seats.

Install the nuts onto the closet bolis
being careful not to tighten them too
tight - this could result in a broken
toilet!

Then place the bolt caps over the
nuts. ;

If the bolt caps don’t properly seat,
chances are that the bolts are too
long. Shorten the holts by cutting off
the excess with a hacksaw. ;

Reattach the water supply lineto
tile tank with the new nut and washer :..
provided with the toilet and turn the .
water on. .
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Switch to Circle Checking.

“We take everything and sun
dry it and use it all winter
long,” he said.

Heirloom, Black Plum,
Grape and Pear are just a few
of the varieties of tomatoes
raised at the site that are trans-
formed into savory sauces,
soups, salads and even tapas at
the restaurant,

“It's what they're serving in
Italy now;” Tonon said.

The mouthwatering culinary
works of art include combina-
tions of tomato, herbs and
paper-thin slices of parmi-
giano-reggiano cheese on
bruschetta, and tomato and
basil on buffala mozzarella.

“We use a lot of tomatoes in
our food,” said Pierre Farah,
owner of Anita’s Kitchen in
Troy.

“We order our tomatoes by
25-pound cases, two cases a
day”

A presentation of tomatoes,
feta cheese and olives is among
the appetizers at Anita’s
Kitchen. Burgul is a vegetarian
dish of cracked wheat cooked
with tomatoes, Tomato burgul
soup is zesty and nutritious.

Anita’s salads featuring toma-
toes include tabbouleh (with
chopped parsley, onion, mint and
cracked wheat), fattoush (with
toasted pita bread, cucumber,
green pepper, onion, mint and
parsley) and eggplant salad.

QUALITIES

‘Brandywine and Big Beef, a
new variety of Beefsteak, have
a “good meaty flavor” and are
good for eating alone or in
dishes, said Pam Palechek of
Farmington Hills, a senior
instructor at the Livonia-based
Michigan School of Gardening,

Joan Wysocki, vice-chair of the
Herb Study Group and treasurer
of the Evening Herb Study
Group of the Friends of the
University of Michigan Matthaei
Botanical Gardens and Nichols
Arboretum, suggested lemon
thyme, fennel, sweet marjoram,
rosemary, pepper, chives, lovage
and parsley.

“Oregano is great with toma-
toes,” said Joanna Larson,
another herb group member.
“Of course garlic, thyme, black
pepper.”

When selecting tomatoes in
a store, look for ones with a
firm touch.

“If you get them too soft,
they will be just mush when
you come to slice them,” Perry
said.

“They should be not hard
like a baseball, but firm like a
tennis ball.”

Knowing when to picking
tomatoes in your garden
depends on the variety. With
many, turn the tomato on the
stem. It should be ready to
come off,

1t’s better to pick
Brandywines before they get
too red, Perry said.

DRYING, STORING

Tomatoes can be dried in the
sin, an oven or a dehydrator.

According to The Victory
Garden on PBS, Plum tomato
varieties give the best dried
results. They dry quicker than
other varieties,

For alt drying methods, stice
off the top of the tomato, cut
the tomato in half and scoop
out the seeds, the program
said. It continued:

To oven dry, brush the
seeded and halved tomatoes
lightly with olive oil, Put
them on a baking sheet at
extremely low heat - about
150 degrees - all day or at
least eight hours, turning
them occasionally.

“To infuse dried tomatoes
with wonderful flavor, you can
layer them in a mason jar with
olive oil, basil and garlic, and
store in the refrigerator,” the

program said, “These are espe-
cially good on sandwiches, in
salads and on pizzas” |

Palechek shared a handy way
to store excess green tomatoes
lettin a garden after an early
frost.

“All of those that are
unblemished, dont have any
type of bump or bruise in
them, can be washed in 9
cups of water to 1 cup
bleach,” she said.

After washing the tomatoes,
dry them, wrap them in news-
paper and store them in a box
in a single layer, she said.

“I've had tomatoes last as
long as Thanksgiving,” said
Palechek, who usually stores
them in the garage.

“They must be unblemished
(to begin with).”

Palechek had other sugges-
tions for good green tomatoes.
“I will often pickle them
with dill. They're also good -
the little bit larger size ones

FRUIT OR VEGETABLE?

Is a tomato a fruit or a veg-
etable?

Botanically, a tomato is a
fruit, But by popular defini-
tion, it is considered a veg-
etable because it is typically
served with a meal rather than
for dessert.

The question led to legal
implications in the United
States. In 1887, U.S. tariff laws
imposged a duty on vegetables
but not on fruits. A controversy
arose over the tomato’s status
and was settled by the U.S.
Supreme Court in 1893.

In the case of Nix vs.
Hedden, the court declared
that the tomato is a vegetable,
along with cucumbers, squash-
es, beans and peas. The court
used the definition mentioned
above that classifies vegetables
by use.

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Risotto made summery and eas AN

Some home cooks make
risotto to demonstrate their
skill and dedication to fine
Ttalian cooking. They are
happy to hand-tend this
demanding dish, which
requires patience and precise
timing to come out right. Most
of us, however, like eating it
bpt find its preparation overly
intense and time consuming,
despite the delicious result.

Venetians, as passionate
about well-prepared dishes as
other Italians, prepare a risotto
that takes far less effort than
most, including their seafood
versions. Called “risi e bisi,”
this Venetian risotto, tinted an
exquisite green by a generous
amount of tender green peas,
combines the first steps for
making risotto with a method
more like that used in making
pilaf,

Risi e bisi, like other risotti,
calls for sealing the grains of
rice in a bit of oil, and then
adding a small amount of hot
liquid. But after it is absorbed,
you add all the remaining lig-
uid and simmer the rice gently
until it is al dente, rather than
adding broth a little at a time,
then stirring and waiting for
the broth to be absorbed each
time, as is usually done with
risotti.

Perfectly made risi e bisi is
said to be all'onde, to make a
small “wave” as you pull a
spoon through it. Compared to
a classic risotto, this deseribes
perfectly risi e bisi’s soupier
texture while anchoring it

firmly in its water-bound
Venetian origins. Culinary his-
torians say it was, in fact,
served to the Doges, the pow-
erful dukes who ruled the
Venetian Republic, to celebrate
St. Mark’s Day in honor of the
city’s patron saint. Fine enough
for a duke, risi e bisi’s rich fla-
vor is perfect in summer as it
contrasts sweet baby peas with
the deeper, herbal flavor of its
traditional parsley garnish.
Any time of year, use the frozen
peas also known as petit pois,
since fresh ones are tender and
sweet enough only if they come
directly from the garden,

Using short-grain brown rice
makes this a whole-grain dish
while producing a texture close
to that of the Arborio or
carnaroli white rices Italians
use for risotto,

Terek finishes 13th
at World track meet

Paul Terek knows he can do
better and there’s room for
improvement.

The 2004 Olympic decathlete
from Livonia Franklin High and
Michigan State just returned
from a 18th-place finish in the
TAAF World Track and Field
Charpionships in Helsinki,
Finland frustrated and disap-
pointed with his showing.

Fellow American Bryan Clay,
a silver medalist in last year’s
Summer Clympic Games in
Athens, Greece, unseated gold
medalist Roman Sebrle of the
Czech Republic for the title with
8,732 points. S'ebrle was runner-
up with 8,521 and Attila
Szivoczky of Hungary was third
with 8,385,

“(Bryan) Clay did a great job,’
Terek said. “(Clay) is probably
one of the most hard-working
guys, He's definitely talented.
He's very focused. He's very
determined.”

Terek’s total was 7,921, well
below his personal best 8,312 set
in last year’s U.S. Glympic Trials.
(He was 21st in the Olympics.)

Terek’s meet opened with
promise Tuesday morning as he
ran a 10.83 in the 100-meter
dash and picked up 899 points.

“I seemed to start out well, but
my problem all year has been
consistency in the technical
events,” Terek said. “My running
shape and form have greatly
improved since I have been back
working with my old college
coach (Darroll Gatson). But the
field events, specifically the tech-
nical aspects of those events,
have suffered since there has
been nobody working with me.”

Terek was on target for a top-
10 finish after the first five
events on Tuesday with a total of
4,142 points, but he slipped to
8,779 on Wednesday.

“I think my 100 was the only
real satisfying event for me at
the Championships,” he said. “1
mean, with the exception of the
shot put, my first day was right
where I had predicted it.

“Then the huge headwinds in
the (110) hurdles, the rain in the

discqs, and headwind and rain -

in the vault - completely ridicu-
lous, I have never jumped in
worse conditions — didn’t even
provide an opportunity for
things to go better the second
day”

Helsinki was plagued by plen-
ty of rain, wind and cool temper-
atures. “Because of my inconsis-
tenctes, these outside factors just
made it that much more difficult
to compete in,” Terek said. “1
think the most disappomnting
thing about this trip is that I'm
tired of just making the teams
and not performing at the big
meets, You know how I was in
high school and college. I pride
myself on showing up and com-
peting and succeeding when the
big games or meets come. And
that hasn't been the case lately”

So what does the future hold
for the former Big Ten Track and
Field Athlete of the Year from
MSU?
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It's back to the drawing board. _

Terek is unsure where he’s
train in the future, He moved
back this season to train in East
Lansing after spending the
Olympicyear training on the
year-round, ideal climate of San
Luis Obispe, Calif, (under the
gnidanée of jumps and throws
coach Sheldon Blockburger, who
is now at the University of
Arizona,).

“When I get back, my imme-
diate plans are to take a month
to six weeks off and just work at
Home Depot,” Ferek said, “After
that, I'm starting training again
for next year and doing tons of
work on the technical aspects of
each event. Since there are no
worlds next year, the only thing I
am changing is my competition
schedule. I'll maybe do one
more meet in Europe instead of

Although this decathlon sea-
son was injury-plagued early on,
Terek refused to make excuses.

Michael McLaughlin, co-author
with Jay Levinson of "Guerilla Marketing
for Consultants” CVV iley, $19.95), steers
prospects into "focusing on the problem
being solved by the seller's product or
service.”

Jill Konrath, chief sales officer of St.
Paul, Minn.'s SellingtoBigCompanies
.com, projects greater success if you can
help a person save money for a company
or be promoted: "The customer is not one
bit interested in your product or service,"
she remarks. "No features, no benefits,
only results,”

PROSPECTING

There are several ways to prospect.

you can solicit them again with a sales
pitch." He digs up decision-makers by
identifying advertisers, such as
companies in the Yellow Pages. The
method works: "We get twice the
response rate, absolutely.”

He also advocates monitoring media
coverage. Even an award, a promotion or
job change presents "a lead-in . .. (to
follow with) 'Oh, and by the way, what
else are you doing?™

Konrath promotes niche prospecting.
"Look for the best fit in a company,” she
states. "If you're a small business, go
online and break a big company down
into bite-sized chunks, Look for fit based
upon (your) expertise and background.
Companies have different business units -
- departments and such functional areas
as marketing, sales, legal, HR or R&D."

Contact schedule recommendations
vary. Consorte calls back weekly to assure
timeliness. He gets a "hit" when a
prospect calls back, saying, "It's funny
that you called, because I have x, y, z
going." Konrath recommends an
"account entry campaign” of seven to 10
contacts in about a two-month period, all
completely personalized, whether by

which sales trains through distance
learning, recommends "monthly calls,
with differently-worded prospecting
offers . . (describing) the product or
service and two features that can
clearly benefit the prospect.”
TELEMARKETING
How can you best telemarket? Chet
Holmes, CEO of Jordan Productions
in San Rafael, Calif., gets big-name
people on the telephone after he's
sent a (thin) letter. He takes control of
conversations with gatekeepers, keeps
them off-balance by sending them
back and forth to the boss and wears
his prospect down so that he takes the
call. Holmes says that you must give
your name and use an authoritative
tone. One technique is to refer to the
letter by stating "that the name of your
company might jog his memory."
Consorte speaks enthusiastically about
leaving voice mail messages in the
absence of gatekeepers. "You have to
leave them to get that first window of
opportunity,” he says. "Of about every
100 messages, you may get one response.
I leave a phone number and URL so they
can find out everything and don't waste

Qf the various ways that Toyota seems to be slowly
taking over the U.S. automotive market, perhaps the
most surprising is its Scion brand.

Toyota has achieved its remarkable American-mar-
ket-share position and its even more amazing momen-
tum largely on the strength of its unparalleled manufac-
turing quality and efficiency, and the engineering and
development speed and flexibility it has been demon-
strating by coming out with an ever-increasing flurry of
new models, faster than anyone else.

While most consumers in this country probably
would correctly identify “Oh, what a feeling!” as Toyota’s
erstwhile corporate slogan, they probably wouldn't be
able to tell you much about what kind of branding mes-
sages the company tries to communicate in its advertis-
ing, nor would they really be able to identify what sorts of
marketing values overall that Toyota is trying to spread.

What’s more, Toyota isn't necessarily known for
quirky or even innovative products - certainly not like
Honda, for example, with its funky Element compact
SUV and Ridgeline truck-SUV hybrid, or Nissan, with
the wild design strokes deployed in vehicles such as the
Murano. Yet its genius was in creating an entire new
product category: the Japanese luxury-car segment, with
its Lexus brand, two decades ago. Today, many people

That's what Toyota is trying to change with Scion,
which means “son of” - Toyota, presumably.
Independent analysts are saying that Scion already is
bringing in youthful buyers that Toyota didn’t have
before and that the company already can realistically
shoot for U.S, sales of around 120,000 vehicles or so
annually for the foreseeable future, about half an assem-
bly plant’s worth of annual output.

Thus two of Scion’s first three models are bold in

Scion’s tC is plagued by some of the inevitable limita-
tions of entry-level vehicles, such as the fact that its five-
speed manual transmission is far from smooth, produe-
ing a discomfortingly balky ride for passengers.
