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Tornado left no time for warning

A m i d  escalating d a m a g e  estimates, 
officials say the tornado that slammed 
Canton’s north side c a m e  so quickly it 
left no time to activate emergency 
warning sirens.

Canton relies on notification from 
the National Weather Service of i m m i ­
nent threats of severe weather such as 
a tornado.

“In this case, the National Weather 
Service had no advance warning be­
cause this thing literally just popped 
up out of nowhere,” Canton Municipal 
Services Director T i m  Faas said. “It

c a m e  in so quick and was on the 
ground for three minutes, then lifted 
away and m o v e d  on.”

N o  injuries have been reported. 
N W S  officials had indicated at 6:20 

p.m. Dec. 23 the potential for area 
wind gusts up to 50 mph. But 23 m in­
utes later, an EF-1 tornado packing 90 
m p h  winds struck, ripping roof sec­
tions off three commercial and indus­
trial buildings on Lilley south of Joy, 
damaging cars, littering Canton-Ply- 
mouth Mettetal Airport with debris 
and tearing off part of the awning over 
fuel p u m p s  at the Mobil gas station at

Plymouth-Canton Marching Band 
m e m b e r s  - approximately 176 of them

to Pasadena. T he equipment was 
hauled b y  truck to Pasadena.

W h e n  the 126th Tburnament of Ros­

es Parade begins at 8 a.m. (PST) N e w  
Year’s Day, the Plymouth-Canton 
Marching Band will be in the 34th 
place in the procession. Band m e m ­
bers are gearing up for the five-mile 
parade.

" No one is sugar coating this," Z yg­
munt said about the length of the walk. 
"But they changed the marching style 
to accommodate the walk."

After their arrival in California 
Sunday, band m e m b e r s  practiced and 
then were off to see the sights, in­
cluding the Santa Monica Pier. "The 
kids are in good spirits," Zygmunt 
said.

T he marching band w as scheduled 
to participate Wednesday in a compet­

itive band festival. T he plan w as also 
to perform at Disneyland.

T he Tburnament of Roses Parade 
this year sports the theme "Find Your 
Adventure."

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Eastern Market of Canton helps families 
in need

W h e n  a w o m a n  n a m e d  N o r m a  - w h o  
doesn’t want any publicity - contacted 
Eastern Market of Canton owner M a r ­
vin Jarbo to provide bundles of meat to 
families in need, a chain reaction fol­
lowed in the days leading up to Christ­
mas.

" W h e n  I w as  driving h o m e  I thought, 
‘if this lady can do this, there are people 
w h o  c o m e  into the store everyday and 
probably would like to do it, too,’” Jarbo 
said.

Sure enough, Jarbo assumed cor­
rectly. A n d  so did customer Jerry Po- 
siak of Westland. W h e n  he heard about 
Norma, Posiak posted a challenge of 
sorts on the Eastern Market Facebook 
that everyone w h o  was able, should 
j u m p  in and help those in need.

“I m a d e  up a jar and m y  sister m a d e  
a sign and the staff got behind it,” P o ­
siak said.

Norma, whose last n a m e  is unknown, 
spent $1,400 in meat, which included six 
bundles of meat and four hams, from 
Jarbo and the Eastern Market, 39493 
Joy Road. “W e  have to give back," Jar­
bo recalled N o r m a  saying w h e n  she 
first called him.

B y  the time Jarbo, Posiak and East­
ern Market customers w'ere finished, 
they were able to provide an additional 
11 bundles of meat at $130 each. But 
there’s more. They were also able to 
provide 10 dinners for families in need. 
"Customers raised enough m o n e y  and 1 
donated $100 to the meals,” Jarbo said.

A n d  it wasn’t that tough to find f am­
ilies w h o  were in need of food. "It’s not 
just Christmas. There are people w ho 
are hungry all year long,” Jarbo said.
“It is a shame w e  have people in A m e r ­
ica w h o  are homeless and don’t have

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Joy and Haggerty, Can­
ton officials said.

"The brief duration 
and w e a k  intensity of 
this tornado m a d e  the 
issuance of a tornado 
warning nearly impos­
sible, typical of brief 
spin-ups that are e m ­
bedded along a fast 
moving line,” the N W S  
said. “In m a n y  cases, 
such as this one, the 
tornado touchdown 
occurs largely between 
radar scans, leaving 
little opportunity for 
advanced warning.”

Deputy Fire Chief 
Chris Stoecklein said 
early d a m a g e  estimates 
were $500,000 to three 
buildings along Lilley 
south of Joy, including 
N B J X ,  which has a local 
warehouse for auto 
parts, and two multi­
tenant commercial fa­
cilities.

‘T m  guessing that 
estimate is going to be 
very low,” Stoecklein 
said, adding later, ‘‘W e  
had no injuries. Thank 
goodness this happened 
w h e n  it did because 
there was only one ten­
ant in all of those build­
ings.”

T he N W S  website 
indicates the tornado 
first touched d o w n  in a 
neighborhood just 
southwest of Warren 
and Lilley roads, top­
pling trees and moving 
northeast toward the 
airport before lifting 
near Joy and Newport 
Drive.

T he N W S  said the 
tornado lasted from 6:43 
p.m. to 6:46 p.m. and 
traveled two miles. It 
w as d e e m e d  the first 
D e c e m b e r  tornado on 
record in Michigan.

Canton police issued 
a statement that Lilley 
Road had reopened to 
traffic about four hours 
after the tornado hit.

Stoecklein said Bel- 
four, a property restora­
tion company, w as on­
site for repairs to N B J X  
and the two multi-ten­
ant commercial build­

ings.
“S o m e  of them have 

structural damage,” he 
said, adding that roofs, 
trusses and s o m e  sup­
port walls had sustained 
damage.

Faas said it could 
potentially take up to 
three months for resto­
ration to the local busi­
nesses. H e  said the 
heating and air-condi­
tioning units were 
ripped off the buildings.

“Major sections of 
the roof structure were 
removed,” Faas said, 
adding that Canton 
police, fire, public 
works and building 
inspection employees 
were involved in the

township’s response.
Carl McDevitt,

N B J X  warehouse m a n ­
ager, said M o n d a y  the 
c om pa ny  is moving 
materials from its ware­
house to a place it is 
subleasing in N e w  Bos­
ton because of structur­
al damage.

McDevitt said it’s 
u nk no wn  w h e n  the C an­
ton warehouse might be 
used again, though he 
said an adjacent office 
area received less d a m ­
age and could reopen 
sooner.

With n e w  features and 
a n e w  major sponsor, the 
Plymouth Ice Festival 
returns for its 2016 edi­
tion beginning Friday, 
Jan. 8.

T he three-day festival 
—  the 34th annual —  in 
Kellogg Park and nearby 
downtown streets will 
feature more than 100 
ice sculptures, inter­
active features like a 
playscape and cross 
country skiing, plus live 
entertainment and 
chances to help the larg­
er community.

T he festival, inspired 
by a similar event in 
Japan, is billed as the 
oldest continually oper­
ating ice festival in 
America. B eg un  to draw 
people downtown, espe­
cially during the post­
holiday lull, the festival 
has evolved into a cele­
bration that’s one of the 
city’s signature events.

“T he most impressive 
thing about Plymouth is 
the longevity,” veteran 
sculptor Aaron Costic 
said. “There are very 
few festivals of any kind 
that go 30 years.”

“It really has turned 
from just bringing peo­
ple downtown to part of 
what m ak es  the c o m m u ­
nity so unique,” said 
organizer James Gietzen 
of J A G  Entertainment.

“With tens of thou­
sands of people attend­
ing the ice festival, it 
certainly has become 
one of the biggest and 
most anticipated events 
of the year,” said Tony 
Bruscato, director of the 
Plymouth D o w n t o w n  
Development Authority.

Costic, of Broadview 
Heights, Ohio, is owner

of Elegant Ice Creations. 
H e  has carved at the 
Plymouth festival off 
and on since 1990, c o m ­
peted as both an amateur 
and professional carver 
and for the past few 
years has done a lot of 
the major carving that’s 
showcased at the festi­
val.

This time, Costic and 
his crew will be creating 
an ice playscape, with 
nine different activities, 
sponsored by Kroger.
Skiing and more

T he playscape, plus 
the returning Lou LaR- 
iche Chevrolet “ice 
throne” and the cross 
country skiing course, 
sponsored by Sun &
S n o w  Sports and Blue 
Care Network, will be 
a m o n g  the festival’s 
interactive features.

“W e ’re hoping for 
s o m e  snow so w e  can 
m a k e  it (the trail) a little 
bit bigger, but if there’s 
is no snow, w e ’ll start 
making it,” Gietzen said.

For this festival, Giet­
zen picked up a major 
sponsor, Ford Motor Co., 
which will have the 
show’s largest sculpture, 
with Ford’s G T  sports 
car as its theme.

In addition, the c o m ­
pany will give festival- 
goers the opportunity 
m a k e  a donation to 
Gleaners Com mu ni ty  
Food B a n k  via a text 
message and have the 
Ford Motor Co. Fund 
match each donation.

Festival favorites 
returning for 2016 at 
Kellogg Park include the 
opening ceremony, 7 
p.m. Jan. 8; collegiate 
ice-carving, Jan. 9-10 
(winners announced at 1 
p.m. both days), with 
students from Henry

Ford Com mu ni ty  Col­
lege, Oakland C o m m u n i ­
ty College, the Univer­
sity of Michigan and the 
Art Institute of Michigan 
competing; the dueling 
chainsaws competition at 
7 p.m. Jan. 9; the fire and 
ice towers, which will be 
lighted at approximately 
7:30 p.m. Jan. 8-9; and 
the Hot Spot warming 
station, at T he Gather-’ 
ing, across from the 
park, with area vendors, 
product demonstrations 
and a sitting area, during 
all festival hours.

There will be about 50 
ice sculptures in Kellogg 
Park and m o r e  than 100 
total in the park and irC 
front of downtown busi­
nesses, Gietzen said.

Gietzen, w h o  is pro­
ducing his third festival 
but has been involved 
with it since the 2010 
event, said sponsorships 
are picking up and a 
rebuilding effort is pay­
ing off.

" W e ’re trying to re­
build the festival and put 
it in a good direction so 
it can continue to grow,” 
he said. “I think w e ’re 
setting ourselves up for 
some really a we so me  
stuff.”

A  41-year-old w o m a n  w ho 
claimed she was robbed at 
gunpoint outside a Canton re­
tail store has admitted she lied, 
a police report said.

Outgoing Mayor Jack 
Kirksey reflects on long 
public service career

I  ̂ ivonia M a y o r  Jack Kirksey 
always seems to be able to 
find the h um or  in most

| situations.
Be it a grand opening of 

H H H a  Livonia business, a city 
council meeting or the annual State 
of the City address, Kirksey’s hu­
m o r  is one aspect most Livonians 
can recognize.

“1 think if you can interlace it, 
salt in a little humor, people seem 
to enjoy it,” said Kirksey, 87.
" W h e n  I do the State of the City or 
whatever it is, I try to put some 
h um or  in it.”

Kirksey, the city’s mayor for 16 
of the last 20 years, will have more 
time for practicing comedic m a ­
terial beginning this week: His 
time as mayor wraps up Thursday, 
the last day of his most recent four- 
year term. H e ’ll vacate the m ay or ’s 
office in city hall this week for city 
'IVeasurer Dennis Wright, w h o  w on  
the m ay or ’s race earlier this fall.

Even if he could have run again 
—  the city charter doesn’t allow for 
mayors to serve a third consec­
utive term —  Kirksey said he 
wouldn’t have been out campaign­
ing for another four years.

"Even if there hadn’t been term 
limits at this end of the last two 
four-year (terms), 1 would be leav­
ing. I have no plans to c o m e  back,” 
he said. "I thought 16 years was a 
good amount of time to do the job 
as best you could.”

A n d  it doesn’t only wrap up his 
time as mayor, but as a Livonia 
public servant. Kirksey and his 
wife Patt m o v e d  to their current 
Livonia h o m e  more than 50 years 
ago. During that time, he’s served 
in a plethora of positions, including 
director of probation at the 16th 
District Court, an elementary 
school principal, a state repre­
sentative in Lansing and a trustee 
at Schoolcraft College. H e  also 
served in the U.S. Air Force, both 
in active duty and as a reservist.

Kirksey grew up on Detroit’s 
east side and attended W a y n e  State 
University, where he met his now- 
wife of m o r e  than 60 years. H e  said 
his leadership style developed at an 
early age. after he began working 
as an aquatics director at the 
Y M C A  and as a lifeguard on Belle 
Isle during the summer.

H e  said w h e n  the island used to 
house docks for swimming, he and 
other lifeguards would have dozens 
of rescues during the s u m m e r  
because of the strong current of 
the Detroit River

"The time at Belle Isle probably 
had the greatest influence in terms 
of giving m e  experience in h o w  to 
man ag e  personnel and h o w  to m a n ­
age logistics and crowd control.” he 
said. "1 did that for eight s u m ­
mers."

That wide range of experience 
comes through during typical days 
in city hall, said Dave Varga, direc­
tor of administrative services w h o  
works closely with Kirksey Varga 
began working in the m ay or  s of­
fice in his first term back and has

Family influence

O ne of the most influential peo­
ple in Kirksey’s life was his broth­
er, Robert Kirksey, a vice admiral 
w h o  served in the U.S. N a v y  for 
more than 30 years. T he two were 
extremely close, even trying to 
coordinate leave so they could 
marry their fiances at the same 
ceremony, a plan that didn’t work 
out, Kirksey said. They would fly 
together and Kirksey would go out 
and visit him at various locations, 
including the Pentagon, where his 
brother’s office was later in his 
military career.

H e  still talks fondly of the sto­
ries the two of them shared, in­
cluding several times he and his 
family would visit his brother 
aboard the ships Robert was on. 
Kirksey recalled traveling to Pearl 
Harbor to meet with his brother 
and ride back on the U S S  Kitty 
Hawk, the carrier his brother was 
commanding at the time.

"That w as a great adventure." 
Kirksey said. “1 had great admira­
tion for him.”

Robert died in 2006 and is buned 
at Arlington National Cemetery. A  
plaque bearing Robert Kirksey’s 
picture hung in Kirksey’s office on 
the back wall

Family has been key to Kirk­
sey’s life After retiring, he and 
Patt plan on traveling west to visit 
their sons and their families, w h o  
live in Colorado and Utah. H e  antic­
ipates there will be s o m e  h o m e  
improvement projects he’ll help

them with on the first trip there 
post-retirement: Kirksey has spent 
a great deal of his free time work­
ing on his family’s and his chil­
dren’s homes over the years.

"There could be," he joked. "I 
don’t want to suggest anything to 
them.”

A n d  after all those years of hard 
work and m a n y  days and nights 
a w a y  from home, spending more 
time with his wife is on the top of 
his list.

"I obviously do everything a 
husband is supposed to do. It’s hard 
for people to believe,” he said. " W e  
still have a good laugh at the dinner 
table, just the two of us.”
'Hard to fill his shoes'

Lots has changed in Livonia 
since Kirksey w as first elected as 
m ay or  in 1995. Since then, the city 
has taken d o w n  two malls and built 
large shopping centers in their 
place, 1-96 has been reconstructed, 
the Middlebelt corridor has trans­
formed into a major retail destina­
tion, Nehasil Park was built to hon­
or the city’s fallen first responders 
and the Livonia Com mu ni ty  Recre­
ation Center w as built on the site of 
the former Bentley High School.

That rec center will soon bear 
his name, as the Livonia City Coun­
cil recently approved a n a m e  
change for the building in honor of 
the w  ork Kirksey has done. H e  
shared a story after it w as built of a 
w o m a n  w h o  approached him and 
his wife at the rec center after it 
w as built.

"She said. 'You know, w h e n  you 
w ere getting ready and doing the 
big push to get the rec center start­
ed. I voted against it.’ she said. I 
thought. ’Here comes the lecture."’ 
he said. *She said. You were nght 
and 1 w a s  wrong.’ 1 thought it was 
like a magic moment."

Having that knowledge of what 
to do, sometimes in a pinch, will be 
one of the qualities former city 
Councilman Jim M c C a n n  said will 
be missed about Kirksey.

McCann, a longtime friend of 
Kirksey’s, referenced the devel­
opment along Middlebelt south of 
Schoolcraft, which has b o o m e d  in 
the last two years. H e  said the addi­
tion of Menards catalyzed the de­
velopment in that whole area and it 
was something that c a m e  together 
quick. Menards originally planned 
on coming to Canton, but decided to 
meet with Livonia that day. Shortly 
after, a deal was struck to bring 
Menards to Livonia.

"That happened in four hours," 
he said. "That’s the dynamic part of 
Jack that’s going to be hard to fill 
his shoes."

T h e  drive to try to do projects 
that the community backs has been 
something. Kirksey said, he’s kept 
in the forefront. H e ’s proud of his 
city and plans on staying in town 
after retirement, though just as a 
regular citizen.

H e  said it’s important to respect 
what the community desires, some­
thing that shows through the city’s 
low tax rate.

*i think if you say to the citizens, 
‘Here’s h o w  it will change your life, 
here’s what you get w h e n  you put 
your dollars on the table' and that 
promise is fulfilled, it’s a system 
that works extremely w  ell," he 
said.

*T truly love Livonia. I’m  very 
proud of this city.”

Racing Series award

D a v e  D i x o n  w o n  t h e  Spirit A w a r d  at t h e  a n n u a l  A R C A  Racing 
Series post s e a s o n  banquet.

W h e n  Canton resident 
D a v e  Dixon w as  forming 
his passion for auto rac­
ing, it was Formula One 
cars that got him excited. 
H o w  times have 
changed. Dixon, winner 
of the Spirit A w a r d  re­
cently at the annual A R ­
C A  Racing Series post­
season banquet, is n o w  a 
major fan of stock car 
racing, too.

“W h e n  I c a m e  to this 
country, I didn’t know 
m u c h  about stock car 
racing,” Dixon said after 
accepting the honor. “I 
was a Formula O n e  guy. 
But I’ve grown a c o m ­
plete lust for it, quite 
frankly. It’s a we so me  to 
go to a short track and 
see you guys banging on 
each other, coming h o m e  
and bringing great victo­
ries and great stories to 
tell.

“All I can say is please 
keep it up. Ilmor will be 
providing engines and w e  
will do the best w e  can 
always.”

Dixon, w h o  is retiring 
at the end of the year, is 
director of assembly 
operations at Ilmor Engi­
neering Inc. in Plymouth. 
H e  joined the company 
17 years ago and has 
played a role in all sorts 
of engine building, from 
N A S C A R  to IndyCar to 
off-shore power boat 
racing. H e  has been a 
major part of the A R C A  
Ilmor 396, the engine 
that debuted in the A R C A  
Racing Series a year ago.

"It’s been a wonderful 
ride,” Dixon said of his 
time at Ilmor.

Jeff Brehmer, A R C A ’s 
executive vice President 
and chief financial offi­
cer, presented Dixon 
with the Spirit Award, 
one of two surprise 
awards handed out by 
A R C A  officials at the 
banquet in downtown 
Indianapolis.

Brehmer detailed

Soon after, Dixon re­
ceived a call to m o v e  his 
shop to Detroit.

“A s  fate would have it, 
that all-nighter turned 
out to be a worthwhile 
sleepless night,” B r e h m ­
er said. “H e  became a 
highly successful and

respected engine builder, 
eventually closed his 
shop and joined the team 
at Ilmor Engineering.”

The Spirit A wa rd  
comes after a highly 
successful debut season 
for the A R C A  Ilmor 396.

“T he A R C A  Spirit 
A w a r d  is presented to an 
individual w h o  is dedicat­
ed to the teams, officials

Church members 
spend night in boxes

For more than 20 
years, high school stu­
dents w h o  attend Geneva 
Presbyterian Church in 
Canton have learned 
about homelessness each 
Boxing Day, the day after 
Christmas. T he teens 
spend the night outdoors 
in the church parking lot.

"The first thing is to 
raise awareness in the 
community about h o m e ­
lessness,” said Jeff Doer­
ing, youth elder at Gene­
va. Teens also learn what 
homeless people experi­
ence, he said, as well as 
what their blessings in 
life are.

"They did fine," Can­
ton resident Doering said 
of this year’s 14 partici­
pants. "They toughed it 
out.”

This year’s event in­
cluded, for the first time, 
four teens from First 
United Methodist Church 
of Plymouth. Doering, a

K r o n e  also participated.

Ford Motor Co. staffer, 
said the United Method­
ist outreach went well 
and will be repeated next 
December.

D r e w  Degener, 17, a 
Plymouth High School 
senior, said, "This is m y  
fourth. I thought that this 
was one of the hardest 
years," due to heavy 
rainfall rather than snow.

“I just think w e  don’t

even realize the things 
w e  get to use in everyday 
life,” said Degener, a 
Canton resident, citing 
electricity, h o m e  heat 
and dry blankets. “W e  
just take that for grant­
ed,” Degener said, add­
ing of getting through 
the cold night, "Talking 
to other people helped 
the most. I think that 
having a bigger group is

always better.”
"I’m  glad I did it. I 

k n o w  it’s making a differ­
ence. It makes m e  feel 
glad for doing it,” added 
Degener, w h o  cited both 
the related clothing drive 
and the Methodist teens’ 
presence.

That c a m e  about due 
to a former Geneva 
youth ministry staffer, 
Josh Skelly, w h o  has the 
Methodist congregation 
as his h o m e  church.
"This is a continuation of 
that," Doering said.

"They definitely get a 
perspective on h o w  for­
tunate w e  are and h o w  
challenging it can be if 
you don’t have a place to 
stay,” Doering said.

T he  young people also 
are carrying on a church 
clothing drive for the 
O p e n  Door program of 
Fort Street Presbyterian 
Church in downtown 
Detroit.

Doering noted that by 
3:30 a.m. the teens’ card­
board boxes were rain- 
soaked, despite tarps and 
sheeting. They’d gone 
outdoors for the night at 
8 p.m. and c a m e  back

inside 7 a.m. the next 
day.

Donations of n e w  or 
gently used w a r m  winter 
clothing, winter out­
erwear, blankets, sleep­
ing bags and toiletries 
will be accepted through 
Jan. 8. N o  furniture, 
appliances, toys or 
household items should 
be given, organizers 
note.

Donations m a y  be 
brought to the Canton 
church during office 
hours, 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. 
M o n d a y  through Friday, 
or left in the drop boxes 
outside the church en­
trance. T he clothes will 
be delivered Saturday, 
Jan. 9, to Fort Street 
Presbyterian Church in 
Detroit for its Open Door 
program. Geneva Pres­
byterian Church is on the 
west side of Sheldon, 
noith of Ford Road.

Jessica Krone, 17, a 
senior at Canton High 
School, participated for 
her fourth year. “I 
thought it was a great 
experience, another re­
minder of what homeless 
people go through,” she

said. "It makes m e  grate­
ful for everything I have.

"The rain definitely 
m a d e  it difficult. I didn’t 
sleep at all," said Krone, 
a Canton resident, noting 
that standing by the fire 
in a barrel was the only 
option. "Definitely a 
rewarding experience. 
W e ’re raising awareness 
for people."

W h e n  Krone tells her 
friends, they say, “I nev­
er realized all homeless 
people go through.” She 
noted h o w  hard it w as to 
sleep outside on a cold, 
rainy night.

"I just realized you’re 
so exhausted doing that. 
It’s so easy for us to say, 
‘G o  get a job.’ It is really 
hard to be motivated. 
They do (that) every 
night of their lives," 
Krone said.

Boxing D a y  has its 
origins in the United 
Kingdom, a day when 
clothing no longer need­
ed was boxed up for the 
needy the day after 
Christmas.

Livonia planning commission reviews proposed shopping center plans

T he plans for Livonia’s 
newest proposed shop­
ping center continue to 
m o v e  forward.

T he city’s planning 
commission took one of 
its first looks earlier this 
month at the site plan for 
the proposed Haggerty 
Marketplace develop­
ment on Haggerty be­
tween Seven and Eight 
Mile, giving the plan its 
r ec o m m e n d e d  approval.

T he redevelopment 
would replace the former 
Haggerty Tech Center, 
which has been mostly 
vacant for several years. 
Crews have worked to 
demolish s o m e  of the 
existing structures in 
recent months and the

developer recently got 
approval from the city 
for its commercial reha­
bilitation exemption 
certificate.

The plan would add 
three n e w  structures to 
the site, though the ten­
ants were not yet an­
nounced.

"The plans w e ’re re­

viewing this evening 
show three n e w  build­
ings: one multi-tenant 
retail building and two 
restaurants, all of which 
would be constructed 
along the front third of 
the site,” said M a r k  Taor­
mina, the city’s planning 
director. "And once the 
users are identified,

(they would) submit 
more plans for your re­
view.”

Of the three buildings 
on the original site, one 
has been demolished, one 
partially demolished and 
the last one will remain 
intact, though those 
buildings were not in­
cluded in the site plan 
petition and the use for 
them is unknown right 
now, Taormina said.

Frank Jonna, with 
Jonna Realty Ventures, 
said c om pa ny  officials 
are working to determine 
proper parking situations 
for the complex, seeing if 
there’s a w a y  to spread 
out parking during the 
day.

H e  said one of the 
concepts being looked at 
for one of the restaurants

is a dinner-only concept, 
which could help allevi­
ate parking concerns 
during other parts of the 
day.

" W e  do have a lot 
more land here and w e  
hope the remainder uses 
of this property will re­
sult in a mixed-use and 
the type of benefits that 
will create parking op­
portunities for one use to 
take advantage at peaks 
of the others,” he said. 
" W e ’re hoping that will 
play into the mix.”

The site plan n o w  goes 
to the city council for 
review, which is expect­
ed to take place some­
time early next year. If 
approved, it would be the 
most recent shopping 
center brought to town, 
following the Livonia

C o m m o n s  center at 
Schoolcraft and Middle- 
belt.

Planning commission­
er and city councilman- 
elect Scott Bahr said he 
likes h o w  that stretch of 
road has seen successful 
development and added 
he looked forward to 
m o r e  coming in that part 
of Livonia.

“T he c o m m e n t  that 
was m a d e  w as that when 
high-end restaurants look 
to c o m e  to this area, the 
two places they look at is 
Big Beaver in TVoy or 
Haggerty in Livonia,” he 
said. “That’s exciting. 
That’s great to hear.”

Santa Claus (a.k.a. Livonia 
Churchill girls basketball 
coach K ’Len Morris) —  were 
m e m b e r s  of the Chargers var­
sity girls basketball team, w h o  
set aside a few hours of their 
holiday break to spend time 
with several Livonia-area indi­
viduals w h o  live with autism 
and other related conditions.

Throughout most of the 
laughter-coated event, it was 
hard to tell w h o  was having 
m o r e  fun —  the volunteers or 
the non-volunteers.

Chargers earlier this year was 
to m a k e  sure his players en­
trenched themselves in c o m ­
munity-enhancing programs.

In addition to the holiday 
banquet at M a c y ’s (which do­
nated the room free of charge), 
Churchill players played 
games with patients at the A nn 
Arbor Veterans Administration 
Hospital one day earlier.

"This is a great experience 
for us because, along with 
having fun, w e ’re learning h ow  
appreciative w e  should be and 
h o w  different everyone’s lives 
are,’’ Churchill senior Molly 
Pummill said. " W e ’ve also

Family tradition is big 
with the Yagers.

Elizabeth Yager 
said. “It wasn't necessar­
ily a push from m y  f a m ­
ily to do that. It was 
more a choice on m y  
own. But it’s pretty* cool 
that I’m  getting to do

that.
"They’re really excit­

ed for me, especially 
Joseph. H e ’s excited to 
have m e  on campus with 
him.”

But the 18-year-old 
Canton resident —  w h o  
batted .542 with 38 sto­
len bases in 2015 for the 
Chiefs —  will be starting 
her o w n  tradition, play­
ing D-I softball for the 
Titans.

“I a m  willing to play 
wherever I can get on 
the field,” Yager said. “I 
k n o w  they’ve been look­
ing for outfielders and 
that’s obviously where 
I’d love to be.

“Center field is not 
the only spot I would 
play over there.

Although Yager is not

It w as h o w  U D M  
softball coach John C on­
w a y  and his program 
places the main e m p h a ­

sis on academics for his 
players.

With that, Yager k n e w  
she could go all-in on 
studies for a nursing 
degree without worry 
there might be repercus­
sions from the softball 
side.

“Most Division I 
schools, softball comes 
first and softball is over 
school,” Yager said dur­
ing a recent telephone 
interview. “A n d  if you 
miss your nursing class­
es or you miss a clinical, 
that’s just h o w  it is.

“( U D M )  runs it a little 
bit different, especially 
with their nursing pro­
gram. Their clinical 
placements, they give 
athletes priority and 
they help athletes out 
with the nursing pro­
gram. A n d  then the 
coach himself stresses 
academics. It’s impor­
tant to him and it’s i m ­
portant to his team.”

U D M ’s softball team 
has been a m o n g  the 
Horizon League leaders 
in grade-point average 
in recent years.

“A n d  the work ethic 
of the girls on the team 
also drew m e  in,” Yager 
said. “The girls that 
missed a practice be­
cause of their academic 
program, they went on 
their o w m  time and set 
something else up with

that coach.
“T he girls worked so 

hard and the coach is 
willing to work with you 
at any time of day.”

That kind of work 
ethic is evident with her 
high school team as she 
looks to close out a suc­

Meanwhile, Yager 
can’t wait to have the 
best of both worlds at 
U D M .  Not only does she 
get to play softball, she’ll 
go to work on becoming 
a nurse.

A n d  it doesn’t matter 
that Joe Yager, a 2014 
Canton graduate, al­
ready is in the Mercy 
nursing program.

“Actually, I wanted to 
go into nursing before 
he did,” Elizabeth Yager 
said.
