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Canton residents face water rate hike

Canton residents could be facing a 
7-percent water-sewer rate hike start­
ing M a y  1, costing a typical household 
an additional $109.52 a year.

A  typical residential consumer using 
32,283 gallons of water every three 
months would see their quarterly bills

increase to $416.42 from $389.04, M u n i ­
cipal Services Director T i m  Faas said.

Residents will have a chance to 
weigh in on the latest proposal during a 
public forum set for 6 p.m. Tbesday, 
M a r c h  29, at the Canton Administration 
Building, 1150 S. Canton Center.

The latest numbers are based on a 
n e w  water-sewer rate of $12.49 per 
1,000 gallons. Faas said administration

officials are proposing a slightly lower 
increase than what was passed on to 
Canton by the n e w  Great Lakes Water 
Authority, which makes decisions for­
merly m a d e  by the Detroit Water and 
Sewerage Department.

Township Supervisor Phil LaJoy said 
Canton has typically imposed rate hikes 
that are no higher —  and often lower —  
than what the larger authority has cal­

culated.
“W e ’ve held our expenses in line,” he 

said. “W e ’ve done all the things w e  
could do.”

A  vote on the latest rate increase is 
expected in April by the Canton T o w n ­
ship Board of Trustees. The latest rate 
hike is less than an 8.6-percent increase

“Too m a n y  cooks in the kitchen 
spoils the broth” isn’t a proverb the 
Plymouth-Canton Educational Park 
competitive culinary team would nec­
essarily embrace. For this group, every 
chef has a job, a w a y  to do their job and 
all within a strict time period. T h e  end 
result must be excellence.

“For every second you’re late, you 
lose a point!” said Diana Woodward, 
instructor/coach of the P-CEP Hospital­
ity and Culinary Arts program.

A n d  W o o d w a r d  doesn’t want excuses 
from the culinary team that spent this 
weekend in Lansing at the Michigan 
ProStart® Competition. Hosted by the 
Michigan Restaurant Association, the 
competition is a two-day event with 
culinary, management/entrepreneur­
ship, ServSafe knowledge bowl and 
nutrition/marketing components.

The culinary team - Taarika Singhal, 
E m m a  Stephens, Zachary Wolffis, Pat­
rick McKillen and alternate Cody Bates 
- have been practicing, practicing and 
then practicing again. These are the 
students w h o  prepare meals for the 
Rock Cafe at Salem High School.

"Everything w e  do is broken d o w n  to 
the minute,” said Woodward, w h o  has 
had her teams at the competition since 
2002.

A n d  she’s not kidding. A  recent prac­
tice, which literally simulated the actu­

al competition, had the culinary team - 
four chefs in a 10-foot by 10-foot space - 
preparing its competition presentation, 
which included a starter, an entree and 
dessert. As if the effort for required 
precision isn’t stressful enough, the 
team must prepare the three-course

meal without refrigeration, water or 
electricity. The team, however, is 
provided two c a m p  stoves to c o m ­
plete its masterpiece.

Art Van to 
build large 

Canton store

Art Van Furniture is planning to 
build a two-story, 80,000-square-foot 
store in Canton —  the biggest project of 
its kind in 13 years in Michigan, a c o m ­
pany official confirmed.

It marks the first time Art Van has 
decided to build a store “from the 
ground up” since the Michigan-based 
company opened in Chesterfield T o w n ­
ship in 2003, said Diane Charles, vice 
president of corporate communications.

Art Van plans to build the n e w  store 
along Canton’s bustling Ford Road busi­
ness corridor, just west of Haggerty 
and across from IKEA.

“Our research shows that it’s a great 
location,” Charles said.

The site is just west of the n e w  Black 
Rock restaurant. Canton Community 
Planner Jeff Goulet said the project 
would involve demolishing a medical 
office building on Ford Road and, be­
hind that, a vacant two-story site that 
once housed businesses such as a rac- 
quetball club.

Art Van hopes to begin construction 
this year and possibly open in spring of 
next year, Charles said. The company 
still has to formally submit the project, 
including a site plan, for approval by 
Canton Township officials.

“I think it’s great news,” township 
Supervisor Phil LaJoy said. “W e ’re 
excited to have them build a beautiful 
facility in the community.”

Charles said Art Van doesn’t yet have 
drawings to show what the Canton store 
will look like. She said it will be differ­
ent from existing two-story sites in 
Michigan and m o re  like newer stores in 
the Chicago area.

Canton Economic Development M a n ­
ager Kristen T h o m a s  said the store will 
complement the Ford Road shopping 
district.

“I think it’s good for the Ford Road 
retail corridor, because w e  like to think 
of Ford Road as one long three-mile 
shopping mall,” she said. “A  big, beauti­
ful furniture store is always welcome.”

Art Van’s project comes as the Ford- 
Haggerty area has witnessed a spike in 
redevelopment, including Black Rock 
and new, small retail centers. Another 
six-store center, the Shops of Canton, is 
coming to the site of what is n o w  the 
Zax Auto Wash.

S o m e  Canton residents have long 
voiced concerns that Ford Road traffic 
congestion will only worsen as more 
n e w  businesses locate there. To that 
end, the Michigan Department of Trans­
portation has m a d e  some efforts to 
improve traffic flow, partly by length­
ening turn lanes and improving the 
1-275 ramps.

Local officials, meanwhile, say the 
continued interest in the Ford Road 
corridor is an indication of its economic 
strength.

“It’s a message of the vibrancy of the 
district and the shopping area there,” 
LaJoy said.

Canton voters this

The library has a six- 
m e m b e r  board of trust­
ees that oversees a $5 
million budget and is 
poised to embark on a 
long-range strategic plan 
focusing on goals for 
2020 and beyond.

Three incumbents —  
N ancy Eggenberger, 
Michelle Farell and Don 
Tlirner —  already have 
filed for re-election to 
four-year terms in N o ­
vember. The board will 
have at least one n e w  
face because Trustee 
S o m m e r  Foster has opted 
to campaign for a town­
ship board seat.

Often overshadowed 
by other political races, 
the library board helps 
steer what was n a m e d  as 
Canton’s most important 
facility by residents who 
responded to a Canton 
community survey han­
dled by an outside con­
sultant in 2014. In all, 88 
percent of respondents 
said they had used the 
library.

Laurie Golden, the 
library’s community 
relations department 
head, said the library 
circulated 1,411,415 items 
in 2015 and had 487,095 
visitors —  m a n y  of them 
repeat patrons. She said

After sharing her and 
her partner’s video about 
the wa ge  gap with family 
and friends, Svoboda’s 
student Ganguly said her 
aunt was actually in­
spired to write a letter to 
her boss about the un­
equal wages that exist 
between her and her 
male co-workers, plus 
her mother’s co-worker 
has decided to use G a n ­
guly’s video as a source 
in a college paper.

“I really did learn so 
m u c h  and not just about 
filming, editing and 
interviewing, but about 
controversial issues,” 
Ganguly said. “It actu­
ally opened up what I 
want to do later for m y  
career.”

Ganguly said she n o w  
knows she wants to pur­
sue politics and be able 
to spread equality for all.

This year, C-SPAN 
received a record of 
2,887 video submissions 
from almost 6,000 stu­
dents worldwide; 150 
student and 53 teacher 
prizes, totaling $100,000 
in cash prizes, have been 
awarded for winning 
documentaries. P-CCS 
received 2 percent of the 
awards.

A  m o c k  trial is designed to 
re-enact m u c h  of what might 
take place in a courtroom. 
Students take on the roles of 
attorneys and witnesses and 
compete against each other in 
real courtrooms in front of 
real judges and lawyers. While 
the Plymouth-Canton students 
took on roles, there was no set 
script, so the team adjusted to 
the strategies employed by the 
opposing side. The P-CEP 
m o c k  trial team studied the 
materials, learned relevant 
legal principals, developed the 
case and practiced witness 
examinations, just like real 
lawyers.

Students arrived at the 
Oakland County Circuit Court 
as articulate and prepared 
advocates for their clients. 
They were knowledgeable 
concerning the law of their

case and practiced in court­
room etiquette. Each team was 
prepared to try both sides of 
the case and each team argued 
both sides during the competi­
tion. They were poised, confi­
dent, attentive and able to 
think on their feet as they 
responded to objections or 
unanticipated twists in the 
testimony. The students were 
convincing as both lawyers 
and witnesses for whichever 
side they represented. It be­
c a me  very apparent that these 
students were well-prepared 
and enjoyed arguing their 
case. Several of the students 
hope to pursue law as a future 
career.

Canton library provides free SAT resources

With Michigan’s llth-graders 
taking the redesigned S A T  on April 
12, the staff at the Canton Public 
Library is encouraging students to 
use not only the free study re­
sources available at the library, but 
all public libraries.

“M a n y  students can’t afford an 
expensive review course or to hire 
a tutor or they find that with a busy 
schedule of extracurricular activ­
ities or jobs, they can’t m a k e  it to a 
review class,” Canton Public Li­
brary department head of c o m m u ­
nity relations Laurie Golden said. 
“For these students and m a n y  oth­
ers, making use of materials avail­
able at their public library is a 
great w a y  to improve their scores.”

The Canton Public Library has 
more than 100 standardized test 
preparation print materials that 
can be borrowed, plus electronic 
books and student guides that can

be accessed online with a library 
card. Golden said a handful of 
these do pertain to the redesigned 
S A T  and, over time, this number 
will increase as more print re­
sources are created and online 
materials, which normally take less 
time, are updated.

“If w e  don’t have an item a stu­
dent is looking for, w e  can see if 
another library that is part of The 
Library Network has what they 
need,” Golden said, referring to 74 
other southeast Michigan libraries 
which hold a reciprocal borrowing 
agreement with the Canton Public 
Library. “W e  could get it shipped 
over to our library and, w h en  they 
are through with it, the student can 
return it right here.”

In addition to resources, Golden 
said m a n y  public libraries offer 
S A T  practice opportunities. For 
example, in January the Canton 
Public Library partnered with 
Sylvan Learning Center in Canton 
to administer an S A T  practice test

to 100 students.
Beginning next week, Ply­

mouth-Canton Educational Park 
seniors w h o  achieved perfect 
scores on last year’s A C T  will 
provide a five-session “S A T  E x a m  
Cram,” free of charge, at the 
Canton Public Library. These 
sessions will take place 4:30-6 
p.m. M arch 22,24 and 25, as well 
as April 5 and 7. Registration is 
required; however, students do 
not have to be Canton residents to 
attend.

Golden also said she encour­
ages students to visit the Michi­
gan Electronic Library, which 
offers S A T  practice tests and skill 
building resources. It is free to all 
Michigan residents at 
www.mel.org.

“There are m a n y  ways to help 
students prepare and it is so im­
portant to their futures,” Golden 
said. “W e  encourage our c o m m u ­
nities to m a k e  use of what’s avail­
able.”

from W o o d w a r d ’s team. 
The atmosphere is tense, 
stress is written on the 
student chefs’ faces, 
their hands are moving 
fast and yet they create a 
meal superb enough for a 
fine dining experience. “I 
think the pressure helps 
m e  be better,” said Ste­
phens, w h o  is W o o d ­
wa rd ’s sous chef.

With a sense of appre­
hension, the student 
chefs presented their 
meal to Wo od w a r d  at the 
recent practice. Nerves 
were taut. Woodward, 
w h o  watched - just like a 
judge -the entire produc­
tion, pointed out the min­
ute details in need of 
improvement, including 
placement on a plate, 
timing and the precision 
slicing food items.

Each item prepared 
by the students includes 
between seven and 11 
components or recipes. 
For example, Singhal 
created nine components 
for the dessert, which 
included white chocolate, 
strawberries and passion 
fruit. The other chefs 
created a meal of scal­
lops and braised beef.

“I a m  so proud of what 
I see,” said Carey Gary, 
n o w  retired but w h o  
started the Plymouth- 
Canton culinary program 
in 1972. W o o d w a r d  was 
one of her students. “This 
program has grown by 
leaps and bounds. Diana 
does w a y  mo re  with 
these students than I 
ever did or could.”

The Plymouth-Canton 
culinary program is well- 
k nown in the food indus­
try. About 60 percent of 
W o o d w a r d ’s students go 
to the Schoolcraft Col­
lege program and then on 
to stellar careers. Right 
now, one of W o o d w a r d ’s 
students is in the spot­
light as restaurateurs bid 
for him to work at their 
restaurants. “H e ’s that 
good,” W o o d w a r d  said.

Woodward, w h o m  her 
students affectionately 
call, “Woody,” makes 
sure her group is more 
than well-prepared to 
enter the next step in 
culinary education.
“They have to m a k e  sac­
rifices in their schedules

to take this program,” 
she said.

Typically, the culinary 
program is not for fresh­
men. Even with the ad­
vanced program, W o o d ­
ward has found that 
some juniors are not old 
enough to participate. 
Yes, students in the pro­
g r am  are prepared for 
employment, typically as 
line cooks, but Wo od w a r d  
insists they head to a 
college program. “There 
is always m o re  to learn,” 
she said.

Competition is an 
important event for the 
P-CEP culinary students. 
At the 2015 the nationals, 
the result of m a n y  c o m ­
petitions —  including a 
state contest in which 
Plymouth-Canton took 
first place in the nutri­
tion competition —  P- 
C E P  lost by only a half­
point to the winning team 
in the culinary contest. 
Competition can also 
bring status and schol­
arships for the students.

A n d  that’s w h y  timing 
is everything in the state 
and national competi­
tions, Wo od w a r d  said.
But timing isn’t the only 
thing that must be per­
fect. H o w  the student 
chefs cut, slice, dice, 
prepare the meal and 
even where on the 
counter a knife is placed 
are all items that are 
judged. For example, 
students must excel in 
cutting 40 carrots in 10 
minutes. “They need to 
be perfect,” Wo od w a r d  
said.

While the culinary 
team listened intently to 
the needed improve­
ments, another group of 
W o o d w a r d ’s students - 
taking the role as m a n ­
agement team - was 
rehearsing a presenta­
tion for its proposed 
restaurant for judges. 
“It’s like ‘Shark Tank,”’ 
senior Jacob Lorenz said.

In addition to Lorenz, 
management team m e m ­
bers include Brynna 
Samuels, Samantha 
Rhodes, Kyle Branham 
and alternate Dylan 
Grandke. Offering just 
as m u c h  stress as experi­
enced by the culinary 
team, the management 
team developed a con­
cept for a restaurant. 
Greenstone, which would 
seat 70 people and offer a 
casual, lodge atmos­
phere.

The group’s plans 
literally include a sort of 
blueprint of the facility, 
menu, staffing, market­
ing, costs, recipes, you 
n a m e  it - anything and 
everything that goes into 
opening a n e w  restau­
rant. Students must be 
ready to answer ques­
tions from the judges, 
meaning they have to 
anticipate anything and 
everything that could be 
asked about their restau­
rant. The team also par­
ticipates in a quiz bowl in 
which it will likely be 
asked questions about 
the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture’s food code.

“Most of us are in­
terested in a hospitality 
program,” team m e m b e r  
Samantha Rhodes said.

Samuels joined the 
program because she 
wants to be a nutritionist 
or dietician. Lorenz is 
really more interested in 
being a chef, but the 
management side, he 
said, “looks good on a 
resume.” O n  the other 
hand, B r an h a m  w h o

T h e  teacher has a child 
with special needs and 
looks at her students 
with the same drive and 
determination she does 
for her o w n  child, even 
referring to her students 
as “m y  kids.”

After 
recess, she goes out on a 
walk with them.

“I like to think outside 
the box and expose them 
to cross-curricular activ­

ities,” Dazer said. “W e  
m o v e  to Dr. Seuss books, 
use resources from Fuel 
U p  to Play 60 (FUTP60), 
an in-school and physical 
activity program, and 
find the latest technol­
ogies for skill d e m o n ­
strations.”

Marian’s Grobbel reflects on ‘amazing’ prep career

It was some 20 min­
utes after Marian’s two- 
year reign as Class A  
girls basketball state 
champions had ended 
deep in M a c o m b  County 
with a loss to Warren 
Cousino in the regional 
championship game.

Liz Grobbel slowly 
walked out of the Rose­
ville High School locker 
room, where she and her 
Mustangs teammates had 
listened to a few season­
ending words from veter­
an head coach M a r y  
Cicerone.

Speaking from the 
heart and trying to to be 
upbeat after the disheart­
ening defeat, Grobbel 
took time to reflect on a 
memorable Marian ca­
reer that included a pair 
of Class A  state titles, 18 
straight tournament 
victories and countless 
cherished memories.

“It’s hard losing today, 
obviously, but I k n ow  I’m  
personally part of a team 
that had an 18-game off­
season winning streak 
and that I’m  very proud 
of,” said Grobbel, the 
only non-starter w h o  
scored in last year’s state 
title game. “I’ve had 
some amazing, amazing 
teammates over the 
years and I learned from 
(former Marian) captains 
h o w  to be a captain and, 
hopefully, I’ve passed 
that on to m y  younger 
teammates.

“Just being part of the 
Marian program really 
taught m e  a lot... h o w  to 
build up m y  character, 
h o w  to be a better leader 
and just help m e  to learn 
that teamwork is every­
thing and h o w  to work 
together.

“Definitely though, I 
just think the program 
has grown a lot this 
year,” she added. “C o m ­
ing into the season, peo­
ple said, ‘Hey, this is not 
the same team. T h ey ’ve 
lost all five of their start­
ers.’ I think this year w e  
really c a m e  together and 
did a wonderful job. I’m  
just proud of what w e ’ve 
done this year.”

T h e  only other players 
besides Grobbel, a Bir­
m i n g h a m  resident, with 
any varsity experience 
coming into this season 
were seniors Maria Hick­
ey and M c K e n n a  Landis, 
plus junior Madeline 
Laurencelle.

So as a team captain, 
Grobbel felt personally 
responsible to see that if 
the Mustangs was not 
going to repeat as state 
champions, they were 
going to play with char­
acter and uphold the 
glorious winning tradi­
tion and outstanding 
reputation the program 
enjoys across the state.

“I felt a lot of respon­
sibility as captain to keep 
this team going and m a k e  
sure the team played 
with composure,” she 
said. “I just think that 
everyone bought into the 
program, that defense 
wins championships and 
that you’re not going to 
win things in a one-man 
show.

“I just tried to teach

them kind of the ropes of 
the g a m e  and the little 
tips that I learned over 
the years in winning 
those state champion­
ships. I think everyone 
caught on really fast.

“I just think that w e  
never gave up,” she add­
ed. “Even w h e n  everyone 
was doubting us, even 
w h e n  w e  got blown out of 
games, w e  just kept m o v ­
ing on, took them as 
learning lessons and kept 
moving forward.”

Forward it did.
Marian had a magnifi­

cent season, considering 
it did not have one re­
turning starter from last 
year’s state champion­
ship team.

Despite all that inex­
perience, the Mustangs 
finished their season 
with a 17-8 record, their 
second straight Catholic 
League championship 
and their fifth consec­
utive Class A  district 
crown.

Marian dropped two 
of its first three games, 
including a 10-point loss 
to Cousino in the season’s 
third game, but then w o n

eight of its next nine 
games. T h e  Mustangs 
were in contention for 
the Catholic League reg­
ular-season title halfway 
through the season and 
regaining a bit of their 
swagger.
W i n n i n g  like a l w a y s

This team that every­
one figured would be in 
rebuilding m o d e  all sea­
son was winning just like 
it had always done. Al­
though the Mustangs 
went into a brief tailspin 
and actually finished 
third in the Central Divi­
sion regular-season 
standings, they got their 
act together once tourna­
ment time approached.

Led by Grobbel’s 
game-high 14 points, 
Marian defeated rival 
M e r c y  to win the Catho­
lic League tourney. The 
Mustangs then sliced 
their w a y  through the 
area’s public schools —  
defeating Bloomfield 
Hills, Birmingham 
Groves and Birmingham 
Seaholm —  en route to 
the district champion­
ship.

Marian showed 
enough resolve to get 
past a talented St. Clair 
Shores Lakeview squad 
in the regional semifinal. 
That win set up the omi­

nous sh ow d o w n  with 
Cousino for the regional 
championship.

In a battle in every 
sense of the word —  two 
intentional fouls and two 
technical fouls were 
called and players were 
diving all over the floor 
for loose balls —  Cousino 
prevailed again by 10 
points, 49-39. Marian had 
not lost to Cousino in 
seven meetings prior to 
this year.

While Marian was not 
a preseason favorite to 
win a third consecutive 
state championship, no 
one figured the Mustangs 
to win 17 games, either. 
Even Cicerone never 
expected the success this 
year’s team attained.

“I would have said 
you’re crazy (if told at 
the beginning of the sea­
son Marian would win 17 
games),” said Cicerone, 
w h o  earned her 600th 
career victory in her 
33rd season at the pro­
g r a m ’s helm. “But they 
came. W e  had a little 
spell there w h e n  w e  had 
a lot of kids missing but, 
for the most part, they 
c a m e  and they worked 
hard, they learned and 
they really grew.

“I’m  proud of what 
this team has done this 
season. It was a good 
group and I had a lot of 
fun with them,” she add­
ed. “T h ey  pushed m y  
buttons, but they were a 
fun group. But I thought 
w e  had a great season.”

As for Grobbel, she 
couldn’t be happier with 
her four-year varsity 
basketball experience.

“It’s been absolutely 
amazing. I’ve learned so 
m u c h  playing under 
coach Cicerone,” Grobbel 
said. “I think I’ve grown 
leaps and bounds on the 
court and off the court. 
She taught m e  about 
dedication, picking your­
self up after bad games 
and picking each other 
up and learning not to 
quit.

“I’ve had so m a n y  
amazing experiences and 
so m a n y  amazing team­
mates throughout these 
four years,” she added. 
“I’ve grown a lot and I’ll 
carry these experiences 
with m e  the rest of m y  
life.”

Birmingham Brother 
Rice s w a m  to its third 
consecutive Division 1 
boys swimming state 
championship M a rch 12 
in Holland.

The Warriors w o n  
with 313 points, fin­
ishing 75 points ahead 
of second-place Saline 
(234). T w o  years ago, 
Rice banked 345 points 
en route to a 153-point 
victory over Livonia 
Stevenson and last year 
finished with 358 points 
to best runner-up Hol­
land West Ottawa by 111 
points.

Although it was the 
closest decision in 
terms of point totals of 
the three state titles, it 
was nonetheless an 
impressive perfor­
m a nce as far as veteran 
head coach Mike Venos 
is concerned.

“If you would have 
told m e  that w e  would 
c o me  within 30 points of 
what w e  scored last 
year after graduating 
the kids w e  did, I would 
have thought you were 
crazy,” Venos said.

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FIVE WAYS TO WELCOME SPRING

It’s time to m a r k  the vernal 
equinox and celebrate spring, 
which starts Sunday, M arch 
20.

With the U.S. Weather Ser­
vice predicting a high temper­
ature of 43 degrees in Canton 
—  a degree or two more 
w a r m e r  then in m a n y  sur­
rounding communities —  Can­
ton Farmers Market at S u m ­
mit on the Park m a y  be just 
the place to greet the n e w  
season.

First, forget that it’s called 
a “winter” market, one of 
three held indoors February- 
April. Then, head straight to 
Prochaska F a r m s ’ vendor 
table for spring greens.

“W e  will be bringing spin­
ach,” says Mike Prochaska, 
owner of the Tecumseh farm. 
“A n d  w e  will have some living 
lettuce bowls, which are a 
plastic bowl and w e  have 
grown lettuce in them. You 
take them h o m e  and they are 
ready to harvest. You harvest 
as m u c h  as you want and it 
keeps growing.

“W e  will have a few pansies 
this month. They are in deco­
rative planters. Most people 
leave them in the planters. 
They do well even in cold 
weather.”

H e ’ll have early spring 
favorites like rhubarb and 
asparagus in April or May.

Meanwhile, he suggests 
frying a little bacon with on­
ions, adding the fresh spinach 
and cooking until it wilts. A d d  
a little vinegar and enjoy.

The market runs from 10 
a.m. to 2 p.m. Sunday, M a rch 
20, at Summit on the Park, 
46000 S u mm i t  Parkway, west 
of South Canton Center Road, 
south of Cherry Hill Road.

Here are four mo re  ways to 
give a nod to spring:
Daffodils

Daffodils are an easy and 
inexpensive w a y  to add a little 
spring sunshine to your home.

M a k e  them last by follow­
ing these tips from English 
Gardens:

» At home, cut the stems at 
a 45-degree angle and place 
them in a clean vase, filled 
halfway with room-temper­
ature water.

» Re-cut the stems and 
change the water every two- 
three days to help the flowers 
last longer.

» K e ep  the fresh flowers in 
a cool place.

» Daffodils release a sub­
stance that can h a r m  other 
flowers. Either separate them 
from other flowers or first 
place them in a container of 
cool water to soak overnight 
and then add to an arrange­
ment.

They are going to lock-up 
the accessibility to appliances 
so that only a qualified tech­
nician with the proper codes 
can get into the product. They 
are going to have plug-in con­
nectors that will give the ser­
vice tech a complete diagnosis 
of what is at fault with the 
product. Technicians will have 
periodic unannounced drug 
tests and background checks 
to ensure that each is worthy 
of entering your home. There 
will be a red recall flashing 
light installed on each product 
to warn consumers that the 
product m a y  malfunction and 
cause a serious problem. These 
steps will be taken to give a

manufacturer more control of 
w h o  services their products 
and create more doUars for the 
bottom line.

The question remains: What 
happens to a guy on radio w h o  
helps consumers repair their 
o w n  appliances?

The other day I ran into a 
m a n  w h o  told m e  h o w  m a n y  
times I helped him to repair 
appliances for himself and 
neighbors and h o w  thankful he 
is for the knowledge I spread 
through this column.

They 
have always been geared to 
helping others and give m e  a 
big sense of pride.

A  growing movement: W h y  mindfulness matters

Mindfulness: the ability to 
pay attention to the m o m e n t  
without judgment or criti­
cism.

Oakland University Asso­
ciate Professor Caryn Wells 
has carved out a career teach­
ing graduate students, c o m ­
munity leaders and other pro­
fessionals about mindfulness 
and mindful leadership. 
Teaching someone h o w  to “be 
in the m o m e n t ” is her special­
ty.

“That’s very elusive be­
cause m a n y  people spend time 
dwelling on past regrets or 
tomorrow’s agenda,” Wells 
said. “T h e  part that I think is 
so unique is no judgment and 
criticism —  criticism for our­
selves and others.”

Mindfulness applies to all 
ages, but Wells said it takes on 
a special emphasis as people 
reach their 50s and find t h em ­
selves juggling a busy career 
and family demands, along 
with an increased awareness 
of their health.

“I’m  not an expert on ag­
ing,” she said. “But if you 
think of h o w  busy our world is 
—  baby boomers involved 
with cell phones ... the social 
m e d i a ... staying connected 
with family and work. It can 
feel like 24/7 activity, so w h e n  
is there a time to pause? 
Mindfulness really helps with 
pausing.”

It’s a growing m o v e m e n t  
that reaches out to all profes­
sions, from doctors to police 
officers, from educators to 
the military. Wells said mi nd ­
fulness teaches people h o w  to 
gain a perspective and grab 
hold of their anxieties.

“Just entering into stillness 
and quiet and being able to

see all that’s there,” she said 
of the practice. “Giving what­
ever it is that’s in front of you 
so me  space and looking at it 
honestly.”

To practice, she r e com­
m ends sitting in a quiet room 
and focus on taking calm deep 
breaths. Focus on each breath. 
Clear a w a y  the mental clutter 
and simply focus on the m o ­
ment and the practice of 
breathing.

People w h o  engage in m i nd ­
fulness see improvements in

mental and physical health. 
Especially w h e n  it comes to 
depression or anxiety or high 
blood pressure levels. It can 
also help with a good night’s 
sleep.

“Consider personal rela­
tionships and w h e n  you’re 
with someone w h o  always 
seems to push your buttons,” 
she said. “Mindfulness teach­
es you h o w  to respond in a 
better way. You learn to ob­
serve and listen, rather than 
an automatic reaction.

Mindfulness strengthens 
the i m m u n e  system. It also 
can lead to improved cogni­
tion and memory. It teaches 
kindness and compassion 
because you’re not judging. 
Instead, you’re listening.

“Let’s say you’re in your 
50s or older, and good things 
happen and not-so-good things 
happen,” she said. “Mindful 
self-compassion is a very 
difficult thing because most 
of us have a harsh inner voice 
—  it takes practice to step

back and understand there’s a 
c o m m o n  humanity in the 
sense that w e  all go through 
things. Mindfulness reinforc­
es kindness, compassion and 
self-compassion.”

Wells recently wrote a book 
on mindfulness that’s titled 
Mindfulness: How School 
Leaders Can Reduce Stress 
and Thrive on the Job (Row- 
m a n  &  Littlefield, $35). The 
book comes out at the end of 
M a r c h  and is available on 
Amazon.

“People in our age bracket, 
if w e  look back and say what 
is really important, it’s about 
being there for the moment,” 
she said. “Mindfulness teach­
es you that less is more, that 
it’s easier to accept than to 
resist. I think this really 
m a kes a difference in the 
lives of people ... it’s just very 
gratifying work.”

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LOCAL WOMAN SHARES ADVICE FOR PATIENT ADVOCACY

Sue Serlin learned about 
patient advocacy the hard w a y  
—  by responding to health 
challenges in her o w n  family.

W h e n  doctors discovered 
her son had rheumatoid arthri­
tis years ago, she researched 
the disease, learned about m e d ­
ications, asked questions and 
managed to get him into an 
experimental program that 
helped.

Serlin had a “learning les­
son” about advocacy dealing 
with another son’s mental ill­
ness. The Farmington Hills 
wife and mother wrote a book 
about him called Goodnight My 
Son, I Love You, after he took 
his o w n  life in 1998.

A n d  a few years ago w h en  
her husband, Al, acquired sep­
sis, a blood infection that af­
fected his brain and weakened 
his bones, she intervened on his 
behalf at every level of his 
health care.

Serlin’s advocacy helped 
him benefit from several thera­
py programs —  from “laughter 
yoga” to speech pathology, 
physical therapy to tai chi —  to 
aid in his recovery.

Through the past 50 years 
Serlin has honed her advocacy 
skills and n o w  hopes to share 
her advice with others through 
a panel discussion at 7 p.m. 
Wednesday, M a rch 23 in the 
administration building at 
Beaumont Hospital, located at 
13 Mile and W o o d w a r d  Avenue 
in Royal Oak.

The free session, “Navigat­
ing the M a z e  of Doctor/Patient/ 
Family Communications As It 
Applies to Suicidal Concerns 
and Mental Health Issues,” is 
co-sponsored by Serlin’s or­
ganization, SIFT, (Suicidal 
Ideation Family Teams) a sup­
port group of clergy, profes­
sionals and lay persons with 
involvement in the mental 
health system, and the Alliance 
for the Mentally 111 (AMI) of 
Oakland County, based in Far­
mington Hills.

Serlin said the session will 
help participants learn h o w  to 
navigate the health care sys­
t e m  for loved ones with mental 
or physical challenges, in­
cluding those those w h o  m a y  
be suicidal.

In addition to Serlin, panel­
ists will include Fred C u m ­
mins, president, AMI-Alliance 
for Mental Illness, Oakland 
County; Gigi Colombini, L M S W  
psychotherapist, suicide pre­
vention specialist; Manuel 
Tancer, W a y n e  State University 
professor; and Martin Schock, 
M.D., in hematology/oncology 
at St. John Hospital Macomb.

The Rev. Eileen Patra of 
Unity of Livonia will moderate.

Research, questions

Serlin hopes participants 
will leave the session with 
specific tools to help them 
speak up on behalf of loved 
ones w h o  are unable to ad­
vocate for themselves.

She said fear often stops 
individuals from asking ques­
tions of health professionals, 
inquiring about a different 
treatment course or even find­
ing a n e w  doctor. Serlin said 
research helps allay fears.

“I do a lot of research. W h e n  
I go in and ask something of a 
doctor I don’t say it in an apolo­
gizing way. I don’t walk in e m p ­
ty-handed.”

Research helped Serlin find 
some of the programs that 
benefited her husband as he 
recovered from sepsis. W h e n  
she couldn’t find a local class 
for laughter yoga, she spoke to 
her husband’s occupational 
therapist, w h o  was instrumen­
tal in starting a session at a 
local hospital.

“If you don’t research you’ll 
never find these things.”

Serlin said she doesn’t wait 
for doctors to share informa­
tion. She asks questions and 
keeps asking until she receives 
an answer she understands.

“I’m  not out there to m a k e  
mincemeat of doctors. Families 
need to k n o w  h o w  to talk to 
doctors. I’m  there to help build 
this team from a solution stand­
point. I’m  coming from a posi­
tive perspective,” she said. “If 
I told you a certain doctor was 
rotten and gave them a blister­
ing report, h o w  does that help 
m e ?  If you can’t find a solution, 
get out. G o  to someone else.”

Serlin also suggests that 
advocates keep a journal about 
their loved one’s progress that 
they can share with the doctor 
if needed.

“Get the doctor’s email,” she 
added. “I have found that 95 
percent will give them. I use it 
wisely.”

SIFT will hold a support 
group meeting for families and 
friends of loved ones w h o  cur­
rently are suicidal at 7 p.m. 
April 6 at Beaumont Hospital.

Michelle Soto, founder of 
Wish U p o n  a Teen, said over 
300 teenagers benefited from 
hating their hospital rooms

decorated in 2015. This year, 
she expects the number of 
requests to double.

“W e ’re just so grateful to 
Paul for all his generosity,” 
Soto said Wednesday. “This 
fundraiser is super special 
because it’s such a popular 
movie with our teen popula­

tion, and it’s bringing the c o m ­
munity together to raise funds 
for a great program.”

Nancy Sovran, executive

Get informed about informational interviews

1  II t h e n  job seekers hear 
\i\i the w o r d “inten/iew,"V V they usually associ­
ate it with the c h a n c e  to score 
a  job. Yet w h e n  it c o m e s  to 
informational interviews, that’s 
not quite the case. Informa­
tional interviews are m u c h  
m o r e  about m a k i n g  c o n n e c ­
tions a n d  learning about a 
particular industry or o c c u p a ­
tion than they are about find­
ing e m p l o y m e n t .  T h e y  c a n  be 
incredibly valuable —  if they’re 
handled the right way.

Here's w h a t  job seekers 
should k n o w  about informa­
tional interviews a n d  h o w  they 
c a n  get the m o s t  out of their 
meetings.

W h y  they’re helpful
J o h n  Paul Engel, president 

of the executive recruiting firm 
K n o w l e d g e  Capital Consult­
ing, says that these interviews 
give job seekers the c h a n c e  
to learn from those w h o s e  
professional life they’d  like to 
emulate. “The r e  is s o m e o n e  
out there that h a s  exactly the 
job, business (and) life you 
want. W h o  better to help you 
build a  road m a p  to that place 
than s o m e o n e  w h o  already 
covered the territory?"

B e y o n d  helping job s e e k ­
ers discover m o r e  about their 
desired careers, informational 
interviews c a n  also build im-

portant business skills.
Erica B. McCu rdy, a  busi­

n e s s  strategist a n d  life coach, 
says, “Informational interviews 
help s o m e o n e  just starting 
their career learn from those 
w h o  are already well-estab­
lished. During this process, 
the (job seeker) also gets 
practical experience in the art 
of having business conversa­
tions with a  stranger, asking 
solid questions, m a n a g i n g  
time a n d  learning to follow up.”

H o w  to get o n e
J o b  seekers interested 

in setting up informational 
interviews should first tap 
their connections, Engel a d ­
vises. ‘Alum ni are a n  excellent 
source,” he says. ‘A s k  your 
friends a n d  family if they k n o w

s o m e o n e  that d o e s  w h a t  you 
w a n t  to do. W o r s t  case, just 
cold-call.”

If it c o m e s  d o w n  to contact­
ing strangers, Engel suggests 
a  creative w a y  to get their 
attention —  a n d  get t h e m  to 
commit: “S e n d  a  note offering 
to d o  o n e  hour of volunteer 
w o r k  for their favorite charity 
in e x c h a n g e  for e a c h  minute 
of their time.”

Questions to ask
Standard questions for 

a n  informational interview 
include, “H o w  did y o u  get into 
this field?” a n d  “W h a t  advice 
w o u l d  y o u  give s o m e o n e  
like m e  just starting out?”
S a r a  Ferraioli, a  partner a n d  
m a n a g i n g  director in Winter- 
W y m a n  Contract Staffing’s h u ­

m a n  resources division, says 
these types of meetings also 
give job seekers a n  opportu­
nity to a s k  questions that they 
m a y  b e  afraid to a s k  during a 
norm al interview —  but that 
c a n  help t h e m  prepare for the 
real thing.

“During a n  informational 
interview, it’s O K  to a s k  q u e s ­
tions that might s e e m  taboo 
or inappropriate for certain 
job interviews. Asking these 
questions during informational 
interviews will prepare y o u  
for topics that arise in the job 
interview,” s h e  says.

“For example, s o m e  
y o u n g e r  job seekers m a y  not 
h a v e  insight into w h a t  typical 
entry-level salaries look like," 
Ferraioli continues. " H a v ­
ing conversations with hiring

m a n a g e r s  will often provide 
accurate information about 
mone y. W h e n  y o u  are e v e n ­
tually offered a  job, y o u  will 
be k now ledgeabl e about the 
salary y o u  are being offered 
a n d  c a n  g a u g e  w h et her it’s 
in line with current industry 
standards."

W h a t  y o u  c a n  get 
out of it

It’s not about getting a  job —  
but it could lead to one. “W h e n  
y o u  g o  to a n  informational 
interview, o n e  of the m o s t  im­
portant questions y o u  c a n  ask 
toward the e n d  is, ‘W h o  else 
should I b e  talking to?”’ says 
Lidia Arshavsky, a  career strat­
egist a n d  certified professional 
r e s u m e  writer. “Especially if 
y o u  are n e w  to a n  industry, 
introductions to n e w  people 
w h o  c a n  provide insights a n d  
connections are invaluable. 
A n d  if y o u  prove yourself to be 
a  motivated, self-starting top 
performer as y o u  follow this 
chain of connections, y o u  are 
highly likely to ultimately have 
s o m e o n e  mention your n a m e  
w h e n  their friend or colleague 
tells t h e m  they are looking to 
fill a n  opening.”

N e w  Civic Already Looks Like a Big Hit

H o n d a ’s 
n e w  Civic 
C o u p e  went 
on sale this 
month, and 
the c o m p a n y  
is trying to 
m a k e  the 
most of the 
styling of the 
n e w  model

that already is generating a lot of 
excitement in the sedan version 
that went on sale last fall.

M a y b e  it'll all even m a k e  
the 2016 version of Civic a cult 
favorite that will enjoy something 
similar to the nameplate’s 
popularity in the 1990s.

T h e  Civic comprised an 
important foot in the door for 
H o n d a  w h e n  it entered the 
U S  market in the Seventies as 
one Japanese import’s answer 
to the gasoline-price crisis. It 
wa s  smaller and relatively less 
expensive than now, but the first 
Civic established the brand’s 
bona tides for fuel economy, got 
Americans used to the idea of a

high-quality Japanese car, and 
opened the door for H o n d a  to 
introduce larger and upscale 
models such as the Accord and, 
eventually, its full product line 
into the crucial Ame rica n market.

Nowadays, the task of Civic 
is som ewha t different. A s  a 
well-established player in the 
Ame rica n market and one 
that m a k e s  most of its cars for 
domestic consumption right in 
the Midwest, H o n d a  doesn't 
need Civic a n y m o r e  to prove its 
credibility.

A n d  it really doesn’t even 
need Civic for its exemplary 
fuel economy, which will peak 
out at 35 miles a gallon on the 
highway in upper-trim versions 
of Civic C o u p e  that have a gas­
sipping continuously variable 
transmission. Fuel prices seem 
so reasonable to Americans these 
days that they don't care nearly as 
m u c h  about mileage as they did 
even a couple of years ago.

No, what H o n d a  needs from 
Civic n o w  is to create s o m e  of 
the brand excitement that H o n d a  
still lacks in m a n y  of its vehicles 
—  consumer enthusiasm that 
translates into sales.

So far, so g o o d  o n  that count: 
Civic sales in February were up 
nearly 43 percent over a year ago, 
setting a record for the month, 
a nd that of course wa s  without

the n e w  coupe version.
“Le d  by the all-new Civic, 

H o n d a  cars are defying industry 
trends, even as our light-truck 
models are red hot this winter,” 
exulted Jelf Conrad, senior vice 
president and general man ager of 
the H o n d a  division.

T h e  restyled sedan is exciting 
consumers an d  reviewers alike 
with a notedly m o r e  dynamic 
exterior as well as improvements 
in interior amenities and the 
quality of materials, as well as 
the fact that H o n d a  is offering its 
broadest range yet of versions and 
trim levels.

Later this year, the 2017 Civic 
Hatchback will launch as the 
third variant in the line; the 
prototype will m a k e  its debut at 
the N e w  York International Auto 
S h o w  later this month. A n d  still 
to c o m e  are Civic Si variants and 
what H o n d a  calls a “radical ne w  
Civic Type R."

T h e  n e w  Civic is longer, wider, 
lower and racier-looking than its 
predecessor, with a lengthened 
hood and a swept-back rear. 
There’s an additional three 
inches of rear overhang, for 
example, which is one of the main 
characteristics of the n e w  design, 
while the front overhang is shorter 
and it has a longer wheelbase.

Another sporty touch is a 
two-piece tail-lamp assembly

that reaches from the car's rear 
quarters onto the deck lid and 
requires H o n d a  engineers to 
m a k e  one of their legendary 
executions to ensure proper 
fit and finish of what is a very 
difficult design concept.

T o  boost the quality feel of 
Civic inside, H o n d a  upgraded to 
triple sealing around the doors, 
added soundproofing in the roof 
and floor, and used hydraulic 
bushings to d a m p e n  suspension 
vibrations. N e w  amenities include 
a keyless entry system with 
remote start and remote-link 
climate as well as a walkaway 
auto lock a nd pushbutton start.

Weight savings through use 
of m o r e  high-strength an d  ultra- 
high-strength steel —  almost 75 
percent of Civic's b o d y  structure 
is m a d e  from the stuff n o w  —  have

helped translate into a zippier 
car, which is powered either by 
a 2.0-liter engine that generates 
158 horsepower or a turbo version 
of 1.5 liters that puts out 174 
horsepower.

W h i c h  brings Civic back to 
the n e w  C o u p e  version, which is 
especially tuned for “driving fun,” 
as C on rad put it in a release. It 
“sets the bar for performance, 
refinement and connectivity in the 
compact coupe segment ”

A n d  there's more. A s  the 
Wall Street Journal noted, even 
the n e w  entry-level Civic, the 
L X  sedan version, includes 
automated-safety features 
that take “s o m e  of the most 
sophisticated technology on the 
market available and [make] it 
accessible to significantly m o r e  
buyers, including younger ones.”
