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Board approves water rate Increase

Canton officials have ap-
proved a 7-percent rate hike
for water-sewer services
amidst a debate over how
much the township board
should absorb increases by
dipping deeper into cash re-
serves.

Going forward, Trustee
Steven Sneideman said he
might favor using a bigger
chunk from the $19 million
water-sewer fund balance to
help offset rate hikes for local
consumers.

“Its hitting everybody
hard, ”he said.

Treasurer Melissa
McLaughlin, however, cau-

tioned against depleting cash
reserves from “a rainy day
fund” that she said could be
needed for unforeseen situa-
tions.

“The more thata govern-
ment makes a political deci-
sionand depletes cash re-
serves, themore in trouble you
get- because when do you
stop?” she asked.

The debate came Tuesday
as the seven-member Canton
Township Board of Trustees, in
a unanimous decision, ap-
proved the 7-percent rate hike
that will cost an average Can-
ton household an additional $78
a year for water-sewer service.

Texting to 9-1-1 now available inwestern Wayne County

Those inwesternWayne
County unable to call 9-1-1now
have another option: via text
message.

The announcement that the
text-to-9-1-1 service isnow
available to those within the

western partofWayne County
was made Friday morning at
the Plymouth District Library
with government leaders from
many of the communities mak -
ing up the Conference of West-
ern Wayne, acollaboration of
several communities thatmeet
on a regular basis.

"The Conference of Western
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Wayne mayors, supervisors
and public safety officials
began researching text-to-9-1-1
hest practices in 2015 after
exchanging policy ideas” with
public safety officials inOak-
land County, said Westland
Mayor Bill Wild, chairman of
the Conference of Western
Wayne. “Anyone who iswithin
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the borders of the 18C W W
communities can use this
service as long as they have
a texting planwith one of
the four major carriers.”
The service, meant as a
complement to traditional
9-1-1 service, isavailable to

residential consumers using
22,650 gallons of water every
three-month billing cycle will
face a quarterly price tag of
just under $300, up from $280.
That amounts toabout $1,200
for a year.

The field of candidates
competing to represent the
Plymouth-Canton-Northville
area in the Michigan Legisla-
ture gotmore crowded T\ies-
day.

John J. Sullivan of North-
ville Township, an attorney
and a former Wayne County
commissioner, filedasaDem-
ocrat in the 20th District state
House of Representatives
race. He will face Colleen
Pobur, aPlymouth City Com-
missionmen -
ber, for the
Democratic
nomination;
there are three
Republicans
running for the
GOP nod.

The five
hopefuls want to
succeed Rep.
Kurt Heise, R-Plymouth Town-
ship, who 1isin his third two-
year state House term and
cannot seek re-electionbe-
cause of term limits.

Sullivan, 45, was a county
commissioner for eight years,
from 1999 through 2006, repre-
senting a district that included
the city of Wayne, where he
lived, plus Canton Township,
Belleville and other communi-
ties. He was the commission’
vice chairman during his last
two terms.

Sullivan said hes been en-
couraged by friends and for-
mer constituents torun for the
House.

“I think its an exciting time
and a chance toreallymake a
difference and, ifpeople give
me that chance, I'll really
work hard at it,” he said Fri-
day.

He listed public education
funding and infrastructure
repair - specifically, to roads
- as two issues at the top of
his list.

He said the state’s recent
approach to increasing road
funding has included weighing
down any packages, such as
the ballot measure that voters
rejected lastMay, to the point
where they become unpalat-
able.

The rate hike, effec-
tiveMay 1, isintended to
offset increased costs
Canton faces from the
regional Great Lakes
Water Authority.

Citing the county3’
financial troubles and
road funding as top pri-
orities, Wayne County
Commissioner Joe Bar-
one has confirmed his
campaign todefend his
10th District seat this
election season.

Barone, an attorney, is
seeking election to his
first two-year term after
he was appointed last
April to filla commis-
sion vacancy created by
Shannon Prices depar-
ture tobecome Plymouth
Township supervisor.
The district includes
Canton and Plymouth
townships and the city of
Plymouth.

right and getting it
done, everyone says,
‘Let’s add this to it, let’
add that to it,”"he said.

Sullivan said the cor-
porate tax cut of about
$1.8 billion approved
during Gov. Rick Sny-
der®s first year in office
"couldVve fixed our road
problem right there.”

He was on the state
parole board from 2009-
11, hearing appeals fronm
parole-eligible prison-
ers. The job, he said,
gave him a look at state
government and he saw
a lot of waste in the
Department of Correc-
tions.

For example, he said,
the number of state
prisoners fell by about
11,000 during his tenure
and several prisons e
were closed, but the
corrections budget
didn’tgo down.

“1 think the state has
gotten too top-heavy.
There are a lot of areas
where they could save
money and make a lot of
cuts,” Sullivan said.

When itcomes to
education funding, Sulli-
van isnta big fan of
charter schools. “The
charter schools and all
these basically private
schools keep siphoning
money away from the
public schools,” he said.

Community

Sullivan said good
schools, good infra-
structure like roads and
good services like pub-

. liesafety would be bet-

ter investments, as the
state tries to attract and
retain businesses and
jobs, than corporate tax
breaks. Businesses -
and people - will grav-
itate to places that have
made those quality-of-
life investments, he
said.

“The government?s
not there to give back to
businesses, its there
provide to the people,”
he said.

Sullivan said the 20th
District isconsidered
“slightly Republican,”
but that theres a chance
for it to go Democratic
this year. In his first
county commission
term, Sullivan succeed-
ed a Republican, Bruce
Patterson, despite hear-
ing from a lot of people
that couldn’t be done.

Sullivan ismarried
with two sons, both at
Northville High School,
and a married step-
daughter. His wife Shar-
on isa middle school
teacher in the Wayne-
Westland Community
School District.

Sullivan said he plans
to “keep itfriendly in
the primary” with Pobur
and save campaign re-
sources for a general-
election battle. The
Republican candidates
are Jeff Noble of Ply-
mouth Township, a local
pastor; Joe Smith of
Plymouth Township, the
office manager fora
landscaping firm; and
Chris Roosen, a former
Northville Township
trustee.

Municipal leaders work to fill commercial vacancies

Older, more estab-
lished communities face
blight issues. Garden
City Mayor Randy Walk-
er said his top complaint
from residents is blight,
including residential and
commercial.

“We deal with both,”
Walker said. He noted
the former Metropolitan
Lincoln dealership on
Ford Road inGarden
City had issues before it
was re-purposed to par-
tial private commercial
use.

Canton Township is
one busy place, especial-
ly along Ford Road and
now Michigan Avenue.

“The more businesses

you have, the more busi-
nesses want to be there,”
said Thomas.

Archdiocese plans to merge
three Westland parishes

Lou Stremich has
only attended two par-
ishes inher entire life.

Now sheshbeing
forced toadd a third.

Stremich, a 90-year-
old Westland resident, is
among the hundreds of
parishioners at three
Catholic churches in
Westland affected by the
Archdiocese of Detroit’s
decisiontomerge into
one parish.

Congregations at St.
Damian CatholicChurch
and Divine Savior Parish
will bemerged with
church-goers at St.
Theodore effective July
1, following the archdio-
cesesdecisiontomerge
the three parishes ina
cost-savings move.

The decisiondoesnt
come as asurprise-
officials have been
studying the idea fora
coupleofyearsnow -
butdoesntgo down any
more smoothly for
Stremich, who has only
attended Our Lady of
Good Counsel inPly-
mouth Township and
Divine Savior, where
shesbeen the last 32
years.

“1 think this isrot-
ten,” she said simply.
“They waited so long to
do it. Its likeyou Ve
been sittingon a time
bomb, waiting for itto go
off. It% like losingme m -
bers of your family.”

The plan hasbeen in
the works since Febru-
ary 2012, when Arch-
bishop Allen Vigneron
issued a pastoral letter
calling for strategies for
every parish inthe arch-
diocese. The ideaback
then, according to in-
formation provided by
the archdiocese, was for
St.Damian and St.Theo-
dore tomerge first, then
for that cluster to join
with Divine Savior.

Several hundred people turned out for a meeting on the
merger of three Westland parishes.

Churchill High School in
Livonia last Sunday, the
Most Rev. Francis Reiss,
auxiliary bishop for the
south region, said the
overriding factor was
money, pointing out that
cuttingdown toone elec-
trichbill, one gas bill, etc.,
would provide a great
deal of savings.

Reiss, In fact, isa
retired priest serving as
administratoratSt.Da-
mian, St. Theodore and
Divine Savior.

» Catholic households
- All three parishes have
experienceda decline in
registered households
since 2000. St. Theodore
isdown from 1,950 to
1,075; St. Damian has
declined from 726 to587;
and Divine Savior has
dropped from 702 to 313.

» Parish finances -

Two of the three parishes
(Divine Savior, $451,000;
and St. Damian, $2.5mil-
lion) have outstanding
loan balances to the Loan
Deposit program. Reiss
said St. Damianswas
largely accrued trying to
keep itsschool alive.

Parishionerswere
surveyed for potential
names for the new parish,
whichwill be housed at
St. Theodore.

Staffing for thenew
parish, including the
priest, has not yet been
determined. Tony Latar-
ski, director of the office
of pastoral planning and
leadership services, told
the crowd at Churchill
that current staffat all
three parishes will be
allowed toapply for jobs.

“I thinkwe could have
kept the church going
withthecommunity we
had,” said Joe Newton, a
member of Divine Savior
for43 years. “Itwas just
amatter of time before
(thechurch) debtwas
paid off.”

(Gentleman Jim’was friend, mentor
WISCA Hall of Fame diving coach Shinn never let disability get him down

Jim Shinn labored to
breathe in his final days, but
friends always litthe spark of
life in him.

Not even 46 years confined
to a wheelchair after a horrible
trampoline accident during his
senior year at the old Ply-
mouth High School snuffed out
the longtime diving coach}
love of people.

Consider lifelong friend
Mark LaPointe, who grew up
with Shinn on Ann Street in
Plymouth during the 1950s and
1960s and maintained awarm
connection through the ensu-
ing decades.

Among Shinnsdiving stu-
dents was Joe Rudelic, a 1982
Salem graduate and school
record holder indiving. He
credited Shinn%s ability to
teach and communicate for his
own growth in the sport after
learning itfrom scratch as a
ninth-grader.

Great communicator

Despite Shinn being ina
wheelchair, coaching tips and
advice always hitthe mark
with Salem divers such as
Rudelic.

“You really didnteven
notice that,” Rudelic said. “It
was avery strange thing ...but
you knew with hisexperience
and his history being a diver
himself that he was somebody
you could trust.

“Once you started talking to
himand just the way he could
explain things was probably
better than a lot of people who
werentconfined toa chair. ..
He could sitthere and de-
scribe to you verbally, he could
use hisarms and talk about
reaching. But to get you to
understand what he was trying
to transfer in terms of infor-
mation and guidance, he was
able to do thatvery well.”

Rudelic added that Shinn
was a “mentor” more than a
coach.

“You could talktohim about
anything,” Rudelic said.
“Whether itwas diving, wheth-
er itwas little things happen-
ing inyour life. You could sit

there and talktohim and you™
get an honest opinion.”

What Rudelic said he
learned from his high school
days was how tomaintain an
even keel. “One of the biggest
things I learned from him was
dont letyourself get too high
on the good things, dont let
yourself get lowwhen things
dontwork out the way you
want to,” he said.

Beating the odds

Starting March 26,1970,
Shinn had every reason to shut
out everybody and everything
from his life. 0f course, he
didnt

LaPointe lastweek de-
scribed the events of that fate-
ful day, when the high school
senior slipped on a trampoline
and broke his neck.

“Itwas a Thursday, the day
before Good Friday,” LaPointe
said. “He was working out
after school, inthegym on a
trampoline. He was a senior,
he had just finished his high
school season.

Mk fewweeks ago |
MJL was able attend
m m the National Alli-
ance of Mental Illness -
Metro (NAMI- Metro’)
annual fundraising din-
ner. Congresswoman
Debbie Dingell was the
speaker of the evening.
She wonderfully shared
her experiences of grow-
ingup ina family where
there were members
with mental illness. She
emphasized how, back
then, ftwas never talked
about. She addressed the
question “When arewe
going to start talking, in
our society about mental
health and mental ill-
ness?”

With May, National
Mental Health Aware-
ness Month, almost upon
us, we Il have plenty of
opportunities to focus on
the issue. As readers of
thiscolumn know, we are
and have been putting
our two cents in,when it
comes to talking about
mental health. “Our Men -
tal Health,” isnow inits
15th year with 200-plus
archived articles avail-
able to the public at the
Farmington Public Li-
brary.

Inthe past

On Feb. 5,1963, Presi-
dent J. F. Kennedy senta
series of proposals to
fight mental illness to
Congress. He said:
“These afflictions have
been long neglected,
occurmore frequently,
affect more people and
can requiremore pro-
longed treatments, and
can cause more individ-
ual and family suffering
than any other conditions
inAmerican life.”

Shortly after Kenne-
dy s speech, Oakland
County became the first
county inMichigan to
establisha community
mental health board to
implement mental health
programs. Oakland Coun-
tyCommunity Mental
Health Services, as well
as many like-minded
mental health authorities
nationwide, continue to
promote mental health.
They struggle the seem-
ingly endless battle of
government funding
reductions and the lack
of true parity by insur-

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ance companies. And, the
question- “When are we
going to start talking
about mental health?”-
is still being asked.

Tragedy

Focusing on this issue
frequently seems to
come about in the after-
math of major catastro-
phes that involve mental
illness, such as the Sandy
Hook Elementary School
massacre and Columbine
High School killings.

In the aftermath of the
Sandy Hook massacre, a
great amount of attention
was given to the issues of
mental healthand the
terrible price paid for not
talking about itenough.
However, progress isstill
pursued. Next month isa
prime example. During
May, Mental Health
Awareness Month, there
will be more discussion
in schools about mental
health. Some schools
even hold classes inmen-
tal health first aid.

The justice system
has developed mental
illness courtswhere the
guilt, innocence, and the
mental illness involved in
criminal behavior is
addressed. Itisa forgone
conclusion that mentally
healthy people do not
commitmass murders.
Yet, itremains the case
that our prisons and pop-
ulations of homeless
people comprise a huge
percentage of citizens
with mental health prob-
lems incarcerated and/or
abandoned by society.

We have come a long
way indecreasing the
stigma about mental
illness since President
Kennedy 5 speech over
50 years ago. But, there
isstill stigma and a re-
luctance to talk about it

Didyou know that
many legendary persons
have suffered fromma -
jormental illnesses?
These include Patty
Duke, Winston Churchill,
Jimmy Piersall, Abra-
ham Lincoln, Beethoven,

RobinWilliams and Rose-
mary Kennedy, younger
sisterof J. F. K., who was
given a lobotomy at age
23.

Did you know that the
word stigma isderived
from the Latin term for
“brand” that marks
someone as a slave or
criminal? Also, many
studies have shown that
up to 75 percent of the
visitsmade toa primary
care physicianor family
doctor are forproblems
related to psychological
factors and turn out to
have no physical/organic
cause.

Raising awareness

Next month there will
be gatherings promoting
awareness, free mental
health screenings, local
rallies, and more. The
importance of events like
these cannot be empha-
sized enough. There isno
shortage of resources for
treatment of mental
health problems. We
need to continue talking
and listening and paying
attention to the efforts of
like-minded organiza-
tionssuchasNAMI
-Metro. We must con-
tinue toadapt Congress-
woman Dingellsap-
proach tospreading the
word farand wide by
speaking about these
issues louder and more
often.

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Green thumb? No need with glass garden decor

Forget the trowel and
plants.

I started my gardening with
a steel rod and a glob of 2,300-
degree molten glass Thursday,
by “growing” a PercollaReed
at the Glass Academy inDear-
born.

Itwas the perfect time to
make a glass garden ornament
that will be cooled and ready to
plantamong early season let-
tuce and kale inmy backyard
next weekend. April isn’tjust
the start of the gardening sea-
son, but ithistorically has heen
amonth tocelebrate glass art
inMichigan. Although the
Michigan Glass Month com-
mittee has begun promoting
year-round events on itsMichi-
gan Glass website, there still
are plenty of glass art-related
activities happening this
month and inMay.

Habatat Galleries inRoyal
Oak opens its44th Annual
Glass International Award
Exhibitionwith a reception,
8-10p.m. Saturday, May 7.
Michigan Hot Glass Workshop
in Detroit shows ceramics,
glass and print images, 6:30-
10:30 April 30, and itteaches
glass blowing year-round.
Epiphany Glass Studio inPon-
tiac holds its spring show and
sale, along with glassblowing
demonstrations May 7-8.

The GlassAcademysSMonm
& Me -Glass & Teacombines
teaand treats with a glass
flower-making session, May
7-8,14-15. Other glass experi-
ences, includinga beermug
night, coffee night and bead-
making run throughout the
year. The PercollaReed series,
likemany spring perennial
plants, lasts just a few months.
Its replaced by a leaf-making
class in the fall, followed by
icicles inthe winter and will
return next spring. Reed class-
es run through June.

An experience

“The thing that you might
not be aware of ishow the
GlassAcademy teaches,” co-
founder Michelle Plucinsky
said inan e-mail. “Itsmore
about an ‘experience’with
glass vs. teaching students to
be glassblowers.”

That was good toknow, as |
headed into the studio this
week formy reed-making
experience. Although each of
the five students inclass got
the chance toblow through a
hollow rod and inflate gooey,
hot glass into a delicate bub-
ble, the reed-making session
was more about glass sculpt-
ing.

“Blowing glass and making
something takes a lot of prac-
tice,” said instructor Logan
Albers of Milan. “l have my
firstblown piece sitting at
home on a shelfand its the
ugliest, most lop-sided cup
you've ever seen. Ittakes a lot
of practice.”

Glass sculpting isa matter
of gathering the class from a
2,100-degree furnace onto the
end of a solid “punty” rod, then
using a combination of tools,
more heat, more glassand

Grow backyard-to-table produce with these garden tips

Ifyou plan to starta vege-
table garden this spring, you’ll
need good soil, seeds or plants,
water and bees.

Don 1 forget the bees.

“You get better results if
you have bees around to polli-
nate. I'm a honeybee keeper
and I've seena big improve-
ment having bees around,”
says Darrell Youngquest, a
Farmington Hills resident and
plant buyer for English Gar-
dens. “Honeybees are a lot of
work.

“Mason and cutter bees are
very good pollinators. They re
adept at pollinating and you
don’thave totend to a hive.
Donthe scared. Theyre not
going to sting you and you
don’thave tohave a mask.
These are fly-sized bees.”

English Gardens sells
houses for Mason bees and
cutter bees. Youngquest said
they’re about eight-by-eight
inches and can be hung from a
pole or a tree.

“They even come witha
certificate to get the bee lar-
vae.”

Besides pollinators, youll
need to get your soil in shape,
figure out where to plant, and

keep your garden free of
weeds and pests. Here
Youngquest’s advice:

Sunny placement

Pick the sunniest area in
your yard, one that will get
sun from about 10 a.m. to 6

p.m. “Sometimes its deceiving
this time of year. A lot of trees
havent got leaves. Then may
comes along and it%s shady.
When you plant, keep that in
mind.”

Bambi and friends

Ifyour yard attracts deer,
rabbits or groundhogs, plan to
enclose the garden with a
3-foot fence for smaller ani-
mals or 8-foot for deer. Deer
fencing, a black, plastic
screening, can be tied to poles
spaced around the garden.
Chicken wire will work for
smaller animals,. Place itsix
inches into the ground to pre-
vent digging.

Prep the soil

“Vegetables and fruits and
herbs take a lot of nutrients
out of the soil. Ifyou don’t
enrich itevery year, the har-
vest wontbe as good as it
could be.” Use amix oforga-
nic compost, fertilizer with
cow manure and top soil in the
garden. “Ifyou do blueberries,
which are very popular, plant
with lots of peet moss. Blue-
berries require acidic soil.”
Buy a soil analysis kitand test
the soil for itsnutrient and
acid content.

Clay isfor pottery

You don’twant to plant in
clay. “The easiest way to get
around clay isto garden in
raised beds.” Pile the good soil
on top of the clay soil. Enclose
the soil ina raised hed made
of boulders or boards. “Stay
away from pressure-treated
woods because theyVve got
chemicals in them. Stay away
from concrete blocks.”

When to plant

You can plant cold weather
crops, lettuce, spinach, car-
rots, cabbages, onions. Hold
offuntil mid-May for toma-
toes and peppers, watermel-
ons and otherwarm weather
crops. Ifyou’re getting antsy
to plant, you can use a cloche
to safeguard plants, such as
strawberries and thyme. “It%
a plasticdome and we Ve got
some with vents on the top.
Its like a mini greenhouse and
helps keep itwarm.” Or trya
“floating cover,” a white, light-
weight cloth that can cover
plants at night if the temper-
ature dips to 32 degrees.

Maintenance
Weed tokeep them from

robbing nutrients from your
vegetable plants. Prune and

keep tomatoes from touching
the ground. Mulch with straw,
notwood bark. “Straw helps
keep weeds down. Bark, as it
breaks down, tends to leach
nitrogen from the soil.” Man -
age insect pests by picking
them off plants or using a
pesticide designed for food
crops. “Butterflies and moths
have a caterpillar stage and
they are voracious eaters.
There are Japanese beetles
and stink bugs. You do a little
every day and you do have to
catch itearly.

New plants

» Brazelberry, a dwarf
blueberry plant, is good for
landscape and fruit produc-
tion.

» Mr. Stripey isa grafted
tomato with a hearty, disease-
resistant root stalk.

» Short snack cucumber
produces 4-inch vegetables
that are perfect for snacking.

» Dragon’ tongue green
bean isan heirloom bush bean
with blue and white stripes.
“Its kind of cool.”

» “lIve got hula berry
strawberries. Theyre white
with a pineapple flavor.”

Observatory director: From Beverly Hills to Vatican

Itwas a combined love of
science and religion that lifted
Jesuit Brother Guy Consol-
magno from asmall Catholic
school inMichigan todirector
of the Vatican Observatory in
Rome.

Consolmagno, 63, attended
Our Lady Queen of Martyrs

through eighth grade, graduat-

ing in 1966. On Monday, he
spoke toa packed audience of
parishioners at the Beverly
Hills church about his amazing
journey.

Itbegan with the unfolding
of the space age.

“In 1957, when lwas inkin-
dergarten, Sputnik was
launched,™ he told the parish.
“In 1969, the summer before
my senior year inhigh school,
rockets were landing on the
moon ..the space age was
going on in front of us, live on
television. Science was inthe
air."

Soft spoken with a friendly
sense of humor, Consolmagno
admitted he was always “a
nerd”when itcame to science.
He earned hismaster’ degree
atMIT and aPh.D. inplane-
tary science from the Univer-
sity of Arizona.

After becoming a Jesuit in
1989, he was assigned to the
observatory at the papal pal-
ace.

“For the first 18 years, my
officewas above the popes
bedroom. And lwas the one
guy inthe churchabove the
pope,” he told the parishwitha
big smile.
