Construction crews have 
ramped up work on a $5 mil­
lion project to transform a 
pothole-riddled, dirt-and-grav- 
el stretch of Lotz Road into a 
three-lane, concrete road be­

tween Ford and Cherry Hill.
Officials say the long-await­

ed project will usher in a vast­
ly improved north-south route 
that should pull s o me  motor­
ists off Ford and Haggerty 
roads, easing traffic conges­
tion near the 1-275 interchange 
on Canton’s east side.

It marks Canton’s biggest 
road project this construction 
season, though W a y n e  County 
also plans to widen and im­
prove the Geddes-Denton 
intersection on the township’s 
west side.

Lotz improvements are 
expected to have a tangible

impact on Haggerty Road, the 
closest north-south artery, by 
reducing traffic bottlenecks, 
especially during rush hour.

“W e  believe it will change 
the traffic patterns and cer­
tainly affect Haggerty,” said

Purse project for abused 
w o m e n  exceeds goal tenfold

Staci Reynolds had hoped to 
collect 50 gift-filled purses for 
w o m e n  in domestic violence 
shelters when she and daughter 
Rebecca took on a project for 
Mother’s Day.

Their final tally was more 
than tenfold their goal —  566 
purses tucked in gift bags and 
filled with items, including 
toiletries, socks, scarves, books 
and T-shirts.

“I’m  ecstatic. I a m  astound­
ed,” Reynolds said. “I a m  just 
shocked at the response.”

H e r  effort, part of a larger 
network dubbed the Mother’s 
Day Purse Project, was pub­
licized on Facebook, in the 
Canton Observer and by e m ­
ployees of Canton Township, 
where she works as systems 
administrator for the Canton 
Public Safety Department.

Reynolds said the outpour­
ing of support points to a com-

munity that cares.
“I attribute it to a very gen­

erous community and the e m ­
ployees at Canton,” she said.

The effort, which ended 
Monday, means that 566 w o m ­
en in Michigan domestic vio­
lence shelters will get gift- 
filled purses handed to them by 
their children for Mother’s Day.

Reynolds and daughter 
Rebecca, 16, initiated their 
project after learning of the 
larger Purse Projects for Carol, 
named after a woman, Carol

Adtkins, w h o  died in 2013 after 
she helped start a domestic 
violence shelter in Manistee.

Mother and daughter asked 
for gently used, gift-filled 
purses placed in gift bags with 
tissue paper.

Jill Popovich, a domestic 
violence advocate at the Canton 
Police Department, has said the 
project can send a powerful 
message that others care about 
w o m e n  w h o  have sought refuge 
—  and safety —  in shelters.

“Victims of domestic vio­
lence aren’t used to getting 
things without strings at­
tached,” Popovich said.

Reynolds said Purse Pro­
jects for Carol has drop-off 
locations across Michigan on an 
ongoing basis. For more in­
formation, look for the Face- 
book page for Purse Projects 
for Carol.

Canton bank robbery 
suspect pleads guilty

A  Canton m a n  w h o  robbed a 
local bank while disguised by a 
m a s k  and a hoodie has pleaded 
guilty to a reduced charge, 
court records show.

D a m o n  Ross Davis Jr., 26, is 
facing sentencing M a y  3 after 
he pleaded guilty to a charge 
of unarmed robbery in W a y n e  
County Circuit Court.

His plea, accepted April 13 
by Judge T h o m a s  Cameron, 
c a m e  as authorities agreed to 
dismiss two m o re  serious 
charges of bank robbery and 
a rmed robbery for an incident 
that occurred the morning of 
Jan. 14 inside the Citizens Bank 
branch on Ford Road, near 
Haggerty.

Davis could face penalties 
ranging up to 15 years in pris­
on during his sentencing. His 
plea averted a jury trial and a 
potential sentence of life in 
prison if he had been convicted 
of the mo re  serious charges.

Cameron has 
asked for a pre- 
sentencing re-

Davis Canton police
have said Davis 
wore a m a sk

w h e n  he went inside the bank 
and handed a teller a note de­
manding m o n e y  and a car. 
Police say he fled empty-hand­
ed.

Davis was arrested in late 
January following an investi­
gation that led police to a Can­
ton residence where he was 
staying, Detective Sgt. D a n  
Traylor has said. H e  was taken 
into custody without incident.

His arrest capped a joint 
investigation by Canton police, 
the Michigan State Police and 
the Western W a y n e  C o m m u n i ­
ty Response Team, m a d e  up of 
multiple law enforcement

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agencies working to 
solve cases.

Canton Special 
Services Lt. Craig 
Wilsher called the 
investigation and ar­
rest the result of 
“very good police 
work.”

Prior to the bank 
incident, Davis had no 
criminal history in­
volving felony 
charges. Police had 
released a surveil­
lance photo of a 
masked, hooded sus­
pect after the bank 
incident occurred.

According to court 
records, Davis re­
mains jailed with a 
$100,000 bond as he 
awaits his sentencing.

Officials and resi­
dents for years have 
awaited improvements 
to Lotz, the last major 
road on Canton’s east 
side that hadn’t been 
paved.

W a y n e  County spokes­
m a n  R y an  Bridges said 
the project should be 
completed by November, 
prompting intermittent 
detours this construction 
season for motorists w h o  
use the dirt road. Other 
times, he said, one lane 
of traffic will be main­
tained.

Residents w h o  live in 
the area will, of course, 
have access to their 
homes.

“Local traffic is being 
accommodated for the 
people w h o  live there,” 
Serchak said.

H e  described Lotz as 
“a very old road, dating

back to the 1830s” and 
said efforts to finally 
pave it have been a long­
time priority finally 
coming to fruition.

T h e  project, being 
done by Toebe Construc­
tion Co. of Wixom, in­
volves constructing a 
three-lane, concrete road 
that includes a middle 
turn lane. Water mains 
and sidewalks also are 
part of the project.

W o r k  crews are near­
ing the end of water- 
system work, Serchak 
said.

Township Supervisor 
Phil LaJoy has said the 
Lotz Ro ad  paving “is 
going to be huge for the 
community.”

The project was m a d e  
possible by $5 million 
from the Michigan D e ­
partment of Transporta­
tion. LaJoy has said the 
project is expected to 
improve property values

along Lotz Road.
Canton Municipal 

Services Director Tim 
Faas has said the project 
could be a catalyst for 
n e w  development along 
Lotz.

The project comes 
after M D O T  already has 
improved Ford Road in 
the 1-275 and Haggerty 
area by adding a continu­
ous third lane from Lotz 
to Lilley, lengthening 
turn lanes and improving 
ramps.

M D O T  has indicated 
the long-term solution to 
the area’s traffic con­
gestion could involve 
transforming Ford Road 
into a boulevard, but 
funding remains a hur­
dle and state officials 
have given no projected 
timetable.

Local service organi­
zations and mail carriers 
are getting ready for the 
2016 Stamp Out Hunger 
food drive, a national 
effort that helps keep 
emergency food pantries 
in the Plymouth-Canton- 
Northville area stocked.

The drive, the 24th 
annual, is sponsored by 
the National Association 
of Letter Carriers, the 
union that represents 
m a n y  U.S. Postal Service 
employees. Mail carriers 
will soon be dropping off 
donation bags at stops on 
their routes and plan to 
pick them up during mail 
delivery Saturday, M a y  
14.

“W e  hope that they’ll 
pick them back up nice 
and full,” said Laurie 
Aren, director of family 
and community minis­
tries at the Plymouth 
Corps of the Salvation 
Army.

The Plymouth Corps 
is a longtime partner 
with the N A L C  in Stamp 
Out Hunger.

Corps employees and 
volunteers gather the 
donated food and basic 
home- and personal-care 
products, w e ed  out d a m ­
aged and outdated items, 
sort the donations and 
stock the Corps food 
pantry, which helps fi­
nancially struggling local 
individuals and families 
stretch food dollars from 
month to month. The 
food bank is at Corps’ 
headquarters on South 
Main.

“It’s definitely our 
biggest project that w e  
do all year,” Aren said. 
There are more than 100 
volunteers involved, 
donation bags have to be 
printed, trucks to carry 
the donations found (the 
use of two semi-trucks 
was donated this year) 
and the donations un­
loaded. “It’s a huge, huge 
endeavor.”

The Corps’ food bank 
recently began sharing 
resources with a food 
pantry at the Plymouth

C o mm unity Council on 
Aging, sending over 
s o me  items, like nutri­
tional supplements, that 
would be better suited 
for senior citizens. In 
turn, the P C C A  sends to 
the Corps any donations 
that would be more like­
ly to be needed by f a m ­
ilies with young children.

Items at the Plymouth 
Corps’ food pantry are 
available to eligible indi­
viduals, couples and 
families in Plymouth, 
Plymouth Township and 
Canton Township.
Other local pantries

For residents of Belle­
ville and Sumpter and 
Van Buren townships, 
there is a food pantry at 
Belleville First United 
Methodist Church, and 
for Northville and North- 
ville Township residents, 
a pantry is run by North­
ville Civic Concern; both 
of those pantries also 
work with the N A L C  
during Stamp Out H u n ­
ger.

Aren said the Corps is 
seeing mo re  food pantry 
applicants w h o  are work­
ing single people, senior 
citizens, especially w o m ­
en and couples without 
children, but that fewer 
families with children 
are applying. “W e  have 
noticed that our clien­
tele, or demographics, 
are changing,” she said.

O n  average, Aren

said, about 250 people a 
month visit the food 
pantry. Some, she said, 
become become repeat 
customers, including 
people w h o  are trying to 
stretch their state food 
assistance, as well as 
those w h o  don’t qualify 
for that program.

Last year, Aren said, 
mo re  than 44,000 pounds 
was collected just for the 
Corps’ pantry through 
Stamp Out Hunger and 
mo re  than 400,000 
pounds have been col­
lected since 2006.

Suggested items that 
can be donated M a y  14 
include canned goods, 
cereals and oatmeal, 
boxed pastas, boxed 
macaroni and cheese 
mixes, spaghetti sauce, 
pancake mixes and bak­
ing mixes. Also needed 
are soap and shampoos, 
deodorants, toilet paper, 
feminine hygiene prod­
ucts, dish soap, h o m e  
cleaning products and 
items for babies, like 
disposable diapers.

Schoolcraft College board approves tuition increase of 6 percent

Students at Schoolcraft 
College will see a larger-than- 
usual tuition increase for next 
school year w h e n  the bill 
comes.

T h e  increase will total 
about 6.35 percent, taking 
tuition for in-district students 
from $96 to $102 a credit hour 
and for non-resident students 
from $139 to $148. Out-of-state 
and international students will 
see tuition increase from $205 
to $218.

T h e  college’s Board of 
Trustees voted to approve the 
r e c o m m e n d e d  tuition increase 
at its meeting Wednesday in 
the Jeffress Center at the 
Livonia campus.

Typically, tuition increases 
at the college in recent years 
haven’t been m o re  than 4 per­

cent. TUition for the current 
school year went up 3.23 per­
cent from the 2014-15 fiscal 
year.

T h e  larger percentage 
increase comes partially as a 
result of the failed millage 
increase request Schoolcraft 
College put in front of voters 
last fall, college President 
C o n w a y  Jeffress said.

“W e  had to raise m o r e  m o n ­
ey. Normally, our tuition goes 
up usually 3 percent or less,” 
he said. “To have one that’s 
going up 6 percent is unusual 
for us. Ev en  though the cash 
amount is not that (large), the 
percent amount is.”

That request, which would 
have added an additional 0.6 
mills to property taxes across 
the taxing district, failed by 
m o r e  than 1,000 votes in N o ­
vember. The taxing district 
for Schoolcraft College in­

cludes the following school 
districts: Clarenceville, Livo­
nia, Garden City, Plymouth- 
Canton and Northville.

With the tuition increase, 
the college anticipates col­
lecting an additional $1 million 
or so. That figure doesn’t c o m ­
pletely m a k e  up for lost reve­
nues over recent years, said 
Glenn Cerny, a Schoolcraft 
College vice president and its 
chief financial officer.

“T h e  problem is the short­
fall w e ’re seeing is about $8 
million,” he said. “So this is a 
drop in the bucket. So that’s 
the reason w e  continue to 
have deferred expenditures 
and maintenance and not hire 
people.”

n e w  soccer dome, funding 
from those projects isn’t 
enough to m a k e  up other Ipst 
funding from declining prop­
erty values over the years.

Jeffress said those projects 
will only bring in a few hun­
dred thousand dollars apiece 
for the college.

E v en  with the increase,

Jeffress said the college will 
remain a competitive place to 
attract students over other 
two-year colleges in southeast 
Michigan. T h e  college isn’t 
expected to see a decrease in 
enrollment because of the 
increase.

“E v en  if (other schools) 
went up 2-3 percent, w e ’d be 
in good shape,” Jeffress said. 
“W e ’re still trying to m a k e  
sure the cost to the students is 
as low as possible. You don’t 
want to gouge anybody in the 
process. You don’t want any­
body to have an undue bur­
den.

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Market fire leads to arson charges for teen

A  Canton teen has 

been charged with break­
ing into a local market 
and setting a fire, causing 
what a police official 
called minimal damage.

Nathan H o w a r d  Gu-

denburr, 19, has been 
arraigned in 35th District 
Court on charges of third- 
degree arson, breaking 
and entering a building 
and arson preparation to 
burn, Detective Sgt. D a n  
IVaylor said Thursday.

Gudenburr could face 
penalties ranging up to 10

years in prison if he is 
convicted as charged.

IVaylor said authori­
ties haven’t yet been able 
to determine a motive for 
the incident, which oc­
curred just after 2 a.m. 
April 17 inside the market 
near Sheldon and Sheldon 
Center roads.

The investigation is 
continuing.

The fire was started 
after an intruder broke 
into the market. Police 
haven’t released details 
about h o w  the fire was 
set, saying it could c o m ­
promise the investiga­
tion.

IVaylor said the fire 
set off an alarm inside 
the store and prompted a 
response by police and 
firefighters.

“There was minimal 
damage to the store,” he 
said.

Gudenburr was jailed 
with a $50,000 cash bond

during his arraignment 
April 18 in 35th District 
Court.

Traylor said police did 
not have a photo of the 
defendant.

Nissan M a x i m a  is a p o w ­
erful, good-handling 
sedan that stays true to 
the nameplate’s perfor­
mance-oriented heritage 
and features an upscale 
interior that befits its 
price. You can view and 
test drive one at Nissan 
of Canton, 42175 Michi­
gan Ave.

“M a x i m a ” is Nissan’s 
longest continually-in- 
use nameplate, and the 
eighth-generation car is a 
boldly styled sedan that 
draws heavily from the 
Nissan Sport Sedan 
Concept.

Ever since the Nissan 
Altima grew into a mid­
size family sedan in the 
early 2000s, the M a x i m a  
hasn’t fit neatly into a 
segment. Nissan says the 
2016 M a x i m a  is designed 
to compete with larger, 
traditional full-size se­
dans like the Chevrolet 
Impala and Toyota A v a ­
lon, as well as appeal to 
buyers looking to mo ve  
up to a luxury car, like 
the Acura TLX.

The 2016 M a x i m a  is 
offered in five trim lev­
els— S, SV, SL, S R  and 
Platinum —  that deter­
mine the level of equip­
ment; accessories are 
available, but there are 
no option packages. W e  
drove an SL, which is 
priced at $37,715, and the 
$38,495 SR. That one is 
the most performance- 
focused model, with 
unique suspension bush­
ings, springs, shocks, 
front stabilizer bar and 
chassis bracing, in addi­
tion to 19-inch alloy 
wheels with stickier 
Goodyear tires (prices 
include an $825 destina­
tion charge).
Exterior and styling

T h e  M a x i m a  brings 
Nissan’s Energetic Flow 
design language to its 
sedan lineup. Signature 
cues include a plunging 
grille bordered by L E D  
daytime running lights 
and gloss-black pillar 
finishes that give the 
roof a floating appear­
ance —  something Nissan

says is inspired by a 
fighter jet’s canopy. The 
front end is aggressive —  
the car looks menacing 
w h e n  you see it coming 
up on you in your rear­
view mirror —  and also 
memorable. It’s a design 
that demands a reaction, 
good or bad.
H o w  it drives

Large cars m a y  be 
k n own for a forgiving, 
comfortable ride quality, 
but that’s not the M a x i m a  
formula. Compared with 
a Chevrolet Impala or 
Chrysler 300, which both 
do a good job smoothing 
out b u m p s  and cracks in 
the road, the M a x i m a  is a 
m u c h  m o re  connected, 
tighter-handling car. 
There’s remarkably little 
body roll w h en  driving 
quickly through a corner. 
You feel bumps, but 
they’re dealt with in a 
refined way.

The S R  trim level’s 
unique suspension is 
considerably firmer and 
busier; you feel more 
road imperfections, even 
smaller ones, and the 
impact is harsher wh en  
you hit a big pavement 
crack. It’s a little too 
rough-riding for me, 
especially considering 
the good ride-and-han- 
dling balance the regular 
suspension provides.

Y o u ’ll want the S R  
trim if you really care 
about steering feel, as it 
offers the best of the 
bunch. Press the Sport 
button in an SR, however, 
and the steering wheel 
gains a nice, firm heft to 
it and some feedback 
through the wheel. It 
feels right in this perfor­
mance-focused trim.

All trim levels benefit 
from the performance of 
the standard 3.5-liter V-6 
engine, which provides 
smooth, effortless accel­
eration. Rated at 300 
horsepower, the V-6 still 
has power to spare for a 
quick pass at highway 
speeds. It pairs with a 
continuously variable 
automatic transmission 
that’s p r o g r a m m ed  to act 
like a conventional auto­

matic at low speeds for a 
more traditional driving 
experience, according to 
Nissan.

The M a x i m a  shows 
h o w  far C V T  technology 
has co me  recently, at 
least w h e n  paired with a 
powerful engine. It’s 
mostly unobtrusive, with 
only a hint of the droning 
that’s associated with this 
type of transmission 
w h e n  you accelerate 
hard. If you’ve been driv­
ing a car with a conven­
tional automatic, this 
C V T  w o n ’t seem strange 
or different.

O n e  of the benefits of 
a C V T  is that it’s able to 
quickly increase engine 
speed w h en  you want 
m o re  power because it 
doesn’t need to shift to a 
lower gear. The Maxi­
m a ’s C V T  is very respon­
sive; nudge the gas pedal 
and engine r p m  immedi­
ately increases, provid­
ing more power.

C V T s  usually enhance 
gas mileage, and the 
M a x i m a ’s EPA-estimated 
25 m p g  combined rating 
tops most V-6 compet­
itors by a few m p g  or so.
Interior

Overall quality and 
attention to detail is very 
good. The standard leath­
er-wrapped steering 
wheel feels great; it’s 
even better in the SR, 
which has Alcantara 
simulated-suede inserts. 
The upper sections of the 
doors are finished with 
soft-touch material that’s 
a comfortable alternative

to the door armrests. The 
center console has a 
padded section to rest 
your knee against, and 
there’s real stitching on 
the doors, console and 
dashboard. O n e  element 
that doesn’t look premi­
um, however, is the sim­
ulated metal finish on the 
dashboard, doors and 
center console. It doesn’t 
look real.

Fighter jets also in­
formed the layout of the 
cabin controls, according 
to Nissan. The center 
dashboard control panel 
is angled 7 degrees to­
ward the driver, and 
center console controls 
are close at hand.

The n e w  M a x i m a ’s 
roofline is 1.3 inches 
lower, which contributes 
to the sedan’s hunkered- 
d o w n  look.

T h e  M a x i m a  has the 
latest version of Nissan’s 
NASA-inspired Zero 
Gravity front seats. 
Th ey ’re finished in cloth 
(S), leather (SV and SL), 
p r e m i u m  leather with 
quilted Alcantara inserts 
(SR) or p r em i u m  leather 
with quilted leather in­
serts (Platinum).
Ergonomics and 
electronics

Digital screens are 
rapidly taking over the 
dashboards of modern 
cars, and there are two in 
the Maxima: a 7-inch 
screen between the 
gauges and an 8-inch 
touch-screen in the cen­
ter of the dashboard. The 
gauge cluster screen lets

you cycle through differ­
ent m odes to see infor­
mation like speed and 
heading, trip data, tire 
pressure and active safe­
ty features. The dash­
board screen is the pri­
ma ry  display for the 
standard navigation sys­
tem and multimedia 
functions. T h e  Display 
C o m m a n d e r  control knob 
on the center console can 
also operate the dash­
board touch-screen.
Cargo and storage

The M a x i m a ’s 14.3- 
cubic-foot trunk is nicely 
shaped, and the trunk 
lid’s support arms m o v e  
within an enclosed area, 
so there’s no risk of them 
crushing your cargo. The 
release straps for the 
60/40-split folding back­
seat are in the trunk. The 
rear seatbacks fold flat 
with the trunk floor.

The M a x i m a  has a 
media bin just ahead of 
the center console cup- 
holders. The bin is large 
enough for an iPhone 6 
Plus, according to Nis­
san, and it’s also where 
the car’s two standard 
U S B  ports are located.
Safety

Most of the M a x i m a ’s 
active safety features 
c o m e  on S L  and higher 
trims. These models have 
standard blind spot warn­
ing, rear cross-traffic 
alert, adaptive cruise 
control, forward collision 
warning with autono­
m o us  braking and predic­
tive forward collision

warning. Predictive for­
ward collision warning 
uses low-mounted radar 
to “see” under the car 
directly ahead of you to 
the next one in line.

The top-of-the-line 
Platinum trim adds a 
surround camera system 
with moving-object de­
tection and a drowsy- 
driver warning system.

Years ago, Nissan 
dubbed the M a x i m a  the 
4-Door Sports Car. It’s an 
ambitious tagline, but it 
reflects the fact that the 
car caters to a specific 
type of buyer: the driving 
enthusiast w h o  still 
needs sedan practicality. 
The 2016 M a x i m a  is no

A  missing Milford 
m a n ’s body was located 
Wednesday afternoon in 
a Livonia subdivision 
inside a vehicle parked 
on the street for a 
lengthy amount of time.

Farmington Hills 
man faces charges 
in Redford bowling 

alley shooting

A  24-year-old Farmington Hills 
m a n  will face a pair of felony 
charges in connection with the April 
23 homicide of teenager Bethany 
Walker at Mayflower Lanes in Red- 
ford.

R a m o n  Dotson was arraigned 
Tuesday on armed 
robbery and felony 
firearm charges at 
17th District Court 
and is currently being 
held on a $100,000/10- 
percent bond. H e  will 
face a preliminary 
examination M a y  10 in 
front of 17th District 
Judge Charlotte Wirth 

to determine if enough evidence 
exists to bind him over to W a y n e  
County Circuit Court for trial.

Walker, 18, also of Farmington 
Hills, was killed after gunfire was 
exchanged by two m e n  at the Ply­
mouth Road bowling alley. The Oak­
land Community College student was 
struck in the neck and later died at 
an area hospital.

The two m e n  - a 33-year-old from 
Redford and a 19-year-old Detroiter - 
exchanging shots were also wounded 
in the incident, which started as a 
verbal altercation between separate 
groups inside the bowling alley. R e d ­
ford Police Capt. James Tbrner said 
an investigation into the homicide is 
ongoing and that charges are expect­
ed to eventually be filed.

Police believe Dotson was in­
volved in the verbal altercation. It’s 
unclear whether he fired any shots 
in the bowling alley.

Dotson is accused of robbing 
three w o m e n  outside Mayflower 
Lanes. Police said the w o m e n  fled 
the bowling alley w h en  shooting 
started.

After the alleged robbery, the 
w o m e n  stopped Redford officers and 
informed them of what had hap­
pened. Officers found Dotson a short 
time later nearby.

Anyone w h o  witnessed Walker’s 
shooting is asked to call the Redford 
Township Police Department at 313- 
387-2551 or Crime Stoppers at 1-800- 
SPEAK-UP.

Tax consequences from selling a second home
Dear Rick: W e  recent­

ly sold our second 
home, which w e  did not 
o w e  anything on, as w e  
can no longer afford the 
taxes. Being both re­
tired, is there anything 
to invest the m o n e y  
from the sale to avoid 
taxes on the income?

A: Unfortunately, I 
have bad news for you. 
There is nothing you can 
do to avoid paying taxes 
on the sale. Because this 
is a second h o m e  and it’s 
not investment property, 
there is nothing that you 
can invest in or do which 
would allow you not to 
pay tax on the sale.

There are some things 
you m a y  be able to do to 
reduce the impact of the 
taxes. The w a y  to do this 
is look for ways to in­

crease the basis in your 
property. The basis is 
what you paid for the 
home, plus any improve­
ments you m a y  have 
m a d e  over the years. For 
example, if you r e mod­
eled a kitchen or bath­
room or had an addition 
added to the home, that 
would increase your cost 
basis, which in effect 
would reduce the amount 
of gain. You should go 
back and look at all the 
improvements you m a y  
have put into the home, 
whether it is a n e w  kitch­
en or n e w  flooring or

something of that nature 
and add that to the cost 
basis. Of course, one of 
the issues that m a y  c o me  
up is do you have re­
ceipts and documenta­
tion.

If the IRS contacts 
you regarding the sale of 
the second home, the 
main issue most likely 
will be your cost basis. If 
you have receipts and 
documentation, there’s 
no problem. W h a t  do you 
do if you don’t have the 
appropriate documenta­
tion? In that regard, 
there are two courses of 
action you can choose. 
The first is not to factor 
into the basis any im­
provement you don’t 
have documentation for. 
This would be the very 
conservative route to

take and it certainly 
would m a k e  dealing with 
the IRS easier if you’re 
ever contacted. However, 
you will pay more in 
taxes. The other course 
of action is to factor into 
the equation the ho me  
improvements and deal 
with the IRS if it contacts 
you. The chance of being 
audited is slim, but you 
do have to accept that 
you would have a risk.

Just because you don’t 
have receipts doesn’t 
m e a n  you automatically 
lose if the IRS contacts 
you. In conducting au­
dits, the IRS must be 
reasonable and there 
m a y  be other ways to 
show you’ve done these 
h o m e  improvements 
without receipts. If you 
are reasonable w h en  it

comes to the amounts, 
you also would have a 
m u c h  better chance of 
prevailing than if your 
numbers m a d e  no sense 
whatsoever. All things 
being equal, if it was m e  
and I did not have the 
receipts, I would prob­
ably factor the improve­
ments into m y  cost basis 
and hope for the best. 
Recognize the risk that 
,if I was audited, you m a y  
have to pay tax and some 
penalties.

M a n y  people that o w n  
second homes forget that 
the taxation of the sale of 
second homes is differ­
ent than on our primary 
residence. That is w h y  if 
you do any h o m e  im­
provements to a second 
home, m a k e  sure you 
retain that documenta­

tion. Even though you 
cannot deduct these 
items, they will increase 
your basis, which will 
eventually reduce the 
taxes on the sale.

I’m  frequently asked 
if you o w n  a second ho me  
and you sell it as a loss, 
can you deduct it? U n ­
fortunately, you cannot 
do that. Yes, you have to 
pay taxes on the gain but, 
no, you cannot deduct 
losses. W h o  said tax laws 
are fair?

H u m a n  trafficking forum describes ‘horrible crime’

Carrie W o o d  is pastor 
of visitation at the First 
United Methodist Church 
of Plymouth. A  few years 
back ago, she involved in 
the fight against h u m a n  
trafficking.

‘T h e r e ’s no nice way 
to say it,” Wood, a Livo­
nia resident, told attend­
ees at an April 28 forum 
at Madonna University. 
“It’s a horrible crime 
against G o d ’s children. 
People are treated as 
chattel. It’s about greed, 
it’s about power.”

W o o d  founded Pearls 
of Great Price Coalition, 
based at her church, in 
2014 to combat h u m a n  
trafficking. “Awareness, 
awareness, awareness,” 
she said at the M a do n n a  
forum, put on with M a ­
donna’s help as well as 
the Michigan Intergener- 
ational Network. “W e  
find that people really 
don’t kn ow  about this. If 
they don’t know, they 
can’t fight it.”

H e r  co-chair is Kelley 
Wardzala, a Canton resi­
dent and Friendship 
Church of Canton wor­
shiper. T h ey ’ve done two 
large workshops at 
F U M C ,  talk to m a n y  
groups and recently 
spoke at Plymouth Chris­
tian Academy.

“In the back yard,” 
Wardzala said, noting 
that sexual trafficking 
happens here and isn’t 
confined to the Third

World or poor neigh­
borhoods. W o o d  noted the 
recent raid and shutdown 
of a Livonia massage 
parlor.

W o o d  said some 85 
percent of Americans 
k n ow  nothing about hu­
m a n  trafficking. W a r d ­
zala said, “In the law 
enforcement, h o w  they 
treat the victims,” there’s 
a need to improve.

She also favors better 
training in the medical 
area, so emergency room 
and clinic staffers can 
ask the right questions. 
Wardzala noted traffick­
ing involves force, fraud 
or coercion, as well as 
abuse of anyone under 
age 18.

Maj. M a r y  A n n  W o o d  
of the Salvation Army, 
based in A n n  Arbor, said, 
“W e  are committed to 
meeting h u m a n  need 
without discrimination.”

The Salvation A r m y ’s 
early start in London, 
England, in the 1800s 
focused on protection of 
w o m e n  and children 
from labor and sexual 
exploitation, she said.

The Salvation A r m y ’s 
undercover work led to 
awareness and support to 
in 1885 raise the age of 
consent in England from 
13 to 16, the major noted. 
“The Salvation A r m y ’s 
been an advocate for 
those trapped in h u m a n  
trafficking for a very 
long time,” she said, 
urging those present “to 
end this horrific act 
against humanity.”
'Modern-day
abolitionists'

Carrie W o o d  said, “W e  
are modern-day aboli­
tionists because this is a 
problem of slavery.” The 
undercover nature of the

crime makes statistics 
difficult to find, but an 
estimated 100,000 chil­
dren in the U.S. are sexu­
ally trafficked each year, 
she said.

W o o d  briefly cited 
labor trafficking, which 
can range from nanny 
work to farm work to day 
laboring. “It’s a huge 
problem,” she said, not­
ing those workers are 
given little rest or food 
and receive little to no 
pay.

She told of sexual 
trafficking in which girls 
are “sold” repeatedly as 
virgins with their gen­
itals sewn up and raped 
by up to 20 m e n  a night. 
“They keep them 
drugged and beaten and 
threatened,” W o o d  said, 
including threats to kill 
family m e m b e r s  or post 
photos on social media.

“Their sense of self- 
worth is beaten out of 
them” and they lose their 
childhood, she said.

S o m e  20-40 percent of 
victims are boys. “The 
boys really don’t tell, 
they are so shamed by 
this,” W o o d  said, noting 
only one North Carolina 
facility exists to help 
boys in the U.S. and can 
accommodate four.

Rhonda Hines of R o m ­
ulus spoke on Save Our 
Adolescents from Prosti­
tution, founded in 2009 
by a w o m a n  w h o  was 
trafficked repeatedly as 
a teen out of Birmingham 
Groves High School. 
S.O.A.P. is a national

organization.
“She was sold to m e n  

over and over again” for 
about two years, Hines 
said. “They m a d e  her 
feel as though her family 
would get killed.” N o w  
50, the w o m a n  has spo­
ken out with a book. “She 
started realizing she 
wasn’t alone and it was 
an epidemic,” Hines said.

S.O.A.P. gives labeled 
bars of soap at high- 
volume events like the 
auto show and educates 
hotel staff, working with 
them to identify victims. 
Hines noted m a n y  vic­
tims were sexually 
abused as young chil­
dren.

“W h at  do they feel 
they’re good for as they 
get older?” she asked. 
“That’s all they know.” 
Hines also noted sexu- 
alized media images, as 
well as violence.

S o m e  victims are drug 
abusers, she added, or 
simply have no place to 
stay. “If sex did not sell, 
this would not be happen­
ing,” Hines said. “Shine a 
light on this, speak for 
those w h o  can’t.”
'Bigger support 
system' needed

The attendees brought 
items for Clair’s House, a 
27-bed shelter on the east 
side of Detroit slated to 
open in the fall. Tanya 
Ruiter of Superior T o w n ­
ship mentors young vic­
tims through Vista M a ­
ria, including runaways, 
and also works with the

Pearls coalition.
“There needs to be a 

bigger support system 
from the community,” 
Ruiter said before the 
workshop. Victims need 
life skills like balancing a 
checkbook; some relo­
cate to an unfamiliar 
area and have trouble 
reading a bus schedule.

“They need a lot of 
support outside,” Ruiter 
said. “Even just going to 
a high school could be 
difficult for some.”

She’s volunteered 
since 2013 with all kinds 
of at risk youth. “G o d  put 
it on m y  heart,” said 
Ruiter, w h o  later in life 
realized a friend was 
being trafficked at age 
13.

“I was able to see all 
the markers she had,” 
Ruiter said of the w o m ­
an, w h o  worked as an 
escort in her 20s. Ruiter 
favors educational pro­
grams like the one at 
Madonna.

“That’s going into the 
schools and telling kids 
about it,” as well as their 
parents, she said.

F U M C ’s associate 
pastor Nick Berlanga 
noted pornography is the 
“advertising a r m  of sex 
slavery” and that young­
er w o m e n  n o w  view por­
nography more than was 
true in the past. A  survi­
vor of sexual trafficking 
also spoke to the M a d o n ­
na audience.

Good results for lead tests in Garden City schools water

Tests for lead in the 
water at Garden City 
school buildings recently 
c a me  back m u c h  lower 
than what the Michigan 
Department of Environ­
mental Quality has iden­
tified as levels of con­
cern, explained school 
Superintendent Derek

Fisher.
A R C H  Environmental 

Group tested the water 
in all nine school build­
ings in mid-April. The 
report was sent to a cer­
tified laboratory.

“All of the buildings 
were within the very low 
levels,” Fisher said.

In Garden City the 
lead levels were either 
zero or “in the single

digits,” Fisher said.
Fisher said he re­

ceived emails and c o m ­
ments from residents 
and parents earlier this 
year questioning the lead 
levels in Garden City 
schools. Most of the 
inquiries were prompted 
by the Flint water crisis 
that developed w h e n  the 
community switched its 
water source to the Flint

River to save money.
T h e  river water was 

mo re  corrosive than the 
city’s former source, 
Lake Huron. Lead in the 
pipes and fixtures of 
older h o mes and schools 
began to leach into the 
Flint water. Elevated 
levels of lead were found 
in Flint children and 
toxic levels of lead were 
found in the water in

schools.
“Flint is a national 

tragedy, but at least it 
renews focus of the in­
herent dangers of having 
high levels of lead in the 
water,” he said.

The Michigan Depart­
ment of Education is 
expected to require all 
school districts in the 
state to conduct water 
testing.

“W e  were proactive 
and started it before that 
directive,” Fisher said.

A  M D E Q  spokesper­
son didn’t return calls 
for c o m m e n t  before 
deadline.

Nutt then flew out to left field­
er Every to end the threat.

Damian led off the bottom 
of the third with a walk. H e  
advanced to second on Kevin 
Brewer’s sacrifice bunt, went 
to third on a passed ball and 
scored on Martin’s well-struck 
fly to center.

John Glenn padded its lead 
to 5-0 in the bottom of the 
fifth —  even though the ball 
never left the infield.

Steven Hegenauer and 
Damian sandwiched walks 
around a strikeout. They 
m o v e d  up to second and third 
on a passed ball before H e g e ­
nauer c a me  h o m e  on an error 
to m a k e  it 2-0.

Lacorato, w h o  gave up just 
two hits in 4/3 innings, was 
replaced by Regan Fleisher 
with runners on first and 
second and Martin at the 
plate.

Following a wild pitch that 
pushed the runners to second 
and third, Martin was inten­
tionally walked. Fleisher 
fanned River Hirek for the 
second out, but Zielinski 
reached on a bang-bang field­
er’s choice play, driving in the 
third run of the inning.

Nutt then beat out an in­
field single to score Martin

Scheffers enjoy unique 
diamond duel

Father and son in 
opposite dugouts for 
KLAA double-header

In s o me  families, the apple 
doesn’t fall far from the tree.

In the Scheffer family, the 
baseball didn’t fall far from 
the “tee.”

Like father, like son, Canton 
resident and Westland John 
Glenn head baseball coach 
Lawrence Scheffer taught his 
oldest child, Austin, the finer 
points of the sport he excelled 
at as a youth, coaching Austin 
until he was 11.

O n  Wednesday, during a 
high school baseball double- 
header featuring Plymouth 
and the host Rockets, the 
Scheffers shared the same 
diamond, but were stationed in 
opposite dugouts for the first 
time.

Austin Scheffer is a 6- 
foot-2, 285-pound power-hit­
ting first baseman for the 
Wildcats, so any success he 
tasted on Wednesday would be 
at the expense of the team his 
dad engineered.

The unique encounter cre­
ated some memorable m o ­
ments in the hours leading up 
to the game.

“Austin ca me  in (Ihesday 
night) and said to me, T  can’t 
talk to the enemy,’ ” Lawrence 
Scheffer said, smiling. “I had 
so me  jitters all day today. I’m  
proud of him. H e ’s hitting in 
the four hole for Plymouth and 
doing well.

“I’ve worked with him a lot 
on his inside-out swing and 
going the opposite way. I k n ow  
that at any given time he can 
hit the ball in the gap. Today, I 
was just hoping our guys 
would throw good pitches and 
our fielders would catch it.”

Although Wednesday’s 
double-header was special for 
Austin, he tried to handle it 
with as m u c h  normalcy as 
possible.

“A s  far as playing against

m y  dad’s team, I really tried 
not to think about it much,” 
the younger Scheffer admit­
ted. “M y  dad told m e  (Ujesday 
night) to just go out and play 
like it’s any other game.”

During one of Austin's at- 
bats in Wednesday’s first 
game, the home-plate umpire 
ruled that he checked his 
swing. His dad thought other­
wise and asked for an appeal 
to the second umpire, who 
ruled that Austin did indeed 
go around.

“Hey, you have to keep 
coaching, no matter w h o ’s at 
the plate,” Lawrence said, 
smiling.

Austin, w h o  is a standout 
offensive lineman for Ply­
mouth’s football team, started 
playing baseball w h en  he was 
4 or 5, his dad reflected.

“W h e n  it ca me  to sports, 
baseball was his first love,” 
Lawrence said. “I coached him 
until he was 11 or 12, and then I 
let other coaches coach him. 
You have to let them go at 
some point.”

Austin was always around 
baseball fields as a youth —  
and he loved it.

“Growing up, I was always 
here, at Glenn, wearing blue 
and red,” he said. “Having a 
dad w h o  knows as m u c h  about 
baseball as m y  dad does defi­
nitely helped m y  skill set.”

Adding another layer of 
coolness to Wednesday’s 
match-up was the fact that 
John Glenn’s pitching coach is 
Austin's uncle, Aaron Scheff­
er.

"They obviously k n o w  m y  
strengths and weaknesses 
w h e n  I’m  hitting,” Austin said. 
“So it was kind of a mental 
g a m e  today w h e n  I was up.”

Wednesday’s double-header 
ended with a split —  Plymouth 
w o n  the first game, 2-0; John 
Glenn took the second, 5-3.

So bragging rights in the 
Scheffer household will be 
shelved until next season —  or 
possibly in a few weeks if the 
Rockets and Wildcats meet in 
a district g a m e  at Plymouth.

this on their schedules, one 
with a number of high-quality 
teams.”

Terri Saenz will learn the 
results of a 10-month clinical 
trial for A L S  this summer.

The Canton w o m a n  will find 
out if she received a placebo 
or stem cells during a re­
search study last year at the 
M a y o  Clinic, in Minnesota.

In the meantime, she’ll 
receive proceeds from two 
community events, the annual 
SJ5k run M a y  land from an 
inaugural golf outing M a y  21, 
to help pay for medical needs.

Saenz, 48, was diagnosed in 
January 2015 with ALS, a fatal 
neurodegenerative disease 
that affects muscle-controlling 
nerve cells in the brain and 
spinal cord. T w o  months later, 
she was accepted into a 48- 
patient clinical trial, conduct­
ed by Brainstorm Cell Thera­
peutics in Massachusetts and 
Minnesota. Earlier trials with 
a small sample of patients in 
Israel showed improvement in 
slowing the disease’s progres­
sion for six months following 
treatment.

Saenz traveled to the M a y o  
Clinic every month from June- 
De ce m b e r  2015 with her hus­
band, Jeff, to participate in the 
study.

But n o w  it’s a waiting g a m e  
with a disease that generally 
claims its victims within two 
to five years after diagnosis. 
A n d  even a positive trial result 
doesn’t guarantee Saenz con­
tinued stem cell treatment.

“Even if Brainstorm’s trial 
is successful, by the time it 
comes on the market, I could 
be gone. Even if I got the cells 
(during the trial) I couldn’t get 
another dose because it’s not 
available. Wh at  I read is that 
the best results are from mul­
tiple doses,” she said.

The company could allow 
placebo recipients to receive 
stem cells, but Jeff Saenz says 
that appears unlikely.

“It all comes d o wn  to fund­
ing and they are the ones that 
have to fund it,” he explained. 
“Even if w e  say, you k n ow  
what, w e ’ll raise whatever 
m o n e y  it takes, w e ’ll m a k e  it 
happen, they w o n ’t do it.

“Right n o w  they are saying 
no. But if it’s super positive 
(trial results) w h y  wouldn’t 
you? I’ve written five letters to 
the company.”

Saenz said she hopes the 
trial is successful and helps 
accelerate the research. She is 
grateful to have been involved 
in the trial, but is realistic 
about what it could m e a n  for 
her future.

“T h e  fact that this disease 
has been around 144 years and 
there is just one treatment that 
prolongs life for only two 
months, that is mind-blowing,” 
she said.
Physical changes

H e r  breathing function has 
declined slightly over the past 
year, a physical change that

could m a k e  her ineligible for 
stem cell injections even if she 
had received the placebo and 
the company decided to ma ke  
them available.

“It’s counter-productive in 
m y  mind to m a k e  that a re­
quirement. Most A L S  patients 
die from diaphragm muscles 
weakening and they are no 
longer able to breathe,” she 
said. “A n d  as a patient, there is 
a little part of you that goes, 
let’s be real. If this is success­
ful you will m a k e  millions of 
dollars. You m a k e  the m oney 
and I m a y  never get the treat­
ment. W h y  aren’t you required 
to help m e  get what I need?”

In March, Saenz began us­
ing a B iPAP machine at night 
after discovering that patients 
w h o  use the aid “earlier than 
later” benefit from it.

H e r  speech has slurred a bit 
more over the past year and 
she n o w  uses a rolling walker 
w h e n  she’s tired. But she still 
drives, walks and refuses to

park in handicap spaces unless 
absolutely necessary. Her 
daily regimen includes dietary 
supplements, exercise and 
eating healthful meals. Saenz 
used a motorized scooter when 
she accompanied her husband 
on a business trip to Las V e ­
gas, Nev., last year. W h e n  they 
celebrate their anniversary 
with a cruise this summer, 
she’ll have a wheelchair on 
hand. Saenz said she and her 
husband try not to let A L S  get 
in the w a y  of their lives. They 
adjust, rather than give up.
Advocates

Th ey ’ll be in Washington, 
D.C., for a few days in M a y  
with representatives from the 
A L S  Association of Michigan 
for the annual National A L S  
Advocacy D a y  and Public 
Policy Conference to help 
build awareness of the disease, 
tell their story and learn more 
about opportunities available 
to patients. Last month, the

organization’s Michigan chap­
ter honored them with the 
Embers of Ho pe  patient and 
caregiver award. Saenz’s good 
friend, Peggy Fenwick, was 
n a m e d  the Advocate of the 
Year.

“There have been so m a n y  
blessings,” Saenz said, tearing 
up as she recalled events of 
the past year. “People helped 
us put up our Christmas tree. I 
had friends w h o  c a m e  over 
and helped us decorate it.”

Strangers have shoveled 
their walk in winter and raked 
leaves in the fall. T h ey ’ve 
delivered gift cards and flow­
ers.

“I try to be good to people 
and I think it’s coming back to 
me,” she said. “I think the 
world is good.”

Barefoot Productions will 
present an encore of “Mother­
hood Out Loud,” for Mother’s 
D a y  weekend.

“It’s just you and 
your voice.”

That’s h o w  Cuban- 
born soprano Elizabeth 
Caballero describes the 
challenge of being a 
professional opera sing­
er. It’s a challenge she 
understands quite well, 
having performed on 
so me  of the biggest 
stages in the world, 
including the Metropol­
itan Opera.

“I’m  getting paid to 
put on costumes and 
play make-believe —  so 
in that sense, it’s pretty 
incredible,” she said. 
“But you need a very 
tough skin in this pro­
fession. Y o u ’re up there 
all alone. You might 
have a wig and a cos­
tume and s o me  scenery 
on the stage, but it’s still 
you.”

Caballero is starring 
in the lead role of M i mi  
in a Live@First produc­
tion of Puccini’s “La 
B o h e m e ” at 7:30 p.m. 
M a y  7 at the First Unit­
ed Methodist Church of 
Birmingham. Adult 
tickets are $25 and stu­
dents will be admitted 
free.

The opera, which will 
be presented in concert 
form, also includes 
American bass Peter 
Volpe (Metropolitan 
Opera, San Francisco 
Opera), along with so­
prano Katrina Van Maa- 
nen, tenor Drake Dant- 
zler, baritone Stephen 
Hartley andbasso-buffo 
Stephen Eisenhard.

“These are some 
really big n a mes and 
w e ’re definitely excited 
to have them here and 
perform for us,” con­
ductor Casey Proch 
said.

It 
m a d e  m e  go even further 
to become an opera sing­
er.”

H e r  recent engage­
ments include the role of 
D o nna Elvira in “D o n  
Giovanni” at the Seattle 
Opera; a performance of 
“Carmina Burana” with 
Florida Orchestra; a 
chance to sing the title 
role in Daniel Catan’s 
Spanish opera “Florencia 
en el Amazonas” with 
Nashville Opera; John

Rutter’s “Requiem” at 
Carnegie HaU; and a 
concert appearance as 
Micaela in “C a r m e n ” by 
Bizet and Previn’s “H o n ­
ey and R u e ” in returns to 
the Pacific Symphony.

She’ll be returning to 
N e w  York City Opera 
this s u m m e r  to sing the 
title role in “Florencia en 
el Amazonas.”

She avoids alcohol to 
keep her voice sharp and 
stays proficient in Ital­
ian, G e r m a n  and French, 
as most of the great 
works are written in 
those three languages. 
She enjoys “living like a 
gypsy” and traveling to 
perform in shows around 
the globe.

If she listens to music, 
it’s usually the soft rock­
ers like B o n  Jovi and 
Madonna. She admits 
that, for the most part, 
she keeps the radio off in 
the car.

“W h e n  I’m  not per­
forming, I just like the 
quiet or some white 
noise,” she said.

There was no opera 
music in her household 
growing up and Caballe­
ro concedes her parents 
were a bit skeptical at 
first wh en  she decided to 
become a professional 
singer.

“Now, they’re m y  
biggest supporters,” she 
said. “M y  parents are 
wonderful —  they’re m y  
heroes for choosing to 
bring our family to this 
country. I don’t kn ow  the 
life they had in Cuba, but 
they m a d e  the decision to 
c o m e  here and give m y  
sister and I the opportu­
nity to follow our 
dreams.”

Take That, Silicon Valley: Toyota Plans To M a k e  Ann Arbor Its 
Most Important Research Center for Fully Autonomous Driving

In partnership with the University 
of Michigan's Transportation 
Research Institute, Toyota plans to 
equip 5.000 cars in a n d  around A n n  
Arbor with “awareness devices" that 
will help Toyota a n d  other researchers 
figure out h o w  to communicate 
wirelessly with similar vehicles and 
with infrastructure such as traffic

signals.
This ‘‘vehicle-to-vehicle 

communications” arena is an 
important one if self-driving cars 
will ever be able to enjoy the road 
together and with traditional 
vehicles in what would surely be a 
long transition period.

“A n n  Arbor is an international hub 
for connected vehicle technology and 
research, and it has everything to do 
with the community,” said James R. 
Sayer, director of the U M  institute, in 
a Toyota press release.

Indeed, this announcement 
followed quickly on Toyota’s decision 
to establish its third Toyota Research 
Institute facility near the U M  
campus, joining existing outposts 
in Silicon Valley and at M I T  in 
Cambridge, Mass.

Interestingly, in addition to the 
cluster of automotive expertise and 
technological capabilities in A n n  
A r bor and southeast Michigan 
generally, one of the biggest reasons

cited by Toyota for its n e w  investment 
is the ability in Michigan to “perform 
extreme-limit testing in a wide 
variety of environments" meaning, 
a m i d  swirling snows and ubiquitous 
potholes in the area.

This is, of course, a stark 
comparison to the sunny California 
skies where digital tech giants like 
Google initially led the autonomous- 
driving charge. " W h e r e  w e  need 
auto n o m y  to help most is w h e n  
driving is difficult," said Gil Pratt. 
C E O  of the Toyota Research Institute, 
in the press release. “’’It’s this hard 
part that T R I  intends to address. 
Toyota’s goal is safer mobility for all. 
at any time, in any place.”

So it turns out there’s a great 
upside to perpetual winters, ruinous 
freeze-thaw cycles that create lunar- 
like landscapes of potholes, and a 
state transportation budget that still 
isn’t large enough to fix all the roads.

O n e  of the biggest reasons cited 
by Toyota for its n e w  investment is 
the ability in Michigan to “perform 
extreme-limit testing in a wide variety 
of environments,” as E d w i n  Olson, a 
University of Michigan professor w h o  
is joining T R I - A N N ,  put it in a news 
release.

T R I - A N N  will specialize in 
research on artificial intelligence, 
robotics a n d  materials science. It is 
scheduled to open in June and staff up 
to 50 people eventually.

In fact, Toyota has designated 
T R I - A N N  as the facility where 
the core discipline will be to focus 
on fully autonomous driving. 
Meanwhile, the other two T R I  
facilities, one at M I T  in Cambridge, 
Mass., and the other in Palo Alto, 
Calif., will focus, respectively, on

“simulation and deep learning,” and 
“guardian angel" driving, where 
the driver is always engaged but the 
vehicle assists as needed.

In the regional struggle between 
the Midwest and the coasts to assume 
the lead in the push for self-driving, 
Michigan already is m o r e  competitive 
than its rivals m a y  assume. T h e  state 
holds by far the largest concentration 
of automotive engineers and 
scientists, of course, with not only 
the Detroit Three automakers but 
also technical centers established by 
m a n y  foreign-owned car companies, 
including Toyota. H o n d a  and 
Hyundai, as well as major suppliers 
such as Germany-based Bosch.

BoscWhat's more, what is 
arguably the nation’s foremost 
facility specifically designed for 
testing self-driving systems in an 
urban environment, Mcity, already 
is operating in A n n  Arbor. Toyota is 
a partner in Mcity. a n d  Ford a m o n g  
other automakers already is testing 
cars there.

A n d  a private-public partnership 
is pushing to transform an old airport 
at nearby Willow R u n  into the world’s 
most vast and advanced testing area 
of the future, in direct competition 
with sites under consideration and 
development in California.

Actually, Toyota is just the latest 
automaker to demonstrate the 
industry isn’t about to just pack up, 
leave the Midwest and emigrate to 
Silicon Valley.

Ford, for instance, just announced 
that it’s beginning a sweeping 
overhaul of its 63-year-old research 
and engineering c a m p u s  in Dearborn 
to transform the aging, crazy-quilt 
collection of facilities into a "modern, 
green and high-tech” environment 
that centralizes m o r e  employees 
to encourage collaboration and 
innovation.”

It’s also going to renovate 
the nearby, iconic Ford W o r d  
Headquarters building, k n o w n  as the 
Glass House.
