Company officials chose the
Canton locationamid plans to
tap into the bustling Ford Road
business corridor and itsbuilt-

The journey began
with Ryan DahlIman
growing up inCanton. As
ayoung boy, he knew he
wanted towork with
aircraft, but justdidnt
know which route to
take. At the end of his
senior year in high
school, he decided he
wanted to join the U.S.
Navy and followa long
history of military ser-
vice in his fanily.

“Ever since lwas a
little kid, 1was fascinat-
ed with aircraft and al-
ways wanted towork
with them," said Dahl-
man, who joined the navy

right out of high school at
age 18.

DahIman®s military
career began as an enlist-
ed sailor, joining as an
aviation electricians
mate. His firstcommand
was with the Nightdip-
pers of Helicopter Anti-
Submarine Squadron 5
(HS-5), where he was
selected as Sailor of the
Day during an underway
with the Eisenhower
Carrier Strike Group
(lke CSG).

“Sept. 30,1999, was
the day lwas selected by
my squadron tobecome
Ikes Sailor of the Day,”
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Dahlman said. “Itwas a
real neat experience,
being able tocome up on
to the bridge and meet
theairwing commander
and the captain of the
ship. Itwas really great
tobe recognized for
some of my achieve-
ments."

DahlIman said itwas
his drive to succeed that
attracted the attention of
his leadership.

“lwas leading a night
check lineshack as a
third-class petty officer. |
think my work ethic was
what people really
sought after,” he said.
“Thatswhat helped me
stand out ina group of
truly outstanding sailors.
My family from an early
age toldme that, what-
ever I'm going todo in
life, I need todo 1t100
percent and put my best
foot forward. We ’re here
todo a joband we need to
give ftour all. That’
what I'instilled inmy
guys and lwas fortunate
enough to get recognized
for that."

The leadership qual-
itieswere evident within
DahlIman. His chain of
command noticed that
and opened the door to
new career possibilities.

“Initially, my inten-
tionswere todo my four
years, serve them proud-
ly and then get out,"
DahlIman said. "l wanted
touse themoney the
government would give
me for school and be-
come a teacher. My divi-
sion officer and depart-
ment head saw some-
thing inme and felt I had
leadership potential.
They encouraged me to
apply for an officer pro-
gram calledBOOST
(Broadened Opportunity

for Officer Selection and
Tvaining), which later
turned into the Seaman
toAdmiral program
(STA-21).”

The transition from
military life to the civil-
ian sector was anything
but a breeze. Something
even more challenging
was transitioning to life
as a full-time student.

“Some of the bigger
trialswere getting back
into the swing of study-
ing againand how to
manage my time proper-
ly,"DahIman said. “I had
to keep a certain grade-
pointaverage inorder to
get my commission. 1
also got married while |
was incollege and had a
baby. We had financial
burdens because, unlike
STA-21 and the G.1. Bill,

with the BOOST pro-
gram, when you start
school, the government
hands you aDD-214 and
you lose all your benefits
and pay, somy wifeand |
had to scrounge and save
every nickel and dime to
get by.

“lwas working part
time for health care and
for the baby, trying to
stay on topofall my
schoolwork. We had to
stay focused on the over-
all goal of me getting that
commission tobecome an
officer and earn financial
stability for the family."

Lt. Cmdr. Ryan Dalh-
man earned hiscommis-
sion and isnow the air
boss aboard USS San
Jacinto (CG-56). Looking
back, DahIman said its
possible that becoming
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ruler of the skies

Sailor of the Day might
have brought to light his
potential and helped start
him on his successful
career path.

"l want totryand
encourage junior sailors
tokeep your nose to the
grind stone and push
through,” DahIman said.
"Put 100-percent effort in
everything you do and
good thingswill come. |
fought through the tough
times, kept going and got
recognized. Now Im an
officer inthe United
States Navy, flying multi-
million-dollar aircraft
and loving every second
of it Who would have
thought?"

He said some
elderly people can be
particularly vulnerable
toscanm artists.

“A lot times (scam
artists) prey on the elder-
ly. because they area
littlemore vulnerable
and trusting,” he said.

In another Canton
incident, a 50-year-old
man lost$5,000 after a
scam artist posing as an
Internal Revenue Service
agent phoned him and
claimed he could be
jailed for unpaid taxes.

The victimowed noth-
ing. .
Detective Sgt. Dan
TYaylor said the caller
convinced theman togo
to a store, buy an iThnes
gift card, return home
and reveal by phone the
numbers off the back of
the card.

Authorities have re-
peatedly issued warnings
about the scam, yet vic-
tims continue to lose
thousands of dollars
amid fears they will oth-
erwise be arrested.

Agencies such as the
IRS never demand imme-
diate payment over the
phone, Traylor has said.

The scam artistscan
be savvy. One caller in
Canton managed tohave
the caller identification
show up as the Canton
Police Department, Dep-
uty Police Chief Scott
Hilden has said. The
caller even claimed tobe
Hilden.

Man accused of
exposing himself on

What beganasaharm-
less compliment on her
hair quickly became
frightening for a 24-year-
oldwoman who saida
man exposed and fondled
himself on a Canton hotel
elevator.

The incident unfolded
shortly after9a.m. Mon -
day at the La Quinta Inn
on Ford Road, near 1-275,
on Canton east side.

The victim told police
she had gone to her car to
get clothingand was
returning to her second-
floor hotel room when
the suspect compliment-
ed her “pretty hair” on
the elevator. She said he
alsonoticed she had a
sprained ankle and com-
mented on it

Thewoman accused
the man of dropping his
pants, exposing himself
and masturbating as the
elevator reached her
floor, where she escaped
toher room, a police
report said.

The suspect was de-
scribed as a black male, 5
feet, 7 inches, to5 feet, 9

speed limit. He said its
easy tomisjudge how
quickly a vehicle isap-
proaching.

"It% like not crossing
where the speed limit is
35 mph," he said.

The latest incident
occurred about 11:30 p.m.

The
Grand Lodge of Michigan
was established in 1826,
while the Birmingham
lodge received itscharter
in 1851

A number of the key
players inthe American
Revolutionwere Freema-
sons. Along withWash-
ington, the list includes
Benjamin Franklin,

vere and John Hancock,
among others.

The Boston Tea Party
was planned at the Green
Dragon Tavern, a gather-
ing spot for Freemasons.
The majority of Washing-
tonsgenerals inthe Con-
tinental Army were Free-
masons.

Locally, prominent
names such as Charles
Shain, Wylie E. Groves,
Ebenezer Raynale, Hugh
McCurdy and Charles
Bingham weremembers
of Birmingham Lodge

No. 44. Sowas Almeron
Whitehead, founder of
theBirmingham Eccen-
tric, and many others.
From 1922-63, the
Freemasons of Birming-
ham met in the historic
Peabody Mansion at the
corner ofOld Woodward
and Brown Street.

Who are
Freemasons?

“TobeaFreeandAc-
cepted Mason means
youreaman free-born,
ofgood rapport and well-
recommended, ~”said
Robert Hall, who serves
as chaplain for the Bir-
mingham lodge. "It
means you’lltry to live up
towhat we call the tenets
of Masonry: friendship,
brotherly love and moral -
ity.”

Some date theMasons
back to the days of King
Solomon, suggesting the
top hat worn by thewor-
shipful master isa reflec-
tionof hiscrown. Free-
masonry, as itswidely
known today, dates to the
17th century.

Many of the group’
so-called ancient rituals
began inEngland and
Scotland. A Scottishbag-
piper in full kiltdress, for
example, led the new
officers into the hall at
the installation cere-
mony. The term “wor-
shipful” has Scottish
roots and ismeant to
convey a position of hon-
or.

Hall, a longtime resi-
dent of Royal Oak, be-
came aMason in1985. He
served as worshipful
master twice, in 1997 and
in 2007.

"We all have different
reasons for joining,” he
said. “My father was very
active in the Masons. He
was a Shriner -and tobe
a Shriner, you have tobe
aMason first.”

Today, the Birming-
ham Masonic lodge is
located at 37357 Wood-
ward inBloomfield Hills,
justdown the street from
Cranbrook Schools. The
lodge has about 300 mem -
bers - a sharp decline
from 25 years ago, when
therewere well over 600
members.

Go Blue!

Wilde, 33, isa fourth-
generation Birminghanm
resident. His family first
arrived inBirmingham in
1919. His grandfather,
Gordon Deneau, graduat-
ed Birmingham High
School in 1941, while his
mother Gail (Deneau)
Wilde graduated from
Seaholm in 1970.

He played football at
U-M under coach Lloyd
Carr from 2002-05. Some
of his teammates includ-
ed futureNFL players
such asChad Henne,
Braylon Edwards, Mario
Manningham, David
Harrisand LaMarrWoo-
dley.

He alsoplayed on the
2002 lacrosse team at
Seaholm that beat Broth-
er Rice in the state finals.

“lactuallyhad more
offers to play lacrosse
than I'had for football.
But at the end of the day,
Iknew 1'd be happier
playing football at Michi-
gan,” said Wilde, an at-
torney who 5 pursuing an
MBA fromtheU-M Ste-
phen M. Ross School of
Business. Hiswife Liz is
a social worker atDerby
Middle School.

He petitioned to join
the Birmingham lodge in
2010 and eventually be-
came interested enough
that he earned his three
degreesof Masonry. The
process took several
years to complete before
he reached the level of

master .

His fellowMasons at
the lodge elected him to
serve as worshipful mas-
ter for the upcoming
year, a position that re-
quires him to run the
weekly Thursday meet-
ings, preside over the
lodge and keep track of
the books. Tom Baranow-
ski, who isseniorwarden
and second-in-command
of theBirmingham lodge,
alsowent to Seaholm,
played foothall there and
graduated in 1985.

“A lotof the older
members are pretty
thrilled because Im the
youngest Master inquite
a while,” Wilde said. “So
its a bitsymbolic, bring-
ing ina new generation. A
lot of the lodges really
struggledwithmember-
ship for the past 20 years,
but there seems tobe a
resurgence of new people
wanting to join.We ’ll
have fivenew guys in
January.”

The Masons welcome
“allmen of quality,” re-

gardless of race, religion
or creed. Although Ma -
sonry isnota religion,
members must have a

belief ina supreme being.

“My father-in-law is
from Venezuela and he
just joined our lodge,"
Wilde said. "You have to
be at least 21and a resi-
dent of Michigan. We e
not al lowed to recruit
members, but we e cer-
tainly supportive of any-
one who % interested in
joining.”

The squareand com-
passes isprobably the
most identifiable symbol
of Freemasonry. The
square, tosquareone’
actions; the compass, to
circumscribe and keep
members within bound-
aries of their fellowmen.

The top hat, worn by

the worshipful master
during meetings, isa sign
of respect. The apron
worn by all Masons is
symbolic of honesty and
integrity.

There are more sym-
bols and rituals, but those
are for the Masons to
keep among themselves.

"We are not a secret
society - we are a society
that has secrets,” Hall
said. “And those secrets,
very simply, are means of
recognition. They re
certain words, hand-
shakes, steps and signs.
Those are the only se-
cretswe have...every-
thing else ispretty much
public.”

The BirminghamMa -
sonic lodge has a storied
history. In 1849, the first
Masons inthe areamet at
Lodge No. 22 inPontiac.
According to the lodge
scuttlebutt, there were
Indians along the trail
who were rather hostile
toward the traveling
parties on horseback.

"Thiswas all wild and

undeveloped territory,"
Hall said. "White people
were trespassing unin-
vited on Indian property

The Birmingham
lodge was officially
granted a charter Jan. 9,
1851, and aman by the
name ofWilliam Brown
was the firstworshipful
master. The annual dues
at the time was 25 cents.

Ebenezer Raynale was
the firstpostmaster of
Franklinvillageand a
delegate to the first terri-
torial convention of Mich-
igan. Hugh McCurdy,
born inEngland in 1829,
came totheU.S. when he
was 8 years old tobe-
come acoopersappren-
tice, which involved mak -
ing barrels forbeer or
cider.

Alanson Partridge,
whose portraithangs in
the entrance vestibule of
the lodge, was themost
celebrated member of
the lodge in itsfirst 100
years, having served as a
worshipful master on and
off from 1854-83.

A number of presi-
dents, from Andrew
Jackson toFranklinD.
Roosevelt toGerald Ford,
were Masons. One of
Hall's favorite Masons
was Harry S TYuman.

And then theresHar -
old Banning.
