NONE OF THE 28 Detroit-area 
clients of Reunions, A Class Organi-
zation, Inc were notified the compa-
ny was experiencing financial diffi-
culties Instead, reunion committees 
received an undated letter f rom As-
set Recovery Services. Inc of Glen-
view. Ill that said. "We regret to in-
form you that Reunions has been 
forced to terminate its operations 
Declines in reunion at tendance this 
year due to the current economic re-
cession resulted in a t raumat ic re-
duction in revenues which finally 
caused the company to close 

In addition to paying all up-front 
costs, Reunions booked halls and 
caterers, located class members, 
contracted photographers and flo-
rists. and hosted reunions Until now 
the company enjoyed a good track 
record with area schools 

Asset Recovery, charged with liq-
uidating Reunions' assets, said. "It is 
extremely unlikley there will be any 
distribution" for unsecured credi-
tors 

Ellingson of Livonia was among 
the dozen or so reunion chairmen 

'We were kind of 
shocked at first. We 
just chuckled in 
disbelief. We laughed 
about it, and figured 
we were still going to 
have a great evening 
no matter what. We 
just don't want our 
classmates to be 
disappointed.'

YMCA official resigns amid 
allegations of wrongdoing

The executive director of the 
Wayne-Westland family YMCA has 
resigned amid allegations that she 
violated the youth organization's pol-
icies. 

Jane t Gillies, the Y's director for 
nearly four years, resigned Oct. 31 in 
secrecy that even left some local 
YMCA board members puzzled. 

The Y's service area includes Gar -
den City and Westland. 

In an emergency meeting called 
Monday, Nov. 4, officials f rom the 
metropolitan YMCA headquarters in 
Detroit met with the local board to 
discuss Gillies" departure, though 
several board members said they 
didn't get the answers they wanted. 

In fact, board members remained 
so baffled that they said they have 
requested another meeting with De-
troit Y officials. 

One local board member said the 
board was told of allegations of poli-
cy violations — some of which in-
volved money. However, they were 
quick to stress that the metropol i tan 
officials didn't accuse Gillies of tak-
ing money herself 

GILLIES, CONTACTED Friday 
by the Observer, refused to discuss 
her departure f rom the Y, on Wayne 
Road between Cherry Hill and Avon-
dale. It has 854 members f rom West-
land and other communities such as 
Garden City and Canton Township. 

"When I'm ready to make a com-
ment, HI let you know," she said. 

Mary Rose Cartwright. the local 
Y's program director, has assumed 
Gillies' duties temporari ly. It was 
not immediately known Friday when 
Gillies would be replaced. 

Cartwright declined to discuss Gil-
lies' resignation. 

"We don't really have anything to 
say right now," she said, but she add-
ed that the YMCA continues to oper-
ate "smoothly." 

Gary Unruh, the Y's senior vice 
president of operations in Detroit, 
said the organization and Gillies 
agreed to remain hushedj ibout the 
details of her resignation. 

"Really I think we owe that to 
Jan," he said To elaborate on the 
resignation could place the organiza-
tion "in jeopardy" legally, he said, 
adding that he could not comment 
further without written permission 
from Gillies. 

SOME BOARD members private-
ly commended Gillies' job a s direc-
tor And some voiced frustrat ion 
about the lack of information they 
have received from metropoli tan 
YMCA officials. 

"If it was a firing, I want to know 
it," said one board m e m b e r who did 
not want to be named. 

Local board member Sandra Ci-
cirelli stressed that Gillies' depar-
ture was not the decision of the 
Wayne-Westland board and that the 
mat ter was handled by me t ro De-
troit Y officials 

"I myself was very surprised 
about it," she said 

Though Detroit officials have 
cited policy violations, Cicirelli said 
"that 's all we've heard at this point"' 
and that local board member s "have 
not been presented with very much 
information " 

Sharon Arthur, who chairs the Y 
board, declined to comment on Gil-
lies' departure 

"I really don't want to talk about 
it at all," she said " J a n resigned, 
and I just don't feel like it 's some-
thing I can talk about."

Targets of recall file suit 
to have procedure halted

Three Wayne-Westland school 
board members threatened by a re-
call campaign have filed a lawsuit in 
Wayne County Circuit Court seeking 
to halt the effort 

The suit, filed Wednesday by 
board members Kathleen Chorbagi-
an, Leonard Posey and Andrew 
Spisak, seeks to overturn an Oct 28 
decision by the Wayne County Elec-
tions Commission to approve the 
wording on the recall petitions 

It also asks for a court-ordered in-
junction forcing recall commit tee 
chairman Steven Lind to stop circu-
lating the petitions, which school 
board members say contain lies that 
would cause them • immediate and 
irreparable injury ' 

The school district draws students 
from eastern Canton Township 

The elections commission and 
Lind have been ordered to appear 
Wednesday before Circuit Judge 
Kathleen MacDonald to refute the 
proposed injunction, which would 
block the petiuon drive until Mac 
Donald decides whether to overturn 
the commission s decision 

The latest development marked a 
dramaUc escalation of the bitter 
battle between recall organizers and 
the three board members The recall 
committee, called New Beginnings 
for Our Children, wants to oust the 
board members for approving a two-
year. 11 0-percent teacher salary in 
crease amid threatened school pro-
gram cuts 

On Friday. Chorbagian called the 
allegations in the recall petitions a 
lie" and vowed that she will do 
whatever I feel is my legal right to 
refute the charges 

"I never give up a fight for the 
kids. I never give up a fight for the 
taxpayers and I will not give up a 
fight for myself and my integrity 

LIND BLASTED the move by the 
three as "preposterous" and singled 
out Chorbagian as trying to stall a 
recall election so that she can step 
down — instead of being ousted — 
when her board term expires in 
June Chorbagian has said she won't 
seek re-election 

Lind predicted the recall commit-
tee will prevail during Wednesday's 
hearing 

(Chorbagian) is going to have to 
stall a lot more than one week," Lind 
said after the school board's suit was 
filed Wednesday "We will not give 
up 

" She's given us a boost in morale." 
he conUnued "The publicity we've 
gained from her has been priceless 
She's the one keeping this recall 
alive " 

Last month, the three-member 
elections commission ruled in a 2-1 
vote that its only obligation under 
slate recall legislation was to decide 
the clarity of the petition language 
It's up to school district voters to ac-
cept or reject the allegations as true, 
the commission ruled -

In their suit, Chorbagian, Posey 
and Spisak claim that the commis-
sion "arbitrari ly and capriciously 
determined that it would not inquire 
into the veracity of the charges " and 
" incorrectly determined that the 
reasons for recall met the statu-
tory test for clarity " 

We feel that we have a very sub-
stantial issue," said Richard James, 
an attorney representing the three 
board members When asked if he 
believes the decision will be over-
turned. he added. "We feel that we 
have at least a W-SO chance " 

THE RECALL petition states that 
during a Feb 11 meeting, the board 
members "voted in favor of pro-
posed cuts causing a reduction of 
school busing, reduction of the senior 
high academic day by one hour.

"Our planned budget is the same 
this year as last. (12,000," Hill 
said. The city has contributed

A non-denomina-
tional service will be performed 
each day by Salvation Army Lt 
Jeffery Beachum and the Rev. 
Leland Seese of the First Presbyte-
rian Church. 

There will also be 20 craft dem-
onstrations scheduled in downtown 
stores. One will feature a crafter 
making a chair out of a log. 

New for this year's celebration, 
city attorney Ron Lowe is trying to 
schedule a storyteller to perform 
for the event, and Lowe plans to 
try his hand at storytelling too. Hill 
said. "We're really tickled with 
that one, it would be a great addi-
tion." 

Hill stressed. "It's all right to 
talk to people when you pass them 
on the street," by wishing pasers-
by "Happy Thanksgiving." 

As it was last year, the ordinance 
of 1620 will be in effect, which re-
quires citizens to wish "Happy 
Thanksgiving'' to passers-by. To 
fail to do so could invite banish-
ment to the stocks — although this 
punishment won't be rigidly en-
forced. 

Also this year, the high school 
drama club will be attired in pil-
grim clothing around Kellogg 
Park, greeting event-goers. 

"We've got calls from scout 
troops that want to be involved, 
that's really what we're looking 
for."

Michael. Starr's 14-year-old son. 
watches as his grandfather shoots. 

"We'll bleed him. raise him. skin 
him and gut him." Boyer said. 

Minutes later Michael brings in a 
baby goat shaking from the chill out-
side where it was penned in next to 
the slaughter house. Lambs, sheep, 
goats, pigs and other animals are 
roaming. 

"Sometimes I get attached." 
Micheal admitted adding that in 
those cases he doesn't watch the kill-
ing. 

Most of the cows and pigs are 
raised In Canton at the Wilkins and 
Gill farms, both longtime Canton 
families and a close ride from the 
slaughter house. 

THE BOYER*S started the butch-
ering business after they sold 
Boyer's Market, at Michigan and 
Denton, a few miles from their 
house 

There's so much deer business this 
time of year that the family cele-
brates Thanksgiving at Christmas. 
Starr said, jeering her father They 
expect to process 1,000 deer this 
year. 

They're so busy they can't take 
any more bulls or cows until the end 
of the year. Boyer added. 

Some customers bring their ani-
mals in to be slaughtered. Others 
just want the carcass to be butch-
ered. And others can walk to the 
fenced in area, pick out a live animal 
and specify how they want it cut. 
Still others want to kill their own an-
imals. 

All the cuts are to the customer's 

likings. That's especially appealing 
to people who are following religious 
traditions, like some Middle Eastern 
customers who specify exactly, how 
they need their meat cut. 

"We had a fella today who had to 
have a goat for the birth of a baby," 
Carole Boyer sairf 

THE HEAD HAD to be facing 
northeast. Larry Boyer added. 

Meanwhile, another customer. 
Gurdatar Singh, of Lincoln Park, is 
talking to Bob Boyer. 

He chose a live goat the previous 
day and was back now that the ani-
mal was processed. 

"When I go to the store. I don't 
know what the meat is," he said. 
"When I come here, I select the goat 
and he'll cut it the way I like i t" 

Other customers raise their own 
animals and bring it to the Boyers to 
be processed. This practice is be-
coming more popular from growing 

fears about chemicals fed to animals 
before they go to market. Boyer 
said. 

As for the recession, he added, It 
makes no difference to us We're 
busy all year long. In fact, it might 
help. Some people may want to raise 
their own." 

In the fall and winter deer pro-
cessing predominates In the summer 
it's barbecued pig. Carole Boyer 
said. 

You name it. They process it 
Deer, bear, antelope, buffalo, elk and 
moose are some of the animals. 

University of Michigan scientists 
come by for animal blood, eyes, 
bones and hearts for experiments. 
Starr said. 

Bob Boyer has a theory about 
whether the animals know their fate 
once they're near the slaughter 
room, "Only four animals know 
when they're going to die: Elephants, 
fish, whales and lions "

"Words are better than weapons." 
said Terry Ahwal of Livonia, a Pal-

Arabs and Israelis began talks late 
last month in Madrid over the land 
dispute that has led to wars and un-
countable acts of ter ror ism 

Though the talks were fraught 
with anger and controversy. Israelis, 
Jordanians and Palestinians agreed 
to meet again in the future, but they 

did not set a t ime or place 

"EVEN THOUGH both sides 
sound defensive, thai is the way of 
politics." said the Rev George 
Shalhoub, a Syrian and pastor of St 
Marys Antiochian Orthodox Church. 
Livonia "People have acknowledged 
each other 's existence by silting 
around the negotiating table " 

Jeannie Werner, president of the 
Jewish Community Council of Metro 
Detroit, was not surprised at the ini-

Senate caps malpractice damages

tions rejoiced as the state Senate 
passed the final two bills in an "af-
fordable health care" package 

The bills would cap nearly all 
"pain and suffering" jury awards 
at 1250,000 and set up five region-
al boards as alternatives to courts 
in malpractice cases They also 
cap attorneys' fees 

"We are particularly encour-
aged that the Senate realized the 
devastating effects of our current 
medical liability system on access 
to health care." said Spencer John-
son. Michigan Hospital Association 
president. 

"At Senate hearings around the 
stale this summer and fall, the 
medical liability crisis was singled 
out again and again as a major 
cause of higher health care costs 
and reduced availability of health

THE 26 BILLS are now before 
the House of Representatives,

tion opposition 

"We urge members of the House 
to act on these bills promptly, 
since access to health care is jeop-
ardized each day a solution is post-
poned. " said Eugene Oliveri. 
Farmington Hills osteopath and 
president of the Michigan Associa-
tion of Osteopathic Physicians and 
Surgeons i t is the patient and the 
general public who will gain most 
from the medical liability reforms 
included in this package " 

SB 248 passed 26-10. and SB 249

New county jail set to open next week

Inmates will enter the new 
Wayne County Jail for the first 
time one week from today — three 
years after county voters ap-
proved a tax increase to f inance 
its construction 

The $61-million Hamtramck fa-
cility was completed just sl ightly 
behind deadline, but $50,000 under 
budget It includes space for 840 
inmates 

The new jail is designed for mis-
demeanor offenders, freeing up 
space in the county's downtown 
jail for felony suspects await ing 
trial and convicted felons await ing 
prison 

An estimated 1.500-2,000 in-
mates are released early each 
year due to overcrowding at the 
old jail. Wayne County Sheriff 
Robert Ficano said 

Though the low security jail isn't 
designed for dangerous criminals. 
Ficano said some felons m a y yet 
be sent there 

"WHEN IT comes down to hard 
decisions, judges may send some 
felons here." he said 

Accountability is stressed for all 
inmates, regardless of cr ime 

We're telling people that if 
you've ever been in jail before, 
forget it," sheriff's department 
Commander Malcom Thompson 
said "This is a new facility with a 
new degree of responsibility." 

Responsbilities extend to clean-
ing and maintaining their cell , re-
paying the county for medical care 
— if they can — and participating 
in substance abuse counseling, if 
necessary 

Unlike the old jail, both men and

women will eventually be housed 
at the Hamtramck jail. All in-
mates admitted next week will be 
men. women's cell blocks won't be 
open until early next year 

The new jail is being billed as 
state-of-the art. with computerized 
records and round-the-clock video 
monitoring 

Deputies will be able to call up 
an inmate's complete record, in-

cluding video picture, at the touch 
of a button It is believed to be the 
most extensive video record-keep-
ing system in any jail in the state 

At the same time, areas inside 
and outside the jail are monitored 
in a central c o m m a n d room Depu-
ties keep watch through a system 
that includes 70 cameras and 10 
video screens 

THERE ARE barred windows 
and steel doors at tile new jail, but 
you have to look hard to find them 

Most cell blocks feature wooden 
doors There are no barriers be-
tween tbe 60 inmates and deputy 
in-command 

Inmates won't spend loo much 
t ime in the cell block, though 

Most will be assigned jobs Some 
will wprk in tbe vast kitchen, 
where as many as 20.000 meals a 
day will be prepared for both 
county jails, as well as the county 
youth home Others will work in 
the laundry, where as much as 800 
pounds of clothing and sheets will 
be washed in an hour 

Those who work at either spot 
can earn job training cert i f icates 
to be presented potential employ-
ers 

Inmates will also be encouraged 
to sign up for adult education 
c lasses to be taught by Ham-
tramck Schools personnel, perhaps 
working toward a high school 
equivalence degree Those who at-
tend classes will be given tune off 
their sentence 

After being brought to the jail, 
inmates are escorted to a waiting 
room, not much different from an 
airport gate 

But it is a jail Unruly incoming v 

inmates are escorted into glass-en-
closed holding rooms, separate 
from others 

A grim. 32-cell isolation unit, 
with concrete floors instead of car-
peting and metal benches instead 
of wood, awaits especially trouble-
some inmates 

For most inmates, though, the 
philosophy is to keep busy, learn 
their lessons — and turn their life 
around.

State budget ax misses Maybury park 
Maybury State Park in Northville 

Township will apparently be exempt 
from jobs and service cuts that will 
affect nearly three-quarters of Mich-
igan's state parks this winter. 

Winter services such as snow 
plowing and trail clearing will be 
abandoned at 71 of Michigan's 96 
state parks, trimming $500,000 from 
the parks budget. 

But Maybury will apparently be 
among the 25 parks that will con tin-
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ue to receive full winter services. 
"To the best of my knowledge, 

there'll be no changes there at all," 
assistant state parks chief Hank Zur-
burg said. 

The state parks budget has been 
shrinking for several years, parks 
chief Russ Harding said. f 

Seasonal workers are kept at min-
imal levels, parks officials said, even 
in summer, when park use is highest. 

Despite cuts, all state parks will 
remain open. There will be at least 
one park security officer at each 
park. 

"One thing we didn't want to do is 
close parks," Harding said. "If peo-
ple want to walk in or ski in to a 
state park that isn't maintained in 
the winter, the only thing to stop 
them is the amount of snow in some 
areas." 

Cuts will be phased-in throughout 
the winter Twenty-nine mostly top-
level jobs will be eliminated, with 
administrative duties being trans-
ferred to one of 36 "core" parks. 
Harding said. 

Maybury is on eight Mile Road, 
west of Beck Proud Lake Recre-
ation Area and Muskegon State Park 
are among the other lower peninsula 
parks that will receive full winter 
service. 
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Reps back move to keep 
drug money for schools

Many Republican lawmakers 
joined state House Democrats m 
asking Gov John Engler to back 
away from his effort to give $12 
million in federal aid to his drug 
czar. Bob Peterson, and take it 
away from the state Department 
of Education 

The House of Representatives 
Thursday gave 78-27 support to a 
resolution by Rep William Keith, 
D-Garden City, that "respectfully" 
asks Engler to halt the fight 

"They (Engler's staff) made a 
mistake," said Rep Susan Munsell, 
R-Howell. backing Keith s resolu-
tion 

Supporting it were Republicans 
Lyn Bankes of Livonia. Barbara 
Dobb of West Bloomfield. Georgi-
na Goss of Northville, Tom Mid-
dleton of Ortonville and Gordon 
Sparks of Troy, along with all area 
Democrats 

Opposed were Republicans Jan 
Dolan of Farmmgton Hills and 
John Jamian of Bloomfield Town-
ship. 

KEITH SAID Engler's executive 
order would "take federal drug-
free school money from the state 
Department of Education and give 
it to the drug czar 

"When Congress passed it in 
1986. it was heavily debated 
whether the money should go 
through governors or schools It's 
ironic that (Massachusetts' Demo-
cratic Gov Michael) Dukakis 
fought the hardest for the money 
to go the governors 

"Congress wanted it to go to the 

classrooms to teach children what 
would happen if they used drugs 
It's pointed out 18 specific times 
that 30 percent went to the gover-
nors and 70 percent to the state ed-
ucational agencies to distribute to 
local school districts. 

"The state has distributed it 
through the Michigan Model (for 
Comprehensive Health Education) 
Some 525 of 564 (public) school 
districts and 144 pnvate schools 
have chosen the Michigan Model 
for doing away with drug use." 
Keith said 

TO PETERSON'S charge that 
schools are misusing drug funds to 
teach kids to brush their teeth, 
Keith replied, "Youngsters should 
know that drug use leads to the de-
terioration of teeth and gums " 

Keith said Engler's compromise 
plan to set up a drug board with 
three members of the State Board 
of Education would "subordinate" 
the state board 

Arguing for Engler's position, 
Rep John Strand, R-Lapeer. said, 
"The drug czar is merely serving 
as an agent for the funds This is 
not a pro- or anti-Michigan Model 
vote They (schools) will get their 
share " 

Don Sweeney, director of the 
Michigan Model program in the 
Department of Education, said the 
health program was chosen as the 
vehicle for school anti-drug pro-
grams 

We have done an analysis, and 
74 percent of the material includ-
ed in health education is aimed at 
keeping kids from abusing drugs 
or alcohol." Sweeney said

Rocks fall short at Adrian 
Missed 
chance 
costly

Plymouth Salem's first playoff 
football game in 14 years ended with 
the Rocks confused, angry and dev-
astated Friday night. 

Losing the Class AA contest 24-19 
to host Adrian would have been 
enough disappointment, but a mis-
take in the final seconds cost Salem 
a possible victory and made it even 
harder to bear 

With time running out, the Rocks 
had the ball on the Adrian 2-yard 
line with fourth down coming up.

M a r y s Danish may be lauded for 
revealing a wide variety of musical 
styles on their release "•Circa." 
There are inflections of Jefferson 
Starship power psychedelia, B-52s 
jolly pop fuzz and the bare bones 
country yearnings procured by X 

Thea again, 17Vfc songs on one disc 
should reveal some variety. 

"When we went into the studio, we 
had 36 songs," said vocalist Jul ie 
Ritter. whose band performs Tues-
day. Nov. 12, at St. Andrew's Hall. 
'We sat around the table and voted 

on what songs should go on the al-
bum Certain songs Just ended up on 
the album naturally. We needed that 
many songs." 

Mary's Danish unabashedly wears 
their vast influences like a pollster 
dons candidate badges during an 
election year. To deny them would 
be inappropriate, band members fig-
ure. 

This can be their finest at tr ibute 
and Achilles heel at the same t ime 

Undoubtedly, not every cut on 
"Circa" will immediately appeal to 
the listener Some may find the ef-
fort too unfocused, getting the feel-
ing tEe band' Is trying to find the 
light switch in a darkened room dur-
ing its art-funk moments. 

But that would be nit picking and 
ignores the musical vision of this Los 
Angeles six-member outfit that con-
stantly explores and seeks better 
definitions than those already of-
fered. 

BAND FOUNDERS and vocalists 
Gretchen Seager and Ritter wri te 
confessional lyrics. At times, they 
chronicle the turbulence Mary 's 
Danish has endured in their four-
year history that has included legal 
hassles, a record deal gone awry and 
Seager leaving the band for a short 
period of t ime 

Seager's and Ritter 's songwriting 
and vocal styles may be compared 
and contrasted in self-revealing 
numbers such as "7-Deadly Sins" 
and "Cover Your Face." Both songs

are saturated with self-doubt and an-
ger 

Ritter's number, "Beat Me Up," 
focuses on the mental pounding one 
takes in a relationship gone bad 

"It could be a man speaking. It 
could be a woman speaking," said 
Ritter, who met Seager a t the Uni-
vers i ty of Ca l i fo rn i a -Berke l ey . 
"Anybody can take it to read and ap-
ply to their own life." 

The life of the band appears to be 
falling in order. Along with Seager 
and Ritter, Mary's Danish fea tures 
David King on guitar. Louis Gutier-
rez on guitar, Chris "Wag" Wagner 
of bass and James Bradley J r on 
drums 

Mary's Danish emerged in the L.A. 
alternative scene, mainly thanks to 
radio airplay of an eight-track demo 
"Don't Crash the Car Tonight" on 
KROQ-FM The song's popularity ne-

cessitated an album, making "There 
Goes the Wondertruck" (Chameleon) 
a somewhat hastily pressed debut 

THINGS QUICKLY grew difficult 
Nerves became frayed a f te r ensuing 
tours proved fruitless. In-band bick-
ering led Seager to leave Mary's 
Danish only to return at her own 
will 

"I was torn, too," Rit ter said. "She 
didn't really want to leave the band 
She was frustrated and I felt frus-
trated for her I could speak to her 
as a friend or on a business level." 

Also, Mary's Danish recorded 
"Circa" last year but Chameleon 

didn't have a distribution deal The 
album's release waited until Morgan 
Creek stepped in. In the meant ime, 
the band did release a live EP, "Ex-
perience " 

All of the past turmoil has made

to carry on. "Circa" has reaped criti-
cal acclaim and publicity, partly due 
to Seager's scathing tr ibute to the 
Guns N' Roses lead singer in "Axl 
Rose Is Love." 

If anything, the outfit has found 
strength in the diversity that nearly 
tore them apart The only thing that 
could destroy Mary's Danish now 
would be uniformity. 

"I think if one person had com-
plete control it wouldn't be Mary's 
Danish If it were my band, it would 
sound different. If it was Gretchen's 
band, it would sound different." 
Ritter said "There's a good system 
of checks and balances in this band "

Like any good detective thriller, 

"Homicide" is as much about the 
hero's battle with himself as it is 
about the fight against bad guys 
Written and directed by David 
Mamet. this highly intelligent 
thriller has opened wide a f te r a suc-
cessful exclusive run at Bloomfield's 
Maple Theatre 

Joe Mantegna plays Joe Gold, an 
inner city police officer with a long 
list of citations On the way to a t>ig 
case, he stumbles upon the routine 
murder of a candy store owner, an 
elderly Jewish woman First on the 
scene, he is forced to "babysit" the 
case, even though his interests lie 
elsewhere 

Th« victim's family immediately 
senses his disinterest Feeling guilty. 
&jld swears he will find the killer 
As he probes deeper and deeper into 
the possible motivations behind her 
mufder, ^ie must face his obligation 
to both tile Jewish and law enforce-
ment <*>mhi unities. 

"Homidde" .i£ the third feature 
f rom Mamet and it may be his best 
The talented playwright turned film 
director has a unique way of turning 
old movie cliches into something in-
credibly fresh 

THE FRUSTRATIONS of police 
bureaucracy, even the standard 
suspense gimmicks that are the stuff 
of every TV cop show become emo-
tionally charged again. 

That's because Mamet serves up 
such complex characters For 20 
years. Gold has experienced anti-
Semitism on the force His feelings 
of> inadequacy have made him the 
boldest, gutsiest cop around, "always 
the first one through the door" in an 
intense situation 

Throughout the course of the film, 
which is set just over two days. Gold 
gets no sleep He investigates the 
murder scene shortly before dawn 
and discovers clues, including an 
empty machine gun case in the can-
dy store basement It becomes ap-
parent that the old lady ran f i rearms

to Israel in the 1940s 
More clues lead to an organized 

band of modern Jews who batt le the 
neo-Nazi literature that has resur-
faced on American streets Stirred 
by emotions of loyalty he didn't 
know he had. Gold gets into the 
group over his head 

Here, the movie, which has been 
pretty realistic up to this point, 
starts to wear a little thin. Too much 

happens in too short a t ime as he vol-
unteers to break into a hobby store 
and sniff out the printing press that 
creates the offensive leaflets 

AGAIN THE scene is incredibly 
well-filmed Backed by shelves of 
antique trains, he pauses by small 
figures of policeman before entering 
the storeroom Among the stock of 
old Lionel train boxes (what better 

symbol of American innocence) he 
finds a stash of Nazi uniforms and 
flags 

As in Mamet 's debut feature. 
"House of Games." the dialogue in 
"Homicide" is intentionally stilted 
Before breaking into the abandoned 
apartment where a cop killer may 
be hiding. Mantegna s partner com 
ments calmly on how brazen Gold 
is Something makes it work 

Much of that something is Joe 
Mantegna Mamet s collaborator and 
star of choice is well-trained tn the 
director's way of approaching a 
scene Mantegna is a no-nonsense ac-
tor with perfect umimg who knows 
how to establish your confidence and 
trust even when the plot turns topsy-
turvy

before the police arrive and separa te 
the combatants 

That's the kind of neighborhood 
where the characters in Last Exit 
to Brooklyn ' live It's a place of 
abandoned buildings and debris 
filled streets, where the young men 
run in packs, rolling johns or per-
forming other criminal odd jobs for 
a living 

The main source of legitimate em-
ployment in the neighborhood is a 
factory where the workers have 
been on strike for six months A 
rather drawn looking Stephen Lang 
plays union steward who is running 
the local strike office While the 
strike is becoming increasing vola-
tile, he seems to be more interested 
in bragging about his union expense 

account and treating the local guys 
to beers in the union office. 

You get the feeling right away 
that the union organizer is heading 
for trouble on the job His personal 
life looks even worse with a tense 
and uisinterested relationship with 
his wife and infant child It becomes 
pretty clear that this is a man with 
homosexual tendencies who has 
dealt with those feelings in a way-
thai was socially acceptable in 1952 

Tralala. the woman involved m

Last Exit to Brooklyn" provides 
just a slice about the lives of their 
self-destructive and often violent 
characters , requiring the viewer to

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Preserve 
bounty 
for winter 

With the official word coming 
down from the Department of 
Natural Resources, this hunting 
season might go down as the best 
on record And if Mother Nature 
holds up her end. this year should 
find a majori ty of hunters with 
freezers loaded up for the 
projected, long, hard winter. 

So what if you are really lucky 
in the field"' Let's face it, there 
are only so many ways to 
properly preserve and store 
hunting bounty properly Here 
are some suggestions that will 
ensure a safe, efficient method of 
preservation. 

RIGHT O F F the bat. check the 
condition of the freezer. Every 
type of refr igerator or freezer 
has a warm air outlet which must 
be kept clear If the f reezer is too 
close to a wall, for example, the 
warm air outlet may be blocked 
This will cause overheating and 
long, laborious operation of the 
cooling unit, giving you 
unnecessarily high electricity 
bills. Also, make sure the freezer 
is out of the direct path of a heat 
source, such as a warm air 
register or sunlight. 

airtight A good test is to close it 
on a piece of paper If the paper 
comes out easily with a light pull, 
cold air is leaking out, and the 
door gasket should be replaced or 
the door latch readjusted. 

The biggest mistake owners of 
manual defrost freezers make is 
to allow too much ice build-up to 
occur Frost and ice cut cooling 
power, never allow more than V« 
inch ice or frost to form inside 
the unit. 

We all know the importance of 
keeping the condenser coils f ree 
and clear of dust and dirt. 
Seasonal vacuuming solves this 
problem. 

Even though my home 
economics teacher will never 
agree, I must, in all honesty say 
that the longer the wild game is 
aged before using, the better it 
will taste. Venison can hang for 
10 to IS days if a tempera ture of 
34-40 degrees is properly 
maintained. Game birds can also 
benefit from aging, improving 
what is normally a gamey taste. 
Aging allows the natural enzymes 
an opportunity to tenderize the 
meat Avid hunters have 
refrigerators used solely for this 
purpose. 

ANOTHER POPULAR method 
for preserving wild game is the 
smoker. Fish, fowl and just about 
any wild game can also be 
smoked, not simply for the 
addition of a new flavor, but also 
for extended storage Any avid 
large game hunter will have 
access to an old refr igerator with 
the motor and condensor 
removed, a f ire box inserted 
underneath and a few 
strategically placed holes for a 
do-it-yourself smoker A few hot 
coals and some dried hardwood 
like applewood or hickory and the 
old racks inside the fridge never 
worked so well 

Venison or duck sausage, coho 
salmon and even trout are easily 
smoked If you don't have access 
to an old refr igerator unit, 
regular smokers can be easily 
purchased at any fireplace shop 
or outdoors store 

Jerky is a chewable treat 
treasured by many hunters Thin 
strip* of any wild game are 
marinated in a brine solution for 
several hours and then dried and 
or smoked 

When it comes to wrapping 
your game for the freezer, 
remember that air is what you 
don't want. Freezer wraps. 
plastic freezer bags and burpable 
airtight containers such as 
Tupperware work best 

Be sure to label your packages 
as to the type of eat, cut, weight 
and the date Venison and game 
birds can be kept § 1 2 months 
frozen 

Duck and turkey should be kept 
no ton«er than six months and 
most fish, especially fat ty fish 
are beat eaten within two months 
of freezing

Tracking down 
cooking methods 
for hunter's feast

TRYING TO track down wild game hunters to inter-
view for a cooking story this t ime of year is like 
finding primd^rib on sale at the supermarket ; it's 
virtually unheard of. 

From September through April scads of wild game hunt-
ers venture throughout Southeastern Michigan and into the 
great north woods in search of anything that walks, crawls, 
flies, jumps, swims or even hangs from trees all the while 
toting enough f i repower to fuel restaurant stoves for days 
on end 

There's little a rgument that most of the hunters a re in 
search of deer, with a growing loyalty to duck, pheasant 
and wild turkey, but while researching this story, yours 
truly stumbled across hunters who actually search out por-
cupines. opossums, raccoon and even muskrat Worse yet, 
they eat them. 

Anyone in Metropolitan Detroit who's into food knows 
that the area 's premier authority on wild g a m e is the 
venerable Chef Milos Chielka of the Golden Mushroom 
Restaurant in Southfield. Chef Milos has long been an avid 
wild game hunter who is as comfortable in the deep woods 
as he is in a $200,000 stainless steel kitchen. When not 
stalking deer. Chef Milos can be found hunting other wild 
game favorites: par t r idge, woodcock, duck and grouse 

What I thought would be a "quickie" five minute inter-
view between lunch and dinner at the Golden Mushroom 
turned into a 45-minute discussion on the joys of wild game 
hunting, and what a -little braising, roasting, wine, stock 
and vegetables can do to a breast of partr idge or a leg of 
venison 

One of the many points of information derived f r o m our 
discussion was Chef Milos' insistence that for wild g a m e to 

be good in your kitchen, it must be aged and mellowed 
"Deer should be properly field gutted and then allowed 

to hang in a cold location for up to three weeks for opti-
mum flavor" claims the notable chef As a matter of fact , 
I have two ducks mellowing in a paper bag in the meat 
keeper of my home refr igerator , and a six-pomter hanging 
in the garage at this very moment" he continued, "just 
waiting to be cleaned and sprinkled with the game spices' 
and then roasted to perfection." 

For the unknowing. Chef Milos' "game spices' include a 
mixture of allspice, bayleaf and thyme. 

While not even considering the option of telling this writ-
er where he was so lucky to hunt. Chef Milos was very-
generous in his offering of cooking procedures for optimum 
wild game taste and flavor 

"Since wild game is essentially wild, there is little fa t , " 
said Milos "Tougher cuts of venison like the rump and 
roast benefit f rom a moist heat cooking procedure requir-
ing the braising of the meat and the addition of either wine 
or stock with some vegetables and a slow roast for several 
hours." 

"Whole g a m e birds can be roasted, but are best cut up 
again with the legs and wings braised at a long, slow roast 
and the breast portions wrapped and tied with pork fat and 
being roasted at a high tempera ture (450 degrees; for as 
little as 20 minutes or so." 

Unfortunately, there are some of us who are not quite as 
talented in the kitchen as Chef Milos and turn the cooking 
of wild game over to their spouses only af ter the initial 
processing is completed 

For the spouses of great northern hunters who are sad-
dled with the task of cooking up 125 pounds of venison or a 
dozen ducks, cooking techniques and recipes are too few 
and far between I spoke with the wives of some area hunt-
ers They echoed virtually the same culinary thoughts "It 's 

not what you do to the wild game, it's what you do with it 
that counts." 

One takes some of the toughest cuts from the hind quar-
ter and sends it to her favori te butcher who. with the addi-
tion of some fat and spices, turns otherwise tough venison 
into lovely sausage that can be broiled, baked, casseroled, 
sandwiched and microwaved 

Another, a devoted fan of Chef Milos and the Golden 
Mushroom, prefers to use the old standby clay cooker 
(Romertopf) for a slow, moist cook with potatoes, onions, 
turnips and rutabagas "I make everything from roasts to 
barbecued venison in the clay cooker, most of the t ime with 
a splash of cheap red wine and a little Lowry's Seasoning 
Salt" was her proud response 

For the uninitiated wild game cook, there is plenty of 
information available at the local library and through your 
local county extension service One of the best sources for 
wild game recipes, however, is a book entitled Wildlife 
Chef," published by the Michigan United Conservation 
Clubs. Box 30235, Lansing, Michigan 48909 Another excel-
lent source is "Jack Ubaldi's Meat Book by Jack L'baldi 
and Elizabeth Crossman, copyright. 1987 by MacMillan 
Publishers Last, but certainly not least. Chef Milos has put 
his many years of culinary expertise with wild game on 
paper just for Observer Eccentr ic readers This packet 
contains information on ca re of animals and small game 
a f t e r the hunt, dressing and great recipes from Chef Milos 
himself To receive this valuable information from one of 
the area 's most notable chefs, please enclose a self-ad-
dressed and stamped business sized envelope to Metro Me-
dia Assoc Inc..

Field dressing your deer 

How to preserve taste, quality of venison 
Lyme disease . . n~w<s t n a nttla »ima land for 20 vears "If vou hansr a a few dav-s vrviril 

Let's face it, field dressing your 
deer is the least favori te aspect of 
the hunt But it can also be the most 
important part of the hunt in terms 
of the taste and quality of the veni-
son If you do a half hearted job and 
"leave the rest for the processor", 
you will undoubtedly tarnish and or 
loose a bundle of meat 

Once the animal is dead and the 
proper license attached, the first 
thing to do is field-dress the carcass 
If you've never performed the task, 
get someone who has to show you the 
proper technique If you just go in 
hacking away you'll likely do more 
damage than good There are also vi-
deo's out on the market that take a 
hunter through the ent i re process 
step by step 

It 's wise to throw a pair of rubber 
or plastic gloves in with your hunt 
mg gear so you have something to 
wear while you dress the animal 
The gloves not only make cleaning 
up a little easier, but they a re also a 
good precautionary measure to pro-
tect yourself against contacting 

Lyme disease 
Lyme disease is transmitted to the 

human blood s t r eam through the bite 
of a deer tick It is not known if the 
disease can be t ransmit ted through 
contact with deer blood alone, but 
it's belter to be sa fe now than sorry 
later 

THE BIGGEST THING to remem-
ber is to get everything out of the 
carcass 

"A lot of people don't completely 
field-dress their deer ," said Susan 
Reed, of Reed's Deer Processing in 
Rochester "They don't get every 
thing out and that ' s what you have to 
do Sometimes people don't split the 
pelvic bone and remove the bladder 
and that 's something you should do 
right from the get go " 

Hunters often hang their deer for 
too long Many people believe a deer 
should hang for a several days so the 
blood will drain and the meat won't 
taste wild 

"It 's good to hang the deer for a 
little while to let the blood run out, 
but not for two or three days," said 
Jack Smith, who has been processing 
deer at the Regal Market In West 

It pays to take a little time 
and patience when you 
dress and transport your 
deer so your venison will 
be top quality when it 
finally gets to the table.

land for 20 years "If you hang a 
deer in warm weather it will spoil, 
and if you hang it in cold weather it 
will f reeze Most of the blood will 
drain out in about a half-hour After 
that, hanging the meat really doesn't 
do anything to it 

You don't have any control over 
the temperature , either," added 
Smith "It may drop down to 32-de-
grees at night then jump up to 60-
degrees during the day That's not 
good for the m e a t " 

IF YOU C A N T get your deer to a 
processor for a day or two, hunters 
should be sure to keep the carcass of 
the animal cool and free from flys 
Leave the hide on and hang the ani-
mal in a cool, shady area If you 
have one. cover the carcass with a 
game bag, and keep it out of the sun 

"If the temperature gets up to 40-
degrees. I'd say that's a marginal 
temperature ." said Rick French, the 
new owner of Antlers and Anchors 
(formerly the American Fishing Cen-
ter) in Pontiac French is a l a n d e r 
mist and will also be processing ven-
ison this fall "If it stays below 40 for 

a few days you II probably be OK, 
but if it gets up around 50 you d bet 
ter get it in to a processor 

"If it's warm, you should pack the 
carcass with ice and get it to a cool 
area as soon as possible." added 
French "It probably won't go bad, 
but it will have a stronger taste " 

Don Francis, of Butcher Boy Food 
Products in Warren, suggests hunt-
ers should be aware of how they 
transport their game to ensure top 
quality in their meat 

Probably 50 percent of the peo-
ple that bring deer in don't know 
how to load it." Francis said "if you 
s trap a deer to your hood the heat 
f rom the engine will taint the meat 
on the bottom side of the deer Other 
people strap the deer down with the 
body cavity facing the front of the 
car When they drive down the road 
they get dirt and bugs all through the 
inside of the carcass The best way 
to load a deer is on the hack of a car 
with the open part facing back " 

It pays to take a little Urae and 
patience when you dress and trans-
port your deer so your venison will 
be top qullity when it finally gets to 
the table

• Take care not to overcook 
venison It has short f ibers that 
toughen easily. Venison is best me-
dium to medium-well done and 
should never be served r a re or well 
done 

• Venison should be served hot 
as deer f a t congeals when it cools. 
Use leftovers in stews or hash. 

• If the ride home is long and 
somewhat warm, and your hanging 
game begins to get a "st icky" f i lm 
inside, wash with a clean cloth 
soaked in vinegar. 

• Beaver is dark , tender and 
tastes like roast pork 

• Muskrat tas tes like turkey 
and is best when "corned." 

Porcupines a re vegetar ians and 
will taste like the t rees they eat 
(usually pine or aspen) Best par-
boiled.

It's better in Bahamas with natives

The photograph shows Annis and E m m a on the 
beach in Eleuthera, Bahamas, but it only tells 
part of the story of my day with the People-to-
People Program in the village of Savannah 

Sound. ' 
It doesn't show the children in their white dresses 

waiting for me at the African Methodist Episcopal 
(AME) Church, the crawfish served in the small blue 
painted house or the moment when I was introduced to 
the oldest woman in town. 

I was the first traveler hosted by the people of Savan-
nah Sound, but more than 1,400 Bahamians have hosted 
visitors for a day or an evening since the People-to-
People program started 12 years ago in Nassau and 
Grand Bahama Island. It has only recently spread to the 
family islands, as the other Bahamian islands are 
called. 

A single road, which locals call The Street, runs the 
110-mile length of the family island of Eleuthera; the 
island is less than one mile wide so the road gives alter-
nating views of the Atlantic Ocean on one side and the 
Caribbean Sea on the other The people of Savannah 
Sound live on both beaches 

My hosts Annis Bullard and Empaa Sands picked me 
up in Governor's Harbor, in the center of the island, in 
time for the morning service at the Bethel AME Church 
The last Sunday of every month is Youth Day, so a clus-
ter of young people with scrubbed black faces waited 
outside the church door: young girls with beaded hair 
and white frilly dresses, older girls in green, boys in 
white Sunday shirts. 

About 30 parishioners rose in the small church when 
the youth came clapping and singing up the red carpet-
ed aisle to the raised platform that held the al tar and 
the choir loft. They rocked from side to side singing "He 
has done great things for me!" 

E m m a ' s daughter Mary started the service, although 
three dignitaries sat behind the al tar : the Rev Daniel 
Scott, presiding elder f rom Nassau; Commissioner Har-
rison Thompson, chief government off icer of central 
Eleuthera; and the Rev Alexander Bethel 

You don't need an organ when senior choirmaster 
Vernal Gibson is in church. When Mary announced the 
hymn, Vernal's voice rose f rom the pew behind me "I 
am so glad that our father in heaven . . " Annis and 
E m m a picked it up in resounding voices and the rest 
followed 

I turned my head and saw several tiny children in 
pink Sunday dresses asleep on the second pew or watch-
ing the service while the fans blew the wildflowers piled 
in front of the altar . 

"Hymn 461." Vernal's voice began. The congregation 
rose and moved, singing, from one pew to another, shak-
ing hands and hugging in the spirit of the Lord

After lunch we drove past the houses in the Winderm-
ere Club where the British royal family s tays in Eleu-
thera E m m a and Annis told stories about Prince 
Charles and Princess Di. They had the same pride in 
their voices when they stopped beside the road to intro-
duce me to Lillian Culmer, the oldest lady in Savannah 
Sound. 

Is People-to-People always like this'' I have heard 
stories about families sharing dinner in Nassau and 
other stories about guests who sat alone while their 
hosts cooked behind closed doors in the kitchen I highly 
recommend that you try it, however. It is a great way to 
experience the world.
