Canton Township is looking for state money to place a 
police officer at a low-income bousing complex that 
has been the scene of some minor gang-related prob-
lems.

The Canton Public Safety Depart-
ment is applying for a state grant to 
provide a liaison officer at the low-
income Canton Commons Apart-
ments. 

"There is a real push for communi-

ty-baaed policing." said Public Safety 
Director John Santomauro. "If the 
grant money isn't available, this is a 
concept we want to incorporate into 
our policing philosophy." 

The community policing philoso-
phy involves a liaison officer respon-
sible for coordinating a variety of pro-

grams designed to reduce crime, the 
fear of crime and to improve quality 
of life for residents. 

The proposed program would in-
volve police. Canton Commons man-
agement, Field Elementary School 
staff, social service and job training 
agencies and area businesses, Santo-
mauro said. 

"Last year, we were having a re-
peated problem out at Canton Com-
mons with gang-related activities and 
gang wannabees," Santomauro said. 
In 1993, police received '>'9 calls for 
service from the apartn i t complex 
on Haggerty Road. 

The department responded to prob-
lems at the apartment complex with 
creation of a task force, which in-
volves the school district, parks and 
recreation, apartment management 
and police. Another task force in-
volves surrounding police depart-
ments and the schools, which share 
information about gang-related activ-
ities. 

The request is for a grant through 
the Michigan Office of Drug Control 
Policy for what is called a community 
reclamation program. The request is

Canton sculptor gets hands on project

To sculptor Joe DeLauro, tech-
nique is one thing. But his work be-
gins in the soul. 

"What I am trying to say I express 
h o e with the form," said the Can-
ton resident, as he showed his clay 
sketch of renowned dancer Martha 
Graham.

"All the sketching is done here in 
clay,** said DeLauro, who retired as 
the dean and creator of the Univer-
sity of Windsor's fine arts depart-
ment in 1973. 

DeLauro works in bronze, con-
crete, wood and marble. Caboto will 
be completed in bronxe. DeLauro's 
sculptures begin with clay. Once he 
decides how he wants to express the 
idea or in this case, Caboto, he cre-
ates tK«» armature — wiring — to 
strengthen the sculpture. Clay is the 
next step. 

Caboto does not begin at 9 feet 
tall.

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Ducks and geese 
are free to feed

Lured by food from folks who 
flock to visit them, the geese and 
duck population has surged on 
the west end of Newburgh Lake in 
Hines Park. 

Birds tha t normally migrate as 
far Bouth as Tennessee have cho-
sen to make this section of the 
lake near the limit of Plymouth 
Township their year-round home. 

But the glut of birds isn't caus-
ing any particular problems, say 
authorities. 

A county sher i f f s department 
corporal, who declined to be 
named, said sher i f fs deputies' 
only concern is that geese and 
other birds slow up traffic when 
they waddle across Hines Drive in 
search of food. 

And of people who stop, "We 
don't mind them feeding birds as 
long as they don't litter up the 
j o in t . " BAIH 

The corporal gestured toward 
plastic bags strewn about the 
area, containers that once held 
bread or other feed left for the 
birds. 

While he was observing the 
scene from a blue and gold sher-

i f f s department patrol pickup 
truck, a woman and her two young 
children pulled alongside the road 
in their van, carrying loaves of 
bread to feed the birds. 

When the sheriffs department 
corporal asks to talk to her, Sally 
Aninos of Plymouth says, "I know 
you weren't supposed to feed 
them in Livonia." 

"You can feed them there," the 
corporal responds, adding that 
this section of Newburgh Lake is 
in Plymouth Township — and 
you can feed them here too. 

He asks her not to leave the 
plastic wrappers holding the 
bread. "We always take them," 
she said. 

Aninos said she and daughter 
Nicole, 6, and son Paul, 2, started 
feeding the birds last fall. "We 
usually feed them five days a 
week before she goes to school," 
Aninos said. 

Even before unwrapping the 
bread, dozens of geese and ducks 
begin approaching them in antici-
pation of food. 

"Once in a while, the kids get 
their fingers nipped," Aninos 
said. On this morning, the birds 
don't get that close, as they wait a

few feet away before spearing 
pieces of bread tossed on the 
muddy ground. 

"See the one with the broken 
wing? We always have to make 
sure we get him something be-
cause she's always worried about 
him," Aninos said. 

Tim Payne, district wildlife 
biologist for the state Department 
of Na tu ra l Resources, sa id , 
"We're very strongly against feed-

i n g Canada geese or ducks for 
that matter. 

"We discourage that because 
usually they're not getting a good 
diet," he said. 

Canada geese naturally graze-
on grass in the summer and eat 
corn and other grains in the win-

ter — and wetland vegetation 
year-round. They're even known 
to eat apples, Payne said. 

The DNR does relocate young 
birds when enough lakefront own-
ers ask. But Payne said the coun-
ty government has not asked the 
DNR to look into the rising geese 
and duck population in Hines 
Park. 

Payne said geese and ducks 
have enough insulation to survive 
a severe cold snap like the one in 
January, adding they need open 
water and food. 

He suggested that people who 
have in effect made pets out of the 
birds by feeding them in summer 
should continue to feed them in 
winter.

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Money talks 
School board schedules budget discussion

Associate superintendent for 
business Ray Hoedel suggested 
that the board wait until after 
voters cast ballots next month. 
The March 15 special election 
will determine whether an in-
crease in sales tax will fund 
schools. 

Hoedel recommended that the 
workshop be delayed until March 
26, when more in-district budget-
ary informatijn will be available 
and Lansing will have passed 
more enabling legislation on 
school finance. 

School board president Roland 
Thomas said that if the board 
wants to allow time for public in-

put, the workshop shouldn't be 
delayed. The super in tenden t 
search is going to require a large 
time commitment for the board in 
the upcoming months. 

"The only thing controlled by 
the people of Michigan will be the 
ballot proposal. The Legislature 
can continue to tinker with every; 
part of that until October," 
Thomas said. 

The board agreed to discuss cri-
teria for cuts rather than priori-
tize cuts at Saturday's session. 

Hoedel said indications are 
that funding methods for voca-
tional education and at-risk stu-
dents will change. "Voc ed is 
going to be removed from the rev-
enue picture, and at-risk students 
will be another problem for us, 
he said. 

No longer will the district be 
able to place the $33 in state reve-
nue for each at-risk student in the 
general fund. "They will tell u* 
how to spend that money, 
Hoedel said of the state. 

Concerns were raised about 

prematurely alarming the public 
about proposed cuts. • 

Board member Susan Feiten 
said, "There's a very fine line be-
tween concern about creating anx-
iety and involving the public. I 
have concerns about doing this 
too early." 

Trustee Les Walker said that 
while sometimes the board in-
tends things as pure discussion, 
"unfortunately when we talk 
about them early in the process, it 
goes out as firm positions." 

"This is a process; nothing will 
be set in cement," said Thomas. 
"We need to review the process 
earlier and involve the public 
more completely." 

Superintendent John Hoben 
told the board "the straw dog 
you'll receive assumes we are 
opening two new elementary-
schools and maintaining the same 
staff ratios." 

Hoben said he pursued a par-
ent's suggestion to see whether 
Livonia Public Schools would 

consider leasing Lowell Middle 
School for a lesser amount. 

The suggestion was raised after 
the board discussed the possibili-
ty of leaving Lowell, transferring 
students to the four existing mid-
dle schools, and closing Gallimore 
Elementary to save money. 

Livonia responded that on an 
extended lease of five to seven 
years, Livonia would reduce the 
lease price by $25,000. 

"We will have to address the 
funding issue for middle school 
over the next three to four years," 
said Hoben. A bond issue "seemB 
to be the best option we have at 
this point." 

A more pressing concern, said 
Hoben, is capacity at Plymouth-
Canton Educational Park. "Ca-
pacity is 4,200 and we have 4,400 
students at the park" with enroll-
ment projected to hit 4,800 in the 
next few years. 

The budget workshop will be at 
the E.J. McClendon Educational 
Center, 454 S. Harvey in down-
town Plymouth.

A Canton woman wants to 
know why cats and dogs are al-
lowed as pets in some apart-
ments but pet pigs aren't. 

"The first thing people think 
is — barnyard. A big, dirty 
barnyard. And that 's not true. 
These pigs are easier to train 
than a dog or cat," said the 
woman, who asked not to be 
identified for fear of eviction. 

The woman and her family 
have a new Vietnamese pot-
bellied pig, weighing in at a lit-
tle more than four pounds and 
sporting a pinkish body and 
black hair. She's checked 
around at apartments, includ-
ing her own. and the answer is 
no. she is not allowed to have a 
P'g-

But the woman wants to see 
that changed, especially when 
communities, such as Canton 
Tow nship, view the non - farm 
pig as pets. 

• Pot-bellied pigs have be-
come fashionable lately, said 
Miles Davis, township inspec-
tor. "They are considered a do-
mestic animal. I just don t see 
anything (in township ordi-
nances) that would prohibit 
them."— 

That really doesn't matter to 
most apartment owners and 
managers. They don t want 
pigs in their apartments. "1 
don't have to let them in my 
building," said David Sparrow 
of Management Corp. of Mich 
igan. as well as the vice presi-
dent of the Apartment Associa-
tion of Michigan. 

By far. Sparrow said, cats are 

more prevalent and more ac-
cepted in apartments. While 
some apartments allow dogs, 
size restrictions apply. "Gener-
ally dogs are more difficult. 
They bark and there's no place 
for them to run," Sparrow said. 

The Canton woman, howev-
er, sees her pet pig, named 
Curley QP Quincy, about 12 
weeks old, as more similar to a 
cat than a dog. Consequently, 
she reasons, the pig should be 
acceptable in an apartment . 

Like a cat, Curley uses kitty 
litter. Unlike many cats, she's 
affectionate and loves to be 
handled. "And she doesn't 
stink like a dog or cat. She 

-xioesn't chew." the woman said. 
Curley eats food prepared 

specifically for pot-bellied pigs. 
She can eat fruits and vegeta-
bles. but no meat, salt or choc-
olate. "Depending on the mood 
she's in. she can give out some 
really good noises. She defi-
nitely has different moods." 
the woman said. 

Like other domestic pets, 
pot-bellied pigs are given the 
necessary vaccinations, they 
have their hooves clipped and 
can be trained. 

Pot-bellied pigs are generally 
short, reaching only about 15 
inches at the shoulder, but 
they can weigh up to 50-60 
pounds, said Elizabeth Dun-
can. a pot-bellied pig breeder 
in New Boston. 

"I've sold these animals to a 
lot of people in apartments and 
condominiums," Duncan said. 
"They are very quiet. They are 
a lot easier to house train than 
a dog. And they don't j ump up 
on a table like a dog."

"Bjonze will last longer than 
marble in this type of weather and 
pollution," DeLauro said. Marble 
is Bofter and will deteriorate with 
pollution and blustery weather. 

When DeLauro completes ihe 
one-third scale, his work will go to 
a foundry where a mold will be 
made from the clay sculpture. 
Wax is then used in the mold. 

"Where the wax used to be, 
bronze — a compound of copper, 
zinc and lead — is poured in. It's 
called the lost wax process," De-
Lauro said. 

It's still not the end of the pro-
cess. When DeLauro receives the 
9-foot-tall sculpture, he finishes 
the detail. 

"I have already done so much 
work in Canada," DeLauro said. 
In fact, there's a pretty good 
chance most people have seen the 
sculptor's work. At Hiram Walker 
& Sons distillery in Windsor, it is 
DeLauro's 11-foot-tall bronze 
sculpture — "Creation According 
to the Myth of the Iroquois and

concerns about quality construc-
tion and township inspections, as 
well as the then-proposed manda-
tory pre-sale house inspections, 
surfaced. 

But the survey given to Brook-
side residents did not question 
them about the quality of their 
home construction or satisfaction 
with inspections.

Six residents 
gave Canton a fair rating and two 
gave it a poor rating, according to 
survey results.

County residency requirement sought 
B Y R A L P H R . E C H T I N A W

A Wayne County commissioner 
wants to force almost all the em-
ployees of the county government 
to live in Wayne County. 

Currently, of 5,137 county em 
ployees (not including court em-
ployees), 439 live outside Wayne 
County. 

Commissioner Bernard Parker. 
D-Detroit, has introduced an or-
dinance that says, "Each person 
who is hereafter hired to a posi-
tion as an employee of the county 
of Wayne shall maintain their 
principal residency within Wayne 
County. The chief executive offi-
cer shall place the highest priority 
upon implementing this policy 
when bargaining with each 
(union) of Wayne County employ -

Furthermore. Parker's ordi... 
nance gives the commission and 
Wayne County Executive Edward 
McNamara an option to waive the 
residency requirement "in those 
cases where particular skills are 
required which are not possessed 
by a county resident." 

The commission has scheduled 
a public hearing on the ordinance 
for its next meeting. 10 a.m. 
Thursday, March 3, at 600 Ran-
dolph in Detroit. Interested peo-
ple may comment on the proposed 
ordinance at that time. Commis-
sioners can adopt the ordinance 
after the public hearing. 

C o m m i s s i o n e r T h a d d e u s 
McCotter. R-Livonia. who also 
represents Plymouth and Plym-
outh Township, opposes the ordi-
nance. but thinks it will be ap-
proved. "This is all just gut-level 

policy making at its worst." he 
said. 

It would be nice if county em-
ployees all wanted to live in 
Wayne Coun ty , bu t they 
shouldn't be forced to do so, 
McCotter said. 

Commissioner Bryan Amann, 
D-Wayne, who also represents 
Canton Township, opposes the 
ordinance, too. "We need to have 
the freedom to get the best and 
brightest (employees)," he said. 
"From the taxpayers' perspective, 
you want to get the best, most 
qualified people you can." 

Commissioner Kay Beard, D-
Westland, who also represents 
Garden City, voted for the ordi-
nance in committee. 

C o m m i s s i o n e r Miche l le 
Plawecki. D-Dearborn Heights, 
who also represents Redford 

Township and part of Livonia, 
oppose if the ordinance She fears 
that neighboring counties might 
also adopt residency require 
ments, making it more difficult 
for Wayne County residents to 
find work. 

Howard Rubenstein, president 
of the American Federation of 
State, County and Municipal Em 
ployees, Local 101, said the 
union's position is that a residen-
cy requirement, if implemented, 
should apply to all employees. 

"One of the things unions want 
to be about is fairness." he said. 
Other than that, the union 
doesn't support or oppose Par-
ker's ordinance, Rubenstein said. 

Parker could not be reached for 
comment.

Homeowners object to SS number request

Homeowners who object to giv-
ing the local assessor their Social 

"Security numbers may have to 
prove by other means that they're 
eligible for the lower school prop-
erty tax rate this year. 

Citing fears of "Big Brother, 
some homeowners are refusing to 
give their Social Security num-
bers when they send city or town 
ship hall the affidavit entitling 
them to a six- or 12-mill tax rate 
on their domiciles. 

Without some proof, they may 
have to pay 24 mills. 

"The Michigan Department of 
Treasury has the legal authority 

for tax purposes," according to 
the state treasurer's Feb. 10 advi-
sory memo. 

"Federal law prohibits the state 
or local governments from releas-
ing a Social Security number to 
unauthorized persons. Local gov-
ernments may not use Social Se-
curity numbers for any purpose 
other than to administer the 

homestead exemption." 
Maximum penalty for improp-

erly disclosing a Social Security 
number five years in prison and a 
fine of $6,OQO. 

Will you receive the homestead 
exemption if you fail or refuse to 
enter your Social Security num-
ber? 

Treasury's answer "The De-
partment of Treasury may ask for 
further verification of your home-
stead exemption claim." It does 
not say what "further verifica-
tion" might be. 

All property will be taxed at 24 
mills for school operations except 
your principal homestead. If Pro 
posal A, a constitutional amend 
mfnr is approyed March 15 by 
voters, the rate will be six mills; if 
it's rejected. 12 mills. 

Deputy treasurer Madhu An 
derson said the state requests the 
number to "preclude any person 
from having or claiming more 
than one principal residence at 
any time.

On my deed, there are 
myself and my wife. But my 
wi fe ' s name is on her 
mother 's deed. 

A. Only co-owners who occu-
py the home as their principal 
residence must sign the affida-
vit. the state Treasury Depart 
inent says. Family members 
who are co-owners but don t 
live there should not sigir 

Be careful if you own a house 
and are listed on a parent's 

house as co-owner. Sign an af-
fidavit only for the house you 
occupy. You are entitled only 
to one homestead tax break. 

Q. My children are owners 
of my home, but I hold a life 
estate. May I claim the ex-
emption? 

"Yes. Fill out the affidavit 
using your name, address, So-
cial Security number and sig-
nature. Your Children should 
not sign the affidavit," Treas-
ury says. 

Q. We live in a mobile 
home in a trailer park in 
South Lyon. Do we get any 
break? 

A. You may claim an exemp-
tion on your garage and shed if 
they're taxable But mobile 
homes in a licensed park are 
taxed under a different law, not 
the homestead property tax.

Museum's new exhibit tells story of putting world on wheels

When the open road beckoned, 
America responded. 

The car and its influence on 
American life are the focus of a 
new exhibit, " T h e American 
Road," at the Plymouth Histori-
cal Museum. The exhibit, which 
will continue through June 5, is 
designed not only to showcase 
certain cars but also to reveal how 
the auto influenced life in 20th 
century America. 

"Since this is Ford country, we 
ended up with a lot of Ford Btuff," 
said Beth Stewart, director of the 
museum at 155 S. Main in down-
town Plymouth. April 30 will be 
the 30th anniversary of the intro-
duction of the Ford Mustang, and 
Mustangs from various years will 
be featured throughout the exhib-

it months. 
Other cars go back much earli-

er. The downstairs of the muse-
um, for example, includes a 1911 
Cadillac and a 1925 Packard tour-
ing car. The lattef, 8omaJ7Vi feet 
in length, was d i f f i c u l t f i t in 
the museum elevator, Stewart 
said. 

Most of the cars are on loan, al-
though one, a 1916 Alter car man-
ufactured in Plymouth, belongs to 
the museum. Car-related artifacts 
range from a Burma Shave sign to 
a collection of Howard Johnson's 
restaurant china. 

Events planned 
A variety of special events are 

planned in conjunction with the 
exhibit, including a luncheon pro-
gram featuring speaker William 
Clay Ford Jr. on Friday. April 15. 
Ford, great-grandson of Henry 
Ford, is general manager of Ford's 
Climate Control Division. Reser-
vations are required; for more in-
formation, call 455-8940. 

"He's really interested in Plym-
outh and in Ford's connection to 
Plymouth," said Stewart, a Plym-
outh Township resident. She an-
ticipates Ford will discuss the 
Mustang's anniversary-. 

Pictures of the 1962 Mustang 
prototype are included in the ex-
hibit. That prototype was taken 
to college campuses, Stewart said, 
in an effort to see what young car 
buyers wanted. The car was first 
manufactured for sale in 1964, 
and the first models — called 
64l/ss — are tough to find. 

The 1965 Mustang was virtual-
ly identical to its predecessor, she 
said. Posters in the exhibit show 
the most recent model of Mus-
tang, currently being advertised. 

Lectures planned 
A museum lecture series will 

feature: 
• Lars Bjorn, a professor of soci-
ology at the University of Michi-
gan-Dearborn, discussing "The 
Auto Industry and the Develop-
ment of Metropolitan Detroit," 
7:30 p.m. Thursday, March 10; 
• Daniel Hershberger, associate 
professor of graphic design at the 
Center for Creative Studies in De-
troit, discussing "Gas, Food and 
Lodging: The Design of the Amer-
ican Roadside," 7:30 p.m. Thurs-
day, April 14; 
• Automotive historian Lee Rol-
lins discussing "Did Henry Ford 
Invent the Supermarket?" at 7:30 
p.m. Thursday, May 12. 

Regular museum hours are 1-4 
p.m. Wednesday, Thursday and 
Saturday, 2-5 p.m. Sunday. Ad-
mission is $1.50 for adults, 50 
cents for s tudents ages 5-17, with 
a family rate of $4. Group tours 
are available. 

The lo^al exhibit has some 
things in common with the well-
known one at Henry Ford Muse-
um in Dearborn, said Stewart, a 
former staffer at Henry Ford Mu-
seum and Greenfield Village. 
That permanent exhibit also de-
scribes the auto 's influence on 
American life; the Plymouth ex-
hibit focuses more on the local 
community, and its organizers 
tried to avoid duplication of the 
Dearborn exhibit. 

Plymouth-area ties to the early 
auto industry abound. The first 
Ford stock certificate was issued 
to Charles Bennett, president of 
the Daisy Air Rifle Co. in Plym-
outh, in 1903. Bennett made a 
profit, but sold his stock in 1906 
and didn't realize the enormous 
profit that other early investors 
did. 

"He made big bucks, even in 
that amount of time," she said. 

One exhibit poster shows John 
Haggerty, Wayne County s first 
road commissioner and the man 
for whom Haggerty Road is 
named. Another artifact shows a 
patent from 1928 for an auto part. 
Tha t was obtained by the Hudson 
Motor Car Co. from the grandfa-
ther of Dan LeBlond, a Ford exec-
utive and Plymouth Historical 
Society president. 

"We're just always amazed at 
the things people collect and 
save," Stewart said, pointing to 
auto color sample charts and 
owner's manuals. "People are just 
buying up the stuff like crazy." 

General Motors and Chrysler 
are featured in the exhibit, al-
though foreign competitors aren't 
highlighted in a significant way. 
One older map shows the General 
Motors proving grounds in Mil-
ford:

Ford cars exhibited include a 
1931 Model A Ford and a 1921 
Model T in basic black with 
wooden trim. 

Sticker shock may afflict car 
buyers when seeing prices of years 
gone by. A 1934 sales slip for a 
Ford Model 40 shows a total of 
$617.22, "paid in full," including 
sales tax and license fees. The 
1916 Alter sold for $685, about 
$150 more than the Model T of 
that era, Stewart said. 

"Loaded" with options proba-
bly isn't the right word to describe 
the cars of years gone by, she 
agreed. "I t 'd be interesting to 
know what the options were." 

Items on loan 
Much of the material in the ex-

hibit comes from Dick Anderson, 
who owns Plymouth Glass. Rol-
lins, who worked at the Ford Ro-
tunda in Dearborn, provided such 
items as hood ornaments, photos 
and sheet music. Tunes include 
"Take Me Out in Your Buick," 

"Dodge Brothers March" and oth-
ers. 

The black and white photo of 
the Ford Rotunda, site of an an-
nual Christmas celebration for 
families, will stir memories for 
many. The building burned down 
Nov. 9, 1962, when tar that work-
ers were using on it caught fire. 

Hershberger 's items from How-
ard Johnson's are featured in the 
exhibit, as are many oil company 
collectibles. "Sinclair had a lot of 
things in this area. Plymouth 
used to have an abundance of gas 
stations," Stewart said. 

One item downstairs is a gaso-
line cart from the late 1920s that 

can carry 50 gallons. During tha t 
era, motorists would wait as ven-
dors went up and down the street, 
bringing gasoline with them. 

Toys, ranging from those of the 
1920s on up through the Match-
box cars and Hot Wheels of the 
1970s, are included. The early 
days of the auto industry, in 
which cars shared the road with 
horses and buggies, are featured. 

One now-humorous regulation 
from 1908 required a motorist to 
stop his car and cover it with a 
tarpaulin to match the scenery so 
horses could pass without being 
frightened. The regulation also 
stated tha t cars should be painted 

green in spring, gold in sumtnif , 
red in fall, and white in winter,!to 
blend into the background. 

The regulation further required 
a nighttime driver to send up 
flares every mile and wait 10 mill 
utes, to make sure no one was 
coming. Such regulations revealed 
the opposition of rural residents 
to the arrival of cars on the scene. 
Stewart said. 

No auto exhibit would be com 
plete without a mention of the 
fabled Route 66, and the Plym 
outh exhibit features a New Mexi 
co road sign for the route, which 
could be traveled from Chicago to 
Los Angeles.

A A Senate bill is being pre-
pared to extend the deadline to 
May 1. A lawmaker tells us: "May 
1 is the consensus date." Noth 
ing's certain, but this Lansing 
watcher would bet yes. 

Q. I am having a new home 
bui l t Jn 1994 which I wttl be 
moving into later in 1994 . May 
I file an affidavit on my new 
home? 

A That continues to bother 
readers. We get two answers: 

Rep. Willis Bullard. KMilford, 
co-chair of the House Taxation 
Committee, wants to pro-rate tbe 
exemption. If you're in the home a 
half-year, you'd get half the tax 
break. 

Treasury's answer: "No. The 
property was not being occupied 
as a principal residence on tax 
day, Dec 31, 1993. However, the 
1994 assessment will not be based 
on the value of a completed home 
since a completed home did not 
exist on the tax day. You may 
claim an exemption for the home 
for 1995 taxes after you occupy 
the home as your principal resi-
dence." 

Q. Your paper is offer ing a 
fax-mail service to homeown-
ers who d idn ' t ge t a homestead 
aff idavit f rom the i r local asses-
sor. People should know they 
can get these f r e e f rom the as-
sessor ' s office. 

A. You're right Our service is 
designed for those who can't get 
to city or township hall during 
office hours or who are elsewhere 
in the country. Our $4.95 price 
l>eats a plane trip home.

Q. I 'm in t h e process of buy-
ing a house f rom a relocation^ 
firm. Who files for the exemp-
t ion? 

A. Only the owner-occupan< 
may file for the exemption.

A. This reporter is neither a 
CPA nor an attorney and isn't li-
censed to give such detailed ad-
vice. Treasury's answer is short 
and sweet: "You must claim the 
exemption for the home you occu-
py as your principal residence." 
Treasury does not check your affi-
davit against your voter registra-
tion. It checks only to make sure 
you're claiming only a single 
homestead.

"Because some taxpayers" may 
inadvertently make errors on 
their affidavits or improperly 
claim more than one homestead 
exemption, we ask for a Social Se 
curity number to verify that the 
property is properly claimed." she 
said, citing three sections of the 
Social Security Act. 

Here's how it works: If a local 
unit raises a question about 
whether you are seeking more 
than one exemption. Treasury 
uses your Social Security number 
to run a computer check to see if 
you've filed more than once. 

The exemption applies only to 

your principal homestead. A sec-
ond home is ineligible for the lo«T 
er rate. 

"If the Department of Treasury 
denies your homestead exemp-
tion. you may file an appeal with 
the Michigan Tax Tribunal," the 
Treasury bulletin says.
