@ How often can a person
donate blood?

People in good health who
weigh at least 110 pounds can
donate a unit of blood as often as
every eight weeks. Some states
may further limit the number
and/or frequency of donations in
a 12-month period.

@ Where can blood be donat-
ed?

There are many places. Blood-
mobiles travel to high schools,
colleges, churches and other
community organizations. People
can go to community blood cen-
ters and hospital-based donor
centers. Many people donate at
their workplaces.
