Sutariya will be arraigned Feb. 18 at 
the circuit court. She is currently being 
held without bond at the county jail.

S t a t e s J a n . 10. I t was an a r ranged 
marriage. 

Defense at torney Andrea Lyon was 
o v e r r u l e d twice by MacDonald in 
attempting to lower Sutariya's charge 
to second degree murder and obtain 
bail. 

The assistant University of Michigan 
law professor argued that premedita-
tion hadn't been shown in the evidence 
presented. Lyon also said only circum-
stantial evidence had been given. 

"All the facts lead to second degree,"

dents responded to the 1990 cen-
sus. Enumerators are responsi-
ble for following up with those 
t h a t don ' t complete the form.

"These w o u n d s w e r e not 
immediately fatal," Hlavaty tes-
tified. "Death occurred because 
of accumulated blood loss." 

She also noted tha t Sutariya 
had no defensive wounds to his 
hands or a rms as is typical in a 
stabbing attack. Less suggested 
that was because he was tied to 
the metal chair. 

"The wounds would be consis-
tent with him sitting," Hlavaty 
testified. 

Lyon exp re s sed f r u s t r a t i o n 
t h a t she couldn ' t p resen t evi-
dence on her client's behalf. 

She said i t would 've given 
MacDonald a more complete pic-
ture of the incident and possibly 
influenced his decision on bind-
ing S u t a r i y a over for c i rcu i t 
cour t t r i a l .

Back in business 
Canton Coney Island reopens 
13 months after roof collapse

Leave it to Fred Hussein to 
turn a negative into a positive. 

On Jan. 42 last year, the roof 
above his Canton Coney Island 
Res t au ran t collapsed. His 
two-year-old bus iness was 
comple te ly d e s t r o y e d . It 
took nea r ly a y e a r a n d 
$400,000 to rebuild. 

'The last four months is 
when my business had real-
ly s t a r t e d to e s t a b l i s h 
itself," said Husse in , who 
owns the Coney along with 
brother, Gary. "Now we're 
starting from scratch again. 

"The good thing is t h a t I 
fixed it up a lot n ice r The 
bad t h i n g is t h a t I d o n ' t 
have any heighbors." 

A dozen shops at Golden 
G a t e S h o p p i n g C e n t e r , 
which is located on Lilley 
Road just south of Joy, were 
forced to shut down a f t e r a 
section of the roof collapsed. 
Damages were estimated in 
the hundreds of thousands of • 
dollars. 

Since then , only two o thdr 
business have returned besides 
the restaurant. Others, such as 
Bob's of Canton grocery and 
CJ"s Hair Stop, have moved to 
nearby communities. 

Hussein, however, is commit-
ted to Canton and Golden Gate. 
He 's hoping t h e c e n t e r will 
attract new tenants soon. 

"We need to get those spaces 
filed," he commented. 

Rebui ld ing his r e s t a u r a n t 
was a slow process. Husse in , 
who sa id he mi s sed be ing 
trapped inside the r e s t a u r a n t 
by seconds when the roof col-
lapsed. didn' t know where to 
start at first. 

"The first t h r e e w e e k s I 

couldn ' t s leep," he added . "I 
kept th ink ing about it. But I 
knew I had to go back and re-
establish it." 

B e c a u s e of i n s u r a n c e and 
o the r p rob lems , roof r e p a i r s 
w e n t very s lowly a t Go lden

Gate . It was l a t e Augus t , in 
fact, before Hussein could begin 
work on t h e i n t e r i o r of his 
restaurant. 

The native of Israel had his 
own insurance problems, too. 
Hussein said it was six months 
before he received any money 
and November before his insur-
ance company paid in full. 

"They paid 50 to 55 percent of 
the rebuilding cost." he said. 

The Garden City resident and 
his family paid the rest. By the 
looks of the restaurant . Hussein 
didn't spare any money. 

A once l i no l eum floor was 
replaced with tile, for example. 
The Coney's seat ing area was 
expanded to include 25 booths. 
The kitchen area was enlarged 

to better handle breakfast and 
lunch rushes. 

Virtually everything in Can-
ton Coney Island is new. 

"I didn't take anything from 
the old r e s t a u r a n t , " Hussein 
said. "It was all damaged." 

He paid attention to detail 
as well. 

A doub le -door w a s 
i n s t a l l e d a s t h e Coney 's 
entrance. Cus tomers , Hus-
sein said, use to complain of 
a cold d r a f t in winter time 
with just a single door. 

An e l e m e n t of C a n t o n ' s 
history has also been added. 
An a rea a r t i s t t u r n e d t h e 
r e s t a u r a n t ' s wa l l s in to 
murals celebrating the town-
ship's past. 

An in t roduc t ion informs 
patrons tha t Canton became 
a t o w n s h i p in 1834. Then 
there ' s d r awings of impor-
t an t historical figures such 
as Milton and Eliza Carleton, 
R U S B P a l m e r a n d Denver 
Cockrum. 

A few c o n t e m p o r a r i e s 
adorn the walls, too. Joyce 

and Ray S c h u l t z and Duane 
Bordine are featured. 

"I wanted to make people feel 
good about themselves ," said 
H u s s e i n . " D u a n e was very 
h a p p y . I t h i n k he was 
impressed." 

The wal ls weren ' t the only 
thing he spruced up. 

More of an emphasis is being 
placed on dinner entrees. Greek 
d i s h e s such as m o u s s a k a , 
pastitsio and kabobs have been 
added for less than $7. A veg-
etable stir-fry, liver and onions 
and j u m b o s h r i m p are o ther 
new dinner items. 

"I want to get more of a din-
ner c rowd," s a id Husse in

Shooting victim warned 
shop owner of robbery

The owner of a van customiz-
ing shop and his wife are cred-
iting a 52-year-old employee, 
who was shot to death Jan. 28 
by a burglar, with saving the 
woman's life in Redford Town-
ship. 

Eddie Robinson III of Detroit 
was fatally shot by the burglar, 
but the employee warned the 
business owner's wife and she 
ran to the safety of a nearby 
gas station to call police. 

Both Robert Wolf, 57, owner 
of Advanced Custom Van and 
Pick Up. and his wife, Diane, 
53, are call ing Robinson a 
hero. 

"He gave up his life for me," 
Diane Wolf said of Robinson, 
her voice quivering with emo-
tion. "He was killed for no rea-
son. 

Redford police officers had 
already searched the shop and 
found no one, but Wolf had a 

bad feeling. 
"Call it woman's intuition or 

whatever you want, but noth-
ing was stolen from the cash 
register and I thought it was 
funny they wouldn't take the 
money even though there was 
only $40," Wolf said. "I asked 
police, 'Don't you think they 
might still be here?' The offi-
cer said, 'No, the alarm proba-
bly scared him off,"* 

An officer assured Wolf the 
ent i re bui lding had been 
checked and no one was inside, 
she said. The police then left, 
leaving her and Robinson in 
the building to await a board-
up crew to cover the opening 
made by a broken window that 
triggered the burglar alarm. 

Staff from the alarm compa-
ny notified Redford police and 
Robinson, who called the store 
owner about the alarm. Diane 
Wolf of Southfield said Robin-
son responded because he lived 
closest to the s tore and she 
went because her husband was 
ill. 

"Eddie and I waited about a 
half hour, and I told him to go 
home, but he wouldn't leave 
me," Wolf said. "Then he must 
have seen something moving 
and walked to where the man 
was hiding. The man, wearing 
a black ski mask, jumped out 
with a gun and Eddie yelled at 
me to 'get out." 

"I heard two shots as I ran to 
a gas s tat ion," she said. "I 
asked for a phone and an 
employee gave me a portable 
phone. I dropped to the floor 
and dialed police. I told them 
the burglar was in the shop 
and I heard two shots and to 
send police and an ambulance." 

Robert Wolf, in business in 
Redford for six years, said he's 
known Robinson for 23 years. 

"Eddie was my best friend 
and he saved my wife's.life," 
said Wolf, his voice cracking 
with emotion. "I can't look at 
that room (where the shooting 
occurred) without crying. He 
gave up his life for my wife. 
The man is a hero."

"I'm not at all in favor of 
amending the consent judgment 
back to commercial," she com-
mented. "I think Walgreen's can 
find other opportunities in the 
township."

still in effect, commissioners 
have the option of leaving the 
zoning set for condominiums or 
changing it should a project 
strike their collective fancy.

McLaughlin praised the facili-

"I think you've done a good job 
of being sensitive to resident 
needs," she said. 

But the bottom line, McLaugh-
lin added, is t ha t commercial 
development simply isn't needed 
at Sheldon and Joy. 

"We're taking a hard-line say-
ing we're hanging on to those 
condominiums and the R-6 zon-
ing," she said.

However, the two board mem-

bers who heard the expulsion 
request , Judy Mardigian and 
Darwin Watts, decided in fa vol 
of permanent suspension. 

"The board determined a 
response slightly different than 
the recommendat ion." said 
S u p e r i n t e n d e n t , Kath leen 
Booher. "The determination is 
being made in this case based on 
the circumstances surrounding 
the field trip on which the inci-
dent occurred and does not set a 
precedent for future distribution 
offenses. 

"This incident has caused the 
dis tr ict to evaluate field t r ip 
enrichment experiences and te 
review the purpose of various 
field trips," she added.
