At i ts April 11 meet ing, the 
P lymouth-Csnton Communi ty 
Schools B o a r d of E d u c a t i o n 
awarded the majority of the bids 
for the construction of Dodson 
Elementary School. 

With the bids totaling $7,697 
mill ion, board m e m b e r s were 
pleased the cost of t h e initial 
r o u n d of b i d s c a m e in about 
$1.38 million under original esti-
mates. 

The accepted bids were culled 
f r o m the 175 t h e d i s t r i c t 
received at a public bid opening 
held March 30 a t t h e E.J . 
McCIendon Educational Center. 

"We received a t r e m e n d o u s 
turnout during the bidding pro-
cess ," sa id Bi l l M c C a r t h y of 
McS/EV, the archi tectural firm 
tha t designed and is managing 
the Dodson project . "We were 
quite enamored with the num-
ber of bids, especially on some of 
the m^jor categories. We really 
had a strong response." 

The d i s t r i c t h a s a l r eady 
applied for a series of permits 
for such projects as s torm and 
sewer, water , soil erosion and 
right of way with the appropri-
ate governmental agencies. If aU 
are approved, construction of the 
school is to begin t h e week of 
May 8. 

"ITxe balance of the contracts, 
with the exception of those con-
cerning the school's roofing, will 
be awarded at the May 9 board 
meeting. 

Af t e r T u e s d a y ' s mee t ing , 
school o f f i c i a l s w e r e excited 
about the outcome of the first 
round of bids. 

"The fact t ha t these bids are 

unde r budge t is an enormous 
piece of good news," said Kath-
leen Booher, the district's super-
intendent. 

Board president Susan Davis 

"I think this is a great devel-
opment," she said. "It's, a great 
feeling anyt ime you are able to 
get something for less than you 
thought you would have to pay.". 

Board m e m b e r Steve Gu i l e 
wants to ease fears that the low 
coat will mean less quality. 

"I think we a re going to see a 
good f a c i l i t y bu i l t , " he s a id 
"With t h e n u m b e r of bids we 
received, it is obvious that there 
are a lot of contractors looking 
for wort:." 

Dodson is s a t to open in 
September 2002. 

Also at the meeting, the board 
gave a consensus approval for 
staff to move forward on Phase 
II of the construction on the dis-
trict 's new h igh school. Repre-
s e n t a t i v e s f r o m McS/EV a n d 
French Associates Inc. present-
ed t h e f i n a l i z e d des ign a n d 
development report to the board. 

The repor t includes site and 
floor plans and budgetary costs. 
It also addresses board concerns 
abou t such m a t t e r s as t r a f f i c 
safety. 

"This is very exciting," Booher 
said. "Building a high school is a 
massive project. It is not some-
thing t h a t happens every day . 
Completing the design develop-
ment report is one of the most 
important s teps in a project of 
this magnitude." 

Cost e s t i m a t e s in the repor t 
were $121,230 over budget, but . 
accord ing to officials , in " the 
right ballpark."

When S t a r f i s h Family Ser-
vices last year bid on providing 
the Head Start program for out-
Wayne County, its chief execu-
tive officer envisioned a partner-
ship be tween the agency and 
school districts to serve at-risk 
children - not the controversy 
that ha s been swirling around 
the program for several months. 

"As a community-based agen-
cy, we felt this would be a good 
pa r t ne r sh ip with the schools. 
We fel t we would monitor and 
coordinate t h e program while 
they opera ted it," Ouida Cash 
said. "We thought it would be a 
two- to three-year evolutionary 
change. We felt we'd be the facil-
itator." 

S t a r f i sh is one of four dele-
gates selected by Wayne County 
to provide Head Star t to more 
than 3,700 children in 25 com-
munities outside of Detroit, but 
the t r a n s i t i o n from a school-
based to a community-based pro-
gram isn't sitt ing well with some 
parents and employees who have 
had to interview with the agency 
for jobs they formerly held with 
the school districts. 

I t ' s a c o n t r o v e r s y t h a t is 
"wracked by mis informat ion," 
and put the agency in the diffi-
cult spot of wanting to reassure 
parents about the program, but 
h a v i n g to w a i t un t i l it h a s 
definitive answers on where the 
programs will be offered in the 
different communities. 

As of last week. Starfish was 
responsible for the Head Start 
p rograms for most of Inks ter , 
Livonia, Crestwood, Plymouth-
Canton and Wayne-Westland. 

Livonia Publ ic Schools ha s 
declined to let,the program stay-
in the schools, so the agency is 
.trying-to find a community cen-
ter or church to house it The 
agency is stiJl'talking to officials 
in the Wayne-Westland Commu-
nity Schools, while Plymouth-
Canton let them know early on 
there is no room. 

"I had a Livonia parent ask 
where Head Start was gotng to 
go and we told her we're looking 
at churches and community cen-
ters. but until we can say it will 
be at Point A. we can t give her 
an answer," said Cash. "A lot of 
famil ies want information we 
don't have, and our experience 
has b?en tha t we can't give an 
a n s w e r b e f o r e we have an

a n s w e r . We feel ve ry b a d l y 
about this."

S t a r f i s h is now p u b l i s h i n g a 
m o n t h l y news le t t e r . S t r a i g h t 
Talk. 

Its first edition explained the 
major changes, answered ques-
t ions about those changes and • 
in t roduced readers to 18 pro-
g r a m s Starf ish offers for chil-
dren and families. The second 
n e w s l e t t e r will add re s s Head 
Star t enrollment, finding class-
room space and a d d i t i o n a l 

. changes in the county 's Head 
Start structure. 

"We have s t a r t e d from t h e 
premise that good people of good 
fai th can work things out." she 
said. "We have a good reputa-
tion We* will continue to provide 
Straight Talk and provide a good 
partnership." 

The change dates back to 1998 
.when Wayne County Regional 
E d u c a t i o n Serv ice Agency" 
announced it would no long run 
the Head Start program after 28 
years In a competitive bidding 
process, the Head Start regional 
office last September selected 
Wayne County to take over the 
contract 

At firsi. the county selected 
three community-based agencies 
- Starf ish. Downriver "Guidance 
Clinic and Wayne Metropolitan 
Community Sen.-ices - but added 
the YWCA of Wes te rn Wayne 
Cqjjnty after parents and Head 
S t a r t employees in Redford 
objected to the change. 

According to Cash, the move 
from the schools to the agency 

meant employees had to be ter-
minated, interviewed and hired 
for their old jobs. While tha t is 
unsettling for the workers, it is a 
Head Start requirement. 

"We were br inging in fo rma-
t ion from the grantee tha t the 
people d idn ' t w a n t to h e a r , " 
Cash said "Schools had to bear 
they must change. We've taken 
on some really big chal lenges 
and have people screaming at 
us. We can' t let that happen, we 
can't let them put this agency at 
risk. 

*We h a v e n e v e r h a d a bad 
relationship with the communi-
ty. We closed a group home and 
gave up t h a t contract because 
we couldn ' t be good p a r t n e r s 
with the community. We gave up 
our foster parent and adoption 
parent program because we felt 
we could not be good pa r tne r s 
with our families." 

A national trend 
The c h a n g e , acco rd ing to 

C a s h , is c o n s i s t e n t w i t h t h e 
movement of Head Start nation-
ally from a program based in the 
schools to one based in commu-
nity agencies that work with the 
schools. 

E igh ty - f ive pe r cen t of t h e 
Head S t a r t p r o g r a m s in t h e 
country are community-based, 
and RESA was one of only two 
county educational agencies to . 
serve as a Head Start grantee. 
Cash said 

Head Start isn't meant to be a 
school-based preschool program 
for at-risk children, but rather a 
10-hour"-a-day. 365-day-a-year 
program for the ent i re family* • 
according to Cash 

"There's more to Head Start -
there's an opportunity for fami-
lies to learn and grow and move 
out in to the community." she 
said "There are 15-20 support 
systems with Head S t a r t t h a t 
w e've been doing for years " 

To meet its c o m m i t m e n t to 
Head Start . Starfish has applied 
for four m a j o r federa l g r a n t s 
t h rough t h e county t o "br ing 
new resources to our .chi ldren 
and tell the communi t i e s and 
schools that this will" be positive 
for them as well. 

"It may help for families to see 
tha t community-based is not so 
bad." Cash added. "The schools, 
the grantee and Starfish need t« 
say what they can do to make 
th is happen There will be no 
winners if we don't work togeth-
er."
