Simon asked Davis about the 

lingering emotional effects of the 
shooting. v 

"I don ' t f ee l s a f e no m a t t e r 
where I a m , ' Davis sa id . She 
quit the n igh t job she worked 
immediately af te r the shooting 
and remained unemployed for 
four months. J 

Davis and the other witnesses 
described the gunshots as first 
sounding like fireworks. She said 
i t s e e m e d a s t h o u g h h e r ca r 
"exploded" in places where the 
bu l l e t s s t ruck - including the 
f l o o r b o a r d , s t e r e o and w i n d -
shield. 

She said she became panicked 
af ter realizing bullets, not fire-
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w o r k s , were t h e c a u s i n g t h e 
noise. She stopped her car and 
f l agged down a moto r i s t who 
drove her to the police station. 

C a n t o n r e s i d e n t B a r b a r a 
Wi i t anen , one of several res i -
dents awakened by the gunfire, 
said one of the bullets came dan-
gerously close to hitting her son 
while he slept. 

"(The bullet hole) was about a 
foot-and-a-half above his bed," 
Wiitanen said. 

Another resident, Eileen Borg, 
said she saw two f igures walk 
t h r o u g h h e r ya rd a n d saw a 
vehicle leave the area. She said 
she could not specifically identify 
the figures or the vehicle. 

Several Canton police officers 
t e s t i f i e d a b o u t B o s t e r ' s a n d 
Woodby's arrest, which followed 
a high-speed car chase on south-
bound Sheldon toward Michigan. 
Police were d ispatched to t h e 
scene a f t e r severa l r e s i d e n t s 
cabled to compla in a b o u t t h e 
shots, v 

"I th ink the speeds got up to 
80 to 100 miles per hour," Officer 
Timothy Wright testified, adding 
that Woodby's driving was errat-
ic. Bo th Woodby a n d B o s t e r 
reportedly had been drinking. 

Several weapons were recov-
ered from the vehicle, including 
t h r e e long g u n s and some 
knives, Wright added. 

Officer Eric Kaledas said he 
was " s t u n n e d " by Woodby ' s 
appearance when he was arrest-
ed. 

"He h a d a l a rge a m o u n t of 
a m m u n i t i o n s t r a p p e d a round 

him and was wearing bandoliers 
w i t h shotgun shells ," Kaledas 
said. 

The chase ended at Michigan 
a n d Sheldon when t h e defen-
dantA vehicle struck a van while 
making a right turn. 

Boster's defense attorney said 
during opening arguments there 
was no evidence Boster intended 
to commit murder. 

" W h a t you s h o u l d look fo r 
w h e n we go t h r o u g h t h e evi-
dence is the i s sue of i n t e n t , " 
G e r a l d Conley sa id . Bos t e r ' a 
f r iend, Zachary Scott Woodby, 
demonstrated he had the intent 
to Bhoot a t t h e veh ic l e , n o t 
B o s t e r , he added . B o s t e r , h e 
said, fired into the air and then 
ran off. 

Conley also said Boster h a s 
only one conviction - fpr drunk-
en driving. 

Woodby's at torney, Raymond 
Correll, said Woodby's no-con-
tes t plea means the case won't 
go to trial. Sentencing is planned 
for 9 a .m. May 11 in f r o n t of 
Wayne Coun ty C i r c u i t Court-
J u d g e K a r e n F o r t Hood. He 
could face up to 10 y e a r s in 
prison on the assault with intent 
to murder charge. 

"I t 's an admiss ion , " Corre l l 
said of the plea. "It's an accep-
tance of the charge. It's the best 
we could do unde r the circum-
stances." 

Woodby's parents , David and 
Harriet Woodby, were present a t 
t h e cour t p r o c e e d i n g b u t 
declined to comment.
