Some would say fate has been cruel to 
Bonnie Meyerand.

the clerk said he didn't have any 
money, the bad guy knocked 
over a sandwich cooler. 

"I could have walked out, but I 
neve r would have forgiven 
mtrca l f if cnrri^tViirja h a n -

pened to t he c lerk," Murphy 
said. 

Instead of walking out, the 6-
foot, 155-pound fa the r of four 
jumped the bad guy, put him in 
a headlock and knocked him to 
the ground along with the near-
by newspaper stands. He held 
him un t i l t he police a r r ived 
about a minute later. 

"I looked at the guy and I did-
n't see anything in his hands," 
Murphy said. "He didn't see me. 
So I threw my arms around him, 
put him in a choke hold and the 
cashier called the cops. It was an 
instinct. I didn't really stop to 
think about it." 

When he returned home to his 
wife and children, his wife told 
him what she thought about it. 

She was excited and upset at 
the same t ime. She knew her 
h u s b a n d was a hero but she 
couldn't stop pondering wha t 
would have happened if the guy 
really had a gun. 

"I was very upset and proud," 
she said. "I'm very proud of him. 
He's a hero, and I want everyone 
to know that there still are good 
people in this world. If my hus-
band hadn ' t s tepped in, who 
knows what would have hap-
pened to that clerk." 

Word of Murphy's heroics have 
reached at least as far as Can-
ton, where he lived for 22 years 
and his parents still reside. Mur-
phy attended Plymouth Salem 
High School. 

"I'm a local hero there ," he 
said. "People are shaking my 
hands everywhere I go. My dad 
has told everybody in his neigh-
borhood, and the word h a s 
spread pretty fast."

their resistance." 
Stevenson, a township resi-

dent, thinks the time is right to 
make such a move. He said hon-
oring King shouldn't be viewed 
as just a day for African-Ameri-
cans to celebrate. 

"It's a matter of ethics, not eth-
nicity," Stevenson said. "Canton 
has a booming economy and its 
ethnic blend is growing. It's a 
beautiful community. It should 
be seen as a flower garden, not a 
melting pot." 

Canton's Board of Trustees 
will discuss the issue in a Tues-
day study session at township 
hall. The meeting begins at 7 
p.m. 

While not directly opposed, 
Canton Supervisor Tom Yack 
isn't sure setting aside a day for 
King is the best alternative. 

"Where do you draw the line?" 

he asked. "I think there have 
been a lot of great people that 
have lived in America. We don't 
recognize President's Day." 

Yack thinks a day honoring all 
great Americans might be more 
appropriate. Stevenson strongly 
disagrees. 

"I think it should be specific to 
Dr. King," he said, "because of 
the 'dream' implications. There 
were many sacrifices made and 
lives given to perpe tua te the 
dream." 

Beyond his own opinion, Yack 
said closing township offices 
could create problems for resi-
dents. 

"I think people expect govern-
ment to provide services," he 
commented. "Fire and police 
would continue, but other ser-
vices would halt."

McDona 1 d's...ide-nti-ty --secret, 
Meyerand,' said she didn't really 
understand-she had two fathers 
until f if th grade. That's when a 
c lassmate questioned why her 
last name wasn' t the same as 
her mother's. 

"It jus t struck me," she said. 
"It was the first time anybody 
had confronted me about it." 

She learned about her brother 
a few years later. Meyerand and 
her mother came across a pic-
t u r e of McDonald and a boy 
while cleaning out a closet. 

"She said it was my brother," 
she said. "I was totally shocked." 

Searching 
Meyerand didn't know it, but 

her quest to find her brother and 
father began that day. 

"All I could think about was 
that I had a brother out there," 
she said. "I wondered what he 
looked l ike . I wondered if I 
looked like him." 

The sea rch s t a r t e d and 
stopped several times through-
out her adult life. By December 
1997, Meyerand was willing to 
do whatever it took to find her 

family. 
She began on t h e I n t e r n e t . 

She posted numerous notes on 
message boards. 

Meyerand also became very 
f ami l i a r w i th genealogy Web 
sites. Her efforts proved frui t -
less, however, and she consid-
ered using a locator service for a 
short time. 

"But I decided I wanted to do 
the search on my own," she said. 
"It was a challenge. It was my 
life's desire to find them. I didn't 
want someone else to find them." 

M e y e r a n d began m a k i n g 
p rog re s s by going t h r o u g h 
church records. 

R e s e a r c h had shown t h a t 
much of her father's family had 
been in a small town near Pitts-
b u r g h in t he l a t e 1800s. 
Through death records, she dis-
covered a great aunt, Margaret 
McDonald. 

She learned that a son of her 
aunt , David Manson, was still 
living in Cleveland. Meyerand 
wrote to him in early January of 
this year and heard back a few 
days later. 

Bad news 
She was overjoyed until Man-

son told her of her father's and . 
brother's deaths. 

Mike McDona ld had been.,, 
killed in a 1975 California auto,, 
accident. Her fa ther , Will iam,. . 
died in 1987. 

"It was very devastating," said -
Meyerand. "I didn't know how to 
understand it." 

The loss of her brother, a sib-
ling she never met, was very dif-
ficult.

The businesses located on the 
s o u t h s ide of Fo rd b e t w e e n 
Oakview and Brookline, all have 
problems wi th inadequa te lot 
depth. Of f - s t ree t pa rk ing ha s 
been granted to most of these 
businesses. 

According to ordinance, t he 
off-street parking area must be 
sc reened w i t h a 6-foot h igh 
masonry wall shielding it from 
res iden t i a l a r e a s and a land-
scaped b e r m is r e q u i r e d to 
shield it from the road.

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Voters will decide on 2 tax issues in Aug. 8 primary

Besides choosing local candi-
dates for this fall's general elec-
tion, Wayne County voters in the 
Aug. 8 primary will decide two 
property tax issues. 

The larger of the two proposed 
renewals - 1 mill - is a general-
fund operating millage support-
ing a variety of existing services. 
It began in 1984, was renewed 
for 10 years in 1990 and is up for 
another 10-year renewal. 

The smaller levy, the contro-
versial 0.25-mill parks millage 
which got a majority in 1996 
only from voters in Detroi t , 
Highland Park and Trenton, is 
up for a five-year renewal. 

According to county officials, 
the owner of a $100,000 home 
with a s ta te taxable value of 
$50,000 would pay $40.43 per 
year for the 1-mill operating levy 
and $10.44 per year for the 0.25-
mill parks levy. 

The figures are based on the 
Proposal A cap which county 
assessors say is currently rolling 
back the tax rate by about 16 
percent. 

The decision process actually 
is under way: Absentee ballots 
have been or soon will be mailed 
to qualified voters in the western 
Wayne County communities of 
Garden City, Livonia, Plymouth, 
Westland and Wayne and the 
townships of Redford, Canton 
and Plymouth. 

All other registered voters go 
to the polls on Aug. 8 from 7 a.m. 
to 8 p.m. to make their decisions 
known. 

County officials said the oper-
ating millage, "Proposition O" on 
the ballot, is expected to raise 
$35.9 million for such programs 
as providing for the a r r e s t , 
detention and prosecution of 
criminals; juvenile court and 
related services; public health 
services; recreation programs 
and county parks operations; job

training; and senior citizen ser-
vices and medical programs for 
the poor, the disabled and the 
aged. 

Largest amount 
Budget Director Pat McKinnon 

said the courts , prosecuting 
attorney's office and sher i f f s 
depar tment take "the largest 
expendi ture" of revenue, fol-
lowed by health and welfare pro-
grams, general government oper-
ations and the funding of elected 
officials and their offices. 

If the millage renewal fails, 
"the $35 million reduction in ser-
vices would be a major blow to 
the county," McKinnon said. 

The parks millage renewal, 
"Proposition P," would allow the 
county's parks department "to 
continue what we have done," 
said Director Hurley Coleman. 

He said the millage gave the 
county about $7 million per year 
for the nine major parks in its 
system, plus "15 major recre-
ation areas along Hines Drive." 

Coleman said $5 million per 
year went into upgrading 
restrooms, picnic a reas and 
other improvements such as the 
paving of inline ska t ing and 
bicycle paths and the installa-
tion of signage, plus $2 million 
for "people programs and promo-
tions," such as evening movies 
and concerts.in the parks. 

While Chandler Pa rk on 
Detroit's east side was a major 
beneficiary, getting an $8-mil-
lion waterpark and wave pool, 
Coleman said western Wayne 
County benefited also. 

He cited improvements to the 
Bell Creek and Lola Valley parks 
in Redford, Newburgh Pointe in 
Livonia, Nankin Mills and Mer-
riman in Westland, Wilcox Park 
in Plymouth Township, River-
side and Haggerty in the city of 
Plymouth, and Northville and 
Cass Benton Parks in Northville 
Township. 

New shelter 
In particular, Coleman said 

Plymouth Riverside got a 
$182,000 shelter and playscape 
and Haggerty Park got a new 
soccer field and rebuilt baseball 
diamonds. 

Bill McSween, Redford parks 
director, said Bell Creek got 
$390,000 in capital improve-
ments alone. "It's been a good 
thing for Redford," he said. 

Coleman said the county has 
"almost $57 million worth of pro-
jects we'd like to engage in" for 
the future, including roller hock-
ey courts, skate parks, a lake 
with beachfront swimming and a 
possible western Wayne County 
waterpark. Historic Fort Wayne 
also could be included, he said. 

"We want to stay on the path 
we've been going on," said Cole-
man, noting that about 98 per-
cent of the picnic shelter permits 
are taken before summer gets 
under way and that each Satur-
day five miles of Hines Park 
Drive is closed for inline skating.

"There real ly isn ' t much in 
either proposal for Livonia," he 
said. As for the parks, if the pro-
posals had provisions " tha t 
would allow us to piggyback" on 
them with Livonia city parks, 
"we would be more willing to 
actively support it." 

Melissa McLaughlin, Canton 
Township trustee, said residents 

t he re pay about $300,000-
$400,000 in park tax but tha t 
none of it is spent in Canton, 
where the county has no parks. 

She said in general, Wayne 
County res idents are paying 
"about twice" the taxes paid by 
residents in neighboring coun-
ties, yet "there doesn't seem to 
be any willingness on the part of 
the county to look for ways to be 
more efficient with the funds 
that they have."

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The s tage is set for a power 
struggle between state and local 
governments - which voters will 
be asked to decide in the Novem-
ber general election. 

"Let Local Votes Count" - a 
Campaign by mayors, municipal 
officials across the state and the 
Michigan Municipal League to 
place a const i tut ional amend-
ment on the ballot strengthening 
home rule - turned in its signed 
pe t i t i ons to t h e S e c r e t a r y of 
State Monday. 

State officials have until Sept. 7 
to certify the signatures, but it is 
almost certain the petition drive 
will succeed. The Let Local Votes 
Count group turned in 467,179 
s ignatures , f a r more t h a n the 
303,000 needed to make the ballot. 

That has proponents saying it 
is "one of the most successful 
voter petition drives in state his-
iory." 
. It is a reaction to a number of 
local control i ssues t h a t have 
come up in the state Legislature 
over the past year - overriding 
local residency rules, prohibitions 
of local l awsu i t s aga ins t g u n 
manufacturers , limits on local 
fines for truck violations, and the 

controversial House Bill 4777, 
which would have over ru led 
many local business regulations. 

If approved by voters in Novem-
ber, the amendment would require. 
a two- th i rds vote in t he s ta te 
House and Senate on bills that 
eliminate or pre-empt local ordi-
nances or charter provisions. The 
wording specifies it would apply to 
bills enacted by the Legislature 
after March 1 of this year. 

"Michigan has a long, proud 
history of home rule the voters of 
t h i s s t a t e w a n t to p rese rve , " 
Troy Mayor Jeanne Stine said. 

"Folks across t he s t a t e a re 
tired of powerful special inter-
ests in Lansing pushing to elimi-
nate local laws tha t reflect the 
wishes , des i res and va lues of 
home town res iden t s , " Nancy 
C r a n d a l l , mayor of Nor ton 
Shores, said. Even before the 
petitions were turned in, a coali-
tion was forming to oppose it. 
Citizens for Common Sense Gov-
e rnment , a group of business, 
t a x p a y e r a n d labor organiza-
tions, announced its formation 
Thursday, July 6, to f ight pas-
sage of the proposal. 

"This proposed constitutional 
amendment has sweeping impli-
cations for t he s ta te ' s govern-
m e n t a l s t r u c t u r e , t h e role of 

majority rule in our state and an 
almost-endless number of leg-
islative policy matters," Michi-
gan Chamber of Commerce Pres-
iden t J i m Bar r e t t said. "This 
proposal is dangerous and clear-
ly would have a negative impact 
on job providers, taxpayers and 
Michigan government." 

The coalition unveiled a legal 
analysis - put together for the 
Michigan Chamber by the Dyke-
ma Gossett law firm - outlining 
problems with the proposal: 

• The proposal would give dis-
proportionate power to legisla-
tors elected by a minority of the 
state's voters, the law firm con-
cluded. 

• Laws enacted d u r i n g the 
2000 legislative session with a 
majori ty, but not a two-thirds 
majori ty, would apparent ly be 
repealed automatically because 
of the March 1 effective date. 

"This provision alone would 
lead to years of l i t igation and 
u n c e r t a i n t y concern ing laws 
validly on the books. The state's 
new te l ecommunica t ions and 
electric res t ruc tur ing acts are 
just a few of the laws that could 
be challenged under this propos-
al," according to the coalition.

Pot petition goes up in smoke

Chances of a question appear-
ing on t h e ba l lo t t h i s fa l l to 
legalize marijuana in Michigan 
went up in smoke Monday, July 
10, as p roponents missed the 
deadline for submission of peti-
tions. 

Circulators had gathered just 
150,000 signatures, well shy of 
t h e 330,000 m a r k needed to 
make the ballot, said Saginaw 
attorney Greg Schmid, the lead-
ing p r o p o n e n t of t h e amend-
ment. 

"Am I disappointed? Yes, but it 
wen t as well as I could have 
expected," he said . "We went 
from a group t h a t was totally 
green to a disciplined and effi-
cient group of petit ion circula-
tors. There has not been an all-
v o l u n t e e r s i g n a t u r e pe t i t i on 

drive in this state in 22 years." 
The Personal Responsibil i ty 

Amendment 2000 Marijuana Ini-
tiative ballot committee consists 
of 3,000 circulators. The group 
did not use paid petition passers. 
And it won ' t w h e n i t a g a i n 
attempts to put the issue on the 
ballot beginning next April for 
the 2002 election. 

The proposed amendment stat-
ed: "No person shall suffer pun-
ishment, forfeiture, license sanc-
tion or legal consequence in con-
nection with the limited personal 
use and possession of marijuana 
(genus cannabis) so long as it is 
a personal amount not to exceed 
three mature plants, seedlings, 
and three ounces of dried usable 
mar i juana preparation, wi th in 
the curtilage of a person's pri-
vate residence." 

The proposed amendment also 
would have legalized medicinal 

use of mari juana to control nau-
sea from chemotherapy or treat-
ment of AIDS, or for glaucoma or 
the controlling of seizures. Fur-
ther , it would have prohibited 
t h e u se of se ized d r u g s a l e s 
money for any p u r p o s e o the r 
t h a n " v o l u n t a r y P e r s o n a l 
Responsibi l i ty Educat ion Pro-
g r a m s for domes t i c v iolence , 
gambl ing , d r u g , alcohol, and 
tobacco abuse awarenes s and 
treatment." 

The group had also been col-
lecting signatures for an amend-
ment for a part-time legislature, 
but tha t drive fell even fur ther 
short of the mark.

other crew members aboard their 38-foot sloop 
"Querencia" embarked on thei r fourth Port 
Huron-to-Mackinac race, a journey that will take 
about 2 1/2 days to complete. 

Make no mistake: This is no pleasure cruise, 
no sightseeing fun event. Crew members work 
four-hours-on, four-hours-off shifts through the 
duration of the race. 

And this year it won't end when the Querencia 
reaches Mackinac Island. This year's race will 
actually be two-in-one. Or maybe three-in-two. 

In year's past, boats sailed to Mackinac, then 
on to Chicago to take part in the Chicago Yacht 
Club-to-Mackinac Island race. 

This year nearly 40 boats — including the 
Antals — of the 280 that leave Port Huron will 
take part in the Millennium 600, a Port Huron-
to-Chicago race. Instead of stopping at Mack-
inac, they'll keep on sailing to Chicago, a total of 
600 nautical miles. 

After a short stay in Chicago (and a couple of 
changes in their crew due to time constraints), 
they'll turn about and sail back to Mackinac in 
the Chicago Yacht Club-to-Mackinac race. 

That's three races in about 11 days. 
"It's great," was how Charlie Antal described 

the competition ahead. "I've always enjoyed sail-
ing and racing. I kind of enjoy being around 
boats. This is one of the races I haven't won yet. 

"But we're working on that." 
Charlie, originally from Lincoln Park, first got 

interested in the sport as a collegiate sailor at 
Eastern Michigan in 1970. He's been sailing ever 
since, on all kinds of boats: Flying Juniors, Hobie 
Cats and Catalinas. His current craft is the 
biggest he's competed in. 

A member of the North Cape Yacht Club in La 
Salle, where he has won numerous racing 
awards, the Antals best effort in the 253-nauti-
cal mile Port Huron-to-Mackinac race is 64 
hours. The record for the race, set by Heidi 
Schultz in 1993, is 39 hours. 

Although not an easy voyage — they've had 
troubles, as all sailors do, but minor ones — it's 
not all drudgery. Peggy helps in that aspect with 
her "gourmet cruis ing class", a menu tha t 
includes such tasty items as pork roast, meatloaf 
and ravioli. 

"It's like having nine house guests for 15 days, 
all living in your kitchen," she said. "Other 
crews end up taking something like 70 sand-
wiches. That would get pretty boring to me. We 
have a full oven, so we take advantage of it." 

The problems that have occasionally plagued 
the Antals range from bumps and bruises from a 
swinging boom to torn sails.

Polanski wins division at state's PGA Junior

Kristen Polanski of Livonia 
has some big shoes to fill. Her 
goal is to be as good a golfer as 
her older brother, Steve. 

J u s t two weeks a f te r her 
brother finished th i rd at the 
Michigan Open, Polanski won 
the 2000 Michigan PGA Junior 
Championship for girls ages 14-
15 Thursday at the Bedford Val-
ley Golf Club in Battle Creek. 
She carded a two-day total of 
166 (84-82) to finish two strokes 
ahead of Caitlin Carr of Portage. 

"It was a really good field," the 
14-year-old Livonia native said. 
"I played really strong. I was 
down two strokes after the first 
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day. I didn't care how I placed, I 
just wanted to play well. I played 
well and everything worked out 
for me." 

Polanski said the victory, her 
first at a two-day traveling tour-
nament, gave her confidence a 
boost. 

"What it means to me is now I 
can compete against anyone," 
she said. "It makes me believe I 
can win any tournament. It was 
a great experience and a lot of 
fun." 

Polanski, who will be a sopho-
more at Livonia Stevenson, said 
the Bedford Valley course was 
"real tight." 

"You needed your drive to go 
straight," she said. "On the first 
day, I was struggling with my 
drive. My drive was better on the 
second day. I made three birdies 
and pared the last five holes." 

Erin Borowiec, a graduate of 
Farmington Hills Mercy, and 
Colby Beckst rom of Nor th 
Muskegon won the boys' and 

girls' 16-17-year-old divisions, 
respectively, to qualify for the 
25th na t iona l PGA Jun io r 
Championship, set for Aug. 23-
26 at PGA National Golf Club's 
Champion Course in Palm Beach 
Gardens, Fla. 

Borowiec posted a final round 
76 for a two-day total of 155 and 
a 17-stroke victory over Ashley 
Gardener of South Lyon. Beck-
strom carded a final round 67 for 
a total of 141 and a seven-stroke 
advantage over Matt Lee of 
Farmington and Danny Allen of 
Grand Rapids. 

Polanski said her bro ther 
inspired her to become a golfer. 
Earlier this month, Steve almost 
became the first amateur to win 
the Michigan Open since 1975. 

The Stevenson graduate led 
for the first three rounds of the 
tournament before bowing out to 
Scott Hebert, who won with a 
10-under 278. Steve, who was 
the 1998 state Class A individu-
al medalist and 1998 Michigan 

Amateur runner-up, carded a 
final round 76 to finish with 284. 

"It's nice when your brother is 
good," Polanski said. "If I'm hav-
ing a bad day, Steve tells me 
what I'm doing wrong. It's a big 
advantage. He motivates, me. 
He's a very good role model." 

Polanski has been golfyig since 
the age of 10, but this is her first 
year of competitive play. 

"Once he (Steve) left and went 
to college, I decided th is was 
something I could do," she said. 
"I worked really hard last winter 
and dropped 15 strokes." 

Polanski had a successful sea-
son at Stevenson as a freshman. 
She qual i f ied for s t a t e as an 
individual and was the only 
freshman named to the All-Area 
Observerland Girls Golf f i rs t 
team. 

"It was a big accomplishment," 
she said. "I qualified for state as 
an individual. That was my goal. 
I was also MVP of my team. It 
was a successful season. I 

learned a lot." 
Polanski shot an 86 on the 

first day of the state tournament 
to miss the f inal cut by one 
place. 

"There were only six individu-
als who qualified for state," she 
said. "I was 13th and they only 
took 12. It was hard to make the 
cut. Only one individual went on 
and she ended up winning it. It 
was good just to make it there." 

Polanski plays in the Traverse 
City Junior Golf League, where 
her family is based in the sum-
mer, and also competes in the 
Michigan Power Built Junior 
Tour. She has already qualified 
for the Tour's Tournament of 
Champions, set for Aug. 11-12 at 
the Forest Akers West Course in 
East Lansing. 

"Winning (the PGA Jun io r 
Championship) has boosted my 
confidence," Polanski said. "I 
now know I can go out there arid 
play with the top players in the 
state."

I?d do handstands and the kids would 
watch me flip over the bar. 

"One year, I was first in a relay. And I 
was sixth in the high jump once and 
th i rd in softball. But th is is my last 
time. I'm gonna miss it." 

It was t he annual Redford Jun io r 
-Olympics, held for the 42nd year; a com-

munity track meet of sorts for the chil-
dren of the township — and any other 
kids who happen to show up. The ath-
letes — ranging from 12-year-old veter-
ans like Walser to youngsters four and 
five — competed in field events like the 
long jump, high jump and softball throw 
ta running events from 35 meters and 
up. 

In the evening, those from 13-years-
old up to adults competed in the Red-
ford Senior Olympics, both sponsored 
a n n u a l l y by the Redford Townsh ip 
Pa rks and Recreation Department . A 
more traditional track meet, the Senior 
Olympics drew 62 compet i tors f rom 
Redford, as well as places like Detroit, 
Southfield, Livonia and Canton . 

"For the most part , everything went 
well ," said t o w n s h i p s u m m e r p lay-
ground director Heather Miller. "A lot of 
paren ts and workers thought it went 

smoothly and the kids had fun . The 
Senior Olympics were more competitive, 
but the attendance was low. We need 
more experienced track people running 
it." 

While competition was the name of 
t he game a t n igh t (Note to Walser : 
Start practicing now for next year), fun 
was the word in the afternoon. 

Some 178 kids from Redford, Livonia, 
Garden City, Plymouth, Holly, West 
Bloomfield and more competed against 
each other to win ribbons commemorat-
ing their achievements. The top six fin-
ishers in each heat and event earned 
their ribbons. 

"I like getting the ribbons the best," 
said 10-year-old Karen Jackett of Red-
ford.

"think method" in teaching how to play 
a musical instrument. 

"All I do is say 'I'm going to do this' 
before I do it," J acke t t said. "I know 
when I'm going to make it and when I'm 
going to miss beforehand." 

She used that method to clear 3-6 on 
the bar, but i t didn ' t work when she 
tried to clear 3-10. 

"I said I was going to make it, but I 
missed. It happens."

For the record, he did win his heat of 
the 35-meter-dash, which improved his 
disposition considerably. And his seven-
year-old sister, Lea, liked "playing the 
long jump" best because she took third. 

"This is why do th i s —because the 
kids have fun and we want to let our 
kids win' something," said Miller. "This 
year, we moved the track clubs to their 
own heats in the running events for the 
k ids . I t gives t h e h o m e t o w n k ids a 
chance to win a ribbon and gives them a 
chance to be a little more competitive." 

But it was a long afternoon for some 
— and not just for the 25-30 volunteers 
who he lped r u n bo th e n d s of t h e 
Olympics. 

"It's kind of cool because you get to dp! 
the softball and the long jump and now 
I'm gonna do the runn ing and every-
t h i n g , " sa id e i g h t - y e a r - o l d J e r e m y 
Stover of Redford, h is knees sl ightly 
bent and his hands squarely on his hips 
as he tried to catch his breath. 

"It's tiring me out. Yeah, I'm a little 
tired. I'm probably not gonna do good." 

He should savor tha t feeling now. He 
only h a s four more y e a r s u n t i l he 
becomes a veteran like Walser and then 
has to move on.

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Young birds 
learning to 
eat and sing

he breeding 
season for 
2000 is draw-

ing to a close. 
A few species of 

birds a re still nest-
ing, mourning 
doves, and Ameri-
can goldfinch for 
example, but most 
birds and mammals 
are car ing for young 
outside the nest. 

Our backyard hedge is a place 
were a Carolina wren ha s been car-
ing for i ts young. We are at tracted 
to the yard by the VERY loud 
singing of the adult . 

Though this bird is only 6 inches 
long, it sounds like a bird 14 inches 
long, with a flared, bell shape a t the 
end of i ts beak. 

Teaching the kids 
To some people the song of the 

Carolina wren sounds like tea-ket-
tle, tea-kettle, tea-kett le in a loud 
clear tone. 

It seems like such loud singing 
would at t ract predators to the adult 
and the young. 

But t he advantage of singing 
with the young close a t h a n d is to 
teach the young bird how to sing. 

Scientists have discovered in sev-
eral species of birds, t h a t young 
birds mus t listen to an adult sing 
during a critical period of time. 

If they do not hear t he polished 
song of an adult, they will sing the 
crude version of their song they 
developed as they left t he nest. 

Certainly the adult in our yard is 
doing i ts job very well. 

At t imes we have approached 
close enough to see both the young 
and the adult in the dense branch-
es. 

If we get too close to the young, 
the adult boldly confronts us with a 
hissing sound reminiscent of a 
snake. 

Let's eat 
Adults are also very busy feeding 

young fledglings. 
I have seen young cardinals with 

their dark colored bill being fed by 
adult males. If you cannot see the 
dark colored bill, young birds can be 
identified by watching for the wing 
fluttering. 

Like t he female fluttering while 
being fed by the male dur ing 
courtship in spring, which serves to 
main ta in the bond between the two 
individuals, young birds behave in 
the same manner. 

This is the time of t he year when 
adult birds bring their young to 
your yard or feeding station. 

Adult birds show the i r young not 
only w h a t to eat, how to eat it , but 
also where to find a bonanza of 
nutri t ion. 

Nothing like "word of mouth" to 
increase business a t your feeding 
station. 

Watch and learn. 
Feeding during summer also pro-

vides an opportunity to see t he 
young of birds tha t use your feed-
ers. 

I t will allow you to watch the 
learning t h a t occurs wi th young 
birds. 

They learn directly by watching 
their adul ts catch cer ta in insects, 
and they discover how to capture 
them. 

Watching birds feeding in a flock 
from a distance a t th is t ime of year 
can reveal the amateur techniques 
of the young versus the polished 
moves of the adults. 

Young will poke and s tab a t 
something with jerky movements, 
while t he experienced adul ts often 
make one smooth move to get their 
food. 

Young animals are all around us 
these days, take some t ime to enjoy 
their learning experiences in your 
yard.

Age trumps youth in 
Farmington road race

The annual Farmington Family Festival road 
race featured a pair of first-time winners, but both 
are well known and long established in the run-
ning community. 

Nancy Cassel, 50, of Northville was the women's 
overall winner with a time of 25:21; Matt Schroed-
er, 29, of Birmingham captured the men's title 
while running a 20:53 time. 

Cassel's win was impressive in that she outran 
a lot of women half her age, finishing nearly a 
minute ahead of 18-year-old Jessie Lair. 

"I didn't catch her until about two miles (into 
the race)," Cassel said. "If it had been a shorter 
race, she definitely would've been the winner. 

"I actually couldn't see her until about a mile. I 
caught a glimpse of a ponytail and wondered 'Is 
that a man with his hair tied back?' and I started 
to realize it was a girl up there. 

"In many races, there are some my age and 
older who are better runners who have retained 
some of tha t speed. Saturday I was jus t kinda 
lucky." 

Cassel, who has been running competitively for 
most of the last 19 years, said she wasn't out to 
prove anything, but hopes she is an inspiration to 
other women. 

She would like her running prowess to serve as 
an example "that life doesn't end at 45 or 50. For 
me, it won't end at 60 or 65. I fully intend to run 
as long as I'm able. 

"After having a burnout phase, I realized I was 
going to be slower and not able to train as intense-
ly as I once did, but it's still a wonderful sport and 
social activity to be able to meet with other run-
ners. 

"Sometimes men do outnumber women at these 
races. I know women have famil ies and a lot 
responsibilities, but I'd like to see them get out 
and be active, too." 

Cassel, who entered the Farmington race with 
her husband, Ed, didn't begin running until the 
week of her 31st birthday in 1981. 

The mirror doesn't lie 
"You can imagine what my incentive was," she said. "I had 

a desk job for years and felt like I was out of shape, and the 
reflection in the mirror was not what I wanted it to be. 

"At first it was a struggle. I probably didn't make it a 
quarter mile the first morning I went out. My goal at that 
point was to run a mile without stopping." 

But it wasn't long before Cassel, who works as a database 
admin is t ra to r , was making progress. She r a n he r f i r s t 
marathon 10 months after she started. By the time she was 
40, she was ranked nationally. 

"I had never done anything active in my life, so you can 
imagine what an entire lifestyle change tha t was," Cassel 
said. 

"After about 10 weeks, I entered a 10K race, and tha t 
sorta sparked my interest. It made me so enthusiastic about 
racing I had to do it again and again. 

"It brought out a competitive sense in me. I really found a 
love for it and have been running and racing ever since." 

Cassel used to race 25-30 times a year, but she was feeling 
burned out a little over a year ago and took some time off

but has come back with renewed energy. 

It's different 
"I guess, as we age, we expect to slow down a little bit," 

she said, "but it's different when it starts happening to you. 
"I was still pushing as if I ^ a s 35 years old instead of 

being more conservative and wise in my running. 
"I continued to run but at a less intense pace. About a year 

ago, I started racing again. Since last March, I've been rac-
ing fairly frequently." 

Cassel, who was born in Louisiana, was raised in South 
Carolina and moved to Michigan in 1992, thought the course 
would be more hilly than it was, which was OK with her. 

"I loved the fact the last mile and a quarter was a nice 
gentle downhill to the finish," she said.

On some nights, after a recording 
session or a club gig ends in the early 
morning hours, Michael King often 
unwinds by driving through suburbia, 
a landscape, he admits, tha t can be 
remarkably monotonous. Not too 
unlike the tedious mainstream sensi-
bilities of major label record executives 
who decide Lolita-like lip-synching 
dolls and chest-thumping, hiccup rant-
ing rappers are the music commodities 
of the day.

the sweet-sounding Billy Joel tenor 
with a life-defining lesson, which, of 
course, King has translated into an 
often-recited lyric in his song of hope 
and illusion, "Nevada." 

Asked about the odds that his inde-
pendently recorded CD, A Thousand 
Faces, released in April, will be picked 
up by a major label, King recites the 
line: "Destinations are the same as the 
ground that you're standing on." 

The idea is the philosophical equiva-
lent of the Indian notion of "Wherever 
you are, there you are." Music, for 
King, isn ' t based on marketp lace 
trends, but an ethereal ambition "to be 
real." 

In a cogent phrase, King nails the 
quest ion and sums up a musical 
odyssey that began in the industrial

Records deal and a shot at the prover-
bial "big time" as a member of Rebel 
Heels in the late 1980s. (The "deal" 
was worth about $200,000.) 

Since the break with Rebel Heels in 
the early 1990s, King has pursued a 
career as a studio musician, and pro-
ducer. 

To keep up with the trend of the day, 
Atlantic Records demanded a "harder 
sound" from the band with lead singer 
Liz Laren taking on a sexier image. 

King resisted, and left t he band.

relief tiles, she'll bring frui t -
shaped ornaments including a 
pear glistening with a green 
mother of pearl finish. 

"It's the biggest show in the 
country," said Tann who will 
also exhibit her work in the 
Birmingham Bloomfield Art 
Center in November, and the 
Oakland Community College 
Potters Market the first week-
end in December. "The draw is 
great because you get a lot of 
exposure for wholesale accounts. 
That little hour makes a differ-
ence to straighten my booth and 
get up for the day." 

New exhibitor 
Paul Runde is exhibiting his 

blown glass sculptural vessels in 
the Ann Arbor Street Art Fair 
for the first time this year. He 
isn't quite sure what to expect. 
He's just proud to be accepted 
into one of the most prestigious 
art fairs in the country. Some 
1,800 artists apply annually for 
100 open spaces. 

"I was very surprised I got in 
on my first shot," said Runde, a 
Pontiac artist who began blow-
ing glass five years ago after tak-
ing an extension course at the 
Center for Creative Studies in 
Detroit. Later, he studied with 
Albert Young in a Birmingham 
Bloomfield Art Center class 
offered at the Michigan Hotglass 
Workshop where he now teaches. 
Runde will also display his work 
at Arts, Beats & Eats , Art n' 
Apples in Rochester and the 
Detroit Festival of the Arts in 
September. 

"My work has been evolving," 
said Runde. "I'm not trying to 
lock myself into anything. Glass 
is a liquid form and with a little 
bit of direction, I let it t ake 
form."

"They were in teres ted in 
putting out another Lita Ford, 
and I was interested in the Indi-
go Girls," he said. "It was a sex-
ist stereotype that they thought 
they could sell. But really, we 
wanted to be more like R.E.M." 

In the end, King realized a 
simple truth: "You can only be 
who you are." 

Three years ago, he released 
his easy-listening compilation of 
songs, Nevada. And in April, 
King's A Thousand Faces was 
greeted with an enthus ias t ic 
response by the local music com-
munity. 

"A good song, for me, is like a 
slice of life. Everyone can relate 
to it because of the melody and 
lyrics seem inevitable." 

Be tough 
Like many other ambitious 

local songwriters, King isn't sit-
ting contentedly, waiting to be 
anointed by a major label. He's a 
sought-after performer, studio 
musician and producer, who has 
worked with an impressive line-
up of artists, including Jill Jack, 
J a m e s Wailin and John D. 
Lamb. 

"You have to be tough to be an 
artist," said King. "You have to 
fight for your art every step of 

the way. If you don't believe in 
it, then who will?" 

And clearly, he isn't expecting 
any favors. The music, for King, 
should speak for itself. 

"You hope the local radio sta-
tions will listen to determine if 
it 's quality," he said. "But I'm 
not going to romanticize about 
their obligation to play my music 
because I'm from the area." 

King's two CDs include a 
range of 23 songs with a sophis-
ticated arrangement and impres-
sive musicianship. Many of the 
themes are clearly about middle-
age dilemmas. 

"Today's music is so self-
absorbed," said King, sitting at 
t he mixing console at his in-
home recording studio. "The 
whole part of music is about con-
necting with an audience." 

Four years ago, King tread on 
unfamiliar ground — marriage. 
Admittedly, being married has 
refocused his life, and put his art 
in perspective. And about two 
years ago, King became a father. 
(He and his wife are expecting 
their second child in September.) 

"Now I look at things through 
a lens," said King. "The thing 
about music and being married 
is that with both you're in a con-
stant state of discovery."
