New home blues 
Family struggles waiting for builder to finish job

Building a house can be a t ry ing 
experience under the best of circum-
stances. 

Financing, overseeing construction 
and selling the old home are just a few 
of the usual hurdles. Norm and Cindy 
Mackay have an added responsibility -
namely, the care of their 20-year-old 
disabled daughter. 

The Canton family has been living 
out of hotels for the pas t few weeks 
while the i r 2,000-square-foot condo-
minium at Cherry Hill Pointe is being 
completed. According to Norm, the unit 
was supposed to be done by the end of 
June. 

"It's like a bad situation-comedy," he 
said. "They said they had specific pro-
jects to get specific things done by cer-
tain dates. But tha t day would come 
and things wouldn't get done. There 
was no explanation." 

It has made caring for his daughter, 
Jessica, much more difficult. The 20-
year-old, who endures daily seizures

and is mentally impaired, functions at 
the level of an 18-month-old baby.

"She has no clue where she is," the 
mother commented. "She hasn ' t slept 
in her bed in a week." 

"If t h e r e ' s one t h i n g she needs , " 
Norm added, "it's stability. She has no 
idea of what's going on in her life." 

Cherry Hill Pointe is located at the 
corner of Cherry Hill and Lotz roads. 
Phase one of the development calls for 
18 buildings and 66 total units on just 
more than 18 acres, Canton Communi-
ty Planner Jeff Goulet said.

Summer jobs a tough 
sell, managers say

C a n t o n employers looking to 
a t t r a c t and keep employees a r e 
turning to creative ways of doing so 
and looking beyond just the wages. 

Only an estimated 3.2 percent of 
Michigan residents are unemployed, 
forcing employers to come up with 
creative ways to make sure some of 
the remaining 96.8 percent of the 
people a re working for t hem. In 
Canton, the 1999 unemployment 
rate was slimmer still - an estimat-
ed 1.5 percent of a township work-
force of nearly 34,000 was unem-
ployed, according to f igures com-
piled by the Sou theas t Michigan 
Council of Governments. 

Canton Township, the township's 
sixth-largest employer, is looking at 
wha t other governmental entit ies 
are paying seasonal employees, vital 

for traditional summer jobs such as 
groundskeeping, golf course and 
park maintenance. The township is 
also looking at raising pay to attract 
more workers. 

"We f ind t h a t we have a h i g h 
turnover with seasonal employees," 
said Julie Morse, personnel analyst 
wi th Canton Township. "It 's j u s t 
rea l hard to find responsible and 
committed people to fill temporary 
positions." 

A majority of seasonal employees 
are 16 to 19 and work in a variety of 
areas , including parks and recre-
ation, grounds, and maintenance.

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Jail term ordered in fatal crash on 1-96

S a r a h Cappucc i t t i was also 

sentenced to five years probation 
and ordered to pay restitution to 
the family of 17-year-old Alisha 
Roberson, who died Sept. 20 in 
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12-Month CD 
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an automobile accident on 1-96 
in Livonia. Wayne County Cir- ' 
cui t Cour t J u d g e Geoage W. 
Crockett III passed sentence Fri-
day at the Frank Murphy Hall of 
Justice in Detroit: 

"What you did was foolish," he 
told Cappuccitti. "You were the 
senior of all four persons in that 
vehicle. In many ways, you con-
t r i b u t e d to t he i r c o n t i n u i n g 
abuse of mind a l t e r i n g sub-
stances." 

S t a n Roberson , t he t een ' s 
f a t h e r , w a s " sa t i s f i ed" w i t h 
Crockett's sentence. 

"All I wanted was for Sarah to 
have one full year to think about 
w h a t she ha s done," he sa id; 
"The biggest thing she could do 
to make restitution to me, per-
sonally, would be to find God." 

Cappuccitti was found guilty 
of negligent homicide by Crock-
ett in May. She was behind the 
wheel of a 1988 Ford Tempo dur-
ing the accident.

The Can ton r e s iden t apolo-
gized to Roberson's family Fri-
day. 

"I know w h a t I d id was 
stupid," said Cappuccitti. "Alisha 
shou ld be he r e r i g h t now. I 
shouldn't." 

She said Roberson was a true 
friend. 

"Her h e a r t was bigger t h a n 
her body," Cappuccitti said. "She 
was a caring person." 

Cappuccitti, Natalie Reynolds, 
Sa rah Vitto and Roberson, all 
Canton residents, were headed 
eastbound on 1-96 in Livonia at 
about 7:45 p.m. on Sept. 20. 

Cappuccitti lost control near 
Newburgh Road a f t e r pass ing 
out. According to circuit court 

testimony, all four of the young 
women were inhaling "Dust Off," 
a chemical used in cleaning com-
puters, prior to the accident. 

The Tempo crossed four lanes 
of traffic, went up the southern 
embankment of 1-96, through a 
fence, across the service drive 
and hit a tree broadside. 

Roberson s u f f e r e d m a s s i v e 
i n t e r n a l i n ju r i e s and died en 
route to the University of Michi-
gan Hospital in Ann Arbor. Cap-
puccitti, Vitto and Reynolds suf-
fered lesser in jur ies and have 
since made full recoveries. 

Roberson's mother, father and 
sister addressed Crockett before 
sentence was passed on Cappuc-
citti. 

"Sarah killed t he best f r iend 
she ever h a d , " sa id Den i se 
Roberson, h e r mother . "She is 
st i l l l iving a l ife of pa r t y and 
d r u g s . H e r l i f e s t y l e h a s n ' t 
changed." 

Alisha's sister said she never 
knew such pain existed. 

"I Can't i m a g i n e f ac ing a 
greater loss in my life than los-
ing Al i sha , " A m b e r Roberson 
added. 

C a p p u c c i t t i could h a v e 
received as much as two years 
behind bars . Crocket t said he 
imposed p roba t ion so t h a t he 
might keep a closer eye on her. 

"I plan to exercise control over 
you r b e h a v i o r , " he sa id . "As 
much as the law permits."

F O R T H E P U R P O S E O F

ELECTRONICALLY AMPLIFIED NOISE LEVELS. 

THE CITY OP PLYMOUTH ORDAINS: 

WHEREAS, That the Code of Ordinances of the City of Plymouth, 
Michigan, is hereby amended by adding sections, to be numbered 34-95, 34-
96 and 34-97, which said sections read as follows: 

Sec. 34-95 Electronically amplified sound systems in vehicles . 

No person operating or in control of a parked or moving vehicle, 
including motorcycles and mopeds, shall operate or permit the operation of 
an electronically amplified sound system in or on the vehicle so as to 
produce sound that is plainly audible more than 40 feet from .the vehicle, 
except when a specific permit is first granted by the City Commission. The 
term plainly audible shall mean any sound that can be detected by a person 
using his or her unaided hearing faculties. 

Sec. 34-96 Exceptions 

The exceptions contained in subsections 34-90, 34-91, and 34-92 of the 
City of Plymouth Code of Ordinances shall equally apply to subsection 34-
95. 

Sec. 34-97 Violations and Fine Schedule 

Any person who shall violate subsection 34-95, except when a specific 
permit is first granted by the City Commission or when one of the 
exceptions enumerated in subsection 34-96 shall be found to apply, shall be 
guilty of a civil infraction. The fine schedule for violations of subsection 34-
95 occurring within one calendar year will be as follows: 

First Offense - $ 70 
Second Offense - $100 
Third Offense - $200 
Fourth Offense and subsequent violations - $500 

NOW, THEREFORE, This Ordinance shall become effective twenty-one (21) 
days after final adoption.

Theater plan moving1 

forward, officials say

The parameters of a "Partner-
ship for the Arts" center in Can-
ton are becoming clearer. 

Indications are that a theater 
of 400-450 sea t s a t a cost of 
approximately $6 million could 
be built in Canton's Cherry Hill 
Village. Supervisor Tom Yack 
said the theater is far from being 
a done deal, however. 

"Until the board sees the num-
bers," he commented, "I'm not 
assuming there will be a com-
mitment." 

A f ea s ib i l i t y /bus ines s p lan 
s t u d y for t he center , which 
would include drama, music and 
other cultural activities, is in the 
process of being completed. 

The s tudy was in i t ia l ly fin-
ished in May, but was sent back 
for "tweaking" when a potential 
main user for the center pulled 
out , P a r t n e r s h i p for t he Ar ts 
s t e e r i n g commit tee m e m b e r 
Joan Noricks said. Final deci-
sions about the size and scope of 
the center will be de termined 

when the study is completed. 
"We knew it would be a long 

process ," Nor icks sa id of t h e 
studies. "But we want to create a 
lovely theater for the community 
that won't be a white elephant." 

It wasn't the center's first fea-
sibility study. A 1998 work con-
cluded that proper funding exists 
for a 500-800 seat center. It also 
gauged potential donors' interest 
in such a facility. 

L a s t Ju ly , C a n t o n t r u s t e e s 
approved a second study. Its aim 
was to pinpoint potential users 
and establish a business plan. 

The Plymouth Theater Guild 
has stepped forward as Partner-
ship's main user. Yack said sev-
eral profit and nonprofit organi-
zations would likely use the cen-
ter. 

Initially, the Plymouth Sym-
phony Orchest ra was going to 
s h a r e t he b u i l d i n g w i th t h e 
Guild. But Yack said it became 
clear that a theater large enough 
to accommodate both would sim-
ply be too expensive. 

"It was going to cost $9 to 
$11.5 million for 700 seats," he 
said. "We decided to go back to 

something that was more afFofd* 
able." ? 

Thus far , about $4 million is 
committed to the project. Canton 
has pledged half t h a t amount 
while $2 million more will come 
from local developers. The towi> 
s h i p is also p u r s i n g a s t a t e 
Depar tmen t of Commerce and 
Indus t ry grant , perhaps for as 
much as $750,000, said Yack. 

He. t h i n k s a n y r e m a i n i n g 
funds needed to finish the center 
could be r a i s e d w i t h i n s ix 
months. Canton t rus tees must 
f irst sign off on the plan, Yacfe 
said. That could come sometime 
next month. £ 

The s u p e r v i s o r hopes t h e 
board will support the idea of a 
theater. 

"The question is if the board is 
willing to look at cultural pro-
g ramming the same way they 
look at rec rea t iona l program-
ming," Yack said. "I hope they 
see it as an important part of the 
community. It's another element 
of the community you'd be pro-
viding services for."

'A% second knife was found in 
th6 living room next to a metal 
chair wi th rope tied to it. The 
knife, Stevens said, was broken 
with the blade adjacent to the 

chair and the handle a few feet 
away. 

A third bloody knife was found 
in the kitchen sink and a fourth 
shoved to the back of a utensil 
drawer, Stevens testified. 

Dur ing t h a t s ame hea r ing , 
Wayne County Assistant Medi-
cal Examiner Leigh Hlavaty told 
the court that Sutariya was cut 
and stabbed a total of 22 times. 

Several blows were delivered 
to the 28-year-old's head, back, 
chest and abdomen. Sutariya 's 
lung had been punctured as well 

as his bowel. 
Raj Sutar iya told Morrow he 

was one of the first people to see 
Ramesh after the stabbing. 

"The condition I saw my broth-
er in," he said, "that memory is 
a t t he top of my mind. I can't 
focus on anything any more." 

Lyon provided Morrow a long 
list of "mitigating factors" in the 
murder. 

She wrote tha t Kinnari didn't 
want to marry Ramesh Sutariya, 
b u t w a s forced to because of 
Indian customs and traditions. 

Lyon f u r t h e r s t a t e d t h a t t h e 
young woman was in love with a 
man in India but couldn't marry 
him because of her family's wish-
es. 

She wrote that Ramesh began 
applying extreme sexual pres-
sure on, Kinnari as. soon as she 
arrived in the states. 

Lyon stated, finally, that all of 
those circumstances caused the 
20-year-old to commit an ac t 
entirely out of character for her. 

"This is an aberration from her 
n o r m a l behav io r , " Lyon told 

Morrow. 
S u t a r i y a ' apologized to 

Ramesh's family. 
"I wish I could turn back and 

change tha t day," she said crying 
and trembling. "I know I made a 
mistake." 

Assistant Wayne County Pros-
ecutor D a n Less a r g u e d t h a t 
Kinnari Sutariya simply wanted 
out of her marriage. 

"Her i n t e n t w a s c l ea r , " h e 
added. "She wanted him dead." 

In handing down his sentence, 

Morrow told S u t a r i y a h e r 
actions were not "acceptable." 
P r o b a t i o n gu ide l i ne s recom-
mended a sentence of 7% to llVa 
years. 

Yash Su ta r iya , a cousin of 
Ramesh's, said Kinnari took his 
best friend away from him. 

"He 's no t he r e b e c a u s e of 
someone t h a t was self ish," he 
told Morrow. "She didn ' t care 
about anybody but herself. 

"It t akes a di f ferent k ind of 
person to do what she did."

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Ficano faces off with deputies in sheriffs racef

Incumbent Robert A. Ficano 
and at least five of the six other 
candida tes seeking to become 
Democratic Par ty nominee for 
Wayne County sheriff have a 
c o m m o n concern: the depa r t -
ment's future. 

But the similarity ends there: 
Ficano, an attorney by training, 
believes the future must contin-
ue innovative programs like his 
In te rne t "cybercop" uni t while 
the other candidates - four of 
whom are deputy sheriffs - want 
a return to more traditional law 
enforcement, with one of their 
own heading the department. 

T h a t ' s w h a t su r faced in 
Observer i n t e r v i e w s wi th 
Ficano, who is seeking a f i f th 
consecutive four-year t e rm as 
sheriff, and five of the others in 
the Aug. 8 primary election. 

Ficano, sher i f f since be ing 
appointed in April 1983 to fill a 
vacancy, faces Deputies Brian 
Keating, Richard LeGreair, Dar-
ron McKinney and Marvin Tay-
lor, plus private security special-
ist Darren T. Yarbrough and a 
sixth candidate, Ronald Smith of 
Detroit, in the primary. All but 
Smith responded to interview 
requests. 

The Democratic field is second 
largest in the last 10 years: In 
1996, eight ran in the primary. 

If Ficano wins Aug. 8, he will 
face Republican challenger Tim-
othy Beck, a Detroit business-
man, in the November general 
election. 

Citing county budgetary prob-
lems - the county has a nearly 
$ l l - m i l l i o n def ic i t and al l 
departmental budgets are tight -
F icano says he is concerned 
"whe ther law enforcement is 
going to be a priority." 

Ficano says his department —

which among other things oper-
ates the three county jails, pro-
tec t s t h e cour t s , p a t r o l s sec-
ondary roads and county parks 
and assists municipal police as 
needed - can't function properly 
on the proposed budget. 

The $6 mi l l ion t h e coun ty 
would add to h i s p r e v i o u s 
$105.5-million budget "is mis-
leading," Ficano says, because it 
only covers the contractual pay 
raises for the 900 deputies and 
civilian staff. 

'Core issue* 
"It does ngt address the core 

i ssue" of t h e c o u r t - o r d e r e d 
staffing levels at the county jail, 
which his department lacks the 
funds to meet and which is cost-
ing about $2 million a year in 
overtime, Ficano says. He says 
only t r a i n e d d e p u t i e s can be 
used there.

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County launches senior drug card

Wayne County has begun 
mailing enrollment forms for its 
new, free County Card prescrip-
tion drug discount program to 
the county's 400,000 senior citi-
zen residents. 

Forms also are available at 
county libraries, senior centers 
and at all CVS pharmacies in 
metropolitan Detroit. CVS is the 
national drugstore chain partici-
pating in the program, which is 
scheduled to begin Sept. 1. 

Modeled after a similar senior 
d iscount drug program in 
Macomb County, Wayne Coun-
ty's County Card will offer resi-
dent seniors 60 and over from 5 
to 30 percent off on prescription 
medications. 

Average savings are estimated 
at 20 to 30 percent and "unlike 
other programs, every single 
purchase will receive a discount 
of at least 5 percent," said Trisha 
Ste in , executive director of 
Wayne County HealthChoice, 
which is administering the card 
program. 

All seniors need to do is sign 
and return the enrollment forms

Deputy Marvin Taylor of

The department is "not visible 
enough as a deterrent." 

Darren T. Yarbrough, the non-
deputy, is a former Army Special 
Forces weapons officer who 
works with deputies in his role 
as supervisor for the tactical 
enforcement group of Hunters 
International.

Skyrocketing prescription drug 
costs, up to $2,000 a month in 
some cases, has created a huge 
demand from seniors across the 
country for help. 

"Big health care companies get 
huge discounts from pharma-
cies," said Duggan. "By banding 
together, we're going to get the 
same discount for our senior citi-
zens." 

Duggan is credited with initi-
ating the HealthChoice and the 
PlusCare programs, which pro-
vide health insurance to low-
income families and indigents. 

HealthChoice, the county-run 
small-business medical insur-
ance program, pays an annual 
$8 per member fee to Pharma-
Care of Rhode Island, which is 
coordinating the program with 
CVS, according to Stein. 

PharmaCare, a pharmaceuti-
cal benefits manager, has con-
tracts with health maintenance 
organizations nationwide and 
also with the Depar tment of 
Defense. 

HealthChoice is maintained by 
funding from Urban Hospital 
Care Plus, a nonprofit which 
arranges health care benefits for 
the uninsured in Wayne County. 

Engler signs bill 
cutting phone rates; 
Ameritech may sue

Michigan te lephone cus-
tomers are in for a break on 
ra tes now t h a t Gov. John 
Engler has signed a bill intend-
ed to spur local phone company 
competition into law. 

The cut in fees will include 
elimination of the $3.28 access 
fee, or "end user line charge," 
and a new requirement tha t 
the phone company consider 
calls to adjacent calling areas 
as "local" calls r a t h e r t h a n 
"local toll" calls. 

The breaks should show up 
on bills in September, unless 
Ameritech files suit. Company 
officials have indicated to the 
Michigan Public Service Com-
mission that they are consider-
ing legal action. The company 
estimates the cost of the elimi-
nation of the access fee alone at 
$157 million annually. 

Lawmakers did away with it 
when they passed House Bill 
5721 on the grounds it mir-
rored a fee already assessed 
Under federal law, essentially 

double dipping Michigan cus-
tomers. The bill also eliminates 
a similar access charge of $3.50 
assessed to GTE customers. 

"The main goal of this legis-
lation is to increase competi-
tion for local phone services, 
which will provi^ more choic-
es for consumers," said Rep. 
Mary Ann Middaugh, R-Paw 
Paw, a t the signing of bill 
Monday, July 17. Middaugh 
along with Rep. Marc Shul-
man, R-West Bloomfield. craft-
ed the bill. 

Shulman initiated the pro-
posal because previous 
a t tempts to deregulate locaJ 
phone service in Michigan 
failed to produce real competi-
tion. 

Along with eliminating the 
$3.28 charge and the require-
ment for free calls to adjacent 
a reas , the bill res tores the 
authority of the PSC -to oversee' 
telephone service providers. It 
will make the PSC the "compe-
tition cop," according to propo-
nents, to encourage competi-
t ion against Ameritech and 
GTE by upstart companies.

Gasoline 
prices fall 
in state 

Prices at gas pumps across 
Michigan have declined for a 
fourth straight week - down 42 
cents per gallon since June 19, 
according to AAA Michigan's 
weekly "Fuel Gauge" survey. The 
statewide average for self-serve 
unleaded is currently $1,658. 

This week's average is 12.9 
cents lower than a week ago 
($1,787). The per-gallon price is 
now the lowest it has been since 
the first week in June, but still 
46.4 cents per gallon higher than 
a year ago at this time. 

In the metro Detroit area, the 
average for self-serve unleaded 
is $1,721 per gallon, down 13.3 
cents from a week ago, but 55.6 
cents higher than a year ago. 
The metro Detroit average has 
fallen 42.4 cents in the last four 
weeks. 

Statewide, the Auto Club sur-
vey found per-gallon prices rang-
ing from $1,459 to $1,839. 

Michigan's boaters also will 
find some relief at the pumps. 
The statewide average for no-
lead gas dropped 6.6 cents from 
last week to an average of $2,253 
per gallon, and the average 
diesel price is down 3.2 cents at 
$1,654. Those averages are up 
from last year 66.3 cents and 
34.4 cents respectively. 

Metro-Detroit-area marinas 
are reporting averages of $2,262 
for no-lead gas, down 11.8 cents 
from last week, and $1,736 for 
diesel, down 1.5 cents from a 
week ago. A year ago, the no-
lead average in Metro Detroit 
was $1;555 and the diesel aver-
age was $1,341.

Hie state's bard would serve in 
a host of ceremonial occasions, 
McCotter says, and also help 
facilitate a deeper appreciation 
of poetry throughout the state. 

The senator, who got strongly 
into l i terature as a collegian, 
waxes both poetic and political 
about his proposal. 

"Poets live to reveal and con-
vey the rich t a p e s t r y of our 
human experience," he explains. 
"As a conservative who believes 

people must always apply a rea-
soned understanding of human 
na ture and history to govern-
mental issues, I believe it is time 
(that) we legislators give (poet 
Percy Byshhe) Shelley's 'unac-
knowledged legislators' the i r 
due." 

Br inging up Seger, says 
McCotter, "made a lot of people 
think about the role of poetry" in 
the i r everyday lives, "a lot of 
people who never thought about 
it" before. 

"Song lyrics are verse," notes 
McCotter, citing as proof the 
lyricism of 19th century English 
poet Samuel ("Rhyme of the 

Ancient Mariner") Coleridge. 
"When it 's a t i ts best, i t is 

poetic," McCotter says. "Seger's 
songs describe a way of life of 
many people. Many people can 
relate to his lyrics." 

McCotter cites Seger's "Feel 
Like a Number" protest song and 
says he's incl ined to put the 
lyrics on the desks of his fellow 
legislators when they enact a 
law. 

"People feel like cattle," he 
says. "Anything we can do to 
stress the primacy of the individ-
ual over government, we want to 
do. By emphasizing poetry, we 
stress the primacy. 

'The qual i t ies of sympathy 
and empathy in this society can 
always be enhanced," McCotter 
says. "Also, we can get govern-
ment officials to know there 's 
more to life than jus t passing 
laws." 

But why Seger? 
"All we did was just show the 

range of poetry we have from 
Michiganders," says McCotter, 
who also suggests Jim Harrison, 
the best-selling Lelanau author 
("Legends of the Fall") and Ypsi-
lanti-born bard James Oster-
burg, along with Ann Arbor's 
famous rock 'n' roller.

Ferguson, a native of 
Rochester Hills, is com-
pet ing today th rough 
Saturday in his th i rd 
BASS Masters Classic. 
Largely considered to 
be the Super Bowl of 
compet i t ive f i sh ing , 
th i s year ' s Classic is 
being contested out of 

Chicago, 111., on Lake Michigan and con-
necting waters. 

With 46 of the world's best bass fish-
ermen - including last year's champ, 
Davey Hite - going head-to-head, win-
n i n g t h e Class ic and the $100,000 
stipend that goes with it is certainly no 
easy feat. 

But w h e n Fe rguson says he 's 
approaching the tournament with every 
intention of winning it, he's not making

the statement in jest. 
Ferguson's first tas te of the Classic 

came in 1990 when he qualified through 
the BASS Federation. He was basically 
an ama teu r , competing aga ins t sea-
soned veterans. 

"I remember that first tournament. I 
was just shaking," Ferguson/said Tues-
day night, from his hotel room in Chica-
go. "I didn't know what to do from one 
minute to the next. They keep you very 
busy here with press''conferences, auto-
g r a p h sess ions , m e e t i n g s , s p o n s o r 
appearances, things like that. There's a 
lot more going on than just fishing and 
it can be overwhelming at times. 

"But it's a lot different this year. That 
was the 20th anniversary of the Classic 
and this is the 30th. Now I'm at peace 
with everything and my confidence is 
up." 

Ferguson attributes that peacefulness 
and a big portion of his success to a 
strong religious belief, something lack-
ing in his life unti l a year ago. When 
asked what the biggest difference was 

between his first berth in the Classic 
and t h i s one he quickly responded , 
"Jesus Christ." 

While his newfound spirituality has 
calmed his nerves and brought h im 
peace of mind and confidence, hours and 
hours of fishing, through competition 
and guide services on Lake St. Clair 
during the summer and Florida's Lake 
Okeechobee in the winter, have refined 
his fishing ability. 

Since that first Classic appearance 10 
years ago Ferguson has logged bet ter 
than 2,200 days on the water. 

Ferguson placed 18th in last year 's 
Classic, held on the Mississippi Delta in 
Louisiana, and is enjoying the best sea-
son of his career this year. 

He finished fifth in the season point 
standings in the prestigious BASSMAS-
TER Top 150 to ea rn a ber th in t he 
Classic. Not only that, but he's coming 
off his first professional victory, having 
won the final Top 150 event of the sea-
son in May on Alabama's Lake Wheeler. 

"I feel pretty confident," he said. 

Tuesday offered pa r t i c i pan t s the i r 
final day of practice and 25 mph winds 
kept the anglers off Lake Michigan. 

Most concentrated their efforts on the 
Calgag River, which F e r g u s o n feels 
could prove to be an advantage. 

"It wasn't a real productive practice 
day for anyone, but t h a t could be an 
advantage for nfe," he said. "It didn't 
allow the rest of the guys a chance to go 
out and find fish. Because I'm from up 
here, I probably fish the Great Lakes 
more than most so tha t a benefit.." 

Three other Michigan anglers - Kevin 
Van Dam, of Kalamazoo, Kim Strieker 
of Howell, and Phillip Jones of Holland 
- have also qua l i f ied for t h i s year ' s 
Classic, giving Michigan it's largest rep-
resentation ever. 

The bass fishery in the waters around 
Chicago isn't anything like tha t of Lake 
St. Clair, according to Ferguson. 

"They probably have less t h a n one-
percent of the fish t h a t we have," he 
sa id . "They don ' t h a v e n e a r l y t h e 
amount of (bass habitat) tha t we do." 

Because of t h a t lack of f i sh , don^t 
expect any record-breaking catches'Tto 
win the tournament. " 

"We've been ta lking about tha t (tfcte 
winning weight) and everyone feel&Tjt 
will probably take between 32 and '36 
pounds to win it. I don't think it will be 
a tournament anyone will dominate" I t 
will be close." ^ 

With things going his way, Ferguson 
is a solid contender for the top spot; rm 
this year's tournament. If the third ti£?e 
really is the charm, Michigan might ju^t 
get it's first BASS Master Classic cham-
pion.

At 74, J i m Briegel says the 
only time he plays tournament 
golf any more is for sentimental 
reasons. 
. It 's been a pret ty good week 

for s en t imen t for the Redford 
Township resident. 

Last weekend, Briegel, a four-
t ime winner of the Ann Arbor 
Men ' s City Golf Tournament , 
came in s ix th in the champi-
onsh ip f l igh t , j u s t four shots 
b e h i n d w i n n e r David P ing — 
;young enough to be his grand-
son. 

On Monday, Briegel teed off in 
the Detroit Newspapers Tourna-
m e n t of Champions a t Boyne 
'Mountain 's Monument Course, 

made Tuesday's cut and wound 
up winn ing the Super Senior 
f l igh t by the comple t ion of 
Wednesday's round. 

"My wife keeps thinking that I 
punish myself for playing," said 
Briegel, a retiree from Brown-
Brumf i e ld P r i n t i n g in Ann 
Arbor. "But I love it. I still hit 
the ball pretty long for my age." 

The three-handicap does pret-
ty well, too. Playing most of his 
golf out of Glenhurst Golf Course 
on Six Mile, he's shot his age 20 
times this year and 37 times last 
year. 

"Glenhurst is a short course, 
but I feel I'm playing poorly if I 
play there and don't shoot my 
age," sa id Briegel , who is a 
s t a r t e r a t t he U n i v e r s i t y of

headed up north. I didn't even 
stay for dinner because I figured 
if I ate, I would be driving up 
sleepy."

One student discovered a large 
mayfly nymph. It was about two 
inches long with a dark fringe of 
gills on both sides of the abdomen. 
This was the first t ime someone had 
captured one of these nymphs dur-
ing a pond study. 

It was a burrowing mayfly 
nymph tha t fishermen often call a 
wiggler. They serve as a nice tasty 
morsel for a fish. 

Trout fishermen wait anxiously 
for the Hex hatch, which is when a 
large mayfly nymph t ransforms into 
a winged adult. During this trans-
formation the adults rise from the 
nymph's burrows in t remendous 
numbers, providing a feast for wait-
ing fish. 

Many people recognize a mayfly 
adult, but because people don't 
spend much time dipping in the 

- water with a net, they do not recog-
• nize these insects in their immature 

stage. 
That is the excitement of explor-

ing the underwater world. New dis-
coveries of something common also 
intrigues people. 

They have gills 
Burrowing mayflies have gills 

tha t wave and create a current tha t 
draws water into the burrow. New 
supplies of water are needed to 
bring in dissolved oxygen. They also 
have branched tails tha t probably 
help to anchor them in their bur-
row. 

Burrowing mayflies position 
themselves vertically in the mud or 
bottom debris. Their head is pointed 
upward. Well-developed tusks are 
designed to grasp food t h a t comes 

; within their reach. 
- T In streams, the current brings a 
; constant supply of food pas t the 
* burrow. Those species in a lake 

•; must rely on prey happening within 
% reach or prey being funneled into 
; ' t h e burrow by their manufactured 
1t current. ', 
•C Not all mayfly nymphs are found 
; in burrows. Many nymphs are 
' crawlers. Their well-developed legs 

allow them to hunt under and 
between rocks for suitable prey of 
smaller animals. Some are plant 
eaters, but most are predators. 

There are some stream-inhabit-
ing mayflies tha t have little attach-
ment discs tha t allow the nymph to 
cling to a rock without being 
washed away by the current . 

Mayflies tha t live in s t reams are 
often flat shaped. A flat shape 
allows them to be streamlined and 
allows the current to push them 
against the bottom debris. They 
have developed a body s t ructure 
tha t requires the least amount of 

. energy to survive. 

< Better at swimming 
Other mayfly species are bet ter 

a t swimming. Their bodies produce 
a wave-like action tha t propels 
them through the water . There are 
even armored mayfly nymphs. A 
broad hardened shell protects the 

- f lattened body. 

Looking into an environment 
. tha t we often overlook can reveal 
; some interesting discoveries, if t ime 
. is taken, to really look carefully. 
, Then, once the initial discovery 
has been made, learning more 

.. about the animal, or discovery, is 
even more satisfying.

veryone is 
always looking 
for t h a t special 

club t h a t will allow 
them to h i t t he ball 
farther. 

What everyone for-
gets about is scoring. 
Many people come to 
me and say, "I need 
help with my driver," 
or "I can't hi t my long 
irons." What every-

one forgets is t h a t chipping and 
put t ing is where you score. 

If you spend one hour a week prac-
ticing on the driving range, then you 
shoxlld spend two hours a week chip-
ping and putt ing. 

When you practice chipping, work 
with the 7-iron through sand wedge 
or lob wedge. Most people make the 
mistake of us ing jus t their sand 
wedge. 

One of the keys to chipping is get-
ting the ball on the ground as soon as 
possible. If you have to carry a 
bunker, you will probably have your 
best success us ing a lob or sand 
wedge. 

Other t h a n tha t type of situation, 
you wan t the ball to roll to the flag-
stick. This is why I recommend the 
'flight to roll' ratio, invented by Mike 
Adams. 

The flight to roll ratio keys itself 
on the golf ball landing one s tep on 
the put t ing green every time. You 
determine w h a t club to hit by using 
the following formula: 

1. Firs t you pace off how many 
steps it t akes from where your ball is 
to one s tep on the green. 

2. Then you pace off how many 
steps it t akes from tha t one s tep on 
the green to t he hole. 

3. You then take the number of 
steps to the hole and divide i t by the 
number of s teps from your ball to one 
step on the green. For example, if it 
takes four steps from the ball to the 
spot on the green, then 20 more to the 
hole, divide four into 20 to get five. 

4. The final step is to subtrac t tha t number from 12 to 
determine which club to use. For example, 12 minus five 
equals seven so you would use the 7-iron. 

What this makes is an easier way to chip. If you are 
always landing the ball one s tep on the green, you must 
t rus t the club selection on the shot. 

Some keys to work on to chip the ball better are: 
• Open your stance slightly, aiming left of the target 
• Your weight should be mainly on your left foot. 
• Your h a n d s should be in line with your left thigh,

and the ball should be back in your stance off your right 
toe. 

S The motion should be with your arms and shoulders, 
not with your wrists. 

Remember to get the ball on t he ground as soon as pos-
sible and apply the flight to ball ratio. 

If you're having problems, remember to seek out your 
local PGA professional for instruction.

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osh White Jr. believes m peacc, equality 
and freedom just as much today as he did 
when singer/songwriters like himself 

revived folk music to bring about social and 
political changes in the 1960s. 

He learned the importance of these values 
at the knees of his father, the legendary Josh 
White Sr., and mother Carol Born in 1940 in 
New York City, young Josh was quick to pick 
up on the racial and economic struggles his 
father sang and wrote about in the 30* and 
40?. 

In the late 1960s, he and a new generation 
of musicians, which included the British 
group, The Animals, discovered and popular-
ized his father's - "House of the Rising Sun"-
a classic tale about a young girl dying in a 
place of ill-repute. 

White Jr. had sung the song many times 
with his father since joining him in a perfor-
mance on a live Armed Forces Radio Show at 
age 4. By 1961, Josh Jr. was playing solo at 
the Cafe Gallery down the street from 
Baker's Keyboard Lounge, but never forgot 
his father's songs. 

He took them with him to The Raven, first 
located in Birmingham and then Southfield, 
and onto the road where he performed them 
at the Kennedy Center in Washington, D. C. 
and in 12 countries during a 26 day tour of 
Europe with Richie Havens. But his most 
important gig was yet to come. In 1991, 
White Jr. would become an integral part of 
StoryLiving, the Detroit Historical Museum's 
educational outreach program that teaches 
youth about subjects such as the Under-
ground Railroad. It became a mission for him 
to perform concerts for families and children 
in an effort to help build a better world.

In addition to singing the songs of his 

father, White Jr. will encourage audiences to 
cultivate friendships and read more when he 
plays the Music in the Park concert series 
sponsored by the Plymouth Community Arts 
Council Wednesday, July 26, and the Water-
ford Cultural Council's SummerFest 1:30-
2:30 p.m. Saturday, Aug. 5. White returns to 
Plymouth Friday, Sept. 8 to kick off the arts 
council's Members First Series of concerts. 
He will perform at The Ark in Ann Arbor on 
Friday, Oct. 6. 

Life lesson 
"The greatest lesson I learned not only 

from my father but my mother was how you 
look at and treat another human being," said 
White Jr. who sang his father's blues songs 
on the acoustic stage at Montreal Jazz Festi-
val during Fourth of July weekend. "Look at 
them as individual human souls, no head 
higher or lower than yours. If a particular 
person did you wrong, it wasn't the race that 
did you wrong. Speak of equality in your 
music to remind people we're all the same. 
After everything my dad had been through in 
his life, he could have instilled a lot of hatred 
but he did not. And you can't just say some-
thing. You have to do it. They walked the 
walk." 

Much of what he knows about his father 

today, White Jr. learned after his father^ 
ii» .Ub i l0» of M in 0 \c i ihi 
years, he's spoken to legendary blues men 
and spent hours with Elijah Wald whose " 
book, Josh White Society Blues, is scheduled 
for release in September He realized when 
the U.S. Postal Service put his father on a 
stamp in 1998 that many people know noth-
ing about these historical figures so White Jr. 
began making the circuit of schools to speak 
about his father. 

Discovering history 
"I learned a lot more about my dad after 

talking to Wald and it led to me discovering 
an old blues album of a black street singer he 
used to lead around," he said. "It's Josh White 
at 14 playing and singing with Blind Joel 
Taggert, so now I've heard my father in his 
early years. To me, that's a treasure. Growing 
up, there were not a lot of stories but I do 
remember visiting Leadbelly just before he 
died. I met Sonny Terry and Brownie 
McGhee for the first time after my dad died 
even though they saw me for the first time 
when I was born. There's some things I wish 
I could remember like a photo that shows me 
sitting on Paul Robeson's knee. 

"It's our history. When I go to the schools 
it's because my father is one more person 
people should know about. There's recordings 
of my father standing up for human rights in 
the 30s and 40s. He and Paul Robeson stood 
up for it. It's never easy to stand up." 

White Jr. is not about to let anyone forget 
that his father was blacklisted during the 
McCarthy era or that he was the first 
blues/folk artist to headline America's first 
integrated club, the Cafe Society in the vil-
lage in New York. His recent recording, 
House of the Rising Son, by Silverwolf 
Records, keeps his father's music alive. His

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Acting bug bites Shakespearean performers

The hours are long, the mosquitos 
biting like it's mid August, and the 
sun's burning their skin but local 
actors performing in the Michigan 
Shakespeare Festival are loving every 
minute. 

Set among the trees of Ella Sharp 
Park in Jackson, the festival treats 
Shakespeare lovers to A Midsummer 
Night's Dream and Richard III in 
addition to The Toby Story, a zany ver-
sion of Cinderella. The shows contin-
ue afternoons and evenings to Sun-
day, Aug. 6. 

"When I first went out and saw the 
sight I thought it was just a stage in a 
field," said Casey Murphy, an Ann 
Arbor res ident and g radua te of 
Rochester High School. This is Mur-
phy's second summer performing out-
doors. Last year, he was an intern at 
the Eugene O'Neill Theater Center in 
Connecticut. . 

"Then I got a little sunburn. The 
mosquitos are bad here and we're 
always covering up in suntan lotion 
and bug spray but there's a nice back-
drop of trees all around. There's some-

thing about being in an outside the-
ater. There's sort of a puri ty to it. 
There's nothing else besides the audi-
ence and stage, not an ornate house, 
just the trees and sky." 

Acting duo 
Ariana and Keith Prusak couldn't 

agree with him more. They love the 
new stage designed like an Eliza-
bethan courtyard theater. Like Mur-
phy, the husband and wife acting duo 
perform in both Shakespeare produc-
tions. Murphy plays Lysander, one of 
the lovers romping through the woods 
in A Midsummer Night's Dream, and 
Lord Grey in Richard III. 

"It's been less of a challenge and 
more of a joy," said Keith Prusak, a 
Livonia resident. "I don't want to say 
it's been easy but our director, John 
Neville-Andrews in A Midsummer 
Night's Dream, makes it easy. He's 
done Shakespeare around America 
and Europe. I always had an interest 
in Shakespeare even in high school at 
St. Agatha's in Redford. I thought 
Shakespeare had his finger on every-
body's pulse. It's writ ten in such a 
way that it can apply to anybody." 

Ariana fell in love wi th Shake-

speare while a 
s tuden t at 
Lutheran High 
School in West-
land. 

"My teacher 
was so on f i re 
about Shake-
speare it 
sparked us and 
rubbed off on 
us," said Ari-
ana , "but the 
oppor tun i t i e s 
around here to 
be in Shake-
speare are few 
and f a r 
between. That's 
why we travel 
70 miles one 
way, happily to 
Jackson for 
e i g h t - h o u r 
rehearsa ls six 
days a week." 

Of course, Ariana and Keith wotild 
travel just about any distance to keep 
from playing parts where they kill 
each other. It seems, no matter what
