However, Sapala ruled he had 
no jurisdiction to put the pair on 
the ballot, and chastised the two 
for failing to know the law. 

Both are asking the Appeals 
Court for immediate considera-
tion in an effort to get a ruling 
which would put them on the 
November ballot to challenge 
Lowe. 

"While I filed an appeal, I'm 
resigned to the fact that no one 
will do any th ing about th is ," 
said Bee. "Judge Sapala made a 
big, big mi s t ake .

first home in this price range built on speculation 
in Canton, said Mike Gladchun, co-owner of 
Re/Max on the Trail in Plymouth, the Realtor 
listing the home. He co-owns the business along 
with his wife, Mary. 

"It's spectacular in every respect," Gladchun 
said. Every fireplace is unique, every ceiling pitch 
is different and the home has the "finest of every-
thing" - including exotic hardwoods such as teak 
and mahogany, granite countertops, custom cabi-
nets, functional exterior shut ters and Grohe 
faucets, worth an estimated $500 apiece. The top-
of-the-line stainless steel appliances carry the 
Dacor and Bosch brand names. 

The mas te r su i t e is 400 square feet , and 
upstairs a bonus "studio" area measures 527 
square feet. 

The home's even wired for stereo surround 
sound throughout - the buyer needs only to sup-
ply the actual sound equipment. Gladchun said a 
prospective buyer has a l ready ordered a 
mahogany piano to move into the study, which 
has mahogany cabinetry. They plan to use the 
room as a music listening room. 

"Electronically, it's the latest and greatest," 
Gladchun said of the house. 

Hidden treasure 
All high-tech and luxury features aside, howev-

er, one of the home's biggest selling points is its 
discreetness. Gladchun said it's designed for peo-
ple who want the best of everything - but don't 
want to flaunt it. Trees help shield it from the 
road. 

Even the builder wants to be discreet, Glad-
chun said. He asked that his name and company 
name not be used in this article. 

Romancing the buyer 
Marketing the home has been challenging. 

Aerial photography and advertising in Crain's 
Detroit Business, Homes & Land magazine, local 
newspapers and the Dupont Register has cost 
Re/Max a "small fortune," Gladchun said. The 
aerial shot helps "romance" the targeted buyer 

more than a traditional photograph. 
So what does this million dollar home cost per 

month? Roughly $9,200, if the buyer makes a 
standard 20 percent down payment of $290,000, 
Gladchun said. That includes about $800 per 
month for property taxes. 

But most high-ticket home buyers pay cash 
rather than finance, he said. And these buyers 
tend to be self-employed entrepreneurs or, less 
commonly, CEOs of large corporations. Both 
types of buyers tend to have families. 

"The times they are a'changing," Gladchun said 
of Canton's big-ticket homes. Compared to neigh-
boring Northville and Plymouth, Canton has just 
begun to offer high-ticket luxury homes because 
of aggressive development and Canton's central 
location between Detroit and Ann Arbor. 

Canton has other homes valued at $1 million or 
more, but the Ridge Road house is the newest. 
Most of the other million-dollar homes are in the 
same area of northwest Canton, Gladchun said. 

Who are the million dollar homeowners? 
A local restaurant owner, a dentist, a small 

business owner and a lottery winner make up the 
ranks of some of the million-dollar homeowners, 
said Tom Yack, township supervisor. The lottery 
winner's home has an indoor pool. 

Canton is still thought of as a bedroom commu-
nity - a haven for commuters working all over 
southeast Michigan.

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Turtles spared consequence of the jet age

They had lived with the air-
port 's noise and fumes for as 
long as 10 years and they were 
comfortable. 

So it was understandable that, 
when moving day came, they 
didn' t want to go. Some even 
tried hiding. 

But that didn't work, because 
they really had no choice: A new 
runway was coming and either 
they left, or the big road graders 
would fill in their home - likely 
with them in it. 

Nevertheless, the struggle to 
get them to move has been suc-
cessful: Since May 6, 32 "resi-
dents" of Pond No. 5 at Wayne 
County's Detroit Metropolitan 
Airport - all painted or snap-
ping turtles - have been spared 
the consequences of the jet age. 

Volunteers 
Thanks to their 18 volunteer 

rescuers , they ' re now in the 
safer, friendlier and healthier 
environment of Sumpter Town-
ship's Crosswinds Marsh, a wet-
lands preserve several miles 
southwest of their noisy, dirty 
old homes. 

The saga began last year after 
it became known tha t Metro's 
s ix th and newest j e t runway 
would require filling-in one of 
the airport's storm-water reten-
tion ponds, replacing it with a 
long, wide parallel drain. 

Several airport employees had 
noticed turtles living in the pond 

• The turtle kept dig-
ging down into the 
smelly, quicksand-like 
muck, said Craig, who 
was soon up to his 
elbows in It and won-
dering 'where that 
snapping mouth' was. 

- No. 5. Cathy Morse of Romu-
lus, airport environmental man-
ager, knew something had to be 
done. 

So; as the turtles began emerg-
ing from the pond's mud in May, 
she organized a rescue. It proved 
so popular among the volunteers 
from the airport, the Michigan 
Department of Environmental 
Quality and other agencies that 
six subsequent rescues were con-
ducted in June and July. At least 
one more is planned, Morse said. 

'Deep concern' 
County Airports Director 

Lester Robinson praised the vol-
unteers for having "such a deep 
concern for na tu re tha t they 
would slog through ... water and 
mud - on their own time - to 
make life more comfortable, for 
these turtles," 

Wearing chest-waders or hip 
boots and gloves and carrying 
fishing dip-nets, the volunteers -
including adults and pre-teens -
waded into the drained, 15-acre 
pond's mud and muck, seeking 
tu r t l e t racks or the critteirs 
themselves.

CORTISONE INJECTIONS INTO JOINTS-
HOW OFTEN IS 

ans often Physicians often turn to cortisone injections in treating inflamed 
joints. The use of cortisone for an irritated knee, wrist, ankle'or 
shoulder is similar to the effect of water on fire. Any textbook that deals 
with treatment of joint disease devotes space to describing the uses of cortisone joint 
injection in rheumatoid arthritis, gout, psoriatic arthritis, and osteoarthritis. Other text 
chapters include illustrations of proper technique for injecting joints and bursas and 
tendons. 

Whiie authorities agree that joint Injection is useful, there are no two experts who can 
come to common ground on the number of time a physician can inject your knee or 
shoulder and not cause harm. 

No research to date shows that injection softens cartilage or injures bone. One concern 
about injections is that they can cause infection, but that complication results from a break 
in technique rather than a danger from cortisone itself. Another worry is that after an 
injection in your kne.e you will not feel pain. Then you will cause injury because you will not 
stop putting strain on the point. However, doctors use only a smali amount of anesthesia 
during the procedure, and the capability to feel pain returns within minutes to a few hours. 

Another misconception is that you can have no more than 3-5 cortisone injections a year 
in any joint. No research has proved this valid, how many injections are. enough comes out 
of your need and response, and the safety of the injections depends not on limiting them

If U.S. archers shoot as well in Syd-
ney, Australia, as they did this week at 
the National Archery Target Champi-
onships in Canton, the United States 
will walk away with several medals. 

U.S. Olympians Karen Scavotto of 
Enfield, Conn., and Butch Johnson of 
Woodstock, Conn., captured the 
women's and men's recurve bow titles, 
respectively, Thursday. 

For 18-year-old Scavotto, a 2000 
Olympic Team member, it was her first 
national outdoor championship in the 
senior division. Her tournament total 
of 2,681 points shattered the previous 
tournament record of 2,655, held by 
Denise Parker (Salt Lake City, Utah) 
since 1991. 

"It feels great," Scavotto said. "I won 
the Jun io r Nationals , but th is is 
against the best of the best. It's very 
exciting. 

"I really wanted to have a good tour-
nament so I'd have extra confidence 
before Sydney. I'm looking forward to 
just experiencing the whole Olympics. 
I've been doing well all year against 
international competition. 

"I have confidence that I should do 
well. I just want to do my best. There 
are many good archers. Any one of 
them could win the gold." 

Scavotto's Olympic teammates, Janet 
Dykman (El Monte, Calif.) and Parker, 
finished second and third, respectively. 
Dykman totaled 2,584 points, while 
Parker had a score of 2,556. 

Johnson won his third career title 
with a 10-point victory over defending 
champion and 2000 Olympic teammate 
Vic Wunderle (Mason City, 111.). John-
son scored 2,662 points to Wunderle's 
2,652. Jay Barrs (Salt Lake City, Utah) 
was third with 2,614. 

The men's recurve competition was 
much closer than the score indicates. 
Coming into the final day on Thursday,

Wunderle was only six points behind 
Johnson. He cut the deficit to four 
points before fading at the end. 

"It could have went e i ther way," 
Johnson said. "It was good for specta-
tors. Personally, I like having a big 
lead. It's more comfortable." 

Wunderle said he was not disap-
pointed to f inish runne r -up to his 
teammate. 

"It was nice to see Butch shooting 
well," Wunderle said. "It's good to see 
the whole team shooting well. It's excit-
ing for us going into the Olympics. 
We've got a good team that's practicing 
hard to do our best and bring back 
some medals." 

The men's team won the gold medal 
at the 1996 Summer Olympic Games in 
Atlanta. 

"We have a real strong team again 
this year," Johnson said. "I think our 

chances are really good." 
This week's tournament is the final 

event prior to the 2000 Summer 
Olympics in Sydney, Australia, for the 
women's team. The men will compete 
at the Grand Prix of Poland before 
leaving for Sydney. 

Compound champions 
Meanwhile, in the compound compe-

t i t ion, Chris t ie Bisco (Raymond, 
Maine) and Dave Cousins (West Jor-
dan, Utah) were the top finishers of the 
women's and men's divisions, respec-
tively. 

Bisco, 18, won her first national title 
in the senior division of the women's 
compound bow division. She had a 
four-day total of 2,747 points to earn 
the victory. Mary Zorn (V^arrenville, 
111.) edged Michelle Ragsdale (Tucson, 
Ariz.) for second place, 2,723 to 2,722.

2,808 points to claim his second 
straight title in the men's compound 
division.

U.S. gold medal team 
inspires actress Davis

Actress Geena Davis was watching 
television one summer day in 1996 
when something caught her eye. 

"I was watching the Olympic Games 
in Atlanta," Davis said Thursday while 
competing in the National Archery 
Target Championships in Canton. 
"They had a lot of coverage of archery 
because the men's team was doing so 
well. I thought 'that looks kind of fun.' 
I thought it might be something I 
would be good at." 

Four years later, Davis is one of the 
ton women archers in the nation. Shp 
came into this week's competition at 
Heritage Park ranked 10th in the coun-
t ry among women who use recurve 
bows. 

Davis shot a combined score of 2,399 
points to f inish 12th among U.S. 
women. A year ago at the national 
tournament in Ohio, Davis placed 29th. 

"I'm happy. I'm doing much better 
than last year," Davis said. "It's fun. 
It's very addictive."

Davis, whose name has been on the 
credits of such films as Tootsie and 
Thelma and Louise, never thought 
about playing any sport un t i l she 
starred in the film A League of Their 
Own. 

"It wasn't until A League of Their 
Own t h a t I real ized I had some 
untapped athletic ability," the Oscar 
winner said. "That's what inspired me 
to take up a sport. I learned so many 
skills while making A League of Their 

"After making the movie, I decided I 
should take up a sport. I was casting 
around and saw archery on TV. There 
was something about it that appealed 
to me." 

Davis enjoyed the sport so much that 
last fall she tr ied out for the U.S. 
Olympic Team at the Olympic Time 
Trials.

sandbag a little bit the -contest.. 
He's been fishing Lake St. Claip, 
for about three years, taking & 
lot of pike and some small mouth, 
bass. 

And in the last, couple of 
months or so, he's been going out 
about three times a week or so-
— s t a r t i n g a t about Grosse 
Pointe Farms and ending up out 
by MetroBeach off of 16 Mile 
Road.

"My wife (Svetlana) kind of 
pushed me into it," said Leshukr 
"She said 'you've been doing this1 

a lot of a few months, why don't 
you do it and see if you can get 
your money back?'" 

People who worked with hinjt 

thought it was a super idea too. 
After all, if he could go out an.4, 
catch 15 or 16 bass in a day, he; 
could win th is . Leshuk even; 
approached his boss with the 
idea of coughing up the entry fee-
arid, in return, he'd give him a, 
piece of the action. ! 

"I told him if he sponsored me,i 
I'd give him six percent of any-, 
thing I won over $1,000 and two^ 
percent if it was less," said; 
Leshuk, "and he said 'nah, nah,; 
nah.'" -; 

So for t h ree - s t r a igh t days! 
(with a different pro each day),; 
Leshuk went out, starting at T. 
a.m., ending at 4 p.m. and fished-
around a bit. « 

The rules were simple. Yoiu 
could catch as many bass as< 
grabbed the bait, but you coufd' 
only keep five at a time in your 
cooler. Catch a sixth, one of them 
had to go back. • 

At t he end of the day, you; 
brought your f ish in to get; 
weighed. Points were deducted i£ 
any of the fish you brought in: 
didn't survive the journey. The 
one wi th the most combined 
weight in the three days, won. 

"I figured that after the second' 
day, I was in the running," saidt 

Leshuk. "The first day, I caught; 
16.4 pounds, but on the second; 
day, I caught 19.25. I turned ta 
the pro before we went out oik 
the third day and told him I fig4 
ured t h a t if I could catch 15!! 
pounds or so, I'd be in the top! 
three." ' 

So he went out the third day,; 
with a little chop on the water; 
and a notion to use a crank-bait; 
lure in s t ead of a tube j ig. It^ 
worked. ; 

"It was kind of rough o u t 
there, compared to the other two; 
days," said Leshuk. "The first 
day was kind of calm and there!;

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Records are easy targets 
for Junior Olympic archer

J a r e d J u n t u n e n of Sh ing le 
Springs, Calif., should shoot in 
the rain more often. 

The 12-year-old archer broke 
as many records as rain drops 
fell dur ing the 116th National 
Archery Target Championships 
th is week at Heri tage Park in 
Canton. 

J u n t u n e n , a member of t he 
Junior Olympic Archer Develop-
m e n t t eam, became the f i r s t 
Cade t shooter (12 and under ) 
since 1984 to score more than 
1,370 points for one FITA (The 
federation Internationale de Tir 
a l'Arc) Round. A FITA Round 
cons is t s of 36 ar rows shot a t 
each of four distances (30, 25, 15 
and 10 meters) for a total of 144 
arrows. 

Juntunen broke the record, not 
o.nce, but twice. On Tuesday, he 
se t a new record for a FITA 
Round by firing a score of 1,399 
points — just missing his goal of 

1,400. Two days later, he broke 
h i s own record by shoo t ing 
1,403. 

"It means a lot to me," Jun-
tunen said about breaking the 
record. "I've always dreamed of 
breaking records." 

Juntunen also set records for 
most po in t s f r o m 30 m e t e r s 
(347), 25 m (355) and 15 m (354). 
The only record he didn't break 
was f rom 20 m e t e r s . Bu t he 
already holds tha t record. 

His four -day to ta l of 2,802 
points was also a new record and 
was more than 100 points ahead 
of runner-up Maxwell Van Pelt 
of Boulder, Colo. A perfect score 
(all 10s) is 2,880. 

What's the key to his success? 
"I practice a lot," J u n t u n e n 

said. "I'm home schooled, so I 
can practice whenever I want. I 
shoot every day for an hour-and-
a-half to two hours. I shoot about 
130 arrows a day. 

"Plus, I have had really good 
coaches — Olympic coaches. I 

think tha t helps my performance 
a lot." 

The second oldest of five boys 
who all target shoot, Jun tunen 
knows h i s r eco rds won ' t l a s t 
long. His y o u n g e r b r o t h e r 
A n d r e w , 8, is a l r e a d y d e t e r -
mined to b r e a k J u n t u n e n ' s 
r eco rds as soon as he ' s old 
enough to compete in the Cadet 
Division. 

"He expects to shoot like me," 
J u n t u n e n sa id . "He gets mad 
when he doesn't beat me. It's a 
pre t ty f r iendly rivalry. I don't 
t h i n k my record is safe . He ' s 
shooting awfully good." 

W h e n he ' s hot shoo t ing 
arrows, Juntunen enjoys playing 
on the computer , hang ing out 
with his friends and being in the 
Boy Scouts. 

Juntunen's ultimate goal is to 
go to the Olympics. But that 's a 
long way away. 

"For now, I want to do well at 
the next J u n i o r World Trials , 
which are in two years," he said.

Arsenal snares another USASA title

Repeating as a champion is 
one of the most difficult tasks to 
achieve in the arena of sports. 
But that surely didn't stop, the 
Southfield Arsenal in its quest to 
repeat as a national champion. 

The Arsenal, made up of 22 
adult soccer players from Oak-
land, Wayne, Macomb and Ing-
ham counties, competed in the 
United States Amateur Soccer 
Association (USASA) tourna-
ment this summer and won its 
second straight national title the 
weekend of Ju ly 21-23 in 
Philadelphia, Pa. 

In the most dramatic of forms, 
the Arsenal edged the Texas 
Legends in the national champi-
onship 1-0 on an overtime "Gold-
en Goal." 

"It doesn't get any more excit-

ing than that," said Raad Sana, 
the assistant coach and manag-
er of the Arsenal. 

Around 220 teams competed in 
the tournament , spread over 
eight different divisions: Men's 
amateur, men's over 30, men's 
U-23, men's U-20, women's ama-
teur, women's over 30, women's 
U-23 and women's U-20. The 
Arsenal, representing the Michi-
gan Premiere Soccer League, 
won the men's amateur division, 
becoming the first team from 
Michigan to repeat as a national 
champions. 

Before the Arsenal captured 
the title in 1999, it had marked 
the first time since 1962 a Michi-
gan contingent won this division. 

"This is exciting to be the first 
team from Michigan ever to 

repeat," said Sana. "Teams have 
repeated before in the past, but 
never a Michigan team." 

After escaping as the s tate 
champion in the MPSL, the 
Arsenal headed west to St, 
Louis, Mo., the weekend of June 
16-18, to contend for the Mid-
west Region t i t le , which the 
Arsenal won via a pair of victo-
ries. The Arsenal first topped the 
Illinois AAC Eagles 2-1 before 
nipping the Milwaukee (Wise.) 
Bavarians 2-1 in the champi-
onship match. 

In the national semifinals two 
weeks ago, the Arsenal posted 
an impressive 5-1 triumph over 
Pennsylvania Ukrainian Nation-
als, setting up their title game 
showdown with the Legends. 

In that thrilling match, Kevin 
Messing set up Scott Ba;binski 
(Livonia Stevenson/Michigan 
State) with the game-winner, as 
Babinski one-timed a volley into 

the back corner of the net from 
15 yards out, setting off a mass 
celebration. 

"It was a beautiful goal," said 
Sana. "He didn't have much time 
to get the shot off, so Scott 
turned and fired it into the goal. 
It was just a beautiful one-timed, 
shot." 

For now, most of the members 
of the Arsenal to either go back 
to coaching their highs school or 
club teams; or for some of the 
younger players, report to train-
ing camp at their respective uni-
versities. But Sana wanted to 
give thanks where credit was do. 

"The players went out their 
and earned this," he said. "But I 
also wanted to t h a n k I raqi -
American Sports Club, which 
has sponsored us the las t 10 
years. They supported this team 
all the way through. We would-
n't have been there if it wasn't 
for them."

Look closely, 
you might see 
mites mating 

It might be a stretch to talk about 
mites, but I thought I just might 
try it. We seldom see them 

because they are mighty small, 
most are about a millimeter long — 
some are smaller, some are bigger, 
maybe 2-3 millimeters long. 

Mites are a OOcommon and abun-
dant organism related to spiders. 

Like spiders, mites have eight 
legs that attach to a body part 
called a cephalothorax. A 
cephalothorax is a fusion of the 
head and thorax we associate with 
insects. This area is then connected 
with the abdomen, but there is no 
distinct boundary between the body 
parts. 

If you spend any time looking in 
rich forest soil, you probably saw a 
red velvet mite. Like their name 
suggests, they have a velvety 
appearance and they are a scarlet 
red color. 

If they were not red in color, con-
trasting with the neutral browns 
and grays of the decayed leaves on 
the forest floor, most of us'would 
never recognize they existed. 

Most of their time is spend under 
leaves, or just under the surface of 
the soil. There they hunt for small 
animals. Obviously VERY small 
animals. Actually, red velvet mites, 
are big as mites grow,.so they hunt 
for smaller mites and springtails. 

Sonle mites are plant eaters and 
many are parasitic during part of 
their life. 

There are several groups of mites 
that are red in color. They can be 
seen in the water if you take the 
time to go dipping with a net. They 
are easy to see because of their 
color, but upon closer inspection you 
may see other small critters that 
swim around in a similar manner. 

During a recent class at the 
nature center we collected some 
mites in a water sample. 

In addition to the red water 
mites, small dark colored mites 
were also collected. They were visi-
ble with the naked eye, but a dis-
secting microscope allowed me to 
see much more detail. 

Aquatic mites do not have 
webbed feet to help them swim. 
They do, however, have more hair-
like projections on their legs than 
terrestrial mites. Those extra pro-
jections help to push more water as 
they flail their legs while swim-
ming. 

The first mite I looked at seemed 
strange because it had legs in front 
and in back. It was difficult to focus 
in on it very well because it was 
moving through the water quickly. 
So I isolated another specimen and 
contained it in a smaller body of 
water so I could see more details. 

Its body was protected by a 
shield that had protrusions on it, 
almost like small horns, or knobs. 
This was very different than the 
first specimen. 

Then it dawned on me, the first 
specimen I looked at was probably a 
mating pair of mites, that would 
explain the two sets of legs. 

Wow, it's not every day one sees 
mites mating. 

These mature individuals had 
already passed through an imma-
ture stage where they attached 
themselves to another aquatic ani-
mal and derived nutrients from the 
host. 

It may have been attached to a

Both are large enough that they 
would not have been affected by 
this minuscule free-loader. 

And from my observations, it 
looks like there will be other little 
mites searching for a host in the 
near future.

Great Lakes sailing trip 
difficult but rewarding 
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: he Millenium 
600, a sailboat 
race from Port 

Huron to Chicago, 
happens only once 
every 25 years. 

And as a 15-year-
old rookie sailor, I felt 
fortunate to%e part of 
the experience. 

As the the 
youngest member of 
Don Cochran's crew 

of nine, which consisted of eight men 
and one woman, I certainly felt a 
rush as we departed from Port Huron 
for the start of the race on Saturday, 
July 15. 

Our 38-foot Beneteau, called XS, 
was among 39 registered for the race. 
Approximately 32 finished the race, 
which totals 600 statute miles. 

In Class 3, our boat was fourth in 
a field of 10. We were the third smallest boat among the 
39. 

It can get pretty confining in a boat our size because 
.you only have 38 feet in front of you, and 10 to the left 
and right, but we had a lot of fun. 

The total elapsed time for the 600 miles: 4 days, 12 
hours, 8 minutes and 57 seconds. 

My dad (Alan) and older brother (Geoff) have taken 
part in Port Huron-to-Mackinaw and Chicago-to-Macki-
naw races. My mother (Cheryl) got me started on small 
boats on Kent Lake when I was 10. 

This, however, was a whole different experience. Six 
days on the water can get pretty exhausting. My job was 
to change the mast on the foredeck and have the sails 
catch the wind as much as possible. 

My schedule was six hours down time and 12 hours on 
duty each day. The main thing is to keep your concentra-
tion and stay focused during the race. 

The second and third day it got very wavy and windy. 
At night it gets really cold and windy, dark and damp. 
You have to have the right change of clothes or you'll 
s tart to catch a cold. You have to bundle up a lot. 

When we hit the uphill straights of Mackinaw we 
started bouncing around and I got a bit weasy. 

On Lake Michigan — on the way down to Chicago — a 
big burst of waves 8-10 feet high hit and blew out our 
sail. I had to come up on deck, put on the jumpers, pull 
the old sail, assemble a new one and take the old one 
down. I had to wear a harness and I got soaking wet 
because it got so wavy and rocky. 

But we got pretty lucky during the trip because there 
were no storms or rain. We also had plenty of wind.

We could see the land most of the time, but sometimes 
we lost sight of the Michigan shore. Going past the sand 
dunes near Ludington was beautiful. We also went 
around Beaver and Manitou islands. 

Our boat was one of the few that had a refrigerator. 
We ate mostly sandwiches, granola bars, trail mix and 
dry foods. We had plenty of water and pop. Once we heat-
ed up some frozen chili to warm ourselves up. 

The crew got along pretty well. Things are not always 
upbeat, but there were few arguments. 

Everyone on the crew was anxious to finish and get on 
shore when we got to Chicago. You can't blame them 
because they'd been on a boat for awhile. • 

Once we finished, we hung out at the Chicago Yacht 
Club. It felt really good to go in and shower, and sleep on 
a bed that doesn't rock back and forth. I stayed with the 
guys and we made a few repairs to fix everyting that was 
broken. 

It was a day and a half before we left. Going back to 
Mackinaw (300 miles) seemed to take forever. Near Lud-
ington we couldn't catch much wind and it was kind of a 
drag. Sometimes we were at a standstill and it felt like 
we were going nowhere. We just looked at the sand 
dunes. 

Once we finally made it back to Mackinaw we encoun-
tered a power outage on the islands The only thing they 
were serving was barbecue food — hamburgers and hot 
dogs. We certainly didn't expect it, but it still tasted pret-
ty good.

Essay contest 
strikes a note 
with students 
When I was 6, my mother sug-

gested that I try my hand at 
the piano. She was never one 

to force me to take lessons (ballet, tap, 
guitar and voice were my idea, later 
on), but grandma Chomin was a dif-
ferent story. An iron-willed woman 
who came to the U.S. from Ukraine 
shortly before my father's birth, 
grandma insisted, but in clever ways. 

It seemed only natural to her that if 
she bought an old upright piano from 
a southwest Detroit church where she 
cooked for the priests, how could I say 
no. Of course, she and mom, who was 
as clever as grandma, were right. 

Even though I ended up writing 
about music instead of playing it, I 
developed a love for violins, brass, 
percussion, guitar and wind instru-
ments. 

Inspiring young people 
Not everyone has a grandma like I 

did, but luckily there are people like 
the members of the Detroit Symphony 
Orchestra Volunteer Council who are 
working to nurture a love for music in 
young people. Earlier this year, they 
came up with their own clever way to 
do just that by holding a "Why I Love 
Music" Essay Contest that awarded 
thousands of dollars in prizes. 

Like many of the winners, Jessica 
Williams probably won't pursue a 
career in music, but she enjoys play-
ing and listening to it nonetheless. A 
junior at North Farmington High 
School, Williams plays piano and 
sings in the choir at North Farming-
ton High School. 

"It was easy to write; it probably 
took two hours," said Williams, who 
won first prize in the high school 
division. "I listen to music all the 
time. I come home from school and 
play Bach. Music is important to me 
because it changes my moods and 
helps me escape from things." 

Musical garden 
Music helps Lauren Karcz focus her 

attention on the task at hand. Karcz 
won first prize in the middle school 
division with a creative essay about 
the joy of playing in a "musical gar-
den." A ninth grader at Warner Mid-
dle School in Farmington Hills, Karcz 
began playing cornet in fifth grade 
and recently switched to trumpet. 

"Sometimes when I'm doing my 
homework or writing and can't think 
of anything, I'll put on music," said 
Karcz. "It helps me to relax and con-
centrate on what I'm writing." 

Appreciating music 
Candice Wagner learned to appreci-

ate music early, so writing the essay 
that won her second prize in the high 
school division was easy. Her father 
Corbin plays French horn with the 
Detroit Symphony Orchestra, and she 
is a former member of the Detroit 
Symphony Civic Orchestra. Even 
though the Bloomfield Hills teenager 
has no plans to pursue a career as a 
symphony musician, she'd still like to 
stay in the field as a Christian pop 
artist. 

Overwhelming response 
Ellie Tholen is delighted so many 

students took time to write down 
their feelings about music, since this 
was the first time the contest was 
held. She hopes the council will do it 
again next year. 

"It was extremely successful, with 
over 800 entries," said Tholen. "We 
didn't know how far we'd reach, but 
we reached as far as Lansing and 
Brown City, and that's important 
because we wanted to do something 
for children. The Volunteer Council 
has a strong interest in education. We 
learned music plays an extremely 
important role in the lives of many 
talented writers." 

Mary Ann Gibson was as amazed as 
Tholen about the response to the con-
test she chaired. It makes all the 
time she's been devoting to the Volun-
teer Council since 1981 worth it. 

"We needed an education and out-
reach activity and a way to reach a 
future audience," she said, "and it 
looks like there's a greater interest in 
music than we realized."

Bill Baxtresser gently lays his trumpet in 
its case during a break between ses-
sions of the Detroit Symphony Orches-

tra's Summer Institute at Oakland Universi-
ty in Rochester Hills. Baxtresser is serious 
about becoming a professional musician and 
it shows in his every move, even the way he 
dresses. 

The down-time gave him a chance to catch 
his breath and prepare for an orchestra 
rehearsal with conductor Charles Burke of 
Canton and DSO musicians who sit alongside 
students - it's the highlight of his day. 

Baxtresser has been working eight hours a 
day Monday through Friday for the last two 
weeks to improve his performance technique. 

"I love having a firsthand experience with 
the DSO musicians," said Baxtresser, a 
sophomore at Harrison High School in Farm-
ington Hills. "You can't get it anywhere else." 

Rachel Parker couldn't agree more with 
Baxtresser about the lack of opportunities in 
the area for middle, high school and college 
students to receive orchestral training with 
professional musicians. Parker and Baxtress-
er had just taken part in the brass and per-
cussion ensemble rehearsal led by Ramon 
Parcells, the DSO's principal trumpet and an 
orchestra member for 18 years. 

This was the first time Parker had the 
chance to work closely with musicians from a 
world-class orchestra, even though she's 
attended several intensive summer programs 
including Blue Lake, Interlochen and the 
New England Music Camp. 

"It's a great opportunity for any age musi-
cian because it offers a diverse selection of 
groups, from ensembles to chamber groups 
and trios," said Parker, a French horn player 
from Farmington Hills.

experience 
Felix Resnick is one of more than 30 DSO 

members who are sharing their experience. A 
violinist with the DSO since 1943 and the 
conductor of the Birmingham Bloomfield 

Symphony 
Orchestra, 
Resnick led the 
string ensemble 
rehearsal. The 
students were 
preparing for a 
concert where 
they would apply 
everything 
they've learned 
over the last two 
weeks. 

"I think it's a 
very good thing 
because they're 
getting a lot of 
practical, hands-
on experience that's preparing them for the 
real world performances," said Resnick. 

It was the sectional rehearsals with DSO 
musicians like Resnick that brought Heather 
Riggs to the DSO Summer Institute. In the 
past. Riggs attended the Blue Lake Fine Arts 
Camp where she said she felt more like a 
number than a member of an orchestra. 

"It's more individualized attention than 
you get at the bigger camps," said Riggs, who 
will be attending Wayne State University on 
a full scholarship this fall. 

Becoming a professional 
As he rested on a bench outside 

the music room before the brass 
and percussion ensemble 
rehearsal, Parcells talked about 
the hard work and discipline 
required to become a professional 
musician. "The Summer Institute 
is one more music venue for stu-
dents," said Parcells, a West 
Bloomfield resident who attended 
the Boston Symphony Orchestra's 
Tanglewood Institute during his 
college years. "They learn persever-
ance and to make judgments on 
the spot. In the performing arts it's

T h e decision to make music 
h i s ca ree r came late for Lock-
h a r t . In fact, not until college did 
h e consider becoming a conduc-
tor even though he'd taken piano 
lessons since age 7. Prior to join-
i n g t h e Boston Pops, Lockhart 
served as associate conductor of 
t h e Cinc inna t i Symphony and 
Cincinnat i Pops orchestra. Since 
1998, he's been music director of 
t h e U t a h Symphony in Salt Lake 
Ci ty . Lockhart succeeded John 
W i l l i a m s as conductor of the 
Boston Pops. 

H e is only the third conductor 
of t h e orchestra since 1930 when 
A r t h u r Fiedler was at the helm. 

" I t was the realization that I 
could be involved with and love 

someth ing 50 y e a r s down the 
road that made me decide to pur-
sue a career in music." 

By tha t time, Lockhart could 
have q u i t e a f ew reco rd ings 
u n d e r h i s b a t o n . Encore, 
released in March, was his sixth 
as orchestra conductor and high-
l igh ts t h e best of t h e Boston 
Pops. Their seventh — The Latin 
Album, r e co rded in May and 
scheduled for release Sept. 26, 
offers "a little bit of everything, 
f rom m a r i a c h i to s a l s a and 
tango." 

"It's f r ightening for someone 
who's only been conducting the 
orchestra for five years to have a 
greatest hi ts album," said Lock-
hart.

Since 
the institute was founded last 
s u m m e r educa t ion d i rec to r 
Daisy Newman has seen Ka 40 
percent improvement in t he 
proficiency level of participat-
ing students." 

"We're very pleased," said 
Newman. "We had an experi-
enced par tnership with Oak-
land Univers i ty .

Maximum accountability is the 

message Burke sends all year 
long to students in the Detroit 
Symphony Civic Orchestra, the 
DSO's youth training orchestra.
