Children who ride Plymouth-Canton
school buses will be riding safe trans-
portation to classes this year.

That’s the determination of a Michi-
gan State Police inspection of more
than 100 Plymouth-Canton school
buses, which found no major problems
with this year's fleet.

“It’s hard not to find something
wrong, but the problems I found were
minimal,” said Officer Kevin Hogan of
the Michigan State Police bus inspec-
tion unit. “There were a couple of
buses red tagged with some safety con-
cerns, but the problems were from
wear, not the lack of maintenance.”

Red-tagging means the district must
park the bus until all repairs are
made.

“We made the repairs right on the
spot, before they even went back on
the lot,” said Rurt Miles, head fleet
operation mechanic. “A couple of buses
were red tagged, which is below the 10
tagged during last year’s inspection.
One was a small exhaust leak, the
other’a low air buzzer. Nothing
major.”

That’s a far cry from two years ago:

when buses were so old they were

‘breaking down, not only on routes, but

in the bus yard. Students were wait-
ing at stops for buses that never
arrived, many times in below-freezing
temperatures. The district was

putting thousands of dollars into buses-

The recall of 6.5 million tires on Ford
vehicles has left local auto delearships
and tire stores scrambling for replace-
ments and calming anxious drivers.

The recalled tires are thought to be
the cause of 46 deaths nationwide, fol-
lowing separation of tire tread while
vehicles are in motion, according to
news reports.

Tim DeHority, service manager at
Blackwell Ford, 41001 Plymouth Road
in Plymouth Township, said Thursday
afternoon that he had a pile of about
250 tires sitting behind the dealership.
All were recalled tires.

“There isn’t one that’s defective in

that pile,” DeHority said.

Statistically, only 36 out of every mil-
lion recalled tires manufactured is
expected to fail, DeHority said. Other
factors, such as vehicle speed, geo-
graphic region and vehicle modifica-
tions also play a role.

For example, Ford Explorers manu-
factured for Middie Eastern countries
are typically modified with bench seats
instead of the captain’s seats in U.S.
models. This forces the vehicles — and
the tires — to accommodate eight people
in a vehicle designed for five, DeHonty
said.

This factor, combined with the hotter
weather conditions, causes the tires
undue strain. And driving too fast

ton’s second Hindu temple is -

tentatively planned for some-
time in mid-October, pending
site plan approval from the
township board.

The Canton Planning Com-
mission voted 5-0, with com-
missioner Bob Wade absent, to
approve the site plan for a
Swaminarayan sect temple on
Canton Center. The township
board, which grants final
approval on land use issues,
will tentatively visit the issue
at its next meeting Aug. 22.

The 9.6-acre temple site is
on the east side of Canton
Center between Geddes and
Palmer. A one-story, 18,000
square-foot community center
with a temporary temple is
planned for the first phase
and a 5,000 square-foot domed
temple, attached to the com-
munity center by a walkway,
would be built about five years
later. Roughly 50 families are
expected to be initially served
by the temple.

Some planning commission-
ers said they were confused
about how the building will
look. Commission Chairman
Vie Gustafson asked the devel-
oper to bring in a material
board showing samples of

exterior building materials -

Other commissioners echoed
Gustafson’s concerns.

“It looks stark and cold and
commercial,” said commission-
er Karl Zarbo.

“I don’t think this is any
good at all,” said commissioner
Cathy Johnson.

The architectural style was
described as traditional
“Vedic,” meaning a relatively
simple building embellished
by an intricately carved porch.
Hand-carved Burma teak
wood will be used in the porch.

Proposed exterior building
materials include pre-cast con-
crete panels, limestone and
wood. Inside building materi-
als will include marbleé, gran-
ite and quarry stone with dry-.
wall and wood carvings.

Architect Arun Pradhan
said an estimated 5,000-
10,000 Hindus live in Canton.

Cornerstone Baptist gets nod
from planning commission

A Baptist church Monday was
given a preliminary go-ahead
from the Canton Planning Com-
mission to build what has been
described as a traditional coun-
try church.

Cornerstone Baptist Church
plans to build a 5,000 square-
foot church on a 8-acre parcel on
the west side of Ridge north of
Saltz. The Rev. Ricky Roop from
South Carolina has already been
selected as the church’s pastor
and he is already living in an on-
site parsonage with his family.

Cornerstone Baptist’s 55 mem-
bers meet at Cherry Hill School,
a one-room schoolhouse on the
corner of Ridge and Cherry Hill.
The church was founded 2 1/2
years ago.

“We've outgrown where we're
meeting and feel that now is the
time to go ahead and start build-
ing,” Roop said. Groundbreaking
is planned for October and the
church could open by February.

Future members are expected

to hail from two nearby subdivi-
sions under construction - Vin-
tage Valley and Founders
Woods, Roop said.

The church will have a sanetu-
ary, fellowship hall, Sunday
school classrooms and a nursery.
Future plans call for a day care
center, which could open by next
fali, and a Christian day school,
which could open within three
years. '

Churches and schools are
allowed to build in residential
areas with special land use
approval.

The building will have vinyl
siding — something not all plan-
ning commissioners initially sup-
ported.

Petitioners and planning com-
missioners disagreed about
whether the church would blend
well with surrounding homes,
including many upscale ones
constructed primarily of brick.

“Basically it’s in harmony with
existing surroundings,” said
Chester Bartosik, project archi-
tect. “We believe that the vinyl.is
aesthetically pleasing.”

Commission Chairman Vic

Gustafson asked why they were
departing from brick and why a
steeple showed up on renderings
but was not listed in the plans.

“Right now funds are some-
what limited and we're trying to
keep costs down,” Bartosik said,
adding that a steeple would be
added later.

Roop said their funding
depends on the generosxty of
church members.

“We’re looking for someone
willing to donate to the church,”
Roop said jokingly.

Commissioner Melissa
McLaughlin said the white
vinyl-sided church design would
fit with a “country church” look
and fit in with its surroundings.
The church would be near the
Cherry Hill Village area, the site
of one of Canton’s original cross-
roads villages.

“I don’t necessarily think 1t’s a
goal to have everything (be)
homogeneous,” she said.

Commissioner Ron Lieberman
agreed.

“Frankly, I like the character
of the vinyl siding,” he said. “It
sets it apart.”

That would boost Michigan
even further into the national
spotlight.

“Michigan is very important —
if you look at the potential for
Dave Bonior in Washington if we
win back the Congress,” state
Rep. Gilda Jacobs of Huntington
Woods said.

I have heard the screech owl

several times in the past couple

weeks. A couple mornings it
sounded like he was right out-
side the bedroom window,

Its quavering whistle sound is
uncharacteristic of an owl.
Screech owls do not screech, or
go whooo. Their vocalization is
very distinct for our area.

After sleeping most of the
night under the glow of the full
moon, I got up after moon-set to
look for shooting stars, or mete-
ors. This was suppose to be a
good time to see meteors from
the Perseids meteor shower.

So I sat in a lawn chair, posi-
tioned myself on the driveway
facing north, and put on my
fleece jacket — it was very cool.
Most meteors seem to emanate
from the constellation Perseus
positioned near Cassiopeia to the
north.

Despite lights from nelghbor-
ing houses and the city itself, I
was able to see a few average
meteors and about three really
good meteors during the hour I
was viewing.

. A couple meteors created an

could see smaller particles
breaking apart from the main
piece.

Meteors are often remains of
comets that passed through our
solar system. When our planet
passes through the debris during
its orbit around the sun the
same time each year, these
pieces pass through our atmo-
sphere.

Because of all the particles in
our atmosphere, the comet
debris often burns up due to fric-
tion. That is when we see it as a
meteor.

Observing meteors can only be
done at night, even though mete-
ors enter our atmosphere any
time of day by the thousands.

Most end up as tiny dust parti-
cles on the coffee table, in the
soil, or in the ocean. Only at
mght can we see their natural
fire works.

- An unexpected treat occurred
durmg my meteor shower watch-

ing — the northern lights. They -

seemed to sneak up on me. Then
I began to notice a shimmering
in the sky. After that, there were
streaks of white flame that
glowed bright and dim to the
north.

1 could not see any color, such
as greens and blues, or
orange/red like I saw several
years ago, but I did enjoy the
show.

The flash dancing of flames of
fight ebbing and flowing in the
night sky thh the occasional
punctuation of a meteor was
worth getting up to view.

How many other events do we
miss when we sleep at night? I'll
have to sleep on that!
