Officials: $2 million 
face-lift to spur mall

The Westland Shopping Center is in 
the midst of $2 million interior renova-
tion tha t officials hope will make it 
both a nicer place to shop and more 
competitive with other area malls.

"The i m p o r t a n t - t h i n g is if

People need to report sus-
picious activity immediately -
not wait until it is convenient. 

•Cellular and cordless phones 
have made it easy for residents 
to report crimes in progress, giv-
ing police play-by-play accounts 
of everything from burglaries to 
d runken driving, Schemanske 
said. 

But since most of the burglar-
ies have occurred during the day, 
when most people work, Sche-
manske said people need to pay 

attention to their home's securi-
ty. The Canton Police Depart-
ment performs free security sur-
veys to check for problems. Most 
security problems can be easily 
addressed. 

Some home security tips: 
n Lock and secure windows 

before leaving the home - even if 
leaving for brief periods. Make 
sure windows can't be raised or 
lifted off the sill. 

n Secure deadbolt lock striker 
plates (the hollow area the dead-
bolt slides into when it is locked) 

with 2 1/2-3-inch screws. Many 
screws are only 1/2 inch long and 
allow for burglars to easily kick 
in the door. Installing the longer 
screws will require an electric 
drill and some re s iden t s may 
need to ge t p e r m i s s i o n f r o m 
landlords.

Dreyer said she's "speechless" in 
trying to explain why someone 
would steal five musical instru-
ments from a window display at 
821 Penniman Street in down-
town Plymouth. 

"It's such a mystery ... incredi-
ble that someone would case and 
then take the instruments," said 
Dreyer. "The instruments are of 
no value to someone who isn't a 
museum or historian." 

A $1,000 reward, arranged by 
a symphony supporter, is being 
offered in an attempt to recover 
the instruments, which Dreyer 
said are collectively worth near-
ly $15,000. 

One of the instruments is an 
1862 sterling silver flute made 
by Rudal l Rose Car te & Co., 
which Dreyer said "is quite valu-
able h i s to r i ca l ly and w o r t h 
between $5,000-$10,000 itself. It 
was going to be donated to the 
Metropolitan Museum of Art in 
New York City." 

The other instruments were a 
tenor trombone, cornet, violin 
and bow, and an oboe. 

"The instruments were part of 
a display celebrating our 55th 
anniversary," added Dreyer. "I 
was walking by one morning and 
not iced they w e r e n ' t in t h e 
exhibit. None of the other parts 
of the display were disturbed, so 
someone knew what they want-
ed." 

The instruments were report-
ed mis s ing Aug. 4. Dreye r 
believes they were taken a cou-
ple of days before she noticed 
them gone.

when Duggan, running McNa-
mara 's re-election campaign, 
convinced Amann via threat of 
lawsuit to pull anti-McNamara 
radio ads for Sheriff Robert 
Ficano, who was trying to unseat 
McNamara. Duggan says the ads 
"weren't accurate." 

"The lesson I've learned," says 
Amann today, "is to never bet 
against him and to always want 
him on my side." 

Duggan also has taken flak as 
accusations of cronyism and no-
bid contracts at Metro Airport 
have surfaced against his boss. 
He's defended McNamara to the 
hilt, but also promises to follow 
the law if any criminal charges 
are brought. 

A different man 
But in his private moments, 

say Amann and o thers , the

Granholm, and is "a phenomenal 
dog trainer." 

She recalls him putting his lab 
Smokey on the "Kelly & Co." 
television show in an early ver-
sion of "stupid pet tricks": 
Smokey fetching a pop from the 
refrigerator, throwing trash in 
the can, l if t ing a wallet from 
someone's pocket. 

To Amann's children, Duggan 
is the playful Pirate of the Lower 
Platte, a camp-counselor type 
lurking along the river bank, 
waiting to jump out and tip over 
their canoe. 

If he could, says Amann, Dug-
gan would change the world as 
that - as a camp counselor. "He's 
in h is element working with 
kids," Amann says. "His heart is 
really a social worker's." 

In fact, Duggan, who created 
the county's HealthChoice insur-
ance program for small business-
es, has told Amann he wishes he 
were Michigan's health and com-
munity services director. 

Social change 
Duggan's campaign promise -

to take the guns out of the hands 
of children - is his way of affect-
ing social change, says Amann. 

But it just "wouldn't help his 
public persona," says Amann, if 
the public knew "he's really a 
softy at heart." 

The eldest of militant Milliken 
Republicans Patrick and Joan 
Duggan's five boys knew the 
a lphabet at 18 months, was 
reading by age 2 and at age 6 
was asking, "Can I just sit here 
and listen?" when the adults 
talked politics. 

When family friend McNama-
ra r a n for mayor of Livonia, 
Mike recruited 11 friends for a 
Mini-Mac campaign, r iding 
around in Joan's pickup truck, 
singing "McNamara's Band." 

In eighth grade at St. 
Michael's, Mike was overseeing 
his brothers at night while mom 
Joan, who worked for McNama-
ra, was ea rn ing her college 
degree. 

He already was making an 
impression elsewhere. Maureen 
Miller Brosnan, Livonia city 
council president, remembers 
thei r school bus would quiet 
down when Mike got on each 
day. 

"He wasn't the biggest kid on 
the bus. but he certainly knew 
how to assert himself - not in a 
mean way, but in a kind way," 
she recalls. "He also stood up for 
the little kids." 

At Detroit Catholic Central 
High School, Mike Duggan 
became a champion debater — he 
never dated, says Joan - and a 
let ter-winning varsi ty tennis 
player. 

Tamed The Zoo' 
At the University of Michigan, 

while earning his bachelor's and 
law degrees, Duggan was resi-
dent a s s i s t an t at the South 
Quad - "The Zoo" to some, 
because the dormitory housed 
Wolverine football players. 

But there were never any 
problems, says Amann, because

Duggan used all of his energy 
and creativity to get the jocks to 
"toe the line." 

After handling litigation for"' 
t he S u b u r b a n Mobility and > 
Rapid Transit (SMART) system, 
Duggan in 1984 joined Prosecu-
tor John O'Hair - the man he 
succeeds in January - as a spe-
cial attorney. In -1987, McNama-
ra hired him to handle the coun- ' 
ty's daily operations - 10 depart-:' 
ments, 5,000 employees, a $2-bilf 
lion budget. 

When SMART was in danger -
of folding, Duggan worked three 
years - "as a night job," says 
West, whom he hired as market-
ing director - to save the bus 
system. "He could have walked 
away...and I think a lot of people 
would have," she says. 

"Mike's not someone who gets 
frustrated. He just keeps looking 
for new ways to accomplish the 
goal," West says. 

Duggan says simply he used to 
ride SMART to his first law job 
in Detroit and worked to save it 
because he felt an "obligation to , 
give o ther people the same 
breaks" he had enjoyed. 

"I've gotten the chance to do 
what I wanted to here" as deputy 
county exec, says Duggan, citing 
HealthChoice and the building of 
downtown's two profess ional . 
sports stadiums. "I had a chance 
to have an impact on things I 
wanted to do. 

"But the area I never had a 
chance in is public safety, so this 
is my opportunity," he says. 

"Mike is a very, very bright 
young man who's very focused," 
says McNamara. "He's deter-
mined about kids and guns and,. 
believe me, it'll happen." 

Even Duggan's foes give him 
credi t . S t a t e Sen. Thaddeus 
McCotter, a Livonia Republican 
and former county commissioner 
who butted heads with Duggan 
over issues, well knows what he 
calls Duggan's "dogged persis- , 
tence towards doing wha t he 
wants to do." 

With him as prosecutor, it'll be 
"nice to see that persistence ded-
icated to put t ing criminals in 
jail," says McCotter. 

The senator sees Duggan as 
"the torchbearer around which 
the McNamara people will rally 
for the next generation - some-
thing like what Bobby Kennedy 
was for brother John." 

But McCotter and others are 
still wary of the future prosecu-
tor. "It 's not really Camelot," 
says the senator with a grin. "It's 
really more like Grimm's Fairy 
Tales."

Local communities receive drug prevention grants

A to ta l of $206,502 in d r u g 
prevention and policing-initia-
tive grants have been awarded 
by Michigan and t h e U.S . 
D e p a r t m e n t of Jus t i ce to t he 
townships of Canton, Plymouth 
and Redford and to the district 
courts in Redford and Westland. 

The f u n d i n g , a n n o u n c e d 
recently by Gov. John Engler, is 
from Byrne Memorial Formula 
g r a n t s t o t a l i n g $18 mi l l ion 
statewide. Of that , almost $6.4 
million is for municipalities and 
caun t ies in t h e s o u t h e a s t e r n 
Michigan region. 

The Year 2000 grants run Oct. 
1 to Sept. 30, the state 's fiscal 
year, and are either for the first 
year of new four-year programs 
or are annual renewals in exist-
ing four-year programs. Munici-
palities and counties must annu-
ally provide matching percent-
ages of their grant and, in the 
c£se of existing programs, must 
seek annual renewals through 
competitive bidding. 

"Statewide, these grants will 
play a positive role in the lives of 
children to prevent drug use and 
violence," Engler said. 

"They will also support crucial 
c r imina l j u s t i c e p r o g r a m s to 
aggressively identify and prose-
cute drug dealers who destroy 
lives, families and the quality of 
life within neighborhoods," he 
added. 

The grants are for such pro-
grams as community policing, 
j u v e n i l e i n t e r v e n t i o n , D r u g 
Awareness and Resistance Edu-
cation (D.A.R.E.), drug test ing 
and treatment for juveniles and 
adults, youth crime prevention 
and mul t i - ju r i sd ic t iona l t a s k 
forces. 

The wes te rn Wayne County 
funding announced by Engler: 

Can ton T o w n s h i p - $37,416 
for a th i rd consecutive year of 
communi ty pol icing in t h r e e 
trailer parks - Sherwood Village, 
West Pointe Manor and Acade-
my Pointe . The f u n d i n g is to 
help combat "high rates of crimi-
nal activity and associated dis-
rupt ive quality-of-life issues," 
the governor stated. 

The program, begun in 1998 
for $28,029, has increased annu-
ally with contractual cost-of-liv-
ing ad jus tmen t s , according to 
Mike Ager, township resource 
development manager handling 
grant solicitation on behalf of 
John Santomauro, Canton direc-
tor of public safety. 

Through it, township Police 
Officer Ed Lang has established 
a regular police presence at the 
three Michigan Avenue t ra i le r 
parks, maintaining regular com-
munication with residents, area 
bus iness people and t eache r s 
and adminis t ra tors at Walker-
Winter Elementary, the West-
land District school in southeast 
Canton. 

Lang's supervisor, Capt. Alex 
Wilson, said Lang and other offi-
cers also run after-school basket-
ball and reading programs and 
have linked parks residents with 
social service agencies on Michi-
gan Avenue. 

P l y m o u t h T o w n s h i p -
$22,143 for juvenile intervention 
strategies and $18,003 to fund 
the D.A.R.E. curriculum at three 
of t he four P l y m o u t h - C a n t o n 
District middle schools. 

AAA urges 
holiday safety 

With mos t publ ic schools 
closed for the. first time by law 
tjhe F r i d a y before Labor Day 
Weekend, a record n u m b e r of 
Michigariians - more t h a n 2.1 
million - will vie for the same 
road space during the upcoming 
holiday period. AAA Michigan is 
calling for caution and common 
sense to avoid i n j u r i e s a n d 
deaths. 

"Based on our recent survey, 
we project an additional 700,000 
motor is ts will be us ing m a j o r 
freeways during this peak travel 
period," says Jerry Basch, man-
ager of Community Safety Ser-
vices for AAA Michigan. "While 
we encourage everyone to enjoy 
a great travel weekend in Michi-
gan, t he po ten t ia l for drowsy 
driving is high and concern for 
road rage increases." 

Basch added t h a t a t t e n t i v e 
driving is cri t ical on crowded 
roadways as drivers average 20 
safety decisions for each mile of 
travel. Over the last 10 Labor 
Day weekends, an average of 19 
people have lost their lives on 
Michigan roads. AAA Michigan 
encourages motorists to buckle 
up, ma in t a in a safe following 
distance, avoid alcohol and be 
well-rested. 

T o w n s h i p Police Chief 
Lawrence Carey said the larger 
grant will fund a school liaison 
officer, Patrolman David Hayes, 
to counsel at-risk students and 
conduct investigations prevent-
ing and reducing drugs and vio-
lent behavior at the schools. 

Carey said Canton police han-
dle t he new Discovery Middle 
School in Canton. 

He sa id t he D.A.R.E. g r an t 
will "offset some of the costs" of 
having township Patrol Officer 
William Groff at the three mid-
dle schools in Plymouth city and 
township. 

R e d f o r d T o w n s h i p : $63,151 

for a new juvenile intervention 
strategies program that provides 
a school resource officer to teach 
in classrooms, monitor s tudent 
behavior and counsel and assist 
s tudents in handl ing conflicts 
and negative peer pressure.

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Area commissioners 
take opposite sides 
on arts ballot issue

Western Wayne County's four 
commissioners appear equally 
divided over putting the issue of 
a regional a r t s couneil on the 
Nov. 7 ballot. 

Commissioner Lyn Bankes, R-
Livonia, favors a ballot proposal 
and Vice Chair Kay Beard, D-
Westland, is leaning toward it, 
b u t c o m m i s s i o n e r s K a t h l e e n 
Husk, R-Redford Township, and 
J o h n J . Su l l i van , D-Wayne, 
oppose it. 

The state deadline for Wayne 
County to put the issue on the 
ballot is today (Aug. 24). Wayne 
County's two would-be partners 
in a regional a r t s council, the 
city of Detroit and the Oakland 
County Board of Commissioners, 
have already done so. 

County commissioners meet at 
10 a . m . today downtown . 
Obse rve r s declined to predict 
how commissioners would vote 
because t he body itself ha s no 
seat on the a r t s council - the 
representatives are from subur-
ban organizations. 

Arts proposal 
If the issue gets on the ballot, 

it will be up to voters to decide 
on c rea t ion of a regional a r t s 
council funded by a half-mill tax 
levy. Two- th i rds of t h e t ax -
expected to raise $44 million in 
total - would help support such 
major non-profit cultural institu-
tions as the Detroit Zoo, Detroit 
Symphony Orches t ra and the 
Detroit Inst i tute of Arts, while 
the r ema in ing th i rd would be 
returned to the municipalities to 
spend as they see fit. 

The ac tual amount r e tu rned 
would be a third of the amount 
each municipal i ty ra i sed from 
the levy. 

At present, the arts millage on 
a $100,000 house with a $50,000 
a s s e s s e d v a l u a t i o n would be 
about $25 per year, according to 
Betty Buss of Troy, a member of 
Detroit Renaissance, the region-
al organization spearheading the 
regional arts effort. 

The council would have three 
m e m b e r s each f r o m Wayne 
County, the city of Detroit and 
O a k l a n d Coun ty . All council 
members must be elected offi-
cials.

The state just might take up 
Wayne County's offer to pay for 
an outside audit of Metro Air-
port's finances by any auditing 
firm which the s ta te t reasurer 
selects. 

In fact, state Sen. Glenn Steil, 
R-Grand Rapids, co-chairman of 
the joint committee probing the 
airport , said Wednesday t h a t 
idea may be recommended in 
t h e commit tee 's f ina l repor t , 
due at year's end. 

"I'm certainly encouraged by" 
the offer, said Steil. "I think it's 
a step in the right direction. 

"We haven't had any problem 
w i t h t h a t (ou ts ide aud i t ) all 
along," Steil sa id , not ing the 
Wayne County Commission 's 
audit staff "should have been on 
the (airport) s t a f f ' anyway, as 
he says is the case at other com-
p a r a b l y - s i z e d , g o v e r n m e n t -
owned m u n i c i p a l a i r p o r t s 
around the country.

The major objection we have to Oak-

brook Estates site condominiums is 
the elimination (in effect) of our court 
to allow access to the condos. In Can-
ton's Subdivision Regulations, Ordi-
nance No. 126, you will find the follow-
ing: 

• Cul-de-sac - a short minor street 
with one end open to vehicular traffic 
and the other end permanently termi-
nated by a vehicular turn-around 

• Dead-end or stub street - a street 
with one end open to vehicular traffic 
and no vehicle turn-around at the 
other end, which provides for eventual 
extension of the street onto unplatted 
land. 

In article 4, Design Standards, Sec-
tion 4.1 you will find the following: 

• Islands - Shall be placed in the 
center of cul-de-sac turn-arounds and 
"eyebrow" streets to control the flow of 
traffic. 

Clearly, our court is a cul-de-sac by 
these very definitions and require-
ments. "Cul-de-sac" and "stub street" 
are not interchangeable terms, there 
are two separate definitions; it's a case 
of one or the other. Also, you will note 
the word "permanently" in the defini-
tion of "cul-de-sac." Since "permanent-
ly" was not included in the definitions 
in article 2, mentioned above, it can 
only have the usual dictionary mean-
ing which would therefore preclude the 
cul-de-sac from being opened up at any 
time. Typically, when a governmental 
entity such as a township adopts regu-
lations and ordinance, these are 
reviewed by attorneys prior to adop- * 
tion and enforcement and should, 
therefore, be counted on to be accu-
rate. 

Those of us who are original owners 
on our court have been here 22-23 
years. We, and those who are second 
or third owners, bought on a court pre-
cisely of what that term means ... pri-
vacy, quiet and no "through" traffic. 
Real estate agents stress these fea-
tures to prospective buyers and homes 
on cul-de-sacs command a higher price 
than those on other types of streets. 
All of us bought our homes in good 
faith, thinking we had the protection 
of township regulations ("governmen-
tal order having the force of law") 
behind us. 

In regard to the variance which the 
Planning Commission apparently 
approved on July 10, we do not feel 
that the builder showed that there 
would by any "extraordinary hardships 
or practical difficulties" (Condominium 
Regulations, Ordinance No. 138) 
resulting from not being allowed to 
double (from 20 to 40) the number of 
units that can be built. Nor do we feel 
that there are any conditions which 
are "unique to the property and are 
not applicable to other property gener-
ally" which would make it necessary to 
double the number of units. Also, there 
is no evidence that a "particular hard-
ship to the owner would result, as dis-
tinguished from inconvenience or mon-
etary loss" is he was not granted this 
variance. 

It is our opinion that granting this 
variance will, in fact, be "detrimental 
to the public health, safety and wel-
fare" by making it extremely difficult 
for fire and medical vehicles to service 
this "extended" court which will not be 
1,800 feet (instead of the allowed 1,000 
feet) and contain 58 homes instead of 
the allowed 20. Our court currently 
has 18 homes and the builder wants to 
add 40. With only one way out of the 
extended court, the Township would 
surely be increasing its legal exposure 
to a great degree. The risk to the resi-

dents is totally unacceptable and of 
even greater importance. 

We would hope tha t Canton Supervi^ 
sor Tom Yack and the rest of the board 
of trustees will take all of these things 
in consideration. All of the letters, e-
mails and citizen comments at the 
commission meeting on July 10 were 
opposed to the extension of Oakbrook 
and to allowing the builder to double 
the number of units. Surely, if the 
scale has to be tipped one way or the 
other, it should be tipped in favor of 
the current residents (backed by town-
ship regulations) and of maintaining 
or enhancing the quality of life in Can-
ton.

I found no information in all that • 
verbiage relative to the hundreds upon • 
thousands of people whose lives have 
been saved by the mere fact that a law-
abiding citizen had a gun with which 
to protect himself. 

Why not assign the 17 reporters to 
the simple task of studying a few 
reports such as: from the National 
Center for Health Statistics on the 
decrease in gun deaths since 1960; or 
the ineffectiveness of laws, such as the 
Brady Act as presented in the Journal 
of American Medical Association by 
Ludwig and Cook 

It is incumbent that this right of self 
defense is not a harmful entity in the 
pursuit of life, liberty and happiness.

^Michigan Catholics may want to raise an eye-
brow at the way their bishops are politicking for 
state money. Specifically, they might want to 
remind the bishops of the old proverb, "He that 
lies with the dogs riseth with fleas." 

»The Michigan Catholic Conference has its own 
arguments in favor of state Proposal 1, which 
would amend the constitution to allow private 

and parochial schools 
to get state money. In 
addition, however, the 
bishops have plopped 
at least $740,000 into 
Dick DeVos' "Kids 
First! Yes!" sectarian 
raid on the treasury. 

DeVos has raised a 
whopping $3.7 million 
at last report. He got 
$1 million from his 
parents, Rich and 
Helen DeVos, and $1 
million from his wife's 
mother, Elsa Prince. 

Dick and Betsy DeVos' own contributions weren't 
listed as of mid-June. They are likely to be sub-
stantial. 
, He listed $450,000 from the Archdiocese of 

Detroit, $40,000 from the Diocese of Lansing, 
$80,000 from the Diocese of Grand Rapids, and 
$75,000 from the Diocese of Saginaw. There was 
no report from the Diocese of Kalamazoo. 

Meanwhile, DeVos howled victoriously because 
he caught three of Michigan's 600 school and 
intermediate districts violating the Michigan 
Campaign Finance Act by "utilizing public 
resources" to oppose vouchers, according to the 
secretary of state's office. 

You now see how DeVos operates. 
In his campaign, it's quite all right to advocate 

a non-existent "education crisis," to smear public 
schools as "failing," to decry falsely "the dire state 
of education in Michigan and in our country," to 
bellow about "deliverance from schools that are 
failing to educate" and to sully public schools as 
"ar,dis grace." It's OK for him to use footnotes in 
his speech explaining he's referring to Detroit 
and a handful of districts, not every public school 
in the state. 

And it's OK for him to get a ton of money from 
Catholic dioceses and evangelists to carry on his 
barrage of smears against public schools. 

'But if a public school spends a dime to defend 
itself- oh, no! A violation of law. Public school e-
mails opposing vouchers are even verboten. 

DeVos and his bank of -lawyers filed 13 com-
plaints against public school districts. At this 

writing, Secretary of State Candice Miller was 
still working on the question of whether a school 
board may even pass a resolution opposing the 
drain on its resources that private-parochial 
vouchers would cause under Proposal 1. DeVos 
would like to gag public school boards as well as 
tie their financial hands.

I'll admit I feel like I almost have to 

be "in the closet" about being 
happy. 
Lately I've seen, or been the casual-

ty of rude, short-tempered people who 
lack patience and manners. 

Don't get me wrong, my life isn't a 
365-day party, but I sincerely try to 
appreciate the good things I do have, 
and savor moments I could only hope 
to recapture.

I was embarrassed, not only for the 
person who did the shouting, but for 
the host. I don't believe she was pur-
posefully keeping those people from 
being seated, but they acted as 
t hough having to wai t even one 
minute for a table was beyond their 
ability. I thought to myself that going 
to a popular restaurant on a Thurs-
day evening at the peak dinner hour 
lends itself to a wait. 

Then I observed another member of 
the group walk over to the host and 
stare down at her waiting list of other 
patrons, as if this behavior was going 
to pressure her into moving them 
ahead of everyone else. 

This is a moment when I th ink 
pu t t ing things into perspective is 
important. 
Step back 

There are a 1,000 other things in 
life that are more trying than having 
to wait 25 minutes to be seated at a 
r e s t a u r a n t . If th is person hadn ' t 
eaten for two weeks I could under-
stand why they'd be eager to sit down 
but the odds of that were pretty slim. 
I was thinking they should be happy 
to be able to afford to eat at a nice 
restaurant and to spend some quality 
time with their loved ones. 

Maybe this is a corny and an overly 
optimistic way to look at life but it 
goes a long way in preserving my self-
respect and my attitude toward oth-
ers. 

I've been thinking a lot about how 
people treat one another. Believe it or 
not, there's a nonprofit group called 
"The Secret Society of Happy People." 
They have to remain under wraps for 
f e a r someone will " ra in on the i r 
parade," as their motto reads. 

I've thought about signing up more 
formally but in spirit I'm a member 
through and through - one of those 
"the glass is half-full, silver lining" 
kind of people. 

While I don't ordinarily share per-
sonal feelings within the parameters 
of a 15-inch newspaper column, I'm 
hoping just a few people step back for 
a moment and reconsider the conse-
quences of their actions. 

My husband laughs at me because 
I'm always imagining the things we'll 
be reminiscing about when we're old, 
but in some ways I think it's helped 
me to appreciate certain aspects of 
my life I might have ordinarily taken 
for granted. I liken it to those credit 
card commercials Mastercard runs 
about the value of things being "price-

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Organizers of the World Youth Day 2000 "Rome 
at Home" pilgrimage are calling the event "very 
successful." 

"It exceeded our expectations," said Jeanne Martin, 
director of religious education and coordinator of the 
youth ministry at St. Richard Parish in Westland. 

Nearly 200 teenagers made the 9.5-mile pilgrimage 
beginning midday from Phoenix Lake on Aug. 19 to 
St. Richard Parish on Cherry Hill approximately 8 
hours later.

A time to pray 
The walk, which extended along Hines Drive and 

moved south on Newburgh, was highlighted by three 
catechetical sessions of one hour each. 

"I didn't think the walk 
was tha t bad but I'm a 
wrestler so I'm in pretty 
good shape," said Chris 
Hansen , 15, f rom the 
Teen Club at St. Thomas 
A' Beckett in Canton. "I 
thought i t was fun to 
h a n g out wi th f r i ends 
who were there for the 
same reason." 

The f irst catechetical 
session, guided by the 
Rev. Jim Beloit from the 
Office of Vocation of the 
Detroi t Archdiocese, 
included a nature theme. 
"Fa ther Beloit t a lked 
about St. Francis, and he 
passed out seed packets 
of sunflowers to every-
one," said Martin. "The 
kids could p lan t them 

along the rest of the route or somewhere else. It will 
be interesting to see all the sunflowers next year." 

The second catechetical session provided time for 
the teens to design and create colorful prayer flags 
that they carried for the remainder of the walk. Mar-
tin said they also talked about their faith and how 
it's pertinent to particular events in their lives. 

Finally the students chose various passages from 
the Bible and performed dramatic interpretations in 
small groups. 

"We saw some ingenious interpretations," quipped 
the religious education coordinator. 

Just as it was getting dark Saturday evening the 
large entourage arrived in Westland, weary from the 
walk. 

"It was kind of strenuous, but they got to know 
each other and helped each other struggle through 
it," said Martin. The teens used the time following 
the walk to eat, rest, talk and play games, she said. 

Inspiring message 
From 12:30 a.m. to 1:30 a.m. young people heard 

motivational speaker Mindy Hawkins' "Rocking 
Chair Talk." 

"She rocked," said Debbie Dolney, 15, from the 
youth group at St. Raphael's Church in Garden City. 
"It was really fun." 

Hawkins shared vignettes from children's stories 
such as those by Dr. Seuss and related them into 
messages on topics such as chastity, drugs, alcohol 
and peer pressure.
