Explosion victims struggling to recover

A Canton man who survived a natural gas explo-
sion said he's fighting a losing battle to bring his life 
back to normal. 

An explosion Aug. 7 demolished his home and 
sent him and his wife of 33 years to the hospital. 
She is still hospitalized. 

"Everything has been getting worse instead of 
better," said Rick Carell, who is living in an apart-
ment while waiting for his home to be rebuilt. "I 
can't believe everything has turned so black in two 
weeks." 

Physically he's doing well, but still has residual 
burn scars on his face and body. His wife, Lorraine, 
remains in the intensive care unit in the University 
of Michigan Hospital Trauma and Burn Center in 
Ann Arbor. So far she hasn't been able to hear or 
speak and is usually heavily sedated. 

For a brief period, he was living with a neighbor 
but couldn't bear seeing his demolished home every 
day. ' 

"I was living next to a disaster area," Carell said. 
"I couldn't stand it anymore." 

Their two cats, Cearcy and Cicero, both 5-year-old 
purebred Siamese, were in the home during the

For decades it's been a rite of pas-
sage. As soon as a teenager tu rns 16 
it's time to get a driver's license and a 
set of wheels. 

Then it 's off to downtown Plymouth 
to cruise Main Street and hang out on 
street corners. 

"It's a tradit ion. Everybody older I 
know used to come here to hang out," 
said Ryan Myers , 20, of Yps i lan t i . 
"Everybody knows th i s is the spot to 
come for our age group ... hang out, 
show off your ride, look at the ladies 
and hook up with somebody." 

"I t ' s h a r d to f ind places to hang," 
added Julie Johnson, 17, of Plymouth. 
"We like watching the cars and seeing 
our friends." 

"The only reason we come here is 
because they don't kick us out," admit-
ted Tony Tringvas, 18, of Canton. 

Plymouth police estimate that up to 
500 t eens cruise downtown on some 
summer n ights . City officials know 
much of the crowd comes from as far 
away as Ypsilanti and Royal Oak to 
c ru i se downtown P l y m o u t h . Some 
years it's worse than others. 

"It's not as bad now as it was in 1986, 
when it was significantly worse," said 
Acting City Manager Paul Sincock. "We 
had bumper - to -bumper t ra f f ic f rom

Kellogg Park to Ann Arbor Road. It 
could take you hours to get from one 
end of the city to the other." 

Sincock, Police Chief Steve Hunders-
marck and many others who lived in 
the city nearly 15 years ago can relate 
to how bad the s i tua t ion was back 
then, and how much more manageable 
it is today. 

However, Plymouth has seen a great 
inf lux of new and younger famil ies 
moving into the city, and they aren't 
particularly interested in hearing that 
the situation involving teens hanging 
out blocking sidewalks, forming large 
groups and being intimidating, yelling 
profanities across the street and play-
ing their car stereos loud "isn't as bad." 

And, as in the past , res idents are 
t ired of hear ing the loud noises and 
screeching of tires tha t invade their 
quiet neighborhoods and beloved down-
town late at night. 

"We moved here from Lansing three 
months ago, and it seemed like a nice, 
quiet town where we could walk to the 
park," said Jeff Forester, who lives on 
Hartsough. "My wife walks our puppy 
downtown and kids yell obscenities 
across the street and block the side-
walk. They ' r e i n t i m i d a t i n g and 
destroying the atmosphere of this town. 

"This is America and I can't say peo-
ple can't walk around and enjoy the 
city, but that 's not why they're here,"

he said. "They're a nuisance and caus-
ing problems." 

Across the street, George Foor's con-
cern is the safety of his 7-year-old son 
from speeding cars. 

"They drive p re t ty fas t from Main 
Street. At least we get some warning ... 
you first hear the loud music and then 
see the car," said Foor. "There's much 
more traffic than I could have antici-
pated while moving in last April. 

"There are large groups of teenagers 
hang ing around, from the ice cream 
parlor to the par ty store a couple of 
blocks down," added Foor. "I wouldn't 
call i t threatening, but it's awkward. 
You feel outnumbered. I wouldn't send 
my wife out alone at night." 

The uneasiness isn' t only with the 
residents in the neighborhood, but also 
with businesses downtown, especially 
those on Main Street. 

"The kids haven't been too disorderly, 
but i t 's very in t imida t ing when you 
have 50 or 60 kids on each corner and 
you're walking with your wife or girl-
f r i e n d and you h a v e to wa lk p a s t 
t h e m , " sa id F r a n k Y a q u i n t o , who 
recently opened Compari's on the Park 
on Main S t ree t wi th a pat io ea t ing 
area. "They're not really bothering any-
body, but what they're saying isn't real-
ly pleasant conversation. My customers 
don't feel very safe while eating on the 
patio with a lot of kids out there." 

Yaquinto said he's talked wi th the 

kids, and was once told "you better get 
used to it, we were here first." 

Hundersmarck knows there's a prob-
lem, but said it will take time with the 
l imited resources of a smal l police 
department. 

"We can't write tickets to every kid 
for just hanging out. Kids have just as 
much right to hang out on the sidewalk 
as anyone else," said Hundersmarck. 
"When they cross the line and violate 
the law, we like to think we we're there 
to enforce the laws. But we can't be 
everywhere. 

"There are certain ways to handle 
kids, like community events," he said. 
"That's what we're working on." 

Hundersmarck said he's been encour-
aging t eens to hang out in Kellogg 
Park, even if it's past the 10 p.m. cur-
few, to keep them away from downtown 
businesses that are open late. 

Yaquinto said while he's gotten good 
response from Plymouth police, he'd 
like to see more of a law enforcement 
presence downtown. 

"When there are a group of kids and 
they don't se<> ? cop on patrol. it'« a lot. 
d i f fe ren t t h a n when t h e r e is a cop 
standing there," said Yaquinto. "And, 
i t ' s a lot d i f f e r e n t for t h e a d u l t s 
because they feel more confident and 
secure." 

Chip Falcuson, owner of the Box Bar, 
said whatever the solution, it has to be 
fair to all people. 

"You jus t can't say we want certain^ 
kinds of people downtown," said Faleu-, 
son. "And you can't kick out all young 
people because some are a problem. 

"We need a mix of people downtown.-
Someday those kids will be oi<r eus-
tomers," he said. 

If the solution is more police omcers,, 
Ross Street resident A1 Thomas thinks, 
residents are willing to pay for more 
protection. 

"I think money is a secondary issue," 
said Thomas. "If the city adminisira-1 
tion said it would cost an extra $100 a 
year to get more police officers, I don't 
think people will have a problem. IJ'» 
w h a t e v e r you need to do, and if i t 
m e a n s we h a v e to pony up more 
money, then let's do it." 

Mary Millington, who runs the Little 
Book Shoppe on the P a r k , acknowl-
edges t h e p rob l em wi th t e e n s , but 
warns of being too drastic in resoh 
the situation. 

"I think it needs a passive solution,' 
said Millington. "Kids tend to be r< 
tionary, so we need to tread carefully 
and give Chief Hundersmarck timo to 
come up wi th so lu t ions .

The s t a t e ' s s e v e n t h - l a r g e s t 
school district continues to be in 
a growth mode. 

The initial headcount shows 
Plymouth-Canton Schools offi-
cials are expecting 389 new stu-
dents to enroll in the 2000-01 
school year. While that figure is 
expected to go down a bit, early 
indications are the district con-
tinues to show increases in all 
levels of education. 

"This is when we p e a k in 
terms of enrollment," said Errol 
Goldman, assistant superinten-
dent for employee relations and 
personnel. "However, as we find 
out which students are moving 
to other districts, it will start to 
taper down, which isn't unusual. 

"The other piece we don't know 
is how many students we'll lose 
to the (Canton) charter school," 
he added. "I suspect we'll be a 
couple hundred kids higher than 
last year." 

The largest increase thus far is 

at the elementary level, with 151 
more students enrolled than the 
official count from last year. The 
14 e lementa ry schools have a 
combined total of 7,885 students. 

Hulsing Elementary in Canton 
has the highest enrollment to 
date, with 693 students. Miller 
Elementary in Canton is show-
ing the biggest increase, with a 
projected 64 more students for 
the coming school year. 

"There are many elementary 
schools that have no more class-
rooms," said Goldman. "We'll 
take a look at the overflow build-
ings for the k i n d e r g a r t n e r s . 
When a k inde rga r t en h i t s 26 
students in all sections for that 
bui lding, and there ' s no more 
room to expand , we will bus 
them to a different building that 
has room." 

The middle schools have been 
redistricted for this year, with 
three of the five schools showing 
an increase in s tudent popula-
tion. Central Middle School in 
Plymouth will be the largest in 
t e r m s of enrol lment with 836 

projected students. 
The high school complex con-

t inues to house more s tudents 
than ever, with 4,946 s tudents 
expected at the site. That's 122 
more students than last year's 
official count. 

School officials say, at t h i s 
point, they're expecting the dis-
trict to house 16,665 students at 
the 21 elementary, middle and 
high schools. An official student 
count, to be given to the state, 
will be calculated in late Septem-
ber, which will determine how 
much foundation grant money 
the district will receive. 

As the d i s t r i c t a t t e m p t s to 
come up with more exact num-
bers before school begins Tues-
day, the hiring process for teach-
ers continues. 

"We will s ta r t the year with 
five or six positions not filled, 
b u t we're w o r k i n g h a r d to 
address t ha t , " said Goldman. 
"The most difficult positions to 
fill are special educat ion and 
music."

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Commission 
arts tax for ballot

The Wayne County Commission on Thursday 
voted to let the public decide on a half-mill tax to 
support the new regional arts and culture council. 

The vote putting the issue on the Nov. 7 general 
election ballot was 12-3, with western Wayne 
County's four commissioners evenly split on the 
issue. 

Vice Chair Kay Beard, D-Westland, and Lyn 
Bankes, R-Livonia, voted with the majority on the 
ballot proposal while Kathleen Husk, R-Redford 
Township, and John J. Sullivan, D-Wayne, joined 
Detroit commissioner Jewel Ware in opposition. 

Thursday was the deadline for getting the issue 
on the ballot. Both Oakland County and the city of 
Detroi t - the other two members of the new 
Metropolitan Arts and Culture Council - have 
already passed it. 

The council supports "nonprofit regional cultural 
institutions and local arts and recreational pro-
grams" within the two counties, the resolution 
stated. 

The tax, first established by Public Act 292 in 
1989, would levy a half-mill ad valorem at the rate 
of 50-cents per thousand dollars of taxable value 
on real and personal property located within, the 
two counties, including Detroit, for 10 years. 

The millage would cost the owner of a $100,000 
house about $25 per year. It is expected to raise 
$44 million the first year. 

One-third of the revenue collected in eacfr of 
Wayne County 's 43 munic ipa l i t ies would be 
retained by those communities for local cultural or 
recreational programs. 

Beard said the regional arts council would| 
vide "better coordination of activities" in the

Cites Tri-County 
She cited the Tri-County Summit - which brings 

together the commissions of Wayne, Oakland and 
Macomb counties and the Detroit city council to 
discuss mutual issues - as an example of estab-
lished cooperation between area governments. 

However, she said, she'd like to see Macomb, 
Washtenaw and other southeast Michigan counties 
join the council. 

As a state legislator, Bankes helped pass the 
original 1989 act establishing the regional council 
and is happy to see it finally reaching this stage. 
She has said she has heard no opposition from peo-
ple in her district, which includes the Plymouths 
and Northville Township.

Among the major area institutions benefiting 
would be Detroit's historical museums and its

She also feels too little money would come back 

locally. 
Sullivan, D-Wayne, whose district stretches from 

Wayne and Romulus to Canton Township, has said 
that seniors on fixed incomes in his district would 
be forced to pay for something they don't use. 

Ware, also a Democrat, saying.it is wrong to 
assume the current economic boom has lifted all 
people's incomes, said there are still many poor 
people in her district whom the tax would hurt. 

Some Detroit district commissioners objected to 
the fact no commissioner from that area is on the 
regional council - Wayne County's three members 
are elected officials from each of its three largest 
suburban geographical conferences, the Western 
Wayne, the Downriver and the Eastern Wayne. 

However, Commissioner George Cushingberry, 
D-Detroit, said that could change. He said state 
Sen. Buzz Thomas, one of Detroit's three cultural 
council delegates, would have to give up his state 
seat to serve on the council, and so Thomas and 
Detroit Mayor Dennis Archer might consider a 
county commissioner in his place.

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Departing RESA chief to continue lifelong misson

Mike F l a n a g a n « could be 
likened to a farmer in the field of 
education. 

During the past six years as 
s u p e r i n t e n d e n t of t he Wayne 
County Regional Educa t iona l 
Service Agency, t h e f o r m e r 
teacher and school superinten-
dent has been trying to nurture 
both kids and teachers through a 
series of innovative programs 
he's helped develop. 

But when the Plymouth resi-
den t leaves a t the end of the 
year to take a new job in Lans-
ing, he won ' t be l eav ing the 
groves of academe. 

Instead, he'll become executive 
director of the Michigan Associa-
tion of School Administrators , 
the association for the more than 
500 superintendents in the state. 

There, he says, "I will need to 
figure out a way to grow superin-
tendents." 

It's a challenge he relishes: "A 
s u p e r i n t e n d e n t can m a k e or 
break a district. 
" "We've got to nurture the best 

and the brightest" among teach-
e r s and school p r i nc ipa l s 
between 35 and 45 "to want to be 

superintendents and not say, 'I 
don ' t w a n t to get my b r a i n s 
blown out' - which comes with 
the job," he says. 

"If you can get a high-charac-
ter person, one with high integri-
ty, a lot of t h e o the r t h i n g s " 
about running a school district 
"can be learned. 

"So much of it is relationships" 
between the superintendent and 
the school board, the teachers 
and the s tuden t s . I've seen so 
many peop le who h a v e h igh 
technical skills, but don't have 
the goodwill. 

"You need to have , deep in 
your hear t , t h a t the kids come 
f irs t . The t eachers don't come 
f i r s t , t h e b o a r d doesn ' t come 
first, you don't come first - the 
kids come first. 

" I t ' s s o m e t h i n g t h a t glows 
from them." 

Two examples of top superin-
tenden ts , he says, a re Robert 
Maxfield of Farmington Public 
Schools, who succeeded Flana-
gan there, and Kathleen Booher 
of Plymouth-Canton.

School systems haven' t done 
much for women as superinten-
dents, "so I'm happy to see8her 
get a major district," Flanagan 

says. 
# H e r success "opens districts, 

opens minds to the idea, 'Let's 
get the most talented person. I 
think there are women teachers 
and principals in Plymouth-Can-
ton who never would have con-
sidered" becoming super inten-
dent . Now they do, because of 
Kathy." 

As RESA s u p e r i n t e n d e n t , 
Flanagan helped create the Cul-
tu ra l Collaborative for Educa-
tion, a series of 12 videotapes, 
interactive CD-ROMs and lesson

It brought computer technolo-
gy into the classrooms to help 
prepare children for the Michi-
gan Education Assessment Pro-
gram tests, which are showing 
improved student resul ts each 
year.

ARTHRITIS CARE IN THE VERY ELDERLY 
Arthritis care for the very elderly is different than for the rest of the 

adult population. By the very elderly, I mean seniors who are 85,90, 
95 or more, years old. This group is no longer rare, and makes up 
nearly 12% of the people I treat. 

The reasons why their care is special includes the fact that in extreme old age the 
capacity of the liver and kidney to metabolize drugs is less than in individuals in their 
seventies. The ability of the stomach to withstand irritation is diminished, the side effects 
of medication on the brainis augmented, and the interaction of other drugs the patient 
may be taking is magnified. 

The magnitude of these risks is unknown because with good reason, drug testing in its 
initial phases, cannot include a large enough group of the very elderly to weigh the 
problems extreme aging brings.. 

Doctors have another reason to act cautiously in introducing newly minted 
medications to the very elderly. If a side effect such as bleeding, disorientation, liver or 
kidney failure occurs, the very elderly individual has less reserve to call upon during the 
interval that the medication though stopped, is still present in the body. 

You are unlikely to find that doctors treating your elderly relative will use an arthritis 
medication new on the market. Nor will treatment include two or more anti-arthritis drugs. 
Often, the physicians will prescribe acetaminophen for pain, and treat joint swelling with

Most people consider the 
summer to be the best time 
to go camping.

Looking for a campground tha t allows 
access to one of the state's Blue Ribbon trout 
streams? Plan a trip to Silver Creek in the 
Pere Marquette State Forest. Want to view 

Michigan's most impressive waterfalls? Take 
a trip to the Tahquamenon Falls State Park 
near Paradise. Looking for a picturesque 
view of both the Porcupine Mountains and 
Lake Superior? Plan a stop at Little Girl's 
Point Gogebic County Park. 

This ,isn't just a list of campsites with pre-
cise d i rec t ions on how to f ind t h e m . 
DuFresne includes an overview of the camp-
ing facilities: rustic, modern, electric hook-
ups, vault , pit or f lush toilets and much 
more. He details the day-use facilities at 
each park and includes hiking and fishing 
opportunit ies as well as boat and canoe 
rental options. There are also local contacts, 
boat launch facilities and seasonal closures 
and regulations. 

All in all, this book will come in as handy 
as a spare tent stake and should be included 
with your basic camping equipment. The 
only drawback to the book is that DuFresne 
didn't include hunting opportunities within 
or surrounding the parks.

Happiness is 
working with 
your hands 

Working with natura l mate-
rials is a great way to 
spend time. 

Gardeners know the benefits 
they derive when they work in the 
soil and see the fruits of their labor 
in the form of flowers or vegetables. 

Wood workers also work with 
natura l materials and can see the 
frui ts of their labors, too. 

People who work with wood are 
working with solid sunshine. Only 
green plants, like trees, can take 
light from the sun and convert i t 
into a solid material. 

When sunlight hits green chloro-
plasts in the leaves, photosynthesis 
occurs. Carbon dioxide and water 
are used during photosynthesis to 
produce oxygen for animals and 
sugars for the plant. 

Sugars are then used to build 
products for the plant's survival. 
Lots of sugars pu t together form 
starches. Lots of starches put 
together form wood. 

Each species of tree has different 
ways of putting the products of pho-
tosynthesis together. That is why 
each kind of wood has different 
qualities. Ironwood and musclewood 
grow slowly and produce a very 
hard wood. Basswood on the other 
hand yields a soft wood. 

Early settlers used these differ-
ent qualities of wood to their advan-
tage. Hammer handles were made 
of hickory, the back slats in a rock-
ing chair were made from elm, and 
roof shingles were made from cedar. 

New Jersey swamps in colonial 
times were the source for much of 
the cedar used for shingles. 

In the east we use the term cedar 
to name several different species of 
tree. Thuja occidentalis, Eastern 
arborvitae, or white cedar, are 
names that describe the same tree. 
It is primarily a Northern species. 
Ohio is about as far south as it gets, 
except for some areas in Virginia. 

White cedar grows where the soil 
is wet and neutral in its acidity. 
That is why cedar is often associat-
ed with swamps. 

Northern Michigan is doted with 
cedar swamps, which also are the 
winter home of white-tailed deer. 

Large, dense forests of this ever-
green tree helps keep the snow 
accumulation to a minimum on the 
ground. Less snow allows deer to 
move through these areas more eas-
ily. They can also eat white cedar. 

Though it was difficult for early 
settlers to harvest cedar from these 
swamps, they were able to denude 
entire forests. Most of these trees 
were cut into short sections and 
then split for shingles. 

White cedar is not a strong wood, 
but it is durable and very resistant 
to rot and insect pests. Resin in the 
wood keeps it from loosing its water 
shedding qualities. 

Splitting occurs neatly along the 
annual growth rings. 

I took advantage of this quality 
when my son and I started making 
his cedar post bed and desk. We 
needed to fashion large dowels from 
the end of the posts to insert into 
holes on the other pieces. 

This was not very difficult after 
marking the diameter of the dowel 
and sctfring the wood a couple inch-
es away from the end. 

A light tap on the chisel placed 
on the end of the post, and a nice 
section of cedar was removed. 

Our design for this project 
required a lot of chiseling, so we 
were glad cedar has this quality. 

Smelling the air as we worked 
was also a t reat . 

Working with a natura l material 
and admiring the finished product 
can be very satisfying.

A lot of people make the mistake of heading out to the 
courts and trying to play like the professionals they see 
on TV. 

They s tand back on the far baseline and s tar t taking 
full swings a t the ball. The result is a very frustrating 
experience. 

What most people don't realize is even the top profes-
sionals s tar ted off close to the net with very short swings. 

People would be better off s tar t ing on a sidewalk, 
bumping the ball up, using a crack as an imaginary net. 
This way they would develop the eye-hand coordination 
necessary to be successful in tennis. 

Most instructors recognize tha t people introduced to 
tennis in a positive, simple way will have early success 
and go on to enjoy the game for many years. 

Most players are playing for the sheer pleasure of the 
game. Players need not be of any great ability to find 
excitement and enjoyment in the sport. 

Tennis is a contest of physical and mental skills which 
can be satisfying at every level of play. 

As a result , players often remark that tennis allows 
them to "get away^ from their everyday problems and 
provides relaxation.

Listening key 
to acquiring 
a love for jazz 

Iidge Ellis isn't a musician -
jus t a jazz lover. Anytime I 
need information about jazz 

his tory or a musician for a story, 
Midge is there to paint a picture. 

Known as "Mama Jazz," she's been 
prompting jazz in metro Detroit for a 
long time. Ellis knows everyone, just 
ask anyone connected to jazz. 

She's met and befr iended such 
greats as Stan Kenton and* Woody 
Herman, and convinced them to pre-
sent concerts at Clarenceville High 
School in Livonia, and other venues 
bringing jazz a little closer to home. 

Ellis was on the committee of the 
Montreux Detroit Jazz Festival dur-
ing its first six years and even trav-
eled to the prestigious Montreux festi-
val in Switzerland and North Sea 
Jazz Festival in Holland to find out 
how to put on a similar event. 

Her background, and quest to learn 
not only the who, but the how, of jazz 
festivals has helped her recruit volun-
teers and other jazz lovers to produce 
the Michigan Jazz Festival every July 
at Schoolcraft College in Livonia. 

Her love for jazz is rooted in child-
hood. As a young girl growing up in 
the hills of Kentucky, Ellis developed 
an appreciation for jazz. She worries 
t h a t t he next generation may not 
have enough opportunities to listen to 
jazz - a distinctly American form of 
music. 

"My fa the r was a jazz lover and 
always listened to the radio," said 
Ellis. "I learned to pick out the instru-
ments to listen to. Jazz is freedom. 
They're composing on the spot each 
time they do a solo. It's the freedom of 
doing your own thing. You'll never 
hear a musician play the same way 
twice. That's one of the beauties of 
jazz. They'll throw in little nuances of 
another tune but it's on the same 
chord s t ructures . I remember one 
time asking Stan Kenton if he ever 
got tired of playing Peanut Vendor 
every night. He said, 'No, because I 
get a huge kick out of hearing each 
musician doing something differently 
every night.'" 

Acquiring a t as te for jazz is all 
about listening to it. Jack Pierson's 
p a r e n t s would take him down to 
Euclid Beach (Ohio) to hear the big 
bands. 

"I got excited about it then," said 
Pierson, a member of the education 
committee for the- Ford Detroit Inter-
national Jazz Festival. "I started lis-
tening to recordings and a few years 
later put together a dance band. The 
thing we try to instill in kids at the 
festival is you can't enjoy jazz unless 
you're a part of it, whether it's tap-
ping your foot or just understanding 
it . You learn to love it by gett ing 
familiar with it - the style, the sound. 
So much of it is peer pressure. If their 
peers listen to rock n' roll, they'll go to 
rock or they can hang around a group 
where it 's did you hear the latest 
Dizzy Gillespie recording?" 

Veteran jazz drummer Tom Brown 
is worried interest in jazz is dwin-
dling so he's formed Jazz Audience 
Advocates to teach people how to lis-
ten. In fact, Brown believes in the pro-
ject so much he recently resigned 
from his position as a research profes-
sor in the Department of Medicine at 
Wayne S ta le University School of 
Medicine to. devote more time to the 
nonprofit organization that will pro-
duce instructional DVDs and videos 
for distribution through a Web site.

"When I t u r n e d 50 I s t a r t ed to 
think about this art form I love so 
much," said Brown, whose" quartet 
will perform post bop and standards 
6:45 p.m.

j ike Garvey will pick up his trumpet with a 
j heavy heart on Labor Day. it's the last time 
I he will play the Ford Detroit International 

Jazz Festival with the Farmington Harrison High 
School Jazz Band. Garvey probably won't have the 
opportunity to stand on stage in front of a crowd of 
thousands in Hart Plaza again. 

He had a lot of fun playing at the festivals for 
the last two years, but he's leaving the band 
behind to study business at Eastern Michigan Uni-
versity. It's not just performing in front of a crowd 
that Garvey enjoyed, but learning from profession-
al musicians in clinics held during the four-day 
jazz event. The festival, formerly known as Mon-
treux Detroit, provides a variety of educational 
opportunities including clinics to pick up the finer 
points of improvising. 

"It was a good experience; it's a different 
audience that we play for," said Garvey. 
"They're coming to hear that music. I like 
the whole atmosphere - the clinics on 
improvisation have been helpful and fun. 
They give you ideas to work with for solos, 
who to listen to and then you have a chance 
to try it. It's not always following music but 
playing what feels right. It's not just notes 
on the page anymore. 

"I also like listening (to the other groups). 
You don't get a chance to hear jazz. There's 
no jazz radio station and not a lot of places 
where you can hear it live." 

Jack Pierson is constantly looking for 
new ways for students like Garvey to learn 
about jazz. Pierson, along with education 
committee members Ernie Rodgers and 
Louis Smith, plan the instructional compo-
nents of the festival presented by Music 
Hall Center for the Performing Arts. In

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Lensman captures Livonia for posterity

Lawrence Diggs points excitedly to the photograph 

of a gravestone in Newburgh Cemetery, one of the 
sites he photographed for Historical Livonia, a display 
in the fifth floor gallery at Livonia City Hall. 

The majority of images tells stories about the build-
ings in Greenmead Historical Village - the Simmons-
Hill House built in Greek Revival style in 1841, the 
Friends Meeting House used by Quakers as early as 
1846, and a depot for the Detroit United Railway 
(1899-1927), an interurban which ran between Wayne, 
Plymouth and Northville. Back then, most of the fares 
were 10 or 15 cents. 

"It's been a lot of work but I've enjoyed doing this," 
said Diggs. "I knew some of the history, but I found it 

fascinating to learn we have three 
Revolutionary War soldiers buried 
there and 50 Civil War veterans. 
The cemetery was built around 
the grave of Salmon Kingsley, who 
was buried there in 1827 and was 
a veteran of the American Revolu-
tion." 

Diggs downplays the fact the 
labor and his photographs were a 
gift to the City of Livonia in cele-
bration of its 50th anniversary. 
He's more interested in talking 
about the history. 

Fortunately, Carol Swales is

Mark Phillips encourages his 
Harrison High students to take 
part in the clinics some time dur-
ing the four days. The band, a 
staple of the festival since 1986, 
will perform 3:45 p.m. Monday, 
Sept. 4, on the Music Hall Bop 
Shop Stage. 

"I always recommend for them 
to go down to listen during the 
weekend," said Phillips, who's 
been leading the Harrison band 
and o rches t ra for 21 years . 
Phillips also directs the Oakland 
Community College Jazz Band 
in Farmington Hills. "The great-
est way to learn is to hear pro-
fessionals and to hear it live 
because you get the total experi-
ence, the nuances of the person. 
In the clinics, you start to play 
with people you've never played 
with before and you can commu-
nicate. You share almost better 
than language. 

"The best way of l ea rn ing 
music is by doing," continued 
Phillips who frequently plays 
professionally in the area with 
his own nine-piece band. "The 
more you perform, the better you 
get." 

Seth Webb can't wait to play 
the festival for the first time. He 

joined the advanced jazz band at 
Harrison one year ago after play-
ing drums in the beginning jazz 
band for two years. 

"I'm excited s lash nervous 
because I've heard everyone talk 
about how awesome it was," said 
Webb, who also plays with his 
rock band, Plastic, a t venues 
such as the Token Lounge in 
Westland. "It's the hardest 
music to play. One of the best 
parts is soloing." 

Webb might want to give a lis-
ten to Chris Collins and his 
quartet when they give a clinic 
on soloing and arranging 1 p.m. 
Saturday, Sept. 2, on the Pepsi 
Jam Academy Stage. The saxo-
phonist released his latest CD, 
Urban Solitude, at the beginning 
of the year. He'll be touring 
South Africa this fall with Farm-
ington Hills pianist Dennis Tini. 
Two years ago, Collins toured 
Europe and the U.S. with Phil 
Collins Big Band and performed 
on Collins' CD Hot Night in 
Paris. 

"It will allow the students and 
the audience to experience the

all about an individual finding 
the style of jazz they can connect 
with emotionally, t ha t makes 
them feel good whether its New 
Orleans, avant-garde or bebop." 

Brown became obsessed with 
jazz the summer he was 15. He'd 
played cello in the school orches-
tra and then took piano lessons 
but never could main ta in an 
interest in music. 

"I started listening to jazz at 
12 or 13 and fell in love with it 
and was absolutely obsessed 
with it," said Brown. "I had my 
f i rs t professional job playing 
Dixieland with Tom Saunders at 

the Detroit Boat Club when I 
was 16. Back then there were 
clubs that still played Dixieland 
like the Van Dyke Club. That 
went away in the 60s. When I 
was 18 in 1957-58 I could go 
downtown and almost every club 
had jazz and I could listen. It's 
an example of the loss of interest 
in jazz that parallels the loss of 
the ability to listen." 

Like Ellis, Bloomfield Town-
ship vocalist Judie Cochill devel-
oped a love of jazz early. Cochill 
and her trio will perform jazz 
standards and show tunes 11:45 
a.m. Monday, Sept. 4, on the 
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Motor City Casino Stage. A 
favorite vocalist around town, 
Cochill played with the Matt 
Michaels Trio at Ron's Fireside 
Inn in Garden City in late July. * 

"I used to go down to the Uni-
vers i ty Record Shop in San 
Diego and ask them to play 
Chattanooga Choo Choo during 
World War II when I was only 
4," said Cochill. "My stepdad 
introduced me to Woody Her-
man, the Dorseys and Gersh-
win." 

By third grade Cochill was 
singing in the choir of Sacred 
Heart Convent in LA. She hasn't 

missed singing in a church choir 
season since. 

"It's all spontaneous," said 
Cochill. "It's in the moment. My 
advice is just get out and listen. 
Don't pick one favorite style. 
When you hear about festivals 
like the Michigan Jazz Festival 
where I played last month, go 
out and sample it. See if you can 
hear something that makes you 
feel good."

I'll photograph almost anything 
tha t I think will make a good 
picture - landscapes, seascapes, 
water and reflections, flowers.

"I'm having a lot of fun. My 
wife used to ask why are you 
taking tha t picture. Now she 
says where are we going next to 
take pictures."
