P-CEP Band brings home
Governor’s Trophy

For 16 of the past 25 years, the
traveling Governor’s Trophy has
been presented at the Michigan
Invitational Marching Band
Tournament. And the Plymouth-
Canton Educational Park
Marching Band has brought it
home as the highest-scoring
band. This year was no excep-
tion, and it was accompanied by
a bevy of additional trophies
from the Oct. 1 competition at
Eastern Michigan University’s
Rynearson Stadium.

The P-CEP marchers captured
the Flight I first-place trophy
along with first-place captions
for Best Music, Best Marching
and Best General Effect for their
performance, Reflections: On
Obsessions.

The show is a fast-paced musi-
cal expression of society’s fixa-
tion with objects and status,
which earned the P-CEP per-
formers the highest overall
score, 83.65, of all 20 competing
bands in all four flights.

“This is a little bit of an
uncharted territory for us, not
telling a concrete story,” said
band director David McGrath.
“But they did a really good job. I
think musically we are ahead of
where we normally are at this
point.

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Public school officials are free
to speak their minds about the
voucher proposal‘appearing on
the statewide election ballot this
fall, Ingham County Circuit
Judge Michael Harrison ruled
Thursday, Oct. 5.

At the same t1me, he refused
to issue an injunction against
Secretary of State Candice
Miller which would have blocked
her from enforcing a section of
campaign finance law intended
to keep government officials
from using taxpayer dollars to
influence the outcome of an elec-
tion. '

But who won the case depends
largely on who is talking. Plain-
tiff’s attorney Tom Baird said
the judge’s statement was: “very
favorable” to school boards,
supenntendents and’ the ‘teacher
umons. o

Unsure of 1mpact

Liz Boyd, spokesperson for the
defendaﬁt Secretary of State,
said she is unsure how much
lmpact the judge’s ruling will
have.

It was intended, she explained,
to give school officials guidance
by laying out the judge’s inter-
pretation of ‘the law. She admit-
ted she wag' “disappointed” with
his conclusions, which differed
from Miller’s interpretation of
the law in several key areas,

Tim Knowlton, attorney for
Kids First! Yes! which had
sought to join the suit on the
side of the -Secretary of State,
assessed the judge’s statement
as overall,;nore positive than
negative.”

The case grew out of a string
of complaints against school dis-
tricts filed by Kids First! Yes!
with the Secretary of State’s
office. Kids First! Yes! is the
organization that circulated peti-
tions to place the voucher ques-
tion on the November‘ballot now
known as Proposal 1.

The organization alleged that
17 school districts had violated a
1996 law prohibiting govern-
ments from using public
resources to campaign for or
against ballot questions. The
Secretary of State concluded
that 12 districts had indeed
crossed the line and sent out let-
ters warning that penalties

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Deer season still in controvers

- ] The young button buck
?&&ougg crept silently through the

forest, stopping occasionally
to nibble at a leaf or sprout
of grass. With most of the
leaves still clinging to the
trees, the young buck barely
made a noise as he main-
tained a path that would
take him directly beneath
my stand.

‘Opening day of the Y2K
archery deer season was a
little warmer than most

“hunters would have pre-
ferred. But that didn’t keep the nearly
350,000 licensed hunters from heading out to
their favorite hot spot. »

Michigan Department of Natural
Resources biologists estimate the fall 2000
deer population at approximately five per-
cent less than last year. But the herd still
stands in the vicinity of 1.6-1.9 million ani-
mals, depending on who you talk to. There
are fewer deer, biologists say, in the Lower
Peninsula this year and slightly higher num-
bers in the U.P.

“The changes in deer regulations over the
past few years have successfully reduced the
deer population in the Lower Peninsula,”
said Becky Humphries, DNR wildlife chief,
“Our goal is to maintain a quality herd that
is in balance with its habitat to yield healthy
fawns, does and bucks.”

Deér management issues, particularly the
unlimited antlerless permits that were doled
out the past couple seasons, have been hot
topics in recent months. While some hunters
feel the DNR isn’t doing a proper job manag-
ing our white-tailed deer herd we still have
more deer, more deer hunters and enjoy
more success than nearly anywhere else in
the country.

According to DNR big game specialist John
Urbain, “Michigan is the number two state
in the nation for deer with 1.9 million, We're
number two in gun deer hunters, first in
archery deer hunters, first in buck harvest in

1998 and ‘99, first in total harvest in ‘98 and
‘99, and unfortunately, first in car/deer acci-
dents, too.”

In response to hunter complaints about the
unlimited antlerless permits, the DNR went
back to a Deer Management Unit quota sys-
tem to distribute the permits, which are lim-
ited to three per hunter this fall. Those per-
mits, coupled with the firearms, archery or
combo licenses, allow a hunter to tag up to
five deer this year.

As I watched the young button buck pass
beneath my stand I thought about how lucky
we are. It wasn’t that long ago that hunters
were limited to just one deer per season. I
can vividly remember going up to deer camp
as a youngster and coming home with two or
three deer, that were split between seven or
eight hunters. That’s not the case in most of
today’s deer camps.

The DNR is shooting for a spring herd of
some 1.5 million animals. As that goal
becomes closer and closer to becoming a real-
ity the days of two bucks and three does a
season will undoubtedly come to an end.
Enjoy the season and the opportunities we
have today. They may be gone tomorrow.

The little button buck meandered under
my stand and headed off toward a nearby
swamp. An hour later, three does wandered
through paralleled to my stand, but about
50-yards away. Two more passed through 20
minutes after that, but they, too, were out of
range.

I didn’t get a shot that day and I didn’t tag
a deer, but it was a great start to what
should stack up to be another great hunting
season.

is scarlet red along the edges of
abandoned meadows, while poison _
siimac is a hot copper color in the low-
land marshes. ’ '

" According to Cecil Billington’s book
Shrubs of Michigan, there are eight
specles in the sumac family here in
Mlchlgan Staghorn sumac is the
- species you are most likely to
encounter while hiking. Its name is
derived from the fuzzy pubescence
that covers the youngest part of the
stems. Botanists thought it looked like
the velvet on the antlers of deer. In
Europe a male deer is called a stag, so
they named it staghorn sumac.

« Sumacs typically have a large com-
pound leaf. A compound leaf has a
long central shaft flanked by paired
leaflets its entire length, with a termi-
nal leaflet at the end. Some leaves are
2 feet long with as many as 31 leaflets.

- Staghorn sumac grows well in
sunny, open areas with little or no
shade. Once larger trees invade the
area where staghorn sumac is grow-
ihg, resulting shade ultimately causes
the death of the sumac.

. Berries of the staghorn sumac have
been used for years to make a flavored
drink. The elongated flower head is
soaked in water and then the solution
is filtered to remove tiny hairs from
the fruits. After filtering, sugar is
added to taste. It has its own unique
flavor. Not bad!

. Wood of staghorn sumac is soft, but -
has a golden color to it. Beneath the
white sapwood Just under the bark is a
pattern of dark nngs alternatmg with
golden rings of spring growth. I'v
used young trees to make fine Walkmg
sticks. They are strong, yet hght-
wexght

. In the marshes, poison sumac is one
of the first shrubs to change color,
causmg it to stand out against the
remaining green plants Fortunately
poison sumac grows in wet, saturated
goil where people do not frequently
HKike. Chances of encountering it are
fare. But now is the time to map out
ﬂ:s locations for future reference.

» Unlike the staghorn sumac which

produces clustered red berries that.are '

used to make a drink, poison sumac.
produces loose clusters of white
- berries. These berries have the poiso-
nous oil on them as do the stems and
Leaves Poison sumac, when bruised,
éxudes a resin that often causes a rash
when touched. Resin from an Asian-
i‘elatwe is a source of lacquer.

» Poison ivy is a close relative of poi-
son sumac. It does not have a large
Gompound leaf like poison suiac; it
Eas three leaflets, generally with large
notches along the edge. Like poison
sumac it too produces white berries,
and as its name indicates, produces a
resm that causes a rash in most peo-

ple.

. Poison ivy can turn red in fall but
inany leaves turn yellow before they
‘fall off the branch. Michigan only has
p01son ivy. Poison oak is found in the

southern gtates. o
» In southeastern Michigan poison -
grows as a ground cover, a small .
shrub and as a climbing vine. North of
a line from Saginaw Bay to Muskegon,

grouse and woodcock season. Grouse are basmally a wild
chicken — and no, they don’t taste like one. They have a
‘stronger taste. Woodcock also have a wilder taste, but
they’re much smaller than a grouse. A couple of them
would barely make dinner.

The sport of grouse and woodcock ‘hunting is-one in
which dog work is important. It often takes years to
develop a good bird dog.

One hunting friend bought dnnks for everyone in a
crowded Upper Peninsula bar to celebrate when his dog
pointed a bird and he shot it. He’d been working with the
dog for years.

One savvy old hunter puts it down to exposure. The
more dogs are exposed to game birds, the better they will
become. It’s a lot of work and a lot of walkmg for both. the
hunter and dog.

The dogs used mostly are Enghsh setters, German
shorthaired pointers and sprmger spaniels. Some point

v the birds, others flush them.

A dog’s brain is its nose. They sniff the ground and the
air for the scent of a game bird. It’s fairly easy to deter-
mine if there are birds around by the actions of the dog.
‘When grouse are around, they get what’s called birdy. It
simply means active.

Then there’s the shooting. Grouse are usually hunted
with a .20 gauge shotgun using bird shot. The goal is to
knock them out of the air, not to blow them to pieces.

The shooting can be practiced at skeet shooting
ranges, but the practice never quite simulates real hunt-

ing conditions. You know when the clay pigeon is coming,

but not the game bird.

There’s also knowledge of the birds and where they
are. That means nature study. Hunters need to know the
habitat and habits of their prey.

The dog work, gun skills and knowledge are what
makes a hunt successful. When they come together it’s
like a ballet in the autumn woods.
