Districts take aim at vouchers 
'i. 

Van Buren school board 
unanimously opposed

• Plymouth-Canton school 
officials have a host of con-
cerns on state Proposal 1, 
including less funding for 
public schools and creation 
of a two-tiered education 
system in Michigan.

The future of Plymouth-Canton Com-
munity Schools could hinge on the out-
come of Proposal 1, commonly known 
as school vouchers. 

The proposal , which would allow 
public taxpayer money in seven failing 
districts to follow students to private or 
parochial schools, could force the dis-
trict to operate much differently, and 
with less money, than it has today. 

"If the Constitution of the Sta te of 

Michigan is changed, the wording (of 
t he proposal) leaves so much unde-
fined," said Superintendent Kathleen 
Booher. "The fact this district is not 
one of the seven named.. . does not reas-
sure me that there is a system in place 
for defining which districts (are cho-
sen)." 

The Plymouth-Canton school board 
went on record l a s t month opposing 
Proposal 1. 

"I have a concern with using public 
funds for private entities," said Trustee 
Judy Mardigian. "It's not a level play-
ing field because if vouchers pass, the 
p r i v a t e and p a r o c h i a l schools can 
choose which s tuden t s they wan t to 
educate ... not picking s tudents t h a t 
need more resources, like talented and 
gifted students and students with spe-
cial needs."

The Van Buren Board of Education 
last week unanimously passed a reso-
lution stat ing its opposition to school 
vouchers. 

The resolution was in response to a 
ballot initiative that would allow state 
funds to support s tudents at tending 
private or parochial schools for parents 
from qualified school districts. Voters 
will decide on the initiative, dubbed 
Proposal 1, at the polls Nov. 7. 

Superintendent Larry Tabor said the 
Michigan Association of School Boards 
recommended the distr ict d r a f t and 
p a s s a r e s o l u t i o n oppos ing school 
vouchers. 

"The key issue is you can't use school 
taxpayer dollars to oppose the propos-
al," Tabor said. 

Passing the resolution, however, is 
legal, he said. 

Board member Martha Toth said if 
t he ballot in i t ia t ive passes, it could 
have a chilling effect.

Bark patrol 
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Four-legged 
sentries help 
golf course, 
park cleanup

Canton Township officials have success-
fully taken the goose out of "duck, duck, 
goose" - at least as it relates to Pheasant 
Run Golf Course and Heritage Park, 

Last June, the township contracted with 
Gooseworks of South Lyon for the removal 
of the park's 40 resident gee.se. 

A: h r a me i s sr u > k - '.v ;; 
i n s t r u c t e d to p rese rve o the r wildl i fe , 
including the ducks and blue herons. 

According to Kevin Mill, opera t ions 
manager for Canton Township, geese are 
attracted to the golf course and surround-
ing park because of the open areas and 
availability of water. The birds, protected 
by their endangered status, may be aes-
thetically pleasing to some, but they are a 
nuisance for others. 

"One b i rd can produce one pound of 
excrement per day," said Mill. "We con-
stantly had staff out there cleaning off the 
fairways." 

Goose droppings are not just an irritant, 
they are a health hazard because of the 
h igh n i t r a t e s . With al l t h e events t he 
township sponsors at Heritage Park and 
the golf course, officials wanted the area to 
be san i t a ry for the pat rons . They also 
f e a r e d t h a t a goose would even tua l ly 
attack someone. 

For years, township officials tried to get 
rid of the geese by spreading grape extract

Private and parochial schools 
are exempt from the state's Free-
dom of Information Act and the 
Open Meetings Act, Toth added. 

Among the board's concerns 
with the voucher proposal: 

n I t would diver t resources 
from public schools and subsi-
dize p r i v a t e and re l ig ious 

schools, which are exempt from 
oversight by elected officials. 

• P r i v a t e and pa roch ia l 
schools may set their own tuition 
rates, and have exclusive admis-
sion policies. 

• The proposal could increase 
discrimination and segregation 
by fragmenting Michigan's chil-
dren along lines of religion, race, 
ethnicity, disability and social 
class. 

• Vouchers would ass i s t 
weal thy families by us ing tax 
dol lars to subs id ize s t u d e n t s 
from a f f luen t homes who are 

already enrolled in private and 
religious schools while excluding 
low income students who cannot 
afford remaining private school 
tuition. 

• The proposal could spark a 
legal challenge as evidenced by 
cases in Ohio, Maine and Penn-
sy lvan ia , where voucher pro-
g r a m s were ru led unconst i tu-
tional. 

• Lack of evidence showing 
that students from similar back-
grounds perform bet te r in pri-
v a t e schools t h a n in publ ic 
schools.

over the 215-acre course , 
knowing t h a t the geese dis-
liked the flavor. "But that only 
worked until we cut the grass," 
he said. 

At $100 an acre, the grape 
extract method proved expen-
sive and short term. Then they 
tried using fire crackers, but 
tha t was ineffective. Results 
have improved with Goose-
works owner, Kirk Mehlhaff 

The p roper ty , which once 
boasted more than 300 geese at 
one t ime, is vir tual ly goose-
free, he said. "We've been with-
out geese for five or six days." 

Mehlhaff uses a combination 
of t r a i n e d border collies, 
remote control boats, mylar 
balloons and noise makers to 
rid the property of the geese. 
He checks the golf course and 
surrounding park three times 
daily in an attempt to keep the 
an ima l s a t bay. If he sees 
them, the collies are instructed 
to move in on the birds. 

"Our goal as a company is to 
promote a zero-geese policy," 
Mehlhaff said. 

"In the '60s, there were no 
geese in Michigan," he 
explained. "Now, the depart-

ment of N a t u r a l Resources 
(DNR) says the re are over 
700,000 geese statewide." 

Since geese nest and repro-
duce in the same location year-
affcer-year, he has two lines of 
defense in the goose ba t t le . 
First, he is hoping to catch the 
geese already there and relo-
cate them or scare them off. 
Secondly, he will keep new 
geese from nesting there by 
removing the eggs. 

"If they nest in this environ-
ment (on the property) and 
have 12 eggs, then those 12 
babies will return next year," 
he said. "We need to change 
their nesting location." 

A control led h u n t is one 
alternative to Mehlhaffs meth-
ods, but not in Canton because 
of homes scattered throughout 
the golf course. Even the use of 
dogs was first met with disap-
proval by area homeowners 
concerned about the safety of 
the geese. However, the birds 
are not harmed. 

The dogs are trained to scare 
the birds off, not to hurt them. 
In fact, anyone who harms a

days in jail and up to $10,000 
in fines. 

"Once we told people what 
we were doing it was OK," said 
Mill. "We couldn't ask for bet-
ter results." 

Mill es t imates the cost for 
Goose work's services a t $6,000 
for this summer. Subsequent 
summers are expected to be a 
little higher since service will-
begin earlier in the year. -

"But if you look at the man; 
hours we put in to clean., up 
af ter the geese and to chase 
them off, this is well worth it," 
Mill said. 

They also looked into buying 
border collies, b u t changed 
their minds once they discov-
ered each dog cost $5,000 to 
$10,000. Had t h e t o w n s h i p 
purchased the collies, addition-
al money would h a v e been 
expended to hire a handler and 
board the dogs. 

"It's been a real relief to not 
have as m a n y i s sues wi th 
geese this year," said Mill ."It . 
took a couple of years to-get. 
everything in place, bu t i t 's 
exceeded all our expectations." :

state grant, and use that money 
to transfer to another school dis-
trict. However, the proposal also 
lets 10 percent of those who 
voted in the last school board 
election petition the district to 
put the issue on the ballot in the 
local community . Vouchers 
could also become reality in a 
local district if a majority of the 
school board votes in favor of the 
issue. 

Mardigian doesn't like the lack 
of accountability vouchers afford 
private schools. 

"They are taking public money 
and not having to disclose their 
balance sheets or budgets," she 
said. "They deliberate in pri-
vate, and parents and taxpayers 
would have very little say on 
how the money is spent. I would 
want to be pa r t of a sys tem 
where I could be part of the solu-
tion and make changes.

gian. "I fully expect we'll have a 
legal challenge if it passes." 

Along with vouchers, Proposal 
1 also calls for a per-pupil state 
funding minimum of $6,600 (Ply-
mouth-Canton receives $6,505 in 
state funding per student) and 
regular testing of teachers in 
schools where vouchers a re 
accepted. 

"There are a number of items 
rolled into the proposal that are 
also undefined," added Booher. 
"It seems some of those items 
are tacked on to appeal to people 
who have particular concerns. 
Should we change the state con-
st i tut ion for those individual 
issues? I don't think so." 

"Teachers are already tested 
before they are certified. Every 

five years teachers earn continu-
ing education or college credits, 
and they are evaluated regular-
ly," said Chuck Portell i , Ply-
mouth-Canton Education Associ-
ation president. "Proposal 1 is 
nothing more than parochiaid, 
taking money from the public 
and giving it to p r iva t e and 
schools for profit. I'm against 
the Catholic church spending 
$1.5 million to take money from 
public schools." 

Board president Darwin Watts 
believes the threat of Proposal 1 
won't come from present schools, 
but new start-ups. 

"Potentially, somebody could 
start a school, qualify for fund-
ing and take kids from the dis-
trict without being on the same 

guidelines and restrictions that 
we are," said Watts. 

S lavens ' fea rs car ry t h a t 
thought a bit further. 

"There would be nothing from 
anyone starting the Michigan 
Militia School or American Nazi 
School, or even a witches school," 
he said. "Once you start down 
t h a t road and have pr iva te 
schools open, it opens the door 
p a s t t rad i t iona l rel igious 
schools." 

Slavens believes vouchers 
could lead to segregated schools. 

"Public schools bring kids of 
different economic backgrounds, 
different religions, different col-
ors and creeds together in one 
setting where they learn togeth-
er and learn about each other," 
said Slavens. "If you have a 
bunch of d i f fe ren t p r iva te 
schools, you'll have kids of like 
groups together and it will frag-
ment our community.

While public school adminis-
trators and school board mem-
bers are fighting against Propos-
al 1, the Catholic church has 
spent more than a million dol-
lars in efforts to get the proposal 
passed.

alternative way to put kids in 
schools that aren't failing." 

Charnley said while the vouch-
er system may help Catholic 
schools located in the areas of 
failing districts, the others, like 
All Saints in Canton, won't be 
affected. That's echoed by Ted 
Behn, principal of Our Lady of 
Good Counsel in Plymouth. 

"We get 98 percent of our stu-
dents from Plymouth and Can-
ton, so I don't expect vouchers 
will do anything for us," he said. 

Canton Charter Academy is 
financed with state funds, and 
could someday be affected by 
vouchers jus t like Plymouth-
Can ton Schools. However, 
academy pres ident Bill Case 
said he's in favor of the voucher 
proposal. 

"It's consistent with my belief 
in allowing students schools of 
choice, and that includes vouch-
ers," said Case. "Anything that 
enhances the choices parents 
can make for their children's 
education is a good thing."

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Sheriff warns to beware of computer identity theft

The I n t e r n e t Crimes'4 T a s k 
Force's most recent sting opera-
tion - which has broadened into 
inves t iga t ions in t h r e e o t h e r 
s ta tes - h a s prompted W&yne 
County Sheriff Robert A. Ficano 
to again warn the public about 
identity theft. 

"It could be happening to you 
r ight now and you don't know 
it ," w a r n e d Ficano on F r i d a y 
after announcing details of the 
investigation. 

"Someone could be using your 
•name to open credit accounts, 
t ake out bank loans, and even 
buy a car," Ficano stated. 

Ident i ty the f t is "considered 
the crime of the future" because, 
with the "astronomical advances 
made in technology every month, 
the criminals of the future do not 
need to steal from you ... they 
will become you," t h e she r i f f 
said. 

Ficano said many people don't 
realize they are becoming vic-
t ims because they don't check 
t h e i r c r ed i t card s t a t e m e n t s 
closely enough. 

"The thief will s t a r t by pur-
chasing a couple of items" with 
the victim's credit card and the 
victim won't notice. Then it will 
escalate, Ficano said. 

The latest case involved a 20-
year-old Detroit man who con-
fessed to being involved in such 
credit thefts. 

He a lso provided n a m e s of 
cohor ts in M i n n e s o t a , S o u t h 
Dakota and California, prompt-
ing a b r o a d e r i n v e s t i g a t i o n , 
Ficano said. 

The t h e f t s a re e s t ima ted to 
total over $10,000. 

The Detroit man's name was 
withheld so as not to compro-
mise the investigation. "He was 
not arrested, based on the coop-
eration he gave us," the sheriff 
said. 

Fjcano's office had received 
tips about someone believed to 
be stealing credit-card numbers 
from the Internet and then using 
them to order thousands of dol-
lars in goods and services on-
line. 

Task Force deputies executed 
a search-warrant and, camou-
flaging themselves as delivery 
men. made a "special delivery" to 
the man. 

Ficano said the man thought 
he was ge t t ing more i l legal ly 
ordered goods, but the package 
contained a deputy sheriffs uni-
form. The man then provided the 
information about the others. 

11 cards found 
Recovered were 11 Social 

Securi ty cards, four Michigan 
driver's licenses, two Visa cards, 
t ransaction receipts leading to 
several American Express Cards, 
a sawed-off 12-gauge shotgun, a 
sawed-off .22-caliber rifle and an 
unregis tered .25 caliber semi-
automatic handgun. 

Victims have been identified in 
the other states. 

Ficano said his department 's 
i d e n t i t y t h e f t i n v e s t i g a t i o n s 
have more than doubled in the 
past year. 

"We thought that after all the 
publicity" in past months about 
arrests made, thieves "wouldn't' 
be so bold," he said. 

"But here we are, 27 a r res t s 
l a t e r , p l u s 15 o t h e r a r r e s t s 
across t h e country s t e m m i n g 
f rom ou r i n v e s t i g a t i o n s , " he 
noted. 

F icano sa id t h a t , a l t h o u g h 
identity thef t "is hardly new -
con men have been doing i t for 
ages, the Internet is making it 
one of t he s ignature crimes of 
the digital era." 

I d e n t i t y t h e f t is one of t h e 
fas tes t -growing crimes in t he 
U n i t e d S t a t e s , w i th r o u g h l y 
500,000 new victims each year. 

Ficano said any Internet Web-
surfer can find sites selling all 
sorts of personal information -
everything from Social Security 
records to Veterans Administra-
tion data, to health information 
and driving records. 

With such information, thieves 
can acquire credit, make pur-
chases and even secure res i -
dences. 

Fake IBs made 
A criminal may make a fake 

identification card with his/her 
picture and your nante and other 
persona l in fo rmat ion , F icano 
said. 

The sheriff said corporate com-
puter-network break-ins a re as 
common as home b u r g l a r i e s 
today. 

According to a recent survey, 
85 p e r c e n t of such b r e a k - i n s 
occur internally and insiders are 
the most serious threat, he said. 

The sheriff said tha t identity 
theft is easy to prevent "if you 
know what to do before a crimi-

na l ever f i n d s your pe r sona l 
information." 

His recommendations: 

• Always r e a d you r s t a te -
ments very carefully. 

• Add f r a u d a l e r t s to your 
c r ed i t f i l e s - a two-sen tence 
s tatement in your credit report 
mandating that , before any new 
credit account can be opened or 
card issued, the credit grantor 
must call your designated phone 
number to verify the account's 
legitimacy. 

• Remove your personal infor-

mation from the major commer-
cial marketing databases (there 
are over 100 such). E l imina te 
nearly all the junk mail to your 
physical address, too. 

B Create an emergency phone 
list of creditors to use in notify-
ing them immediately after your 
wallet is stolen. The list should 
be accessible from any on-line 
computer in the world. But DO 
NOT list your credit card num-
bers , j u s t t he 1-800 n u m b e r s 
necessary to cancel your existing 
credit cards, if they're stolen. 

An alternative, he said, is to 
use t h e services of a t r u s t e d 

agency t h a t has all your num-
bers and automatically contacts 
all of your creditors when you 
tell them to. 

• Never c a r r y your Social 
Security card in your purse or 
wallet. "And it's never really a 
good idea to giver your SS num-
ber over the Internet," the sher-
iff said. 

• Make su re you ' re on a 
secure Web site by checking for 
the padlock icon on the bottom of 
the screen - or call the company 
first and ask for the exact Web 
address. 

• Learn the facts r ega rd ing 
Internet security: Browser secu-
rity settings, SSL encryption, e-
mail encryption and cookie tech-
nology. 

There is a lot of misinforma-
tion in cyberspace, the sher i f f 
said, but the Internet itself is a 
safe and va luab le tool, if you 
know how to use it securely. 

"The bottom line is simply t h a t 
anyone can become a victim of 
s to len i den t i t y c redi t f r a u d , " 
Ficano said. , 

With the knowledge ID crime 
exists, "It is your choice to either 

protect your identity or deperid 
on luck to let you slip th rough 
the next century," he said.

f u n d i n g , p a r t i c u l a r l y in Ply-
mouth-Canton, is a second-term 
goal , P a t t e r s o n sa id . He h a s 
i n t r o d u c e d House Bi l l 5814, 
which if passed would eventually 
bump per-pupil spending in the 
district to $9,000. 

Patterson said a key issue will 
be making sure Michigan town-
ships receive adequate funding 
for roads and aren't hur t when it 
comes to changes in any state-
shared revenue formulas. "When 
the census is finished, I think for 
the first time you're going to see 
a s i t u a t i o n w h e r e t h e r e is a 
greater percentage of the overall 
population living in townships 
compared to cities," he said. 

He is also seeking an amend-
ment t h a t would put t he 35th 
District Court first in line for a 
third judgeship. The court han-
dles more than 40,000 cases per 
year and generated more t h a n 
$4 mill ion in r evenue d u r i n g 
1999, he noted. 

That bill remains in commit-
tee. 

P a t t e r s o n is opposed to al l 
th ree citizen init iatives on the 
ballot. 

He will vote against Proposal 
1, which would allow state-fund-
ed vouchers to he lp s t u d e n t s 
f rom "failing" school d i s t r i c t s 
at tend private schools, because 
'Vouchers are a different animal 

from charter schools" and they 
don't help all students. 

"We're supposed to be provid-
ing an educational opportunity 
for the next generation and the 
generation after that . This pro-
posal doesn't do that," Patterson 
said. 

He views Proposal 2, which if 
passed would require the legisla-
t u r e to pass cer ta in laws per-
taining to local issues by a two-
t h i r d s margin as se t t ing up a 
system of "minority rule." 

P a t t e r s o n sa id h e will a l so 
vote against state Proposal A, a 
new tax for arts institutions and 
groups. New funding for those 
endeavors should come from the 
private sector, he said. 

B e f o r e h i s e l ec t ion to t h e 
House, Pa t t e r son rep resen ted 
the 11th District on the Wayne 
County Commission, where he 
served two t e rms . Former ly a 
lawyer in pr iva te pract ice, he 
also worked at Eastern Michigan 
U n i v e r s i t y as t he Direc tor of 
Planned Giving.

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Is proposed arts millage a cultural boon or tax burden?

So jus t wha t is Proposal A, 
anyway? 

A public forum held Wednes-
day night by the Observer & 
Eccentric Newspapers at Oak-
land Communi ty College in 
Fa rming ton Hills helped to 
define it. 

On its face, the Metropolitan 
Arts and Culture Council Cul-
tural, Arts and Recreational Pro-
grams Millage Proposal is a half-
mill property tax that, if passed 
Nov. 7, will provide millions in 
f inancia l suppor t for 17 of 
metropolitan Detroit's major cul-
tural institutions (such as the 
Detroit Symphony, the museums 
at Cranbrook, Henry Ford Muse-
um and the Detroit Institute of 
Arts) and for the cultural and 
recreational programs in local 
communities. 

The proposal - which took 10 
years to go from the state legis-
la ture to the general election 
ballot - would raise $44 million 
its first year, with two-thirds 
($29 million) helping support 
those 17 ins t i tu t ions and the 
remaining one-third ($15 mil-
lion) going back to the cities, 
townships and villages to be 
spent on local cultural and recre-
a t ional p rog rams as each 
decides. 

The 0.5 mill levy will mean a 
tax of 50 cents per thousand dol-
l a r s assessed va lua t ion . The 
owner of a house valued at 
$100,000 will pay $37.50 per 
year. 

It is not on the ballot in 
Macomb, Washtenaw and other 
neighboring counties because 
they are below the 750,000 popu-
lation minimum set by the state. 

Its supporters claim the pro-
posal means much, much more: 
It will go a long way, they say, 
toward defining quality of life in 
southeast Michigan, the respon-
sibility for supporting culture 
here, and how both area resi-
den t s and those outside the 
region view metropol i tan 
Detroit. 

Whether you play soccer or a 
trombone, they say, the proposal 
has something for you. 

Proposal A also will go a long 
way toward helping continue the 
region's economic growth., they 

'What we ' re f inding," said 

Paul Hillegonds, president of 
Detroit Renaissance, which pro-
motes regional economic devel-
opment, "is a t remendously 
broad-based support (for Propos-
al A) which reflects ... communi-
ty support for our arts and cul-
ture." 

"There is also a growing 
awareness" in metro communi-
ties that quality of life issues 
"are very important to our eco-
nomic health and our economic 
future," he said. 

It's a burden 
But Proposal A, detractors say, 

merely supports the fancies of 
the well-to-do while being a new 
burden on the elderly and the 
poor, as well as on area busi-
nesses. 

David Galloway, Oakland 
County commissioner and for-
mer state legislator, said he per-
sonally has always supported 
the local cultural institutions. 

But he noted that a similarly-
named proposal of a few years 
ago - Proposit ion A, which 
offered a tax cut - "definitely 
passed overwhelmingly" because 
people didn't want to fund the 
schools with property taxes. 
Prop. A shifted the burden to the 
sales tax. 

Nonetheless, he said, people 
have since found their property 
taxes "going up increasingly 
through local initiatives and this 
(Proposal A)," Galloway stated. 
"If it passes, it's definitely going 
to be a burden on some people. 

"Thirty-seven fifty (dollars) on 
a $100,000 home is a lot of 
money to some people," he said. 

His constituents have given 
him a "resounding 'no'" about the 
proposal: "They do not want to 
be taxed for the arts. 

"People that want to go should 
be paying (for it) themselves" or 
through donations supporting 
cultural groups, Galloway said. 

The other eight panel is ts 
Wednesday night supported Pro-
posal A. They stressed it won't 
be a cure-all for financing cul-
ture and recreation and empha-
sized that local arts and recre-
ation supporters will need to 
step up and be heard by their 
elected governmental officials. 

And it won't replace tradition-
al appeals to the wealthy and 
the business community for con-
tinued financial support. 

But it will help reduce tile 
emphasis on fund-rais ing for

organizations both large and 
small, they said, while also 
expanding the major ins t i tu-
tions' reaching out to school chil-
dren through programs such as 
reduced or free admissions. That 
improved outreach, they said, 
will go a long way toward stimu-
lating youngsters ' in teres t in 
learning and improving what the 
schools can do. 

"As an educator, I need to tell 
you that these schools are not 
going to improve on their own," 
said Mike Flannagan, superin-
tendent of the Wayne County 
Regional Educat ion Services 
Agency (RESA), which serves the 
county's 600 public schools. 

Not only place 
"They're not going to improve 

if we only use that as the only 
place where the kids are going to 
learn. Kids learn in these insti-
tu t ions in ways we are only 
beginning to measure. 

"If this thing (Proposal A) goes 
through, you're going to see a 
quantum leap in kids' achieve-
ment ... 

"Kids today are wired differ-
ently right now and they need to 
be connected to real-world things 
and other oppor tuni t ies ," he 
said. "Kids l ea rn ma th f rom 
(studying) music. They get moti-
vated about science when they 
can visit a science center and 
then apply some of the principles 
they've learned." 

Besides, he said, famil ies 
wanting' to move into the region

"to work for Compuware instead 
of Microsoft ... want to see the 
(achievement) scores. They ' re 
very conscious of tha t and they 
want to see tha t their kids are 
doing well. 

"I can't tell you how much I 
believe this is going to make a 
gigantic difference in the lives of 
about 700,000 students" in the 
two counties, he said. 

Suppor te r s sa id Proposal A 
will also enhance Detroit's image 
to the outside world and improve 
businesses' ability to attract the 
highly skilled and educated peo-
ple they need. 

Businesses will pay the tax, 
too, said Hillegonds, a former 
speaker of t he s t a t e House of 
Representatives.

Communities decide 
John Chamberlin, professor of 

political science at the Gerald R. 
Ford School of Public Policy at 
the University of Michigan said 
the one-third funding returned 
to local c o m m u n i t i e s is "an 
important part" of the issue. 

I t will allow communities to 
decide what they'd like to sup-
p o r t and h e l p t h e m s h a r e 
resources. 

Wayne County Commissioner 
Lyn Bankes, R-Livonia, who has 
pushed the proposal f rom the 
beg inn ing , p red ic ted "a huge 
fight" in such as Northville and 
P lymou th Townships , "where 
they have no recrea t ional tax 
and there's a big push for local 
parks" and other programs. 

The question will be whether 
the groups will "form coalitions 
to support things" together, she 
said. 

But Nancy Coumoundouros,

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Court candidate says he wants to protect precedents

J u d g e E d w a r d M. Thomas ' 
opponents say he's running for 
Michigan 's Supreme Cour t to 
help tr ial lawyers like Geoffrey 
Fieger and tha t Thomas is "bad 
for the court." 

But Thomas says his candida-
cy is aimed at stopping his oppo-
nents from overturning rulings 
e s t a b l i s h i n g p receden t s t h a t 
have guided the lower courts for 
the past 30 to 40 years. 

"It 's w h a t I perceive of as a 
dismantling of the present sys-
tem by this court," says Thomas, 
a Wayne County Circuit Court 
judge who is running in the Nov. 
7 general election against incum-
bent Justice Stephen Markman 
for t h e four -yea r s ea t on t h e 
state's highest court. 

Markman and his colleagues, 
J u s t i c e s Cl i f ford Taylor and 
Robert Young, are "overturning

precedents at such a rapid rate 
tha t it's causing instability and 
uncer ta in ty" both in t he legal 
community and for the public at 

large, claims Thomas, a Demo-
cratic Party nominee. 

The th ree Republ ican Par ty 
nominees claim tha t "the prior 
cou r t m i s r e a d t h e s t a t u t e s , " 
Thomas says. They vow they are 
"not going to let the trial lawyers 
line their pockets" with big set-
tlements and say they are going 
to be "tough on crime and crimi-
nals." 

But Thomas says Markman, 
Taylor and Young are taking a 
"simplistic view and it 's not a 
s impl is t ic process, i t ' s a very 
complex process. 

"Everyone should be t reated 
fairly no matter who they are or 

where they live," he says, "and 
it's up to the court that they be 
treated fairly. 

"What the justices lose sight of 
is t h a t (personal injury) cases 
come (before the courts) due to 
clients who are injured," Thomas 
says. 

He says the just ices already 
have re-opened and overturned 
three police-chase cases in which 
th i rd par t ies won set t lements ' 
due to injuries. The new rulings 
f avor m u n i c i p a l i t i e s and t h e 
police and say third parties now 
h a v e no r e c o u r s e for t h e i r 
injuries if hit by a stolen vehicle, 
according to Thomas. 

T h o m a s s a y s cases won by 
a t to rney Fieger, one of Michi-
gan's most outspoken and suc-
cessful trial lawyers, are among 
t h o s e due to be h e a r d by t h e 
three justices he opposes. 

Wi th t h e i r "obvious b i a s 
against Fieger and trial lawyers 
... I don't see how (accident vic-
tims) can feel comfortable. They 
(victims) don't have even a ghost 
of a chance, let alone coming out 
50-50. 

"I think that ' s something the 
average person needs to take a 
close look a t in th i s election," 
Thomas says. 

A Detroit native and resident, 
Thomas was a Detroit Recorder's 
Court judge for 12 years before 
t h e n - G o v . J a m e s B l a n c h a r d 
appointed him in 1990 to the cir-
cuit court. 

His th ree top cases, he says, 
were a 1990 t r i a l in which he 
s e n t e n c e d two men to l i fe in 
prison with no chance of parole 

for k idnapping and se t t i ng on 
fire a 19-year-old woman, who 
survived t h e ordeal; t he 1987 
sentencing to life in prison of a 
woman who conspired to kil l a 
previous h u s b a n d - a De t ro i t 
police officer - for his life insur-
ance; and the 1984 sentencing to 
life of a burglar who killed the „ 
investigating Detroit police offi-
cer "execution-style." 

The w i n n e r of t he Thomas -
M a r k m a n r a c e wil l s e e k an 
eight-year seat on the court in 
2004. Markman was appointed 
to the Supreme Court in 1999. 

Clifford Taylor, appointed to 
the court in 1997 and elected to 
it in 1998, is being opposed by 
Mar i e t t a Robinson, a D e t r o i t 
a t torney. Both are seeking an 
eight-year term. 

Young, appointed to the court 
in 1998, is f ac ing T h o m a s 
F i t z g e r a l d , a s t a t e A p p e a l s 
Court judge elected to that bench 
in 1990 and re-elected in 1996.

Best locations for peak viewing 
in the northwest include Boyne 
City, Gaylord , and Pe toskey . 
R a d i a n t s h a r e s of yellow and 
orange represent 75 to 85 per-
cent of the trees within Traverse 
City, F rankfor t , Cadillac, and 
Manistee. 

The n o r t h e a s t color show 
r e m a i n s exce l len t aga in t h i s 
week. P e a k is t a k i n g place 
a r o u n d Roscommon, A lpena , 
Grayling, Cheboygan, and Mack-
inaw City. More than 80 percent 
of the leaves have turned beauti-
fu l h u e s a round E a s t Tawas , 

Harrison, Gaylord, and Rogers 
City. 

Leaf peepers h e a d e d to the 
west side of the state can expect 
25 to 40 percent of color adorn-
ing t rees in Muskegon, Grand 
Rapids, and Ludington. Trees in 
the southwest are changing a lit-
tle more rapidly. The hot spot 
for best viewing is a t the Hol-
land Sta te Park where peak is 
expected this weekend. Maples 
and Oaks are brilliant - sporting 
red, yellow, and orange shades 
in the 80 percent range. Leaf 
peepers to Kalamazoo and Hast-
ings will find trees turning at a 
rate of 50 to 60 percent. 

The Thumb area is experienc-
ing t e r r i f i c f a l l color in t h e 

Caseville area , part icularly a t 
S l e e p e r S t a t e P a r k . Peak is 
expected this weekend. In the 
Port Austin area, 50 percent of 
the leaves radiate yellow hues, 
especially near the shoreline. 

Best locations in the southeast 
region include Port Huron and 
Tipton, where leaf change is 60 
to 75 percent. Peak is expected 
in one week for b o t h a reas . 
Leaves are luminous around Mil-
ford and Holly. Maples are turn-
ing at a rate of 25 to 30 percent, 
and sporting good tints, of orange 
and red . P e a k is s t i l l a good 
week away. 

In the Upper Peninsula, peak 
fall color surrounds Sault Ste. 
M a r i e and St . I gnace . The

Swartz said. "My 
junior year in the 
playoffs we came 
back and beat 
( R e d f o r d ) 
Catholic Catholic 
Central. It came 
down to the last 
drive and we scored." 

The Toledo Rockets, whose only loss is 
a 21-14 setback to West Division leader 
Western Michigan, recently beat host 
Eastern Michigan handily at Rynearson 
Stadium, 42-14. 

For Swartz, of nearby Canton Town-
ship, it was a satisfying homecoming. 

Despite being bothered by a twisted

knee, Swartz a l t e rna t ed every two 
series with backup and good f r iend 
Archie Godfrey, h is roommate, and 
helped UT rack up 281 yards on the 
ground. 

Two UT running backs, Chester Tay-
lor (River Rouge) and Antwon McCray, 
each surpassed the 100-yard mark on 
the day. 

"Chester initiates a lot of the calls," 
Swartz said. "We have a good relation-
ship with the backs, but we make sure 
they don't get the big heads. Our quar-
terback (Tavares Bolden) also makes us 
look good. We have good senior leader-
ship on this team." 

Swartz graded his performance "a 90" 
against the Eagles. 

Meanwhile, UT coach Gary Pinkel 
says the future is bright for Swartz, 
who has two more years of eligibility 
left after this season. 

"He was thrown right into it at Penn 
S ta te and he performed like we 
thought," Pinkel said. "Noah is as tal-

ented an athlete as any athlete we've 
had on the offensive line, and t h a t 
includes Andy McCollum, who's playing 
center right now for the St. Louis Rams. 

"What we're trying to do is get the 
best out of his abil i ty, and as he 
matures , pushes himself and gains 
more experience, he'll become even that 
much better." 

Swartz, who wears a size 14 shoe, 
comes across as soft-spoken, even laid-
back off the field. But on the field, 
Pinkel says, "Noah can crank it up a lit-
tle, he's learned how to play with inten-
sity." 

Swartz, who also considered Western 
and Central Michigan, chose Toledo's 
football program because he sees a lot of 
similarities between his high school 
coach, Chuck Gordon, and Pinkel. 

"They're both stern, both disciplinari-
ans and both get crazy when you do 
something right," he said. "They both 
hate losing." 

During his spare time, Swartz likes to 

cook in his off-campus apartment and 
loves to play video games. His favorite 
dish is spaghetti and his favorite video 
game Diablo II. 

Swartz, who is majoring in business 
computers, isn't thinking about a pro 
career just yet. 

"I'll see h<$v it goes," he said. "Right 
now the most important thing is work-
ing on my education." 

His ascent to becoming a s tar t ing 
linemen on one of the Mid-American 
Conference's top teams, is an interest-
ing one. 

Swartz played nine years of soccer 
before switching to football as a 10th-
grader at Glenn. 

He sat out his first year at Toledo and 
then played and traveled as a back-up 
for the Rockets a year ago. 

"Right now he ' s j u s t showing a 
glimpse of what is yet to come," Pinkel 
said. "We have high expectations for 
him."
