Any ballot arriving after 8
p.m. Tuesday can’t be counted, Bennett
said.

Residents mailing their absentee bal-
lots must put 55 cents postage on them
and shouldn’t include the small pencil
in the return envelope. (The pencil
bumps up the weight and adds to the
postage.)

On Tuesday, Bennett said a large .

number of outstanding ballots was a
concern. The clerk’s office had mailed
out 6,954 absentee ballots and received
3,101 back.

In Ann Conklin’s office there is a
plaque hanging over her desk, stating
the Optimists Creed. Two lines stand
out:

“To talk health, happiness and pros-
perity to every person you meet” and
“To be just as excited about the success
of others as you are about your own.”

Both of those creeds seem to fit Con-
klin, a former member of the Optimist
Club in Clarkston. Conklin describes
herself as “a team player.” As the first-
time director of leisure services, a new
role created by Canton Township, the
vivacious Conklin refuses to put her-
self in the spotlight. She’s more worker
bee than queen in the hive of activity
underway at the Summit, which offers
numerous recreational programs, as
well as a cable studio and luxurious
banquet area.

For example, in providing a recent
tour for a visitor, she just had to stop
and ask a worker if she needed help
carrying a big box. “No, thanks,” said
the worker with a warm smile. “It’s
just cardboard.”

‘But, that’s the kind of attitude Con-
klin has. She sees herself as only a

spoke in the wheel, the goal being “to
listen to residents of the community
and provide programs and services

. that are designed to meet their needs.”

The numerous programs inside the
Summit certainly seem to reflect that
goal, For example, there is the aquatic
center, that greets guests as soon as
they walk in. It includes a lap pool,
water slide, kids pool, hot tub, sauna —
even a “Lazy River” for those who pre-
fer to relax and flow gently down the
stream.

“This is what a commumty can do,”
Conklin said. “This is a community
that’s totally committed to its leisure
services department — and the resi-
dents who support it.”

- Conklin assumed her new role last
June, selected from a field of 100 can-
didates. The four semi-finalists were
whittled to two finalists.

The new leisure services depart-
ment, formerly under the township’s
Administrative and Community Ser-
vices branch, was established this
year. Conklin said it is now the fifth

The township has sent more
voting stations to each precinct
in anticipation of a large
turnout, Bennett said, Still, she
expects some voters may have
about a 45-minute wait during
peak hours, which are usually 4-
8 p.m. and sometimes when the
polls first open as well. .

Bennett said the best times to
vote in person and avoid crowds
are usually 9:30-11 a.m. and
1:30-3 p.m. “but I still think
some precincts might be a little
busy even during those hours.”

Polls are open from 7 a.m. to 8
p.m. and anyone standing in line
at 8 p.m. will be allowed to vote.
Bennett estimates election work-
ers wonrt be closing their books
until about 9:15 or 9:30 p.m.

The rooms for two precincts at
Plymouth Canton High School
have been changed, Bennett
said. Voters should look for signs
directing them where to go, she
said.

This is the first presidential
election where Canton is using
an Acu-Vote computer system.
Ballots require voters to fill in
the “dots” with pencils provided
by the township (similar to an
SAT test).

In addition to the presidential
and Senate races, Canton voters
will be electing a township trea-
surer; four part-time trustees;
Canton Library trustees; county
commissioner; state representa-
tive; U. S. representative;
numerous judges and university
trustees. They will also be voting
on two statewide and one or two
county ballot proposals. (Voters
in Precincts 2, 15, 20 and 28 vote
on a Wayne County Community
College millage proposal.)

Conklin is also in charge of the
senior center, two community
golf courses (Fellows Creek and
Pheasant Run — each expanding
to 27 holes) and the Canton Soft-
ball Center.

On the horizon are plans for a
performing arts center at Cherry
Hill-Village.

It’s an admitted challenge for
Conklin, former parks and recre-
ation director for the city of
Howell for 10 years, then parks
and recreation director for Inde-
pendence Township (near Clark-
ston), where she remained for 11
years.

She said she is tickled pink to
be in Canton. “I have people who
are creating an environment for
me,” she* said, obviously
awestruck. “I am the luckiest
person alive, I had great oppor-
tunities in Independence and
Howell that trained me for this.

Plymouth-Canton Schools has
joined nearly 300 other Michigan
public school districts in the
Durant III lawsuit against the
State of Michigan.

Nearly 20 years after going to
court to force the state to provide

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Umversrcy board candldates face a frustratmg task

Running for a position on one
of Michigan’s university govern-
ing boards can be a frustrating
task.

Candidates are more likely to
win or lose as a result of a coat-
tail effect from the top of the
ticket than by any campaigning
effort they launch. .

- Many of the votes board candi-
dates receive will come from
those who pull the lever for a
straight party ballot, says Scott
Romney, a candidate for the
Michigan State University
Board. There is little money for

campaigning coming from the -

political parties, which put their
emphasis on campaigns for the
top positions on the tickets.

Still, said Romney, in a year
when the contest is close at the
top of the ticket, there are oppor-
tunities for candidates to pick up
a few percentages points by their
own efforts and that could make
the difference.

The issues revolving around
university governing boards
have to do with the financials of
running the colleges, typically.
An effort by the governor and
legislature to keep tuition
increases within the rate of
inflation poses a challenge, while
the board work to keep faculty
salaries competitive and pro-
grams quality high,

The universities that appear
on the ballot — the University of
Michigan, Michigan State Uni-
versity and Wayne State Univer-
gity — are elected in statewide
ballot as called for in the state
Constitution. Since they are
Michigan’s oldest colleges, elec-
tion of the board has been the
tradition, while new colleges
have appointed boards. Those
three also happen to be des1g-nat-
ed research universities.

Candidates on the ballot
include:

U-M Board of Regents

Two of the eight seats on the
Board are filled in each
statewide general election,
Terms are for eight years.

B Wendy Anderson, of Com-
merce Township, is a Republican
challenger for a seat on the
board. She has a degree in eco-

Flu vaccine shipping delays
will postpone county flu shots

Wayne County has postponed
its flu-shot clinics indefinitely
due to influenza vaccine ship-
ping delays.

“We do not know” when thé
vaccine will be -available; said
county spokeswoman Sandra
Collins, _

However, a spokeswoman for

_ the Visiting Nurse Association of
Southeast Michigan said the
organization would continue its
shot clinics at various sites in
Wayne, Oakland and Macomb
counties and parts of Monroe
County as long as their supplies
hold out and that “People don’t
need to panic.”

Kay Renny, VNA manager Of
community programming,
emphasized the clinics are for
individuals at high risk for
catching the flu and that - as

stated by the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention in
Atlanta - all non-high risgk
patients seeking immunizations
must wait until December or
January, when the vaccine is
expected to be more plentiful.

“Help us by not coming to the
walk-in clinics and being weeded
out of the lines,” said Renny.
“We really need to vaccinate the
high-risk people first.”

She said the flu season peaks
in Michigan at the end of Jan-

uary-beginning of February so.

it’s OK for healthy people to wait
until the end of December to get
shots.

The VNA has two Observer-
area clinics scheduled on Tues-
day, Nov. 7; at the Kroger gro-
cery at 44525 Ann Arbor Road in
Plymouth from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.

While some city officials are sat-
isfied with the current revenue
sharing formula, other local gov-
ernment officials would like to
see changes in the formula.

B Allow just a “one-third plus
one” vote of legislators to block
important legislation.

One-third plus one is 13 votes
in the Senate, 37 votes in the
House. This would cause a per-
manent shift in political power
from rural and suburban areas
like Livingston County to urban
areas like Wayne County.

B Retroactively invalidates
legislation enacted on or after
March 1, 2000, that affects local
government that was validly
passed without a two-thirds
vote.

Legislation that could be
retroactively invalidated, if Pro-
posal 2 passes, includes Michi-
gan’s new electric restructuring
and telecommunications laws,
which provide significant sav-
ings to residents and businesses,
and the gun safety bill.

With Canton needing any kind of
score to win, Fuller carried the ball six
yards on first down to the 4. On the
next play, Wolcott’s cadence pulled the
River Rats offsides, putting the ball on
the 2.

Fuller then reached the ball over the
goal line, setting off a wild celebration
by the Chiefs and their fans.

“I’ve won playoff games before at
Hudson, but this is much sweeter,” said
Baechler, who will be sporting a new
blonde hairstyle this week following a
promise he made to his team if it
advanced to the final eight. “This feels
better because we had to build it here.
I'm very proud of this team and what
they've accomplished.”

How evenly were these teams
matched? Canton finished with 401
yards in total offense and 15 first downs
compared to Huron's 400 total yards
and 18 first downs.

10-0f-25 passes for 195 yards.
