“1 strongly believe these positions are
absolutely needed,” he said when
addressing the board.

Two township employees also
expressed their thanks for the job post-
ings. Mark Lewis, deputy building offi-
cial, said the present electrical inspec-
tor, Bob Schuelke, not only performs
electrical inspections but also handles
sign ordinance violations.

“I think (an additional électrical

‘inspector) has been needed for quite a

while,” Lewis said.

Electrical inspector

The new electrical inspector will also
be responsible for electrical plan
review, sign review and inspections,
lightening Schuelke’s work load consid-
erably, he said.

Tom Casari, township engineer, said
the new assistant engineer will allow

him to focus on overseeing the entire

A traffic study will be conducted at Ford and
Ridge roads intersection during the week of
Dec. 4 to see if a traffic light is warranted.
The new charter school has added to the
number of cars at the intersection,

Ridge, stating that traffic studies did
not warrant putting in a signal and
that another traffic study could not be
conducted until 2002. MDOT denied
requests in March and in October.

But Ross Bremer, metro region traf-
fic signal specialist with MDOT’s
Southfield office, said that decision is
not etehed in stone.

“We're conducting a new traffic study
because of the opening of Canton Char-

ter Academy,” Bremer said.

The National Heritage Academies
charter school opened this fall at the
northeast corner of Ford and Ridge and
has a projected enrollment of about 400
students.

The traffic study will be performed
the week of Dec. 4 and will involve a
“hose count” of vehicles driving over a
hose stretched over the road, and a
manual count involving a person count-
ing the number of vehicles making
turns. '

Ridge Road is unpaved north of Ford,

and would have to be paved at the
approaches in order to get a signal
installed. Wayne County would be

responsible for the paving, becausez

Ridge is a county road. But MDOT
would be responsible for installing the
signal, because Ford is a state road,
according to Bremer.

John Santomauro, Canton’s dn'ector

of public safety, said the charter school
is what initially prompted them to -

request a traffic SIgnal at Ford and
Ridge.

“It’s still a reasonably rural ared,”
Santomauro said. “But it’s transform-
ing seemingly overnight from a ruraI
road to a suburban road.”

In addition to the charter school

Web sites like the Gutenberg Pro- -
ject offer the entire text of numerous
books (whose copyrights have
expired) online. (German Johannes
Gutenberg invented movable type in
the Fifth Century and is credited
with the spread of knowledge that
helped end the Dark Ages).

“The men and women who
have lived in the Plymouth area
have <erved i ol anr gatonn s
als scattered about the city. it's
difficult for our citizens to be
reminded of the sacrifice of these
veterans. Visibility goes a lpng
way to stimulate the memories
of those brave and historic deeds
of those who have served, and
gave their last full measure, to
protect this great republic.”

McDonald said the Civil War

District increases pay to
attract more sub teachers

The Van Buren school district
is looking for people with at least
90 college credit hours to help
out with what district officials
are describing as a substxtute
teacher crisis.

The Van Buren school board
Monday approved 7-0 increasing
substitute teacher pay from $80
to $90 per day. This increase
puts Van Buren’s substitute pay
rate higher than several area
districts. : ,

Retired Van, Buren teachers
wishing to substitute will get
$115 a day. All substitutes get
lump-sum bonuses of $150 after
50 and $150 after 100 days.

Louise Williamson, director of
personnel, said there are a num-
ber of factors causing the substi-
tute teacher crunch. In order to
cope, the district usés current
staff teachers on their prepara-
tion hours and specialty teachers
such as music and art teachers
to fill the gaps.

“The substitute pool for all
areas — the school district and
perhaps even statewide is much,
much smaller this year,”
Williamson said. “There simply
aren’t enough qualified subs to
go around.”

A comparison of substitute p&y
rates from neighboring school
districts showed that in many
instances, Van Buren’s rate was
comparable if not higher.

For example, Ann Arbor, Ply-
mouth-Canton and Saline substi-

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Townshlp will help schools develop recreation areas

In what is being termed a pilot
program, Plymouth Township
officials will spend nearly
$20,000 worth of time to develop
a master recreation plan for the
property surrounding Pioneer
Middle School.

And, if the initial project
works, township trustees may
spend up to $350,000 to improve
recreational facilities at seven
Plymouth-Canton schools located

‘within the township. It’s part of

an effort to hélp bolster recre-
ation opportunities for township
residents by improving existing
playgrounds.

“The partnership is a wonder-
ful opportunity to show taxpay-
erg we can partner and maxi-

mize tax dollars,” said Jim
Anulewicz, the township’s direc-
tor of public services. “If we can
develop the property and maxi-
mize the public investment by
incorporating activities for the
neighborhood and youth sports
during non-school hour® then
we are maximizing it one step
further.”

Anulewicz said he dusted off a
township recreation plan devel-
oped, but unused, since 1986.

“The plan calls for coordina-
tion with the school district, and
providing the district with tech-
nical assistance to upgrade the
environmental quality of school
sites within Plymouth Town-
ship,” said Anulewicz.

Anulewicz said the Pioneer
property is 19.29 acres, with
about 10 acres on the site still

undeveloped.

“I haven’t looked at the site,
and I don’t have any precon-
ceived ideas on what to put
there, but I think you’re going to
find a lot of potential,” he said.
“If you arrange the fields proper-
ly, you might be able to add four
or five fields.”

Pioneer, Principal Tom Owens
said the school currently has
three ballfields and a couple of
pickup basketball courts.

“I think it’s a great idea,” said
Owens of pending improvements
to his school. “It’s a wonderful
opportunity to improve the fislds

for both the community and "

school district. We would love to
have cardiovascular trails and
tennis courts. Whether or not
it's feasible, or there’s money
available, I don’t know.”

School board members, in a
joint meeting with township
trustees last Tuesday, applauded
the plan.

“I believe a collaborative effort
is where we need to be,” said
school board vice president
Susan Davis. “I think this is
what our community would
expect of us.”

“lI want to know what kids
want,” added Roland Thomas,
school board trustee. “We need
to be creative, think outside the
box, and ask young people what
they want.”

Part of knowing what to con-
struct will come from committee
meetings designed to hear all
gsegments of the community.

Project funding is mainly from
thie county parks’ 1/4-mill prop-
erty tax, although Ford Motor
Co;-and a couple of public organi-
zations also contributed.

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Vote reform

Clerks agree on call for change

By and large, the city and
township clerks in western
Wayne County agree with Michi-
gan Secretary of State Candice
Miller’s ideas on voting reform,
but one feels they don’t go far
enough.

“There does need to be voter
reform,” said Canton Township
Clerk Terry Bennett, “but I
think we need to look at evaluat-
ing not just the pieces of the pro-
cess, but to comprehensively look
at what kind of changes are
needed ... in election law pro-
cess.”

Miller said Wednesday she
will ask state lawmakers to
enact changes in how and when
Michigan conducts state elec-
tions and to create a state elec-
tion holiday to encourage voter
participation.

Miller, a Republican, said she
supports a state election holiday
so registered voters will not have
to choose between work and vot-
ing.

She also wants the state to
adopt a uniform voting system
for all 5,376 precincts statewide
and to consolidate elections to
four dates per year.

“The presidential election has
demonstrated how important a
single vote can be,” Miller said.
“One vote can make a difference
and that’s why we should make
it easier for people to cast their
ballot on election day.”

According to the Wayne Coun-
ty election clerk’s office, the Nov.
8 election saw five different vot-
ing systems used in the county:
Optical scanner, lever system,

paper, touch-gcreen and punch-
card.

4 use scanners

In western Wayne, the Optech
optical scanner was used in Livo-
nia and the city of Plymouth;
Canton and Garden City used
Accuvote optical scanners; and
Westland and Plymouth Town-
ship used touch-screen systems.

With both Optech and Accu-
vote, voters use a pencil or mark-
er to fill in an area next to candi-
dates’ names or “yes” or “no”
beside proposals.

Livonia Clerk Joan McCotter,
a member of Miller’s special
advisory committee on elections
1995-97 which recommended use
of a uniform voting system, said
the only problem with it is “
one is willing to finance it.

“But maybe the fiasco in Flori-
da will show how important it
is,” she said, referring tc the
presidential recount battle.

Marilyn Heldenbrand, who is
retiring after 12 years as Red-
ford Township clerk, said Wayne
County election clerks told her
optical scanning countywide
wasn’t feasible because “there
are too many cities and town-
ships that couldn’t afford it.”

A lot of voters are saying “go to
absentee ballots entirely.”
according to Linda Langmesser,
Plymouth city clerk. although
that would increase postage
costs, she said. It might save
money because no poll workers
would be needed, but municipali-
ties still would have to hire
counting boards.

Waive the postage
Heldenbrand said the federal

government should waive elec-
tion postage both for municipali-
ties and absentee voters: “A hus-
band and wife shouldn’t have to
pay to vote.”

McCotter said she likes the
idea of only four elections annu-
ally, particularly since Livonia
had five this year. “In an emer-
gency situation” special elections
still could be scheduled, she said.

Westland Clerk Joann
Seaberg. noting that four elec-
tions are still “quite a number,”
said Miller’s idea “still leaves
unanswered” whether school
elections will be included and
whether clerks will administer
them.

The Livonia clerk wasn’t too
enthused about a holiday for vot-
ers: “I would support Saturday
or Sunday voting, however.

“I don’t believe as (a matter of).
policy you should be negotiating
employment matters,” she said.
Creating a day off is “intrusive
in employer-employee relations.”

But Garden City Clerk Allyson
Bettis begged to differ. “I think
(a voter holiday) is an excellent,
idea.

“If voting is important to-

America, what our democracy is
based on. it's important every-
body be accommodated so they
can vote.” She said weekend vot-
ing also would be OK.

And while Gov. John Engler
wasn't happy with the paid vot-
ing holiday negotiated by United
Autc Workers, Plymouth’s

Langmesser said, “A lot of auto
workers I talked to thought it.

was a great idea.”

Author lectures on award-winning Detroit history

Thomas J. Sugrue, author of
“The Origins of the Urban Crisis:
Race and Inequality in Postwar
Detroit,” will discuss his work at
3 p.m. Wednesday, Nov. 29, in
Lecture Hall B, at the University
of Michigan-Dearborn School of
Management building.

The lecture, which is free and

July, will be inaugurated in a
ceremony at 2:30 p.m. Thursday,

Sugrue’s 1996 book is a study
of the history of race relations in
Detroit after World War II. He
focuses on city neighborhoods
where white working-class
homeowners mobilized to pre-
vent integration as blacks tried
to move out of the inner city.

“Weaving together the history
of workplaces, unions, civil
rights groups, political organiza-
tions and real estate agencies,
Sugrue finds the roots of today’s
urban poverty in a hidden histo-
ry of racial violence, discrimina-
tion and deindustrialization that
reshaped the American urban
landscape after World War II,”
according to his publisher.

The book won the Bancroft
Prize in American History and
Diplomacy in 1998, The study
also won the Social Science His-
tory Association’s President’s
Book Award, the Philip Taft
Prize for Labor History and sev-
eral other honors.
