Lasting words 
Little Theater renamed for teacher 
whose voice boomed from its stage

Allen DuBois taught American His-
tory in the Plymouth-Canton school 
district for more than 25 years, most of 
them while fighting cancer until his 
death in October 1998. 

Two years af ter his passing at age 
53, DuBois is still making an impact at 
Canton High School. On Tuesday, the 
Canton Little Theater, where DuBois 
pl ied his t r a d e and made such an 
impression for two decades, will be 
renamed the Allen DuBois Little The-
ater. 

"He s t r e s s e d ha rd work ... and 
seemed proof that if you do what you 
love, and you work hard at it, you're 
going to be g rea t , " said S t e p h e n 
Bernack i , 17, Canton High School 
senior class president. "And, tha t ' s 
what he did ... he was really great ... 
my favorite teacher ever." 

Allen DuBois 

DuBois was set to become a meteo-
rologist, but fate had him changing his 
major while studying at the University 

of Michigan. 
"He loved history, and he t r ied to 

pass that love onto his students," said 
his wife, Betty DuBois, who teaches 
voca t iona l e d u c a t i o n a t t he h igh 
school. "He was known for his lectures 
in the Little Theater. You could have 
the doors shut and still hear him. He 
was very loud and demonstrative." 

"He would j u m p up and down in 
class, and it really got your attention," 
said Melissa Brown of Plymouth, a 
1999 graduate of Canton High School. 
"Even if you ha ted history, you still 
would pay attention. 

"When he was teaching about the 
Civil War he would bring a cannon and 
shoot it off in school," r e m e m b e r s 
Brown. "We were all shocked. He was 
amazing."

coming" in the hallways. 
.. "When he was t each ing 

about the Boston Massacre, he 
pretended to be a 14-year-old 
general, jump on the desk and 
sc reamed orders in a h igh-
pi tched voice," r emembers 
Bernacki. "He would always 
throw in interesting facts, not 
just a boring lecture." 

While the students took note 
of DuBois' lust for history, it 
was maybe DuBois who was 
getting his vigor from the stu-
dents. 

"At home he was very quiet, 
not the ham you saw in the 
aud i to r ium," sa id Bet ty 
DuBois. "I th ink it was the 
kids. They kind of energized 
him." 

While fighting cancer since 
1974 at the age of 29, when 

doctors told him he had only 
two y e a r s to live, DuBois 
missed only a handful of days 
of t each ing u n t i l 1997. He 
could be seen jogging four 
miles a day nearly five days a 
week. 

"His way was a positive atti-
tude ... not to give in to it," said 
Betty DuBois. 

"I liked the fact that he did 
and said what he meant," said 
Chuck Portelli, president of the 
Plymouth-Canton Education 
Association, who worked close-
ly with DuBois on union activi-
ties. "He was a high-intensity 
t eacher , and t h e kids loved 
h im. I wish my kids could 
have had him as a teacher." 

Canton High School Princi-
pa l P a t r i c i a P a t t o n worked 
with DuBois while an assistant 

principal f rom 1980-83, and 
again as principal since 1995. 

"He was a person who had a 
high level pf professionalism, 
and demanded®it of h imself 
and others," said Patton. "He 
was devoted to teaching, and 
he cared about students as peo-
ple." 

No matter if you were the top 
student in the class, or the one 
with the lowest grade, DuBois 
took interest. 

"He always recognized stu-
dents who got t he h ighes t 
scores on tests," said Bernacki. 
"But, he also made note of 
those s tudents who didn't do 
well. He always told us he did-
n't yell at us to shame us, but 
to make us better." 

"You wanted to do well so he 
would .be proud of you," said 

Brown, who also remembered 
the fun DuBois would h a v e 
with students. 

"If you didn't have a pencil 
and wanted to borrow one, he 
always asked for collateral ... 
and kids would give him rings, 
jewelry, coats ... so they would 
have something to write notes," 
she said. "It was all in fun, but 
he always got his pencils back." 

The ded ica t ion ceremony 
honoring DuBois takes place 
Tuesday at 6 p.m. at Canton 
High School. 

"I'm extremely proud," said 
Bet ty DuBois . "To have , a 
teacher recognized for the work 
they've done is an honor to the 
profession as well as the indi-
vidual."

Developer: Project 
is 'back on track'

Declaring the project is "back 
on track," developers put con-
t ractors back to work on con-
s t r u c t i o n of t he $12 mil l ion 
Mayflower Centre in downtown 
Plymouth. 

Af te r a delay of abou t a 
month , construct ion workers 
have once again been seen at the 
site in an effort to enclose the 
building before winter. 

"They ' re f in i sh ing up t he 
u n d e r g r o u n d u t i l i t i e s ( th i s 
week), and next week workers 
will be paving and pu t t ing in 
curbs," said Brad Chaklos, vice 
president of Tri-Mount Vincenti 
Companies, the developer of the 
Mayflower Centre. "We're back 
at it. We're not too concerned 
about the delay." 

What's key for the project now 
is to get the building enclosed to 
keep the weather from damag-
ing the wood and steel, allowing 
the various contractors to com-
plete the inside of the building 
during the winter months. 

"We'll have it enclosed soon," 
said Chaklos. "There's too much 
at stake not to." 

The t h r ee - s to ry , 133,000-
square-foot office, retail and con-
dominium project was delayed 
as a result of cash flow problems 
by Tri-Mount Vincenti. Owner 
John Vincent i admi t t ed t h a t 
after financing much of the pro-
ject w i t h h is own money, he 
began having difficulties with 
F i r s t Fede ra l in f ina l i z ing 
financing to complete the build-
ing. 

"We had a lot of irons in the 
fire and depended on one source 

for cash," said Chaklos. "Howev-
er, we've found a different source 
which has provided us money to 
complete the project, which was 
the plan all along." 

The interior of t he building 
was scheduled to be completed 
in February, allowing for ten-
ants to begin moving in. Howev-
er, t h a t t i m e t a b l e ha s been 
pushed back, with some guesses 
as late as spring. 

Chaklos said he still has five 
tenants signed up for retail and 
office space in the Mayflower, 
but declined to announce who 
they are unt i l sometime next 
month. One of the tenants will 
be New Liberty Bank, currently 
Peop les S t a t e B a n k in Ply-
mouth. Chaklos said negotia-
t ions cont inue between Star -
bucks and another national cof-
fee chain to locate in the struc-
ture. 

The Mayf lower Cen t r e is 
expec ted to be upsca le , w i th 
shops possibly inc lud ing a 
r e s t a u r a n t , jewelry store, a r t 
gallery, wine shop, brokerage 
f i rm, a t torney office and real 
estate company. 

Chaklos said three of the 11 
condominiums have been sold, 
including the corner condo over-
looking Kellogg Park, which was 
purchased for $1.2 million. 

As for the vacant property on 
Penniman Street across from the 
post office, known, as Penniman 
Place, a three-story office and 
condo v e n t u r e was p lanned , 
which Chaklos said is st i l l a 
viable project. 

"The delay in the Mayflower 
Centre actually has helped that 
project," he said. "There have 
a l r e a d y been two l e t t e r s of 
intent , one from a retailer and 
one for office space."

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First quarter may see a drop in job demand in county

Wayne County employers are 
runn ing hot and cold when it 
comes to fo recas t ing t h e i r 
employment needs for the first 
quarter in 2001. 

"Thirty-two percent of employ-
ers plan to add workers, while 17 
pe rcen t foresee r e d u c t i o n s . 
Another 46 percent anticipate no 
changes and 5 percent have not 
f ina l ized t he i r f i r s t q u a r t e r 
plans," said Joe Ross, work force 

analyst for Manpower of Metro 
Detroit. 

Manpower conducts workforce 
studies quarterly, then shares 
the information with the Federal 
Reserve and the State of Michi-
gan among others. The informa-
tion is also used by employment 
agencies, potent ial employees 
and s t u d e n t s to de te rmine 
employment opportunities in a 
par t icular region. Surveys are 
conducted throughout the coun-
try. 

According to the report, Wayne 

County will experience a signifi-
cant drop in the need for new 
employees J a n u a r y t h r o u g h 
March (down 25 percent f rom 
this year's fourth quarter). How-
ever, the county will still fare 
be t te r than neighboring coun-
ties. 

"What we notice going into the 
first quarter in Wayne County is 
that we're looking at the biggest 
drop we have seen in more than, 
four years," said Ross, "but it's 
nothing to worry about. We will 
still be ahead of the (11 percent) 

Michigan average." 
Ross attributes dwindling hir-

ing opportunities to a sluggish 
automobile manufacturing mar-
ket. 

"For months, We've been hear-
ing doom and gloom from parts 
s u p p l i e r s , a n d it h a s f ina l ly 
caught up with us," he said. 

Timing is another factor. 
"As a general rule, the econo-

my takes a little dip in the first 
quarter as businesses are plan-
ning and changing," he said. 

World i s sues , such as a 

volatile stock market, can also 
affect t h e job fo recas t . As a 
result, Ross is closely watching 
the goings-on at D a i m l e r -
Chrysler. In the midst of a man-
agement shake-up and potential 
p lant closings, Ross a d m i t t e d 
"emotion does play a role." 

Winter job opportunities a re 
foreseen in the following s tan-
dard industry markets: construc-
tion, f inance , insurance , r e a l 
estate, and services. 

"Non-durable goods manufac-
turers plan cuts, while durable 

goods m a n u f a c t u r e r s , t r a n s -
portation/public utility firms and 
wholesale/retail merchants voice 
mixed intentions," said Ross.

every quarter," said Ross. "So we 
have been calling some compa-
nies for 10 years." 

However, there are two excep-
tions to the rule. Companies can 
be added to the survey group as 
job m a r k e t s a re c rea ted; and 
companies can be removed from 
the survey group as sectors no 
longer represent a s ignif icant 
portion of a region's business. 

"Our sampling group is based 
on the make-up of the county," 
said Ross. "In the Lansing area, 
there are a lot of political groups 
so government makes up a big 

portion of the sampling group. In 
Wayne County the survey group 
is weighted toward manufactur-
ing." 

The future 
Ross foresees a change in the 

make-up of the Wayne County 
survey group as more businesses 
embrace technology. 

"There has been a slow change 
even t h o u g h the a r ea is s t i l l 
influenced by manufacturing. In 
2001, I think we're going to see 
an explosion in the information 
technology sector," he said.

ing a b a n d o n e d bu i ld ings for 
demol i t ion in t he s u m m e r of 
1999, fo l lowing a s u c c e s s f u l 
school renovation project. 

"On the first day of school (fall 
1999), Mike Duggan went out to 
ask the school principals how 
they liked the improvements in 
the schools," said West. "One 
pr incipal said he real ly l iked 
how t h e rooms looked, b u t 
showed him what the kids had to 
go through to get to school." 

Abandoned homes peppered 
the neighborhood, forcing s tu-
dents to walk past "havens for 
crime" in order to get to school. 

"We began asking ourselves 
'how could we find a solution to 
this problem?"' said West. "Some 
of the houses were burned out; 
others were open to trespass." 

A starting point 
The first property up for auc-

t ion, a t 1162 Lakewood in 
Detroit, is a four-family building 
featuring four fireplaces. Plumb-
ing, electrical and heating com-

ponents have been removed. The 
starting bid is $1. 

Wayne County acquired title 
to t h e p r o p e r t i e s fo l lowing a 
series of successful lawsuits. 

"The lawsuits claim the own-
ers c rea ted and ma in t a ined a 
nuisance by permitting a vacant, 
d e t e r i o r a t e d and d a n g e r o u s 
dwelling," said West. "There is 
no question that these properties 
need a lot of work." 

About 500 lawsuits have been 
filed since last December, yield-
ing about 200 demolitions or ren-
ovations. 

According to Duggan, "a num-
ber of t h e s e houses deserve a 
second chance. We'd ra ther see 
these houses turned into a home 
for a family t h a n add another 
vacant lot to the neighborhood."

It was lef t to Deshawna 
Hoskin and Amber Taylor to put 
everything into perspective at 
the end of the game.

The Pharaohs will meet Har-
bor Beach on Tuesday at 
Orchard Lake St. Mary's. 

"They're very good friends," 
said CMA coach J a m e s W. 
Rogers said after Hoskin had 
returned to her teammates for 
the medal presentation ceremo-
ny. "This is what high school 
sports are all about." 

The fury and intensity of inter-
scholastic battle, forgotten and 
put aside the instant the final 
horn goes off. Friends can be 
friends again. 

Hoskin, along with Mia Simp-
son, both transferred from Bish-
op Borges s to C o m m u n i c a t i o n
