Canton Township promoted Fire Inspector 
Frank Barrett to fire marshal Tuesday. The 15-
year fire department employee called the move 
'the pinnacle of my career.** Barrett replaces 
Dave Champagne.

Canton's newest fire marshal said 
he's had his eye on the top fire preven-
tion job since starting as a fire cadet 15 

years ago. 
Fire Inspector F r a n k Ba r r e t t , 42, 

was named fire marshal Tuesday fol-
lowing a series of tests and interviews. 
He will be in charge of fire prevention 
programs as well as fire code enforce-
ment. 

He will earn a base salary of $56,328 
as f i r e m a r s h a l . He ea rned a b a s e 
salary of $53,091 as an inspector. 

"This is the pinnacle of my career," 
Barrett said. "This is a goal I've been 
shooting for since I started with the 
department." 

Continuing fire prevention programs 
wi th school children and expanding 
them to include more adults are among 
his goals. 

'The fire safety house is a mainstay 
of our fire prevention programs. Some 

new programs I'm looking at would 
reach out to adult senior populations as 
well." 

The f i re sa fe ty house is a mobile 
house replica used to educate children 
about preventing fires within the home 
and about how to exit homes that are 
on fire. 

"I am looking forward to being in a 
position where I can bring fire preven-
tion to the forefront in the community,"

Theater group narrows 
architect search to two

There are no seats, no curtains, no 
stage and no dressing rooms. 

But for about two dozen township 
residents and arts supporters in the 
Plymouth-Canton community, the per-
forming arts opntpr nlsnnpH for Can-
ton's Cherry Hill Village is slowly tak-
ing shape. 

The committee overseeing the pro-
ject will have an architect on board for 
a two-day design charette in mid-Jan-
uary. A design subcommittee Monday 
narrowed the choices to two firms -
Architects Design Group of Ann Arbor 
and U.R.S. of Farmington Hills. 

"We in te rv iewed t h e c a n d i d a t e s 
today. We still have to do some site 
visits and check references before we 
come back with a recommendation," 
said Canton Resource Development 
Director Mike Ager, who is chairing 
the subcommittee. 

Ager expects a decision by mid-
December. 

U.R.S. is a l a rge f i r m no ted for 
designing public school bond projects 
in Plymouth-Canton, Redford, Farm-
ington and other area communities. 
Architects Design Group is a smaller 
firm, Ager said. 

"The relationship that you have with 
the architect is as important as any-
thin? in buildiner a successful oroiect." 
added Tom Yack. 

The Canton supervisor is heading up 
the core commit tee respons ib le for 
moving the planned 400-seat, $5.5 mil-
lion center f rom concept to real i ty . 
Yack has been a proponent of a region-
al performing arts center for several 
years . In fac t , the township scaled 
back a plan to build a larger theater of 
about 1,200 seats on Plymouth-Canton 
Community Schools property several 
years ago. 

The township will kick in $2 million 
towards cons t ruc t ion and own the 
building and site. A non-profit "part-
nership for the arts" will be the admin-

Students taking the Michigan Edu-
cational Assessment Program test will 
face addit ional challenges over the 
next few years under new state guide-
lines for the standardized test. 

t> __ i bcr~ 
reviewed the latest guidelines at the 
board's regular meeting Monday. Test 
subjects for the MEAP will be expand-
ed to include English language arts, an 
in tegra ted t e s t combining reading , 
writing and listening skills. 

Raymond Gross, Van Buren director 
of instruction, said the district is still 
awaiting results from the most recent 
r o u n d of MEAP t e s t i n g . They a r e 
expected to arrive no later than Febru-
ary. 

"The bottom line is I'm not sure any-
more when (the MEAP resul t s are) 
coming." 

The results, which were supposed to 
arrive in October, will be presented dif-
ferent ly than resu l t s from previous 

years. 
"The new summary reports will show 

by subject how many s tuden t s in a 
g r a d u a t i n g class t e s ted , how many 
earned endorsements and how many 
earned Michigan merit awards," Gross 
said while presenting the report. 

"Starting with the graduating class 
a'P OOOA A TVTT31 A ̂  t J iQ/»!*>HPoof 
report will summarize the results for 
the class tha t just graduated, putting 
focus on students' level of achievement 
a f te r all re tes t ing opportunit ies are 
completed," the report stated.

he said. 
Fire code enforcement is the 

other major part of Barrett's job. 
"Enforcement is k ind of a 

ha r sh word," he said. "We do 
(fire) inspections on a regular 
basis." 

Fire inspections sometimes 
involve telling people, particu-
larly business owners, how to 
make their businesses comply 
wi th f i re code. Making the 
appropriate changes - such as 
installing sprinkler systems -
can be costly. 

"Generally we leave on good 
terms with (business owners)," 
he said. "I'm hoping to continue 
that." 

Barrett 's diplomatic att i tude 
toward enforcement was one 
j u s t one of the t r a i t s t h a t 
impressed his supervisor, Fire 
Chief Mike Rorabacher. 

"We're p re t ty proud of our

Barrett has lived in Westland 
since 1989. He is mar r i ed to 
Julie and is father to Jessica, 11, 
and Michael, 9.

He started as a fire cadet in 
1985 and was a firefighter and 
emergency medical technician 
from 1987-1997. He has worked 
in f i re prevent ion for t h r e e 
years. 

In addition, Barret t holds a 
diploma from the National Fire 
Academy and several fire pre-
vention certificates. 

Greg Sprys-Tellner was the 
department's only other internal 
candidate for the fire marshal 
job. Both were deemed equally 
qualified for the job by Career 
Directions of Ann Arbor, which 

professionally evaluates candi-
dates for fire and police jobs. 

The township paid the firm 
$5,000 to perform the evalua-
tions, which included oral test-
ing, personal in terviews and 
personality profile testing. Nei-
ther candida te had to t ake a 
written test because both were 
deemed technically qualified for 
thejob. 

Barrett was ultimately chosen 
because he had more seniority 
than Sprys-Tellner, according to 
Rorabacher. Barret t has been 
with the department 15 years 
and Sprys-Tellner for 12 years. 

The fire marshal position has 
been vacant since August, when 
Dave Champagne stepped down 
and took another position with 
the department. He had been in 
the position since former Fire 
Marshal Art Winkel retired in

The cannon blast was a fit-

DuBois, who t a u g h t a t 
Canton High School, cap-
tured his s tudents ' at ten-
t ion w i t h h i s a n i m a t e d 
delivery through which he 
d i sp layed colorful , vivid 
and dramatic presentations 
for 30 years. 

People not iced Dubois, 
who stood out even in his 
appearance as a man who 
wore a su i t and tie, wi th 
cowboy boots unde rnea th 
that clicked down the hall. 

"His w a s a l i fe well 
lived," sa id Canton High 
School Pr incipal Pa t Pat-
ton. 

Steve Bernacki, a senior 
at Canton High School and 
a Dubois s tudent in 1997-
98 offered h i s memories . 
"He r ev i ewed w h a t we 
learned the year before in 
three weeks and made a lot 
more sense of it," Bernacki 
said. "He brought history to 
life." 

Dubois was a leader in posi-
tive reinforcement with incen-
tives, Bernacki said. If students 
h a d no more t h a n t h r e e 
absences they did not have to 
take the final exam. "This was 
such a g rea t deal t h a t I con-
vinced my family to arrange our 
ski vacation around fourth hour 
so I wouldn't have to take the 

final," Bernacki said.

"He would yell, scream and 
jump up and down " Cunning-
ham said.

Long a f t e r the i r h igh school 
days, students remembered his 
rantings and ravings. He would 

warn me tha t I need to be care-
ful where I used his name." 

The audience laughed.

H igh School social s t u d i e s 
t e a c h e r , s a i d Dubois 
a s k e d h e r to be on his 
educational team. "What 
did I know?" she joked.

"His passion for history, 
for politics and for educa-
t i on a lways showed 
through," Paquet te said.

He was irreverent, she 
a d d e d . He r e p o r t e d on 
union business in a publi-
cation called, "The Canton 
Crapper." 

"He reported on union 
business and made known 
his personal view of what 
was going on," she said.

• Testing fourth- and seventh-
g r a d e r s in "Engl ish language 
arts" beginning in winter 2003. 
This will combine reading, writ-
ing and listening skills. 

Another change is t h a t dis-
tricts could lose state aid dollars 
if a t least 80 percent of students 
do not take the test . That per-
centage increases to 85 percent 
the second year, and 90 percent 
t h e t h i r d y e a r . D i s t r i c t s not 
meeting these percentages will 
be "unaccredited." 

In addition, at least 75 percent 
or more of s tudents meeting or 
exceeding s t a t e s t a n d a r d s in 
each MEAP area receive "exem-

plary" s ta tus . This is followed 
sui t by "high," 50 pe rcen t or 
more; "moderate," 25 percent or 
more and "low," less than 25 per-
cent. 

Under old criteria, if at least 
66 percent of s tuden ts scored 
satisfactory in all four subject 
areas, the testing group received 
"summary" accreditation. 

Board treasurer Martha Toth 
said she was concerned about 
the MEAP guidelines. 

"It s u r e sounds l ike an 
unfunded mandate to me," Toth 
said . "I smel l ano the r (Dick) 
Headlee lawsuit coming here," 
she added, referring to the class-

action lawsuit involving special 
education funding. 

Board t r u s t e e S u s a n Ward 
Cal lahan said t h a t she feared 
the MEAP test discourages inde-
pendent thinking. 

"We're going to be held respon-
sible for creating robots who all 
t h i n k t h e s ame way," Ward 
Callahan said. 

"I don't think the intention is 
to turn out robots," Gross said. 

Toth said teachers, who must 
a l ign c u r r i c u l u m w i t h t he 
MEAP, also suffer. 

"The MEAP is removing the 
spontanei ty and joy for teach-
ers," she said. "And that 's crazy."

Q: Who was Ju l i a A. Davis 

Moore? 
A: Julia Moore, known as the 

"Sweet Singer of Michigan," was 
born in a log cabin at Plainfield, 
Mich, on Dec. 1, 1847. A writer 
of homely verse and ba l lads , 
Moore enjoyed remarkable popu-
l a r i t y a n d gave many publ ic 
readings before realizing t h a t 
he r publ ic a p p e a r a n c e s were 
occasions for l a u g h t e r and 
ridicule.

istrator responsible for use and 
programming. 

The Cherry Hill site, with its 
new-urban mix of housing and a 
"town square," seemed l ike a 
good fit for the thea te r , Yack 
said at the t ime. And Cher ry 
Hill developers have pledged 
some $2 million towards con-
struction costs. 

The architect and general con-
tractor will be required to keep 
the building exterior in keeping 
with the overall tone of the vil-

lage, Yack said. 
The township received a

old child. 
First opened by Wayne County 

in 1832 in what was Hamtramck 
Township, then relocated to its 
Westland site in 1839, the infir-
mary, psychiatr ic faci l i ty and 
general hospital on the 902-acre 
parcel grew over t he nex t 50-
plus years. 

By 1894, i t was g e n e r a t i n g 
enough m a i l t h a t i t s l e a d e r s 
wanted their own post office - it 
took too much time to hau l the 
mail in horse-drawn carr iages 
down Michigan Avenue to the 
Village of Wayne post office. 

A perfect name 
The U.S. Post Office agreed 

and reques ted a name for the 
new facility. But after a series of 
names submitted to Washington 
were re jected for var ious rea-
sons, the complex's governing 
board submitted Eloise's name -
without her father's knowledge. 

It was accepted at once and, on 

J u l y 20, 1894, a pos t office 
named Eloise was established on 
the grounds. 

The Michigan Cent ra l Rail-
road Co. then adopted the name 
for i t s s t a t i o n t h e r e and t h e 
American Express Co. and the 
Detroit, Ypsilanti and Ann Arbor 
suburban railroads followed suit. 

F ina l ly ; "Eloise" came in to 
such g e n e r a l u sage t h a t t h e 
board applied i t to t he en t i re 
institution, remaining thus until 
1945, when the board changed 
the name to the Wayne County 
General Hospital and Infirmary 
at Eloise, Mich. 

A portrait of Eloise and her St. 
Bernard hung in the board room 
behind the president's chair for 
many years.

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Duggan selects 'fresh, aggressive' prosecutor staff

Michael E. Duggan^ Wayne 
Coun ty ' s p rosecutor -e lec t , is 
choosing equal numbers of insid-
ers and newcomers to head divi-
sions within his new office. 

The Livonia r e s iden t sa id 
operations have basically been 
the same for three decades. 

"The r e a l i t y is, when J o h n 
O'Hair came in in 1984, he left 
(predecessor) Bill Cahalan's staff 
in tac t , " said Duggan. "For 30 
years, it 's essentially been run 
the same way." 

He's "not saying that's neces-
sarily bad, (but) ... We're trying 
to blend the best of the experi-
ence t h a t ' s he re along wi th a 
fresh and aggressive approach," 
said Duggan, who will leave his 
post as deputy county executive 
on Jan. 1 to take over his first 
elective office. 

E a r l i e r t h i s fal l , Duggan 
named former Recorder's Court 
Chief Judge Sam Gardner as his 
top a s s i s t a n t and appo in ted 
s ta te Sen. Virgil Smith, one of 
his foes in the primary election, 
to be the office's liaison in Lans-
ing. 

Saying he ha s "a number of 
f rus t ra t ions" wi th the depart-
ment's handling of youthful law-
b r e a k e r s and of t - ra ided d rug 
houses, Duggan named two out-
s iders , W a r r e n C. Evans and 
Maria Alfaro-Lopez, to head up 
juvenile prosecutions and forfei-
tures, respectively. 

"Today, if a kid doesn't show 
u p on t h e d a t e of h is t r i a l , 
nobody goes out to look for him, 
unless he gets caught running a

red light or in a drug house," 
Duggan said. 

U n d e r h i s a d m i n i s t r a t i o n , 
Duggan vowed, "if a kid's not in 
court by 9 a.m., by 10 a .m. a 
police officer will be out with a 
warrant for his arrest. 

"The thing is, juveniles grow 
into adul t criminals," Duggan 
noted. "We need to get them to 
th ink d i f fe ren t ly . O the rwise , 
they just learn contempt for the 
system." 

Duggan said Evans, an east-
side Detroiter, previously direct-
ed Wayne County's community 
justice department, responsible 
for the county's new youth home 
and its juvenile justice program. 

He said the county has "been 
having great success" handling

The prosecutor-elect all but 
predicted he'd fulfill a key cam-
paign pledge: Closing down drug 
houses t h a t have been raided 
more than once. 

Nearly 1,000 
Duggan, noting O'Hair's office 

raided nearly a thousand drug 
h o u s e s more t h a n once but 
"never took (possess ion of) 
them," said Alfaro-Lopez is "the 
county's expert in seizing aban-
doned houses," having filed 500 
lawsuits against those property 
owners as an a t to rney in the 
county's corporate counsel office. 

"So we're going to turn Maria 

loose to now star t seizing drug 
houses , " said D u g g a n of t h e 
southwest Detroit attorney. "It's 
much easier under the law for a 
p rosecu to r to t a k e p r o p e r t y " 
involved in drug usage than it is 
for the county to take abandoned 
property."

He said Alfaro-Lopez, a south-

The Conference of Wes te rn 
Wayne h a s given u n a n i m o u s 
approval to a pair of resolutions 
dealing with telephone commu-
nications for its 18 municipali-
ties. 

One reso lu t ion a u t h o r i z e d 
CWW Executive Director Mar-
sha Bianconi to proceed wi th 
wi re l e s s 9-1-1 e n h a n c e m e n t 
while the other opposes the plan 
by Ameri tech and o ther local 
providers to instal l area-code 
overlays. The resolutions were 
approved a t the CWW's mid-
November meeting at the Romu-
lus City Hall. 

The 9-1-1 resolut ion autho-
r ized Bianconi to i n fo rma l ly 
negotiate and sign, on behalf of 
the CWW, standard non-disclo-
sure s ta tements with wireless 
phone companies serv ing the 
area. 

The move is par t of CWW's 
Phase I effort to improve wire-
less 9-1-1 emergency telephone 
service within the CWW's tele-
phone service district. Once fully 
implemented, the service will let 
police and fire departments con-
firm where emergency calls from 
cellular and digital phones origi-
nate, jus t as they do now with 
land-line phones. 

It will be useful both in false 
a l a r m s and in s i t u a t i o n s in 
which the call is i n t e r r u p t e d 
before it's completed. 

Bianconi said the agreements 
protect the seven provider com-
panies' proprietary information.

The companies are Ameritech, 
WorldCom, Media One, TCG, 
GTE/Verizon, Allegiance and 
Focal. Only Ameritech provides 
local service in all CWW commu-
nities.

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Problem gambling linked more to lottery than casinos

Problem gambling in Michigan 
appears to be more closely linked 
to the state lottery than to the 
opening of three new casinos in 
Detroit, at least for the time 
t&ing. 
' The number of calls from state 

residents seeking help through 
Michigan's compulsive gambling 
Helpline peaks a f t e r lot tery 
games produce especially large 
I&izes, according to J im 
I&cBryde, who heads up the 
s t a te ' s program within the 
d e p a r t m e n t of Community 
l | e a l th . Casinos haven' t pro-
duced any appreciable jump in 
tjie number of calls, running typ-
ically at less t h a n 2,000 per 
month, McBryde said. 
;; That would not be a surprise 

to mental health counselors, who 
{predicted tha t among players 
caught up in addiction through 
Detroit's new gambling houses, 

fewer than 1 percent would seek 
treatment in the first year. Com-
pulsive gambling typically is a 
long-term problem, as the 
tragedy in Farmington Hills last 
week points out. 

J ihad Moukalled wrote in a 
suicide note that he started gam-
bling more than 10 years ago. He 
then took the lives of his three 
children and his pregnant wife 
before taking his own Tuesday, 
Nov. 21. 

McBryde a t t r ibutes the lot-
tery-related spikes in helpline 
calls to two possible causes: the 
big cash prizes attract players 
and cause them financial trouble 
with their overspending on tick-
ets, or the increases simply come 
from the fact the phone number 
is printed on the back of every 
lottery slip. 

In October, some 1,450 resi-
dents called and 135 were con-
firmed to be compulsive gam-
blers, that is they ranked high 
on a screening test given right 
over the telephone. Those who 

are identified to be problem or 
compulsive gamblers can get 
referrals through the helpline to 
support groups like Gamblers 
Anonymous and counselors for 
treatment. Since financial trou-
ble is a frequent result of exces-
sive gaming, the state will make 
up to 12 one-on-one counseling 
sessions available to gamblers 
who cannot afford to pay for it 
themselves. 

Gamblers themselves are often 
in denial while the financial bur-
dens fall heaviest on immediate 
family members. So those family 
members can get help, too, 
through the helpline. Both coun-
seling sessions and support 
groups, l ike Gam-Anon, are 
available to family and friends of 
addicted gamblers. 

Nelson Westr in , executive 
director of the Michigan Gaming 
Control Board, said the state is 
preparing to roll out a new com-
pulsive gaming program. Players 
who believe is it time for them to 
quit can sign up with the state to 

be excluded from Michigan casi-
nos. 

Once they sign, their appear-
ance in a gaming house could 
lead a year in jail or a $10,000 
fine. Harsh as it is, the program 
is designed to give addicted play-
ers a strong incentive to stay 
away from casinos. 

Similar programs already exist 
at the th ree Detroi t casinos, 
Westrin and McBryde explained, 
although they are not as harsh. 
Troubled gamblers can voluntar-
ily sign up to be "disassociated" 
from the casino. Casino workers 
then receive photos of those 
players, and if they show up, are 
immediately ejected from the 
building. 

McBryde gave credit to the 
Detroit casinos for their efforts 
to deal with compulsive gam-
bling. All three have been more 
active at initiating programs and 
posting signs of the compulsive 
gambling helpline than is typical 
of casinos elsewhere, he said.

II, Location, location, location. Plans 
cafi for the theater to be a centerpiece in 
Cherry Hill Village. So not only will the 
project be a regional drawing card, but it 
will function as a key, non-residential 
component for the neo-traditional "vil-
lage" going up near Cher ry Hill and 
Riage Roads. It will help forge the identi-

ty of Cherry Hill as an atypical, subur-
ban development. 

• Togetherness. The theater project is 
fostering a spirit of cooperation in the 
local arts community that hasn't always 
been easy to come by, but will pay big 
dividends down the road. The core com-
mittee has representatives from Canton 
Project Arts, the Plymouth Canton The-
a te r Guild, the Pe ter Sparl ing Dance 
Company and o the rs , as well as the 
township and the Canton Community 
Founda t ion . The f in ished p roduc t is 
expected to play host to the Plymouth 
Community Chorus, the Plymouth-Can-
ton Ba l l e t Company , you th t h e a t e r 
g roups a n d v i s u a l a r t s exh ib i t ions . 
A l t h o u g h t h e P l y m o u t h Symphony 
Orchestra would need a larger hall for 
full concerts, it may still stage chamber 
music or sponsor other performances at 
the thea te r . P lanners say the thea ter 
will be used at least 150 nights per year. 

• Education. Students at all age levels 
will have a new resource in the commu-
ni ty and a new facili ty to j ump-s t a r t 
the i r in te res t in the arts . Committee 
members have made the project's educa-
tional component a priority and are talk-
ing about everything from presentations 
aimed at schools to student exhibitions 
to hands-on training in theater arts such 
as costuming and staging. 

• Costs. Much like the township did 
with the Summit, Yack is looking to a 
combination of private funds, grants and 
a fund-raising campaign to get the pro-
ject off the ground. In September, Can-
ton received a $300,000 state arts, cul-
tural and quality of life grant for the the-
ater. The township itself will put up $2 
million for construction and Cherry Hill 
Village developers another $2 million. 
The supervisor is committed to the pro-
ject but won't ask for ?ny nf 
increase to help foot the bill. 

So it looks as if my "can't do" attitude 
has been vanquished when it comes to 
the performing arts center. I jus t can't 
resist the supervisor's dogged determina-
tion on this one and I've buckled in to the 
unbelievable optimism of the two dozen 
or so dedicated individuals who are see-
ing the theater plans through its infancy. 

In fact, I've accepted an invitation to 
join their committee. And I promise to 
check my cynicism at the door for all offi-
cial meetings and functions.

In an article I wrote in early Sep-
tember of this year, I attempted to 
explain the mechanics of how the Elec-
toral College works, or does not work, 
and postulated it was time to discard 
it and allow the people to elect the 
president by direct vote. 

I suggested in this election year the 
system would misfire, by which I 
meant the winner in the Electoral Col-
lege would not get even a plurality of 
the votes cast. It appears this prog-
nostication was correct. If George " W 
wins the Electoral College, but does 
not receive as many popular votes as 
A1 Gore, then the guess was correct. 

Has this happened before? Yes, on 
three occasions - all in the 19th centu-
ry. It occurred in 1824,1876 and 
1888. The three presidents elected in 
these elections were ineffective and 
were not re-elected. It can be argued 
persuasively that the "people" rejected 
them. 

I suppose that some TV pundit could 
argue they would have been failures as 
president anyway, but being elected 
with less votes than their respective 
opponents sure didn't help. Of course, 
in today's lexicon of political verbiage, 
the word "mandate" is used - some 
would say overused. That is, could 
either of our two current presidential 
aspirants argue (except with tongue in 
cheek) that he has an endorsement of 
the people to enact his respective plat-
form on which he based his campaign? 
Hardly. 

Indeed, I suggest such an argument 
is impossible if the winner fails to 
receive even a plurality of votes. He 
will no doubt try to do so anyway 
(maybe by putting two tongues in two 
cheeks at the same time). But, I pre-
dict a failed effort, an ineffective presi-
dency, and a one-term president. I do 
not have much pity for the president-
elect in this setting, but I do have con-
siderable sympathy for us, the people. 

Let me return to my initial premise 
that the Electoral College has not 
worked again and that it has "mis-
fired." We have had something in 
excess of 50 presidential elections. In 
only three of them has the Electoral 
College winner failed to receive a plu-
rality of votes. 

We now face the real possibility of a 
fourth; that is, if you can believe the 
election returns told, and retold ad 
nauseum, by the TV media. There is, 
however, one good outcome to this 
bombast of information - the people 
are getting smarter by the minute. 

I dare say the American people know 
more about the Electoral College sys-
tem now than at any time in our 213-
year history. This is good. It is an 
essential tenet of the theory of a suc-
cessful democracy that the people are 
knowledgeable and informed. 

Indeed, people now seem to be not 
onlv infprrn^d they sppm to be aroused 
and maybe even angry. One TV pun-
dit recently stated that a poll of people 
who failed to vote on Election Day 
indicated that two-thirds of them (the 
non-voters) would vote if they had the 
chance again. This is an absolutely 
amazing fact since, no doubt, some of 
these non-voters probably thought the 
Electoral College was some type of 
educational institution located in rural 
Ohio. 

What if the Electoral College had 
"misfired" not just three or four times, 
but 20 or 30 times? Do you believe 
that a knowledgeable and informed, 
aroused and angered citizenry would 
have allowed such a result where the 
winner receives less than a plurality of 

votes? I suggest that such a scenario 
would have produced a grassroots, 
surging effort to eliminate the Elec-
toral College long before now. 

Timing is always important. Per-
haps now is the time. The people 
should be allowed to elect our presi-
dent by direct popular vote. The Elec-
toral College does not necessarily 
allow this result. Any new system we 
might fashion would probably still per-
mit a president to be elected without a 
majority of the popular vote if there 
are third-party candidates. 

The Electoral College was not craft-
ed by the founding fathers to give 
small states a disproportionate vote. 
Rather, it was crafted to avoid the 
"tyranny of the majority." Unfortu-
nately, it now allows for the minority 
to rule the majority. 

Furthermore, the Founding Fathers 
provided in the Constitution for a 
method to amend the Constitution. 
They knew things would change and 
the Constitution would have to be 
amended from time to time. Let us 
use that wisdom too.

For 
instance, it is irrational to prejudge or 
discriminate against a person based on 
his or her skin color or ethnic back-
ground, since those are characteristics 
that tell you nothing about the per-
son's character, judgment, reliability, 
or likely behavior? 

Once again, in clear contrast, if a 
person knowingly and repeatedly 
engages in: (1) behavior that consti- . 
tutes a felony violation of state crimi-
nal code, (2) behavior that a 2-to-l 
majority of Americans believes is 
"••.vrcng," p.nd (3) behavior that is scien-
tifically proven to increase the risk of 
certain forms of cancer by 4,000 per-
cent and cut up to 20 years off his life 
span: Is it irrational to take such will-
ful, self-destructive, even life-threaten-
ing behavioral choices into account 
when assessing that person's charac-
ter, judgment, reliability, and likely 
future behavior?

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Trouble in auto industry still 
means trouble in Michigan

Economists like to play the "good news, bad 
news" game. And the economists at the Universi-
ty of Michigan are no exception to the rule. 

In their most recent publication, "The Michigan 
Economic Outlook for 2001-2002," the U-M 
experts predicted our state's economy will remain 
strong next year but the rate of growth will start 
slowing down. Saul Hymans, Joan Crary and 
George Fulton have been looking at our state's 

economy for years; 
their forecasts are 
widely regarded as 
the best in the 
business. 

Clearly, we have 
been enjoying the 
best economic 
times in most peo-
ple's memories: 

• By year-end, 
the Michigan econ-
omy will have 
turned in its ninth 
straight year of job 
growth, the longest 
run of prosperity 
in 50 years. 

• Unemployment 
is at record low lev-

' els. As a practical matter, anybody who wants a 
job and has transportation can get one. 

B In five of the past six years, the manufactur-
ing work week has been longer than for any prior 
year since 1970. Long work weeks means big 
overtime checks, not to mention bigger profit 
sharing payouts as the auto companies share 
good profits. 

Next year won't be quite as good, according to 
the U-M experts: 

• Auto and truck sales will slow down, the vic-
tim of increased interest rates, which make car 
payments more expensive. The auto companies 
are already trying to cope with a soft market by 
offering big cash incentives. 

• Because auto sales will drop, manufacturing 
employment will go down. Michigan's unemploy-
ment rate, which has been below the national 
average for more than five years, will match it by 
2002, with seven out of eight job losses coming 
from the durable manufacturing sector. 

• Businesses already clamoring for skilled 
labor will face tight labor markets as they try to 
grow. The U-M economists point out that labor 
shortages will likely be one of the biggest barriers 
to growth next year. 

Things won't be all bad, though, especially as 
big investment decisions made in the last few 
years begin to be translated into bricks and mor-
tar. General Motors' new assembly plant in Lans-
ing will open sometime next year; GM also plans 
on spending $1.5 billion on research and engi-
neering facilities in southeastern Michigan. The 
Detroit Lions' new football stadium is still under 
construction, and the $1.2 billion renovation at 
Detroit Metro Airport will boost service employ-

ment in 2001. 
Five out of six new jobs in Michigan will come 

from the service and retail sectors, according the 
U-M economists, which should result in a 3.4 per-
cent unemployment rate next year, higher than 
this year but still lower than 1970. Rising labor 
and materials costs will increase the rate of infla-
tion from 2.3 percent this year to 2.6 percent in 
2001. 

For what it's worth, my own personal view is 
slightly less optimistic than the U-M forecast. I 
think the auto industry is facing big time prob-
lems and I figure most middle managers have 
become so used to good times they have little' idea 
what to do when the economy turns south. 

The real interest rate (i.e. the difference 
between the prime rate the banks charge their 
best customers and the underlying rate of infla-
tion) is very high by historic standards. High

interest rates have already cut sharply into cur-
rent sales. And it looks as though the only way 
for the auto companies to keep sales up is by 
offering enormously expensive incentives. 
Chrysler is clearly headed for a major retrench-
ment. 

The auto supplier industry is scared stiff, and 
not just the American parts makers who are wor-
ried the Germans now in charge of Chrysler will 
dump them for foreign firms. For a number of 
years now, the auto companies have required 
suppliers to both increase quality and cut prices, 
maybe 3 percent one year, maybe 4 percent the 
next. The pressure is now so bad in the supplier 
chain that many companies can only remain prof-
itable by running at full-tilt, three-shift basis. 
What happens if parts orders slow down? 

And I understand that the bad loan workout 
departments at local banks are already busier 
than they have been in years. 

Over the past few years, the Michigan economy 
has become much more diversified and less 
dependent on the auto industry. But the auto 
companies and the supplier chain still represent 
the guts of our economy. And trouble for the auto 
industry still means trouble for the rest of Michi-
gan. 

So if I were you, I wouldn't blow all your bonus 
check on Christmas shopping. I'd keep some 
tucked away for a rainy day.

The chance to win big 
too often rings hollow

Twice a week I spend a couple dollars for Lotto 
tickets. I dream of making that big hit that will 
allow me not a life of leisure but an independent 

life. 
Those pipe 

dreams are often 
just enough to 
keep someone 
going, especially 
through the 
gloomy dark 
months of winter 
in Michigan. 
Visions of a sandy 
beach, gulf 
breezes, funny 
drinks with 
umbrellas are a 
salve against wet 
snow and black 
ice. 

Then I can also 
tell myself that I'm helping public education. The 
money goes for a good cause and it's not enough to 
make a major difference in my life. I spend more 
for coffee. 

But, as we discover more each day, that kind of 
casual gambling - a Lotto ticket, a bingo game, a 
football pool - is not enough for some people. 

The tragedy of the Moukalled family in Farm-
ington Hills is unusually painful and sad. Accord-
ing to police reports, Jihad Moukalled, a success-
ful, hardworking businessman, killed himself and 
his family because of overwhelming gambling 
debts. 

Moukalled began his gambling odyssey at Casi-
no Windsor but then began traveling out of state 
to follow his tragic obsession. According to Farm-
ington Hills Police Chief Bill Dwyer, Moukalled 
went elsewhere to travel because of the strong 
prohibitions against gambling of his Islamic faith. 

Sunday marked the beginning of the holy month 
of Ramadan and this tragedy will offer much to 
reflect upon by area Muslims and all of us. 

Not all religions prohibit gambling and not all 
gamblers become deeply indebted and self-
destructive. For many people going to a casino or 
a racetrack is a simple night out, a chance to play 
a few games, have a few laughs and that's it. For 
most people, a set limit for loss never exceeds the 
cost of going to a stage play or a professional 
sporting event. 

But for others, it doesn't end there. 
As the payoff grows in the Lotto games, some 

people feel compelled to drop more and more 
money into a game where their chance of winning 
is extremely slim. When the one-armed bandit 
awards a nice prize for a small contribution, some 
people keep feeding it with the impossible hope of 
realizing an even bigger return, like a pump that's 
been primed to keep giving. 

When the casinos opened in Detroit, many con-
cerned people were upset that the victims would 
be relatively poor people who would throw away 
their money on sucker bets. The experts say that 
the number of people seeking help for gambling 
problems has not grown significantly and that

many of those with problems are Lotto players, 
not casino goers. 

But it is perhaps too early to tell what the 
impact of the casinos will be on Detroit. It isn't 
the city poor who crowd the casinos but the subur-
ban middle class with a steady income they hope 
to use to hit the jackpot. 

Even in their preliminary incarnations, the 
casinos make brightly colored baubles in a gener-
ally dreary urban iandscape. The bright lights, 
snazzy appointments, uniformed valets suggest a 
revival of life that is probably as phony as the 
promise of getting rich with the twirl of a roulette 
wheel. Detroit suggests the ugly disparity of 
Atlantic City rather than the amusement park 
city of Las Vegas. 

Still, wouldn't we like to believe it. Wouldn't we 
like to believe that gambling will not only save us 
individually from our lives of compromise, 
drudgery and routine but also save our central 
city from its dizzy, downhill spiral. 

Don't bet on it.

Legalized gambling 
claims more victims

What kind of a casualty rate are we willing to 
accept in our pursuit of a good time? 

James Dobson, the ultra-conservative presi-
dent of Focus on the Family, phrased the ques-
tion that way a year ago. He was referring to 
America's growing affinity for gambling despite 
the fact we know that some, typically 5 percent, 
will become compulsive about it and, as a result, 
lives will be destroyed. 

Now more than ever, it is time we consider 
what our answer is going to be here in Michigan. 

Legalized gambling claimed its latest victims 
last week in Farmington Hills. After returning 
from a trip to Las Vegas, Jihad Moukalled wrote 
out a note explaining that he had been gambling 
for more than 10 years. He suffocated his three 
children, ages 3, 5 and 7; killed his pregnant 
wife; and then took his own life. 

Police Chief William Dwyer said the suicide 
note sent chills up his spine, especially a line in 
which Moukalled stated, "I was gripped by the 
hope of one more shot." That's the fallacy that 
drives addicted gamblers, Dwyer said, the belief 
that the next bet might turn it all around for 
them. 

Almost as shocking, if you ask me, is what 
police found in the kitchen wastebasket in 
Moukalled's home - torn up "markers" from the 
MGM Grand in Vegas worth $225,000. The 
markers show he was, in essence, gambling on 
credit. 

How could a casino let a player run himself 
into debt by almost a quarter million dollars? 

Jim McBryde, who heads up the compulsive 
gambling program in the Michigan Department 
of Community Health, is also surprised by the 
amount. 

"Someone should have seen that he was getting 
himself into trouble and put a stop to it," he said. 

It turns out that extending credit to a player is 
common practice, according to Nelson Westrin, 
executive director of the Michigan Gaming Con-
trol Board. There are some, known as "whales" to 
the casino operators, who regularly play with 
thousands, even millions of dollars. They don't 
walk around carrying cash. 

The practice is limited to the highest rollers, 
Westrin said. They have to be regulars and have 
to pass a credit check. It isn't in the casino's 
interest to run players into bankruptcy because it 
has to count those markers as revenue and pay 
taxes on the amount regardless of whether it can 

collect, Westrin said. He was explaining the prac-
tice, not endorsing it. '"un* 

Nevertheless, it seems to me that the practice, dUg 
is particularly well suited to the destruction of * s S 
lives. , 

Many who have enjoyed even moderate 
in life could make themselves look like high 
rollers for a time, but they'd be playing with 
life savings. I doubt casino credit checks are 
designed to protect out-of-control gamblers from 
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themselves. A gambler on the way down might be—« 
able to qualify for more credit then he or she 
could really afford to lose. ' *

be well advised to curtail activities likely to 'ns..-
encourage compulsive gambling. A ban on credit"510 ' 
in casinos, or at least restrictions on the amount ; 1 0^ 
that can be given, would now seem to be well 
worth considering. Forcing players to put up 
their money up front is a good way to insure the$0Iv. 
can really afford to bet it. ! 

Better yet would be a moratorium on new 
games, as a federal panel called for last year, or 
even a re-examination of whether we need every-*"; f u ; 
thing from a lottery to horse racing to casinos in : 

Michigan. 
We should think about all this before the toll 

gets any higher ... because it will.
