Union 
hall 
suffers 
setback 
• The Canton Planning 
Commission Monday tabled 
a request by UAW Local 845 
for a new office near the 
Sheldon Road Visteon 
Plant .

The UAW Local 845's plans to build 
a un ion office in Canton were sen t 
back to the drawing board by the Can-
ton Planning Commission Monday. 

The union, which represents 1,740 
hourly employees at the Sheldon Road 
Visteon plant, wants to build a 6,500-
square-foot building on 1.27 acres on 
the west side of Sheldon, south of Joy. 

The planning commission voted 7-0 
to table the plans so that the building 
could be redesigned to meet the town-
ship's 50 percent brick requirement. 
The UAW had asked for a waiver of 
the brick requirement so that it could 
instead be constructed of block. 

"The main reason we want to go with 
block is to give it a tough, union look," 
said Joe Rokiscak, construction man-
ager with Icon Development of Livo-
nia, which is doing the construction 
work. 

But commission Chair Vic Gustafson 
said block construction would not be 
acceptable. 

"We feel hard and fast on colonial 
types of buildings," he said. "We do feel 
hard and fast about brick." 

P a m Stasko, archi tec t wi th Duce 
Simmons Associates of Troy, presented 
a rendering of the block construction 
building to the commission. 

"As you can see our design is not 
colonial," Stasko said. "I guess if you 
can tell me there's no way, no how this 
(plan) is going to go I will be brief." 

"We could -prefer you come back and 
work with staff on another building 
design," Gustafson said. 

The commission also turned down 
the union's request to build a masonry 
wall to screen the building from neigh-
bors instead of a landscaping berm. 

"A wall will allow the site to have

Court, MADD join for program Infant 
death 
leaves

An emotionally-charged program to 
teach f i rs t - t ime offenders about the 
seriousness of drinking and driving 
will become a part of Plymouth's 35th 
District Court probation program next 
month. 

Mothers Against Drunk Driving is 
an active force behind the Victim's 
Impact Panel, which court officials will 
require defendants convicted of alco-
hol-related offenses to attend as a con-
dition of probation. 

"We'll put them in our shoes for a 
couple of hours ... show them this is 
what happened to me because of some-
one who was dr inking and driving," 
said Jenny Lozano, administrator of 
the Wayne County chapter of M.A.D.D. 

Lozano's 18-year-old son, Alex Stew-
art, died in an accident on 1-94 when a 
drunk driver, traveling more than 70 
mph, rear-ended the car Stewart was 
d r iv ing on a cold, b l u s t e r y day in 
December 1988. She now volunteers 
as a V.I.P. speaker to tell her story, 
and teach the effects of combining alco-
hol with driving. 

"Hopefully we'll get them to think 

about what they did, that they made a 
bad judgment call," said Lozano. "We 
want to get to them before they end up 
killing someone else, or even them-
selves." 

Judge Ron Lowe said the V.I.P. pro-
g ram will be pa r t of t he probat ion 
department's sentence when an offend-
er is convicted of, or pleads guilty to, 
drinking and driving charges. 

"It's a highly effective tool to reach 
offenders on the emotional level," said 
Lowe. "Most of the offenders we have 
here are lucky to not have caused an

Canton Police Sgt. Charles Raycraft 
said investigators are questioning the 
mother ' s claim t h a t his i n f an t sea t 
tipped over and believe the baby may 
have been dead for as long as a couple 
nf Kftiire 

The boy's mother stopped at Pizza 
Hut, 44495 Ford at 1:50 p.m. Friday, 
Dec. 1, to report t h a t her son, Steve 
Wilson Jr., was not breathing. She car-
ried him into the restaurant and called 
911. C a n t o n F i r e D e p a r t m e n t 
paramedics responded to the scene, 
attempted to revive the boy and trans-
ported him to Annapolis Hospital in 
Wayne, where he was officially pro-
nounced dead. 

Raycraft said investigators are still 
t ry ing to sort out conflicting stories 
concerning the baby's carrier-style car 
s ea t , which h a d t i pped over a n d 
become wedged between seats, accord-

ing to the mother. 
"We don't believe that 's what 

really occurred," he said. "It's 
possible t he baby had been 
dead for longer than the moth-
er indicated." 

Raycraft said that an emer-
gency room doctor at Annapo-
lis Hospital in Wayne, where 
the baby was first taken, said 
the baby could have been dead 
for a s long as a couple of 
hours. 

"The ER doctor felt that the 
mother's story probably wasn't 
feasible," he said. 

Finding out what happened 
before the mother, her infant 
son, her 2-year-old son and a 
40-year-old female companion 
stopped at Pizza H u t is t he 
focus on the investigation. 

"We're looking at where they 
were and what happened prior 
to the incident," Raycraft said. 
"We want to find out when the 
baby was last checked." 

He decl ined to comment 
speci f ica l ly abou t w h a t 
charges, if any, could be filed 
against the mother. 

"There is a possibility that a 
w a r r a n t will be sen t to t h e 
(Wayne County) Prosecutor's 
Office," Raycraft said. 

The woman was j a i l ed 
overnight pending the outcome 
of the autopsy, performed Sat-
urday, Dec. 2, a t the Wayne 
County Medical Examiner ' s 
office. The au topsy showed 
t h a t SIDS was the cause of 
dea th and she was released. 
Repeated telephone calls seek-
ing comment we re not 
returned. 

The mo the r ' s 40-year-old 
friend, also a Detroit woman, 
is being held on unrelated war-
rants. 

C a n t o n F i r e Chief Mike 

Rorabacher said when emer-
gency workers responded to 
the scene, they found that the 
boy was s t i l l w a r m and 
attempted to revive him. 

"There are cer ta in cri teria 
we go by before we declare a 
death on the scene," Rorabach-
er said. Among those criteria 
are rigor mortis, or stiffness; 
m a s s i v e bodily t r a u m a and 
burns beyond recognition. 

Apart from rendering emer-
gency a id to p a t i e n t s , 
p a r a m e d i c s m u s t also dea l 
with family members, many of 
w h o m become u p s e t and 
develop life-threatening prob-
l e m s of t h e i r own, such as 
ches t pa ins . In t h e s e cases, 
Rorabacher said paramedics 
t r y to i n f o r m t h e m a b o u t 
what ' s going on as calmly as 
they can. 

"We try to let family mem-
bers know where we're going 
to t ranspor t the pat ient ," he 
said. "We always keep an eye 
on the family." 

SIDS, or crib dea th , is the 
unexplained sudden death of 
an i n f a n t u n d e r 1 yea r old, 
acco rd ing to 
pa ren thoodweb .com, a Web 
site explaining the condition. 
SIDS is only ruled as a cause 
of death af ter all other possi-
bilities have been ruled out. 

C iga re t t e smoking dur ing 
pregnancy , m a t e r n a l age of 
less than 20 years, poor prena-
tal care, low weight gain, ane-
mia, illegal drug use, sexually 
t r a n s m i t t e d d i sease h i s to ry 
and u r ina ry t r a c t infections 
are among the risk factors for 
SIDS, which is a major cause 
of d e a t h a m o n g i n f a n t s 
between 1 month and a year 
old.

Reddy, a former West land fire 
chief.

accident. However, we want to 
give a lasting impression at what 
can happen with drunk driving. 

"Do you really want to be in 
those shoes? Do you really want 
to cause this much pain after wip-
ing out an entire family?" asked 
Lowe. 

Alan Ingrody, the chief adult 
probation officer for 35th District 
Court, said the program will be 
for all first-time offenders, and 
possibly second-time offenders if 
they haven' t been through the 
V.I.P. program. 

"When I talk to someone who 
h a s been charged with drunk 
driving, I ask them if they are 
married and have children," said 
Ingrody. "When they answer 
'yes,' I ask how they would feel if 
they got a call at work notifying 
them a son or daughter had been 
killed by a drunk driver. When 
they answer 'devastated, ' I ask 
them why they put all of us in 
jeopardy. 

"They wouldn't want to have it 
h a p p e n to t he i r family, but 
they're putting all of us in that 
position," added Ingrody. "They 
stop and think ... and that's what 
I really want them to do. Hope-
fully that will make them use bet-
t e r j u d g m e n t t he next t ime 
they're at a party." 

Lozano said many of the dis-
trict courts, include Wayne-West-
land, are using the M.A.D.D. pro-
gram. 

"This is j u s t a piece of the 
entire puzzle in the sentencing 
process," said Lozano. "Many 
offenders have families and jobs, 
and usually don't get into trouble. 
We ' re hoping they will l ea rn 
before it's too late." 

The first V.I.P. session for 35th 
District Court will be held Jan. 
11. Lozano said she'll show a 
videotape of her nephew, who sur-
vived the accident that killed her 
son. She'll also show graphic pho-
tographs of Alex's fatal accident. 

"With t he adu l t s , I usual ly 
don't hold too much back," said 
Lozano. "They need to see the 
real effects of what happens to 
people's lives." 

The Victim's Impact Panel will 
be conducted at 35th District 
Court on the second Thursday of 
each month. Information about 
the program can be obtained by

"Nearly 80 percent of senior 
citizens use prescription drugs 
on a regular basis, but a t least 
one-third have no prescript ion 
drug coverage," said Toy. 

"Affordable access to prescrip-
tion drugs is a life necessity for 
many elderly people, and we're 
doing wha t we can to see t h a t 
it's possible." 

Under MEPPS, seniors age 65 
or older whose household income 
is at least 150 percent of the fed-
eral poverty level and who spend 
5 percent of tha t income annual-
ly for p re sc r ip t i on d r u g s can 
qualify for a s ta te re fund each 
year, explained Emily Gerkin, a 
legislative assistant to Toy. But 
they must file for the refund in 
J u n e and prove e l ig ib i l i ty , 
Gerkin added. 

Under EPIC, she said, the cov-

e r a g e would be e x p a n d e d to 
those at up to 200 percent of the 
poverty level, so "we're not losing 
any people." 

In addition, "it would cover the 
cost as you go along, instead of 
each year having to file and get-
ting money back," Gerkin added. 

However, qual i fy ing seniors 
cannot be covered by Medicaid or 
have any i n s u r a n c e t h a t pro-
vides prescription drug coverage. 

F u n d i n g for E P I C was 
approved last year, but legisla-
t ion to u t i l i ze i t "got p u s h e d 
aside," said Gerkin. 

Toy spoke with homes in her 
district before signing onto the 
bill regarding bedrails. 

Some nursing homes, respond-
ing to a spate of publicity about 
bedrail injuries to residents, had 
prohibited their use on hospital-
style beds. 

HB 6094, sponsored by Rep. 
W a y n e K u i p e r s , R - H o l l a n d , 
would give home r e s iden t s or 
their families the option of hav-

ing the safety rails installed. 
"We're res tor ing the r ight to 

choose," Toy said. "If residents or 
family members feel more secure 
and safe with bedrails in place, 
then they should have the right 
to have them. The rails can pre-
vent injuries by keeping patients 
in their beds while they sleep." 

The key would be understand-
ing t h e r i s k s involved , sa id 
Gerkin. The bill also would help 
cut l a w s u i t s a g a i n s t n u r s i n g 
homes, she said. 

Addit ionally, t he legislat ion 
calls for the state Consumer and 
Industry Services (CIS) depart-
men t to es tab l i sh an advisory 
commission on bedrails used in 
nursing homes. 

The commission would develop 
uniform s tandards for usage by 
s u c h i n s t i t u t i o n s . I t s r e p o r t 
would go to the CIS and the Leg-
islature within six months and 
the CIS would be r equ i r ed to 
enact s t a te ru les based on the 
recommendations.

9, in t h e Ann 
Arbor City Hall council cham-
bers, 100 N. 5th Ave. 

If the plan is approved, anyone 
order ing new te lecommunica-
t ions services wi th in t h e 734 
area will be assigned the new 
278 a rea code wi th t h e i r new 
phone number. 

The new phone line could be as 
close as the next room or office or 
the bui ld ing across t he s t r ee t 

and would require dialing either 
10- or 11 digits. 

The d e m a n d for new phone 
numbers in the 734 area for tele-
phone and fax lines, cell phones, 
dedicated computer lines, etc., 
h a s caused N e u s t a r Inc. , t h e 
.Nor th A m e r i c a n N u m b e r i n g 
Plan Administrator , to declare 
the area code in jeopardy of run-
n ing out of pref ixes ( the f i r s t 
three digits of a telephone num-
ber) sooner than expected. 

That has prompted the propos-
al of the 278 area code overlay. 

"Interested parties are encour-
aged to p r e s e n t d a t a , v iews , 
questions and concerns regard-
ing the proposed relief plan," the 
commission stated.

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State attempts to override locals on 'living wage' issue

Although voters rejected a pro-
posed constitutional amendment 
las t month t h a t would have 
made it tougher for state law-
makers to overrule local govern-
ment, Proposal 2, many saw it as 
a shot across the Legislature's 
bow, warning it to be more sensi-
tive to issues of local control and 
home rule. 

Not so the state House. Repre-
sentatives voted last week for 
legislation to overrule local gov-
ernments that set so-called "liv-
ing wage" ordinances. 

"Voters have spoken and they 
rejected it (Proposal 2) by a mar-
gin of three to one," Rep. Robert 
Gosselin, R-Troy, said. 

"Whether lawmakers need to be 
more sensitive to questions of 
local control "all depends on the 
issue. Zoning, police and fire pro-
tection, trash pick up and issues 
like that all come from local gov-
ernment. Minimum wage does 
not," he said.

t i ons Committee had recom-
mended passage of House Bill 
4766, sponsored by Rep. Andrew 
Richner, R-Grosse Pointe Park, 
on Wednesday, Nov. 29. The full 
House voted the bill out by the 
slimmest of margins, 55-46, the 
following day. 

"Living wage ordinances would 
have created a Bosnia effect, a 
patchwork of minimum wage 
laws and local wage regulations 
throughout the state," Gosselin 
said. The representative says 
such ordinances would damage 
the state's economic growth. 

Municipalities that had adopt-
ed living wage ordinances 
included Madison Heights, Ypsi-
lanti, Ypsilanti Township, Ann 
Arbor, Warren and Kalamazoo.

Detroit also had adopted a simi-
lar law. The Oakland County 
Board of Commissioners recently 
rejected such a proposal. 

Living wage ordinances 
require that companies which 
contract with the city pay wages 
at 125 percent of the poverty 
level. Pay rates in Detroit would 
have been $8.23 if the company 

provided benefi ts , $10.29 per 
hour if it did not. 

The current minimum wage in 
Michigan is $5.15 per hour. 

Despite the Legislature's quick 
move to override local govern-
ment on the issue, Don Stypula, 
of the Michigan Municipal 
League and a pr imary mover 
behind Proposal 2 was neither 
surprised nor upset by the vote. 
He said he'd expected action on 
the issue by the Legis la ture 
regardless of the outcome of Pro-
posal 2. He said living wage ordi-
nances are an issue only in a few 
communities, so the question 
"had not reached a critical mass 
within our membership." 

"Was this another attack on 
local control? Yes," Stypula said. 

"Was the language in the Pro-
posal 2 the right language? No. 
But should the Legislature sit up 
and s tar t paying at tent ion to 
issues of local control? Absolute-
ly." 

Gosselin on the other hand 
countered that the entire living 
wage issue is a backdoor attempt 
by the AFL-CIO to get wage 
increases that it has not been 
able to win at the bargaining 
table. 

"It's the union's way of fur-

thering its agenda in the larger, 
cities," he said. ' 

The bill was sent to the state 
Senate for consideration.

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Flu vaccine shortage worries medical authorities

; The flu season is almost here 
and the continuing shortage of 
flu vaccine in both Wayne and 
Oakland counties ha s medical 
authorities worried. 
; The season generally begins in 

mid-December and "We're cer-
tainly in a difficult situation, to 
say the least," said Dr. Donald 
Lawrenchuck, medical director 
of t he Wayne County Depar t -
ment of Public Health, on Tues-
day. 

He said it usually takes 10-14 
days a f t e r a person gets a f lu 
shot before they are fully pro-
t e c t e d . "Even if t h e vacc ine 
a r r ived today and they got i t 
tomorrow, they wouldn't be fully 
protected for another couple of 
weeks," he said. 

" P o t e n t i a l l y , i t could be a 
rough flu season," concurred Dr. 
Carolyn Bird, Oakland County 
chief of medical services. 

While the shortage has forced 
Wayne County to postpone 30 flu 
clinics and the Visiting Nurse 
Association of Southeast Michi-
gan to cut back on i ts clinics, 
O a k l a n d Coun ty t h i s week 
p l a n n e d to u t i l ize i t s l imi ted 
supply of vaccine for residents 
who qualify. 

The shots, given only to senior 
citizens and those with chronic 
heal th conditions, were sched-
uled for the Pontiac health office

on Wednesday, the Southfield 
office today (Thursday) and the 
Walled Lake office Friday. 

"All of those doses we have 
likely will be gone essentially by 
Monday," Bird said. 

If any remain - or if the 6,000 
doses p romised by supp l i e r s 
arrives - the county will resume 
shot clinics at all three sites on 
Monday, she said. 

"It's really late to start," Bird 
said. "Usually by this t ime in 
December , we've given out 
40,000 doses." She es t imated 
total shots thus far dispensed at 
less than half. 

Nothing confirmed 
The good news, said Wayne 

County's Lawrenchuck, is tha t 
there are no "confirmed or proba-
ble cases of influenza in all of 
southeast Michigan. 

"The bad news is, this time of 
year eventually somebody brings 
back influenza with them" from 
a trip - and there are "confirmed 
reports" of flu outbreaks else-

where in the United States, he 
said. "It's just a matter of time." 

Lawrenchuck said U.S. Rep. 
John Dingell, D-Dearborn, ha s 
called for information about the 
shortage and said told him some 
congressional offices have been 
"besieged w i th ca l l s , " 
Lawrenchuck said. 

Some in Congress have asked 
the General Accounting Office to 
investigate the matter, a Dingell 
spokesman said. 

Bu t Dinge l l ' s i n q u i r y gave 
Lawrenchuck some hope: "He 
has an excellent reputat ion for 
getting to the bottom of th ings 
and he's researching it now," the 
doctor said. 

A spokeswoman for U.S. Rep. 
Lynn Rivers, D-Ann Arbor, said 
Rivers also is researching the 
matter. 

John Akouri , spokesman for 
U.S. Rep. Joe Knollenberg, R-
Bloomfield Hills, who represents 
both par t of Livonia as well as 
F a r m i n g t o n and F a r m i n g t o n 
Hills, said the office has received 

about a half-dozen calls. Callers 
have been r e f e r r e d to t h e i r 
respective county health depart-
ments. 

"We're still getting calls about 
t h e (p r e s iden t i a l ) e lec t ion ," 
Akouri said. 

One VNA clinic cancellation 
was Nov. 30 at the CVS Pharma-
cy at 8811 Newburgh in Livonia. 

The VNA "said they ran out of 
vaccine because of the unexpect-
ed n u m b e r s " s eek ing sho t s , 
according to CVS store manager 
Nick Miller. He said t he VNA 
told him it may reschedule the 
clinic after Dec. 8. 

"Everybody was unders tand-
ing" abou t t he cance l l a t ion , 
Miller said. 

The shortage is reportedly due 
at least in part to labor problems 

at suppliers' plants. 
Lawrenchuck said his depart-

ment ha s gotten "thousands of 
calls" from residents. 

Chronic illnesses 
Senior citizens age 65 and up 

and those with chronic illnesses 
a re t h e most cr i t ical because 
they are "at much greater risk of 
developing complications" - pos-
sibly life-threatening - from it, 
said Lawrenchuck. 

This can include children and 
adul t s wi th a s thma . "Over 90 
pe rcen t of t he morb id i ty a n d 
mor ta l i ty a re in t h a t popula-
tion," he said. 

The f lu ki l ls 20 ,000-30,000 
people each year and is "the only 
communicable disease still in the 
top 10" deadliest illnesses, the 
doctor said. 

Of the more than 9,000 doses 
ordered by Wayne County, only 
1,400 have been received. Those 
"lasted three clinics," he said, 
one of which w a s in Redford 
Township. 

The rest of the order "could 
come as early as today - or in 
another month or two," he said. 

The "frustrating" part, he said, 
is he ' s h e a r d r e p o r t s of U.S. 
p h y s i c i a n s going ac ross t h e 
Detroit River to Windsor to get 
the vaccine. 

"They seem to have a plentiful; 
supply in Windsor," he said. 

Lawrenchuck has been calling 
his three vaccine suppliers daily 
and keeps get t ing told Wayne: 
County is "No. 1 on the list. 

"But t he clock is t i ck ing , " 
Lawrenchuck said. 

Age, gender affect shopping patterns

Statistics show tha t 40 percent 
of men wait unti l December to 
s t a r t their shopping, versus 20 
percent for their female counter-
parts. The very same percentage 
of men (20 percent) is known to 
put it all off until the very last 
week. 

Women tend to get a head -
start , with ages 25 to 44 begin-
n i n g t h e i r ho l i day s p e n d i n g 
somet ime be tween September 
and early November.

District making plans for possible lawsuit money

The Plymouth Canton school 
board has discussed — but 
made no f inal decision — on 
whether to spend either the $5.3 
million from the 1998 Durant 
se t t l ement or the almost 
$600,000 in interest income it 
has generated so far. 

The board has been talking 
about that for a long time and 
most recently took up the subject 
at its Nov. 30 meeting. 

The district was one of 84 in 
the original lawsuit filed nearly 
20 years ago against the state of 
Michigan. The school districts 
went to court to force the state to 
pay for state-mandated special 
education programs 

The money came with no stip-
ulation on how the money should 
be spent, said Patricia Brand, 
Plymouth-Canton School execu-
tive director for business ser-
vices. 

"We need to look at criteria we 
want to apply for use of the 
money," said t rus tee Roland 
Thomas. 

Thomas, Brand, Superinten-
dent Kathleen Booher and trea-
surer Steve Guile worked togeth-
er before bringing the issue to 
the board. 

Board members discussed how 
the money could be spent: inter-
est only, the whole lump sum, 
part of the principal, and for rev-
enue-producing programs. 

Guile wants to make Ply-
mouth-Canton into "a premier 
district in the state of Michigan, 
preparing all students for the 
future." 

One important criterion is to 
meet the district's stated vision 
priorities, said vice president 
Sue Davis. She favors spending a 
portion of the interest for the 
high school renewal project. 

School board president Darwin 
Wat t s suggested considering 
both cr i ter ia and use when 
deciding what to spend.

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Driving memories 
1941 Buick - and a road renaming effort - tied to Pearl Harbor

It's been 59 years since the 
Japanese bombed Pearl Harbor, 
but John Sterling of Livonia 
doesn't need to go far to see a 
reminder of that fateful day. 

Out in his garage is a 1941 
Buick that was owned by his 
brother, 2nd Lt. Gordon Sterling 
Jr., when he was killed during 
the attack. 

Lt. Sterling reportedly was 
flying one of four planes tha t 
were hastily prepared to counter 
attack after the early morning 
assault began on Dec. 7, 1941. 
His was the only plane shot 
down from that group. 

Afterward, the car was 
shipped back to his family, their 
mother learned to drive it and it 
was passed down to John, who 
was five years younger than his 
brother and only 17 in 1941. 
Now he maintains the classic. 

However, John Sterling isn't 
content to keep to himself the 
memory of his brother and the 
2,407 others who were killed 
during the sneak attack just by 
driving the car. After all, "the 
age group of the survivors 
groups is getting up there." 

Ster l ing has been urging 
Michigan lawmakers to estab-
lish a stretch of roadway as 
Pearl Harbor Memorial High-
way. 

"I just felt that it's about time 
that the state of Michigan recog-
nizes Pearl Harbor," Sterling 
said. Other highways already

are dedicated, such as a portion 
of 1-275 for Korean War Veter-
ans. 

After enlisting the support of 
the Pear l Harbor Survivors 
Association in Shepherd, Mich., 
Sterling and that group's chair-
man, John Wilberding, gained 
concurrence of many lawmakers 
including Gov. John Engler. 

He also found a sympathetic 
ear in s t a t e Rep-elect John 
Stewart, who will represent the 
20th Distr ict where Sterl ing 
lives. Stewart reported Friday 
that the proposal sailed through 
a veteran 's affairs committee 
meeting Thursday and "it's a 
done deal." 

The proposal, called House 
Bill 6139, will name a section of 
1-69 in Shiawassee and Genesee 
counties. It will need full House 
and Senate approval which will 
come by the end of the current 
session or beginning of the new 
Legislature in January. 

Although he won't take office 
unt i l J a n . 10, Stewart was 
happy to help Sterling, who he 
described as "the nicest, quietest 
older man." He expects no oppo-
sition. "It just needed some time 
and attention," Stewart said. 

He also expects a sign desig-
nating the road in honor of Pearl 
Harbor veterans by springtime. 

Tha t will be great news to 
Sterling who has plans to visit 
that stretch of highway with his 
brother's Buick: "I can't wait to 
drive it there."

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Michigan elections law takes the rhetoric out of recounts

Election recounts can get oth-
e rwise r a t i o n a l people p r e t t y 
worked up, as we have seen in 
Florida. So it is notable that the 
review of ballots in Michigan's 
Eighth Congressional District , 
where s t a t e Sen. Mike Rogers 
holds a s l im 160-vote m a r g i n 
over Sen. Dianne Byrum, is pro-
ceeding without the rancor and 
rhetoric seen elsewhere. 

"You want to know the differ-
ence?" s ta te Rep. Mike Kowall, 
R-Whi te Lake , sa id . "We a re 
talking about two classy people 
h e r e in Mich igan . They bo th 
have a lot of personal class. I 
don't know Sen. Byrum as well 
as Mike Rogers , b u t she is a 

classy lady. And Rogers is a pret-
ty classy guy." 

Well, yes, say others who have 
also noted the difference, but 
they also a t t r ibu te the calmer 
a t t i tudes to the fact Michigan 
elections law "is more advanced" 
than Florida law. 

For example , Michigan law 
specifies a hand recount unless 
t he c a n d i d a t e s both agree to 
machine recounts, according to 
Rogers' aide Sylvia Warner. 

No dimples 
Michigan law a lso a l r eady 

a d d r e s s e s t h e ques t i on of 
"chads." If punch card ballots are 
used here, and se me communi-
ties in the Eighth Congressional 
District do still u,se them, then 
state law already! specifies that 
so-cal led "d impled chads5 ' or 
" p r e g n a n t chadfe" a r e to be 

tossed out, according state Sen. 
Thaddeus McCotter, R-Livonia. 
Chads tha t still have three cor-
ners attached to the punch card 
ballot are also tossed. 

The law says that if the ballot 
is punched through, enough to 
produce a chad with two corners 
attached, a "swinging chad," or 
one corner attached, a "hanging 
chad," the vote counts, he said. 

Bryum and Rogers faced off 
Nov. 7 for the seat vacated by 
Debbie Stabenow. The district 
includes all of Livingston and 
I n g h a m coun t i e s , a s well as 
pa r t s of Oakland, Washtenaw, 
Genesee and Shiawassee coun-
ties. When the totals were certi-
fied wi th a 160-vote difference 

l a s t week, B y r u m asked for 
recounts in 207 precincts. Rogers 
then asked for recounts in the 
remainder of the district. 

The recount is expected to take 
less t h a n two weeks , W a r n e r 
exp l a ined . And i t shou ld go 
smoothly. 

"Michigan l aw is more 
advanced , " r e t i r e d e lec t ions 
a t t o r n e y Tom Downs of E a s t 
Lansing said. "Florida is like we 
were in 1950." 

Much of the procedural admin-
istration of recounts was settled 
in Michigan after close races in 
1950 and 1952, involv ing G. 
Mennen Williams election to the 
governor ' s off ice , Downs 
explained. Therefore, state law 

already prescribes how they are 
to be conducted, set t l ing ques-
tions that are now being debated 
in Flor ida in t he p re s iden t i a l 
election. 

Punch card ballots came along 
l a t e r , bu t how t h e y a r e to be 
counted was settled af ter close 
elections in 1978. 

Punch cards can be difficult to 
use , for a n u m b e r of r easons , 
Downs said. For one, voters may 
not get them lined up in the bal-
lot correctly to punch the hole for 
their candidate. Those chads can 
also change counts , swing ing 
open to let the vote count at one 
time and swinging closed during 
another count. 

Optical scan ^ 
Downs prefers the opticallyf.-

scanned balloting system, which 
he desc r ibed as "more v o t e r , 
friendly." He agreed with Secre- ' 
ta ry of S t a t e Candice M i l l e r ' ^ 
call for a standardized bal lot ing 
system across the state.

But Mi l l e r ' s cal l for a 
statewide s tandard has a lot of, 
supporters. The idea was initial-
ly proposed by a Special Adviso-
ry C o m m i t t e e back in 1995, 
which included among others?

Sen. McCot t e r ' s m o t h e r a n d 
Livonia City Clerk Joan McCot-
ter. State Sen. Beverly Hammer-
strom, R-Temperance, has pro-' 
posed countywide voting stan-
dards, but the bill has not seefi 
action in Sen. McCotter's coitt-
mittee. 

Currently, Michigan has a real 
mix of systems. Of the more than 
5,000 precincts in the state, mo£t 
use optical scanning equipment 
already, bu t near ly 1,500 u s e 
punch cards. A few have moved 
to touch-screen computers. 

But more than a 100 still use 
paper bal lots , and almost 700 
still h a v e t h e old mechan ica l 
lever voting machines. 

Right now, the cost of paying: 
for ballot equipment falls to the 
local governments. 

If a statewide s tandard were 
adopted, the state would have to 
cover the cost. Secretary Miller 
is proposing to do just that. 

Kowall said he is working qii 
the financing.

^Mourning doves are fast little 
b i rds t h a t da r t and weave in 
flight, making it difficult to shoot 
%em down. 

So is the bill that would legal-
ize hunting them. 

House Bill 6147, sponsored by 
Rep. S u s a n Tabor , R-Del ta 
Townsh ip , was in t roduced as 
recently as Nov. 14. Already, it 
h^s cleared the House Commit-
tee on Conservation and Outdoor 
Recreation, won approval on the 
House floor 56-45, and received a 
positive review of the Senate's 
p u n t i n g , Fishing and Forestry 
Committee. Passage is expected 
by t h e t i m e t h e L e g i s l a t u r e 
wraps up work for the year, and 
the term, early next week. 

Law objects 
, The speed with which the bill 

is, moving has ea rned i t some 
crit ics, inc luding Rep. Gerald 
Law, R-Plymouth, who argues 
t h a t lame duck sessions of the 
Legislature should be used only 
for mop up of previously intro-
duced but unfinished bills, not 
for launching new initiatives. 

."There's a reason why this bird 
is not on the list of game ani-
ma l s , " he sa id .

Experience in those states 
shows t h a t h u n t i n g h a s n ' t 
d imin i shed t h e n u m b e r s of 
doves. P o p u l a t i o n s have 
remained stable even after the 
initiation of a hunting season. 

"They are cha l l eng ing and 
fast , small birds," Tabor said. 
"They have t w i s t i n g , diving 
fl ight pa t te rns . Their flight is 
sporadic. These bi rds are not 
going to be massacred as some 

have portrayed it." 

Myths about doves 
She sa id t h e r e a r e m a n y 

m y t h s about mourn ing doves. 
For one, they do not mate for 
life, she said. If a bird's mate is 
killed, it will seek another mate. 
And they reproduce quickly, pro-
ducing two to five clutches of two 
eggs each every year. Both moth-
er and father care for the young. 

"Have I p e r s o n a l l y h u n t e d 
them? No," she said, "but if this 
passes I intend to. The season is 

typically in September when the 
weather is still warm. I'm not 
going to go out when I need a lot 
of gear. I'm not going to go out in 
a lot of unfavorable elements. I'd 
rather go when it is a nice sun-
shiny day." 

In p a r t , t h a t ' s why Tabor 
refers to mourning doves as "a 
great s tar ter sport," it's a good 
game b i rd for y o u n g s t e r s to 
begin hunting. They are numer-
ous, so kids are more likely to 
get a shot during a given hunt-
ing t r ip , as opposed to o t h e r 

game bi rds t h a t might not be 
spotted d u r i n g an outing, she 
said. 

"They say they would r a t h e r 
have kids out dove hunting than 
at home playing violent video 
games," Liska countered. "A lot 
of people find that offensive. The 
idea of youngsters using doves as 
live target practice is just a fur-
ther progression into violence." 

Sen. David Jaye, R-Washing-
ton Township, has in t roduced 
identical legislation in his cham-
ber but the senate is expected to 

concur in Tabor's bill. The senate-^ 
has already voted for similar leg- ?

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Police: Burglar was busy 
in area neighborhoods

A man police say may be 
responsible for up to 200 Detroit-
area home burglaries was set to 
appear in court in Livonia today 
on charges re la ted to one of 
them. 

Nathan Howard Rostron, 41, 
has a preliminary hearing sched-
uled before 16th District Court 
Judge Kathleen McCann. 

Rostron is charged with sec-
ond-degree home invasion in the 
Nov. 21 break-in of a house on 
Newbiirgh near Plymouth Road. 

After his arrest Nov. 22, Ros-
tron told police he had commit-
ted between 100 and 200 break-
ins since being released from 
prison eight months ago, said Lt. 
Ben McDermott, Livonia Police 
Department spokesman. Rostron 
described some of the burglaries 
in detail, McDermott said. 

Police in other area communi-
ties, including Canton Township, 
Farmington Hills, Detroit and 

Troy, plan to investigate Rostron 
in connection with burglaries 
there, said Sgt. Patrick Moug, 
the detective in charge of the 
Livonia case. 

Rostron admitted to stealing a 
rifle, a shotgun and a police gun 
belt, without a weapon in it, 
from the Canton home of a police 
officer,, Moug said. Rostron said 
he had sold the guns on the 
street in Detroit, he said. 

Police have inventoried pillow 
cases full of jewelry found in 
Rostron's house in Detroit, and 
some people have come forward 
to claim it, Moug said. 

The house on Newburgh was 
broken into the morning of Nov. 
21 when a rear door was forced 
open, police said. Jewelry and a 
laptop computer were among the 
things reported stolen. 

The trail led to Rostron the 
next day, when Livonia officers 
arrested a friend, Randy Hall, 
29, on a felony war ran t from 
Genesee County. Hall, arrested 
at his house on Winston near 

Eight Mile in Detroit, was wear-
ing a ring stolen from the New-
burgh house when police inter-
viewed him at the station, police 
said. 

Police returned to the Hall's 
house with a search warrant , 
and found the computer and 
other th ings s tolen f rom the 
house on Newburgh. 

They also found Rostron hid-
ing in a crawl space, McDermott 
said. 

Hall is charged with receiving 
and concealing stolen property, 
and Rostron faces an additional 
charge of drug possession. Both 
are charged as habitual offend-
ers. 

Both men were arraigned Nov. 
24 by Judge Virginia Sobotka, 
who had holiday duty. They each 
entered a plea of not guilty. 

Both are being held in the 
Wayne County Jail, Rostron on a 
$100,000 bond, Hal l on a 
$50,000 bond. 

Legion post offers scholarships

Members of Rosedale Park 
American Legion Post No. 390 
has expanded its college schol-
arship competition to the com-
munity.

The post was founded in 
Detroit in 1946 and has a long 
history of assisting the com-
munity.

every third Thursday in the 
Knights of Columbus Hall on 
Farmington Road in Livonia. 
The post does not have a per-
manent home, but arranges for 
space to suit the appropriate-
ness of the activity, according 
to Armstrong. 

The post has about 85 mem-
bers, about 23 of whom regu-
larly attend, he said. 

The proud ve t e rans have 
turned their attention from the 
perils of mil i tary service to 
philanthropic endeavors, Arm-

strong said. Seven $1,000 indi-
vidual scholarships were 
awarded to graduating seniors 
this September, he said. 

"Over the years over $40,000 
has been awarded to students 
for college support ," Arm-
strong said. "An annual dona-
tion of $3,000 is made to the 
coffee fund at the Veterans 
Hospital in Detroit. This sup-
plies the patients with coffee 
throughout the day, a service 
which otherwise would not be 
available to them." 

Also, $5,000 is a l located 
annually to the hospital to be 
used in rewarding the volun-
teer students helping to assist 
the hospitalized veterans. The 
money supplements these col-
lege expenses, he said. 

Other activities include the 
removal of the stained glass 
window from the chapel locat-
ed in the closed Veterans Hos-
pital in Allen Park and having 
it installed at the new chapel 
in Detroit . Throughout t he 
year, donations are made to 
special needs related to veter-
ans affairs.

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Morton Taylor no cure-all 
for township traffic woes 

Those who believe Canton's traff ic 
woes will disappear - or even ease great-
ly - once the one-mile extension of Mor-
ton Taylor Road opens this month are 
sadly mistaken. The best-case scenario is 
that the $3.3 million Wayne County pro-
ject to lay concrete between Warren and 
Ford roads will provide temporary relief 
from high congestion during peak peri-
ods. 

The solution to finding safer and more 
efficient ways of moving the still-increas-
ing number of vehicles on local roads is 
more complex than adding new lanes or 
resurfacing existing ones. There is no 
magic bullet. Well, there is one. But a 
development-killing recession isn't the 
likely or preferred method for dealing 
with this issue. 

Canton Supervisor Tom Yack says the 
Morton Taylor project "completes" the 
township's road network, increases the 
number of north-south options for com-
muters and should ease congestion on 
Sheldon and Lilley to some degree. The 
extension has been a goal since his first 
election in 1988. Combined with other 
efforts of the last few years like widening 
Canton Center and various intersection 
improvements, it would seem that the 
township is getting a better handle on its 
biggest issue of the '90s. And we agree 
things are improving. 

The Observer believes Canton and 
Wayne County officials need to look at 
other options for easing congestion, espe-
cially in light of the fact the township 
population - which is now estimated at 
more than 76,000 - hasn't peaked. In 

addition to improving and expanding 
local roads, the local and county govern-
ment should be: 

• Working cooperatively to study and 
possibly change traffic management and 
signal timing at key intersections. 

• Investigating various new technolo-
gies - including video cameras and the 
Internet - to improve traffic flow. 

• Adopting development policies that 
help contain or reduce congestion and 
requiring developers to play an active 
role in implementing those strategies. 

We admit these aren't new ideas. Nor 
are they programs tha t can be easily 
implemented overnight. But the goal is to 
at least begin working toward alterna-
tives before it's too late. The evidence -
both statistical and anecdotal - suggests 
Canton's traffic bottlenecks aren't going 
away anytime soon. 

An Urban Mobility Study of metropoli-
tan areas conducted by the Texas Trans-
portation Institute showed that the per-
centage of arterial roads in metro Detroit 
experiencing severe and extreme conges-
tion grew by 20 percent between 1990 
and 1997 (the least year complete figures 
were available). That came despite a 10 
percent increase in the number of lane 
miles of paved, four-lane highway during 
the same period. 

As anyone who drives Canton Center 
Road, during the rush or at lunchtime can 
attest, when the road was widened to five 
lanes last summer, it took about a month 
at most before the back-up to make a left 
turn at Ford hit its previous level. 

Branching out in Canton 
Canton officials are seeing green and 

that's a good thing. 
The township has started a program 

tha t encourages people to honor or 
memorialize family members or friends 
by purchas ing a t ree or bench in a 
municipal park. The township board 
approved the program last month after it 
was suggested by Ann Conklin, leisure 
services director. 

Under the program, donors pay for the 
material and installation. The township 
pays for ongoing maintenance. The first 
person memorialized with a tree and 
bench was longtime public safety 
employee Elaine Weiss. The bench and 
tree for Weiss, purchased by her col-
leagues, is in Heritage Park, near the 
gazebo. 

A variety of trees is available ranging 
from $250 to $460. Benches may be pur-
chased for $550 to $750 and a plaque for 
an existing tree goes for $150. 

Trees are more than just good for the 
environment, providing oxygen and for 
animals and energy-saving shade for 
humans. They contribute to the esthetics 
of the community and buoy our mood by 
keeping us close to nature. We also like 
the idea that trees, which usually disap-
pear as development encroaches, can 
come full circle and bloom in a new set-
ting. 

Lush trees have always been a part of 
Canton, right down to the township's 
tree-emblazoned logo. We're glad they're 
going to remain. 

More quackery in Lansing 
The Michigan Municipal League 

sought to tame the conservative Republi-
can state Legislature with a proposal 
that would have limited the Legislature's 
power to over rule local government deci-
sions. 

;Voters soundly defeated Proposal 2. 
Despite widespread f rus t ra t ion with 
s ta te lawmakers , voters seemed to 
understand that the proposal was bad 
public policy that would have hampered 
the Legislature from acting on issues of 
regional importance and would have 
potentially .tied up a lot of legislation in 
court battles. 

! We believe that voters were responding 
to and rejecting a bad remedy to a real 
problem. They were not endorsing the 
actions of the Legislature, which seems 
to have adopted "if it's good for business, 
it's good for Michigan" as the new state 
motto. 

-The lame duck legislative session, 
W l l l c l i w a s s c h e d u l e d l o e i i u L u d a ^ u u L 

wftll extend into another week, has been 
desperately trying to push through legis-
lation that has lain dormant for many 
months, striking when they think no one 
is noticing. They seem to have gotten a 
hew infusion of confidence with the 
recent election that turned down Propos-
al 2 and returned a GOP majority to the 
House. 

Rep. Robert Gosselin, R-Troy, has 
pushed through a bill banning "living 
Wage" ordinances. Gosselin argues that 
minimum wage legislation is not a "local 
issue," and, in any case, voters have 
rejected harnessing the Legislature on 
these proposals. 

Don Stypula of the Michigan Municipal 
League said he's not surprised by the 
House action and not worried by it, as it 

affects only a few communities, including 
Detroit. But he warns that the Legisla-
ture should not assume that defeat of the 
badly drawn Proposal 2 is an endorse-
ment for these kind of legislative actions. 

We agree, but lawmakers seem to 
think otherwise as it rushes to take care 
of unfinished business. 

"Living wage" legislation was one of 
the issues that spurred Proposal 2. But 
the lame duck session has also taken up 
other bills that were set aside, particular-
ly two gun-related issues. 

The House approved a bill to allow 
hunting mourning doves, even though 
both conservation and hunting organiza-
tions have opposed the bill. 

Outgoing House Speaker Chuck Perri-
cone continues to do his par t for the 
National Rifle Association by trying to 
push through a bill to extend the right to 
carry concealed weapons. This bill has 
been abandoned twice before - following 
n . 1. . i r . . i. ' " ' . I - T T J - T U 
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and the shooting last spring on a Michi-
gan school yard. When the public was 
actually forced to think about the gun 
problem, the Legislature couldn't hope to 
get the bill through. 

But during a lame duck session when 
everyone's attention is on the never-end-
ing presidential election and the holi-
days, the time is ripe for bad legislation. 

Lame duck sessions are always danger-
ous, but they seem to be especially dan-
gerous when legislators get over confi-
dent and seriously misread the intent of 
voters. "* 

We trust the session will end without 
too much more mischief and that the gov-
ernor uses a little more reflection before 
he signs these measures into law.

The recent letter of John Thomas 

(Canton Observer, Nov. 30) contains 
some interesting points supporting his 
position that the Electoral College be 
abolished. His arguments rely heavily 
on logic.

In politics and law, a page of history is 
worth a book of logic. 

The first reason to oppose abolishing 
the Electoral College is that it's never 
going to happen. I am not begging the 
question. To abolish the Electoral Col-
lege requires amending the U.S. Con-
stitution. In order to do that, the pro-
posed amendment must pass by two-
thirds in the U.S. Senate and House. 
Then, it must be passed by the legisla-
tures of three-quarters of the states. 
Those small states that would lose 
clout would never pass this amend-
ment. 

The second reason to oppose abolish-
ing the Electoral College is a better 
one: the institution has contributed to 
our political stability. In order to 
become president, the candidate must 
develop a national strategy. The candi-
r l f l t a m u s t a t . fcpmnt t o w i n w p r v w l i f t r p 

Or at least over many different geo-
graphical areas. If there had been only 
the direct popular vote, candidates and 
parties could concentrate on the large 
populous areas only. The Electoral 
College probably contributed to the 
development of the American two-
party system. 

I believe these political institutions 
(today the Democrats and Republi-
cans) have resulted in a stable repre-
sentative form of government that is 
the envy of most of the world. The 
advantage of big political organiza-
tions is that they tend to be bigger 
than any one candidate or any one 
issue. 

Mr. Thomas states that the Electoral 
College backfired three times in our 

history. Actually, it didn't. The mecha-
nism worked to select a president 
according to the Constitution on each 
of those occasions. In 1960, the fact of 
the Electoral College probably pre-
vented a crisis in this country. I love 
this discussion and I share Mr. 
Thomas' view that it is a good thing 
that So many more people are interest-
ed in government and voting.

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Glass shows in state recount 
as does our elections law

On Monday, they started recounting the votes in 
Michigan's Eighth Congressional District, where 
State Sen. Mike Rogers (R-Brighton) squeaked out 
a 160-vote victory over State Sen.. Diane Byrum 
(D-Onondaga) in the November election. Does any-
body expect a Florida-style recount, replete with 
chads dimpling, lawsuits and counter suits dueling 
and harsh accusations flying? 

Nope. How come? 
It's partly 

because both can-
didates are sane, 
sensible people 
who both ran a vig-
orous but civilized 
campaign. Class 
shows, and both 
Rogers and Byrum 
are classy people. 
They both deserve 
a lot of credit for 
the way they've 
conducted them-
selves after such a 
close election (a 
160-vote margin 
out of 297,533 
votes cast amounts 

to less than 1/10 of 1 percent). 
It's also partly because Michigan law is very 

clear on the subject of recounts and punch card 
ballots, which are used in 95 percent of the 
precincts in the Eighth District. 

The law specifies that if the ballot is punched 
enough to produce a chad with two corners 
attached (a "swinging chad") or with one corner 
attached (a "hanging chad"), the vote counts. But 
chads with three corners attached don't count, nor 
do "dimpled" or "pregnant" chads (i.e. those with 
an indentation showing but not punched out). 

The squadrons of lawyers now arguing about 
voter intent in Florida wouldn't make much of a 
living in Michigan. "Michigan law is more 
advanced than Florida's," retired elections attor-
ney Tom Downs, of East Lansing, told Mike Mal-
ott, head of this newspaper's Lansing news ser-
vice. "Florida is like we were in 1950." 

Former Gov. G. Mennen Williams won two very 
close races in 1950 and 1952, both on recounts. 
Much of the procedural administration of recount-
ing ballots got settled back then and enacted into 
law, according to Downs. Most importantly, the 
relatively civil recount in the Eighth District is the 
outcome of a political culture in Michigan that has 
been relatively honest and intolerant of vote steal-
ing for many years. 

I remember some fairly suspicious goings-on 
during the 1964 gubernatorial election, when 
Democrat Neil Staebler got badly beaten by 
Republican George Romney. 

Detroit City Clerk George Edwards, Jr., the son 
of a well-known judge, had staked his political 
career on installing the newly developed punch 

card system in the city. It didn't go well. Election 
night, some people were spotted running down a 
windy Woodward Avenue, chasing down a bunch 
of punch cards that had spilled out of a ballot box. 
Who knows which cards — and whose votes — 
wound up being counted. 

I figure some vote stealing went on that night, 
but Romney's margin was so enormous it didn't 
make any difference. 

The biggest continuing opportunity for election 
fraud in Michigan, of course, is in absentee ballots. 
The system involves getting your election workers 
into nursing homes and other areas where senior 
citizens, in particular, often find it convenient to 
vote absentee. You "assist" the seniors in filing out 
applications for absentee ballots and then you 
come back to "help" fill out the ballots. 

But this stuff pales when compared with the 
long tradition of vote stealing in the South and in

northern big cities like Chicago. The late Presi-
dent Lyndon Johnson — who bore the nickname 
"Landslide Lyndon" after winning a recounted 
election to the U.S. Senate in 1948 by 87 votes — 
once told me how they did it down in Texas. In 
those days, absentee voting was done on paper bal-
lots, using ballpoint pens. If you wanted to spoil a 
ballot during the recount, you simply ran your 
thumbnail over the "X" mark on the ballot, smear-
ing the ink outside the box and disqualifying the 
vote. 

That's what's so sad about the current mess sit-
uation in Florida.. The almost certain result will be 
to persuade many, many people that elections are 
intrinsically fraudulent and that the central act of 
our democracy — citizens freely casting their vote 
— will be rendered illegitimate. 

The bad consequences of all this for our democ-
racy cannot be overstated, and both presidential 
candidates, their advisors, their lawyers and the 
entire Florida political class fully deserve the con-
temptuous judgment of history that they surely 
will receive.

Commemorate Michigan's 
first Pearl Harbor Day

"Yesterday, December 7,1941 - a date which 
will live in infamy - the United States of America 
was suddenly and deliberately attacked by naval 
and air forces of the Empire of Japan." 

Infamous it was, indeed: 
Under the cloak of peaceful negotiations, the 

Empire of Japan had launched a surprise attack 
against Pearl 
Harbor, Hawaii, 
crippling the U.S. 
Navy's Pacific 
Fleet and killing 
2,335 and wound-
ing 1,143 Ameri-
can service mem-
bers. 

Worse still (and 
often overlooked), 
the assault on 
Pearl Harbor was 
part of an orches-
trated military 
campaign by the 
Japanese Empire 
that encompassed 
nearly simultane-

ous attacks against Malaya, Hong Kong, Guam, 
the Philippine Islands, Wake Island and Midway 
Island. 

At this dire moment when the new, treacher-
ously pressed war's outcome was in gravest 
doubt, President Franklin D. Roosevelt knew 
that Pearl Harbor must be the nation's victorious 
rallying cry: 

"No matter how long it may take us to over-
come this premeditated invasion, the American 
people in their righteous might will win through 
to absolute victory." 

It was a vie Lory lie wuuluii'i live io ssc. Si-j.ll, 
his faith in "the unbounding determination of our 
people" proved justified as Americans fulfilled 
President Roosevelt's vow and gained "the 
inevitable triumph." 

Yet the sacrifices to win were enormous and, 
consequently, those Americans who lived through 
those tortuous times that led to our country's vic-
tory over tyranny will forever remember the 
attack on Pearl Harbor. 

But the greatest enemy, time, is taking its toll 
on the ranks of the "Greatest Generation"; and 
their passing makes it imperative that future 
generations be informed of and inspired by the 
fateful events of Dec. 7,1941. 

Why? 
Because, as President Roosevelt clearly foresaw 

in those dark hours, Pearl Harbor was not only 
an immediate military defeat, it was also a per-
petual warning. And he well knew that before 

Dec. 7th's warning could resonate with future 
generations through the sheer power of its 
"infamy," it must first live in memory. 

"But always will our whole nation remember 
the character of the onslaught against us ... (and) 
make it very certain that this form of treachery 
shall never again endanger us." 

This year, the state of Michigan has taken to 
steps to keep President Roosevelt's promise to 
always remember the treacherous attack on Pearl 
Harbor. The first step is House Bill 6139, intro-
duced by Rep. Larry Julian, R-Lennon, and 
Randy Riehardville, R-Monroe, to name part of I-
69 in Shiawassee and Genessee Counties the 
"Pearl Harbor Memorial Highway." (Senate pas-
sage and the governor's signature are expected.) 

Secondly, on June 14, 2000, Gov. Engler signed 
Public Act 157 and, thereby, officially established 
Dec. 7 as "Pearl Harbor Day" in Michigan. Thus, 
starting this year, on Dec. 7 individuals, govern-
mental and educational institutions, and commu-
nity organizations are encouraged to "pause ... 

For in commemorating Pearl Harbor 
Day, we not only respect the pastf we 

protect the future. 

and reflect upon the courage and sacrifice of 
those who died or were injured in that attack." 

Succinctly, Pearl Harbor Day honors the veter-
ans and echoes the lesson of their loss: Namely, 
ili&t u use tuul Buveicigii people liiUol be cvfci vig-
ilant against threats to their liberty. 

True, at different times in our nation's history 
the price of vigilance has varied: Some genera-
tions must fight and die to protect freedom; oth-
ers, like ours on this inaugural Michigan Pearl 
Harbor Day, must remember those who paid such 
a terrible price protecting freedom. For in com-
memorating Pearl Harbor Day, we not only 
respect the past, we protect the future. 

By honoring the heroism and heeding the 
warning of Dec. 7, we take one small but neces-
sary step in ensuring that our children, God will-
ing, are spared the supreme sacrifices of war.

Shulman likely 
to win top Job 
appropriations 
chairman

Marc Shulman is likely to be win a choice posi-
tion - chair of the powerful House Appropriations 
Committee - when assignments are handed out 
later this month by speaker-elect Rick Johnson. 

State Rep. Shulman, R-West Bloomfield, won't 
confirm word that he'll get that post, saying that 
it is up to Johnson, R-LeRoy, to make such 
announcements. 

However, Shulman does admit he's "meeting 
with the House Fiscal Agency, already started 
meeting with people, and looking at budget 
issues." 

Johnson is expected to announce committee 
assignments for the coming year shortly after the 
conclusion of the state Legislature's lame duck 
session, scheduled to wrap up Thursday, Dec. 7. 

But for now, it's the worst kept secret in Lans-
ing. 

Those committee assignments, when they come, 
will likely constitute the "dropping of the other 
shoe" in what had appeared to be a disappointing 
leadership election for southeast Michigan in the 
House Republican caucus last month. The GOP 
caucus had elected to leadership only a few law-
makers from the region, and none from Oakland 
or Livingston counties. 

Wayne County's Rep. Bruce Patterson, R-Can-
ton, was picked for Majority Floor Leader; Rep. 
Laura Toy, R-Livonia, also from Wayne, was 
named Majority Caucus Chair; and Rep. Larry 
Julian, R-Lennon, won an Associate Speaker Pro 
Tem position. Julian's district includes Shi-
awassee County and parts of Clinton County. 

The remainder of the top jobs went to outstate 
Republicans. 

It also might have looked like a disappointment 
for southeast Michigan when Republicans tapped 
Johnson for the role of Speaker of the House. In 
doing so, the caucus rejected bids by Reps. 
Andrew Raczkowski, R-Farmington Hills, and 
Patricia Godchaux, R-Birmingham, for that key 
post. Johnson hails from the 102nd House dis-
trict, based in Osceola County in central northern 
Michigan. 

But in doing so, they also rejected a bid by Rep. 
Mark Jansen, R-Grand Rapids. His name too was 
in the ring for 'the speaker's job and he had been 
considered the front runner by many. After all, 
western Michigan - the Grand Rapids, Kent 
County area - is the traditional power base of the 

GOP in this state. 
It took a north-east coalition within the party tO' 

overcome the strength of western lawmakers. 
Indeed, according to House staffers, Johnson's 

victory turns out to be good news for southeast 
Michigan. That will become clearer when commit-^*, 
tee assignments come our later this month, 
according to staffers. 

"I expect that Oakland County will be well rep-
resented when those assignments are made," 
Shulman said. •~w 

Rep. Nancy Cassis, R-Novi, too, believes the -J 
leadership lineup will be good for the region. Cas-^a 
sis is expected to retain her current post as chair 
of the House Tax Policy Committee, the number 1 
two committee post and considered to be a leader?

"I expect Marc Shulman and Rick Johnson will • 
bring together a coalition that will be very effec-
tive for Oakland County in the next two years," ?-> 
she said.

Poinsettia is a Mexican native that 
most people associate with the 
Christmas season.

Place the plant in a sunny location, 
and take care that the leaves do not 
touch cold windows, ideally, 
poinsettias require daytime 
temperatures of 60 to 70 degrees F. 
and nighttime temperatures around 
55 degrees F. High temperatures will 
shorten the plant's life.

He's hoping for a jazzed-up ver-
sion of the scooter called Skeeter Scooter 
with different color wheels that can be 
changed at whim. 

Pooley also wants a Game Boy with 
Pokemon cartridges; the Loud Mouth 
Billy Bass talking fish and Hot Wheels 
NASCARS, which are multi-pieced cars 
that break apart and allow the child to 
keep reassembling them.
