Plymouth-Canton Schools is losing 
its second in command. 

Pa t r i ck O'Donnell, the d is t r ic t ' s 
deputy superintendent, is leaving to 
become the superintendent in Fenton. 

O'Donnell signed a contract Friday, 
and is expected to be approved by the 

Fenton school board at its Monday 
meeting. 

"We had some very good applicants 
for the position, but he was far and 
above the rest," said Andrew Schmidt, 
president of the Fenton school board. 
"He's already doing as a deputy super-
intendent in Plymouth-Canton what 
we expect of him in Fenton. I expect 
Monday's vote to be unanimous." 

O'Donnell, who h a s been in Ply-

mouth-Canton for 29 years, will leave 
the district Dec. 18. He'll assume his 
new duties the first week of January. 

"It's extremely difficult to say good-
bye," said O'Donnell. "I have some 
absolutely wonderful relat ionships 
with people, both locally and county-
wide." 

During his tenure in Plymouth-Can-
ton, O'Donnell has served as assistant 
superintendent for instruction, execu-
tive director of instruction, principal at 
West Middle School, and as a teacher. 

O'Donnell said he previously investi-
gated superintendent positions out of

New program teaches everyday use

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Students and teachers have been 
working this year with a new math 
program called Everyday Mathemat-
ics, which allows them to learn by 
playing games, using calculators and 
forming problem solving groups. 

"It's an opportunity for children to 
problem solve together," said Smith 
Elementary t eacher Klo Phi l l ippi . 
"They share ideas on how to solve 
problems, and learn there's not just 
one way to solve a problem."

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Revise paving plan lessens bill

After some sticker shock last 
summer, plans to pave Lotz from 
Van Born to Michigan have been 
scaled back to soften the blow for 
residents, who will pay for the 
paving through a special assess-
ment. 

The redesign reduced the price 
tag from $3.7 million to $2.35 
million. The project was scaled 
back f rom t h r e e l a n e s to two 
lanes and will include improve-
ments to the railroad crossing. 

The percentage of Lotz proper-
ty owners supporting the paving 
project increased from 58 to 79 
pe rcen t a f t e r t h e p l a n s were 
scaled back. 

The b igges t l i s t ed p rope r ty 
owner with 1,483 feet of Lotz 
footage is Draw-Tite, which ini-
tially opposed the project. Draw-
Ti te wil l p a y an e s t i m a t e d 
$352,970, not including interest 
over a 10-year-period. 

LOTZ ROAD 

Most homeowners will pay an 
e s t ima ted $30,000 to $50,000 
plus interest over 10 years for 
their share. This will come out to 
$3 ,000 to $5,000 annua l ly , 
excluding interest. 

The assessment is based upon 
the number of feet each property 
owner has fronting Lotz. 

The pav ing project ha s not 
been officially approved. The 
township still needs to go out for 
bids and select a bidder. 

In Ju ly , the township board 
listened to comments from sever-
al Lotz residents who said the 
$3.7 million price tag was too 
high. The township agreed and 
s e n t t h e project back to be 
redesigned. 

"Since that time we've worked 
closely wi th Wayne County," 
Canton Supervisor Tom Yack 
said. (Municipal Services Direc-

tor) Aaron Machnik'has worked 
di l igently to t ry and come u p . 
w i th maybe a more r a t i o n a l 
design for this stretch of road." 

"There certainly was a lot of 
concern relative to the cost of the 
improvements," Machnik said. 
"However , we a r e con f iden t 
$2.35 mil l ion is an a c c u r a t e 
number and are hopeful to be 
able to do a number of things." 

J o h n Roach, spokesman for 
the Wayne County Department 
of Public Service, said the pro-
posed railway crossing improve-
ment could make the crossing 
safer. 

A concrete median will be con-
s t r u c t e d b e t w e e n t h e l a n e s , 
which will p revent impa t i en t 
motorists from snaking around 
g a t e s to avoid w a i t i n g for a 
train. 

"It 's the f i rs t t ime it 's being 

done in this state," Roach said. 
Another option that was con-

sidered was ending Lotz at the 
t racks and making it a cul-de-
sac. 

"Instead our engineers came 
up with this design to prohibit 
vehicles from going through the 
gates," he said. 

Resident William Luke, who is 
retired, said he sees the benefits 
of a paved road but also the neg-
ative effects. # 

"Cars go fast enough here with 
it being dirt," Luke said. "It's a 
g r e a t l y t r a v e l e d road w i th 
garbage trucks," he added, refer-
ring to its proximity to landfills. 

"I g u e s s I 'd l ike to have a 
paved road only from the stand-
point tha t I'd have a clean car 
for once." 

Though he said he hasn't seen 
the plans to improve the railway 
crossing, he said any improve-
ments are welcome. 

"The railroad track is a poten-
tial problem," he said.

Police nab teens 
in vandalism spree

Within the next two weeks, 
Livonia police expect to 
charge about a dozen young 
men and women in a mult i-
county the f t and vanda l i sm 
spree that began last spring. 
Their theft and damage adds 
up to nearly $100,000, accord-
ing to police. 

The crime binge extended 
f rom Wayne County,« in to 
O a k l a n d , W a s h t e n a w a n d 
Monroe counties, said Livonia 
Police Lt. Ben McDermott. 

"What we are doing now is 
compil ing a l i s t of al l t h e 
crimes and the participants," 
he said. The suspects are all 
19 to 20 years old. 

"We anticipate coordinating 
with the other jur isdic t ions 
d u r i n g the course of t h i s 
week, McDermott said. 

He said t h e suspec t s a r e 
f rom Livonia , P l y m o u t h , 
Northville and Canton. 

Livonia police investigators 
a re p r epa r ing w a r r a n t s for 
the Wayne County prosecu-
tors office, and possibly for 
the city prosecutor . "We're 
still compiling all the informa-
tion." 

The subjects will be charged 
w i th c r imes r a n g i n g f r o m 
malicious damage of property; 
breaking and entering of trail-
ers, garages and at least one 
unoccupied home; and thef t 
of landscaping and construc-
tion tools and supplies.

They've carved different nich-
es in public safety but both are 
considered role models by their 
peers and the community. 

Which is why Canton Police 
Lt. Pat Nemecek and Canton 
Fire Lt. Steve Berger were hon-
ored respectively by the Canton 
Rotary Club Monday as police 
officer and f i re f ighter of the 

Nemecek was singled out for 
his work on the police depart-
men t ' s t r a i n i n g p rograms , 
which g e n e r a t e d more t h a n 
$100,000 in revenue for the 
department last year. The pro-
grams include SWAT training, 
a yearly motorcycle school and 
other classes for law enforce-
m e n t pe rsonne l across the 
state. 

He is also overseeing t h e 
development of the depar t -
ment's new shooting range. 

Canton Public Safety Director 
John Santomauro said the addi-
tional revenue was an "added 
bonus" to programs t h a t a re 
increasing the capabilities of 
Canton officers and those from 
other communities. 

"We have a strong belief that 
pract i t ioners should be well-
t r a i n e d p rac t i t ioners , " San-
tomauro said. 

Nemecek has been with the 
police department since 1987. 
Among his other duties, he is in 
charge of decoy operations and 
the d e p a r t m e n t ' s Special 
Enforcement Unit. 

Berger meanwhile, has been a 
Canton f i ref ighter for nearly 
three decades and is one of the 
township's original, lull-time 

the same a t Fire Station No. 2, 
where he is currently assigned. 
"There's always a new twist to 
something," Berger commented. 
"I still enjoy it." 

"1 make sure all of our vehi^ 
eles are serviceable and tha t 
work gets done around the sta-
tion," Berger said of his current 
duties. "I'm also in command of 
all the fire and medical runs." 

In addition to his command 
responsibilities, he coordinates 
the purchas ing and mainte-
nance of the department's self-
contained breathing apparatus 
(SCBA), personal aler t safety 
devices and the air quality mon-
itoring devices. 

Canton F i re Chief Mike 
Rorabaeher called Berger "a 
role model" for the en t i r e 
department. "He demonstrates 
how a firefighter should act, not 
just around the station but with 
the public as well," Rorabaeher 
said. 

Dave Ramsey, past president 
of the Rotary Club, said both 
Nemecek and Berger represent 
a ra re k ind of dedicat ion to 
their jobs and the township. 
"There's a lot of sh i f t work, 
working on holidays, disrup-
tions of family life t h a t you 
have to be willing to pu t up 
with," he said. 

"The Rotary is glad to contin-
ue its long and valued tradition 
by honoring individuals in our 
police and fire departments." 

The club donated a check for 
$100 in Nemeeek 's name to 
Ronald McDonald House. A sec-
ond $100 check was donated to 
the University of Michigan .Hos-
pitals Burn Center in Berger's 
name.

"There's a lot more problem 
solving and a lot more everyday 
app l i ca t ion of m a t h , " added 
Phillippi. "For example, when 
we study large numbers, we dis-
cuss the U.S. Census. The math 
is tied to everyday issues." 

Liz Vartanian-Gibbs, the dis-
trict's K-12 science/math curricu-
lum coordinator, said the change 
was made to align with the prin-
ciples and s t a n d a r d s of t h e 
National Council of Teachers of 
Mathematics, and the Michigan 
Curriculum Frameworks, Stan-
dards and Benchmarks. 

"We a re a p rob lem solv ing 
society, and this program is con-
s is tent with lea rn ing problem 
solving," said Vartanian-Gibbs.

"Today's MEAP t e s t s w a n t 
written responses as to how the 
students solve math problems," 
said Susan Domeracki, a 25-year 
ve t e ran of t each ing who calls 
Hoben Elementary home. "I call 
t h e k ids ' t h i n k i n g m a t h s tu -
dents' because they are solving 
problems and asking why." 

And f u r t h e r proof t h a t th i s

"The children do a wonderful 
job of teaching each other," said 
Ph i l l i pp i . "Even t h o u g h t h e 
teachers are t he ins t ruc t iona l 
leaders and coach, the students 
do a great job of figuring out the 
problems and expla in ing how 
they did it. The classmate may 
have the key tha t explains t he 
problem, not the teacher." 

Much of t he learn ing is dis-
guised as fun , as much of t h e 
instruction is done with games 
and other activities. 

"The kids aren't frightened by 
math anymore," said Domeracki. 
"And p a r e n t s a r e amazed a t 
what their kids can do. 

"In fa;ct, I wasn ' t ever real ly 
good at math, but with this pro-
gram I feel I'm much smarter," 

she said. 
Vartanian-Gibbs said research 

shows children can do more in 
ma th t h a n previously thought . 
However, it also indicates chil-
dren in the U.S. aren't doing as 
well as t h e i r c o u n t e r p a r t s in 
other countries. 

"Math is important in today's 
society," said Vartanian-Gibbs. 
"We need to make sure our stu-
d e n t s can ge t a job b e c a u s e 
they'll be competing with people 
all over the world." 

The lesson isn't lost on many 
elementary students. 

"Math helps you with every-
thing," said Jacob Kidd, a Smith 
Elementary third grader. "Like 
when your parents go shopping 
and they want to know the total 
price, you can add it all up."

state. However, when the oppor-
tunity for Fenton came about, he 
decided to try for it. 

"I heard positive things about 
the school district and the com-
muni ty , and i t seemed l ike a 
good fit," he said. 

O'Donnell was among 38 can-
didates to apply for the position, 
and was i n t e r v i e w e d twice 
before being offered the job Nov. 
20. He r e p o r t e d l y wil l e a r n 
$98,000 annually. 

O'Donnell will go f rom Ply-
mouth-Canton, one of the largest 
district's in the state with 16,300 
students, to Fenton, with 3,500 

students, a fraction the size. 
While serving as deputy super-

intendent, O'Donnell supervises 
a district with 22 school build-
ings. As superintendent of Fen-
ton, O'Donnell will oversee six 
buildings. They include three K-
4 elementary schools, one build-
ing which h o u s e s f i f th - a n d 
sixth-graders, another with sev-
enth- and eighth-graders , and 
one High school. 

"I think it speaks to what they 
consider are the different types 
of issues facing intermediate stu-
d e n t s and middle school s tu -
dents," said O'Donnell. 

He'll be working with approxi-
mately 200 teachers, compared 
to nearly 900 in Plymouth-Can-
ton. 

And , w h e n i t comes to 
f i n a n c e s , O 'Donne l l shou ld 
already be prepared for an aver-
age s t a t e f o u n d a t i o n g r a n t . 
While PCCS receives $6,525 per 
student, Fenton isn't far behind 
at $6,250. 

O 'Donne l l succeeds R o b e r t 
Burek, who is retiring af ter 38 
years in education, with the last 
10 as Fenton superintendent. 
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Schoolcraft dean made a difference for many 
(This article on former School-

craft Assistant Dean Sirkka 
Gudan of West Bloomfield origi-
nally appeared in the Schoolcraft 
College Staff Weekly. It was writ-
ten by Kathleen Hulik of the col-
lege public information office.) 

Some people believe that one 
individual can't make a differ-
ence. Thank goodness Sirkka 
Gudan was not one of those peo-
ple. 

Gudan, 60, who died of cancer 
Dec. 4, retired from Schoolcraft 
in 1998 as assis tant dean for 
academic and assessment ser-
vices. During her time at the 
College, she literally impacted 
the lives of thousands of stu-
den ts and many Schoolcraft 
employees. 

"Sirkka was a very caring per-
son, and a good friend who will 
be missed by all of us," said Col-
lege President Dr. Richard W. 
McDowell. "The encourage-
ment, interest and caring she 
extended to students gave them 
the motivation to continue and 
to be successful." 

A perfect example is Kathy 
Hourk, a student and part-time 
staff member at the Learning 
Assistance Center. Rourk met 
Gudan when a bad case of test 
anxiety over a math exam sent 
her to the LAC in tears, looking 
for Counselor Patricia Hurick. 
Hurick wasn't there, but Gudan 
was. 

"Here is this lady I'd never 
met," said Rourk. "She put her 
tirms around me and said what 
can I do for you. That made all 
the difference in the world, and 
she took care of the problem. 
She just meant so much to me. 
She was my mentor. She was 
the f i r s t person in my whole 
entire life who really cared." 
Dean of Student Services John 
Tomey said Gudan was the epit-
ome of what all student services 
people aspire to be. 

"Every working day her sole 
task was to make learning easi-
er for our students," Tomey said. 
"Every new program or service 
that she initiated was done with 
the welfare of our students in 
mind. It was a privilege to know 
her and an even greater privi-
lege to work with her." 

Gudan came to Schoolcraft in 
1980, charged with initiating, 
organizing and growing the 
Learn ing Assis tance Center . 
And grow it did, from one room 
in the Language Arts Building, 
to two rooms, to three rooms, to 
the cur ren t complex in the 
McDowell Center . Pa t r ic ia 
Yaremchuk, human resources 
specialist, was the LAC secre-
tary in its early days. 

"Sirkka really bui l t up the 
LAC," said Yaremchuk. "She 
was a very supportive person, 
always complimented you, and 
made you feel you could do more. 
You stretched yourself. And she 
was like that with students." 

LAC Counselor Pa t r ic ia 
Hurick, who has a picture of 
Gudan on her desk wi th her 
a rms around a s tudent , said 
Gudan's door was always open to 
students and staff alike. 

"She would talk turkey to stu-
dents in danger of academic dis-
missal, but always offered the 
open hand," Hurick said. "She 
had a sternness tempered by 
showing real concern." 

Hurick, LAC Administrative 
Technician Shirley Dixon and 
many others who worked with 
Gudan consider her a mentor. 
Dixon described her as very gen-
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erous with her time and always 
willing to give staff opportunities 
for growth. Gudan herself was 
considered a leader in the field of 
developmental education and 
was a published researcher. 

Deborah Daiek, Gudan's suc-
cessor as assistant dean, said 
many colleagues looked to her as 
a resource for information. She 
was a founding member of the, 
Michigan Developmental Educa-
tion Survey Committee and an 
organizer and past president of 
t he Michigan Developmental 
Education Consortium. 

Above all, said Daiek, Gudan 
was an inspiration to everyone. 

"Sirkka had the Tes, you can do 
it; you're great' attitude, and she 
instilled it in the faculty, stu-
dents and staff. Everyone who 
worked for her smiled because 
she always walked away saying, 
'I knew you'd be great."' 

Daiek said one of Gudan 's 
hardest decisions was to retire 
and leave Schoolcraft. "That 
was heartbreaking," said Daiek. 

"She founded the LAC and 
pretty much made it what it is 
today." 

But the picture of this woman 
dedicated to her profession and 
the students and staff is fa r 
from complete. "If she said, 

'Let's go on a hike,' plan on 20 
miles minimum," said Daiek. 
"There wasn't much that could 
hold her down. She never took 
no for an answer ." Gudan 
earned a master's and doctorate 
degree from the University of 
Michigan and was a devoted U 
of M football fan and Red Wings 
hockey fan. Daiek recalled an 
incident where Gudan, deter-
mined to get Red Wings' tickets, 
found a source over the Internet, 
met a total stranger in a dark, 
deserted parking lot, brought 
only cash which she concealed in 
her raincoat, and closed this 
cloak-and-dagger incident with a 

pair of tickets. 
"Sirkka lived life to the 

fullest," said Daiek. "She was an 
unusual blend of innocence, 
with a little spark of devil in her. 

She wasn't afraid to go after 
something, even if meant going 
in through a back door. She was 
always able to recognize talent 
in people and bring that out." 

Gudan leaves her husband, 
Frank , children Kr i s ten and 
Ken, and two grandchildren, 
Paul and Lisa. Memorial dona-
tions may be made to School-
craft College Foundation or to 
Detroit Finnish Cooperative and 
Summer Camp Association.

they're born to puberty." 
The charter school would be 

located within the boundaries 
of the Plymouth-Canton school 
district, and house up to 300 
students from the surrounding 
area in grades kindergarten 
through fifth. 

Menlo Park Academy would 
be chartered by Wayne County 
Regional Educational Service 
Agency and, by law, be run as a 
separate school district. How-
ever, the school board of Menlo 
Park would reportedly include 
a P lymouth-Canton school 
board member and another 
member of the public school 
district. 

At Tuesday's board meeting, 
F l am introduced the school 
board to the Menlo Park con-
cept. 

"We can, and we will, change 
the level of their (students') 
in te l l igence," said Flam. 
"Research says there's a poten-
tial of a 40 point spread in a 
person's IQ with brain-based 
learning." 

Flam said the brain of each 
child is unique, and no child 

develops at the same rate. 
"We see the school as having 

multi-age pods, such as K-2 
and grades 3-5, that will pro-
vide multi years of the same 
teachers having contact with 
students," said Flam. "The 
school days will be longer, with 
active parental support." 

If the school is located in the 
Plymouth-Canton school dis-
trict boundaries, "we propose 
the Menlo Park Academy be a 
primary professional develop-
ment site for the school dis-
trict." 

Teachers would reportedly 
benefit from information on 
how to teach with the latest 
technology, and students would 
benefit from an education with 
higher expectations. 

"It's a proposal that 's very 
interesting and leading edge as 
far as educational practices are 
concerned," Super intendent 
Kathleen Booher told trustees. 

While the board expressed 
interest in the advantages of 
brain-based learning, they also 
expressed concerns about the 
cost to Plymouth-Canton 

Schools. 
Menlo Park Academy envi-

sions having 300 students. Not 
all are expected to come from 
PCCS, but most likely a majori-
ty. That would mean the 
school d is t r ic t would lose 
$6,525 per s tuden t in s t a t e 
foundation grant money. 

According to information pre-
pared by the Citizen's Advisory 
Finance Committee, the loss of 
300 students would cost the 
district $1.9 million. There 
would need to be layoffs of 30 
employees to balance the bud-
get, including 18 teachers and 
12 other employees. 

"I like the concept... it's very 
exciting," said Trustee Mark 
Slavens. "However, I'm also a 
fiduciary for the school district 
and if it draws students from 
our district, that school (Menlo 
Park) would get the s t a t e 
money. I would love to incorpo-
rate it into our school district." 

"As a parent, I would really 
like th is opportunity in our 
community," said board mem-
ber Judy Mardigian. "Before I 
could get on board, I'd have to 

see a meaningful 5-year finan-
cial plan and see how we would 
take the financial hit. 

"I would like to see a magnet 
school as an option, or invest in 
professional development in 
brain-based research," she said. 

"I also have questions on 
integrating these students back 
into our dis t r ic t as s ixth 
graders ," said Trus tee Liz 
Givens. "I think it would be a 
challenge for us ... to make 
middle school in te res t ing 
enough for them to succeed." 

Board members pushed to 
see the Menlo Park program 
instituted in the district, not 
outside of it. However, Flam 
didn't seem too interested in 
that plan. 

"We're here because of the 
strength of your administration 
and the vision of the board," he 
said. "This is the way educa-
tion should be taught, and it 
will happen some place." 

The school board will discuss 
its intentions for Menlo Park 
Academy at the Dec. 19 meet-
ing.

Partners launch 
Internet crime 
task force

Criminals who commit mis-
deeds on the Internet not only 
have to contend wi th law 
enforcement, they'll have to deal 
with corporate giants as well. 

Through a partnership with 
Wayne County Sheriff Depart-
ment, 13 companies will assist 
authorities on preventing Inter-
net crimes. 

Sheriff Robert Ficano intro-
duced the panel during a press 
conference at Taylor Elementary 
Thursday. Three or four other 
companies are expected to join. 

"With this partnership, we're 
dramatically raising our collec-
tive IQ," Ficano said. 

The county's Internet crime 
task force has a r res ted more 
than 30 people for f r aud and 
other computer-related criminal 
offenses. 

A West land man, Je f fe ry 
Lacey, 25, goes on trial Dec. 13 
in Wayne County Circuit Court 
on charges he sexually assaulted 
a 14-year-old Livonia boy he met 
through the Internet. 

In November 1999, a man 
inadvertently contacted the boy's 
father on the computer to set up 
another meeting. Wayne County 
Sheriff deputies asked the father 
to arrange an encounter at his 
Livonia home where the man 
was arrested. 

Through the p a r t n e r s h i p , 
Ficano wants to develop a 
nat ional da tabase s imilar to 
what's used in drug enforcement 
circles. The sheriff also wants to 
add an in terac t ive Web s i te 
where parents , t eachers and 
authorities could exchange infor-
mation. 

While Internet crime preven-
tion has largely focused on pro-
tec t ing children from cyber 
predators, a greater number of 
ruses are being pulled through 
bank ing and commerce Web 
s i tes . Credit card f r aud and 
identity theft are major prob-
lems, Ficano said. 

"Just about any con game that 
can be committed on the street 
can be done on the Internet," 
Ficano said. "We're going into 
new areas." 

Of ten vict ims don't have 
redress, said an attorney who 
specializes in Internet law. 

"We have laws, but most police 
departments and sheriff depart-
ments don't have expertise or 
the budget to follow up on these 
cases," said Anthony DeGidio, 
whose Toledo, Ohio-based firm is 
part of the partnership. "I think 
Detroi t is lucky to have th is 
now." 

The county In t e rne t crime 
task force is staffed by five sher-
iff deputies. High-tech compa-
nies will complement the i r 
efforts, providing such things as 
network administrators, infor-
mat ion securi ty exper ts 'a 
technical support. 

The roster includes heavy hit-
ters in the corporate world: Gen-
eral Dynamics, EDS, Michigan 
Heritage Bank, Ameriteeh, Big 
Net, Xerox, John Oram Indus-
t r i e s , Anthony DeGidio Law 
F i rm, Novell, Si lverCube, 
BankOne, Comerica and 
Flagstar Bank. 

"What we're going to do is 
m a k e sure they have the 
resources and the skills to fight 
this," said Eddie Bugg, an EDS 
client specialist. 

Children are vulnerable, since 
they make up 25 percent of all 
Internet users, he said.

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Lawmakers to meet on concealed weapon proposals

"Will more CCW permits be 
issued? Probably. Will there be 
more guns out there? There are 
millions of guns out there now," 
according to state Sen. Willis 
Bullard, R-Highland. 

He was explaining that if the 
s t a t e Legis la ture adopts the 
"shall issue" permit law now 
pending in conference committee 

in Lansing, no one is quite sure 
how many addi t ional people 
would be able to carry concealed 
weapons in Michigan. 

Initial estimates given by bill 
sponsor Rep. Mike Green, R-
Mayville, put the number at 
about 200,000. But the Senate 
added enough restrictions to the 
law and required more training, 
so that some lawmakers were 
willing to predict that fewer peo-
ple would be able to get permits 
than under the current law. 

The conference committee -
including Bullard, Green, Reps. 
Larry DeVuyst, R-Altoa, William 
J. Callahan, D-St. Clair Shores, 
and Sens. Philip Hoffman, R-
Horton, and Christopher Dingell, 
D-Trenton - will meet this com-
ing week, likely on Tuesday, to 
hammer out differences between 
the House and Senate passed 
versions. 

Mike Duggan, Wayne County's 
prosecutor-elect, said he's "get-
t ing together t he people to 

launch the petition drive" oppos-
ing state concealed gun legisla-
tion and will get started as soon 
as- it's passed in Lansing. 

On board already, he said, are 
David Gorczyka and Carl Mar-
linga, the Oakland and Macomb 
county prosecutors, respectively, 
plus "numerous police chiefs and 
organizations, business owners, 
theater owners, ministers and 
priests and (members of) the 
Million Moms March. 

"As soon as we have the legis-

lation, we will attack," he said. 
The proposal stalled a year a 

half ago after the shootings at 
Columbine High School, but leg-
islative leaders want to try to 
revive it in lame duck session 
before it dies at the end of year. 

Dingell said las t week he 
expected no action. 

"It was a fan dance by the gov-
ernor to gain Republican support 
in outs ta te districts, but now 
that the election is over, he does-
n't want anything to be done 

with it," Dingell concluded. ;> :

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Mourning Dove 
bill galvanizes 
area opponents

Plymouth resident Rosita Smith, 
an avid supporter of animal pro-
tection, was a t her computer 
recently e-mailing her protest of a 
bill in the Michigan legislature 
which would remove an almost 
100-year-old ban on hunting the 
mourning dove. 

Smith is on the emergency alert 
list of the Humane Society of the 
United States which means she is 
contacted when there is a pressing 
animal issue which the HSUS 
wants lobbied. 

Groups like the Michigan United 
Conservation Clubs support the 
bill, intrbduced by s ta te Rep. 
Susan Tabor, R-Eaton County. It 
now moves to the Senate, where a 
companion bill has been introduced 
by Sen. David Jaye, R-Washington 
Township. 

Many believe it will be one of 
the last actions taken by the lame 
duck legislature before it breaks 
for the holiday season. 

"I'm so disappointed," said 
Smith, who called the legislation 
cruel and unnecessary . "I was 
stunned." 

Smith fears these birds may be 
mistaken for protected species like 
kestrels and hawks. 

The HSUS complains the mourn-
ing doves are small birds with little 
meat on them that do no damage to 

crops or property. They will be shot 
primarily for target practice and 
therefore have a high wounding 
rate. The hunting season would 
likely begin in September when 
these birds are still nesting their 
young. 

"Not only has the House leader-
ship pushed this enormously con-
troversial proposal in its lame duck 
session, but it announced a hearing 
over the Thanksgiving holiday and 
rammed the bill through its com-
mittee of jurisdiction and on to the 
floor in a single day," said Sandy 
Rowland, regional director of the 
Great Lakes office of the HSUS. 

"Political leaders know that the 
public strongly opposes a target 
shooting on these gentle and unof-
fensive birds and they are moving 
the bill with lightning speed dur-
ing the holidays because they want 
to avoid the wrath of voters," she 
said. 

The Lansing-based Michigan 
Coalition for Responsible Gun 
Owners say dove hunting would be 
a boon for older citizens, as well as 
handicapped hunters . "Because 
most dove hunting is conducted 
from a stationary sitting or stand-
ing position in an open field, it rep-
resents one of the finest hunting 
opportunities for people who are no 
longer able to push through heavy 
cover for upland birds or work 
their way to a duck-hunting blind," 
according to their position paper.

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Mary Zuckerman appointed deputy county executive

One of Mike D u g g a n ' s top 
" recru i t s" ha s been chosen to 
succeed him as Wayne County's 
deputy chief executive officer. 

But Duggan's not surprised at 
his protege's becoming the first 
woman ever to serve as the coun-
ty's No. 2 CEO. 

"It took me about five minutes 
to rea l ize she 's a lot s m a r t e r 
t h a n I am, so I h i r e d h e r , " 
quipped Duggan in recalling tha t 
Jaycees meeting nine years ago 
when he was introduced to Mary 
L. Zuckerman of Livonia. 

He said he and Dave Katz, the 
former county airports director, 
had earned national recognition 
as Jaycees for their very success-
fu l "Walk for Mankind" fund-
raisers. 

But when he discovered what 
Zuckerman had accomplished 
wi th the same project, he was 
sold. 

"When you see that kind of tal-
ent, you have to hire them," he 
said. "She impresses everybody 
she meets with her intelligence -
everybody." 

"She's a female Mike Duggan," 
said County Executive Edward 
H. McNamara after announcing 
Zuckerman ' s a p p o i n t m e n t on 
Thursday. 

"We're very fortunate to have 
someone of Mary Zuckerman's 
caliber here in Wayne County 
government," said McNamara. 

"She's a very decisive person, 
very courageous," said McNama-
ra. "It 's a pressure-cooker j u s t 
running the day-to-day business 
here, with 15 department heads 
and varying degrees of problems 
to be resolved." 

Mother of two 
The 37-year-old Zuckerman, 

married and the mother of two, 
becomes r e s p o n s i b l e for t h e 
county's daily operations Jan . 1, 
w h e n Duggan t a k e s over a s 
county prosecuting attorney. 

The county char te r requi res 
t h a t t h e a p p o i n t m e n t be 
approved by the County Com-
mission. 

However , M c N a m a r a , who

surpr ised many by selecting a 
woman as Deputy CEO, said, "I 
don't think anybody who knows 
her could be against her." 

Zuckerman has "demonstrated 
tremendous leadership over the 
p a s t eight years , " McNamara 
said. 

"Mary has the ability to orga-
nize people, the courage to give 
direction and make sure staff 
m e m b e r s a r e accountable for 

their responsibilities," he said. 
"She gets projects completed. 

"She's firm, not overbearing, 
but she knows who she should be 
tough about," he added. 

She's also respectful towards 
o the rs , inc lud ing the Coun ty 
Commission - the county's leg-
islative branch, which got t he 
opposite reaction from Duggan, 
said McNamara. 

"She keeps t r a c k of every-
thing," he said, "and she's tough 
to fool." 

He also called Zuckerman "the 
most effective person we've had 
a t a c q u i r i n g l and" - a not -
insignificant consideration, given 
the coming of the casinos: "The 
price of land has gone through 
the roof," he said. 

Z u c k e r m a n has been a key 
member of McNamara's admin-
istration since 1992, when she 
came on board to manage special 
projects for the county's depart-
ment of jobs and economic devel-
opment. 

She has negotiated leases with 
building owners for the Friend of 
the Court, treasurer's and regis-
ter of deeds offices. More recent-
ly, she has been project manager 
for t h e new Comer ica P a r k , 
home of the baseball Tigers, and 
Ford Fie ld , t h e new s t a d i u m 
being built across from the ball 
park tha t will host the Detroit 

Lions football team. 
In 1998, she was responsible 

for financial management of the 
$80-million Summer Fix-Up Pro-
g r a m a t 2 7 1 D e t r o i t publ ic 
schools. 

" I would have never gotten the 
school repairs done without her," 
said Duggan. "She's got a phe-
nomenal mind" for figures and 
administration. 

Shuttle service 
As the current executive direc-

tor of the Wayne County Build-
ing Author i ty , she's managing 
the renovat ion of a number of 
county facilities. She's also work-
ing on a shuttle service to allevi-
ate the parking shortage affect-
ing county employees. 

Zuckerman , who majored in 
public administration in college, 
said of the task ahead: "I've got 
huge shoes to fill. 

"Mike Duggan 's been in the 
position a lot of years," she said. 
"I hope to come somewhat close 
to the impact he's had." 

Zuckerman, reared on a farm 
in L u x e m b o u r g , Iowa, nea r 
Dubuque on the state's east side, 
said she "knew at an early age" 
she wanted to be in public work. 

She d e s c r i b e d h e r s e l f as a 
"results-focused" financial per-
son r a t h e r t h a n "bottom-line-
focused" like those in the private 

sector. 
She looks forward to working 

with the everyone - "We have an 
incredible staff here," she said -
and especially with the ideas put 
for th by McNamara: "I t ake a 
vision and make it reality." 

She hopes her efforts will help 
Wayne County become recog-
nized as "a world-class county." 

Zuckerman came to the county 
after 12 years with the old Secu-
rity Bank, where she worked her 
way up to assis tant vice presi-
dent for budget.

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1st segment of Metro roads system completed next week 
The first segment of Wayne 

County's $176-million effort to 
build a new and improved roads 
System at Detroit Metropolitan 
Airport is to be completed by 
midweek, according to County 
Executive Ed McNamara. 
T That's when the Wayne/Vining 
Road - a new five-mile, $10.8-
million project running along the 
Airport's western edge between 
Eureka Road and Interstate 94 -
is expected to open, McNamara 
announced Thursday. 
• It 's one of a host of projects 
either under construction or in 
the design phase that, over the 
next two years, will reshape the 
way people get to and from the 
airport - and the quality of those 
commutes, the CEO said. 

"Not only are we improving 
the terminals, the airfield, the 
parking and the customer ser-
vice at Metro Airport, we are 
essent ia l ly building our cus-
tomers a new road system," said 
McNamara. "Very shortly, the 
finest new terminal in the world 
will have a world-class system to 
service it." 

The new Wayne/Vining -
which provides another north-
south corridor near Metro -
replaces roads taken for con-
struction of the airport's newest 
runway, jus t west of the new 
Midfield Terminal opening in 
December 2001. 

According to John Roach, 
county roads depar tmen t 
spokesman, the massive road-
improvement project, which is 
part of the county's "Reinvent 
Metro: In the Air and On the 
Ground" project, includes: 

• The Wayne/Vining, which 
connects to the $15-million free-
way interchange at 1-94 and Vin-
ing opened in 1998 by the Michi-
gan Department of Transporta-
tion; 

• The f inal segment of the 
new South Access Road, linking 
it to Rogell Drive and provide 
travelers entering the airport 
from 1-94 with access to the new 
midfield terminal; 

• The $5.3-million reconstruc-

Metro Airport's New 
$176 Million Road System 
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tion and widening to five lanes of 
Eureka Road along the south 
side of Metro Airport, from the 
South Access Road to Middle 
Belt; 

• The reconstruction of Wayne 
County's busiest intersection -
Wick/Goddard and Middle Belt. 
I t handles more than 64,000 
vehicles a day and its asphalt 
pavement, which is prone to rut-
ting from the heavy traffic, will 
be replaced by nine inches of 
steel-reinforced concrete in all 
four directions. 

Goddard Road running west of 
t he intersection - soon to be 
renamed the 1-94 South Service 
Drive - will be resurfaced to 
Merriman Road near the airport 
entrance. Work is slated for 
2002. 

County Airports Director 
Lester Robinson said, "In little 
more than a year, Metro Airport 
will be among an elite group of 
airports which have direct access 
to and from two major inter-
states. 

"This will mark a profound 
improvement in the level of con-
venience travelers can expect at 
Metro before they even step foot 
inside a parking deck or termi-

The main bill in the package, 
Green's House Bill 4530, would 
require gun boards to issue 
licenses if applicants meet the 
criteria set out in the law - are 
21 years old, do not have a crimi-
nal record, have no history of 
mental illness, have received the 
required training, etc. 

The bill was shelved in May 
1999 due to a public outcry after 
the Columbine incident. Objec-
tions to the bill were raised from 
police and prosecutors as well.

"When this work is completed 
shortly after our new terminal 
opens, the vast majority of our 
county and s ta te roads t h a t 
bring people to and from Metro 
Airport won't just be pothole-
free, they will be new or like-
new," said Director of Public Ser-
vices Cameron Priebe. 

Gateway to state 
"Metro Airport is the gateway 

to Michigan," Priebe added. "We 
understand first-impressions are 
very important, so it is impera-
tive we provide (for) travelers." 

The county also is lobbying the 
state for a new interchange at I-
94 and Inks te r Road, plus a 
reconfigured interchange at I-
275 and Eureka, to allow even 
more convenient access to Metro, 
officials said. 

The Wayne/Vining, a five-mile-
long project replacing sections of 
Wayne and Wahrman roads, also 
will provide access to the coun-
ty's 1,800-acre Pinnacle 
Aeropark, planned for south of 
the airport. 

The final $20-million segment 
of the South Access Road will, 
when finished late next year, 
complete the $144-million road-
way that enters the airport from 
1-275 and Eureka Road - thus 
making Metro one of the few air-
ports in the nation to offer trav-
elers direct access from major 
interstates on two sides. Con-

struction is to begin in January. 
The widening and rebuilding 

of Eureka is a nearly two-mile 
project scheduled for 2002 that 
McNamara hopes to move up a 
year and complete in time for the 
new terminal's opening. Design-
work is on schedule, but right-of-
way must be acquired this win-
ter to make that possible. 

Detroi t Metro, t he world's 
sixth busiest airport, is in the 
midst of a $2-billion expansion 
and modernizat ion program 
which will make it one of the 
leading hub des t ina t ion and 
depar tu re facil i t ies in North 
America.

Needing a win 
Despite the changes, Rockers still tumble to Kixx

Something good has got to happen — 
and soon — if the Detroit Rockers are 
going to save this season. 

Heaven knows they've tried. They've 
changed coaches, added new personnel, 
brought back stars from the past (Den-
nis Brose) . . . But in Friday's home 
game against the Philadelphia Kixx, 
nothing changed. 

The Rockers fell behind and, with an 
offense t h a t current ly can only be 
described as anemic, could never catch 
up in losing, 13-8 at Plymouth's Com-
puware Arena. 

That loss dropped them to 1-9, dead 
last in the National Professional Soccer 
League's Nat ional Conference and 
worst in the entire NPSL.

Needing a win 
Despite the changes, Rockers still tumble to Kixx

Something good has got to happen — 
and soon — if the Detroit Rockers are 
going to save this season. 

Heaven knows they've tried. They've 
changed coaches, added new personnel, 
brought back stars from the past (Den-
nis Brose) . . .

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Firearms deer hunt results in a near-record

These harvest figures 
rank this year's firearm 
season as the second 
highest on record. The 

record harvest occurred in 1998 when 
351,475 deer (187,632 antlered, 163,843 
antlerless) were taken. 

The harvest during the firearm deer 
season generally comprises about 60 
percent of the total annual harvest of 
deer. The archery seasons contribute 
about 25 percent, muzzleloading about 
5 percent and special antlerless seasons 
about 10 percent. The total deer harvest 
from all seasons is expected to be about 
505,000 for 2000. 

,The DNR uses a combination of sever-

al sampling methods to prepare its pre-
liminary f i rearm season harves t esti-
mate. Data for the estimated harvest for 
the Upper Peninsula and the northern 
Lower Peninsula is obtained from a sur-
vey of southbound traffic during the 16-
day firearm deer season. 

DNR Wildlife personnel, located a t 
strategic locations on the state's major 
highways, record the number of vehicles 
with harvested deer seen during each 
count ing period. The DNR-opera ted 
highway deer check stations also pro-
vide additional information on the ratio 
of v i s ib le /no t v is ib le dee r coming 
th rough these s ta t ions . This da t a is 
incorporated into mathematical models 
and, along with qualitative information 
from DNR wildlife biologists, the esti-
mate of the total harvest for the Upper 
Peninsula and northern Lower Peninsu-
la is made. 

E s t i m a t e s for the sou the rn Lower 
Peninsula harvests are obtained from 
wildlife management unit supervisors, 
who rely on an extensive network of 
employee/hunter contacts dur ing the 
f irearm season. Final es t imated deer 

harvest figures, which will be available 
next July, are based on a mail survey of 
about 45,000 deer hunters who partici-
pated in this year's hunt. Historically, 
the preliminary highway count usually 
is within five percent of the final har-
vest survey estimate. 

An estimated 722,000 hunters were 
out during the November 15-30 hunt. 

"We anticipated the statewide harvest 
to be a little lower this year because the 
deer population was smaller but tha t 
didn't happen. The excellent hunt ing 
condi t ions t h r o u g h o u t t h e season 
increased the h a r v e s t of deer," said 
Rebecca H u m p h r i e s , Chief of t he 
Wildlife Division. "As expected, the 
statewide harvest of 140,000 antlerless 
deer was slightly down from last year, 
reflecting our focus on achieving a good 
antlerless harvest in areas with high 
deer numbers." 

Humphries said the antlerless har-
vest to date, along with the archery and 
la te f i rearm seasons, will "keep the 
DNR on target with our management 
objectives for a smaller but heal thier 
deer population." 

The buck h a r v e s t was up s l ight ly 
because of the recent mild winters and 
excellent hunting conditions. There was 
a small decrease in the northern Lower 
Pen insu la an t le r less ha rves t (minus 
4%) over 1999 while the buck harvest 
was about the same as last year. 

"Last winter ' s mild wea the r had a 
positive effect on the condition of the 
deer in the northern deer herd. Antler 
development has been very good with 
only a few small racks and spikes," said 
John Urbain, DNR big-game specialist. 

"Measurements of many one-and-a-
half-year-old bucks showed both beam 
diameters and antler points are up." 

U r b a i n said t h e r e may have been 
fewer firearm deer hunters afield this 
year in the northern Lower Peninsula 
based on early r epor t s of lower deer 
numbers, but favorable hunting condi-
tions and deer sign throughout the sea-
son kept hunters afield longer. 

Upper Peninsula hunters took an esti-
mated 58,000 bucks and 21,000 antler-
less deer this fall , near ly 45 percent 
more deer than the 39,564 bucks and 
15,120 antlerless deer taken during the 

1999 firearm deer season. ° - * 
"The continued recovery of the deer'?* 

population in the U.P. from the impacts* 
of two severe winters was obvious to; 
hun te r s th i s year," said Humphr ies , : ; 
"People were seeing deer, deer sign and 
enjoying life in camp." 

The condition of deer being checked is, -
excellent again this year in the Upper . 
Peninsu la , wi th impress ive year l ing 
antler development. Bridge counts of 
vehicles with deer throughout the deer, . 
season were up more than 47 percent 
from last year. 

Deer season is f a r f r om over, and t 
hunters have additional opportunities' , , 
for deer hunting this winter. About 20, 
percent more deer are expected to be 
taken during the remaining deer sea-
sons, especially antlerless deer on pri-** 
vate land. Archery deer hunting seasons-
continues through Jan. 1 statewide. 

Muzzleloading deer hun t ing season 
r u n s t h r o u g h Dec. 10 in t h e U p p e r 
Peninsula, Dec. 17 in the Lower Penin-
sula. There also is a late firearm antler-
less deer season (Dec. 16 through Jan. 
1) on private land for antlerless deer. 

Whooping cranes are making a comeback within the state

One of t he 
biggest events in 
Michigan bird-
ing this summer 
was the appear-
ance of two 
w h o o p i n g 
cranes. 

They se t t l ed 
near Sandusky 
in abandoned 
pea t min ing 
lands. Whooping 
cranes are large 
(a lmos t 5 fee t 

t a l l w i t h a 7 foot w i n g s p a n ) 
white birds with long legs and a 
long neck, and like all cranes, fly 
w i t h t h e i r neck s t r e t c h e d 
straight forward. 

In 1937, the entire population 
of whooping cranes was reduced 
to 15 b i rds . Dur ing the mid-
1960s, e f fo r t s to h a n d r a i s e 
young whooping cranes began, 
resulting in a captive population 
t h a t was to be used for fu ture 
breeding and eventual release to 
t h e wi ld . The I n t e r n a t i o n a l 
Crane Foundation in Baraboo, 
Wis. has been a leader in this 

species recovery. 
Foundation workers dressed in 

crane costumes and danced like 
courting cranes to induce bond-
ing and egg production when the 
n u m b e r s of c r anes were very 
low. They also h a n d fed t h e 
young wi th c r ane p u p p e t s so 
they did not imprint on humans. 
Because of their efforts there are 
app rox ima te ly 185 whooping 
cranes in the world today. 

The two tha t spent the sum-
mer in Sandusky were raised at 
the International Crane Founda-
tion and were later released near 
Kissimme, Fla. Satellite popula-
tions of whooping cranes have 
been established in case some-
thing happens to the main popu-
lation tha t winters at Aransas 
Wildlife Refuge in Texas. They 
are five or six years old and were 
expected to stay in Florida. 

This spring, however, the two 
birds, affectionately known as 
Winston and Whitney, decided to 
fly north. 

Their n o r t h w a r d f l ight was 
mon i to red by t h e F i s h and 
Wildl i fe Service by m e a n s of 

radio telemetry devices attached 
the leg of each bird. Tennessee 
birders were delighted when the 
two w h o o p e r s l anded a t t h e 
H i w a s s e e Wildl i fe Re fuge in 
Meigs County. 

By April the two were in San-
dusky where they spent the sum-
mer. Maybe they were looking 
for a nesting site. Cranes feed on 
in sec t s , o t h e r smal l i n v e r t e -
brates and occasionally a mouse 
or vole. 

Wild populations of whooping 
cranes under take an extensive 
m i g r a t i o n t h a t r a n g e s f rom 
A r a n s a s Wild l i fe Refuge in 
southern Texas to Wood Buffalo 
National Park in the Northwest 
Territories near the Arctic Circle 
for the summer nesting season. 
So this relatively short journey 
f rom Flor ida to Michigan was 
not s o m e t h i n g new to t h i s 
species. I t was not expected of 
these two birds because they had 
never been on a migration and 
had no adult birds to give direc-
tions. 

Af te r t h e i r summer s tay in 
Sandusky, they headed south on 

Nov. 21. They spent Tuesday 
night on the northern shore of 
Lake Erie. Wednesday morning 
they flew south across Lake Erie. 
U n f o r t u n a t e l y , only Whi tney 
made it to the Ohio border. Win-
ston somehow got separated and 
has not been heard from since. 
He may still be alive, scientists 
have not given up hope. 

Whitney roosted in Langsville, 
Ohio W e d n e s d a y n i g h t and 
headed for southwest Virginia to 
roost near Lebanan, Va. 

By Friday she was in Greene 
County, Tenn. On Wednesday, 
Nov. 29, she left Statesboro, Ga. 
and flew to the U.S. Army Camp 
Blanding Military Reservation 
near Starke, Fla. 

A little adjustment in orienta-
tion and she will be near Inver-
ness; Fla., where she and Win-
ston started their spring journey. 

Through the advances in tech-
nology, t he se two b i r d s we re 
monitored by air and by ground, 
and by the power of the Internet, 
a long w i t h people w i l l i ng to 
share theirs.
