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Colleagues say founding officer 
Sayer known for his generosity

Canton Police Sgt. E rnes t 
"Ernie" Sayre was someone who 
never let the grim aspects of his 
job take away his sense of 
decency and generosity, accord-
ing to those who knew him. 

Sayre, 47, of Pinckney, died 
Sunday, Dec. 18, at St. Joseph 
Mercy Hospital in Ann Arbor. 
He had been battling cancer for 
about a year and been on sick 
leave for several months. 

He was born July 8, 1953 in 
Garden City and was a Canton 
Police sergeant and officer for 
more than 20 years. 

His funeral services Thursday, 
Dec. 21, at L. J. Griffin Funeral 
Home in Westland drew about 
200 mourners, including police 
officers, firefighters and town-
ship officials. 

E. Wayne Byrum, chaplain 
with the Canton Police Depart-
ment, was the officiating minis-
ter. 

Byrum said he was impressed

with Sayre's selfless generosity 
that he showed toward people in 
trouble. While on a police run in 
1992, they .encountered an elder-
ly woman who was shut into a 
closet. They were investigating 
what they believed was a suspi-
cious situation. 

"After evaluating the situa-
tion, we realized she was just a 
very lonely elderly lady," who 
had most likely shut herself into 
the closet, Byrum said. I t 
appeared as though she hadn't 

had anything to eat for a good 
while. 

Sayre was apparently sympa-
thetic to the woman's plight. 
Byrum said he took some of his 
own money and said, "I want you 
to take a squad car and go get 
this lady some dinner." 

The only catch was he didn't 
want the woman to know who 
had helped her, Byrum recalled. 

Another time Sayre helped out 
was when he donated $100 to a 
memorial fund set up to help the 
Dell'Orco family, victims of a 
fa ta l house fire several years 
ago. 

"(Sayre) came up to me and he 
Was the f i rs t one to donate," 
Byrum said. Again, this dona-
tion was anonymous by Sayre's 
own request. 

"I cannot think of an occupa-
tion where people can be more of 
help and more of service than a 
police officer," Byrum said. 
"They have an opportunity every 
day to make a difference in a 
positive way." 

In his eulogy, Byrum urged 
people to "add life to their years" 

as Sayre, whom he said always 
tried to live life to its fullest. 

Sayre 's favor i te hobby was 
fishing, which he enjoyed along 
with his wife, Joan. He is also 
survived by a daughter, Leigh; 
four brothers and one sister. 

Byrum said Sayre also had a 
knack for four-letter words - in 
crossword puzzles, that is. 

"He was always doing cross-
word puzzles," Byrum said, 
adding that he liked to challenge 
his co-workers to beat his speed 
in completing them. Few did. 

. Canton Public Safety Director 
John Santomauro said Sayre 
was one of the founding officers 
of the township's police depart-
ment. 

"He was very, very well liked," 
Santomauro said. "He brought a 
certain amount of personality to 
the organization. Any time you 
have something like this hap-
pen, the person is going to be 
very, very missed. He was a 
highly thought of member of this 
department."

Local Palestinian-American 
and Jewish leaders, divided over 
who's to blame for deadly Mid-
dle East fighting, appear dis-
couraged t h a t any tangible 
peace accord will soon emerge. 

Pales t inian-Americans say 
that U.S. leaders and American 
citizens need to call on heavily 
armed Israeli soldiers to stop 
attacking Palestinians - many 
of them youths - armed only 
with rocks, s l ingshots and a 
strong loyalty to the i r home-
land. 

"It's terrible to see innocent 
children getting killed," said 
May Saba, a Livonia resident 
and national president of the 
35,000-member American Fed-
eration of Ramallah Palestine. 

But Jewish leaders portray 
Palestinians as aggressors and 
say t h a t I s rae l i s are merely 
defending their nation. 

"Unti l Arab nat ions and 
Palestinians accept Israel as a 
nation, they cannot hope to have 
any peace," said Joseph Savin, 
p res ident of the Southfield-
based Zionist Organization of 
America. "Israel cannot jus t 
walk into the sea." 

Palestinian-Americans and 
Jewish residents live peacefully 
in metro Detroit, but statements 
made by their leaders indicate 

bitter divisions even as they con-
t inue to hope for Middle East 
peace. 

Joseph Eadeh, a West land 
City Council member whose 
family moved from Ramallah to 
the United States when he was 
5 years old, said many casual 
observers don't realize the dis-
advantages tha t Palest inians 
face against Israelis. 

"We have stones. They have 
t anks , " he said . "We have 
stones. They have F-16s (jet 
fighters)." 

Eadeh asked the Observer to 
meet with him, May and Samir 
Mashni - a Canton resident and 
past president of the American 
Federation of Ramallah Pales-
tine - at Westland's Ramallah 
Club, where Palestinian-Ameri-
cans socialize. 

Eadeh stressed that Palestini-
ans account for most of the more 
t h a n 300 dea ths t h a t have 
occurred since the latest round 
of Middle East fighting started 
in September. 

"It's almost to the point of eth-
nic cleansing," he said, adding 
that much of the world doesn't 
seem to be taking notice. 

Savin responded that Pales-
tinians, rather than seeking to 
live peacefully with Israelis, are 
intent on destroying Israel. 

"At this point it's a complete 
stalemate," Savin said. "Israel 
has gone as far as it can possibly 
go in making concessions ... The 

Palestinians are interested in 
( taking) the whole s t a t e of 
Israel . They've been doing it 
piecemeal." 

Mashni said Palestinians do 
want peace. 

"We hope tha t the U.S. and 
the world will realize that Pales-
tinians are in need of peace, but 
a jus t peace," Mashni said, 
adding later, "Our fellow U.S. 
citizens and friends, whether 
they're Jewish or from different 
ethnic backgrounds , need to 
stand up and let their voices be 
heard to stop the killing. We 
can't allow kids to be killed. As 
Americans, we need to wake 
up." 

Savin, however, said Israelis 
have been under attack during a 
number of Middle East crises 
during the last 70 years. 

"In a sense," he said, "this is 
just another one of the crises in 
the last 70 years." 

Savin said many Arabs are 
allowed to live on Israeli land 
while more than a million Jews 
have been forced to leave coun-
tries such as Egypt, Libya, Syria 
and Lebanon. 

But Eadeh said some Pales-, 
tinians are forced to earn a liv-
ing by building Israeli homes on 
Palestinian land. 

Savin also said Palestinian-
Americans a ren ' t te l l ing the 
entire- story when they describe 
Israelis attacking Palest inian 
children.

Animals fight 
to survive in 
heavy snow 

Af ter several years of minimal 
snow, compared to 25 y e a r s 
ago, we a r e expe r i enc ing a 

snow cover tha t we haven't seen in a 
long time. It gives us an opportunity 
to discover how it affects wildlife, 
both good and bad. 

I walked the t rai l a t Indepen-
dence Oaks County Park the other 
day and came upon a hermit t h ru sh 
perched in the open on a .branch. It 
was squat t ing low on the branch so 
its feet were covered in fluffed 
breast feathers . In addition, its 
head was pushed down onto its 
"shoulders." 

This species of bird normally 
migrates to t he southern s ta tes or 
Central America. No one knows 
wha t makes individuals s tay this 
fa r north. Maybe it was injured and 
could not fly. Maybe it is sick and-
disoriented. I t 's difficult to know for 
sure. 

During w a r m e r winters t h a t we 
experienced the past several years, 
a hermit t h r u s h may have been able 

• - to find adequate shelter and food. 
Snow covering fallen logs, tan-

. ; gles of brush, v ine clusters and 
••t other ground shel ters reduces the 
% number of places for survival. 

Exposure on the end of a branch 
* isn't good for a weak individual. I 

was able to approach within five 
feet of this bird and it didn't fly 
away. This bird will be an easy tar-
get for a Cooper's or sharp-shinned 
hawk. 

However, t he Detroit Audubon 
Society Chr i s tmas Bird Count held 
on Dec. 17 suggests tha t even the 
hawks have left the area. Last year 
a t the same t ime, counters recorded 
77 red-tailed h a w k s in a 15 mile 
diameter area in northwest Oak-
land County. This year, fewer than 
20 red-tails were observed. 

The deep snow makes it ha rd for 
birds of prey to capture their prey. 
Small rodents l ike mice and voles 
s tay beneath t h e snow and tunnel 
to find seeds on the ground. Seldom 
do they need to r ise to the surface 
and expose themselves to danger. 

, Hawks like the red-tail will move 
south if they cannot find food. 

Not only does the snow allow 
small rodents to hide from danger, 
the deep snow also serves as an 
insulation from the cold tempera-

- tures. One of t h e big challenges to 
an animal's survival is staying 

, warm in cold temperatures . The 
1 hermit t h ru sh was fluffing its feath-
* ers to t rap w a r m air next to i ts 

body. Deep snow insulates mice 
from cold air and wind. Under 20 
inches of snow the temperature 
does not f luctuate a t all. Mice do 
not have to expend much energy to 
keep warm like animals above the 
snow. 

Wild turkey have to work ha rd to 
find nu ts on the ground when snow 
is as deep as it is this month. 
Though they are big birds, it t akes 
a lot of energy to scratch through 20 
inches of snow. Even after all t h a t 
scratching, they do not know if they 
will find food. Af ter a hard day of 
searching for food, the 10 wild 
turkey I saw in the irees a i 3 p.m. 
were resting and reducing their 
th rea t s of danger by getting off the 
ground. 

This is indeed the kind of weath-
er when birds will benefit from full 
bird feeders. Keep seed, suet and 
water available whenever you can. 
Deep snow and cold temperatures 
over long periods of time make it 
very hard for wildlife to survive.

There's snow tomorrow 
for these flag footballers

Green Bay's "frozen tundra" mus t 
have seemed like Daytona Beach com-
pared to conditions that greeted nine 
men who converged on Canton Town-
ship's Flodin Park the morning of Dec. 
16 for a game of flag football. 

Gusting winds blew a sleet and freez-
ing rain across an orange cone-marked 
field that had been blanketed by 2 feet 
of heavy, wet snow. 

But the game went on — just like it 
had since the group of Canton-area res-
idents started gathering at Flodin Park 
every autumn and early-winter Satur-
day morning in 1995. 

"The more adverse the weather con-
ditions, the more enjoyable the game 
is," insisted Jeff Marcero, who wore a 
Detroit Lions No. 10 jersey over three 
layers of sweat shir ts and thermals . 
"When we first start playing in Septem-
ber every year, it's usually 70 degrees 
and sunny. The last few weeks it's usu-
ally cold and snowy like this — but it 
doesn't cut down on the number of guys 
who come out and play. If anything, we 
get more players when the weather is bad." 

What is it that attracts these mostly 30-something flag 
football junkies to arctic-like Flodin Park on a frigid Satur-
day morning in December when they could be playing pick-
up basketball or racquetball in a toasty recreation center 
gym? It's a passion for a game that offers spirited competi-
tion, camaraderie and cardiovascular exercise, while taking 
them back to their childhood days of touch football in the 
back yard. 

"There are fewer opportunities to go out and play flag foot-
ball and other team sports as you get older," said 38-year-old 
Canton resident Mike McDonald, a flag-football regular for 
three years. "A lot of recreational athletes like myself gravi-
tate to golf and tennis when they get into their 30s, but flag 
football is a fun sport that offers great exercise. You do a lot 
of sprinting, as most people are going deep on jus t about 
every play. After a week of work, it's a great way to unwind 
and have some fun at the same time." 

Canton resident Rod Dunlap agreed. "I like it because of 
the camaraderie that develops between the different play-
ers," the 38-year-old lawyer said. "When you, show up to 
play, you may only know one or two guys, but by the time 
the morning is over, you feel you've been friends with every-
one there for years." 

The turnout at Flodin Park each week varies from eight to 
16 players , depending on severa l variables,- inc luding 
whether the U-M football team has a home game, the little 
league schedules of the participants' son^^an^. daughters-, 
and the weather. More than 30 different player's have ihown 
up at one time or another this year, but never more than 14 
on any given Saturday. 

"Our goal every week is to get 16 players so that we can 
have two games of four-on-four going on at the same time, 
then have the winners of the two games meet in a mini-tour-
nament," Marcero said. "Last year, we actually had 16 play-
ers show up one week. Unfortunately, about 10 minutes 
after we set up the fields and started playing, one player 
broke his collarbone and two or three others had to quit 
because they pulled their hamstrings. We ended up playing 
one big game of five-on-five anyway." 

Because it is flag football and not tackle, serious injuries 
have been few. One player broke his wrist this year, only to 
show up the following week ready to play — armed with a

soft cast that stretched from the palm of his right hand to 
his elbow. 

"He played with the cast for two or three weeks," Marcero 
said, "but, unfortunately, he blew out his knee the following 
week and had to quit for the season. There are always 
pulled muscles and sprained fingers, but other than that , it's 
pretty safe." 

There's usually more pain for players the Monday follow-
ing the games than on game days — especially for first-time 
players, Marcero said. 

"Early in the season, you're using muscles you usually 
don't use because you're sprinting, cutting and making a lot 
of sharp starting and stopping moves," he said. "I usually 
don't feel it until Monday morning when I get up for work 
and I can barely walk. It's at that moment that you realize 
what a good workout flag football can be." 

"It's f u n because, unlike regular football, you're either 
quarterback, or you're going out for a pass," Marcero said. 
"No one has to stay back and block. Plus, there are usually 
only four players on a team, so the odds are you're going to 
touch the ball at least one every four plays." 

The ages, skill levels and sizes of regular participants are 
as varied as their 40-yard-dash times. Some players are in 
their mid-20s, but most are in their mid- to late-30s. Some 
played college sports, while others never earned a varsity 
letter in high school. 

A £ew can run a 40 in less than five seconds, but t he 
major i ty are happy to be able to r u n 40 yards wi thout 
pulling something. 

The games are much like the annual Army-Navy game — 
the skill level may not always be first class, but the games 
are generally close and hard fought. 

"It 's nice because we always divide it up so tha t both 
teams have at least one really fast guy, two medium-speed 
guys and a slower guy," Dunlap said. "Blowouts are rare." 

If you're interested in playing flag football (the group 
plays every weekend from the weekend after Labor Day 
through Super Bowl weekend), show up at Flodin Park on 
Saturday mornings. For more details, e-mail your name and 
phone number to lwright237@aol.com. 

"We would eventually like to start up an informal league 
beginning next year," Marcero said. "If you want to play, 
show up on Saturdays at Flodin Park."

HOW LONG WILL THE INJECTION LAST 
The question is a good one. When a physician recommends a joint 

injection, patients often respond by asking: "How long will the injection 
last?" 

The doctor cannot give an equally good answer. 
The success of an injection depends on what you do, what the doctor does, and where 

the condition that underlies the need for an injection, is going. 
For example, if you have a swollen knee, and your doctor injects the knee with a steroid, 

an unexpected blow or wrenching of the knee can undo what good came from the injection. 
Success of the injection also depends on the doctor getting the steroid in the proper 

place. That can be difficult as. in a swollen joint the landmarks used to ensure accuracy are 
obscured by the swollen tissues. Withdrawing joint fluid confirms the placement of the 
injection, but joints, even when inflamed, may contain too little fluid to withdraw. Thus, at 
times, the physician may have no way to confirm his accuracy. 

Then there is the underlying condition. It happens that the inflammation associated with 
gout can be so intense, that one injection though properly done, is not sufficient to resolve 
the pain and inflammation. In rheumatoid arthritis, injection into a wrist or knee may give only 
5-6 days relief not 4-6 weeks because the arthritis is in so great a flare. 

However,as a procedure for immediate relief of pain, with the possibility of a long-term 
effect, joint injection is an excellent,choice.

2001 calendar 
celebrates 
Detroit's history 
JJ, nnette McConnell felt the mem-

J y j , ories rushing back as she looked 
m m through the boxes of pho-
tographs Tony Spina left to Wayne 
State University. The task seemed 
almost overwhelming as McConnell, a 
Livonia resident, searched through 
more than 23,000 prints and nega-
tives to find a dozen of Spina's images 
for the 2001 Days of Detroit Calendar. 

The Detroit Historical Society pro-
ject is something close to her heart 
and that of her husband Jim. Both 
have volunteered hundreds of hours 
over the last few years to develop a 
5,000 item database for the calendar, 
which lists a historical fact about 
Detroit for every day of the year. 

The decision to use Spina's pho-
tographs to accent the cover and indi-
vidual months was a natural. The 
longtime Bloomfield Hills resident 
spent more than 40 years photograph-
ing people and events for the Detroit 
Free Press before retiring in 1989 as 
chief photographer. He remained chief 
photographer emeritus until his 
death in 1995. 

"Having grown up in this area I 
really enjoyed looking at the different 
prints," said McConnell. "Tony Spina 
was a photojournalist. These are sto-
ries that would stand out in your 
mind." 

Once McConnell sifted through all 
of the prints and negatives Spina 
donated to the Walter T. Reuther 
Library, she realized Douglas Haller 
needed all the help he could get to 
catalog the mountain of images. 
Haller is coordinator of audio visual 
collections at the Walter T. Reuther 
Library at Wayne State University. 

"We divided the photographs into 
categories," said McConnell who vol-
unteered three days a week from 
April to November to sort through the 
photographs. "I was especially 
impressed with Tony's images of the 
Papacy. He photographed all of the 
popes from the '40s on. His presiden-
tial collection includes all of the presi-
dents from Truman on as well as let-
ters from the presidents. There's also 
a Detroit section along with pho-

tographs of Jimmy Durante, Lauren 
Bacall and Elvis. The collection has 
all of these special portraits." 

Jim McConnell's favorite image is 
the one chosen for the cover because 
it celebrates the 300th birthday of 
Detroit in 2001 with a bang. Spina 
used multiple exposures to capture 
the colorful fireworks above the 
Isamu Noguchi fountain in Hart 
Plaza during the 1985 International 
Freedom Festival. December's Ambas-
sador Bridge shot is a favorite as well.

New Detroit Science Center exterior nears completion

With less than a week of holiday 
shopping left, are you still looking for 
the perfect "money-no-option" gift for 
that person who has everything? 

How about buying something that 
can spin, swing, vibrate, undulate , 
reverberate, motivate and capture a 
child's imagination like nothing else? 

The New Detroit Science Center, 
scheduled to reopen this summer after 
an extensive expansion and renovation, 
is looking for a few good corporate and 
individual sponsors. 

Perhaps you'd like to name a star on 
the "Stairway of the Stars," or name a 
seat in the new 160-seat Science Stage 
Theater. Or maybe there's interest in 
sponsoring one of the five exhibit areas 
that focus on the science of motion, life, 
matter and energy, waves and a special 
preschool children's laboratory. Even 
the IMAX Dome Theatre and the new 
Digital Dome Theater and Planetarium 
are still awaiting sponsorship. 

Sure, these aren't gifts that come 
cheap — we're talking thousands to

what a lasting legacy it will provide for 
the children of Southeastern Michigan. 
Of course, a family membership makes 
a wonderful gift, too, and the $25 to 
$150 membership fee won't pinch the 
wallet too hard. 

Shaping up 
With the final steel beam placed last 

month, the roof scheduled for comple-

tion this week, and concrete exterior 
walls going up by the end of January, 
the New Detroit Science Center is 
shaping up quite nicely outside. 

But few will dispute that it's really 
what's inside that counts. 

Mel Drumm, president of the Detroit 
Science Center, said when the plans 
were being drawn for the $30 million, 
65,000 square-feet expansion project, 
the first initiative was to keep the cost 

on the content. 
"The idea was to respect the original 

architecture, which is the silver box 
and the red brick IMAX, because it is 
an icon in Detroit, and then add a new 
building to surround it," said Drumm, a 
Bloomfield Hills resident. 

Designing a very transparent, multi-
level building with lots of natural light 
and exposed steel, helped keep the con-
struction cost to i i o minion, so mat 
million could be spent on exhibit space 
that will be 10 times that of the origi-
nal 45,000 square-foot building built in 
1976. 

"Would you want it any other way?" 
asks Francois Castaing, chairman of 
the board of trustees for the Detroit 
Science Center and a retired vice presi-
dent of engineer ing for Daimler-
Chrysler. 

With his European charm and warm 
smile, Castaing has been the steady 
force behind the Science Center project. 
In 1998, the Bloomfield Hills resident 
launched the capital campaign to reno-
vate, enhance and expand what-had-
become an ailing building on the corner

"This is a museum 
for ch i ldren w i th educat ional 
components, a teacher's resource 
room and hands-on interactive 
displays." 

Schallich, a Birmingham resi-
dent engaged to Detroit Sympho-
ny O r c h e s t r a P re s iden t Emi l 
K a n g , moved f r o m Sea t t l e , 
w h e r e she was t he director of 
marketing for the Seattle Sym-
phony. Now she , Drumm and 
Cas t a ing spend much of the i r 
days in a wood-paneled yellow 
trai ler that ' s never quite warm 
enough despite a near-constant 
clanking of the radiator. It also 
lacks the basic luxury of a sink, 
but they improvise with a water 
cooler for the essential pot of cof-
fee. 

If it bothers them, the trio cer-
tainly don't let it show. Instead, 
they prefer to don the hard hats 
and show visitors what will be.

New Detroit Science Center will 
open for visitors. It will feature 
five exhibit a reas highl ight ing 
and linking to the state-wide sci-
ence education curriculum. 

The Science of Motion Lab will 
feature hands-on and large-scale 
interact ive exhibits. In a two-
story windowed area , t he Life 
Lab will feature an exploration 
of DNA, highlight life in a ra in 

. forest and explore the microscop-
ic world. 

The Sparks Theatre will be the 
focal poin t of t he Ma t t e r and 
Energy Lab, and will demon-
s t ra te the interaction between 
electricity and magnetism. 

The Waves Lab will r e l a t e 
specifically to light, sound and 
the t rans fe r of energy through 
wave motion.

"I may not be down here every-
day , b u t I wil l r e c r u i t more 
trustees and work to ensure the 
stability of the Center," he said. 
"Once we were t he c rumbl ing 
building on the corner, and now 
we can stand up with Orchestra 
Hall and the Detroit Institute of 
Arts. I guess you can say we've 
grown up now."

Residency at a prison infirmary 
inspires doctor's medical thriller 
Sterile Justice

W h e n Gene Ronta l was a 
young res ident doctor, he per-
formed surgery at a state prison 
in Minnesota. It was there that a 
frightening discovery became the 
inspiration for Rontal's medical 
thriller, "Sterile Justice." 

The in f i rmary at the prison 
was operated by inmates, work-
ing with a couple nurses and the 
visiting doctors. 

"I noted the high number of 
infections with patients," Rontal 
said. "It turned out tha t if the 
inmates didn't like the guy on 
the table, they didn't sterilize 
the instruments." 

The original paperback thriller 
is a swif t moving, i n t r i gu ing 
cross-country chase involving a 
doctor t rying to keep one step 
a h e a d of t h e law to save his 
already damaged reputation and 
find out who has been spreading 
a deadly bacteria. 

Though the f i r s t publ ished, 
"S te r i l e J u s t i c e " is a c tua l l y 
Rontal 's second book featur ing 
Dr . Ben Dai ley , wi th a t h i r d 
already finished. Dailey shares a 
specialty in otolarnygology (head 
and neck surgery) with Rontal 
and is Rontal's age. But Dailey 
leads a more troubled life than 
Rontal, who has operated a clinic 
wi th his bro ther , Dr. Michael 
Rontal, in Farmington Hills for 
the past 28 years. 

"I wrote another book, 'Death-
wire.' In the first book Ben Dai-
ley is accused of killing a patient 
and there's a malpractice suit," 
Rontal said. "His practice went 
to nothing, his marriage failed. 
He was reduced to giving physi-
cals for an insurance company 
and living in sailboat in St. Clair 
Shores." 

In the new book, Dailey is still 
l iving in his sailboat, even as 
winter weather is coming. He's 
doing malpractice investigations 
for an insurance company. An 
old nemesis is accused of killing 
a young boy by not p rope r ly 
keeping the operating environ-
ment sterile. But soon the suspi-
cion shifts to Dailey and some-
one ends up dead, se t t ing the 
doctor on a search for the mur-
derer. 

Dailey is different than your 
s t anda rd thr i l ler hero, who is 
usually a lawyer in his early to 
mid-30s. Dailey is a doctor in his 
early 50s, who shares some qual-
ities with his creator. 

"It is writ ten in the first per-
son, the points of view are ideas 
of mine ," Ronta l sa id . "But I 
don't have the strength or ener-
gy to chase a f t e r c r imina ls . I 
w a n t e d a guy who had fa l len 
from grace. I wanted a guy with 
foibles, flaws. A guy gets flaws 
by living, 45, 50, 55, you realize

The city of Detroit is real , but 
some of the suburbs are given 
aliases as well. 

Doctors aren't usually involved 
in the k ind of adven tu re t h a t 
Dailey encounters. 

"The difficult part was putting 
a doctor in a mystery situation," 
Rontal said. "Doctors aren't usu-
ally in a mystery situation. Doc-
tors aren ' t usual ly detect ives. 
But by having him handle mal-
pract ice su i t s , t h a t ' s an a r ea 
w h e r e t he legal and med ica l 
come together . He sees th ings 
that are just and unjust." 

Rontal ha s done his share of 
investigating, but the medical 
kind. He obtained his medical 
degree f rom the Univers i ty of 
Michigan and did his residency 

at the University of Minnesota. 
He has written more than 50 sci-
entific articles and teaches at the 
University of Michigan Medical 
school. His specialty is the throat 
and he works with a number of 
professional singers. His interest 
in s inging was one reason for 
choosing his unusual specialty. 

"It's a small area of medicine, 
but very important," Rontal said. 

The doctor is looking to have 
the first and third books in the 
Dai ley se r i e s pub l i shed . The 
third book, "Blood Games," con-
cerns t h e use of a pa ra lyz ing 
toxin. 

Rontal and his wife, Ellen, live 
in Bloomfield Hills. His daugh-
ter, Sara, works for an Internet 
company is New York.

University of Michigan majoring 
in political science. 

T h o u g h he doesn ' t w a n t to 
rush things, Rontal admits he 
has the perfect candidate to play 
Dailey in a movie version - the 
gracefully aging Harrison Ford.
