Dave Diles hit just about every hot
button in college sports during
Wednesday’s half-hour stint as guest
speaker for the Canton Chamber of
Commerce luncheon.

Diles, 39, told about 125 people gath-
ered at the Summit for the monthly

“Since I've been here we’ve hired a
footbhall coach, a men’s basketball.
coach and a women’s basketball coach.
I don’t have the capacity for being
patient if I see and area isn’t working
well,” Diles said.

EMU has struggled the past few sea-

sons in high-profile sports. It’s football
team finished with three wins and
eight losses last fall and it’s men’s bas-
ketball team is off to a 3-17 start,
including a 1-10 conference record.

That’s a far cry from when dynamic
point guard Earl Boykins was leading
the Eagles in an NCAA basketball
tournament charge at a sold-out Con-
vocation Center just a few years ago.

The women’s basketball team is far-
ing a little better this year, with a 12-9

was then she knew she had to do
something.

That accident was just a little

that, Crawford had witnessed
the aftermath of another acci-
dent in the exact same place,
algo fatal.

“I was going door-to-door to
get the speed limit lowered,”

Crawford also received a letter
from Robert Lariviere, MDOT
Metro Region Traffic and Safety

cannot address the issue either.

“Problems in this location are
a result of insufficient capacity
on Ford Road. Most of the crash-
es are a result of motorists try-
ing to get around stopped or
slowed vehicles,” he said.

Man charged in home assault

A Canton man is accused of
breaking into an 82-year-old West-
land man’s house as he slept early
Friday, robbing him, assaulting
him, tying him up, taking his car
and threatening to return to kill
him if he notified authorities,
Police Chief Emery Price said.

The 32-year-old suspect’s big
mistake: He later phoned the vic-
tim’s house from a Dearborn
Heights motel, and his hide-out
was revealed on a caller identifica-
tion machine.

The suspect’s call led police fo
him, and he now faces possible
charges of home invasion, kidnap-
ping, armed robbery and auto
theft, Price said Friday. He could
spend his life in prison if convict-
ed.

The incident happened about

12:30 a.m. in the 34000 area of
Sequoia, a normally quiet residen-
tial street in the Tonquish subdivi-

- sion near Wayne and Warren

roads. ,

The victim suffered a lump on
his head and minor back injuries,
and police Lt. Marc Stobbe said
the elderly man was treated at
Garden City Hospital.

“He appears to be OK,” Price
said. “He’s obviously shaken.”

The victim, who lives alone,
awoke to a loud crash as the sus-
pect smashed out a glass, dining
room doorwall, Price said. The
intruder demanded the elderly
man’s ATM card, money from his
wallet and the keys to his 1992
Mercury Marquis, parked in the
garage, the chief said.

The suspect forced the victim
into the garage, where he held a
screwdriver to his neck, hit him on
the head, knocked him to the floor

and bound him with rope and
cords, Price said.

The intruder started backing the
Mercury out of the garage only to
get stuck in a snowbank, and he
untied the victim and forced him
to assist in freeing the car, Price
said.

The suspect issued a warning
before he fled.

“He told the victim that if he
called police, he'd kill him,” Price
said.

Fearing his attacker, the elderly
man waited an hour before he
notified police.

Kabezy said shortly after mov-
ing to Canton, he tried to obtain

a permit to carry a concealed

weapon, and was instructed by
the Canton Police Department to
give up on the idea. '

“They told me that usually
only retired police officers can
get a CCW,” he said. “If you live
in Wayne County, your chances

_of getting a CCW are slim to
none.” - ’

Kabezy said he sought a CCW
because he was working in
downtown Detroit, and law-abid-
ing citizens who wish to protect
themselves should absolutely
have the right to do so.

“There’s a lot of 100-pound
waitresses out there that are
scared of being mugged on the
way home from work,” he said.

Kabezy said much of the oppo-
sition to the CCWs is unwarrant-
ed because potential applicants
for the permits are not the popu-
lation the public should worry
about.

applicants must complete an
eight-hour training course,
which is not necessary under
current law to obtain a license,
he said. Further, there are
restrictions in the new CCW law
which would prohibit people
from carrying guns on school
property, at large gatherings, or
if they have been drinking alco-
hol or taking drugs,; all of which
are issues for responsible gun
owners.

“I feel for every mother whose
child has been injured by a gun,”
Kabezy said. “People who assault
with a firearm are wrong. But
the main problem I have with
(the referendum) is the Constitu-
tion is designed to protect the
rights of minorities, and I am a
minority as a gun owner. I don’t
think anybody who’s not willing
to undergo the training and
knows nothing about firearms
should have a say in how I exer-

cise my Constitutional rights.”

CCW opponents unite

Case said shortly after the law
passed, Duggan called her to ask
if the Million Moms would join a
coalition of child advocacy
groups, law enforcement groups
and churches, to distribute the
petitions.

The coalition has until March

27 to collect the signatures, after
which the Board of Canvassers
will verify and count the signa-
tures, and make the decision
about putting the law to a vote.

“We're about halfway there,”
Case said of the number of signa-
tures collected. :

But collecting the signatures is
not always a picnic, said Case.

“The majority of people I
approach, sign the petition,” she
said. “Those who don’t, refuse
with a scowl. Then there are
those who love to try to convince
me that I'm wrong.”

Even worse, she said, some

gun-ownership  supporters

become verbally abusive.

“They say things like, ‘I hope
no one with a gun is around to
help you some night when you're
being mugged by someone with a
gun,” said Graham-Hudak.

“As this thing gains momen-
tum that’s going to get more and

more common,” Case said. “We're -~

putting fear into these people.
They already have what they
want, and so they don’t want it
to go to a vote.”

Case also reported that some
members of the Million Moms

_have received harassing or sexu-

ally explicit e-mail from their
opponents. s

“] know the people who are
sending these messages are
probably the fringe elements of
pro-gun groups and most NRA
members and gun owners are
definitely not like that,” Case
said.

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The Internet2 superhlghway 1S already open to traffic

To use the “information high-
way” analogy, the Internet2
roadway is already open and
data traffic has been streaming
down it since early 1999 ..
extremely quickly, one might
add.

Headquartered in a “modest
building” on the south side of
Ann Arbor, I-2 is a not-for-profit
research and development con-
sortium of 180 universities and
more than 70 businesses who are
working to build the next gener-
ation Internet.

The system that Internet2

‘already has in place can carry

information at a rate of 625 mil-
lion bits per second, according to
Eric Aupperle, president of the
University of Michigan-based
Merit Network. That compares
to the 28,000 bits of information
per second the typical desktop
modem will handle. Also by com-
parison, a T-1 connection to the
Internet — considered fast by
most users today — moves infor-
mation at the paltry rate of 1.5
million bits per second.

“It might be more useful to
think of it in terms of download-
ing, how long it would take to
download a DVD,” Greg Wood,
communications director for
Internet2, said. “If you wanted to
download ‘The Matrix,” the
entire movie in DVD quality, on
your dial-up modem, it would
take you 171 hours. That’s about
seven days. I don’t know about
you, but I don’t have time to wait
around that long. On a T-1 line,
it would take six hours.”

But Internet2 developers set a
record for data transmission last
year, Wood said, by sending the
entire movie from Seattle to
Arlington, Virginia in .011
hours. That’s less than a minute,
Wood noted — 39.6 seconds to be
exact.

Governor’s support
Gov. John Engler brought

Internet2 to the attention of the

Michigan public in his State of
the State address Wednesday,
Jan. 31.

“Last year, Amenca had a con-
versatjon over who invented the
Internet,” he said, getting in a
dig at Al Gore at the same time.
“Well, the fact is, talented
researchers at our own Universi-

ty of Michigan played a key role.’

Today, Ann Arbor is again the
hub of development for the next
generation of the Internet. Inter-
net2 will be far faster; far more
secure and have far more func-
tionality. To capitalize on the
huge potential of Internet2, I
have asked the Michigan Eco-
nomic Development Corporation
to begin negotiations with the
Internet2 leadership team to.
make Ann Arbor their perma-
nent home.”

Actually, the headquarters is
already there, located in the
NCMS Building in southern Ann
Arbor, according to Wood.

“Yes, believe it or not, in the
virtual world there has to be an
actual building with actual peo-
ple walking around in-it,” Wood
said. Twenty-five to 30 actual
people, in fact, are employed by
Internet2, which is'officially
named the University Corpora-
tion for Advanced.Internet
Development. The project is
headed up by President and
CEO Douglas Van Houweling,
currently “on loan” from the staff
of U-M. While headquartered in
Michigan, day-to-day operations
of I-2 are managed from the Uni-
versity of Indiana.

U-M jumped into the program
early, one of about 30 universi-
ties who joined together to form
Internet2 as far back as 1997,
Wood explained. a

Engler’s comments “were his
way of saying he'd like it to stay
right where it is,” Aupperle said.

No move has been afoot to
relocate the headquarters, at
least as far as Wood is aware, so
he suggested the governor’s
remarks might Just have been
his way of pointing ¢ out the work
going on at U-M.

“People might not be aware of
the degree to which U-M has
béen involved in the develop-
ment of the Internet,” he said. It
dates back to 196_Os and '70s
when the system was operated
by the Department of Defense as

U-M’s role

U-M’s involvement deepened
1985 when the National Science
Foundation took it over and ran
it as the NSFNet, the precursor
to the modern day Internet. Aup-
perle’s Merit Network, housed in
U-M facilities, was contracted by
the NSF to manage the opera-
tion of the network. According to
Wood, Merit was responsible for
much of the development of the
system as it worked to make the
network more useful to universi-
ty users.

In 1995, the NSF handed off
control of the Internet to com-
mercial interests, but by 1997,
researchers realized develop-
ment had slowed down, Aupperle
explained. So the U-M, with 29
or so other universities, began
work on I-2.

Internet2 operates on a “back-
bone,” which is essentially the
hardware and wiring that allows

for such high-speed transmis-
sions. That backbone is named

- “Abilene,” but it is not the only - 4 5 myuch more capable Internet

one, according to Wood. A
“vyBNS,” or very high speed
Backbone Network System, was
put in service as far back as
1996 by the NSF.

Together, those two wire back-
bones make up the “NGI,” Next
Generation Internet. With two,
Wood explained, compared with
the single backbone of today’s
Internet, I-2 will have additional
capabilities beyond just speed.

And like the original, I-2
promises to bring a whole new
list of funny sounding names
and acronyms to the English lan-
guage. There will be “gigaPoPs,”
gigabit points of presence, which
essentially are connection points
to the system where users or
other networks can hook up.
There are 27 across the U.S.
today.

To hold the system together,
you need “glue,” or software pro-
grams that allow end users to
communicate with the high
speed network. Those programs
are also known as “middleware.”

Having more than one back-

bone allows for “multicasting,”
which allows a user to connect .

with a number of other users at
the same time. It’s all enough to
give the non-technical person
cause to “jitter,” but in the I-2
lexicon that's the word for an
unwanted variation in the speed
of transmission.

Faster Internet
What users get for all this will

+You know spring is near when
~-the Friends of the Rouge begins
seeking volunteers for its annual
frog and toad survey in the
Rouge River watershed.

" The environmental organiza-
tion welcomes volunteers of all
ages from Wayne, Oakland and
Washtenaw counties to work on
the survey, which runs during
the amphibians’ mating season.

'The tallying — which must be
done a minimum of four
evenings between mid-March
and July — will help save willife
and also gauge efforts to clean
up the Rouge, because the peep-
ers and croakers are sensitive
indicators of environmental
quality, according to Sally
Petrella, survey director.

No prior knowledge is neces-
sary - six two-hour training ses-
sions are scheduled in the three
counties from Feb. 17 to March
17 and all necessary materials
are provided, she said. Children
must be accompanied by an
adult,

Volunteers are asked to go out-
gide to their assigned block —
which might be their back yard —
on damp, windless evenings and
récord what they hear and don’t
hear, Petrella said.

“Frogs and toads are easy to
survey because they are calling
in the spring to attract mates,”
said Petrella, who came to the
Friends in November from the
Nature Conservancy.

Her predecessor, John Binga-

mon, is now working on a mas-
ter’s degree in education, .

Audio tapes from the training
sessions will help volunteers
1dent1fy the calls of from eight to
10 species of frogs and toads.

“By noting what they hear on
a map,” said Petrella, volunteers
will provide data “about the loca-
tions of wildlife that can be
saved from development (or) pro-
tected or enhanced.”

She said the roughly 200 vol»
‘unteers annually the past three
‘years have “given hints about
‘the relationship between land-
‘use and the quality of wildlife
“habitat.

“For example, there were

fewer species found in areas with
large amounts of impervious sur-
faces” —~ roads, rooftops and
parking lots, Petrella said.
" Although more species have
been found in the headwaters
region in central Oakland, west-
ern Wayne and eastern Washte-
naw counties, as many as five
species can be heard in the high-
ly urbanized areas of Redford
Township and Dearborn.

Using volunteers, she said,

square section.

“We also do not ask volunteers

Bounce back

2nd-half tenacity lifts Madonna

How did Madonna University offset Indiana
Tech's above-the-rim leaping ability and fastbreak-
at-every-opportunity offense Wednesday night?

By going lower and slower.

After getting out-rebounded (24-15) and out-scored

Usually, dual meets in swimming are

Bdckyard
Bird Hunt

Mark your calendar for the Great Backyard
Bird Count — Feb. 16-19.

‘During this time period the Cornell Laborato-
| ry of Ornithology in Ithaca, New York, is asking
people to submit data about birds seen at their
feeders, parks, schoolyards or any other areas.

" This year marks the fourth year that this web
based project has been providing information
about the location of birds during the winter.

It was started by the Cornell Laboratory of
Ornithology in an effort to gather information
on the movements of birds during winter. Scien-
tists can take the Christmas Count data gath-
ered from late December to early January and
| compare it with this mid-February count.

Cornell's web site www.birdsource.org. Immedi-
ate feedback is provided to all those entering the
site, because information is updated every hour
$0 you can see where certain species of birds are
concentrated. : ’

‘Last year 64,000 people provided observations
to this project. Will they reach the.100,000 mark
this year? If you participate that could happen.

Individuals, schools and groups of various
kinds are encouraged to participate. Informa-
tion can be submitted for one of the four days,
all four days, or any combination.

All they ask is that you identify the species of
bird, count the highest number of individuals of
that species seen at any time that day and
record the amount of time you spend counting
the birds. Then log onto the web site and submit
your data. .

This could be a project for school groups with
feeders in their courtyard. They could see their
data contributing to a scientific study and real-
ize how valuable amateurs can be when collect-
ing data. Students will see animated maps and
colorful graphs that incorporate their data.

This would be a great integrated learning
experience. As an encouragement to get
involved, the lab is willing to provide a prize for
groups that make a contest of who can con-
tribute the most observations.

If you do not have a computer you can go to
your local library and use their computer to get
on the Internet. In fact, the lab is encouraging
libraries to alert patrons of the count dates and
that they can use their computers for submit-
ting data.

Families with bird feeders can spend time
during the day getting a high count for each
species. This is a good way to refresh identifica-
tion skills. - .

Then discuss science with your younger bird
watchers before submitting your findings on
your home computer.

While at the web site you can learn much
more about birds. You might even find another
project about birds that interests you.

The Cornell Laboratory of Ornithology has
séveral projects that require the help of willing
volunteers.

If you like the idea of providing data about
birds at your feeder, they have a Project Feeder
Watch that extends throughout the bird feeding
season, :

There are also projects such as Birds in
Forested Landscapes and the Golden-winged
Warbler Atlas Project that require trained vol-
unteers to provide data about different kinds of
birds in summer.

~ Teachers may be interested in investigating
their Classroom Feeder Watch program.

"Information gathered from the backyard count
has shown that when snow cover is scant, robins
will winter farther north than they would if the
snow cover was deep.

- Observations made by people like Observer &
Eccentric readers helped scientists make this
determination.
