Township remodels old
rail baggage house

A piece of Canton history

will get a touch up this sum-
mer, as the 100-year-old

Interurban rail baggage house’

receives some improvements.

“This is the only piece we
have left of the Interurban,”
said Trustee Melissa
McLaughlin.

The Interurban, she said,
was a trolley car system that
ran from Detroit to Ann Arbor,
with stops in Wayne, Ply-
mouth, Canton and Ypsilanti.

The pre-automobile transit
system operated from the
early 1900s to the end of the
1920s.

“Back then we didn’t have a
high school in Canton, so kids
that wanted to go to high
school would ... take the

- Interurban to Plymouth or

Ypsilanti,” she said.

The community also relied
on the trolley to ship daily
deliveries of dairy products.

About eight years ago, the
township’s Historic District
Commission moved the bag-
gage house to the historic
Sheldon School site at 44649
Michigan Ave. It’s been sitting
at the site since, awaiting
restoration.

The commission has been
collecting rent on the building
from Starfish Family Services
Head Start.

“The rent money was ear-
marked to go back into build-
ing and grounds,” McLaughlin
said. “We now have enough
money squirreled away to do
some work on this building.”

The building will receive a
new metal roof, a sill plate and
will be repositioned on its con-
crete siab.

The board awarded the pro-
ject’s sole bidder, Accent
Remodeling, the $6,435 job.

The building will not only be
a piece of history restored, but
‘will also be functional, accord-
ing to McLaughlin.

“Hopefully the kids that are
there now with Head Start
will be able to store some of
their outdoor tdys in it,” she
said. “It’s a charming httle
building.”

Td*others, the little building
looks like a shed.

“When we were first work-
ing on Sheldon School, I
thought it was just a shed.
Come to find out it was a bag-
gage house,” said Dan Durack,
administrative and communi-
ty services director. “We've
become so gentrified in Canton
Township.”

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Legislature breaks without education funding plan

State government may renege
on its promise to raise school aid
to $6,500 per student next year
after legislators failed to reach
agreement on an $11.8 billion
school aid appropriations bill
Thursday, July 12.

Both the House and Senate
then recessed for the summer,
meaning a resclution of the bud-
get impasse will have to wait
until lawmakers return to ses-
sion in the fall.

But Gov. John Engler has
already warned lawmakers that
unless a solution is reached, he
will be required to cut school aid
by 5 percent, which could mean
reductions ranging from $20 to
$100 per student in overall
school aid. Engler sent a letter to
the legislature giving them six

“session days, until about Oct. 1,
to reach a compromise before
cuts will be enacted.

get office. Districts were going to
receive an increase in basic per
pupil aid from $6,300 to $6,500
next year. Districts would still
receive $415 million more overall
in the coming year, even after
the 5-percent cut.

This is a problem for school
boards and administrators, who
typically complete their budgets
over the summer months. As it
stands now, classes will be in
session for two weeks, in some
districts for nearly a month,
before lawmakers are scheduled
to return to Lansing.

“It’s extremely unfortunate,”
Chesney said. “The governor had
intended to give the schools a lit-
tle more predictability in plan-
ning their budgets ... As it is,
they (legislators) have known
what the target has been since
May 17.”

House blocks deal

It was the House that blocked
the budget deal Thursday, when
representatives voted 10-84 on
final passage. The bill had earli-
er won approval in the Senate
19-14,

But according Rep. Ron
Jelinek, R-Three Qaks, chair of
the education subcommittee of
House Appropriations, senators
had made a number of changes
to the budget that representa-
tives just found unacceptable.

First, he said, senators were
over the budget target by $55

million.

House members were over
budget, too, Jelinek admitted,
but only by $27 million.

The most contentious issue for
House members was the fact
that senators had crossed out an
entire $56 million allocation for
an early reading program,
known as the Literacy Achieve-
ment Program, or LAP grants.
At the same time, senators had
preserved untouched $45 million
for a Parental Involvement in
Education, or PIE, grant pro-
gram.

“Both are good programs,”
Jelinek said. “In fact, both are
proposals that came from the
House and we had to fight to
convince the Senate to accept
them. But we would have done it
differently. We would have
reduced each a bit in order to
preserve them both in part,
rather than having all of one and
none of the other.”

Representatives complained
that Senate Majority Leader
Dan DeGrow, R-Port Huren, pro-
tected the PIE grants because
schools in his district would have
benefited particularly.

“We should all have a say in
this process,” Jelinek said. “But
it seems Dan had more of a say
than others.”

DeGrow could not be reached
for comment.

Senate education budget
spokeswoman Lynell Shooks
explained there were other dif-

ferences. While the Senate was
$55 million over compared to the
House’s $27 million overage, she
said, the House version tapped
funding sources that were
already being spent in other
places in the budget.

Detroit allocation

There was also a disagreement
over a $15 million allocation for
Detroit schools, an amount over
and above the foundation grants
for that district. Senators
approved the-allocation; repré-
sentatives rejected it.

There was also an allocation to

reimburse districts for their

administrative costs in helping
the state to create a new “Single
Record Student Database” com-
puter system in the Center for
Education Performance and
Information. Districts had com-
plained that CEPI requests for
information gathering had cost
them substantial amounts of
time and money. The budget
would authorize a reimburse-
ment of about $1 per student for
participation in the CEPI pro-

gram. But House members dis-

agreed on how the money was to
be distributed.

“School districts will have to
budget these amounts wisely,”
Jelinek said, explaining they
should use caution in setting
spending levels until the differ-
ences are resolved. But he sug-
gested they would not necessari-
ly have to wait until fall, The bill

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Local officials COnc,erned with
water problems at underpass

City of Plymouth and Ply-
mouth Township officials have
“ocrave concerns” about the lack
of planning by Wayne County
engineers for the Sheldon Road
underpass construction project,
which is scheduled fo begin in
December and close Sheldon
Road at the CSX railroad tracks
for nearly two years.

In a jointly signed letter to
Mike Darga, division design
engineer for Wayne County, Ply-
mouth City Manager Paul Sin-
cock and Plymouth Township
Director of Public Services Jim
Anulewicz say they’re concerned
about plans to cut off water ser-
vice to the city, the possibility of
a late construction schedule, and
the lack of coordinated plans
with the various emergency
response agencies.

In the July 6 letter, the local
officials say part of the problem
is the relocation of a 36-inch
transmission line for Detroit
water and sewer in the construc-
tion area.

“The proposal, as presented by
the county’s consultants, had the
water supply turned off from Joy
Road to Five Mile Road. Con-
struction and shut down time is
projected at two weeks. This
plan is unacceptable, because it
will terminate all water supplies
to the city of Plymouth,” they
wrote.

Bad planning?

Sincock said county engineers
had construction shutting down
the water line, but they didn’t
have alternative plans on how to
supply city residents with water

during the two-week shutdown.
“You just can’t shut off a valve
here and turn on another therse,”
said Sincock. “There are a lot of
technical and engineering ques-
tions that need to be answered
before you supply water to
10,000 residents. Flow changes

"in other parts of the system

could have a negative impact on
Plymouth Township Water
flows.”

Sincock said the water main
systems between the city and
township meet at Haggerty and
Plymouth roads, but “there’s an
elevation’ dlfference, old pipes,
and you'd have to reverse water
flows.” g

Sincock and Anulewicz also
note in their letter to Darga that
at a June 28 meeting “the coun-
ty’s consultants again provided
no technical data to assure Ply-
mouth Township that they

would be able to meet fire flow

demands in all areas currently
served by the 36-inch Sheldon
Road main. Given the time
frame for construction and the
lack of understanding of the
practical consequences associat-
ed with the consultant’s proposal
... leaves the city and township
of Plymouth with grave concerns
about this project.”

The two believe engineering
questions will lead to delays in
the start of the project.

“We are also concerned about
the planned timeline for this
project ... Many of our local busi-
nesses are trying to plan for this
closure to minimize the impact
on their business operations ... It

does not appear that the pro;ject
will start as.scheduled,” the let-
ter stated.

Sincock and Anulewicz are
also concerned about delays for
emergency services response
tfeams.

“QOur review of this pro,jec’c
along with other state and coun-
ty projects indicates that all
three freeway entrances into the
community will be affected by
construction at the same time.
This brings up the questions
related to emergency services
planning. Can we be assured
that the county has coordinated
plans with the various emergen-
¢y response agencies?” they
wrote.

Meeting set

City and township officials
plan to meet again with county
engineers in a couple of weeks.

“As of today, we are not con-
vinced that this project can meet
the current projected schedule
without negatively affecting the
two communities,” the letter
said.

Anulewicz said the project can
still start on time. .

“But, there are major, major
questions that need to be
answered. Right now it doesn’t
look like it will start in Decem-
ber,” he said. “If we adjust the
time frames, that could have
negative consequences for busi-
nesses in the area.”

Darga was not available for
comment.

In an
effort to better manage the deer popula-
tion in accordance with available habi-
tat the wildlife division of the Depart-
ment of Natural Resources has redrawn
the boundaries for DMU. In the Lower
Peninsula, DMU boundaries run pretty

much along county lines. In the Upper
Peninsula, the boundaries consist of
county lines, major roads, or natural
features.

" This change will certainly makes it
easier to understand the boundaries.
Whether the bigger DMUs will make it
easier to manage the deer remains to be
seen.,

The general antlerless permits, which
were valid on either public or private
land in a designated DMU, have also
beén eliminated. They have been
replaced with a public land permit and

a private land permit, which are valid

only on private or public land, respec-
tively, in the designated DMU.,

The price of an antlerless permit hés
been increased from $6 to $7. The

exception is in the 12 counties where a
deer has been found with a confirmed
case of bovine tuberculosis. In these
counties the price for a permit remains
at $3.50, the same as in the past.

There will also be changes in the late,
antlerless-only season. Held in Decem-
ber on private land, last year nearly all
private land in the entire Lower Penin-
sula was open. Due mostly to concerns
of mature bucks that have lost their
antlers being harvested during this sea-
son, the DNR has eliminated the hunt
in five counties to perform a study. The.
idea is that some hunters. purposely
wait until the late season arrives to fill
their antlerless permit.

The DNR is trying to determine if °
eliminating the late season will

adversely affect their antlerless harvest
goal, or if hunters will still kill the same
number of deer by shooting does earlier
in the season.

The deer population is within 10 per-
cent of the DNR’s objective in 10 coun-
ties, and the late season will not be held
in these counties either.

There will be no late season in the
Upper Peninsula. Counties closed to
study the impact of the late season are
Ogemaw, Gladwin, Newaygo, Ingham
and Branch. Counties closed because

But different people
may use a different common name for
the same plant.

For instance, some people may call
chicory by names like blue sailors,
bunk, wild succory, or ragged sailors.
Al] refer to the same plant.

While hiking in a wet woods not
long ago I identified a common wild-
flower for the habitat called
Enchanter’s nightshade.

It’s not a very conspicuous flower,
especially in the shade of the forest
canopy. Though the flower s white
it’s only about an eighth of an inch
long.

But what intrigued me more was
the romantic nature of its name —
Enchanter’s Nightshade.

I immediately envisioned a lover
stealthily moving through the forest
at night, trying not to be conspicuous,
yet trying not to trip and fall, as he
blithely approaches the home of his
betrothed. Or, two lovers enjoying a
quiet evening with subdued lighting.

Whoever thought of this name had
imagination. So I began to think
about what other common names
were as romantic.

Venus’ Looking Glass caught my
eye. This plant has an unusual leaf
arrangement along the stem — Small
spade-shaped leaves attach on the

. flat side to the stem.

I suppose someone thought that as
the leaves are lined up along the
stem they could serve a mirrors used
by Venus to gaze upon her own beau-
ty.

Fairy Slipper is another common
name for the calypso orchid. Unlike
the showy Lady’s Slipper, a large,
white with rosy shading orchid, the
Fairy Slipper is small, like a fairy.

It typically grows only 3-8 inches
tall compared to the 1-3 feet for the
showy Lady’s Slipper. So it seems
only natural to downsize the mystical
user of the slipper from a lady to a
fairy. Maybe we should go out at
night and watch a fairy slipper and
see if one comes to use it?

Pearly Everlasting is another name
that has romantic overtures for me. It
reminds me of the pearls I bought my
wife for a wedding gift.

They symbolized the love that
would be everlasting. In actuality,
the flowers are a pearly white color
and when dried properly they remain
whitish for a long time,

Forget-me-not is a beautiful blue
flower with five petals and a yellow
center. It too reminds me of the
things we have loved and will never
forget — parents, friends, pets and
once-in-a-lifetime experiences.

A legend that explains how the
plant got its name states that when
the Great Protector was naming all
the plants, the little flower with blue
petals and a yellow center could not
remember the name it was given,

Later the Great Protector whis-
pered to the plant, “Forget-me-not,
that is your name.”

Names of plants and animals can
be descriptive, colorful, or even
romantic. Take the time to see some
of these plants for yourself, and
maybe make up a common name you
think is fitting.
