Reps team up on bill to amend 
state school finance formula

Two local lawmakers are head-
ing a group of state legislators in 
sponsoring a bill to help school 
districts, such as Plymouth-Can-
ton , which need more money 
t h a n the present s ta te founda-
tion grant for operating expens-
es. 

However, the success of tha t 
bill may not be felt for a couple 
of years, and maybe only if the 
two l awmake r s get re-elected 
next year. 

State Rep. Bruce Patterson, It-
C a n t o n , and S t a t e Rep. John 
Stewart, R-Plymouth Township, 
a f te r much pressure from Ply-
m o u t h - C a n t o n school board 
members and school administra-
tors, are co-sponsoring a bill that 
would amend Proposal A. 

"We were caught asleep at the 
switch when the dollar amount 
tha t was fixed under Proposal A 
was established during a nine-
month window in 1993-94," said 
S t e w a r t . T h a t w a s t he t ime 
frame local districts had to hold 
one last millage vote before Pro-
posal A went into effect. Voters 
in P l y m o u t h - C a n t o n t u r n e d

down the d i s t r i c t ' s r e q u e s t , 
allowing the s t a t e to set Ply-
m o u t h - C a n t o n ' s f o u n d a t i o n 
g ran t a t a lower, pe r - s tuden t 
dollar figure t h a n neighboring 
school districts. 

"Plymouth-Canton Schools are 
who we had in mind (with this 
legislation)," said Stewart. "It 
reflects a couple of significant 
factors, including an increasing 
enrollment." 

Under the pending legislation, 
a local school district could ask 
voters to approve an additional 
one mill, which would be used 
for operating expenses. 

"The local school district would 
use t he money for o p e r a t i n g 
expenses," said Stewart. "This is 
d i f f e r e n t f rom w h a t is now 
allowed under Proposal A, in 
which a local millage would have 
to be shared with other school 

d i s t r i c t s w i t h i n t h e coun ty . 
We're getting support from dis-
t r ic t s such as Rockford, E a s t 
Grand Rapids and districts up 
north which are growing." 

According to Patricia Brand, 
P lymou th -Can ton ' s execut ive 
director of business services, the 
additional one mill could bring 
the district nearly $4 million. 

School board member Mark 
S lavens , who is a m e m b e r of 
Michigan Citizens for Fairness 
in Public School Funding, is in 
favor any bill tha t would bring 
the school district more money. 

"I s u p p o r t any e f f o r t t h a t 
attempts to increase funding for 
schools," said Slavens. "Howev-
er, the best way to improve fund-
ing would be to i n c r e a s e per 
pupil funding from the state." 

Trustee Judy Mardigian, who, 
along with Slavens, testified in 

front of a legislative committee 
seeking more s ta te money for I; 
Plymouth-Canton Schools, sup- -
ports the two lawmakers in their 1 • 
effort. 

"I view it as a posi t ive s t ep ; -
tha t they are working together"; * 
to find new avenues for funding 1 
for our district," said Mardigian.; i 
"The extra money could do a lo t> ; 
in enhanc ing our educa t iona l ! ; 
programs." 

The caveat to the bill may be 
time, if Stewart and Pat terson 
will be around to usher in t he 
legislation. 

"Gov. (John) Engler has pretty 
well sa id he h a s no i n t e n t to " 
approve any changes a t all to 
Proposal A, so we may have to" 
plant the seed now," said Stew^ . 
a r t . "If i t doesn ' t come to 
fruition this fall or next spring,' ' 
we'll have to persuade a new leg-
islature." 

And for t h a t to happen , two 
things will need to occur. Stew-
art will have to be re-elected to 
h is s t a t e r ep re sen t a t i ve sea t , • 
while Pa t te r son , who is term--" 
limited in his state rep district, -
will have to be elected to a first 
term as state senator.

Consumer beware 
BBB official offers tips in speech

Even though t h e r e ha s not 
been one h in t of f r o s t on the 
pumpkins , and the gift-giving 
season is months away, it's not 
too early for crooks to begin plot-
t i n g t h e i r ho l iday cha r i t y 
schemes against you. 

People eager to make charita-
ble donations during the holiday 
season are sometimes taken for 
a ride by dishonest and disrep-
utable con artists, according to 
Fred Hoffecker of the Eas te rn 
Mich igan B e t t e r B u s i n e s s 
Bureau. 

"Americans are in general very 
generous, and Michiganders are 
extremely generous. How do you 
know (which charity) is a good 
one?" said Hoffecker at the Can-
ton Chamber of Commerce lun-
cheon Wednesday. 

Too often the "charity" winds 
up being a post office box or a 
mail drop at a prestigious local 
address, Hoffecker said. 

Compounding the problem, 
many shady faux-charity groups 
seek their victims because they 
already know who's likely to give 
because they have given before. 
Some charitable organizations 
sell lists of donor names, phone 
numbers and addresses. 

"If you donate to one organiza-

tion, your name really begins to 
circulate," Hoffecker said. 

Organizations are not required 
by the government to supply to 
potential donors the percentage 
of money t h a t s u p p o r t s pro-
g r a m s , and s o m e t i m e s l a rge 
amounts of donor gifts are spent 
on administrative costs or high 
salaries. 

Even if donors can get copies 
of the organizat ions ' f inancial 
statements, the print can be too 
smal l or confus ing to r ead or 
understand. 

Hoffecker suggested contact-
ing the Better Business Bureau 
to check charity backgrounds. 

In order to earn a satisfactory 
rating with the Better Business 
Bureau, more t h a n half of the 
money the organization raises 
must go toward programs and 
services. 

Besides disreputable charities, 
t h e r e are some schemes t h a t 
offer crooks year-round opportu-
nities, such as lottery scams and 
t h e Nige r i an l e t t e r scam, in 
which people are asked to help 
pay to release a multi-mill ion 
dollar oil fund from Nigeria. In 
exchange, people are promised a 
percentage of the fund. He said 
over the, last year , 'he ' s seen a 

r i s i n g n u m b e r of s i m i l a r 
schemes with postmarks from 
Senegal and Latin America. 

Although most people are too 
suspicious or savvy to fall for 
such a story, there are a few who 
continue to say, "What a deal," 
Hoffecker said. 

The scam has proven not only 
to be bogus, but has also been 
deadly for some. 

There have been to date seven 
Amer icans who have gone to 
Nigeria to recoup their money, 
and never re turned , said Hof-
fecker. 

"There's always somebody out 
t h e r e t h a t w a n t s to get you. 
There ' s a lways somebody out 

. there tha t thinks they can beat 
t h e sys tem," sa id Hof fecker . 
"There 's a sucker born every 
minute , and I th ink every 10 
minu tes the re ' s someone else 
born that's ready to take advan-
tage."

Area eateries close their doors

Bill Knapp's, a popular restau-
rant chain with senior citizens, 
shuttered 16 of its locations Atig. 
25,"including stores in Plymouth' 
Township and Westland. 

According to company 
s p o k e s m a n Nick Tholey, t h e 
closings are par t of a n a t u r a l 
business cycle and not a sign the 
Batt le Creek-based chain is in 
dire financial straits. The chain, 
wh ich da t e s f rom 1948, s t i l l 
o p e r a t e s 31 r e s t a u r a n t s in 
Michigan and Ohio, including 
two in Livonia and another in 
Farmington Hills. Those stores 
escaped last week's ax. 

"We consistently look at our 
properties, to see the profitabili-
ty of each. This is just the natu-

ral process we go through, espe-
cially when leases come up," he 
said. 

The Bill Knapp's in Plymouth, 
on the corner of Ann Arbor and 
Haggerty roads, opened its doors 
in 1973 and was the chain's first 
Detroit-area location. The West-
land location at 36601 Warren 
had been open since the early 
1990s. 

Tholey said the company's first 
concern is to find other employ-
ment for its displaced employees, 
who didn't find out they were out 
of a job until a mandatory meet-
ing Saturday morning. I l ie Ply-
mouth location had 27 employ-
ees; Westland had 25. 

"We don't expect any of our 
employees will be without jobs 
for long. Many of the employees 
have already agreed to transfer 
to one of our other locations. For 

t h e r e s t , we a r e work ing on 
referrals so they can find work 
at other restaurants," he said. 

The news that Westland's Bill 
Knapp's had closed didn't sur-
prise Scott Veldhuis, economic 
development director for the city 
of Westland, because it was per-
ceived as too senior-oriented. 

"They w e r e n ' t ca t e r ing , a t 
least in my mind, to the needs of 
a ybunger popu la t ion , " sa id 
Veldhuis, noting the restaurant 
in Westland was a good one. 

Pointing to its other closings 
throughout Michigan and Ohio, 
Veldhuis bel ieves the closing 
doesn' t ind ica te the re is any-
thing wrong with the local econo-
my. 

"They're all over the place. It's 
no t j u s t a W e s t l a n d phe-
nomenon," he said.

A Plymouth Township police 
officer arrested a Canton Town-
ship man Sept . 1 a f t e r a br ief 
chase. 

Police investigators allege Vin-
cent Lee Wallace, 26, s tole a 
1989 Mack dump truck, which 
was pulling a trailer carrying a 
Ca te rp i l l a r bulldozer, f r om a 
construct ion site near Nap ie r 
and North Territorial. 

Wallace was arraigned Mon-
day in 35th District Court for 
d r iv ing w i t h a s u s p e n d e d 
license. Because it would be his 
second offense, if convicted, Wal-
lace faces one year in prison, a 
$1,000 fine or both for the mis-
demeanor charge. Because there 
were warrants for the arrest of 
Wallace, he was transferred to a 
Wayne C o u n t y ja i l a f t e r h i s 
arraignment. He may also face 
charges of stealing the vehicle, 
said Officer Jamie Senkbeil of 
the Plymouth Township Police 
Department. 

With the help of Hogan from 
the K-9 squad , Officer S teve 
Cheston apprehended Wallace 
after he jumped from the truck 
and ran into a wooded area near 
a township subdivision. 

The chase began shortly af ter 
7 p.m., w h e n Wal lace w a s 
attempting to turn left a t Beck 
from eastbound North Territori-
al. The truck had slid through a 

red light and into the middle of 
the intersection, Cheston said. 
The truck's brakes were smok-
ing, and several vehicles had to 
brake "sharply" to avoid collid-
ing wi th it , according to Che-
ston's report, 

C h e s t o n a t t e m p t e d to pu l l 
Wallace over after he made his 
t u r n onto Beck, bu t Wal l ace 
sped u p and t u r n e d onto t he 
eastbound M-14 entrance ramp, 
Cheston said. The truck nearly 
struck a vehicle in the right lane 
of t h e f r e e w a y , a n d t h e n 
swerved onto the shoulder. 

When the truck slowed to 25 
mph, Wallace jumped out, run-
n i n g s o u t h toward a wooded 
swamp area separating the free-
way from the South Burningtree 
Lane subdivision, Cheston said. 

According to the repor t , the 
t ruck continued driverless for 
300 yards along the shoulder , 
before heading down a hill and 
th rough a chain link fence. I t 
came to a halt in the same wood-
ed area when it entered a creek 
about 175 yards south of M-14. 

C h e s t o n and Hogan t h e n 
chased Wallace, who was jump-
ing over the fence at the time. 

"I exi ted the vehicle t a k i n g 
Hogan with me. The truck driv-
er was just jumping the six-foot 
chain link fence at the edge of 
the woods at that time," Cheston 
wrote in his report. "I yelled a t 
the driver three times to stop or 
I would release the dog." 

Hogan tracked down Wallace 
in an area of tall grass. For sev-
eral minutes, Wallace, struggled 
with the dog and Cheston, before 
Wallace complied and was taken 
into custody. Wallace was treat-
ed a t t h e scene f o r minor 
injuries suffered during the scuf-
fle with Hogan. 

According to the report, Wal-
lace's record showed a probation 
violation w a r r a n t f rom Wayne 
County, and two misdemeanor 
warrants from Jackson County-.'^ 
He also has 11 current suspend * 
sions of his driver's license and * 
two prior arrests for driving onla 
suspended license. 

Senkbei l said t h e townsh ip 
began pursuing s to len vehicle 
charges agains t Wallace a f te r 
police inves t iga tors contacted 
t h e owner of t h e t r u c k and 
learned it had been stolen. 

"He (Wallace) initially told us 
he had the permission from the 
owner to be driving the vehicle. 
Howeve r , we c o n t a c t e d t h e 
owner and he had never heard of 
the guy. We want to charge him 
wi th s tea l ing the vehicle. We 
wro te a w a r r a n t r eques t , but 
we're waiting for the prosecutor . 
to make a decision on it." 

Wallace is scheduled to appear 
in the 35th District Court for a 
preliminary examination on the 
suspended license charge Sept. 
14.

S t u d e n t s f rom f r e s h m e n to 
seniors know what's expected of 
them, and their focus matches 
the outcome. We're one of the 
hardest working, most dedicated 
bands in the country."

"The roads we will f ix wi th 
these federal dollars are among 
the most heavily traveled on the 
county system," said McNamara. 

"These are the arteries the feder-
al g o v e r n m e n t cons ide r s t h e 
most critical to moving the peo-
ple, goods and services that keep. 
the economy healthy." 

The federally aided roadwork 
won't s t a r t until the 2003 con-
struction season. One more step 
remains for the 23 projects tar-
geted for chunks of money - the 

list requires final approval from 
t h e S o u t h e a s t e r n Michigan 
Council of Governments as well 
a s inc lus ion in t h e reg iona l 
T r a n s p o r t a t i o n Improvemen t 
Plan. 

Not a problem 
According to Wayne County 

spokesman John Roach, SEM-
COG's approval should be little 
more than a formality. 

"There's really nothing too con-
troversial on it so it should not 
be a problem," Roach said. "The 
key th ing for these projects to 
become rea l i ty is we have to 
make sure the (architectural and 
engineering) design work gets 
done" to show good faith that the 
federal dollars won't go to waste. 

Roach added t h a t of the $17 
million plan, nearly $4 million 
would be chanreled toward road 
improvement projects identified 
by cities. One such project is in 
Livonia , on S t a r k Road f rom 
Hines Drive to Plymouth Road. 

The l is t was u n a n i m o u s l y 

approved Wednesday by repre-
sentatives from all 43 communi-
t i e s in Wayne County, du r ing 
the county's annual federal aid 
meeting. 

Most of the projects on the list 
will be resurfacing jobs, where 3-
to-4 inches of asphalt will be laid 
over roadways "for completely 
new riding surfaces," Roach said. 
Roads wi l l be ex t ens ive ly 
r e p a i r e d p r io r to a s p h a l t i n g , 
however. 

Projects making the list were 
selected based on an annual sur-
vey of the county's road surface 
condition. Wayne County roads 
rated in the worst condition go to 
the top of the list for money from 
the county's share of federal and 
state gas tax revenues. 

"We h a v e s e e n s i g n i f i c a n t 
improvement in the overall con-
dition of our roads over the past 
seve ra l yea r s , " sa id Cameron 
Priebe, Wayne County's director 
of public services. "And the effi-
cient use of our federal aid dol-

lars is a big reason." 
Although the sight of orange 

cones is never a p leasant one, 
Roach said Wayne County resi-
den t s should t a k e comfor t Jn 
knowing t h a t the conditioned? 
area roads improves with each 
passing federal road repairs pro-
gram. 

"Every year we're seeing fewer 
poor roads and more roads in 
good cond i t ion , " Roach s a i d . 
"Every year we go through this 
process gets us closer and closer 
to e l imina t ing all of t h e poor 
roads." 

Calling the list "a living docu-
ment" was Priebe. 

"It is possible t h a t we could 
obtain more federa l funds , , or

Forty-three percent of all fatal 
crashes t h a t occurred at inter-
sections with traffic lights in the 
sou theas t Michigan region in 
2000 could be attributed to red-
light running, according to traf-
fic crash da ta compiled by the 
Southeast Michigan Council of 
Governments. 

"We at SEMCOG hope t h a t 
t h e s e s t a t i s t i c s h e l p to dr ive 
home the fact tha t there are seri-
ous problems at lighted intersec-
tions," says Paul Tait, SEMCOG 
execut ive d i rec tor . "The good 
news is t h a t the re is a simple 
so lu t ion and we can all con-
tribute - stop when the light is 
red." 

In 1999, 49,536 traffic crashes 
took place at signalized intersec-
t ions in S o u t h e a s t Michigan; 
13.9 percent of those (or 6,861) 
involved red-light runners . Of 

the 81 crashes tha t resulted in 
fatalities, red-light runners were 
involved 43 percent of the time. 

Each yea r in t he U n i t e d 
Sta tes , more t h a n 1.8 mill ion 
intersect ion crashes occur. In 
1999, red-light-running crashes 
accounted for 92,000 crashes (up 
from 89,000 crashes in 1998), 
90,000 injuries (up from 80,000 
in 1998), and about 950 deaths. 

The goal of the Stop Red Light 
Running Program is to re-estab-
lish respect for traffic signals to 
enhance the safety of drivers and 
p e d e s t r i a n s in c o m m u n i t i e s 
nationwide, while reducing the 
number of t rauma center admis-
sions caused by this traffic prob-
lem. 

In Lansing, House Bill 4598, 
which authorizes the installation 
and use of cameras on a highway 
or street, was introduced in 2001 

and was referred to the Commit-
tee on Transportation. 

In response to this legislation, 
SEMCOG's executive committee 
passed a resolution support ing 
the concept of unmanned traffic 
monitoring devices - under cer-
tain circumstances — as an addi-
t ional m e a n s of reducing red-
light-running traffic crashes and 
the i r sever i ty associated w i th 
intersections regulated by traffic 
s ignals . The reso lu t ion no ted 
t h a t o t h e r s a f e t y m e a s u r e s , 
i nc lud ing t r a f f i c e n g i n e e r i n g 
improvements (e.g., signal light 
t iming s tud ies , l ane improve-
ments , s ight d is tance eva lua-
tions, signage, etc.), education, 
and o t h e r l aw e n f o r c e m e n t 
strategies have been implement-
ed first and deemed to be ineffi-
cient in reducing red-light-run-
ning-related traffic crashes.

New SMART buses are on the 
road around metro Detroit.The 
first 20 of 100 new buses have 
been received to date. Production 
on t h e nex t 80 will beg in in 
September . SMART will t a k e 
delivery of 5 per week until the 
Spring 2002. 

Gillig Corp. in Haworth,Calif, 
manufac tu re r s the new buses . 
The Gillig buses are the low-floor 
design. The buses have a kneel-
ing capability - suspensions tha t 
can drop the front end to curb 
level. Passengers in wheelchairs 
board the bus on a motor ized 
ramp instead of a hydraulic lift. 
Even if the motor failed, the bus 
driver can manually operate the 
ramp. Currently, if a wheelchair 
lift is broke down the bus driver 
canno t pick up a w h e e l c h a i r 
u se r . Th i s problem e x i s t s 
th roughout the Uni ted S t a t e s 
where the hydraulic lift is being 
used. 

Dur ing t h e next 3 y e a r s 
SMART is planning on replacing 

its fleet with 287 new low floor 
buses. The new buses are heavy-
duty and either 35 feet or 40 feet 
in length. SMART is expected to 
spend $104 million to purchase 
the new buses. Approximately 
$24 million is interest and $80 
million is capital cost. The total 
number of buses purchased dur-
ing the contract is contingent 
upon the availability of federal 
and state funding. 

"The overr iding goal was to 
purchase the best possible bus 
on the market today and get the 
new buses on the street as soon 
as possible," sa id Dan Dirks, 
SMART General Manager, "Our 
passengers will notice a signifi-
cant improvement in t h e ride 
and quality of the buses." 

Various parts of the buses are 
produced by Michigan manufac-
turers such as American Seating 
in Grand Rapids, Detroit Diesel 
in Redford, Vultron in Auburn 
Hills, Romeo Rim in Romeo and 
Transmatic in Waterford. 

A creative purchasing agree-
ment was used to shorten the 
time to replace the entire fleet. 
Th rough Municipal Services 
Group, SMART is able to finance 
the purchase of the vehicles with 
fu ture federal grants . If tradi-
tional purchasing methods were 
used only 59 buses would be 
received in the first year and the 
to ta l f leet rep lacement would 
have taken until 2007. The exist-
ing fleet would not have lasted 
that long.

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Impact of Farmington decision uncertain

What does the future hold for the Western Lakes 
Activities Association following the impending 
departure of the three Farmington schools to the 
Oakland Activities Association? 

"I hope the 12 teams remain solidified because if 
anybody else goes it could have a dramatic 
impact," Livonia Stevenson principal Steve 
Archibald said. "We don't want the strength of the 
league to change. 

"And hopefully after our meeting on Monday 
we'll have a clear direction and decision on their 
part soon." 

North Farmington, Farmington and Farmington 
Hills Harrison have submitted a "letter of interest" 
to join the 28-school OAA. In what could become a 
mere formality, the Farmington trio will learn of 
its fate with when the OAA board of governors 
meet on Oct. 11. 

Meanwhile, principals in the WLAA will be 
meeting on Monday to discuss what is next for the 
2002-03 school year. The WLAA's athletic directors 
will also meet on Wednesday. 

It was only last week tha t Farmington Public 
Schools Athletic Director Brian Swinehart notified 
WLAA members of his district's intentions. 

Last fall, Swinehart was on a committee to 
revamp and reconstructe divisional alignments for 
the WLAA, which will eventually expand to 15 
schools for the 2002-03 school year. 

That's when two new schools Plymouth and 

LEAG 
Walled Lake Northern, become members, along 
with Wayne Memorial of the Michigan Mega Con-
ference. 

The league currently consists of 12 schools: 
Lakes Division — Farmington, North Farming-

ton, Stevenson, Plymouth Salem, Westland John 
Glenn and Walled Lake Central. 

Western Division — Harrison, Walled Lake 
Western, Livonia Churchill, Livonia Franklin and 
Plymouth Canton. 

Following months of meetings last spring, princi-
pals of the WLAA decided to divide the 15 schools 
into three divisions each based on past perfor-
mance standards in all sports along with a provi-
sion that schools in the same school district would 
not be aligned within in the same division. 

But the Farmington Public Schools, after digest-
ing the package over the summer, apparently 
balked at the comprise plan and decided to initiate 
interest in going to the OAA, which aligns schools 
in divisions by each individual sport based on past 
record. 

Data provided recently to the Observer docu-
ments the success rate of all 12 WLAA schools 
from the 1993-94 school year through 1998-99. 

The three schools at the top include Stevenson, 
27 conference and 23 divisional titles; Salem, 23 
and 18; Canton, 17 and 26. 

The next three include: Walled Lake Central, 12 

conference and 14 divisional titles; Harrison, 11 
and 15; Northville, seven and 18. 

The bottom six include: North Farmington, five 
and three; Churchill, four and five; John Glenn, 
two and seven; Walled Lake Western, one and 
four; Farmington, zero and three; and Franklin, 
one division title. 

Apparently the Farmington schools did not feel 
the equity of competition issue was full addressed. 

"As 1 recall one or two Farmington principals 
voted for the final resolution," Churchill principal 
Rod Hosman said. "When we were done I don't 
think that 's what they (Farmington) wanted. Hey, 
it's not everything we wanted either, but it was 
something everybody pretty much could live with 
it. And that 's what a good compromise is all 
about." 

If the three Farmington schools, the three lowest 
enrollments within the existing WLAA, do pull out 
and join the OAA, that leaves the WLAA with only 
10 varsity programs next school year. 

Both Walled Lake Northern and Plymouth High 
won't field full-fledged varsity teams until the fol-
lowing year 2003-04. 

"There may be some disruption, the main con-
cern is scheduling," Hosman said. "But I feel good 
about the schools who are left. 

"I feel they're committed and I think well be 
fine." 

John Glenn athletic director Gerald Szukaitis 
said the news about the Farmington Schools leav-
ing "comes as a surprise." 

"Brian (Swinehart) assured us last spring it was 

a dead issue," Szukaitis said. "But apparently the 
Farmington principals were not happy with the 
recommendations and the A.D.'s weren't either. 

"I was on the realignment committee and it was 
disappointing to me tha t the A.D.'s proposal was 
not accepted by the principals. 

"I've said I'm for realigning by sport, and by past 
record. The downside is you don't know where 
you're going (division-wise) every couple of years. 
Everything is pretty new." 

Fellow WLAA A.D.'s and administrators can 
only speculate the real reasons for the Farmington 
Schools' impending departure. 

"Obviously they feel it's in their best interest, 
but I can't tell you the real motivation," Hosman 
said. "I could speculate tha t their superintendent 
(Robert Maxfield) has a strong Oakland County 
background coming from Berkley and he has a 
tighter association with their superintendents. 
They probably feel it's better for those schools, and 
their coaches think they will be more competitive. 
Their coaches have been doing a lot of talking." 

Szukaitis said football and boys basketball car-
ries more weight. 

"That's the first thing people look at," the Glenn 
A.D. said. "The thing that sets off most emotions is 
football." 

And if there is one sport and one program that 
has been at the top of the WLAA longer than any 
in its history, it's Farmington Harrison football. 

But unfortunately with open enrollment within 
the Farmington Public high schools, North Farm-
ington and Farmington have not kept pace.

'bout these 
vultures 

Thanks to a hot tip from natu-
ralist Rick Smith, my wife and I 
got to watch some turkey vultures 
roosting for the night. 

It was around sunset, when the 
w a r m sun no long c r e a t e s 
updrafts, that we headed west on 
Five Mile Road out of Plymouth. 
As we approached the area where 
Rick had spotted the roost, several 
vu l tu res were flying low to the 
tree tops. 

They were easy to i d e n t i f y 
because of t he i r 
size, a wingspan 
of almost six feet, 
black coloration, 

J f wings he ld in a 
* f l a t t e n e d "V" 

shape and t h e i r 

E
tiny head. Seldom 
did they flap their 
wings, even when 
m a n e u v e r i n g to 
land in the trees. 

But without the 
sun to warm the 
air and create ris-

ing thermals on which they could 
soar, they must touch down and 
rest for the night. 

From the road, we watched sev-
eral fly from the south toward' the 
roost. It was obvious that this was 
a traditional site that local birds 
return to each night. 

As long as noth ing in te r fe res 
with their roosting, most birds use 
the same roost night after night. 

It appeared tha t arriving birds 
would circle the core area looking 
for a spot, or maybe they were 
waiting for those in the trees to 
settle down. Or, maybe their was a 
controller at the roost waving in 
circling flyers when the perches 
were clear!!?? 

By the time the sun had disap-
peared and darkness was settling 
in, all the birds were on the roost. 
Wi thou t t he b r i g h t sky in t h e 
background it was difficult to see 
the profile of their bodies under 
the canopy. Drivers pass ing by 
would never be able to see them if 
they were unaware of where to 
look. 

However, the i r roost site was 
s t ra tegical ly , or appropr ia te ly , 
placed near a land-fill, and just to 
add some ambiance to the si te, 
there was a dead skunk on the 
road. What more could these car-
rion eaters want in a roost site? 

After leaving the vulture roost 
we passed a lake on the way home 
and noticed a h a n d f u l of g r e a t 
egrets on their roost. Though light 
was definitely dim at this t ime, 
the white feathers of these medi-
um sized birds was reflecting what 
light was still available. 

They choose an old fallen tree 
a long t h e sho re of t h i s l a k e . 
Though exposed on the lake side, 
if a predator did approach them, 
they would fee able to easily escape 
out over the water. 

Roosting in a group is advanta-
geous. x lit? mure uirus m the aiett, 
t he more likely one will not ice 
danger and alert the others, either 
directly, or indirectly. More birds 
on a roost means it is less likely 
that each bird would get caught. 

In Pontiac, a t M-59 and Tele-
graph roads is a roost of hundreds 
of starlings. They have chosen a 
large billboard sign to roost at . 
This particular sign is two sided 
with an open space in between -
t h a t is where t h e b i rds perch . 
Before they settle for the night , 
they circle the billboard in black 
peristaltic waves. 

Eventually, a "leader" directs 
them to the roost for the night. 

It's difficult finding where birds 
roost for the night, after all they 
don't want to be detected during 
this potentially vulnerable time, 
so they hide very well. 

Tangles of vines, dense ever-
green trees, man-made enclosures 
and leafy t rees are jus t some of 
the places birds are know to roost 
in. 

Waterfowl of ten sleep on the 
water and take their chances with 
underwater predators. 

Keep your eyes open, you may 
find a night roost, too.

Communing with nature at Fairlane

Right in our backyard is more 
wildlife t h a n any of us might 
imagine. The banks of the Rouge 
River are home to a wide variety 
of plants and aninials. 

One g r e a t p lace to view 
wi ld l i fe is t he U n i v e r s i t y of 
Michigan-Dearborn's new Envi-
ronmental Inter-
pret ive Center . 
This is especial-
ly true for those 
who love b i rds 
and flowers. 

The bu i l d ing 
i t se l f is a new 
add i t i on to a 
series of na ture 
trails on proper-
ty that once was 
p a r t of H e n r y 
Ford's Fa i r lane 
Estate. It was built to resemble a 
bird in f l ight when seen from 
above. It includes three laborato-
ry classrooms, an exhibit hall, 
and wildlife viewing areas. 

Orin Gelderloos, Professor of 
Biology and Professor of Envi-
ronmental Studies, hoped for a 
facility like this since he came to 
UM-D in 1969. F u n d i n g was 
made available by the state leg-
islature, Wayne County, and the 
Ford Motor C o m p a n y . Dr. 
Gelderloos credits the adminis-
tration for making it all possible. 

A variety of exhibits are being 
installed to teach visitors of all 
ages. Gelderloos bel ieves i t ' s 
important to have exhibits that 
a re bo th e n t e r t a i n i n g and 
instructive. 

"You can have lots of razzle-
dazzle and not learn anything," 
he said. "Of course you have to 
have fun." 

Exhibits will vary from high-
tech electronics to low tech. 

Eventua l ly , t he Hines Park 
bicycle trail will be extended to 
the university so it will be possi-
ble for families to come by bike 
from as far as Northville. 

Walking along the trails from 
the EIC to the Fairlane mansion, 
it is possible to see animals like 
squirrels and groundhogs, but 
the real stars are the plants and 
birds. Now is the beginning of 
the fall wiidflower season. Look 
for goldenrods and astors in the 
sunny areas. These plants bloom 

in response to the shorter days of 
autumn. 

Stop and look very closely at 
the plants. 

"The exciting thing about gold-
en rods and as to r s a re t h e 
insects," said Gelderloos. They 
are home to soldier beetles, long-
h o r n e d wood-boring bee t l es , 
ladybugs, and wasps. The bee-
tles, in turn , serve as food for 

' dragonflies. 
Also housed in the Environ-

men ta l In terpret ive Center is 
the Rouge River Bird Observato-
ry. Each morning, birds are cap-
tu r ed when they fly into f ine 
"mis t ne t s . " Then t h e y a r e 
weighed, banded, and released 
u n h a r m e d . Many birds are in 
the midst of the i r fall migra-
t ions . Twenty-s ix d i f f e r e n t 
species of migratory birds have 
been identified in the last sever-
al weeks. 

Some birds come from as far 
north as the Arctic Circle. Bird 
w a t c h e r s who wish to add to 
their life lists may want to visit 

t h e 300-acre E n v i r o n m e n t a l ^ 
Study Area. Species identified!"! 
t h i s season include the b lack- ' 
and-white warbler, Philadelphia^., 
vireo, and rose-breas ted g r o s -
beak. 

One of the more unusual finds 
was a Virginia warbler , which. ' 
nests in the four corners area of 
t h e sou thwes t Un i t ed S t a t e s , ^ 
According to Gelderloos, thi^;;; 
rare bird got blown over here by 
s t rong winds. "To get it in our • 
nets is even more rare," he said. C)

Should any section, clause or paragraph of this ordinance be declared 
by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the same will not 
affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or part thereof, other 
than the part declared invalid. 

Section 6. Ordinances Repealed. 

All other ordinances inconsistent wi th the provisions of this 
ordinance are to the extent of such inconsistencies hereby repealed. 

Section 7. Effective Date. 

This ordinance shall become effective one day after publication.
