When duty calls 
Canton worker joins relative in 

New York rescue effort 
Local relief 
drives gain, 
momentum

The news of the Sept. 11 terrorist 
attacks had barely sunk in when 
Frank Rozsa finished his work week

son-in-law and headed to New York. 

"I'm not even sure I was supposed 
to go, or if Chris was allowed to take 
a passenger, but I just knew I had to 
do something," Rozsa said. 

Rozsa and son-in-law, Chris 
Thomas, who works for R & R Heavy 
Hauling in Northvilie, joined the 
seven-truck convoy from Michigan to 
deliver heavy equipment to what has 
come to be known as "ground zero." 

Before they could leave, Rozsa dug 
up an American flag to drape on the

Origi-
nally, the trucks were not scheduled 
to drive into the city, but instead 
would drop off the machinery for the 
rescue effort in a New Jersey grocery 
parking lot.

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's plea: Don't 
all Muslims

A Muslim community leader is 
calling for an understanding 
among all Americans 
as the United States 
trips to find the terror-
ists responsible for the 
attacks on the World 
Trade Center and Pen-
tagon Sept. 11. 

Imam Rabih Had-
dad, from the Islamic 
Center of Ann Arbor, 
was one of eight panel 
members participating 
in a town hall meeting 
sponsored by U. S. 
Rep. Lynn Rivers, D-
Ann Arbor, Wednes-
day night at Salem 
High School. 

Haddad told the 
gathering of 150 in the 
Salem auditorium, 
many of whom were 
Muslims, that Mus-
lims are outraged and 
shocked by the terrorist attacks. 

"Our hearts bleed and go out 
to the victims of this terrible, 
terrible tragedy," said Haddad. 
However, he also cautioned 
against unfair reprisals against 
Americans of Middle Eastern 
descent. 

"Attention and accusation is 
turning toward Muslim and 
Arab Americans who are as 
much a victim as anyone," he 
said. "We must ease anxieties 

that arise through ignorance." 
Many of the Muslims in atten-

dance told the panel of, being vic-
tims of discrimination, but urged 
peace among America's diverse 
population. 

Rivers' remarks: U.S. Rep. Lynn Rivers 
(D-Ann Arbor) addresses the Town Hall 
audience at Salem High School 
Wednesday night. 

"Of course there's discrimina-
tion," said a Muslim woman 
from Canton who was afraid to 
give her name. "I hope we will 
be able to overcome it by under-
standing each other. We're one 
community, and we have to get 
through this as one community 
as best we can." 

Rivers admitted to those in 
attendance that despite being a 
member of Congress, she didn't 
have much more information 

than most Americans who get 
their information through the 
media. However, she updated 
those in attendance about Amer-
ican troops being sent to the Per-
sian Gulf. 

"We should make sure 
that when we respond, we 
respond to the people who 
actually did this, not peo-
ple who look like them, 
who have the same sur-
name, or live in the same 
area," said Rivers. 

Mahmood Rafiq, a Pask-
istani Muslim, from Ann 
Arbor, is hopeful Presi-
dent Bush is listening to 
Rivers. 

"We are trying to cap-
ture someone, but we 
might kill so many inno-
cent lives," he said. "This 
could be the beginning of 
a great disaster." 

Bob Zaetta of Plymouth 
Township agrees. 

"I think we ought to be 
careful, we don't want to 

act hastily," said Zaetta. 
However, there was a small 

round of applause for Alan Dom-
bkowski of Canton, who said he 
is in favor of pre-emptive action. 

"This country has done a heck 
of a lot for the world. We 
shouldn't overwhelm ourselves 
with a collective sense of guilt," 
he said. "This is the type of 
results we get for letting our 
guard down. We need to defend 
our soil."

Forum generates discussion

A town hall meeting at Salem 
High School Wednesday night 
brought together law enforce-
ment, psychologists, and reli-
gious leaders to discuss the Sept. 
11 terrorist attacks at the World 
Trade Center and the Pentagon. 

The assemblage, sponsored by 
U. S. Rep. Lynn Rivers, D-Ann 
Arbor, was designed to give resi-
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dents in her district the latest 
information, as well as knowl-
edge on how to deal with the cir-
cumstances left behind. 

Detroit region U. S. Marshal 
Jim Douglas received a round of 
applause when he asked for the 
support of all Americans during 
the investigation, but warned 
against acting too quickly. 

"This is the land of the free, 
and for us to single out and over-
react in making Arab American 
citizens the tool of our reactions 
goes against democracy," said 
Douglas. "It's a reprehensible 
act, and we won't accept it. If 
we succumb to fear at this point, 
then those who perpetrated 
these acts will have won." 

Eabbi Robert Levy of Temple 
Beth Emeth in Ann Arbor asked 
for compassion. 

"We are a melting pot. We all 
recognize our differences, but we 
are all Americans," said Levy.* 
"We must do what is decent and! 
right... stand together." " 

Detroit Roman Catholic Bish-
op Thomas Gumbleton said, 
"Instead of doing something out 
of fear, we've got to find a solu-; 
tion to the problems which have 
provoked this terrorism." 

Kathy Osterman, director of 
relief services for the American ; 
Red Cross in Washtenaw Coun-
ty, thanked everyone for the 
support given the relief agency, 
saying "we've been over-
whelmed." She noted that on 
one particular day after the 
attacks, 120,000 people attempt-
ed to give blood, which is more 
than the Red Cross receives in 
one week.

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Marching band takes top 
honors in season opener

The Fanfare 2001 marching band competition 
held at Novi High School on Sept. 15 was one of 
few bright spots in a week filled with sorrow 
resulting from terrorist attacks on the U.S. just 
days earlier. 

"Our kids were poled and were 100 percent in 
favor of holding the competition," said Patty 
Hokett, Novi band booster president along with 
husband Charlie Hokett. "All the bands were 100 
percent behind coming too. Not one pulled out." 

This was the first competition of the year for the 
Plymouth-Canton Educational Park Marching 
Band. And they came through in traditional style 
to take top honors with the highest score, 76.95, of 
all 25 bands, Plight I first-place trophy and all 
three Flight I caption awards for Best Music, Best 
Marching and Best General Effect. 

"I think our show is really awesome this year," 
said Rob Dean, a Canton senior baritone player. 
"This is a very positive show, but also very diffi-
cult. It is one of the most innovative in the nation." 

New band director Clayton Wachholz was very 
pleased with his 190 performers.

days the program has come together by leaps and 
bounds," he said. That wasn't easy, he added, 
because of lost rehearsals due to rain and the East 
Coast tragedy. 

"But we worked extra hard and the kids really 
pulled through," said Wachholz. "The kids per-
formed at a much higher level than the rehearsal, 
so it shows me they are well trained and they 
themselves prepare really well for a performance." 

Wachholz said the show this year, "Programme 
One" by John Adams, is quite different from previ-
ous years. "In the past the staff has decided on 
some kind of social commentary to build the show 
around," said Wachholz. "This year's show is 
about esthetics. The audience will experience tex-
ture of sound and layering of visual effects. Plus, 
the music of John Adams is very soothing and, at 
the same time, very powerful.

As moving as the crowd's 
cheers were, it was a group of 
elderly men that brought Rozsa 
to tears.

They stood and saluted as 

we drove by," Rozsa said, his 
voice shaking. "That really got to 
me." 

Rozsa was told to be prepared 
for what he was going to see on 
the site, but it was like nothing 
he could have imagined. 

"It was unbelievable, like a 
war zone. The police and firemen 
were incredible. I felt to sorry for 
them because they're working 20 
hours a day and sleeping right 
there on the ground. Th'ey look 
like zombies, but they will not 
leave. They have brothers in 
that pile of rubble," Rozsa said. 

The drivers spent the after-
noon unloading the equipment, 

there, yelling to Chris, asking 
where we were from. I yelled 
back we were from Michigan, 
and as we were leaving, he 
waved and said, 'Thank you, 
son.'" 

The trip made a deep impact 
on Rozsa, who a week later is 
haunted by what he saw. 

"As a veteran, I am prepared 
and trained to give my life for 
my country. So I went to New 
York because I believe in Ameri-
ca," he said. 

Sunday night, he was exhaust-
ed when he turned the corner in 
front of a mosque and drove 
toward his home. When he left 
for New York, the sight of the 

mosque made him uneasy, even 
angry, he admitted. 

"I stopped, and turned around 
so I could sit in f ront of the 
mosque," he said. "I sat there for 

a few minutes , and said to 
myself, 'These people didn't do 
thaf h.id n - ^ b i n c *;> dr 
with it.

some short- and long-term 
adjustments. 

"Our science scores are down, 
but so is the state average," said 
Lon Rutkofske, director of sec-
ondary educational services. 
"The middle school MEAP tests 
are more like high school tests, 
students have to explain their 
thinking, and that's more diffi-
cult to do." 

,In order to help students per-

form better on the science MEAP 
tests next year, Rutkofske said 
there will be a more integrated 
teaching approach to earth, life 
and physical sciences. 

"We tend to teach each subject 
separately. However, we've 
found the MEAP has a more 
integrated approach to its ques-
tions," he said. "We're going to 
take investigative steps to devel-
op an integrated science pro-

gram. 
In the long term, which could 

take a year or so, the middle 
school curriculum will be 
changed to teach the state stan-
dards. That will mean adjust-
ments for both students and 
teachers. In the short term, 
Rutkofske said they'll make 
some adjustments in the way the 
current science curriculum is 
taught. 

"We'll be looking at the weak 
areas of the curriculum and 
address them before next year's 
testing," he said. "We want to 
get the kids to the level they 
need to be to become successful. 

We can't just sit by and let our 
kids languish just because we're 
in-between programs." 

Meanwhile, fourth and sev-
enth grade reading scores are 
up. 

"Students are doing better in 
reading for information, as com-
pared to reading a story," said 
Rutkofske. "It shows we're doing 
a good job of helping kids read 
for information, which is gener-
ally not interesting reading for 
them." 

On the whole, Rutkofske said 
he's pleased with the district's 
results.

Minghine said. "There are a lot 
of people screaming about that 
and the state is reluctant to use 
any of the rainy day fund." 

Further, the township's 2001 
revenue from building, electrical, 
plumbing and mechanical per-
mits, and contractual inspections 
was $475,000 less than antici-
pated. 

At the same time, the town-
ship's expenses have risen. The 
recreation and leisure services 

budget, which totals nearly 
$10.8 million, reflects an 
increase of more than $614,000. 

Canton will also pay more 
than five times more for elec-
tions next year. The budget for 
the elections division rose from 
$44,220 to $233,800. The 
increase is due to the anticipated 
post-census reapportioning of 
Canton's congressional districts. 

"We will also have to have at

and ballot boxes," reported 
Township Clerk Terry Bennett. 

The township, like its resi-
dents, is also feeling the results 
of increases in utility costs and 
insurance. 

The township budgeted 
$235,000 this year for utilities, 
but will actually pay $260,000 by 
the end of the year. The 2002 
budget reflects further utility 
increases, up to $285,000. 

The township's insurance car-
rier will charge the township 
$30,000 more, and the 2002 bud-
get allows $162,000 for insur-
ance. 

"Even before last Tuesday, we 
were still anticipating that kind 
of increase," said Administrative 

Services Director Dan Durack. 
"We're not really sure what's 
going to happen with rates in 
light of that." 

The millage rate will remain 
at 8.85, but .4 mills will be shift-
ed from the police special assess-
ment millage - decreasing it 
from 4.8 to 4.4 - to the charter 
millage - increasing it from 1.11 
to 1.51. 

The fire and police fund are 
supported almost entirely by the 
special assessment millages that 
were approved by voters in 1976 
and 1977. The millage rates 
were reduced in 1988, 1989 and 
1990, increased in 1994 and 
decreased in 1998 and 1999, 
according Minghine.

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Terrorist attacks spotlight weakness in CCW law s

"We got th ings messed up 
pretty good," said State Sen. Phil 
Hoffman, R-Horton, of the fact 
Michigan's new carry concealed 
weapons (GCW) law won't stop a 
permit holder from taking a gun 
into an airport. 

"We need to fix it." 
Hoffman voted for passage of 

the CCW law last December and 
chaired the conference commit-
tee that produced the file ver-
sion. While senators designated 
a number of "gun free zones" in 
the law - which overall made it 
easier for Michigan residents to 
get permits - airports were not 
among them. 

"We missed it," he said. 
Hoffman introduced Senate 

Bills 502 and 505 in May to pro-
hibit the carrying of guns, even 
by permit holders, between secu-
rity checkpoints at the airport 
and the gate. 

With the recent terrorist 
attacks in New York and Wash-
ington, his bills have taken on 
new urgency. He said he is work-

ing to get other senators and the 
National Rifle Association to 
soften their stance in opposition 
to the bills. 

But the Federal Aviation 
Administrat ion has security 
guidelines at airports nationwide 
under review, and its rules will 
supercede the state's anyway, 
said Sen. Thaddeus McCotter, R-
Livonia. 

"We should not start legislat-
ing things on our own without 
coordinating with the FAA," he 
said. "That's part of the reason 
we should be wait ing for the 
FAA to reach its conclusions and 
not doing something unless it is 
appropriate for us to do it." 

But McCotter said he has not 
taken a position on the bill itself 
or decided whether to support or 
oppose. 

The fact airports were not 

named as gun free zones in the 
CCW law was a point raised by 
critics of the act. Wayne County 
Prosecutor Mike Duggan pointed 
it out when the law went into 
effect this past July. 

"People assume it is already 
illegal, but it isn't," Hoffman 
said. . . 

Gaps i n federal law 
Federal law also has gaps, he 

explained. It's illegal to carry 
weapons on airlines, have them 
at the gate or pass through secu-
rity check points with them, 
under federal law, but it doesn't 
actually ban them between secu-
rity and the gate, he said. Hoff-
man noted that many people, 
such as employees, get into that 
area without having to go 
through security. 

Hoffman noted his bills would

not make the change by altering 
the new CCW law, rather would 
amend Michigan aeronautics 
laws. He said he anticipates one 
change to his proposal, when the 
bill comes before the Senate 
Judiciary Committee next week, 
to include "other dangerous 
weapons" in the ban. 

"Recent events have illustrat-
ed the need to provide maximum 
protection of residents traveling 
through,airports," Hoffman said. 
"Michigan has no law concerning 
possess ion of f irearms while 
between the metal detector and 
the front door of the airplane." 

As written, Hoffman's bills 
would allow exceptions for 
police, military personnel and 
national guardsmen. 

For others, a first violation 
would be a civil infraction, carry-
ing a fine of $500. A second vio-

lation would become a misde-
meanor with a fine of $1,000. 
The permit could be suspended 
for six months. A third violation 
would be a four-year felony and 
the permit could be permanently 
revoked. 

Hoffman said there may be 
other weaknesses in the CCW 
law. With a permit, a gun could 
be carried elsewhere at the air-
port, such as along runways. 

He said there would be noth-
ing to stop a terrorist from 
applying for and receiving a 
state CCW permit, as long as he 
met the other criteria. 

Nothing in current law-
requires gun boards to check 
applicants' names against the 
CIA watch list for terrorists. : 

The CCW law says local gun-
boards "shall issue" permits to 
applicants at least 21 years 
age, who have taken th^5 

required safety training course,J 

have no history of mental illnelsSy 
and have not committed a seri-. 
ous crime. 

Areas designated now as gun " 
free zones include schools, day; 
cares, arenas, bars, hospitals, " 
casinos, churches and college : 
classrooms and dormitories.

"I saw a bunch of kids play-
ing with yo-yos and doing 
some really cool tricks, and 
thought I'd like to try it," 
Maloney said. He admitted 
he had to plead with his 
mother to buy his first yo-yo. 
Once she gave in, and he 
learned his first two tricks 
from his father, Mike, he was 
hooked. 

His mother, Gail, recalled 
it was shortly after her son 
turned off the television for 
good. 

"He hasn't watched televi-
sion in three years," she said. 
"No television, no Playsta-
tion, nothing." The family 
participated in a challenge to 
leave the television off for 
one week, and at the end of 
the week, Gail Maloney 
offered to double her son's 
allowance if he renounced 
television permanently. 

Jake Maloney took her up 
on her offer. Soon after, he 
picked up yo-yo, and now prac-
tices between two and four 
hours every day. 

Yo-yo has become more than 
just fun and games for Maloney. 
He has collected more than 400 
yo-yos in three years, and has 
learned some of the most diffi-
cult tricks being practiced in the 
country. 

"Walk the dog," or "rock the 
baby" are now just kid's stuff to 
Maloney. He has mastered tricks

that are as difficult as they 
sound, with names like double 
iron whip, double suicide and 
spirit bomb. 

"You can never have too many 
yo-yos," Maloney said with a 
grin, opening a large trunk, 
filled with yo-yos and strings, in 
the family living room. 

Maloney constantly seeks new 
information about tricks on the 

Internet. He also attends yo-
yo club .meetings three times 
a month. 

"You just really have to 
have strong arms and a 
strong wrist," Maloney said. 
"And you have to practice a 
lot." 

Maloney will travel to Cal-
ifornia early next month for 
the National Yo-yo Contest. 

"Some parents do travel 
hockey or travel soccer with 
their children, but we do 
travel yo-yo," Gail Maloney 
said. "We love it. There are 
only about 300 serious yo-yo 
people in the country, and so 
we see a lot of the same peo-
ple when we go to competi-
tions. We've made friends 
from all over the country." 

Competitors must be able 
to perform 10 compulsory 
yo-yo tricks, and a free-style 
routine. 

"Every year, I think the 
kids just can't get any bet-

ter, but they do. Their skills 
get better and the tricks get 

more and more advanced," said 
Gail Maloney. 

Besides being a n avid yo-yo 
player, Jake Maloney, who 
stands over six feet tall, is a cen-
ter for the Canton Cougars trav-
el basketball team. 

"He not only is a basketball 
player, but can entertain the 
team during half-time with his 
yo-yo ability," joked his mother,

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Local police, sheriff's deputies assist in border patrol

Answering the call from 
Wayne County Sheriff Robert 
Ficano, police officers from local 
departments and police reserves 
signed up this week to help bol-
ster patrols at the U.S.-Canada 
]$©rder and assist security-mind-
ed federal agencies. 
^According to Wayne County 
Jteputy Chief of Staff Ralph Kin-
sley, Livonia and Westland were 
among the local departments 
participating in the newly 

formed Emergency Assistance 
Task Force. 

"We have been very pleased 
with the response so far," Kinney 
said Thursday. "Over 20 depart-
ments came forward to volunteer 
and we have 72 volunteers right 
now. They have all been depu-
tized as sheriffs." 

Having been sworn in Tuesday 
by Ficano,' those officers were 
scheduled Friday to begin help-
ing patrol those areas at and 
around the Ambassador Bridge 
and Windsor-Detroit tunnel. 

"There is still a great need for 
additional police officers at the

borders," said Ficano in a state-
ment. "This is our best plan for 
freeing up federal agents to con-
duct more inspections." 

Kinney said he could not give 
more details, and was not autho-
rized to supply names of individ-
ual task force members, for secu-
rity reasons. 

"They don't want people to 
know when staffing is heaviest 
or lightest," Kinney explained. 

The new deputies include offi-
cers assigned from their regular 
police departments as well as 
reservists volunteering to help. 

Kinney said hopes are to con-
tinue recruiting more officers 
from departments around Wayne 
County to join the task force, 
which will be operating indefi-
nitely to enable the tightest pos-
sible security at the border. 

For the foreseeable future and 
probably beyond, under orders 
from the U.S. Customs Service, 
every vehicle will be inspected. 
So will their drivers and passen-

gers. 
"The border is on the highest 

alert possible," Kinney said. 
"Every vehicle and every person 
must be searched." 

Motorists must pop trunk lids 
and supply adequate identifica-
tion. If something unusual is 
spotted, that motorist will be 
pulled aside for more-thorough 
questioning by customs officials. 

"This security level is going to 
be in effect for at least weeks, 
possibly months and possibly 
years," Kinney added. 

Besides enhancing security 
and safety, a goal of the beefed-
up border patrols will be efficien-
cy - to keep traffic moving in an 
orderly and timely manner 
across the bridge and through 
the tunnel. 

With every vehicle being so 
closely scrutinized, it could take 
up to three hours to get back into 
the U.S. during morning rush 
hour. During non-peak times of 
the day, it'could take an hour or 

so to go through customs, Kinney 
said. 

"It certainly is an inconve-
nience," Kinney said, about the 
long waits at the border. "But it's 
an inconvenience that will help 
us protect our liberty." 

With more local officers help-
ing out, it is hoped that wait 
time might be reduced so that it 
not "negatively impact commerce 
or tourism," Kinney said.

Covington sparks Rocks' win 
Salem's 18-12 
victory is 1st 
for Gummings

Playing on a field only a "mudder" 
could love, Plymouth Salem's Myron Cov-
ington kept his footing Friday night 
while everyone around him seemed to be 
slipping and sliding. 

The senior running back high-stepped 
over Salem's rain-slicked field and 
through Farmington High's off-balance 
defense for 162 yards and two touch-
downs to lead the Rocks to an 18-12 vic-
tory.

"Myron had a great game on a very 
muddy field, but I was proud of the entire 
team tonight. When the defense faltered, 
the offense stepped up. When the offense 
couldn't get anything going, the defense 
would make a big play. It was a total 
team effort." 

Farmington coach John Bechtel said 
Salem adjusted to the less-than-ideal 
field better than the Falcons 

"We run a lot of perimeter plays on 
offense that we couldn't run effectively 
tonight because of the conditions," Bech-
tel said.

I can still hear it, resonating over a barren 
field save a couple dozen young men dressed 
in short-sleeved shirts and baggy shorts, 
socks to their knees, despite temperatures 
hovering at the freezing mark. 

"Work, son! Work!" 
Van Dimitriou often 

sounded like that with his 
players, like a father scold-
ing his children. And he 
always referred to them as 
'son'. After rebuking a play-
er as he left the field, Dim-
itriou would turn and stern-
ly walk away, refocusing his 
attention on those still pur-
suing that spotted ball. 

— ; His intensity as a coach 
was unquestioned. Nor was 

his competitiveness. As he patrolled the 
sidelines as Schoolcraft College's men's soc-
cer coach, he rarely smiled — at least not 
until one of his boys connected, pounding the 
ball into the net for a goal. 

Then the emotion he always possessed 
when it came to soccer, from his playing 
days at Michigan State and in the Detroit 
Soccer League, would show in one jubilant, 
almost in-your-face burst of emotion, his 
eyes sparkling, his fist pumping. 

Dimitriou loved soccer. He loved coaching 
it, teaching it. I could never envision him 
leaving the game; he'd have missed it too 
much. 

Now the game wil l miss him. Last 
Wednesday, Dimitriou succumbed to a year-
long battle with colon cancer. He was 58. 

Strong player at MSU 
When Dimitriou joined Larry Christoff, his 

former teammate at MSU, as an assistant 
coach at SC, there were very few qualified 
soccer coaches in this area. 

"He did a lot for soccer," said former Livo-
nia Churchill/ SC women's coach Ed Dudek. 
"Larry Christoff and he would put on clinics. 
It was the first time I ever picked up a soccer 
ball." 

Dudek went on to coach Churchill to the 
state championship in 1986. He isn't the only 
one whose knowledge of the game has its 

Starting early: Dimitriou as a player 
at Michigan State in the 1960s. 
roots winding through Dimitriou and 
Christoff. 

Nick O'Shea (now the women's coach at 
Oakland University), Walt Barrett (assistant 
men's coach at University of Michigan), 
Henry Klimes (Northville HS boys coach), 
Lars Richters (Livonia Stevenson boys 
coach), Dominic Scicluna (SC men's coach) — 
all of them, and dozens of others, either 
played at SC for Dimitriou or, as in Richters' 
case, learned the game as a youth at one of 
his camps. 

"Wally Barrett told me, 'One thing you 
guys could always do, you could motivate us 
to run through a wall,'" Christoff recalled. 
"We always had a strong program (at SC)." 

Christoff and Dimitriou were roommates 

at MSU; both walked on with the team dur-
ing what could be considered i ts "glory 
years". They played the game the way they 
expected 4it to be played, the way they want-
ed their players to play it: with passion. 

"I still do some of the things as a coach 
that Van did with us," O'Shea said. "One of 
the things Van did was teach us the intensi-
ty you had to play the game with." 

It was the only way Dimitriou knew how 
to play it. Christoff could talk for hours 
about their days together at MSU, with the 
team playing for the national championship. 

"One of my best memories of Van was 
when St. Louis, played MSU," Christoff 
recalled. "We had never beaten them, and at 
halftime we were down 3-1. Van scored three 
goals in the second half and we won 4-3. 

"There was utter pandemonium on the 
field." 

He knew what worked 
And yet, as traditional as Dimitriou's atti-

tude might seem to some, he really wasn't 
close-minded. Scicluna is a good example, 
with his WAZA approach to the game that 
preaches a certain discipline combining the 
mental and the physical. 

"He was so old-school and traditional, you 
would think he wouldn't support this East-
ern-style approach to teaching and coach-
ing," said Scicluna, a former Redford 
Catholic Central standout. "But Van saw 
that it wasn't an Eastern or Western style. It 
was a style that worked, so use it. 

''Van tried to encourage this." 
One element of Dimitriou's coaching that 

has stuck with Scicluna was "his assertive-
ness in going forward and going to the goal. 

"I wish I had a lot more time to talk to 
Van. There were so many things I wanted to 
ask him. He and my uncle (Paul Scicluna, 
who died tragically in a car accident last 
year) were my gurus. 

"I miss him." 
A lot of people will.

Michigan Condominium Corp. has 

sold 17,000 apartment-to-condominium 
conversion units since Peter J. Cubba 
founded the firm in 1968. 

The latest work in process, directed 
by sons Craig and Stephen, is Nor-
mandy Oaks in Royal Oak. There, 80 
units are clustered eight together, four 
upper/ four lower on each floor, in 10 
buildings.

yearly; avoid problems

Admit it - when is the last time 
you thought seriously about your 
water heater? 

Not enough people do, according to 
one water heater expert, and the 
consequence is higher utility bills 
and a water heater that doesn't pro-
duce as much water as you want 
when you need it. 

"A water heater is a significant 
household appliance, and people just 
don't give it enough consideration," 
says Frank Blow, a trade profession-
al with Home Service Store. 

Homeowners should pay attention 
to the capacity of their water heater, 
its physical condition and location. 

Gas and electricity are two com-
mon energy sources for water 
heaters. A flame at the bottom of the 
tank heats gas units. A crown shield 
distributes heat between the flame 

and tank. 
Electrical units contain heating 

elements in the tank. Electric 
heaters are more efficient than gas 
units, but take longer to heat water. 
Electrical units also cost more to 
operate. Efficiency means a greater 
percentage of energy is applied to 
making heat rather than going to 
waste. 

Blow says the ability of a water 
heater to heat water quickly is 
important. Gas units can heat a full 
75-gallon tank in one hour. Electric 
units take as long as three to four 
hours to heat a full tank. 

New model water heaters convert 
about 75 percent of their energy into 
heat, up 10 points in the past five 
years. 

Blow says it isn't necessary for 
homeowners to wrap heaters with 
insulation, a dangerous practice if 
insulation restricts airflow to the 
heater.

least one inch of foam insulation 
inside the heater to keep water hot. 

Efficiency is more important than 
insulation. Heat traps prevent buoy-
ant hot water from escaping out the 
top into pipes. And until recently, 
water heaters "cycled" water up to 18 
times a day to keep water a constant 
temperature. Newer models cut cycle 
rates in half. 

Blow says typical water heater 
capacity has risen from 30 gallons to 
75 gallons. The reason is the surge in 
popularity of whirlpool tubs and 
larger homes with more bathrooms. 
One-hundred-and-twenty-gallon 
water heaters aren't uncommon. 

The average life span of a water 
heater depends on geographic loca-
tion. In the eastern United States, 
water heaters can last up to 17 
years. In the West, where water is 
more acidic and corrodes vital parts, 
the appliances can last as few as five 
years. 

Water heater safe-
ty is an issue. Nor-
mal water tempera-
ture ranges are 110 
degrees to 140 
degrees, but can 
reach much higher 
temperatures. Most 
units display a warn-
ing against scalding. 
Homeowners can 
control temperatures 
by turning down 
thermostats.
