-~ “Tonight is the first public
meeting with the sign ordinance
on the agenda,” said Canton
business owner and resident
Tim Ford. He criticized the
board for not including business
owners in the township’s ad hoc
committee which in February
examined signs and made rec-
ommendations about ordinance
changes.
. The ordinance came to the
‘board Sept. 24 for a first reading
and was tabled after public
input. :
- “The business community is
disappointed that the township
administration has chosen to
make significant changes in the
sign ordinance without consult-
ing the business community
with details until seven weeks
prior to this first reading,” Ford
said. “Had the business commu-
nity been on beard since Jan-
uary, the feeling of being rushed
would not be felt.”

The revisions in the sign ordi-

nance will affect nearly every
sign in the township. Maximum
sign size will be 24 square feet,
half of what the township cur-
rently allows.

The standard size for signs is
about 32 square feet, said Ford.

“T've consulted with a number
of light manufacturers,” he said.
“They told me the standard is 4-
by 8-feet because that’s the size
of the light bulbs.” -

More thorough research into
manufacturing standards would
serve the township and the busi-
ness owners well, said Greg
Greene, Canton businessman
and Chamber of Commerce vice
‘president.

“No business owner likes to
have to spend more money than
they have to, but still they want
to be professional,” he said. Cost-
ly custom light bulbs and parts
would be an- unnecessary
expense, “I say carry on, but I
wish the matter would be inves-
tigated a little more thoroughly.”

“The township right now has
the authority to condemnation of
a non-conforming sign,” he said.
“But we have never exercised it.”
He added the township is not
likely to condemn non-conform-
ing signs that already exist, but
would require the signs to be
changed when the business
changes hands, or when a closed
business abandons the sign. :

Although current signs will be
allowed to stay put, a sign
change will be required after
the business closes, or if it
requires site plan review,
according to the new ordinance.

The smaller, less-conspicuous
signs could do even worse than
affect business owners; it could
be dangerous, according to 58-
year Canton resident and busi-
ness owner, Duane Bordine.

“I do feel it’s going to be a traf-
fic hazard if you're looking for
new businesses on Ford Road,”
he said. “I don’t believe we need
anyone driving too slow on Ford
because people like to pass you
and show you their gestures.”

“If we negatively impacted
(York’s) property, we're going to
fix that,” said Singh representa-
tive, Mike Kahm. “But unfortu-
nately the nature of constructlon
is messy.”

+Singh’s representative was at
the meeting .to request an
amendment to the township’s
future land use map on the
northeast corner of Haggerty
and Cherry Hill roads. The
developer will request a rezoning
of the property from office zoning
to medium-high density residen-
tial on the 1.85 acre parcel. The
rezoning will enable Singh to
expand the Wyndchase project.

Seeing the light

Glenn Brothers’ property sits
adjacent to the property at Hag-
gerty and Cherry Hill. He and
his three neighbors, the last sin-
gle family homeowners at that

corner, will be landlocked by
Singh’s developments, he said.

Brothers approached the com-
mission on several other occa-
sions to discuss the problems he
has at his home. Headlights con-
stantly shine into his home, and
his property has also been flood-
ed because the new development
is improperly drained, he said.

Brothers requested the con-
struction of a high wall to shield
his house from lights, and from
the view of Singh property
garages, but so far has not
received an acceptable plan from
Singh.

Brothers has created a lengthy
video, which he said he will
share wzth the developer and the
commission.

“I’ll give one to all of you so
you people will have an under-
standing of how these projects
impact us,” he said.

The developer’s pervasive
presence and disregard for near-
by homeowners has been a prob-

lem for the last 18 months, said _

Daniel McCausland, who livés
just north of the Wyndchase
development.

“The people that live there are
excellent. They re quiet, profes-
sional, very nice. It’s the devef-
oper you've got to deal with,” he
said. “I’ve been insulted by the

owner of the company. I've been

called ignorant by the owner of
the company. They've flooded me
out. In this whole area, you've
got ﬂoodmg and rotting, ﬂoodmg
and rotting.” i
Although comm15s1ope;ﬁ§
agreed with residents’ com-
plaints, they stated the property
should be used for residential
rather than for office or commer-
cial buildings. g

as Mahatma Gandhi noted,

“there is no road to peace; peace

is the road.”

Let’s take a look at the people
of Afghanistan. There are rough-
ly 25 million of them. Afghan
children today can expect to live
about 46 years; in that short life-
time only 30 percent will become
literate. Their nation has been
suffering through a drought for
the past two years, and the
Afghan people live under condi-
tions of unimaginable poverty.
They engage in a daily struggle
for survival, without any hope
for the improvement of theu‘
standard of living,.

And now they are frightened.
Tens of thousands of Afghans
are fleeing their nation, their
homes, fearing an impending
U.S. attack. They are leaving
behind everything they know —
their very way of life — out of
fear of a vengeful foreign power.
Now that is what I would call
terrorism.

We must remind ourselves
that this is not a fight against a
religion, or a nation, but a small,
elite group of extremists. Some
argue that our goal should be to
enter Afghanistan and crush the
terrorists, nal vely assuming
that civilians would be left
untouched. However, this is a
completely unrealistic plan.
There are no central bases for
terrorism. These terrorists are
not easy to identify; they live in
villages amongst everyday peo-
ple, with wives and children,
working typical jobs. Trying to
hunt down individual terrorists
in this environment would be
nearly impossible,

Even from a purely nationalis-
tic standpoint, a war could only
lead to disaster for American sol-
diers. Every foreign attempt to
invade Afghanistan in the last
800 years has met with miser-
able failure, and it's doubtful
that the United States would be
able to beat those odds. The U.S.
Army would be no match for the
unfamiliar terrain, the harsh
conditions, and especially the
Afghan army. In the end our
troops would be overwhelmed,
and many Americans would die
for a vain and futile war. There

is no need for such tragic loss of
life to occur.

I urge each and every one of
you to do what you can to pre-
vent this war, starting now.
Write letters, send e-mails, sign
petitions, participate in rallies;
do what you must to put a stop
to any more pointless bloodshed.
Anti-war is not pro-terrorism; it
is pro-peace. Do everything in
your power to support the thou-
sands of innocent people who
would certainly die if war erupt-
ed. Death only begets death. Let
us choose peace, and show that
we will not succumb to the temp-
tation of violence.

Massive retaliation for the
Sept. 11 attacks will not cease
terrorism; it will only perpetuate
it.

judgeship is right move

It's about %ime.

Nearly a decade ago local officials

began pushing the state for a third judge-
ship in the 35th District Court. Now, it
looks as if that could actually happen,
with the first significant progress on the
most recent proposal coming last week.
The Michigan House of Representatives
voted 106-1 in favor of a bill authored by
Rep. Bruce Patterson, R-Canton, that
would create the new judgeship along
with other changes in the district court
system.

There are caveats of course. The bill
has to pass in the Senate and it requires
Gov. John Engler's signature before the
end of his term next year. In these com-
plicated economic times, when other
state and international issues dominate
the agenda, that’s no sure thing. The
Senate has plenty of ammunition to
shoot the bill down, should it choose that
route. A just-completed study from the
state Court Administrative Office failed
to recommend the additional judgeship
as part of its review of several district
courts.

Then too, there’s language in the bill
that would require Westland’s 18th Dis-
trict Court to absorb the 29th District in
the city of Wayne, an idea that sparked
opposition in both of those communities
last spring.

Even Patterson tacitly acknowledges
those hurdles. “It will be interesting to
gee who gets it through the Senate. It’s
out of my control now,” he said, reacting
in rather low-key fashion to the bill’s pas-
sage in-the House.

Still, Patterson deserves credit for
rightly picking up a cause few would
have bothered with. ”‘hat he would cham-
pion the additional judgeship is com-
pletely in keeping W1th his character as a
legislator who pays serious attention to
constituent services.

Regardless of the current bill’s chances,
the issue has merit.

Almost everything that affects the
legal system in southeastern Michigan
has changed since the district court sys-
tem was put into place by the legislature
some 32 years ago. Population has shift-
ed, traffic patterns are different, as are
trends in education, employment and
technology. Even our views on crime and
the way society deals with it are radically
different than they were in the 1960s.

Recent changes in-state law also play a
role in how many people walk through

- the doors of the courthouse, just north of

downtown Plymouth, each day The limit
on civil cases handled at the district level
went from $10,000 to $25,000 several
years ago. Also bumped up was the limit
on property theft/damage cases heard at
the district level ~ from $106 to $1,000.
Those changes, we note, were made by
the same legislature that repeatedly
turns a deaf ear toward allocating or
shifting additional resources to cover the
burdens it dumps on our local courts.

Nowhere has there been more impact
than the five communities covered by the
35th District Court: Plymouth, Canton
and Northville townships, along with the
cities of Plymouth and Northville, In fact,
Judges Ron Lowe and John McDonald
(along with help from a visiting judge
several times a week) preside over crimi-
nal and civil matters for a geographic
area that contains 84 square miles and
nearly 140,000 people. Figures compiled
by court administrator Kerry Erdman
indicate the court ldast year handled
44,778 cases, an average of 22,389 for
each judge. That’s nearly twice the
12,735 average handled by Michigan dis-
trict judges during the same 12-month
period.

The Michigan House of Representa-
tives has done its part. The state Senate
and Gov. Engler have an obligation to

provide judicial relief and adequate rep- :

resentation on the district court bench.

Metro oversight efforts
fall well short of mark

In what strikes us as one of the more
bizarre moves coming out of Detroit Met-
ropolitan Wayne County Airport — even
on the airport’s own supercharged zani-
ness scale — it now appears we’ll be treat-
ed to dueling oversight committees to
monitor construction and other contracts
handed out by the county executive.
Much as we’d like to believe two such
groups will provide an extra safeguard
for taxpayers and double the integrity of
the letting process, we're a tad skeptical.

The Wayne County Commission
announced its endeavor last week, calling
the group a stakeholder’s committee. It
will consist of Airport Director Lester
Robinson (a county employee), represen-
tatives from Northwest Airlines, a small-
er airline, concessionaires, employee
unions, the Detroit Chamber of Com-
merce and the state Bureau of Aeronau-
tics and could begin meeting in the next
week or two.

The Michigan Leglslature meanwhlle
is set to trot out a similar effort by week’s
end. Sen. Glenn Steil, R-Grand Rapids,
has said he will mtroduce legislation set-
ting up a group to monitor and approve

airport contracts. Steil, you'll recall, is.

heading up the legxslature s ongoing 18-
month “investigation” of airport prac-
tices. v

Let’s not dwell on the political timing
of these developments, except to-note
that intelligence efforts by both factions —

who seem to know exactly what the other -

is planning and when — seem far superior
to anything cooked up of late by federal
authorities. Their potenttial effectiveness,
however, is fair game. And that’s where
we see some real problems.

The set-up for the county’s committee
is lacking in key areas. To begin with, it
doesn’t have the power to award con-
tracts or even change the way contracts
are let. All it can do is review proposals,
suggest changes and hire auditors todo a
little Monday morning quarterbacking.
This might be sufficient if recent contract
history at the airport didn’t include
charges of favoritism, cronyism and plain
old poor financial judgment.

But even if the contracting process was

a model of ethical behavior to this point,
the idea that a so-called watchdog group
made up almost exclusively of interested
parties — whose members benefit both
directly and indirectly from its decisions
~ can meet its stated goal is just asking’
for trouble. '

Finally, there seems to be some confu-
sion over how the stakeholders will reach
consensus. Namely, will they meet in pri-
vate to hash out the good, bad and ugly
on airport deals or will those actions be
discussed under the full glare of the

- media — and public — spotlight? Wayne

County Executive Edward McNamara
said the committee would be encouroged
to meet publicly and would in any case
make minutes of its meetings public.

While the legislature is still hammer-
ing out the details of its contract over-
sight committee, there are signs of troua
ble there as well. For example, we've
seen nothing to indicate this latest effort
will be free of the us vs. them politics
dominating the legislature’s Metro agen-
da.

Also, there is real danger in removing
contract decisions from the local level
and sending them to Lansing. Not only
does it unnecessarily bog down the
process, but in the end, it lessens
accountability further. Just look at some
of the recent school financing decisions
for a clue as to what the impact might be
on the airport and its primary users. -

We'll give this much to the state com-
mittee. At least it will be subject to the
requirements of the Michigan Open
Meetings Act.

The Observer believes both efforts are
less than genuine and will ultimately
come up short. In particular, the Wayne

County Commission should take a second

look at its plan, to broaden both the com-
mittee’s membership and mission.

And it goes without saying that any
effort to clean up questionable contract-
ing practices at the airport must be wide
open and fully accountable to the public.
A lack of timely public disclosure and
scrutiny is responsible for much of the
airport’s contracting mess in the first
place.

Mike Malott’s article on CCW

-restrictions (Observer, Sept. 6)

requires a response.

First, his comment on the alrport
“As it (the new CCW law) is written,
eritics contend, the law would not
allow officials to keep a permit holder
from carrying a weapon right up to the
gates. ” Pederal law prohibits the car-
rying of firearms on FAA owned or
leased property, as well as attempting
to carry a firearm (or other hazardous
material) through an airport security
checkpoint. So carrying a firearm at
the airport is already 1llegal and did
not need to be addressed in the new
CCW law.

Second, as far as the restrictions go
on where a firearm may be carried:
The state of Vermont has no restric-
tions on carrying a concealed weapon.
There is no requirement of any kind
for a permit to carry a concealed
weapon. Yet in spite, or perhaps
because of this, Vermont has one of the
overall lowest crime rates in the
nation. (see www.huppi.com/kanga-
roof/L-toughcrime.htm) According to
John Lott, PhD, in his book “More
Guns, Less Crime,” Vermont ranked
49th in murder rate/100,000 residents,

| and 50th in rape/100,000. (second edi-

tion, tables 2.3 and 2.4 pages 31 and
32).

It’s clear
the state budget that begins this week (on Oct. 1)
is'based on wildly optimistic revenue estimates,
and some in Lansing are saying the budget for
next year could be out of balance by $1 bllhon or
niore.

. That puts candidates whe were lookmg forward
to more fun and games while in office in a real
bind. The obvious financial policy remedy is to cut
-costs and — gasp! - raise revenue. But advocating’
the obvious becomes tough in a competitive and
uncertain election year.

When it comes to cutting approprxatlons most
Democrats roll their eyes and look for ways to
sidle out of the room. Most Republicans are fixat-
ed on cutting taxes. Both are utterly unprepared
to answer the simplest questions about what they
would do about the state’s financial situation if
elected.

In an attempt to be helpful to those running for
office, I offer two modest proposals.

First, postpone the scheduled reduction in
income and business taxes until the economy

From his position as chairman of the Natmnal
Governors Association, Gov. Engler is leading an
attempt to set up a collection system for taxes on
Internet purchases. Some 20 states have already -
signed up, not including Michigan, yet. .

The bill stalled in House Tax Policy Committee
this spring, where conservatives assailed it as a
new tax that will stifle the promise of e-commerde.
Leadership managed to bypass Tax Policy by run-

" ning a new bill through House Commerce. Once it

reached the floor, representatives narrowly -
approved the measure in a 57-50 vote.

I realize neither of my modest suggestions are
as much fun as having it both ways, as we did in
the 1990s. But any candidate with even 4 shred of
responsibility is going to have to come up with
some plausible policy for resolving what, as of
now, looks like a very tough economic dilemma.

Legislature passes compromise education funding bill

Local school districts “are like-,

ly celebrating” the passage of a
compromise education budget
bill in the state Legislature
Wednesday, Sept. 25, according
to Brian Whiston of Oakland
Schools.

The compromise avmded the
worst of the cuts proposed earli-
er this year, restoring basic
funding for districts to $6,500
per pupil for the current school
year.

But the restored funding
comes at the expense of “categor-
icals,” specially earmarked
accounts for programs like sum:

. mer school for elementary stu-

.:dents, reading recovery ,pro-

grams and professional develop-
ment for teachers. Some categor-
icals have been trimmed, others
eliminated.

For local districts, it means
the cuts aren’t as deep as they
had feared.

Urban schools affected

Those most likely to suffer
cuts -will be older, more urban-
ized school districts that are
more heavily dependent on those
categoricals, said Sen. Gary
Peters, D-Bloomfield.

Even for them, the losses are
“cuts to the increase,” the admin-
istration is quick to point out. All

schools are getting more money
than last year, when the basic
allowance was $6,300 per pupil.
The state is in the second year
of a three-year budget. A slowing
economy meant that lawmakers
had to-pare back, but when they
failed to reach agreement in the

spring, Gov. John Engler ordered .

an across-the-board 5 -percent
cut.

That could have been costly to
some districts, although the
amounts varied. Walled Lake,
for instance, would have lost
more than $1 million. .

Another district hard hit
would have been Rochester, los-
ing $855,000.

The compromise, worked out
in conference committee and
passed by the House Thursday,
Sept. 20, and in the Senate
Wednesday, Sept. 25, brought
back the per pupil “foundation
grants” to the level schools had
originally anticipated.

Taking the money instead
from those special programs,
lawmakers found a way to trim
$149 million from the budget for
the current year, dropping the
budget total from $11.139 billion
to $10.989 billion. Next year’s
budget of $11.8 billion got
trimmed $302 million, said
Whiston, who serves as legisla-
tive liaison for the Oakland
Intermediate School District.

It was the newest categorical
programs that got cut first, said

Todd Harcek, aid to Rep. Marc

Summer school for elementary
students, a program intended to
assure that youngsters get extra
instruction if they still can’t read

by the time they leave third

grade, was cut altogether.

That could be a problem for
some districts, Whiston said.
Waterford, as an example, had
launched a summer school pro-
gram for the first time last year.
Now with no funding, it will like-
ly have to be cut immediately.

Another reading program,
reading recovery, got trimmed

" $25 million this year and $30

million next year, but was not
eliminated altogether.

Professional development pro-
grams for teachers were axed
entirely, effective this year.

One new categorical, Parent
Involvement & Education
grants, also known as PIE
grants, was spared trimming for
this year. The $45 million pro-
gram is intended to teach par-
ents how to work with their
youngsters to improve school
performance. But the program
gets cut altogether next year.

Whiston said that poses a
problem for school districts
expected to gear up to start the
new program this year only tc
have to cut it next year.

Republicans for the most part
were pleased with the final com-
promise. Harcek explained dis-
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tricts had lobbied lawmakers
pnma ly t‘;f:i;alymg they wanted to

‘Rainy Day Fund’

Democrats, on'the other hand,
mostly objected. Sens. Alma
Wheeler Smith, D-South Lyon,
and Gary Peters, D-Bloomfield,
both argued that the state
should have been willing to dip
into its budget stabilization
fund, the “rainy day fund,” to
keep spending at anticipated lev-
els.

“We are talking out of one side
our mouths when we say pro-
grams like 0-3 preschool, reading
assessment, parenting education
and professional development
are critically important, and out
of the other side when we say
they are going to have to be
delayed. It’s wrongheaded. We
are saying these things should
be done, but not on our dime.”

Smith argued the rainy day
fund should be use, “that’s what
it’s there for.”

Peters said the state has
already dipped into the rainy
day fund, for more than $70 mil-
lion. And since education is sup-
posed to be the state’s priority, it

Imagine a world where death doesn’t only encom-
pass funeral planning, but also decisions about sell-
ing the deceased person’s body parts and struggling
with the moral and ethical issues that entails.

It may not be too hard to fathom when we consider
all the people on waiting lists for donated organs they

' may never receive.

This futuristic possibility of buying and selling
human body parts and advances in biotechnology is -
played out in Bodyland, a production showing at the,
Furniture Factory, the old Weber Furniture Factory
building on Third Street in Detroit which has been
renovated as a performance space.

Directed by Erika Block for the theater company

‘Walk & Squawk, Bodyland opens Thursday, Oct. 11,
.to anyone who wants to choose their own entry price.

“It’s up to people,” Block said of the cost. “We want

_them to come. One person gave us a loaf of bread.”

Closed since a brief opening last year in October,

flooding in December put the newly renovated factory

back under construction, Now Walk & Squawk Per-
formance Project, which has a long-term lease of the
building, is getting ready for it’s first full season.

“It’s huge because we have this really packed sea-
son,” Block said. “We’re now able to present other
artists.”
