Although anthrax has not turned up 
in Canton mailboxes, the fear tha t it 
could has residents on edge. 

"I don't feel safe," said Canton resi-
dent Bernadette Bourgeois after a sus-
picious letter showed up at her work-
place. 

Bourgeois works a t a Canton retail 
shop, and over the last two weeks the 
s tore ha s received some suspic ious 
notes. Monday, the store received a let-
ter t h a t jus t didn ' t look r ight to the 
employees. 

"It was addressed like this, 'Mister 
Pumpkin, dear Mister Mailman Please 
deliver.' And it was in that child-like 
wr i t ing like some of t he other mail 
tha t had anthrax in it," she said. 

It was suspicious enough the store 
manager sealed the envelope in a plas-
tic container, and Bourgeois called the 
Canton Police department. 

"The person I spoke to just asked if I 
was going to open the letter, and when 
I said, 'No we're not opening it. We 
want you to come get it,' she told me to 
jus t throw it away," said Bourgeois. 

Bourgeois and he r co-workers were 
alarmed at the police response, but the 
o f f i ce r r e s p o n d e d a p p r o p r i a t e l y , 
acco rd ing to C a n t o n C a p t . L a u r a 
Golles. 

"We have a policy based on the U.S. 
Postal Service and the Michigan State 
Police Emergency Management divi-
sion policies. The police policy was 
written in ^injunction with the FBI," 
sne said. 

The department has been swamped 
with phone calls from people concerned 
about their mail, and in an effort to

Law will make run for State Senate

Former state representative Jerry Law of 
Plymouth Township has established a cam-
paign committee to run for the newly creat-
ed 7th Senate District in Wayne County. 

As a result of redistricting, the new 7th 
Dis t r ic t , wil l r e p r e s e n t c o n s t i t u e n t s in 
Northville, Northville Township, Plymouth, 
P l y m o u t h Townsh ip , C a n t o n and Van 
Buren, as well as several downriver commu-
nities. 

In a letter seeking support from the Michi-
gan Federation of Teachers, Law states "My 
former House District of 14 years included 
P l y m o u t h and Nor thv i l l e , t h e h i g h e s t 

Republican voting communities in the new 
7th Senate District. This affords me a sig-
nificant advantage in a Republican Prima-
ry."

and t h e n coming back to f re -
quently criticize ideas and word-
ing." 

"I no longer had the ability to 
advise my board in t he f r a n k 
and open way I 'm obliged to. 
And , g e n e r a l l y , c o m m u n i t y 
members have very little inter-
est in interfering with that," she 
said. "Very rarely is there an 
extended need on someone's part 
for anyone to actually receive all 
the information the board mem-
bers receive.

Former board members Mark 
Horvath and Mike Maloney, who 
have served the district about a 
half-dozen FOIA requests , say 
they are us ing the law to get 
d o c u m e n t s b e c a u s e Booher 
wants it that way. 

"We were told after one meet-
ing with the superintendent and 
the board they didn't have time 
to meet with us, and to use the 
Freedom of Information Act to

Said Horvath. "Many of the doc-
uments we ask for are the same 
things handed out at the board 
meetings." 

"We've h a d to ask for docu-
ments the board always made 
public before Kathleen came on 
board," added Maloney. "Every-
thing they do is open to public 
scrutiny. To say tha t FOIA is 
misused is preposterous."

Booher said the rumors began 
in late August. That's about the 
same time a bogus e-mail, made 
to look like it was from Booher, 
was sent to 40 administrators . 
And the same t ime f rame t h a t 
someone us ing a f a l s e n a m e 
called Berkley Schools, Booher's 
former district, to gain confiden-
tial information about her. 

"The e-mai l a n d t h e phone 
calls a re merely extensions of 
the problems that were already 
in full force," said Booher.

Group advocates 'clean money' elections for Michigan

Money has always had an 
influence on elections, but these 
days it is out of control, accord-
ing to a new group, the Michigan 
March for Election Reform Coali-
tion. 

And if Michigan res iden t s 
want to reform the system that 
is used to fund election cam-
paigns, they'll have to do it by 
petition. 

"The people in power are not 
going to change the way they got 
there," said Lynn Hartung, coor-
dinator for the organization that 
hopes to get the reforms needed 
in state law to produce "clean 
money elections," 

At least two lawmakers, how-
ever, are giving the group a sym-
pathet ic hear ing in Lansing. 
Reps. Bruce Patterson, R-Can-
ton, and Mike Bishop, R-
Rochester, say they are particu-
larly concerned about the role 
"soft money" now plays in state 
elections. 

Hartung raised the point to 
them, during a hearing of the 
Elections and Redistricting Com-
mittee, tha t corporations are 
operating "stealth fashion" to 
hold forums and meetings "solely 
to promote causes and candi-
dates while pretending to inform 
the public in an unbiased man-
ner." 

State law allows organizations 
to adver t ise for posit ions on 
issues without having to file 
campaign finance reports. They 
only have to file reports if their 
ads endorse a candidate or urge 
a "yes" or "no" vote on a ballot 
issue. 

Some groups, however, a re 
running ads during election time 
that clearly support one candi-
date or attack another, but don't 
report the expenditure because 
the ads don't actually advise vot-
ers how to cast their ballots. 

'Artful dodgers' 
"Obviously, this draws into 

question the possibility that elec-
tions are actually being manipu-
lated by 'a r t fu l dodgers' who 
choose not to fully adhere with 
the spirit and intent of Michi-
gan's campaign finance laws," 
Patterson said. 

"There appears to be a glaring 
loophole in Michigan's campaign 
finance laws that is being used 
by certain groups to secretly 
undermine our electoral pro-

cess," Bishop said. 
"Soft money" has been recog-

nized as a problem at the federal 
level, but the Michigan Cam-
paign Finance Network issued a 
repor t over the pas t summer 
s ta t ing that similar problems 
exist in Michigan. 

The Supreme Court election 
last year was a prime example. 
All candidates "together raised 
about $6.8 million for their cam-
paigns. That alone was an 83 
percent increase from the 1998 
election, "but that still seems to 
be the smaller part of the overall 
effort." 

The Campaign Finance Net-
work estimated that $10 million 
in ads had been run on behalf of 
various candidates in that race, 

but i t could not say for sure 
because spending on such ads 
doesn't have to be reported. 

Changes suggested 
The coalition advocates several 

changes in state law to address 
the concerns, some of which are 
likely to get a warmer reception 
from lawmakers than others: 

• Enact legislation resulting 
in "full public funding" for cam-
paigns to the Supreme Court. 
Hartung explained candidates 
would have to collect a small 
amount of cash from individual 
donors to qualify, but once they 
had raised the amount, further 
funding would come from the 
state. All candidates would have 
the same amount to campaign 
with.

room facility on campus. 
: Recal l ing windowless class-
rooms at Universi ty Mall, the 
v iew cer ta in ly is an improve-
ment . Unfolding before her on

dows is a panoramic view of sur-
rounding Dearborn and even a 
•glimpse of Detroit's skyline.

Known as the CASL building, 
it opened for classes at the start 
'6? the current term and will have 
a formal dedication ceremony 3 
p.m. Thursday , Dec. 6. Class-
rooms and research laboratories 
abound in three departments -
behavioral sciences, humanities 
ahd mathematics and statistics -
and t h o s e a r e a u g m e n t e d by 
administrative offices and facul-
ty "rooms with a view." 

Destination points 
"I like the set-up," Hamie said. 

"Environment plays a big role in 
learning. I know I can concen-
trate better when it's not closed 
in. And here , there ' s so many 
resources." 

To u n d e r s c o r e h e r point , 
Chance l lo r Dan ie l L i t t l e and 
ifledia relations Director Terry 
Gal lagher pointed out several 
other destination points on the 

f o u r t h floor a lone d u r i n g a 
recent walk-through of the $32 
mi l l ion fac i l i ty - 75 pe rcen t 
funded by state appropriations. 

• Anthropology students have 
a lab where human skulls and 
other artifacts are available for 
"hands-on" learning as well as 
student-faculty interaction, said 
Nancy Lemkie, director of devel-
opment in the CASL building. 

"We've never had room like 
th i s before," Lemkie said. "At 
University Mall, they were car-
ry ing ske l e tons a r o u n d on a 
dolly." 

• Psychology professor Dan 
Swif t wore 3-D goggles as he 
worked on a s t r u c t u r e form 
motion computer program in the 
psychology faculty research lab 
located next to his office. At Uni-
versity Mall, he had to make a 
10-minute walk to work wi th 
students after class. 

Such seamless logistics enable 
easier and more-efficient learn-
ing in te rac t ion , a m a j o r p lus 
according to Little. 

• Northern light basks the art 
lab, where students paint, work 
on sculptures or make ceramics. 
Across the hall is a music class-
room, stocked with several elec-
tric pianos. 

• Also on the fourth floor is a 
research lab for sports psycholo-
gy, led by Ines Varela Silva, a 
visiting researcher from Portu-
gal . In t he lab , e x p e r i m e n t s 
unfold as data is gathered and 
papers written about topics such 
as motivation for physical activi-
ty. 

Such va r i e ty of tools and 
resources carries over to other 
floors of the CASL. For example, 
one highlight of the third floor is 
a m u l t i - m e d i a l a n g u a g e lab , 
where Redford Township's Kelli 
Bracken used a Power Mac com-
puter to do an interactive Span-
ish lesson. 

With the Power Macs, videos 
or audio tapes inser ted into a 
nearby electronics system show 
up on the computer screen to 
augment lesson materials. 

The third floor also features a 
w r i t i n g lab, w h e r e s t u d e n t s 
working on formula t ing class-
room papers can do so, and even 
receive some t u t o r i n g help if 
needed. 

Wide open and basking in nat-
ural light and high ceilings, the 

Smith Group-designed building 
is funct ional and atmospheric. 
S t a i r cases f u n n e l s t u d e n t s to 
each of t he four floors f rom a 
s t u n n i n g , c e n t r a l l y loca ted 
rotunda atrium. 

"It's very dramatic," said Little 
with pride. "We think it will be a 
g rea t place for receptions and 
small concerts."

CASL facility blends the best in 
aesthetics, comfort and design, 
so t h a t s t u d e n t s a n d f a c u l t y 
members can't help but mingle 
and communicate.

Dur ing t h a t t ime, t h e UM-
Dearborn bookstore and food ser-
vices f ac i l i t i e s l ikely wil l be 
housed in trai lers. When i t re-
opens, University Mall will boast 
a one-stop destination for regis-
tration, admissions, career ser - , 
vices and include a food court. 

"You have to break some eggs 
to have an omelet," said Gal-
lagher , s t icking with t he food 
theme. "But we'll have an omelet 
when we're done."

Ask the Orthodontist 
When kids get into a grind rr 

Bruxism, commonly known as tooth grinding, usually occurs while the 
youngster is sleeping. Children are most prone to grinding their teeth 
between the ages of 2 and 3, when the 
last of their primary teeth are erupting. 
Once children have all their permanent 
teeth, the grinding usually comes to a 
halt. If after the age of 10 or 11 the 
grinding has not significantly lessened, 
that is a sign that the bite is incorrect 
and an orthodontic exam should be 
performed.

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County OKs new contract for airport noise abatement 
PRNewswi re - The Wayne 

County Commission, based on a 
recommendation from its Special 
Task Force on Noise Mitigation, 
approved a $9.5 million contract 
at its Nov. 1 meeting to C & S 
Engineering of Syracuse, New 
.York, for noise abatement ser-
vices to residents in communities 
adjacent to Metropolitan Airport. 

The contract begins Nov. 1 and 
continues through Oct. 31, 2004, 
with a one-year renewal option. 

;It includes community outreach 
services. In addition, the Com-

mission approved two one-year 
$250,000 contracts to Michigan 
companies Cadieux Construction 
of Waterford, and Fred Lax Con-
struction Co. of Ferndale, to pro-
vide residential construction ser-
vices for the resident ial sound 
insulation program. 

The Task Force referred to C 
& S Engineering as an "experi-
enced, national company" quali-
fied to revamp the problem-rid-
den noise aba tement program. 
The program is sponsored by the 
FAA and approximately 80 per-

cent of its funding comes from 
the federal government. 

The purpose of the program is 
to assist homeowners t h a t live 
near the airport by either pur-
chasing their property; assisting 
their move to a location fur ther 
from the airport; or by perform-
ing work on the homes to sound-
proof them. During phase one of 
the program, several h u n d r e d 
homes closest to the airport were 
purchased. Then, several years 
$gd, p h a s e two began , w i t h 
sound insulation work beginning 

on h o m e s of r e s i d e n t s b a s e d 
upon their location and proximi-
ty. 

The sound insulation program 
generally consists of equipping 
homes wi th new, highly r a t e d 
sound-insulated windows; new 
doors that block sound; and insu-
lation placed in exterior walls. 
Many homes also receive central 
a i r conditioning un i t s so resi-
den ts need not open windows 
d u r i n g s u m m e r m o n t h s , and 
some homes have received alu-
minum siding over i n su l a t i on 

tha t was installed on the outer 
walls. 

Problems surfaced when resi-
dents involved in the program 
began voicing displeasure with 
homes not being completed in a 
satisfactory manner. These con-
cerns led to the formation of the 
Commission's Special Task Force 
on Noise Mitigation which has 
been meet ing since t he begin-
ning of the year. 

The Task Force is made up of 
Commiss ione r s E d w a r d A. 
Boike, Jr. , D-Taylor, Chair; John 

J . S u l l i v a n , D-Wayne , Vice--
Chair; and Commissioner Philips 
M. C a v a n a g h , D-Dea rbo r i i 
Heights. 

Task Force Vice-Chair John J.; 
Sull ivan said t h a t he has been 
ques t ion ing the program froiq 
t h e t i m e he took off ice a s a :

End of the line 
Western's late TD proves to be Canton's downfall

Like a pass that barely eludes a div-
ing receiver's outstretched hands, Ply-
mouth Canton's once-soaring football 
season hi t the ground ha rd Fr iday 
night in a Division I district final play-
off game against Walled Lake Western. 

Just three weeks after thoroughly 
s tuf f ing the Warriors ' h igh-octane 
offense, Canton saw its dream season 
come to a nightmarish end, 16-14, in a 
game played before a large and vocal 
crowd at the PCEP field. 

Western (9-2) advanced to Saturday's 
quarterfinal game against the winner 
of yesterday's Detroit Denby-Detroit 
Pershing game. Canton finished 9-2. 

"We all feel miserable right now," 
Canton coach Tim Baechler said, 
moments after a post-game talk with 
his team. "The nine wins we had this 
season don't feel good at all right now. 
Our defense played good enough to win 
the game tonight, but our offense and 
special teams didn't get the job done. 
I'll take a lot of the blame, too. My 
play-calling wasn't effective." 

Western coach Mike Zdebski said his 
team was able to turn the tables on 
Canton by adjusting its offense at half-
time. 

"We won because we were able to run 
the ball on Canton," Zdebski said. 
"Early in the game, we were running 
our flight offense, trying to run outside 
and get around the corner. At halftime, 
we decided to try to pound it up the 
middle, and it worked in the second 
half." 

Canton displayed the heart it relied 
on all season in the game's closing min-
utes when it put together a potential 
game-winning drive by marching from 
its own 33 to the Western 38. However, 
the drive stalled when a fourth-and-
eight pass play from quarterback Bren-
dan Murphy to split end Kyle Lasko 
came up less than one yard short. 

After failing to score for four quar-
ters the last time it visited Canton Oct. 
5, it took Western only six plays to

Three plays later, Warrior quarterback 

Jon Michaud lofted a 5-yard scoring 
pass to Bryan Kowaleski to give West-
ern a 7-0 advantage. 

The ensuing kickoff was fumbled by 
Lasko and recovered by Kowaleski at 

the Canton 30. The Chiefs' defense 
stiffened, forcing a 41-yard field goal by 
Erik Dean which put the visitors up 
10-0 less t han five minutes into the 
game. 

Canton cut its deficit to 10-7 on the 
first play of the second quarter when 
Murphy kept the ball on a fourth-and-
goal option play and scored from 4 
yards out. Dutch Morrell added the 
extra point. 

The Chiefs grabbed the lead — and 
the momentum — for the f irs t t ime 
with 3:11 left in the first half when 
Reggie Joyner followed a devastating 
block by Dane Kobus and high stepped 
into the end zone from 11 yards out to 
make it 14-10. Joyner's TD was set up 
by a Murphy-to-Bill Gazsi 34-yard pass' 
on the previous play. 

Canton's defense was dominating in 
the first half, limiting the Warriors "to 
just one first down. 

Western's game-winning touchdown 
drive s tar ted at the Canton 47, one 
play after defensive back Mike Pisha 
stepped in front of a Murphy pass and 
returned it 18 yards. 

On the first play following Pisha's 
pick, Western running back John Sow-
ders rumbled 39 yards to the Canton 8. 

Two plays l a te r , Michaud rolled 
around left end and dove into the end 
zone to put the Warriors up, 16-14. The 
extra point was wide right. 

Canton took over at its own 25 with 
5:19 to go, but couldn't pull off any last-
minute heroics like it did the previous 
week against Novi. 

The Chiefs outgained Western, 264-
190, in total yards. The Chiefs also had 
14 first downs to the Warriors' six, 

Kobus was the Chiefs' top rusher, 
gaining 113 yards on 17 carries. Gazsi 
finished with 53 yards on 11 carries, 
and Murphy completed two-of-13 pass-
es for 41 yards.

That's a wine to cellar. The "now" 
wines at more modest pricing include 
the harmonious 2000 Reserve Sauvi-
gnon Blanc $16 and 2000 Chardonnay 
$17, a classic wine with a significant 
percentage of grapes from Heck-
owned vineyards in the Russian River 
Valley. 

Another classic 
The 1998 Reserve Olivet Pinot Noir 

$30 is another classic from the Rus-
sian River Valley. With cherry-like 
fruit and true Burgundian nuances, it 
is a brilliant accompaniment to roast 
duck. The mellow-style 1998 Mazzoni 
Zinfandel from Alexander Valley blew 
up away with its bramble bush, juicy 
raspberry and dark cherry fruit, com-
plexed by lively spice. The value-
priced 1998 Cabernet Sauvignon $20 
is one of the better 1998s we've tast-
ed. A notch up is the fuller-bodied, 
more complex 1998 Jack London

Don't forget to grab a carving pumpkin and several 
baking pumpkins for soup or pumpkin brulee. I've 
included recipes for both. 

If you are adventurous, fall harvest time in Michi-
gan is the best time to get all of the hard-to-find 
ingredients like purple potatoes, different flavored 
peppers and Swiss chard - the flavorful green leafy

vegetable tha t is so underutilized. Chard is sort of 
like a beet green, but not as strong and has a flavor 
like spinach. 

Also Michigapftharvest brings squash of all shapes 
and sizes, froiQTpattypan - the little flying saucer-
shaped squash ' - to the big Hubbard squash, which in 
my opinion," tastes better than most of the other vari-
eties of squash out there. Although hard to skin and 
not the easiest to clean, the end-result is worth the 
effort.

Freeze it to use all 
winter long. Or you can purchase other fresh herbs to/, 
make herb oils using olive oil instead of butter for 
dipping bread.

1 baking pumpkin; peeled, cleaned, seeded and cut 

into 2-inch Cubes 
1 white onion, quartered 
3 tablespoons chopped garlic 

1 cup cream 
1 quart chicken stock 
1 / 2 teaspoon ground mace ; 

4 whole juniper berries, ground 
1 / 2 teaspoon thyme 
4 ounces white wine 
salt and cracked black pepper to taste * 
2 tablespoons butter 
2 tablespoons arrowroot or cornstarch, mixed with 

1 ounce water 

In a stock pot, sweat onions and pumpkin with butter-
for about 5 minutes on top of the stove. Add garlic, 
thyme and juniper to the pan. Stir occasionally until 
soft and light brown, about 20 minutes. 

When the pumpkin is soft and has been browned, add 
mace, wine and chicken stock and simmer 10 minutes. 
Add wanned cream, salt and pepper. Puree mixture 
with an immersable blender. Taste. If good, add arrow-
root mixture to thicken.

ginger is added. Hawaiian cook-
ing tends to have many influ-
ences of ethnic groups mixed 
together. 
"The Chinese actually brought 

in the ginger and garlic, and 
that's what's so cool about it." 

Then there is a Korean barbe-
cue recipe, s imi lar to the 
Japanese teriyaki, but the addi-
tion of sesame oil and toasted 
sesame seeds give the Korean 
marinade a thicker, richer tex-
ture and add a robust, nutty fla-
vor to grilled meats. 

Teriyaki stands are set up in 

Hawaii much like hot dog stands 
are on the U.S. main land , 
Gaynier said. "You'll have strips 
of beef or pork and a scoop of 
potato and macaroni salad on 
the same plate. That's the Amer-
ican influence from World War 
11." 

Of course, the book contains 
Mbm's ter iyaki cocktail .meat 
sticks, which started the restau-
rant ball rolling for the family. 
They can be served hot from the 
grill for an upcoming holiday 
party as an hors d'ouevre. 

'Enjoy in moderation* 
Many of the recipes will meet 

the approval of vege ta r i ans . 
J icama, coconut, mango and 
pineapple recipes are featured 
throughout the book. 

But Gaynier also agrees with 
the food mantra "everything in 
moderation," so there is a little 
bit of fried foods in the book. 
Malasatas are enjoyed by the 
Portuguese the way beignets are 
by the French and paczki are by 
the Polish. 

Today Gaynier is out of the 

restaurant, business after selling 
the Diamond Cafe in 1994, work-
ing now as an organizational-
development consul tan t and 
lives wi th husband Mike in' 
Shaker Heights, Ohio, a suburb 
of Cleveland. "I f ina l ly got 
exhausted, and I'm the type of 
person who really needs to enjoy 
my work," she said. 

"After 14 years in the busi-
ness, I decided to sell Diamond 
Head. But I loved the customers 
and that (sale) was the hardest 
part for me."

soaked in water before use 

Thinly slice the pork or the beef 
into inch-wide strips, less than a 
quarter-inch thick. Neatly skewer 
the meat, taking care to make 
small stitches. You don't want the 
meat to flop around. Also take care 
not to bunch the meat up. Mari-
nate a minimum of two hours. 
Grill until cooked. The pork 
requires a little longer time to cook 
and not quite as hot a fire as the 
beef. In either case it takes just a 
matter of minutes because the 
meat is cut so thinly. So stay near 
your grill. 

COCONUT MACADAMIA 

NUT BARS 

Pastry: 

1 stick butter, softened 
l e g g 
1 / 2 cup brown sugar 
1 -1 /4 cups flour 
1 / 4 teaspoon salt 

Nougat: 

2 eggs, slightly beaten 
1 / 2 cup-brown sugar 

1 teaspoon vanilla 

2 tablespoons flour 
1 / 4 teaspoon salt 

1 teaspoon baking powder 
2 cups coconut, fiaked 
2 cups macadamia nuts, 

chopped fine 

Preheat oven to 350° F. Combine 
flour, salt and brown sugar in a 
bowl. Cut in butter. Add egg and 
mix. Spread evenly in an 8-by-8-
inch pan. Bake 15 to 20 minutes 
until golden. 

For the nougat: beat the eggs 
lightly. Add remaining ingredi-
ents. Stir until well coated. Spread 
over the pastry. Bake again until 
nougat is golden. Allow it to cool. 

Cut into squares, remove them 
from the pan, then slice each 
square into three "fingers" on a 
flat surface. Makes 12 bars. 

P I N E A P P L E C O F F E E C A K E 

1 2 / 3 cups fiour 

2 tablespoons baking powder 

1 / 2 teaspoon salt 

1 cup sugar 

1 / 4 cup butter, softened 

1 egg, beaten 

1 / 2 cup milk 

1 cup crushed pineapple* 

Topping: 
1 -1 /2 teaspoons cinnamon 
3 teaspoons sugar 

2 tablespoons butter, melted 
2 tablespoons pineapple juice 

1 cup chopped walnuts 

Preheat oven to 375° F. Drain 
the pineapple thoroughly. Sift 
flour, baking powder and salt. 
Cream the butter and sugar. Add 
egg and mix well. Add the creamed 
mixture to the flour mixture alter-
nately with the milk. Fold in the 
pineapple. 

Pour the batter into a greased 8-
by-8-by-2-inch pan. Combine cin-

namon, sugar, melted butter, juice 
and nuts. Spread on top of cake. 
Bake for 45 minutes to an hour, 
until a skewer stuck in the center 
comes out clean. Allow to cool 
before cutting. 

*Substitutions: Four firm ripe 
mangoes or papayas can be sub-
sti tuted for the pineapple. Add 
two to the batter. Use the other 
two for the topping. Dice them 
into half-inch chunks. 

P O T S T I C K E R S 

Potstickers originated in China 
and migrated to Japan and the 
West. The Mandarin Chinese 
name for potstickers is chiaotze 
and the Cantonese call themgau 
gee. You can see where the 
Japanese got the wor,d gyoza from: 
they borrowed the name as well as 
the dumpling! 

The Chinese version is larger, 
has more filling and is folded into 
almost a shell pattern. This 
Japanese version is what was 
served at Diamond Head. The Chi-
nese version is made with a thick-
er, larger potsticker wrapper, 
twice as much meat, and requires 
longer steaming. 

Like won tons, potstickers can 

be made up ahead and frozen for 
future use. Cook them right from 
the freezer. Thawing them makes 
them too wet and they will never 
brown properly. You can also vary 
the fillings. 

1 pound pork, ground 
l e g g 

.. 1 tablespoon cornstarch 

2 teaspoons salt 

1 tablespoon soy sauce 
3 / 4 cup water chestnuts, 

minced 
1 / 4 cup fresh cilantro or 

green onions, chopped fine 

1 (16 ounce) package gyoza 
wrappers 

Sauce: 
2 tablespoons soy sauce 
l . teaspoon chili oil 

2 teaspoons sesame oil 
1 teaspoon rice vinegar (cider 

will do) 

In a bowl combine the pork, 
cornstarch, egg, salt, soy, water 
chestnuts and cilantro. Mix well. 
Scoop a teaspoonful of the filling 
onto the middle of a wrapper, 
moisten edges and fold over into a 

semicircle. Squeeze to seal; Scallop 
the curved edge of the dumpling ^ 
by folding it over slightly onto 
itself in little quarter-inch folds. ; ' 
Repeat this about five times along-
the rounded edge. Take care to - ; 
space the scallops evenly along the / 
potsticker for aesthetic appeal. ! 

Heat two tablespoons of veg-
etable oil in a large frying pan overl 
medium high heat. Place the pot- '• 
stickers in the oil and cook until -
one side is browned. Pour a half -
cup of water into the pan and * 
cover. Steam the dumplings until * 
the wrapper takes on a translu- * 
cent shine, about 10 minutes. 
Check them periodically and add ;> 
more water as necessary. Do not 
allow the water to boil off; the ; 
dumplings will burn. Remove 
them from the pan with a sharp-
edged spatula and serve immedi-
ately with the gyoza sauce. 

Makes about 70 dumplings. 

Vegetarian variation: Stuff the 
wrappers with tofu salad instead 
of pork. 1
