Residents say fixing Canton streets is priority

Congested traffic is not news in Can-
ton. Even faster than the township can
address congested roads, more drivers
take to the streets. Residents in north-
west Canton say the problem is more
than just inconvenient. It’s also deadly.

A charter school that opened this
year, and a proposed township aquatics
park near Ford and Ridge roads, which
could open in 2003, has had residents
pleading with townshlp officials for
road improvements. They want stop
lights at the Ridge and Napier roads
intersections, and lower speed limits,

particularly in the still-rural western
portion of the township, before further
development of the 120-acre township
park takes place.

Critics of the aquatics park said at
meetings last week the township
should await road improvements before
proceeding with park development.

Danger zone

“Basically I've found out that I have
a house which is located 50 yards from
a freeway,” Bob Redick said of his prop-

- erty on unpaved Napier Road. “I could-

't believe it when I found out that the
speed limit on rural roads is 55.”

In June, only a week before the Napi-
er Road car crash that killed Justin
Holderer, 19, of Plymouth, and Jason
Rambe, 20, of Canton, Redick said he
rescued two teens from a truck that
flipped over on the road in front of his
house. Before that, he witnessed a
crash that killed three people.

“The situation on the dirt roads is
endangering homeowners. That truck
could have come into my yard,” said
Redick, the father of two small chil-
dren. “But we've got paved roads in

Like the people they represent, those
working in Washington have adjusted
their priorities since Sept. 11. Rep.
Lynn Rivers (D-Ann Arbor) spoke to
Canton Chamber of Commerce mem-
bers about those changes at the cham-
ber’s monthly luncheon Wednesday.

Rivers, who couldn’t travel to Canton
due to Congress’ active legislative
schedule, sent a video tape and fielded
questions by phone.

Before Sept. 11, the natmnal budget
looked as if it would enjoy surpluses for
several years. Taxpayers received hotly
debated tax rebate and tax cuts, and
an education bill would have increased
programs and spending in schools.
Congress was also discussing including

prescription coverage for Medicare.

“All of that went by the wayside on
Sept. 11,” Rivers said. Now the focus is
on reducing debt and working within a
balanced budget.

Immediately after the attacks, the
federal government began spendmg on
relief efforts and increased security, as
well as an airlines bail-out.

“Sept. 11 forced us to spend money
we didn’t yet have,” Rivers said. “Fur-
ther, the disasters came at the end of
the fiscal year. Money was taken from
the Social Securlty surplus to cover
immediate expenses.” .

Projected long-term expenses will
likely come from building bioterrorism
plans and vaccination programs, an
economic stimulus package as unem-
ployment continues to climb, and the
rebuilding of public health infrastruc-.

Redick and other western Can~
ton homeowners want lower
speed limits on the dirt roads
west of Beck Road.

WELL IN HAND

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Water park still a
good idea for Canton

A lot of Canton residents came out to
two meetings last week to oppose the
plan for a water park at Ford and Ridge
roads. They are not happy about poten-
tial noise, traffic and a decline in prop-
erty values.

The township board, including super-
visor Tom Yack, has said that township
officials will not vote in favor of the
park if most people don’t want it. It is
expected Yack will recommend that
Canton withdraw the proposal at the
regular meeting of the township board
on Tuesday, Nov. 13.

“It is apparently not the right time
and place,” Yack said Tuesday.

One can expect that township
trustees are secretly upset that very few
people who said they favor a water park
showed up at either meeting. A town-
ship mail and telephone survey had
showed some support (61 percent) for
the aquatics facility. And it’s a good
deal for the township because half of
the $8 million price tag would be cov-
ered by Wayne County.

So Tuesday may be the last chance for
those who have said they support a

water park to be heard. If you support

the idea of an outside pool, come to the
meeting and speak up.

There are still plenty of good reasons
to support a water park:

W A similar facility in Ypsilanti
(Rolling Hills) seems well accepted.

W Canton has a well-deserved reputa-
tion for running a class recreation oper-
ation. Look no further than Summit on

the Park.

B The park would be open during 10
weeks or so of summer, would likely not
be lighted or operate late into the night.
Sane hours, tough rules and a secluded
location buffered from any subdivisions

“would eliminate most problems.

‘We are not sure the squeals of happy
kids is a worthy target of Canton home-
owners. '

Once upon a time, these kinds of land-
use battles were limited to gas stations,
fast-food outlets and garden apart-
ments. Now people are opposing church-
es and even schools; in Northville Town-
ship a fight over a newly built high
school has already gone as far as the
state Appeals Court.

The idea that schools and parks are
unacceptable as neighbors is taking Not
In My Back Yard (NIMBY) to new lev-
els of selfishness.

Those who still like the idea of the
park need to let the trustees know how
they feel. And we urge the trustees to
find another lodation more acceptable to
homeowners. An aquatics park for Can-
ton is still a good idea.

Most of them found that Mus-
lim folk are pretty much like others liv-
ing in this area. We are family oriented,
hard-working people who wish the

Muslims at the open house expected
that the local community would have
misconceptions about Islam. Indeed,
much of the stereotyping and misinfor-
mation was cleared with a variety of pre-
sentations, displays and tours. Perhaps
the most valuable lesson was that the

religion of Muslims, Islam, is very simi-.

lar to other great religions, and shares
the basic truths regarding the sanctity of
human life, concern for the underprivi-
leged and central role of the family.

However, American Muslims learned
an unexpected lesson also: a majority of
our neighbors value tolerance and diver-
sity. The large number of peop},e who
turned out to learn about Muslims is evi-
dence of this. The great interest dis-
played is a wake-up call that Muslims
and other ethnic or religious minorities
in this area need to expend more effort in
outreach and education.

As the holiday season approaches -
Christmas, Ramadan and Hanukkah —
there will be more opportunities for the
diverse communities of Western Wayne
county to interact with each other. The
local government and the public’s gen-
uine expressions of support and concern
indicates that the ties that bind us are
much stronger than those that divide us.

Better place for park

This letter is intended as an apology
to Mr. Tom Yack for omitting a very
important point in my remarks during
the community forum on the proposed
water park Nov. 1 at the Summit.

Tom, I've known you for years and I
know for a fact that you have a very
strong commitment to the youth of
Canton and it is their quality of life
that is the impetus behind the propos-
al and not “another niotch in your polit-
ical belt” as some have suggested. I
applaud you for your efforts to provide
safe and healthy recreational opportu-
nities for our children and thank you
and the board for your past accom-
plishments that the community and

my own children have directly benefit-

ed from.
As I stated in my remarks, I agree
we need an outdoor pool, I even agree

~a water park would be great. However,

1 strongly oppose the proposed loca-
tion. I empathize with the immediate
neighbors whose hefty property invest-

ments and quality of life are bound to
be affected. I can’t help but think the
Cherry Hill Village development, a
jewel in our community, will be
adversely affected. I agree with the
gentleman whose remarks addressed
the likely attraction of more fast food
establishments and a put-put golf
course to the Ford Road corridor would
not be desirable. We like the current
semi-rural look of Ford west of Canton
Center. Less can be better.

I reiterate, my strongest objection is
to the increased traffic on Ford Road.

I believe the traffic studies re the
charter school are illogical. First, an
increase of “only” 100 cars per day is
in actuality an increase of one third. I
strongly suspect, as well, the clients of
the charter school are mostly local and
access the school via roads other than
Ford. Whereas, I suspect the water
park would draw from our neighbors
to the east whose most logical route
would be Ford Road. As a 26-year resi-
dent of the community, I have seen
traffic increase on Ford from 275 to
Canton Center every year to the point
where I avoid travel on it when at all
possible. Water park patrons will not
likely increase business for any estab-
lishments other than gas stations or
fast food restaurants. On the contrary,
it will probably force more local
patrons to avoid the area altogether.
Ford is already five lanes wide; any
relief is highly unlikely.

I understand that all the pieces are
in place with the proposed parcel and
the project can become a reality; the
desire to strike while the iron is hot is
very strong. Nevertheless, I urge you
to explore the feasibility of other loca-
tions. A parcel on or near Michigan
Avenue seems a logical choice.

It provides easy access to express-
ways, the boulevard structure will
more easily handle increases in traffic

- and more fast food establishments or

even a putt-putt could be welcome

~ additions instead of detractions.

On Sept. 11, all of us received the
news of the terrorist attacks with
stunned disbelief. At that moment,
distinctions that label Americans as
black, white, Arab, Hispanic, Asian,
Indian or Anglo melted away.

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You're in for a long wait

Isn’t it fascinating how hard-line ideologues
can simplify otherwise complicated matters to
correspond to their biases.

Ask a confirmed Right-to-Lifer about teenage
pregnancy, and you'll get a lecture on the benefits
of abstinence. Or listen hard while a hard-left lib-
eral discusses poverty; you're not likely to hear
much about personal responsibility. Staunch con-

servatives, both
economic and
social, are united
in the view that
cutting taxes is
the universal
cure for all ills.
So it is with
the developing
debate over state
policy concerning
" high-speed Inter-
net, commonly
known as broad-
band. Last week
Gov. John Engler
held a press con-
ference to urge
‘ the legislature to
help develop a plan.to accelerate the spread of
broadband throughout the state. Not surprising-
ly, The Detroit News attacked the plan as-a “new
tax” and therefore bad.

By now, it’s pretty clear that access to high-
speed Internet service is crucial to developing a
high-tech economy in Michigan. Engler pointed
out that investment in information technology
was responsible for two-thirds of the economic
growth and more than half of the productivity
increases we experienced during the 1990s.

But it’s also clear we lag behind other states in
deployment of broadband:

B With nearly 4 percent of the country’s popu-
lation, Michigan has just 1.3 percent of high-
speed broadband phone lines (ADSL).

B We are 37th in the nation in families and
small businesses using high-speed lines.

W Michigan is dead last among the states in
capital investment per phone line,

Much of this situation has to do with the lousy
record of providing broadband service of
Ameritech, the state’s dominant phone line
provider., Customers used to be irritated at slow
and inept Ameritech performance in responding
to ordinary telephone service requests. Today,
anybody who is trying to get a high-speed DSL
(Digital Subscriber Line) from Ameritech is in for

M Set up a uniform permitting process and fee
system for providers who want to lay broadband
cable in local communities. Companies trying to
run cable face today a bewildering maze of local
requirements. Some communities — dubbed
“broadband bandits” by the governor — have
decided to make broadband fees into a lucrative
revenue stream. Regularizing both the permitting
process and leveling the playing field for fees will
make it easier (and maybe more profitable) for
private companies to distribute broadband ser-
vices. .

H Create a public financing authority to pro-
vide grants and loans and to work with private
telecommunications vendors to make investments
in laying broadband cable, especially in rural
areas. Best estimate is that something like $300
million worth of infrastructure is needed to
spread broadband throughout Michigan ~ far
more than monopoly phone companies are willing
to spend.

It’s this last point that is drawing fire. In addi-
tion to calling the proposal a new tax, and there-
fore intrinsically evil, opponents argue that gov-
ernmental intervention will create a big bureau-
cracy and stifle other technologies for distributing
broadband, such as satellite (like DirecTV) or
wireless (like cell phones).

As to the “new tax” argument, P’d respond that
some times government action - and the taxes to
support it — is essential in improving the lives of
all citizens. Precedents exist, especially in
telecommunications. State and local government
subsidized telephone companies to spread service
in the early days of phones, The federal Rural
Electrification Administration (REA) brought tax-
supported electric service to rural areas. Most
people today would agree phones and electricity

“are pretty essential for families in the 21st centu-

ry.

With respect to the stifling-technology argu-
ment, any state financing authority worth its salt
would have to be “technology neutral.” That ig to
say, it would provide financial and regulatory
help to all kinds of companies offering all kinds of
broadband distribution technologies, whether
cable, wireless or direct from satellite.

Opposition to Engler’s plan is not just ideologi-
cal, though. I'm told lobbyists representing
Ameritech were sniggering in the back of the
room at the governor’s press conference. Perhaps
some part of the opposition has to do with self-
serving behavior by giant, monopolistic compa-
nies afraid of increased competition.

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Sprawl proposals draw fire
as violation of local control

Republican leaders in Lansing
are trying to make good on their
promise to address urban sprawl
this fall, but now the main bill in
their package is beginning to
draw fire from community offi-
cials.

The concern: That legislation

mandating cities and townships .

to have “clustering” or “density-
shifting” options in their zoning
ordinances would diminish local
control. .

“Clustering is a wonderful con-
cept ... but it doesn’t mean it is
going to work everywhere in the
state,” said Bill Anderson,
spokesman for the Michigan
Townships Association-and a for-
mer supervisor of Brighton
Township. “I'm getting calls from
communities up north where 80
percent of the land is dedicated
state and federal land. The last
thing they are worried about is
preserving open space. They are
going to have to squeeze develop-
ment into what’s left just to get a
decent tax base.”

What kind of tool?

Dar VanderArk, supervisor of
Leighton Township in Allegan
County, told state senators that
“cluster options” are a land use
and planning “tool.”

“If I have to nail it to the wall,
firie, I can do that. But I can’t do
it if somebody is telling me I
have to use a saw to do it,” he
said. The state shouldn’t tell
communities which tools to use,
he contended.

That argument gets little sym-
pathy from builders and develop-
ers who favor the legislation,
said Lee Schwartz of the Michi-
gan Association of Home
Builders. '

“By passing this (bill), are we
telling the locals what to do?
Yes, but every time a developer
steps into a community, he is

told what to do by those same

local officials,” he said. ¢

Schwartz agrees with stgte

Rep. Ruth Johnson, R- Holly, .
that every commumty in the’

state should be required to have
a clustering option available for
use by developers.

Every community would if
lawmakers approve a three-bill
package — House Bills 4995,
5028 and 5029 ~ sponsored by
Ruth Johnson and Reps. Chris
Kolb, D-Ann Arbor, and Randy
Richardville, R-Monroe.

Clustering allows a developer
to shift homes into a portion of
land in order to preserve another
portion as open space. For exam-
ple, in a zoning designation
requiring one acre lots, the clus-
tering option would allow the
builder to take all the homes in a
20-acre development and put

them into half of that land.

Although this would result in
half-acre lots, Ruth Johnson
said, 10 acres would be perma-
nently preserved as open space.

It's a way of saving significant
environmental features, such as
woodlands or wetlands, and still
not violate the property rights of
the developer, she said.

Low-growth communities

Many communities already
offer developers a cluster option,
but communities away from
hlgh-growth areas often do not.
It would have to be added. Com-
munitiés that do have the option
available now would have to
make sure their ordinances
allow for enough density shifting
to preserve 50 percent of the
land in the development.,

The idea has won the support

" of groups such as the Michigan

Environmental Council as well
as builders because it will pre-
serve open land and encourage
saving environmentally signifi-
cant features of the land.

Anderson and VanderArk
pointed to several other concerns
about the bill.

The ordinances would be sub-

ject to referendum if residents

object : ‘
‘VanderArk argued that town-
ships could be caught in a bind if
they are required to have a clus-
ter option but voters locally toss
out that ordinance in a referen-
dum. '

‘They also said that most com-

munities that have cluster .

options in their ordinances now
took several years to write them.
The bills require the ordinances
to be in place in one year.

“Ultimately we are back to the
issue of local control,” Vander-
Ark said, “For the legislature to
presume that it knows best what
tools to use for land use planning
across the 83 counties of this
great state is ludicrous. Most
legislators have never had the
opportunity to serve as a mem-
ber of a local planning commis-
sion. They have not had to face
the property owner and his
neighbors one-on-one in a public
meeting.”

Overwhelming support

Representatives voted 97-10
for passage of the main bill. The
package is not pending in the
Senate. Its Farming and
Agribusiness Committee voted 5-
0 Wednesday, Oct. 31, to send it
to the floor for a vote.

House Speaker Rick Johnson,
R-LeRoy, touted the land use
bills as a high point and a major
accomplishment of the fall ses-
sion.

But it isn’t the only land-use
package pending., Also moving
through the legislature is anoth-
er three-bill package sponsored
by Ruth Johnson and Rep. Patri-
cia Birkholz, R-Sagatuck, which
calls for coordination of land use
and planning. The bills — House
Bills 5038, 5267 and 5252 -
require communities to share
with and receive comments from
neighboring communities on
their master plans and zoning
ordinances, The bills require
communities to go through the
process at least once every five
years.

Improved Madonna wins opening tournament

At the start of the 2000-01
men’s basketball season, Madon-
na University did something it
hadn’t done before — it won its
first two games.

Last weekend, the Fighting
Crusaders matched that feat by
