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Shooting 
victim 
is silent

A 52-year-old Canton man suffered a 
gunshot would to the head Wednesday 
at approximately 10:45 p.m. 

The injury does not appear to be life-
threatening, according to Canton Police 
Capt. Alex Wilson. 

"It's a surface wound," he said. "The 
bullet didn't penetrate his skull." 

The bullet entered at the base of the 
skull behind the right ear, and traveled 
upward between the scalp and skull 
until it came to rest at the top of the 
man's head. The bullet was removed at 
the University of Michigan Hospital in 
Ann Arbor. 

Exact circumstances of the shooting 
are unclear due to conflicting state-
ments from the victim.

Under the new law, which went 
into effect Oct. 1, Michigan became 
the first state in the country to enact 
a specific measure creating stiffer 
penalties for drivers who injure or 
kill a highway construction worker. 
Guilty drivers serve up to one year in 
prison and pay a $1,000 fine for 
injury and up to 15 years in prison 
and a $7,500 fine for killing a high-
way construction or maintenance 
worker. 

The law helps, but Wasson wistful-
ly wishes for more. 

"I would give anything if he could 
just say, 'Mom,'" said Wasson.

I e-
mailed every single (state) senator 
and representative before the vote, 
and it passed," Wasson said. "I just 
don't want other families to have to 
go through what we have been 
through.

Even though the t ax r eques t from Wayne 
County Community College failed in Canton 
Township, it narrowly passed 141,000 to 138,300 
across the county. 

The s u b u r b a n pa r t s of t he WCCC dis t r ic t 
soundly defeated the proposal (1.5 mills for 10 
years for operations), but votes from Detroit 
were more than 2-to-l in favor. 

Few Canton students attend WCCC; most opt 
for Schoolcraft. Some suburbs may be able to get 
out of their community college districts if a bill 
pending in the Michigan House gets out of com-
mittee. The bill is sponsored by William O'Neil 
(D-Allen Park). 

The Canton vote was 423 no and 71 yes; 6,320 
voters in four southern Canton precincts were 
eligible to vote. The balance of Canton (Ply-
mouth-Canton schools) is in the Schoolcraft dis-
trict.

Currently 
there are no openings in the 
school, which operates grades 
kindergarten through sixth. 
Parents must provide trans-
portation but tuition is paid by 
the state through the local 
foundation grant (state aid). 

"The school focuses on three 

main things: 
back-to-basics 
academics, par-
ent involvement, 
and moral focus," 
Williamson said. 

The moral 
focus component 
includes a morn-
ing assembly 
every day where 
the students sing 
a patriotic song, 
say the Pledge of 
Allegiance, and 
recite the Canton 
Creed that 
stresses school 
and community. 
Then a class pre-
sents something 
with a "moral 
emphasis," Williamson said. 

Moral focus 
Community involvement 

includes participation in the 
charitable giving Operation 
Christmas Child that fills shoe 
boxes with small toys, school 
supplies, hygiene items and 
fun things like hard candy, T-
shirts, picture books and inex-
pensive watches. The boxes 
are sent to needy children 
around the world. 

Students are also trying to 
help a local family (the John 
Wysocki family in Plymouth 
Township) who lost their home 
to a fire. 

A chili dinner fund-raiser is 
planned for Friday, Nov. 16 
from 4-7 p.m. a t the school. 
Chili is $1, beverages and 
baked goods are 50 cents. 

Williamson's remarks at the 
ceremony Monday thanked 
everyone involved: 

"This is a momentous occa-
sion. Building a school commu-
nity takes vision, faith, com-

Plymouth police say they 've 
turned over their investigation 
of a poss ib le i l l ega l e - m a i l 
invo lv ing P l y m o u t h - C a n t o n 
Schools Super in tendent Kath-
leen Booher to the state attorney 
general ' s office and Michigan 
State Police. 

"We've sen t the case to t he 
high-tech crime unit of the attor-
ney g e n e r a l ' s office, and t h e 
s ta te police intelligence uni t ," 
sa id P l y m o u t h De tec t ive Ed 
Ochal. "They have the expertise 
in handling cases like these and 
the resources we don't have." 

In a letter to the attorney gen-

eral's office last month, Booher 
asked for state help to investi-
gate a bogus e-mail sent under 
the name of deceased superin-
t e n d e n t Mike Hoben. I t was 
sent to nearly 40 administrators 
with a signature of "K," made to 
look as if it were sent by Booher. 

P l y m o u t h police previously 
d e t e r m i n e d t h a t s end ing the 
bogus e -mai l w a s n ' t a cr ime. 
However, school district at tor-
ney K a r i Shay sa id a s t a t e 
s tatute which makes it a crime 
to impersonate a public employ-
ee may re-open the investiga-
tion. 

Any crime re la t ing to the e-
mail will be considered a high 
m i s d e m e a n o r , accord ing to 

Shay. A conviction could bring a 
one-year prison sentence and a 
$1,000 fine. 

Meanwhile , Dearborn police 
say t h e y hope to w r a p u p an 
investigation next week to deter-
m i n e if c r im ina l c h a r g e s a r e 
wa r r an t ed against former Ply-
m o u t h - C a n t o n school boa rd 
p r e s i d e n t Mike Maloney , for 
us ing a false name in order to 
obtain confidential employment 
information about Booher. 

Shay asked Dearborn police to 
inves t iga te 18 te lephone calls 
tha t were reportedly made from 
Maloney's office at Lear Corpo-
ra t ion in Dearborn to Berkley 
Schools, Booher's former district.

showed any remorse, I could 
have forgiven him. It was his 
second drunk driving charge, but 
I could have. I could have even 
had him over to my house. But 
he was so cocky. And he has vio-
lated his parole three times and 
been put back in jail." 

Tough battle 
Since 1999, Wasson and Lefko 

have been through hell, she said. 
Lefko was in a coma for seven 
months, and it took a year and a 
half before he was cognizant of 
his surroundings. Doctors told 
Wasson the first few days after 
the accident it would better to let 
him go, to disconnect the life 
support equipment that was 

keeping him alive. 
Since then, there has been a 

seven-month stay in Austin, 
Texas, for rehabilitation. The 
family has moved seven times in 
just over two years, trying to 
find the right home to accommo-
date Lefko's needs. 

"Because of his size, he needs 
a larger wheelchair, so then you 
need wider hallways and door-
ways and big bathroom," Wasson 
said of six-foot-tall Lefko. 

Wasson has had to educate 
case managers, fight with work-
ers' compensation insurance 
companies, and even defend to 
doctors her decision to bring her 
son home instead of admitting 
him to a nursing home. 

"It was only last week that the 
insurance company finally said 
Andy's permanently disabled. He 
can't walk, or talk. He can't hold 
the t runk of his body up on his 
own, but they thought he was 
not disabled? That makes no 
sense to me," she said. 

Andy's Law doesn't change 
any of that , Wasson said. But it 
does help her make some sense 
of her loss. 

"It's not every day you get a 
law named after you. And now 
when people say Andy's Law, 
lawyers will know exactly what 
you're talking about, and they'll 
know why that law was written," 
she said.

"When I f ind out they need 

something, I meet with them to 
f ind out exac t ly w h a t t h o s e 
needs a r e and hook t h e m u p 
with the r ight agency to help," 
he said. 

Some need is more obvious 
than others. He looks for houses 
t h a t may not be kept up very 
well. Or he may receive .informa-
tion f rom school personnel or 
from mobile home park manage-
ment. 

"Maybe a teacher might tel l 
me some of he r s t u d e n t s a r e 
coming to school with no coats, 
or the park manager might tell 
me someone has been t icketed 

for not keeping up their proper-
ty," he said. 

That's how he met Scott. The 
park manager thought she might 
need help with some painting or 
wi th yard maintenance. When 
D u n f e e got to h e r home, he 
found the need was more seri-
ous. 

"I jus t ask people straight up 
what they need. A lot of times, 
they ' re suspicious a t f i r s t but 
when they find out that I really 
can help they open up. That 's 
how it was with Dorothy," Dun-
fee said. "Dorothy is a very nice, 
s t r o n g - m i n d e d l ady . When I 
found out tha t she didn' t have 

hot water, I wanted to help." 
Dunfee's duty takes him a step 

f a r t h e r nex t week w h e n he 
meets with representatives with 
the FIA. 

" P a r t of t h e p rob lem was 
Dorothy was a l ready working 
with the FIA and they just kept 
te l l ing he r to hold on a l i t t le 
longer.

P-CEP band 
is still best 
in state

The P l y m o u t h - C a n t o n E d u c a t i o n a l P a r k 
Marching Band rocked the Silverdome on Nov. 
3, capturing the Flight I state championship; all 
Flight I captions for Best Music, Best Marching 
and Best General Effect; and the highest score of 
all 42 bands a t the Michigan Competing Band 
Association State Championship competition. It 
was the eighth consecutive year the P-CEP per-
formers brought the bundle of top trophies home 
and the 14th time in the MCBA's nearly 29-year 
history. 

"I t h ink we did excellent," said an excited 
Chelsea Tripp, Canton senior flutist. "This was 
one of our best performances." 

Erin DuLong, Salem senior and alto saxophon-
ist, couldn't agree more. "I thought we did really 
well," she said. "This show is very different and, 
because we don't have a drum line, it is a lot 
harder. But it is so much fun. We did very well 
performing together as one today and, musically, 
we did a lot better than we ever have." 

The 185 P-CEP marchers captivated the near-
ly 14,000 spectators with their masterful eight-
and-a-half-minute production of "Programme 
One," a f a s t - p a c e d and i n t r i c a t e l y woven 
t a p e s t r y of music , choreography, color and 
drama. 

The p e r f o r m a n c e e a r n e d t h e na t i ona l l y 
acclaimed band the highest score of the day, 90.5 
out of a possible 100 points. 

"I was very pleased wi th our performance 
because it was quality music making," said P-
CEP Band Director Clayton Wachholz. "We hap-
pened to be on a marching band field, but I 
t h o u g h t we sounded l ike a wind ensemble. 
That's what we try to go for." 

He added that , after mastering the physical 
and mental demands of putting on a marching 
performance of t h a t caliber, the students are 
now achieving the emotional qualities. 

"We're starting to believe in the show, in each 
other, and we're hi t t ing the emotional," said 
Wachholz.

Two bands were added to 
this year's list, one because of standstill perfor-
mances during the extremely wet fall and the 
other due to a technical error. 

Other local bands a t t he s t a t e competition 
included Novi, second, 80.15 and West Bloom-
field, seventh, 66.2, both in Flight I. 

The Plymouth-Canton Music Boosters have 
coordinated the State Championships for about 
10 years and this year was no exception. 

Booster president Connie Moore said some 200 
parents, grandparents and alumni volunteered 
to help with the show, some working the entire 
15-hour day. "It is nice to see so many out here," 
said Moore.

SEMCOG predicts slow growth 
in 2030 Development Forecast

In 2030 questions about health 
care services and transportation 
to and from the doctor's office 
likely will be much more preva-
len t t h a n school cons t ruc t ion 
bond issue proposals. 

According to the just-released 
g030 Regional Development 
Forecast for Southeast Michigan, 
issued by the Southeast Michi-
gan Counci l of Government s , 
population in Southeast Michi-
gan will grow more slowly than 
t h e r e s t of t he U n i t e d S t a t e s 
over the next three decades - 12 
percent (to 5.4 million) compared 
to about 25 percent nationwide. 
And, bo th the populat ion and 
infrastructure serving the region 
will cont inue to age, br inging 
issues tha t will need to be dealt 
with, said Paul Tait, SEMCOG 
executive director. 
: But Tait maintained that sub-

urban communities will remain 
vital. 
: "The loss of population doesn't 

necessarily mean your communi-
ty is declining," Tait said. "It can 
still be a very vibrant communi-
ty." 

Among communities covered 
by t h e Observer , double-digit 
population decreases will occur 
in Redford Township (13.3 per-
cent) and Garden City (18 per-
cent). In Livonia, population will 
4rop 7 percent from 100,545 to 
93,509, while Westland's popula-
tion will decrease nearly 8 per-
cent, f rom 86,602 to 79,763. In 
Farmington Hills, the population 
in 2030 will be 77,505 - down 5.6 
percent from 82,111 in 2000. 

On t h e p lus side, however , 
major population increases are 
expected in both Canton Town-
ship and Plymouth Township. In 
C a n t o n Township, populat ion 
wil l j u m p 45.9 p e r c e n t , f rom 
76,366 to 111,391 over the next 
three decades. During that span, 
the Plymouth Township popula-
tion will increase 23.6 percent 
from 27,798 last year to 34,372. 

"It's a big number," said Can-
ton Township Supervisor Tom 
Yack. "Even if it falls somewhat 
s h o r t of t h a t , Canton will be 
either the second or third largest 
community in Wavne County in 
2030." 

A m o n g some of t h e t r e n d s 
deta i led in the 34-page report 
ai£ the following: 

• Households will imcrease 22 
percen t by 2030, 'greater than 

ton 

t h e 12-percent popu la t ion 
increase; Tai t expla ined t h a t 
there will be 403,000 new house-
holds in the region, but those 
would be composed of fewer peo-
ple, many without children. 

• Jobs will grow by 16 per-
cent, reaching about 3.1 million 
by 2030. Many of those will be in 
non-food service-oriented posi-
tions, including accounting, com-

pu t e r s and legal services, for 
example. 

II Because more of the popula-
tion will be elderly and unable to 
drive, another important issue 
will be developing an effective 
public transportation system.

- Such reports are nice to have 
fo r compar i son pu rposes , to 
make sure government officials 
are on the right planning track.

But Yack 
said it would be a mistake to put 
too much, stock in them, or rely 
on them for guidance in dealing 
wi th long-term issues such as 
roads or sewer repairs.

According 
to SEMCOG, "Additional roads 
and sewers will have to be built 
and those existing in older parts 
of the region will have to be 
rehabilitated." 

Future forecast 
Tait added there is a $17 bil-

lion shortfall for future road pro-
jects. with another $14 billion to 
$26 billion wor th of needs to 
rehabilitate aging sewers. 

"The o the r message in our 
forecas t is t h a t local govern-
ments are going to be looking at 
d i f fe ren t service needs," Tai t 
said. "In t he pas t , they were 
looking for youth recreation pro-
grams, for example, and not be 
concerned about senior citizen 
facilities." 

Other needs to be focused on 
due to t h e ag ing p o p u l a t i o n 
include emergency medical ser-
vices, transportation, health care 
and con t inu ing educa t ion for 
older adults. 

The information contained in 
the 2030 Regional Development 
Forecast for Southeast Michigan 
will be s h a r e d w i th ci ty and 
township officials so t h a t they 
can better prepare for long-range 
planning, Tait said. 

"As an organization t h a t has 
150 local governments as mem-
bers," Tait said, "one of our jobs 
is to get i n fo rma t ion to local 
elected officials and staff to help 
t h e m wi th decis ion m a k i n g . 
There are some definite t rends 
here that will impact what com-
munities look like in the future."

Sta te Rep. Ruth Johnson, R-
Holly, the problem occurs so fre-
quently that when the Depart-
ment of Environmental Quality 
tested 500 homes there, one in 
three had arsenic in their water. 

"Arsenic in well water is easy 
to remedy once the homeowner 
is aware of the problem," she 
said. Homeowners can drill a 
new well, although that can be 
expensive and the new well also 
may have arsenic present. Or 
homeowners can switch to bot-
tled water for drinking and cook-
ing. 

There are also filter systems 
tha t remove arsenic from well 

water, although Johnson cau-
tioned that not all filters work 
equally well. Homeowners 
should make sure their f i l ters 
are certified by the Water Quali-
ty Association, Johnson advised. 

Arsenic is a metal and a chem-
ical element that can be present 
naturally in groundwater. The 
first symptoms of arsenic poison-
ing include thickening and dis-
coloration of the skin, heartburn 
or stomach pain, memory loss, 
fa t igue or numbness in the 
hands and feet. Arsenic is a car-
cinogen and, in higher doses, it 
is a deadly poison. 

Once put in place, the water-

testing program will be operated 
by the state DEQ. Residents will 
be able to get specimen bottles 
from county or municipal offices, 
and then send them to the state 
for testing. The DEQ will then 
inform the homeowner whether 
and at what level arsenic is pre-
sent in the water, and whether 
that level exceeds federal safe 
drinking water standards. 

Just as state lawmakers were 
working on the bill to create the 
testing program last week, the 
federal Environmental Protec-
tion Agency released i ts new 
s tandards on drinking water , 
dropping the acceptable level of 

arsenic in drinking water from 
50 parts per billion to 10. That 
ends a controversy at the federal 
level ignited when Pres iden t 
George W. Bush first took office 
and balked at EPA p lans to 
lower the level considered safe. 

Johnson contended that home-
owners who have private wells 
should have them tested once a 
year, and not just for arsenic. 
Ni t ra tes and other volat i le 
organic compounds can be health 
hazards as well. 

A full battery of tests for all 
possible contaminants would 
cost $400, she said. But a test for 
nitrates, for example, is just $8. 

Under Johnson's amendment, 
the DEQ will also begin to map 
the areas in which contaminants 
are being found in wells. The 
maps are to be available by Oct. 
1, 2002, in health departments 
and public libraries. The maps 
will serve as a guide to home-
owners as to subs tances ar$ 
being found in their areas and 
for which their wells should be 
tested. < 

The t e s t ing program was 
tacked on as an amendment to 
House Bill 4626, which adjusts 
fees for the t ranspor ta t ion of 
hazardous wastes.

We were 
threatened with social services if 
we didn't get him on the medica-
tion," Smith said. 

Educators, however, believe 
the law may impede their ability 
to work with parents to correct 

behavioral problems, and that 
parents might misinterpret the 
law to mean teachers can't rec-
ommend evaluations. 

"Teachers working with chil-
dren usually know when chil-
dren's behavior doesn't fit norms 
and/or aren't performing to their 
ful l potent ia l ," said Livonia 
counselor Yvonne Constas. "It 
isn't necessary to be a physician 
to observe and evaluate behavior 
not in the best interest of chil-
dren." 

Teachers should be working 
with physicians to identify atten-
tion deficit disorder and hyperac-

first three quarters, this game 
was no contest. 

The Shamrocks shu t down 
Glenn's offense in every way 
imaginable - holding the Rock-
ets without a yard in net offense 
out of 18 plays and just one first 
down in the first half and just 13 
total yards in three quarters. 

And on offense, CC was just 
down right scary. 

Sophomore running back Der-
rick Brooks gained 123 yards on 
13 first-half carries with a pair 
of touchdowns, Mike Banaszak 
had 62 more yards and quarter-
back Tom Jakacki had 80 yards 
passing (4-of-7 completions) with 
a touchdown for 269 yards in all. 

$If you can't stop them, then 
they're going to keep pounding it 
at you," said Gordon.

expectations are higher." 
And the higher the expecta-

tions, the greater the prospect 
for disappointment. 

"It's a young group," said Brig-

Briggs is also looking for some 
big th ings from Medunjanin, 
who's gotten tougher and has 
improved his perimeter shooting. 

There is a question mark in 
the front court. "We have to find 
a 5 (post) man," said Briggs. At 
present, there's a trio of players 
vying for the position, and Brig-
gs will use them all: Yaku 
Moton-Spruill, a 6-8, 260-pound 
sophomore from Westland John 
Glenn; Justin Fiori, 6-9 and 260 
out of Utica Eisenhowser; and 
Carl Muhammad, a 6-6 Detroit 
Redford grad.
