Plymouth-Canton
school bus drivers
are warning school
officials the buses
they drive to trans-
port students are in
extremely poor con-
dition. '

“The Plymouth-
Canton school dis-
trict transpertation bus fleet is cur-
rently in a state of disrepair,” said bus
driver Del Templeton. “We have buses
that have well in excess of 100,000
miles, and some are approaching
200,000 hard-driven miles on them.
The overall integrity of our bus fleet is
in question.”

Testimony shows troubled
marriage in murder case

A Canton man accused of killing his
estranged wife and her boyfriend was
bound over for trial after a preliminary
examination at the 35th District Court
in Plymouth Friday.

Brian William Sewell, 32, was
arrested Sept. 19 in connection with
the shotgun homicides. : ,

His wife, Nikki Sewell, 30, and Ricky

Jones, 32, of Ypsilanti were found dead
shortly after 2 a.m. Sept. 19 in the
Sewell’s Mott Road mobile home. Both
died of injuries caused by multiple gun-
shot wounds. Sewell was found in her

Garden City driver bound

Shannon Howe, surrounded
by supportive family members,
faced Judge Ronald Lowe of
85th District Court in Ply-
mouth at a preliminary exami-
nation Friday.

Howe, 20, of Garden City
was charged with leaving the
scene of an Oct. 28 fatal acei-
dent.

Benjamin Cebina, 20, of

Ypsilanti died of massive head
injuries after he was struck by
a vehicle in the early morning
on Oct. 28. He was walking
alongsidé Warren Road near
Lotz after leaving a party.

Howe had been playing cards
at home with 13 friends before
the crash. Just after midnight,
the crowd left the house. Some
headed to a Westland bar, and
Howe took her sister home, tes-
tified Angela Grodi, 27, Howe’s
roommate.

When Grodi returned home
just after 9 a.m. Oct. 28, she
found her roommate crying on
the sofa.

She appeared “upset, very,
very upset,” said Grodi.

“She told me on her way
home last night she hit some-

thing,” Grodi said. “She wasn’t
sure what it was.”

- When Grodi inspected
Howe’s truck, it was evident

she had hit either a _person or

an animal,

The windshield had been
damaged, and where it was
cracked, there was hair embed-
ded in the glass. The front
quarter panel was dented and
the hood was slightly dented
and raised.

Grodi called their neighbor,
Robert Fruit, whose cousin is a
Westland police officer.

“We called to see if he would
call his cousin to find out if
there were any accidents,”
Grodi said.

Fruit came over to look at
the truck, and Grodi moved the
truck from its parking spot on
the street into the garage.

“I moved it so she could go
retain a lawyer,” Grodi said.

Fruit testified he called his
cousin, who later gave him the
news there had been a fatal
crash early that morning.

“I told Angela what my
cousin had just told me, and we
all just broke down and started
crying,” Fruit said.

According to the Wayne
County Medical Examiner’s

over for trial in fatal crash

report, Cebina died of head
injury, and the manner of
death was an accident.

- Howe was bound over for
trial at Circuit Court in
Detroit.

She is out of jail, havmg
posted bond.

“Basically what we know is
there was an accident,” said

‘Howe’s attorney, Jonathan

Jones, outside the court room.
“Fhe prosecufor is a very pro-
fessional person and did her [
job accurately, proving there |
was a crime and she estab-
lished there was probable
cause my client committed the
crime.” &

Grodi said (outside court) |
after she testified that she |
could not say whether Howe |
had been drinking the night of |
the accident; she said she knew:
for certain Howe was not visi-
bly impaired. |

“She didn’t stop because she
was scared to death. She’s 20
years old, alone and it’s pitch
black out there. She was just
scared,” Grodi said.

If convmted of leavmg the
scene of a serious injury acci-
dent, Howe could serve up to |
five years in prison, or pay a |
$5,000 penalty. 1

Paul Martin, supervisor for the famlly—owned
business, says he isn’t the least bit concerned
about department store competition in the area
because shopping at a specialized store has some
definite advantages.

“Everybody from professionals to photo hobby-
ists can shop Adray’s and ask the staff questions.

. One of the advantages is we are able to explain

features and recommend products.”
Martin has a bachelor of arts degree in photog-

- raphy and worked three years in the Dearborn

Adray’s. In addition, the Canton sales staff is
either professional photographers or longtime
hobbyists.

After the first of the year, area residents will

‘be able to become savvy when Adray’s starts

offering free photography classes taught by the
manufacturers.

- The rear of the store is in the process of being
set up as a high tech clagsroom where Canon,
Nikon, Sony and Mamiya will be holding a vari-
ety of classes and seminars.

The classes, which are offered only in Canton
at this time, will be on a variety of topics: 35mm,
digital, lighting, lenses and techniques.

Martin boasts an in-store film processor/print-
er and a technician, preferable to the automated
processors in other stores he feels.

The technician will be able to adjust the color
and brightness of pictures and give tips on
improving your photography skills.

“The most common problem tends to be when

people take a picture with the light behind the
subject and it becomes a shadow. Anythmg else
we can usually fix on the machine,” Heather Hill,
a lab tech at Adray’s said.

They will still be able to offer one hour and

overmght service, They also offer use of the digi-
tal work station, the Kodak Picture Maker.

The original Adray Appliance Photo and Sound
in Dearborn has been serving customers-since
1955.

George Bednar, vice president and general
manager of all the Adray stores, has worked at
the original store for 25 years out of the 46 years
it has been in business.

“We were happy with the Dearborn store. We
called ourselves ‘the one store chain’ and never
gave any thought to expanding.”

He went on to say, after the infiltration of large
appliance and electronic stores “we decided it
was time for Adray’s to branch out, so we took a
major part of our business and created Adray
Camera.”

Bednar said Adray’s has been successful in
keeping its long-time customers and getting new
ones.

“We have a faithful citstomer base, match com-
petitor’s prices and get hew customers through
community relations. We sponsor youth hockey
and baseball and donate to local charities, which
creates a certain loyalty,” Bednar said.

“We are able to hold our own against the big
guys.”

The Camera stores began in Troy in 1998; Can-
ton opened this fall and an Ann Arbor location
will open in 2002.

The Sewells had been mar-
ried six years, and during the
last year, the marriage had
been troubled. :

“He and his wife were both
seeing other people,” testified
friend and neighbor William
Kasperski. “He would call me
on the two-way phone and ask

if there was someone at the

‘house.”

Brian Sewell had not been
living at the house for a few
weeks because he had been
charged with domestic violence,
Kasperski said.

“He told me he tried to stran-
gle his wife,” said Kasperski.
“He said he just lost it.”

Night of the shooting

The night of the shootings,
Sewell had called Kasperski
repeatedly to inquire if there
was anyone at his wife’s home.

Kasperski’s son, William
Kasperski Jr., answered the
phone once. Sewell asked if he
would go across the street to
see if Nikki Sewell was with
another man; the younger

" Kasperski knocked on the door

and asked her for a cup of
sugar,
Kasperski Sr. said Sewell

called several times, and asked
him to go pound on the bed-
room window.

“I told him T did but I didn’t
really do it. He told me he
knew she was home and there
was someone else there
because hé had gone by the
house earlier and heard them,”
said Kasperski. “I said, ‘Can’t
you get it? She’s with someone
else and she doesn’t want you.”

Some time after midnight,
Kasperski Jr. heard five loud
booming noises coming from
the Sewell home. He ran out-
'side and saw someone running
from the trailer carrying a long,
dark object.

It wasn’t until after daylight
Kasperski heard from Sewell
again, when Sewell called him
on the cell phone.

“I think what he said was
that they were dead. And he
said he was in Ohio,” Kasperski
testified. “What he said is he

killed them.... He said he didn’t
know what he should do, turn

himself in or kill himself.”

When asked if Sewell
‘thought himseif crazy, Kasper-
ski testified: “He said, ‘The
bitch drove me crazy.”

Word traveled fast

Word traveled fast the morn-
ing after the murders. Jim
Smith, a friend of the Sewells,

said when he heard what had
happened he tried to call
Sewell on his mobile phone. To
Smith’s surprise, Sewell
answered.

“T asked him what happened
and he said he had walked in
on them and ... lost it. I think
he said he shot them and he
asked if she was alive,” Smith
gaid. “I didn’t have the heart to
tell him she was dead.”

Smith heard from Sewell a
few hours later. Sewell called
and asked Smith to come pick
him up near Ford and Gottfred-
son roads. Smith called the
police and said he was going to
pick up Sewell.

“I was going to take him to
his mom’s. If (the police) want-
ed him, they could just get him
there,” Smith said.

“I told him if he had a gun,
put it in the back of my truck
and he said he already got rid
of it.”

Shortly after picking up
Sewell, police caught up to
Smith’s truck and Sewell was
arrested without incident.

Sewell was bound over for
trial at Circuit Court in
Detroit. He is being held with-
out bond.

If convicted, he faces life in
prison without the posszbillty of
parole.

Latnie said the number of new
buses purchased will depend on
the growth of the school district,
and the effect the addition of
Plymouth High School will have
on transportation needs.

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Ban on meeters and greeters
shouldn’t hurt concessionaires

If concessionaires must build
on the other side of security
checkpoints at Detroit Metropoli-
tan Wayne County Airport’s new
midfield terminal, will enough
business come their way? Appar-
ently yes, potential airport busi-
nesses were assured Monday.

At the new Edward H. McNa-
mara Terminal, the loss of so-
called “meeters and greeters”
will not have a significant
impact, according to officials
from Northwest Airlines and the
airport, who last week met with
businesses looking to land valu-
able retail space inside the soon-
to-open facility.

The terminal — being built by
Northwest Airlines, the airport’s
‘hub carrier — will feature 12

“security checkpoints, with all

- restaurants, bars and retail
shops to be located beyond those
stations. '

That means only: ticketed pas-
sengers will have the chance to
shop or dine at the myriad con-
cessionaires expected to fill up
12,000 square feet of available
space. The Federal Aviation
Administration, in a decision

‘made following the Sept. 11 ter-
rorist attacks, ruled that only
ticket holders may venture past
the checkpoints into areas where
family and friends traditionally
went to send off or welcome trav-

elers.

Still, the loss of sales generat-
ed by the “meeters and greeters”
will be minimal and be more
than offset by passengers getting
to the airport much earlier and
therefore having “dwell time,”
additional minutes and hours
waiting for departures.

“Most money is spent post-
security,” said Judy Byrd, a con-
sultant for Chicago-based Uni-
son-Maximus, a company that
traces national airport trends. “If
there has been a dip in sales
(since Sept. 11), it has been more
on the pre-security side than the
post-security side. ... People are
nervous to get clearance before
they can really relax and dine.”

Byrd, talking to a number of
prospective retailers looking to
open businesses at the midfield
terminal, added that the initial
worry about losing sales from
the meeters and greeters is easi-
ly being dispelled. She said the
meeters and greeters make up
about 10 percent of the overall
market at airports, but only 3-4
percent of sales.

The FAA mandate also is not
worrigsome to Metro’s hub carri-
er, Northwest Airlines, which is
in charge of building the new
terminal.

During Monday’s Local Out-
reach Forum at the Crowne
Plaza Hotel, Northwest’s Direc-
tor of Design Tom Gunn said it
made better sense to keep the

You kept waiting for it to happen,

So despite our best educated
analysis of the situation, it
does not always give us the
right answer.

Correctly explaining how
something happens is the job of
science. Scientists do not rely
on the “logic” or “common
sense” to explain a process or
phenomenon, they tease it
apart and test each aspect of it
until all the parts verify each
other. They certainly rely on
their intuitive analysis of a
problem for a place to start, but
this may not lead to a correct
explanation.

In the case of bumblebees,
scientists know there is an
undetermined factor affecting
their ability to fly. Maybe it is
the resilin, a special protein in
their skeleton that stores ener-
gy, which enables them to defy
our best aerodynamic princi-
ples.
