Canton family struggles with loss of dad

Little Danielle Thieleman's b i r th announcement 
appeared in the Nov. 22 Observer. It was also the 
same day her fa ther 's obituary also appeared. 

Danielle's father , Daniel Thieleman died Nov. 16, 
2001, af ter he was critically in jured three days ear-
lier. Thieleman had apparently tried to hitch a ride 
to h i s home in Can ton f rom G a r d e n City on t he 
back of a flatbed truck. 

When the t ruck got to Canton, and began to tu rn 
f r o m F o r d o n t o s o u t h b o u n d 1-275 , T h i e l e m a n 
jumped from the truck. He lost his balance, fell and 
hi t his head, and never regained consciousness. 

Family's fallout

unaware of the family t ragedy and the terrible acci-
dent t ha t took her father 's life.

"I hope the ruling reaffirms 
t h a t gay and lesbian people 
a r e p r o d u c t i v e m e m b e r s of 
society a n d should be given 
t h e s a m e r e s p e c t a f f o r d e d 
other people," he said.

F rom t h e d a y s of New York 's 
Boss Tweed, t he idea of a political boss 
has been regarded wi th disdain by prop-
er, reform-minded people.

E d M c N a m a r a m a y be t h e l a s t of a 
r a r e b reed . W h e n t h e W a y n e C o u n t y 
executive leaves office next year he will 
have served 16 years in t ha t position and 
16 years as Livonia mayor. He will leave, 
behind a rich legacy. He will be remem-
b e r e d as a c o n s u m m a t e pol i t ica l boss 
who got things done. 

The Observer Newspapers have always 
recognized McNamara ' s political skills.

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Down-to-earth Ed McNamara 
evoked far-reaching vision

No, I wasn't surprised. He was 75 and had a 
quadruple bypass operation last year. And 
Lucille, his wife of 53 years, wanted him to slow 
down. 

But it still was a jolt for me when Ed McNama-
ra announced over the weekend he wasn't going 
to run for a fifth term as Wayne County Execu-
tive. 

You see, I've known and admired Ed for virtu-
ally all his politi-
cal career. Ed 
was already on 
the city council 
when I started 
my newspaper 
company in Livo-
nia back in 1965. 
I wrote the edito-
rial in the Livo-
nia Observer in 
1970 that 
endorsed him in 
his successful 
race for Livonia 
mayor against 
Harvey Moelke. 
As Livonia's 
mayor for 16 

years, he helped 
mold a city out of what had been a township. 
When he won the race for Wayne County Execu-
tive in 1986,1 couldn't have been more pleased. 

Most people don't remember - or don't want to 
- what Wayne County was like back in the '80s. 
Broke. Disorganized. Badly managed. Corrupt in 
large parts. An embarrassment to the entire 
state. 

McNamara put Wayne County back together 
again. He fixed the budget mess, balancing the 
county's books for 13 straight years. He led the 
effort to rescue the Rouge River, once indistin-
guishable from a sewer, and he saved SMART, 
the suburban bus system, from collapse. He drove 
the negotiations tha t led to Comerica Park and 
Ford Field in downtown Detroit. And, of course, 
he was the prime mover in expanding and mod-
ernizing Detroit Metro Airport, with the new $1.2 
billion Midfield Terminal set to open next Febru-
ary. 

These are magnificent achievements, a distin-
guished record for any politician. But as I reflect 
on his career, I'm drawn to two less obvious - but 
more important, in my view - parts of his legacy. 

First, people. Possibly because they tend to 
think mostly about themselves, most political 
bosses never develop a farm team. McNamara 
recognized and promoted a group of able men and 
women who will lead Michigan for many years to 
come. He launched the careers of Wayne County 

Prosecutor Mike Duggan; former U.S. Attorney 
Saul Green; Freeman Hendrix, who was Detroit 
Mayor Dennis Archer's deputy; Attorney General 
Jennifer Granholm, who could well become 
Michigan's first woman governor. He played a big 
role in the election of Kwame Kilpatrick as mayor 
of Detroit. 

Some might call McNamara a kingmaker. I 
prefer to think of him as a very rare politician 
who recognized that one of the obligations of a 
good political boss is to find, recruit, motivate 
and protect a cadre of able people who can contin-
ue his work. McNamara had an eye for talent 
and, notable for a traditional and proudly Irish 
politician, he promoted a diverse team: white and 
black, male and female, urban and suburban. 

Second, style. Unassuming. Never one to devel-
op a ciilt of personality, McNamara could walk 
into the airport without being recognized by more 
than a handful; Practical. Having had a problem 
explained to him, his first question always was, 
"How do we get this done?" 

Down to earth. Although he was ferocious in

protecting his reputation, he never developed the 
bad habit of believing his own press releases. 

In that context, I've always felt both Detroit 
newspapers were by and large unfair in their 
near-constant criticism of McNamara, especially 
over the airport. Certainly, it looks very much as 
though a lot of strangely lucrative contracts were 
let without much review. McNamara was never 
shy about raising money from people who stood 
to benefit from his administration. But I do sus-
pect that a standard reflex in both Detroit daily 
newsrooms on a slow day was to see what kind of 
dirt could be dragged up on Ed McNamara. 

Maybe ceaseless nitpicking just comes with the 
turf. Other than John Engler, Ed has been Michi-
gan's most capable and powerful politician in 
recent memory. He created a machine; but the 
machine got done what needed to get done. He 
was a kingmaker; but his proteges have turned 
out to be extraordinarily able. He was down to 
earth; but his vision was far-reaching. 

I'm sorry he won't be in office during the years 
to come. Well need people like him.

Tough times call 
for changes here 
at your Observer 

Things are changing at The Observer & Eccen-
tric Newspapers. 

Beginning Monday, we will be changing the 
way we're organized and how we produce our 
newspapers. These changes are in part a 
response to the recession, which has drastically 
reduced advertising linage in newspapers 
throughout the state, including The Observer & 
Eccentric. For us, the tragic events of Sept. 11 
only accelerated a revenue decline that started 
last August. 

Like the Big Three auto companies and count-
less other Michigan businesses that have had to 
cut costs and lay off employees to maintain their 
economic health, we are obliged to reduce our 
work force. 

Basically, there are two ways to do this. The 
bad way is simply to just cut numbers of staff. 
The better way is to carefully examine how the 
work can be better organized and what new 
processes can be put in place to improve produc-
tivity and at the same time maintain quality. 

We've chosen the latter route. "We have been 
working with consultants and our editorial 
department managers to fashion a business 
model tha t allows us to improve quality and ser-
vice to our readers while maintaining our eco-
nomic health," according to Susan Rosiek, pub-
lisher of the Observer Newspapers. "Most of 
these changes will be invisible to our readers. 
But they will help us get through these difficult 
times and prepare us to ride with the economy 
when it improves." 

The changes include: 
• Page design and layout will be in the hands 

of a Presentation Editor. 
• The task of paginating our editorial copy on 

computers will be performed by skilled pagina-
tors. 

• A s a result, reporters and photographers will 
have more time to spend in the local community 
covering the news. 

• Freed of production responsibilities, Commu-
nity Editors will have more time to spend in edi-
torial planning, story assignment and being out 
and about in the community. 

We will continue to publish the number of 
newspapers we have in the past, but in some 

cases a single editor will be responsible for two 
newspapers. Dave Varga will be the editor of our 
Livonia and Redford Observers, Julie Brown will 
be the editor of our Garden City and Westland 
Observers. Brad Kadrich will continue as Ply-
mouth editor, Tedd Schneider as Canton editor 
and Joni Hubred as Farmington editor. Sue 
Mason will be our new presentation editor. 

Our Community Editors are our basic 
link to the communities we serve, and 

we expect the reorganization will 
allow them to be even more involved 

than in the past

For years, we have prided ourselves on produc-
ing the best community newspapers in the coun-
try. Although reducing our work force is painful, 
we believe in the long run the steps we are taking 
now will enable us better to fulfill our commit-
ment to enhance the lives of our readers, nurture 
the communities we serve and contribute to the 
business success of our advertisers.

American Mars spaces out with 
release of new CD, 'No City Fun'

A m e r i c a n 
M a r s f i r s t 
caught my eyes 
- and ears - as I 
ran into Toron-
to's Cameron 
House only to 
catch the f ina l 
moments of the 
band's set at the 
2000 Nor th By 
Northeast Music 
Showcase. Gasp-

ing and out of breath, I stood in 
disbelief as the band walked off 
stage. 

Since the day I first heard that 
las t note, I'd been wait ing for 
s o m e t h i n g t ang ib le , music I 
could take with me. This month, 
the wait is over. American Mars 
unve i l s No City Fun, Fr iday , 
Dec. 15, wi th a p a r t y a t t he 
Magic Stick in Detroit. 

Beginning with an ending 
The story of American Mars 

began in 1995 with singer-song-
writer Thomas Trimble, a Dear-
b o r n res ident , w i t h n p o n c h n n t 
for wr i t ing pic turesque lyrics 
and c o n j u r i n g bewi tch ing 
sounds . Two yea r s l a t e r , t he 
band released its debut, Late, 
produced by David Feeny at his 
own Tempermill Studio in Fern-
dale. 

Feeny didn't know then tha t 
he'd become a member of Ameri-
can Mars two years later. 

Trimble and the original line 
up toured following the release 
of Late, after which, he said, "all 
hell broke loose." Band members 
began leaving but Trimble never 
quit writing. He wasn't ready to 
give up. 

In 1999, the band was invited 
to perform at North By North-
east music showcase, so Trimble 
had to break the news: "There is 
no American Mars, but I'd love 
to come play." He solidified a 
shiny new line up - including 
Feeny on pedal steel guitar for 
t h e f i r s t t i m e - and h e a d e d 
North. 

Composing some strange brew 
of americana-space-rock, Ameri-
can M a r s was reborn . Sparse 
d r u m s and pedal s teel gu i t a r 
r o u n d e d out t h e new sound . 
Soon, Trimble and Feeny started 
working on material and record-
ing what would become No City 
Fun. 

They brought in fr iends like 
K a r l a R icha rdson , a f o r m e r 
Amer ican Mars bandmember , 
drummer of The Volebeats Scott 
Michalski, Patrick Pantone and 
J i m Johnson of the Come-Ons, 
a n d d r u m m e r Mike Popovich 
and bassist Garth Girard - who 
tour with American Mars. 

Signatures in time 
For Trimble, the record repre-

sents two distinct time periods. 
"The first batch I wrote pret ty 
much after American Mars broke 
up," he said. He wrote those very 
personal songs never knowing if 
they would see the light of the 
stage. 

"I was disappointed that it fell 
apar t , " he said. The title song 
echoes tha t sense of hopeless-
ne s s . O the r s , l ike t h e sub t le 
Dirty Weather or Over the Gun 
combine fragil i ty with uneasy 
beauty so characteristic of Amer-
ican Mars. 

"The second batch Dave and I 
wrote together," Trimble contin-
ued. The newer songs possess

more of a pop edge, toned-down 
and melanchol ic . Gems l ike 
Loneliness Is Murder and If 
Monday Were Mine came from 
that collaboration. "I was writing 
words for a g roup a g a i n , " 
exp la ined T r i m b l e . He a l so 
became a f a t h e r a r o u n d t h e 
same time. 

"Tha t exp la ins some of t h e 
delay," he adds with a laugh. 

American Mars songs share a 
common thread. They deal with 
real experiences, real life. The 
words ring true of family, of loss 
and loneliness. "I like t a lk ing 
about embarrassing things," said 
Trimble. "This idea of writing a 
pop song about a nursing home, 
that kind of thing." 

It comes down to the simple 
de t a i l s . Now comple ted , t h e 
music accomplishes what Trim-
ble h a s sa id he s e t out to do 
- m a k e a record t h a t sounds 
"more like our lives, t h a n our 
radios." 

The band's style isn't easi ly 
complemen ted by o t h e r a r e a 
b a n d s . "There is no cohesive 
scene," noted Feeny. 

"For the kind of stuff we do, 
it's not a good market," Trimble 
added. 

Still American Mars has gar-
nered support f rom radio s ta -
t ions like WDET and CJAM, 
headlined shows locally a t the 
Gold Dol lar and Woodward 
Avenue Brewers and opened for 
16 Horsepower. "We cer ta inly 
have our guardian angels," Trim-
ble said. 

He's not sure what's kept him 
going. "I believe I was seduced 
by the sounds of rock 'n roll," 
said Trimble with a sly smile. "It 
has led me down a foolish path." 

American Mars isn't meant to 
be a rock star vehicle. It is sim-
ply a group of musicians dedicat-
ed to creating something mean-
ingful . Whether i t ' s for them-
selves or t he m a s s e s doesn ' t 
seem to matter.

If you ea t out regularly a t metro 
Detroit r e s tauran t s , you know 

t h e a r e a h a s more t h a n a few 
very ta len ted chefs. W h e n they 
ga in n a t i o n a l r e c o g n i t i o n , i t ' s 
worth crowing about. 

How's this from the November 
2 0 0 1 Chocolatier m a g a z i n e ? 
" A l t h o u g h l o c a t e d i n s i d e t h e 
Marriott Hotel in Pontiac, Michi-
gan, no one would m i s t a k e the 
Parkway Grille for a run-of-the-
m i l l h o t e l d i n i n g r o o m . T h e 
atmosphere is of an elegant and 
comfortable living room complete 
with fireplace and framed black 
a n d w h i t e p h o t o g r a p h s of t h e 
state 's best-known export, auto-
mobiles.

Developing a passion 
Ivery, who lives in Troy, is the 

s e v e n t h of e igh t c h i l d r e n who 
g r e w u p on a f a r m i n N e w 
H a v e n . He r m o t h e r cooked all 
t he fami ly meals f r o m scratch. 
For C h r i s t m a s , w h e n s h e w a s 
s e v e n y e a r s old, h e r p a r e n t s 
gave he r an Easy Bake Oven. 

The nex t day, she b a k e d h e r 
first cake. She also says she was 
i n s p i r e d by J u l i a C h i l d w h o m 
s h e w a t c h e d on t e l ev i s ion . By 
age 12, she was tak ing notes as 
s h e w a t c h e d C h i l d ' s c o o k i n g 
shows. 

"My pa ren t s , " she expla ined , 
"wanted me to go to college to 
acqui re skil ls for a p rofess ion . 
Back t h e n , I d idn ' t know t h a t 
be ing a chef w a s a p ro fess ion . 
B e s i d e s J u l i a C h i l d , I d i d n ' t 
know any other woman who was 
a chef." 

Today, Ivery owns more t h a n 
350 bak ing and cooking books. 
In addition to Chocolatier maga-
zine, s h e regu la r ly r e a d s Food 
Arts, Pastry Art and Design, and 
Gastronomica: The Journal of 
Food and Culture.

It, however, is not Ivery's sig-
nature . 

T h a t ' s t h e Chocola te Tower, 
s i t t i ng t a l l and e legant on the 
plate. "A signature dessert must 
be chocolate," Ivery maintained. 
" In g e n e r a l , m y d e s s e r t s a r e 
designed as comfort food, but for 
The Tower, I wan t diners to say 
'Wow.'"
