“What we want to do is to become a
portal for social service agencies,” he
said.

we're trying to make,” said Finance
Director Tony Minghine, as the
trustees examined the model which
featured a prominent building entrance
and extensive windows.

The township identified several pro-
ject goals, including. a more defined
entrance, minimal changes to existing
space, cost-conscious design, a timeless
appearance and improved parking.

So far, the building plans and cost
estimates have remained relatively
unchanged since summer, Minghine
said.

“The only change so far is that we
will probably be able to shrink the foot-
print from what the architect originally
had,” he said. ‘

The tentative plans called for more
than 59,000 square feet of added space,
which will double the size of the exist-
ing building.

The design should be complete this
summer, said Township Supervisor
Tom Yack, and then the township will
go out for bids from contractors. Con-
struction could begin in the fall.

“This project will probably take two

years, so it would be complete in 2004,”
he said.

Although officials have said Canton
will receive less state revenue sharing
money due to the economic recession,
they’re not concerned about paying for
the renovation project.

The project will be paid for with a
combination of public safety, and water
and sewer funds, and townshxp
reserves. Minghine predlcted in August
the township will borrow approximate-

The other plan is more direct,
and would limit township

‘money, space, sponsorship, and
collaboration, from agencies who
do not participate with Growth
Works. There are between 20
and 25 agencies that could be
impacted by the proposed model,
according to Yagiela.

“This could be perceived by the
different agencies as a control
issue, but I don’t want to run
what they do. What I do want to
do is to link people to the ser-
vices they need,” he said.

Yagiela warned the board
other agencies will likely protest
the model change and will claim
to be better equipped to serve
the community.

Growth Works currently pro-
vides services to the youth in 17
of the 18 Conference of Western
Wayne communities. Growth
Works won a bid two years ago
to serve as western Wayne’s care
management provider for teens
who find themselves in the crim-
inal justice system. Only Dear-
born Heights, the home commu-
nity for Vista Maria youth ser-
vices agency, opted out of the
CWW plan,

Yagiela said he will not
approach the other CWW com-
munities with similar plans.

“We have a good relationship
with Canton and the township
has unique resources,” Yagiela
said. “The trustees have the
political will to do things differ-
ently. They've always been inno-
vative and bold. I don’t know if
that kind of thinking is present
in other communities.”

One way in which Canton is
not unique is every community
wants to get the most services
for their money, Yagiela said.

“What this is about is getting
as much service as possible in a
community, but you want it
coordinated and unduplicated,”
Yagiela said.

" The board reacted warmly to
Yagiela’s proposal, and will
begin examining which organi-
zations receive money from the
township.

- Growth Works receives
$40,000 annually from Canton’s
general fund, and more than
£10,000 in block grant moeney.
Most of Growth Works iunding
comes from the county under the
care management organization’s
contract.

“They smell like you're cooking
something really good,” she
boasted.

Fittingly, her company is
called “A Little Bit of Spice.”

before the next weekend,” she
said.

Smith owns another company
with her long-time friend and
partner, Molly Pemberton of
Canton, called “Handcrafters.”
They provide facilities and pro-

The next Handcrafters show in
Northville, which has about 70
crafters, will be Dec. 7-9 at
Northville Recreation Center on
Main Street.

Tom Watkins is on a mission for pu

Michigan Department of Edu-
cation Superintendent Tom
Watkins wears his heart on his
sleeve when it comes to his mis-
sion of helping lift public educa-
tion in Michigan to greater
heights.

“I'm a cheerleader for public
schools,” said Watkins during
Thursday’s Livonia Chamber of
Commerce luncheon at the Ital-
ian-American Conference and
Banquet Center in Livonia.“I do
want to stand up and cheer for
high-quality education across
this state.

“But more 1mportantly, I want
to be a megaphone, where I can
amplify the voices of great edu-
cators about the good things that
are happening in schools every
day.”

According to Watkins, in his
current role since April 30, laud-
ed how education is held up to a
high standard in the Livonia
community and hoped that mes-
sage can be spread to other dis-
tricts in the state.

“The state board, in hiring me,
... asked me to focus on lifting up
all of our teachers, lifting up all
of our scores, lifting up all of our
students,” Watkins continued.
“Anytime you have a school in
difficulty, you have a community
in difficulty.”

Watkins is traveling around
the state to enlist business, edu-
cation and civic leaders to collab-
orate with him in his quest. The
Northville resident and father of
two talked to a gathering of
about 25 local business and edu-
cation leaders about his 30 Ideas

in 30 Days plan for invigorating
and improving Michigan’s public
schools.

The document was assembled
following observations made by
Watkins during his first month
on the job.

One of his ideas is to get
behind a Senate Bill 614, now in
committee, that would enable
the issuance of specialty license
plates in support of public educa-
tion. Money spent for those
plates — about $25 each — weuld
go toward Mmhlgan s school aid
fund.

Making a statement

“We can put public education
in front of everybody’s face as

they travel to and fro,” Watkins
said. “The proceeds from that, if
we just had one-third of the peo-
ple who work in public education
to buy one, that would generate
about $200,000 that could be
used as mini-grants back to the
schools.”

Another “idea” is to ask state
lawmakers to hit the pause but-
ton on a .1 percent income tax
rollback, with those dollars ear-
marked for educational reform.

“A family of four making
$40,000 a year would receive $55
less,” he explained. “... What
does it mean? About $170 mil-
lion that we can invest in (age)
0-to-5 school readiness.”

That notion, of putting more

resources behind starting chil-
dren off earlier on their educa-
tional journey, is one Watkins
strongly backs.

“We know we have ‘some chil-
dren who are coming to school
that are reading already and we
know there are some children
who come to school that have
never been read to,” Watkins
said. “They never see an adult
sit down and read a magazine,
newspaper or book. They don’t
know their colors, they don’t
know their letters, They're start-
ing behind and never catch up.
And we can, and must, do bet-
ter.”

Concurring with that stance
was one of thase in attendance,
Livonia tax attorney Bill Fried,
who had four children move
through Livonia Public Schools.

“If there’s anything we learned
from Head Start, it’s that educa-
tion begins before they are 5 or 6
years old,” Fried said. “If you
want to learn how to speak a for-
eign language, you start it at 2
or 3, not in high school. And I
think his ideas, his concepts
would open that door.”

Fried also supported Watking’
view about the importance of a
strong partnership between edu-
cation and business in providing

‘the best, progressive education

for tomorrow’s work force.

“You have to put the public
back into education,” Fried said.

Livonia Chamber member
Christine Lerchen, associate
director of The Arc of Northwest
Wayne County, said she was
“very impressed” with Watkins’
presentation. “I really do stand
behind everything he says, I
think he’s an inspiration.”

“This was a very special book to us,” said Gijsbert
van Frankenhuyzen.
