Several years ago, some of the stu-
dents in Rick Plecha's fourth-grade 
class at Field Elementary asked him 
why the little creek running next to 
the Canton school gave off such a terri-
ble stench. 

That question sparked Plecha's cru-
sade to clean up the stream, which is 
called Truesdell Creek and is a tribu-
tary of the Rouge River. 

Over the course of the 
last five years, Plecha has 
used the creek as a living 
classroom for his stu-
dents. They have cleaned 
out all the garbage that 
once l i t tered the creek 
bed, eliminated nuisance 
plant species like purple 
loosestrife from the banks 
and replaced them with 
native plant stock, and 
regularly monitored the 
quality of the water. 

Plecha was also instrumental in get-
t ing a number of corporations to 
donate money to build an observation 
deck along the creek, which the stu-
dents use during some science lessons. 

Plecha 's efforts earned him the 
annual "Best Friends of the Rouge 
Award," which was presented to him 
last week by Friends of the Rouge at 
its annual membership meeting at the

University of Michigan-Dearborn. 
Friends of the Rouge, which is cele-

brating its 15th anniversary this year, 
is a group of volunteers devoted to 
cleaning up the Rouge River water-
shed. Jim Graham, the group's execu-
tive director, said Plecha's dedication 
to teaching his students environmental 
ethic is exactly the kind of effort it is 
going to take to save the river from 
years of degradation. 

"He earned this award because of his 
innovative ideas. And the fact he's 

gone well above and 
beyond what the normal 
classroom teacher does to 
instill a sense of environ-
mental awareness in little 
children," Graham said. 

Plecha, who has taught 
at Field since 1977, said 
he was su rp r i sed , but 
p leased, by the award .

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The Mayflower 
Project is back on track

What was once considered a white elephant at 
the corner of Main and Ann Arbor Trail in Ply-
mouth is slowly transforming into the downtown 
retail, office and condominium gem developers 
promised. 

After a nearly six-month delay in construction 
because of financial prob-
lems, t he $13 mil l ion 
Mayflower Centre appears 
to be back on track. 

"Time-wise the building 
is about 75 percent com-
ple te . Dol la r -wise t h e 
building- is about 55 per-
cent comple te , as we ' re 
spending in the neighbor-
hood of about a half-mil-
lion dollars a month," said 
Mark Baker of Downtown 
Plymouth Ven tu re s , t he 
real estate holding compa-
ny of t h e Mayf lower . 
"We're on target and well 
within budget." 

Cons t ruc t i on on the 
Mayflower Centre came to 
an abrupt halt about a year 
ago when Tri-Mount Vin-
centi Companies owner John Vincenti became 
financially over-extended. Vincenti teamed up 
with investors to form Downtown Plymouth 
Ventures, which secured a $10 million bank loan 
to complete the project. 

"This project had a bad rap, and it was well 
deserved," admitted Baker. "People came in 
doing an honest day's work and didn't get an 
honest day's pay. We went from being 30 days 
late to currently 15 days early in paying contrac-
tors.

and doors ... people in Plymouth can see it com-
ing together," he said. "Once we add the final 
touches, that 's when it will turn into a gem." 

No leases for the retail and office space have 
been signed, though Baker said they're confident 
Starbucks and Panera Bread still have plans for 
the ground floor. 

The only office space leased was for New Lib-
erty Bank, which has reportedly pulled out of 

t h e Mayf lower and 
bolted for a project that 
wil l t r a n s f o r m the 
Mason ' s bu i l d ing on 
Penniman into a bank 
w i t h a d r i v e - t h r u . 
Baker declined to talk 
about the bank's pull-
out, other than to say 
"I can ' t comment on 
that. It's been referred 
to our attorneys." One 
source i nd i ca t e s t he 
two sides are working 
out a financial settle-
ment. 

At one t ime, it was 
repor ted the re was a 
prospective buyer for 
the $1.2 million corner 
condo t h a t overlooks 
Kellogg Park. Howev-
er, tha t , too, failed to 

t ranspire . "When it got to the point to sign a 
purchase agreement, they weren't ready to do 
that," said Baker. "So, all 11 condos are avail-
able a t th i s point." They range from 3,500-
square-feet to 6,500-square-feet, with cost rang-
ing from $600,000 to $1.2 million. 

Baker said the building will be available for 
the first tenants to bring in their interior finish-
ing crews late in the first quarter of 2002, with 
condo owners in the early par t of the second

Wot ready for broadband9 

According to t h e Mack inac 
Center, 78 percent of households 
in Michigan already have access 
to high speed cable modem sys-
tems and 45 percent have access 
to DSL (digital subscriber lines). 
Yet only 12.5 percent of house-
ho lds a r e subsc r ib ing . T h a t 
means residents here don't want 
access or aren't ready for it, the 
Center concludes.

Senate bills 
Schwarz is sponsoring two of

St i l l e (R-Spr ing Lake) in t ro -
duced SB .881 to complete t he 
package. 

Schwarz said he believed com-
panies aren ' t deploying broad-
b a n d f a s t enough , and t h a t 
Ameritech specifically is "drag-
ging its feet." So the state needs 
to be an "instigator" of broad-
band services, Schwarz said. 

Engler took issue with com-
plaints the market is not ready. 
He noted that the state has cre-
a t e d agenc ie s to do s i m i l a r 
things for other industries in the 
past. The Michigan State House 
Development Authority, which 
m a k e s low i n t e r e s t loans for 
inner city home buyers, is one 
example, Engler said.

Not a tax 
Engler took issue with critics 

who are calling the 7 cent per 
foot fee a tax. 

"Some legislators have been 
told t h a t n o t h i n g is be ing 
charged today" for the use of 
those rights of way by telecom-
munications companies. 

"Well," Engler said, " tha t is 

not a c c u r a t e . I t ve ry m u c h 
depends on the jurisdiction and 
it depends on the company." 

In fact , some municipal i t ies 
charge companies so much for 
use of r i gh t s of way t h a t th i s 
pas t J a n u a r y , Engler labeled 
those ci t ies and townships as 
"broadband bandits." 

Scot' Schrager, of the Michigan 
Municipal League, explained his 
group has signed on to support 
the bill. Half of the 7 cent fee 
will be returned to local units of 
government to cover the cost of 
overseeing rights of way in their 
jurisdictions.

At the time, we said a silent showcase 
presenting gay history in a positive man-
ner is reinforcement against harassment 
and hate crimes. In his ruling.last week, 
arbitrator Paul Glendon said Chiumento 
and Salbenblatt were "not teaching any-
thing by putting up the displays; they • 
were merely presenting information; 
which they hoped would improve the cli-
mate of the school by enhancing under-
standing and acceptance of gays and les-, 
bians ... their purpose in doing so was to 
help create a safe, accepting, affirming 
learning environment for all students." 

Interim Superintendent Ken Walcott 
said at the time sexual orientation wasn't 
a part of Plymouth-Cannon's curriculum, 
and ordered the displays to be removed. 
"When we hire staff, we don't ask them 
their race, color, creed or lifestyle," he 
said. "But once we hire, we practice K-12 
instructional goals adopted by the Board 
of Education, not: l ifestyle make-up. 
That's not our mission." 

Glendon was critical of Walcott, who 
had been doing the job on an interim 

and was replaced a few months 
later by Kathleen Booher, noting, "it is 
painfully apparent his real reason for 
ordering grievants to take down these ' 
displays was that they themselves are 
gay and .in (Walcott's) personal opinion, 
their purpose was to 'promote (their) own 
lifestyle.'" 

That doesn't appear to 1be true, since 
neither1 Chiumento nor Ssilbenblatt has 
ever been accused of-trying to influence 
anyone one w|ty or the other,' except in 
trying to matfe the schools &Q environ-
ment more accepting of diversity. No 
harm in that , given the way negative 
feelings and hostility toward those of us J 

who are different pervades society. 
The district, for its part, disagrees with 

the ruling, but "respects the arbitration 
process." The apologies to Chiumento 
and Salbenblatt will be written, and an 
appeal of Glendon's decision is unlikely.

FBI questioning raises 
hard constitutional issues

Last week marked the 60th anniversary of the 
Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor. The national 
mood of outrage led to the triumphant American 
ientry into World War II. It also led to the shame-
ful in ternment of hundreds of thousands of 
Japanese-Americans. 

And last week FBI agents began to interview 
560 people who are 18 to 33 years old, from Mid-

dle Eas te rn or Islamic 
countries, who are living 
in southeastern Michigan 
on non- immigrant 
tourist, student or busi-
ness visas. The inter-
views are p a r t of a 
nationwide effort to con-
tact more than 5,000 peo-
ple to determine if they 
have been recruited by or 
have information about 
Osama bin Laden's ter-
rorist organization, al-
Qaeda. 

To his credit , U.S. 
Attorney for southeast-

ern Michigan Jeffrey Collins has said the inter-
views should be conducted in the "least intrusive 
•manner possible," that those interviewed could 
be accompanied by a lawyer and should be 
advised that none are suspected of terrorism. But 
I've heard a lot of stories about the fear and 
alarm experienced by people who got the govern-
ment letter inviting them to be interviewed. 

Sure, it's easy to say that if they're innocent 
and want to cooperate, they have nothing to be 
worried about. But I didn't get the letter; my 
stomach isn't churning as I drive by the police 
station on my way to work. 

Nationwide, 1,200 people were detained short-
ly after the terrorist attack on the World Trade 
Center. Of the 600 or so still in custody, around a 
dozen are being held as material witnesses to the 
outrage, 60 or so are being charged with lying to 
federal agents and the rest are being held for 
unspecified violations, presumably of immigra-
tion laws. Most of their names are still being 
kept secret; some have lawyers, some do not. 

The bedrock legal doctrine of habeas corpus 
(literally, from Latin, "we have the body") is 
intended to make sure the government does not 
arbitrarily and in secrecy throw somebody in the 
slammer for an indefinite period without being 
charged in a public proceeding with a specific 
crime. Attorney General John Ashcroft first said 
that names of those detained were being kept 
secret to preserve their privacy. He then argued 
that to release the names would advertise to al-

Qaeda who we had picked up. 
In his forceful testimony last week before the 

Senate Judiciary Committee, the Attorney Gen-
eral reasoned that the country is at war and 
therefore winning the war against terrorism and 
keeping Americans safe from terrorists justifies 
what in normal times would be regarded as 
excessive measures by the government. The 
response from civil libertarians and some senato-
rial critics is that it's especially important at 
moments of crisis to hold fast to the principles 
that define and guarantee just why we are in the 
right in the war against terrorism. 

Sure,it's easy to say that if, they're 
innocent and want to cooperate, they 

have nothing to be worried about 

I admire people who are blessed at all times 
with the ability quite clearly to distinguish right 
from wrong. Whether they're best described as 
"true believers" or "terrible simplifiers," they 
have the advantage in crisis times like this. The 
effectiveness of their certainty is that they need 
not concern themselves over shades of gray. 
Things are either black or white, and that's that. 

Well, things in the real world are rarely that 
simple. 

Interning Japanese-Americans after Pearl 
Harbor seemed like the right thing to do at the 
time. But in wartime back then there wasn't 
much public debate or discussion. And the ver-
dict of history now is that the episode is among 
the most shameful in American history. 

The contending views are powerful. On the one 
side, "the Constitution is not a suicide pact," as 
Justice Robert Jackson argued 60 years ago. On 
the other side, our government should be of laws, 
not of men or of particular circumstances, as 
John Adams pointed out during the debate over 
the adoption of the Constitution. 

Tha t ' s why a robust public debate about 
whether the government is going too far, too fast 
in the war against terrorism is so important, 
whether it's the U. S. Senate or the Detroit chap-
ter of the ACLU raising the questions. Attacking 
those questions and that debate as unpatriotic is 
to miss the point entirely.

In t h e same week Detroi t 
Metropolitan Wayne County Air-
port opened a major new run-
way, officials confirmed a num-
ber of shops planned for the air-
port 's new midfield t e rmina l 
won't open when the terminal is 
unveiled in February.

If Sue Zizza invested in the next "sure 
thing," she'd put he r money into audio 
drama — plays and stories produced for 
radio, Webcast or cassette and CD. 

Zizza, an independent audio producer 
and sound designer from New York, heads 
the Nat iona l Audio Thea t r e Fes t iva l s , 
Inc., an organization dedicated to develop-
ing audio theater. She calls audio story-
telling "a sleeping giant" in the a r t s and 
entertainment business. 

"It's a small industry that is in the pro-
cess of waking up and looking around and 
saying, 'where do we go next?' " she said. 
"Look at how the audio book industry has 
done. It started small and look at it now. 
It's an ever growing industry." 

An audio book is printed material read 
on t ape , usual ly by a single n a r r a t o r . 
Audio drama or radio theater is wr i t ten 
for the ear. It goes beyond simple narra-
tion to include dialogue, sound effects and 
music. And it includes both contemporary 
stories and old time radio shows. 

"The same people l i s t en ing to audio 
books, given the opportunity, are buying 
audio theater," Zizza said. "We are finding 
more interest on the national level for the 
art of audio thea ter and for t r a in ing in 
the art. 

"There is a growing audience for this. 
It's a matter of education - not educating 
the consumer, but educating the people 
who make adve r t i s ing and m a r k e t i n g 
decisions that there is in fact an audience 
for this." 

At least two upcoming events in south-
eastern Michigan seem to bear out he r 
notion.

"It's a Wonderful Life is such a 
perennia l favori te . I t ' s such a 
feel-good script. I do have other 
s c r ip t s . I h a v e a p r e t t y good 
script of Christmas Carol but it's 
done o t h e r p l aces , fyleadow 
Brook ( t h e a t e r ) does i t every 
year," Bufaiini said. 

"Nobody does It's a Wonderful 
Life, especially the way we do. 
People love it. I t surpr ises me 
how much kids love i t . People 
are fasc ina ted watching those 
different characters come out of 
the same throats and by seeing 
how the sound effects are done. 
And h o p e f u l l y , w a t c h i n g the 
director will be fun." 

Bufaiini, who also has taught 
broadcast performance at Wayne 
State University, will cue actors 
and sound e f f e c t s crew f rom 

behind a music stand on stage. 
He'll also play three characters 
in the play. 

Sara Fouracre of Beverly Hills, 
a m o r n i n g show co-host a t 
WKQI, ha s played the par t of 
M a r y Bai ley for two yea r s . 
WKQI morning show voice man, 
Eric Harthen of Pleasant Ridge, 
also returns this year to portray 
George Bailey. 

"I made an audition tape and 
tried every voice. I played it on 
the phone for Marty," Fouracre 
said, recalling her informal audi-
tion last year. 

"Every once and a while on the 
(WKQI) show, I get to do a char-
acter voice or parody or skit that 
Eric puts together for me. But 
mostly on the show we just try to 
be ourselves. This (It's a Wonder-
ful Life) gives me a chance to do 
what I've always .wanted to do, 
which was act." 

Fouracre, a Birmingham Sea-
ho lm High Sch6ol g r a d u a t e , 
s tud ied broadcas t journa l i sm 
and thea ter at Michigan State 
and completed the program at 
Specs Howard School of Broad-
casting, before landing the job at 
Q 95.5. 

"Radio acting is very different 

from theater acting. That's why I 
try to get the same people every 
year," Bufaiini said. "I tell my 
students in my classes at Wayne 
State to use your body, gesture, 
use your face. Don't j u s t read. 
Those are j u s t chemicals on a 
piece of wood pulp. It's your job 
to make it come alive." 

Bufaiini hopes he and other 
audio drama enthusiasts will get 
a chance to perform again in the 
future. 

"I'd like to see it go fu r the r , 
maybe do a one-hour show some-
where once a month," he said. 

Zizza said funding is a major 
challenge for serious audio pro-
fessionals. 

"You need funding, resources 
and material. There are a lot of 
hobbyists out there. But if the 
product isn't good, it won't sell," 
she said. 

Zizza isn't certain how many 
audio drama troupes nationwide 
regular ly produce stories, bu t 
says they use a variety of venues 
- from the Web to radio. 

"I can tell you we have over 
5,000 people on our mailing list."
