New Canton store openings next year 

include a Wal Mart , Sam's Club and

In Plymouth Township, the Sheldon 
Road railroad underpass project jus t 
south of M-14, once scheduled to begin 
this year, could be delayed. 

"We're not sure if it 's going to go," 
said Paul Sincock, Plymouth city man-
ager. The Plymouth Township and city 
governments must resolve issues relat-
ed to u n d e r p a s s cons t ruc t ion wi th 
Detroit Water and Sewerage and with 
CSX Railroad. 

The federal government has appro-
p r i a t e d money for t h e p ro jec t and 
design work is nearly complete. But 

Sincock said Detroit Water and CSX 
have not responded to let ters sent in 
Augus t and ea r ly December to win 
a g r e e m e n t for c o n s t r u c t i o n p l a n s . 
"We're looking for a status update," he 
said. 

Plymouth Township Trustee Charles 
Curmi said a downtown development 
au tho r i t y d i s t r ic t a long Ann Arbor 
Road will be established in 2002, to 
improve the business corridor. 

"I don't think you'll see anything visi-
ble next year. The way it works is you 
have to really build up a balance in the 
bank account; it'll be three years before 
we spend any money," he said. 

Road construction is scheduled along 
Ann Arbor Road f rom General Drive 
east into ^Livonia. "I hope we can com-
plete the bridge over Hines Drive a t 
Haggerty," Curmi added. 

In downtown Plymouth, stores in the 
commercial center being built on the 
former Mayflower Hotel s i te should 
begin opening in spring, Sincock said. 
Plans for a condominium project on the 
Wilcox property are under review by 
the city planning commission.

Calling to 911 
Canton updates communications center

Some 911 calls should get to police 
and fire dispatch staff quicker, as Can-
ton Public Safety has spent $635,000 to 
upgrade communications. 

The upgrade, finished Dec. 19, was 
needed to replace an antiquated 15-
year-old system, said Canton Fi re 
Chief Mike Rorabacher. 

"We started to have problems. We 
s tar ted to hea r 'You can' t get t h a t 
par t , ' or 'You can' t do tha t , you're 
going to have to upgrade,'" he said. 

Rorabacher said t h a t whi le t h e 

public probably won't notice a big dif-
f e r ence , "Call? will be a n s w e r e d 
faster. Our capability of transferring 
calls is greatly enhanced." 

The new system will more quickly 
accept t ransferred calls from other 
communities. Rorabacher said it's not 
uncommon for people with medical 
emergencies to f irst call relatives, 
who some t imes live o u t of town, 
instead of 911. 

"It happens quite often," he said. 
When the relation calls 911, the 

call is handled by local emergency 
dispatch staff, who must transfer the 
call to Canton. But under the new 

system, "We can seamlessly transfer 
to and f rom a r e a d i s p a t c h e s , " 
Rorabacher said. "It doesn't hardly 
take any time at all." 

Another improvement is t h a t the 
new system can accept 911 cell phone 
calls. Before, those calls were taken 
by Michigan State Police, who then 
transferred them to local authorities. 

There are typically four CantPn 
public safety service officers on duty 
taking 911 and other police and fire 
calls. That number never falls to less 
t h a n three, Rorabacher said. Each 
staff member got eight hours of train-

occupancy in the summer of 1988. 
Canton Township bui lding official 

John Weyer said he feels "comfortable 
with respect to our inspections" and 
with what the Canton Township Build-
ing and Inspection Services did as the 
building went up. 

There were 22 i n spec t i ons of t he 
building itself, plus final inspections in 
May 1998 (for occupancy) and in Octo-
ber 1998 (for landscaping). 

T h a t does not i n c l u d e dozens of 
inspections for mechanical work (heat-
ing), for the plumbing, electrical and 
for fire suppression (sprinklers) and for 
the fire alarm systems. The inspection 
record, which the township keeps on 
computers, shows 90 separate entries 
for inspections at the building. 

For example, on J a n . 23, 1998 ceil-
ings and floors on levels two through 
six were inspected and approved. 

Elevator inspections were done by 
the state of Michigan. 

The owner of the building, National 
Church Residences, based in Colum-
bus, Ohio, recently filed a suit against 
t h e bu i ld ing ' s bu i l de r (DeMar i a of 
Novi) and the architects (Malak and 
Associates) for "breach of contract." 

Seniors were driven from the build-
ing in August when leaks, cracks and 
o the r s t r u c t u r a l de f i c i enc ies we re 
found in the building. 

A mid-construction plan to move win-
dow heat/air conditioner units closer to 
the corners of the building may have

Among the dead at the World Trade Center was a 
Canton native, Meredith Whalen, a 1996 graduate 
of Plymouth Salem High School. 

Her story is the top Canton story for 2001 - not 
because she was famous but because she was a sis-
ter, a daughter, a cousin and a friend to those who 
knew her. 

"It is national ... It's is individual" the minister 
said at her funeral.

No 6: The Canton Mosque held events this fall to 
bring about understanding of Islam, including an 
open house in mid-October attended by hundreds.

No 7: Sheldon Place, now abandoned because it 
is deemed unsafe, was the home of 53 senior citi-
zens.

The building, owned by 
National Christian Residences of Columbus, Ohio, 
was plagued by leaks and cracks. Timbers were

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GOP activist plans 
run for commission

Fred Bolden, a Canton resi-
dent who is a computer consul-
t a n t , h a s announced he is 
exploring a run for Wayne Coun-
ty Commissioner from the 11th 
District in the Republican pri-
mary in August 2002, 

The 15-member commission is 
the county's legislative branch. 

The 11th Dis t r ic t current ly 
inc ludes Canton , Van Buren , 
Sumpter and Huron townships 
and t h e c i t ies of Romulus , 
Belleville and Wayne. Just what 
t he new 11th will look like is 
undetermined as the redisr ic t -
ing demanded by the 2000 cen-
sus is unfinished. 

The current incumbent is an 
attorney, John Sullivan, a city of 
Wayne res ident and two te rm 
Democratic commissioner. 

"With t h e r ed rawing of t he 
commission district it will be a 
pretty evenly-contested district. 
At the current time Canton will 
be the big base of the district. I'll 
look forward to walking through 
the many neighborhoods getting 
my message out loud and clear: 
Better roads, wider roads, paved 
roads, more streetl ights, addi-
tional ramps off of 1-275, lower 
taxes , and paving the way for 
more economic development and 
home rule," Bolden said. 

Bolden, who holds a master's 
degree in computer information 
services from the University of 
Detroit, and is working on a sec-
ond master 's in public adminis-
tration at Wayne State, is a 10-
year resident if Canton. He ran 
for commissioner in 2000 and 
lost in the GOP primary. 

Fred Bolden 

Active in GOP local and con-
gressional distr ict Republican 
par ty affairs, Bolden, 46, is on 
the Met te ta l Airport advisory 
board, and has served on groups 
working on the Mart in Luther 
King Day plan for Canton Town-
ship. 

"I suppor ted t h e f inal deci-
sion," he said. 

Bolden said he was opposed to 
"back door taxes" or expendi-
tures like the $1 million Metro 
airport advertising campaign. 

"If you work hard, if you strug-
gle, as many of us working par-
ents with children are, if you get 
ahead, there ought to rewards, 
not punishment. Tax cuts come 
from federal, state and local gov-
ernments. The county seems to 
be the only enti ty in Michigan 
tha t feels they can do a better 
job with our money." 

On the county's top politico, 
r e t i r i n g execu t ive E d w a r d 
McNamara, Bolden response is 

gentle. 
"If you take away all the air-

port mess, he's done a good job 
for the county." 

Bolden said he would "vote to 
end any t ies" be tween county 
contractors like those building 
the airport and politicians and 
donations. 

"If you do business with the 
county you can't donate to candi-
dates. When you stop doing busi-
ness with the county you must 
wait five years before backing 
anyone," B e t t e r bid l i s t s and 
more bids for competitive prices 
are needed as pa r t of any eco-
nomic development, he said. 

"Any contract bid process that 
b r ings in two bids or one bid 
needs to be modified and started 
over," he said. The county will 
soon award an exclusive car/limo 
contract a f t e r get t ing ju s t one 
bid. 

Recently Bolden worked on a 
special board of canvassers for 
the Wayne County Community 
College millage vote. He has a 
child in the P lymouth-Canton 
schools ( a t Mi l le r ) , and h a s 
worked for his church and such 
c h a r i t a b l e o r g a n i z a t i o n s as 
COTS, Coalition on Temporary 
Shelters. 

Bolden will have the support 
of t o w n s h i p t r u s t e e Mel i s sa 
McLaughlin. 

"He really wan t to serve the 
community," she said. "He's a 
bright guy who works ha rd to 
support our community. He's a 
g rea t communi ty act ivis t and 
has helped us (the township) on 
many th ings . I real ly hope he 
achieves his goal of being on the 
commission."

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Students' safety is 
Canton TEAM target 

Changes are in the works for a 
n e w e d u c a t i o n a l p a r t n e r s h i p 
b e t w e e n t h e C a n t o n Police 
Department and local schools. 

The Teaching, Education and 
M e n t o r i n g (TEAM) p r o g r a m , 
which is taught by Canton Police 
officers , began as a pilot pro-
gram this fall at four Canton ele-
mentary schools and at one mid-
dle school. The new program, 
which was created by the Michi-
gan State Police in conjunction 
with Central Michigan Universi-
ty, focuses on safety skills for 
school-age children. 

The Canton Police Department 
c a n v a s s e d t e a c h e r s a b o u t 
TEAM's s t r e n g t h s and weak-
nesses at the conclusion of the 
pilot. As a resul t , the depart-
ment met with educators to gar-
ne r addi t ional feedback," said 
Captain Alex Wilson. Meetings 
will also be held with the state 
police and officials from other 
TEAM communities. 

"The f eedback we got f rom 
teache r s was beneficial ," said 
Wilson, "in that it reflects to us 
tha t TEAM has potential." 

Second and f i f t h g raders a t 
Tonda , E r i k k s s o n , Gal l imore 
and Dodson elementary schools 
e a c h rece ived f ive weeks of 
TEAM i n s t r u c t i o n . Off ice rs 
t a u g h t five, 30-minute lessons 
dealing with topics such as basic 
safe ty , us ing the 911 system, 
bike, fire and gun safety. Stu-
d e n t s a t Discovery Middle 
School, including sixth, seventh 
a n d e i g h t h g r a d e r s , each 
rece ived two l e s sons dea l i ng 
with rules and laws. 

According to Canton Publ ic 
Safety Director John Santomau-
ro, TEAM provides many bene-
fits to students and local schools. 

"TEAM allows us to accommo-
date to the needs of each school," 
he said. "It gives us the flexibili-
ty to deliver a better, more cus-
tom service." 

TEAM isn't meant to replace 
DARE, Santomauro added. He 
noted tha t DARE will continue 
at six Canton schools. The Pub-
lic Safety Director also believes 
TEAM will continue to evolve 
over time. 

A commi t t ee c h a r g e d w i th 
improving the Teaching, Educa-

t f A M 

by Canton Police officers, will 
soon be formed. 

That decision was made in a 
recent meeting of Canton Police 
Department and Plymouth-Can-
ton school officials. Teachers , 
parents and Canton Police offi-
cers will comprise the commit-
tee. 

"There are a number of areas 
we can enhance and improve 
upon," said Captain Wilson. "We 
want to make this our program. 
We want it to be meaningful to 
every student." 

Some teachers criticized the 
length of the program as being 
too short compared to DARE's 
(Drug A w a r e n e s s Res i s t ance 
Education) 17 weeks of instruc-
tion. 

"DARE was always very mem-
orable to t h e s t u d e n t s , " sa id 
Kevin Lea rned , a f i f t h g rade 
teacher at Er ikksson Elemen-
t a r y . "DARE a lmos t a lways 
came up in the kids' fifth grade 
essay." 

Others felt some topics needed 
more than one lesson to cover it 
adequately. 

Canton Police Officer Ken 
Winkle r , who t eaches bo th 
TEAM and DARE, agreed. 

"Five week, 30-minute classes 
is not enough time to bond with 
the kids," he added. "Eight or 
ten weeks may be ideal." 

S a n t o m a u r o welcomed t h e 
criticism, however. He said it's 
the only way to improve TEAM 
and make it work for educators. 

"We knew things would have 
to be t w e a k e d , " S a n t o m a u r o 
added . " T h a t ' s t h e only w a y 
these types of programs work. 
You have to t ake them apar t , 
fix the problems and then move 
on." 

Wilson sa id TEAM has t he 
flexibility to evolve over time. 

"We want to retro-fit this pro-
gram so it works for our schools," 
he commented. 

Survey resul ts and feedback 
from teache r s will be s h a r e d 
with the Michigan State Police, 
which helped develop team in 
c o n j u n c t i o n w i t h C e n t r a l 
Michigan University. Teachers

weakened the structure, accord-
ing to one analysis. 

"We are not architects. We are 
not designers. And we are not 
s t r u c t u r a l eng inee r s , " Weyer 
said. "They are t he ones t h a t 
carry these licenses and these 
d e s i g n a t i o n s , and t h e y m u s t 
analyze the ramifications of field 
changes." 

Weyer sa id they ( township) 
were called in i t ia l ly on l eaks 
around windows and concerns 
about flashing. 

"Our ul t imate goal is to have 
this building reinstated to a safe 
condition and have the residents 
move back in," Weyer said. "We 
look forward to the repair docu-
ments coming in." 

There will be a formal p lan 
review for any r e n o v a t i o n s 
before work could start , Weyer 
said. In a September le t te r to 
NCR Weyer said: "We recognize 
and apprecia te all t he actions 
you a n d your company h a v e 
taken to protect the res iden ts 
and the public." 

NCR spokesman Patrick Hig-
gins said his company feels the 
building can be repai red . The 
outside wall at Sheldon Place is 
a single wythe (wythe or width, 
a masonry term), faced, eight-
inch block with room for grout 

and rebar inside the blocks. A 
s tud , i n s u l a t i o n and d rywal l 
s tructure was added inside the 
block walls. Floors (decking) are 
precast concrete. 

Canton subscribes to tough 
building codes as dictated by the 
s ta te and BOCA, the Builders 
Officials Code Administrators , 
Inc. Weyer said he was sure that 
he and the five other inspectors 
were able to handle big building 
p l a n s a n d inspec t ions , and 
po in t s to the Yazak i N o r t h 
American building and Canton 
Place, the sister building to Shel-
don Place, as examples. 

All five bui lding inspec tors 
(four inspectors and a deputy 
building official) have building 
construction and building indus-
try experience, Weyer said. 

All have s ta te cert i f icat ions 
and attend meetings to keep up 
to da te . Canton also h a s two 
e lec t r i ca l inspec to r s , two 
mechanica l (heat) inspectors , 
two plumbing inspectors, three 
ordinance inspectors and a full 
clerical staff. 

None of the parties in the dis-
pu te over the closed bui ld ing 
have placed any public blame on 
the Canton Township inspection 
process.

heart failure, or possibly, your kidneys or liver are losing their ability to 
function properly. Those reasons for leg swelling are not as common as the 
condition called venous insufficiency. 

What occurs in venous insufficiency is that the values of the veins that carry blood from your feet 
and calves to your heart, lose their capacity to close tightly. What results Is that blood, otfeying the. 
law of gravity, moves downwardln the legs and ankles rather than Rowing upward to the heart. 

What you see are legs that enlarge from below the knee. You can teil that the cause is not from a 
blood dot, because the swelling is painless and usually equal in the right and left leg. 

Elderly people with arthritis are prone to swollen legs. Aging causes the valves in the veins to lose 
their tight tit and arthritis tends to make walking difficult and sitting comfortable. The legs being in a 
dependent position for a prolonged time amplify the effect of gravity. Furthmore, not walking means 
the calf muscles aren't contracting; these contractions act life pumps to push blood to the heart. 
Without the assist, the blood has a hard time sustaining an upward flow to the heart. 

This is why a long airplane flight can cause leg swelling. You are sitting too long with your legs too 
dependent. 

The best treatment for most cases of venous insufficiency is support hose and walking. To use 
support hose effectively, you need to put them on before getting out ofbed. When walking, you don't 
have to move hard or fast, just do it frequently.

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Lawmaker calls telephone access fee 'unjustifiable

It shows up on your monthly 
telephone bill as a $3.28 "state-
access charge," but its implica-
tions are a source of contention 
in the Michigan Legislature and 
the state 's telecommunications 
industry. 

An Oakland County lawmaker 
wants more state control of the 
fee. SBC-Ameritech and Verizon 
(formerly GTE) — which togeth-
er controls some 90 percent of 
t he s t a t e ' s te lephone l ines — 
assess the charge to residential 
customers only in Michigan. 

SBC-Amer i t ech does not 
charge this fee to residents in 
the other four Great Lake states 
i t se rves . Ver izon se rves 40 
states, but assesses this fee only 
in Michigan. 

"This is an unfair , unjustifi-
able charge to r a t e payers in 
Michigan," said state Rep. Marc 
S h u l m a n , a West Bloomfield 
Republican. "If you're a senior 
citizen, with a fixed phone bill of 
$30-$40 a month, removing that 
charge would cut your bill by 
about 10 percent."

judge permitted SBC-Ameritech 
to continue charging the fee. 

F e a r i n g t h e c o u r t process 
could take years, Shulman intro-
duced a bill in November tha t 
could end the state-access charge 
sooner.

Family traditions 
How will Pierre personally main-

tain family traditions, yet move 
toward modern ideas and methods to 
improve wines? "I have many ideas 
that I would like to try with Perrin 
wines such as Gigondas and Vac-
queyras," Pierre responded. "I want 
to make Gigondas and Vacqueyras 
that are typical of the place where 
they grow. My real job is not in the 
winery; it is in the vineyard. In order 
to make the best wine, it is important 
to have the best grapes. We are 
working particularly on full flavors 
and ripe tannins. I am always think-
ing, when should we harvest each 
grape variety to give maximum 
expression in the wine?" 

Pierre insists that he will continue 
to experiment in order to increase 
quality, but not to change the tradi-
tion established by his grandfather. 
"As a family, the Perrins are always 
thinking 10 years ahead," he main-
tained. 

La Vieille Ferme 
In 1978, Jean-Pierre Perrin created 

negociant-style wines called La 
Vieille Ferme with only two products, 
Cotes du Ventoux Rouge and Cotes du 
Luberon Blanc. At first, La Vieille 
Ferme was sold only in Europe, but

Teach adolescents healthy eating behavior

Adolescence is a unique period in 
life. It is a time of intense physical, 
psychosocial and cognitive growth. 
There is a high incidence of nutritional 
deficiencies and poor eating habits in 
t h i s age group. It is common for 
teenagers to pop a vitamin supplement 
on their way out the door rather than 
take the time to eat breakfast. Adoles-
cents have more autonomy than they 
ever had as children. Eating habits 
t h a t are formed in adolescence can 
affect health and body weight for years 
to come. 

Many young people are facing dire 
nutrition circumstances. The rate of 
obesity in adolescents has nearly dou-
bled in the past decade. 

Obese adolescents enter puberty ear-
lier and have a shorter period of long 
bone growth. (Many teen diets lack the 
recommended amounts of such vital 
nutrients as calcium, iron, zinc, folate 
and vitamins B6, C and E. Disordered 
eating is on the rise and young women 
are especially vulnerable and affected. 
Adolescents involved in sports or com-
petition may choose mega doses of sup-
p l emen t s to enhance performance 
ra ther than rely on simple, healthy-
eating. 

Food takes on powerful meanings in 
adolescence. It may be used to comfort

Adolescents are strongly influenced by 
what they see on television, which 
unfo r tuna te ly does not promote 

hea l thy ea t ing or a hea l thy body 
im£ge. 

Parents must be realistic about a 
teenager's food choices. Teenagers eat 
f as t food and food from vending 

machines. It is a part of their culture 
and lifestyle. Parents" and schools need 
to promote and reinforce positive atti-
tudes about food and healthy eating 
behaviors. 

Kathy Kelley of Berkley knows the 
t empta t ions of going to the drive 
through. "My kids love eating chicken 
nuggets," said Kelley. "Our compro-
mise is t ha t we share one order of 
French fries and the kids drink milk or 
juice instead of pop." 

If fast food is a must, kids should 
make careful choices. Think small, 
choosing regular or junior size por-
tions. Look for plain hamburgers , 
chicken or bean enchiladas without 
sour cream, lean roast beef sandwich-
es, grilled chicken sandwiches, plain or 
lightly buttered baked potatoes, salads 
with low fat dressing, chili, juice or 
milk. If dessert is a must, try soft 
serve frozen yogurt. 

Parents can make a difference by 
making healthy food more available 
and convenient. Keep a supply pf 
nutrient-rich snacks available. 

"My ki<$s come home from school 
ready to snack," said Dawn Gottschalk 
of Orion. "Now that I keep fruits and 
vegetables cut up and ready to go, that 
is what they grab first."

Adolescents mus t get into a

o ther meals a t r e g u l a r t i m e s 
during the day. 

They also need to allow them-
selves enough t ime to eat . I t 
takes time to feel full. Eating on 
the run can lead to overeating. 
Eating in front of the television 
can lead to mindless eating and 
overeating. 

Make sure to limit soda con-
sumption. Soda is void of nutri-
e n t s and t e n d s to serve a s a 
replacement for such -healthy 
beverages as juice and milk. 

Adolescents should get into the 
habit now of reading food labels 
and noting what is listed as a 
"serving." If the food has more 
t h a n 8 p e r c e n t of t h e Dai ly 
Value for fat, or if sugar is one of 
the f i rs t two ingredients , t h i s 
food is probably a low nut r ient 
food and should be eaten in lim-
ited amounts. 
' Try to pick and choose calories 

by the company they keep. For 
example, nuts are high in calo-
ries and fat but contain impor-
tant nutrients. Potato chips are 
also high in calories and fat, as 
well as sodium. No nu t r i en t s 
there!

When I was growing up, cru-
dites were served only in little 
French res tauran ts , the kind 
where the menu was handwrit-
ten in barely readable ornate 
script. 

Served as a f i r s t course, a 
plate of crudites typically con-
sisted of little domes of finely-
shredded carrots, beets and cab-
bage, all glistening with olive oil. 

In the 1970s, as wider use of 
farm-fresh "veggies" spread from 
California, crudites also became 
more common, but as a new 
breed. Like us Yanks, they were 
bigger and bolder t h a n their 
French cousins. In the health-
conscious era of Nouvelle Cui-
sine, they morphed from a form 
of salad to s t r ips , slices and 
chunks of veggies to munch or 
use to scoop up dips. 

Their primary function was to 
replace fat tening potato chips 
and crackers at the cocktail 
hour, and to make eating raw 
vegetables generally more entic-
ing. Essential at every gather-
ing, crudites appeared every-
where, f rom art is t ical ly-
arranged showpieces at $1,000-
a-plate charity benefits to care-
less heaps of carrot and celery 
sticks at potluck dinners. 

As a caterer during the excess-
is-good '80s, I was known for cre-
ating memorable crudites. For a 
client with huge, antique vases, I 
arranged cauliflower florets and 
cabbage leaves in immense bou-
quets to complement the maroon 
of the porcelain containers. 

Dip in: Broccoli florets and vegetables are just as tasty 
with sun-dried tomato dip as chips. 

For casual parties, I snaked 
long, t h in carrot s t r ips onto 
skewers, slipping cherry toma-
toes into the curves. Topped with 
a triangle of green or yellow pep-
per and inserted into a big loaf of 
bread, the skewers were a play-
ful explosion of color. 

For the New Year's holiday, 
you could make an arrangement 
that is much simpler yet equally 
festive. On a serving plate, 
arrange rings of broccoli florets 
and cherry tomatoes in a "bulls-
eye" design, or cover a cutting 
board with a rainbow of different 
colored fruit, from bands of red 
and yellow bell pepper slices and 
green sugar snap pea pods, to 
pale slices of zucchini, cucumber 
and white daikon radish. Anoth-

er option is to arrange bundles of 
asparagus next to this bright, 
bean-based dip.

Greeneisen wants to find out first 
hand what carvers go through while 
creating works for the 20th annual 
Plymouth International Ice Sculpture 
Spectacular, Wednesday-Monday, 
Jan. 16-21 in Kellogg Park. 

As art education coordinator, 
Greeneisen is usually the one setting 
up the classes and workshops at the 
arts council, not the one taking them. 
She's usually too busy planning next 
term's offerings but she's making an 
exception to learn from one of the 
masters - Richard Teeple, an award-
winning ice carver and instructor at 
Henry Ford Community College in 
Dearborn. Teeple and carvers from 
Canada, Japan and the U.S. vie for 
$10,000 in prize money at the compe-
titions for professionals, amateurs 
and students in Plymouth. 

"I go to the festival every year and 
think how much fun it would be to go 
to it and have a lot of knowledge 
about what they're doing," said 
Greeneisen.

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Northern Indiana museum, scenery take you back in time

'Become a Hoosier for a long 
weekend and combine classic 
cars, downhill sledding, Amish 
communities and family dining 
w i t h scenic tour ing of gent le 
rolling hills and hidden lakes. 
, S t a r t your weekend w i t h a 
tour of the Auburn Cord Duesen-
berg Museum in Auburn, about 
35 miles south of the Ind iana 
tu rnp ike on 1-69, north of Fort 
Wayne. 

The museum is'in a quiet resi-
dential neighborhood of Auburn, 
and is housed in the new car 
showroom of the old Auburn car 
company. 

A u b u r n was one of 60 sub-
sidiaries of the Cord Corp., all 
owned in the Depression and on 
through the early '30s by the leg-
endary E.L. Cord. At one time 
h i s f i r m s produced Auburns , 
Cords and Duesenbergs and it is 
lovingly maintained examples of 
these three classics that occupy 
the main showroom of the muse-
um. 

The setting is a wonderful old 
building with big windows and 
lots of art deco touches including 
the patterned floors. It's so nice 
the locals like to hold weddings 
and parties here in mock-Gatsby 
splendor. 

Other ACD museum galleries 
(there are six total) have other 
classic cars, ancient Auburns , 
and cars tha t have "impacted" 
the industry.

M a n y c a r s 

One fascinating floor-to-ceiling 
map/display outlines the dozens 
and dozens of car companies that 
started (and failed) in Indiana, 
including Auburn itself. 

Cord, born a Missouri f a rm 
boy, started as a car salesman, 
and was dynamic and clever; he 
soon owned the company and 
h i r e d y o u n g d e s i g n e r s and 
ordered upbeat paint schemes. 
No wonder h is second career 
(after industrialist) was politics, 
as a Nevada state senator. 

A u b u r n hos t s a c lass ic car 
event every Labor Day, and last 
year (2000) celebrated the 100th 
a n n i v e r s a r y of t h e f o u n d i n g 

Auburn Automobile. Like a lot of 
car firms, the company started 

first as a carriage maker. 
After the stroll back in time at 

ACD Museum, you might wan t 
to think about dinner. One good 
bet is Das Dutchman Essenhaus, 
a Amish country r e s t a u r a n t a 
few miles away in Middlebury. 

Go on S a t u r d a y , as t h i s is 
Amish and Dutch country and 
many things, including Essen-
haus, close on Sunday. 

Also, t h i n k abou t d r i v i n g 
around the Amish farms of Ship-
s h e w a n a a n d N a p p a n e e . On 
Sunday you'll see Amish signa-
ture horse-drawn black buggies 
all gathered in clusters around 
homes for Sunday services.

Pierre insists that he will continue 
to experiment in order to increase 
quality, but not to change the tradi-
tion established by his grandfather.

Teach adolescents healthy eating behavior

Adolescence is a unique period in 
life. It is a t ime of intense physical, 
psychosocial and cognitive growth. 
There is a high incidence of nutritional 
deficiencies and poor eating habits in 
t h i s age g r o u p . I t is common for 
teenagers to pop a vitamin supplement 
on their way out the door rather than 
take the time to eat breakfast. Adoles-
cents have more autonomy than they 
ever had as children. Eat ing habits 
t h a t a re formed in adolescence can 
affect health and body weight for years 
to come. 

Many young people are facing dire 
nutrition circumstances. The rate of 
obesity in adolescents has nearly dou-
bled in the past decade. 

Obese adolescents enter puberty ear-
lier and have a shorter period of long 
bone growth. Many teen diets lack the 
recommended amounts of such vital 
nutrients as calcium, iron, zinc, folate 
and vitamins B6, C and E. Disordered 
eating is on' the rise and young women 
are especially vulnerable and affected. 
Adolescents involved in sports or com-
petition may choose mega doses of sup-
p l e m e n t s to enhance p e r f o r m a n c e 
ra the r t h a n rely on simple, heal thy 
eating. 

Food takes on powerful meanings in 
adolescence. I t may be used to comfort

Parents and schools need 
to promote and reinforce positive atti-
t udes about food and heal thy eat ing 
behaviors. 

Kathy Kelley of Berkley knows the 
t e m p t a t i o n s of going to t h e d r ive 
through. "My kids love eating chicken 
nuggets ," said Kelley. "Our compro-
mise is t h a t we s h a r e one order of 
French fries and the kids drink milk or 
juice instead of pop." 

If fas t food is a must, kids should 
make careful choices. Think small , 
choosing r egu la r or junior size por-
t i ons .

A good idea for hea l thy din-
ners is choosing the f r e s h e s t 
ingredients, and trying different 
variet ies of f ru i t s and vegeta-
bles. Dinners can be made to 
look and taste better by simple 
tasks such as these. 

Whi le p a r e n t s m u s t be an 
example of healthy eating behav-
iors, teenagers need to take the 
i n i t i a t i v e to l e a r n a b o u t t h e 
foods they ea t , how t h e y can 
affect their growth and fu tu r e 
hea l t h . Ul t ima te ly , t h e y are 
responsible for what they eat as 
well as the i r level of physical 
activity. They can set goals and 
make decisions to improve their 
health. 

Adolescents mus t get in to a 
routine of eating breakfast every 
morn ing , m a k i n g s u r e to ea t 
o ther mea l s a t r egu l a r t i m e s 
during the day. 

They also need to allow them-
selves enough t ime to ea t . It 
takes time to feel full. Eating on 
the run can lead to overeating. 
Eating in front of the television 
can lead to mindless eating and 
overeating. 

Make sure to limit soda con-
sumption. Soda is void of nutri-
e n t s and t e n d s to se rve a s a 
r ep lacement for such h e a l t h y 
beverages as juice and milk. 

Adolescents should get into the 
habit now of reading food labels 
and noting what is l is ted as a 
"serving." If the food has more 
t h a n 8 p e r c e n t of t h e Da i ly 
Value for fat, or if sugar is one of 
the f i rs t two ingredients , th is 
food is probably a low nut r ient 
food and should be eaten in lim-
ited amounts. 

Try to pick and choose calories 
by the company they keep. For 
example, nuts are high in calo-
ries and fat but contain impor-
tant nutrients. Potato chips are 
also high in calories and fat, as 
well as sodium.
