Plan calls for new motel to replace Willow Acres

The Willow Acres Motel on Michigan 
Avenue at Canton's eastern edge could 
be razed to make way for a 90-room 
motel and banquet center. 

The proposal makes sense in an area 
t h a t is seeing rapid redevelopment, 
including several new lodging facilities, 

re ta i l and light indus t r ia l projects, 
township officials believe. 

But don't count on seeing bulldozers 
at the site - on the south side of Michi-
gan, between Hannan and Lotz roads -
anytime soon. 

The C a n t o n Townsh ip Board of 
Trus tees las t week g ran t ed special 
land use approval for the project, the 
third time it has come before the board 

in n e a r l y f o u r y e a r s . P rev ious 
approvals have long since expired with 
no construction. 

"There is still an active plan" to build 
a motel on the site, a spokesman for 
the developer said Friday. 

"We have the financing, bu t there 
are two or three other requirements we 
need in place before we can start," said 
Ketan Bhat t of the Lathrup Village-

based Kishan Co. 
"The reality of these things is that 

they take time," he added. 
The board voted 7-0 on the new pro-

posal , which also got a unan imous 
approval from the Canton Planning 
Commission in early December.

According to Hamilton, firefighting is a family thing. She said 
her husband, Bruce, is employed as a Dearborn firefighter and 
other family members are also in the field.

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Priest has optimistic outlook for Canton, world in 2002

"You cannot live your life in fear. 
You can only Jive in trust." 

That was the message the Rev. Jack 
Baker offered Wednesday to members 
of the Canton Chamber of Commerce 
at the chamber's first monthly lun-
cheon of 2002. 

Baker, from St. Mary of Wayne 
Catholic church, spoke to the group on 
the topic "Put all fear aside - 2002 is 
going to be a great year, if you want it 
to be." 

Referring to the events of Sept. 11 
and their "aftermath, Baker said, "A lot 
of people are afraid. They're afraid 
something could happen to them. 
They're afraid that someone could do 
something harmful to a loved one." 

But, recalling the words of Franklin 
Roosevelt - "The only thing we have to 
fear is fear itself - Baker told the 

group that "to live our lives in fear is 
not what we are called to be about. I 
don't care what your religious denomi-
nation is, no religion is based on fear." 

Baker said that the economic condi-
tions many people face today are diffi-
cult. He pointed to the restructuring 
news from Ford Motor Co. as an exam-
ple. 

"But if you're afraid and if you're 
fearful and you think that things are 
going to be bad, your problems will still 
be there. And now you've got fear." 

Referring again to the events of Sept. 
11, Baker said, "I was so proud to see 
how we as Americans reacted. When 
bad things happen people take to the 
streets and they throw things. You saw 
that in Pakistan. Americans took to 
the streets and gave blood. And they 
took to the streets and dropped money 
in firemen's boots. People took to the 
streets to go to churches and syna-
gogues." 

In a slight change of pace, Baker 
said he had a good friend who moved in 
to one of the new subdivisions in Can-
ton about two years ago. 

"An interesting thing I've noticed," 
he said, "he's lived there for two years 
and doesn't know his neighbors. 

The way houses are built today, 
Baker observed, is that the garage is 
right in front. 

"You pull in, close the door and go 
inside. There's no front porches today. 
You sit in the back patio. You don't get 
to know your neighbors." 

As part of their goals for 2002, Baker 
urged the audience to make a deliber-
ate effort to meet their neighbors. 

"Get to know the people who are 
around you," he said. "They are your 
brothers and sisters." 

Baker, who peppered his serious pre-
sentation with plenty of humor, had an 
appreciative audience. The talk itself 
was the topic of several post-luncheon

installed it, then learning that 
-the new Comcast modem he had 
received around Christmas was 
bad and had to be replaced. 

Merger problems 
It all started, more or less, on 

J a n . 1, 2001, when Comcast 
acquired MediaOne, which 
served Canton, and whose high 
speed I n t e r n e t service was 
called Road Runner. Comcast 
had also t a k e n over the 
AT&T@Home service. 

Both sets of customers contin-
ued to use their old accounts 
while Comcast was, in the pro-
cess of building a new network 
to accommodate all subscribers. 
The plan was to have it up and 
running by June, according to 
Bill Black, Comcast's director of 
public affairs for the Midwest. 

But when Excite@Home, the 
third-party In ternet provider 
tha t was used to provide the 
Road Runner service, filed for 
bankruptcy, the transition to the 
new network had to be moved 
up. On Dec. 29 Comcast made 
the switch, pu t t i ng former 
MediaOne customers on to 

the computer or customer 
ed hardware issues." 

But customers like Konarske 
and Gamblin say things were 
not going well long before Dec. 
29. 

"Sometime in early Decem-
ber," Gamblin said, "I got e-mail 
saying the company was going to 
transition over from MediaOne 
to Comcast. I never did get the 
disk (CD) they were supposed to 

"It was a much shorter period 
of t ime t h a n we originally 
planned for," Black said. "Our 
goal was to get as many people 
connected to the new network as 
quickly as possible. 

"Within less than 12 hours of 
the cutover, we had over 90 per-

of the customers reconnect-

Nevertheless, he said, more 
than 7,000 people in the Detroit 
area were not immediately con-
nected due to various problems 
such as "settings not right on 

Konarske said he got the CD, 
but when he opened the enve-
lope, it was broken. 

Black acknowledged that some 
CDs arrived broken, but said, 
"We just let customers know the 
Web site they could go to down-
load the software." 

Konarske said he "got the soft-
ware off the Web and installed it 
and it (his computer) didn't work 
anymore. I was completely down 
for about a day." 

E-mail blocked 
Gamblin said after the transi-

tion, she started having comput-
er problems. 

"When I turned it on it locked 
up," she said. "I didn't get e-mail 
for two days. The computer 
would lock up when I started it. 
I was calling the techs on a reg-
ular basis." 

On the Saturday following the 
transition, Gamblin said she lost 
the In te rne t a l together . The 
next Sunday she said she spent 
the ent i re day t ry ing to get 
through to a technician. She 
finally got through that evening 
while wear ing her telephone 
s t rapped to her wais t as she 
cooked dinner. 

Black again acknowledged 

that the phone help lines were 
pretty much tied up for a period 
of tTme>The switchover occurred 
not only in Michigan but also in -
New Jersey. 

"We had 15,000 people 
answering the phones during 
peak hours," he said. "But in 
addition to the calls for help, 
some people were calling just for 
genera l informat ion . I t j u s t 
jammed up the lines." 

Gamblin said when she finally 
got through to a technician in 
New Je r sey t h a t Sunday 
evening "they totally lost me." 

"Even though I had a modem 
t h a t said 'I was online, they 
couldn't f ind me. They could 
only find my son who also lives 
in Canton and whose name is 
the same as my husband's." 

She spent much of Monday on 
the phone trying to get reacti-
vated, but it wasn't until Tues-
day tha t they finally got her

"So far, so good," she said. 
Both Konarske and Gamblin

ISP change leaves Canton 
library users in lurch, too

When Comcast took over 
MediaOne las t year, it was a 
fairly seamless transition. ' 

But a few months ago Carl 
Miller, information technology 
specialist for the Canton Public 
Library, began to notice some 
problems. 

"The library has some special 
databases that we subscribe to 
just for our patrons," Miller said. 

In fact the library has about 
25 such databases, ranging from 
the AccuNet/AP Photo Archive to 
the World Book Encyclopedia. 

Patrons using computer termi-
nals in the library can access the 
databases and download infor-
mation from them. In addition 
l ib ra ry pa t rons who have 
Metronet accounts can access 
the da tabases from home, as 
long as they dial in through their 
Metronet account. 

But for people who used differ-
ent Internet service providers, 
the databases didn't used to be 
accessible from home. 

"We bought a proxy server 
that allows people who have dif-
ferent ISPs to access the data 

Miller said. Patrons sim-

ply have to configure their Inter-
net browsers to work with the 
proxy server. 

"The proxy worked perfectly., 
until a month .OE-two-after' Com-
cast came on board," Miller said. 
"Then I s ta r ted get t ing calls 
from people who were trying to 
connect to our databases and our 
proxy server would no longer 
worK. 

Miller narrowed the problem 
down to Comcast users. 

"If people had MediaOne or if 
they had any of the other ISPs 
locally - any ISP in the* world -
you could connect to your ISP, 
set up our proxy server and you 
would connect," he said. "When 
Comcast bought it (MediaOne) 
all of a sudden that broke." 

Miller said when he isolated 
the problem to Comcast cus-
tomers, he figured out what 
problem was. 

"What they did," he 
"there's no doubt in my mind, 
they set up an invisible proxy - a, 
Web proxy - and they didn't tell 
people this." 

He said he called several dif-
ferent companies to try to solve 
the problem. 

"People passed me off back 
and forth with their tech sup-

port. Comcast, in my opinion, i 
didn't follow through .very well ,• 
with me as fa r as tech support. I ^ 

disappointed." -i 
Miller said t h a t a f t e r t h e ,; 

changes of the last two weeks ; 
he's learned tha t that is what > 
the problem is. "They've got^ 
invisible proxies set up." j 

Miller said the problem with; 
such proxy servers is that if they ; 
are configured right, they can* 
speed up access to the Internet. 

"Another th ing they'll do i f : 
they're not configured properly,; 
they'll break other things," he ; 
said. "People may not be able to 
connect to certain Web sites, * 
things like the library proxy that : 
we had set up." 

Miller said Comcast apparent-; 
ly took down their proxy servers 
after the many complaints from -
customers about access speed 
after the transition. 

"The funny thing is," he said, 
"all of a sudden the connections-
improved on Comcast . When 
they took the i r Web proxy 
servers down, our proxy server 
started working and people could 
get back into the databases." 

Miller said as of last week, 
Comcast cus tomers now can 
access the library's databases.

Educators struggling to start a 
Westland char ter school t h a t 
weaves Arabic culture into class-
room studies have filed a lawsuit 
against the city for blocking the 
plan. ^ 

The suit, filed in Wayne Coun-
ty Circuit Court, seeks to force 
Westland city leaders to rezone 
property on Joy Road, west of 
Inkster, to accommodate Star 
International Academy, 

Amid intense lobbying and a 
petition drive by neighborhood 
residents , the Westland City 
Council in June axed the plan by 
refusing to change the zoning 
from light industrial to commer-
cial. 

But, Star International Execu-
tive Director Nawal Hamadeh 
decided to fight back, citing a 
growing demand from parents 
and s t uden t s since ano ther 
academy opened four years ago 
in Detroit. 

"I am hoping tha t I will get 
t rea ted fair ly so tha t we can 
have the right zoning in place," 
Hamadeh said Thursday, when 
contacted at her office. 

Closed-door talks have been 
scheduled between City Attorney 
Angelo Plakas and council mem-
bers to discuss the lawsuit. It 
isn't known when the case would 
be heard in court. 

STAR ACADEMY 

"We've got some expert people 
that we may call as witnesses 
studying all this," Plakas said 
Thursday during a telephone 
interview. 

Star International claims that 
t he city acted a rb i t r a r i ly by 
denying the rezoning, and 
P lakas said s imilar lawsui ts 

In one Northville Township 
ase, he said, a school won a 

court ruling to build an addition 
even though the township board 
had denied the proposal. 

Hamadeh wan t s to build a 
two-story, 70,000-square-foot 
school on a 7.5-acre site to serve 
as many as 800 s tuden t s in 
k inde rga r t en th rough 12th 

grade. 
Residents voiced fears that the 

academy would cause traffic con-
gestion, disrupt the neighbor-
hood and hurt property values. 
They also criticized Star Inter-
national for proposing to build a 
school next to a Joy Road bar. 

Defends vote 
On Friday, Councilman James 

Godbout defended his decision to 
deny the rezoning and said he is 
concerned that parents driving 
hundreds of s tuden t s to and 
from school would cause traffic 
problems. 

"That's a tremendous volume 
of vehicles coming in and out of 
that area, which is already rela-
tively congested at certain times 
during the day," he said. 

Councilman Dennis LeMaitre 
said he believes he made the 

right decision to deny the rezon-
ing. 

"I still believe that the proper-
ty can be developed as l ight 
industrial ... and that it would-
n't be obtrusive to the neighbor-
hood," he said. "I think the city 
made the right choice. I stand by 
that decision." 

Officials for Star Internation-
al, authorized as a charter school 
by Oakland University, consider 
their proposed academy a rea-
sonable use for the property. 

On Thursday, Hamadeh said 
the academy is needed for stu-
dents whose needs haven't been 

by t rad i t iona l publ ic 
schools. She said the academy 
would teach Arabic as a second 
language, helping to involve 
pupils in their culture while also 
centering classroom instruction 
on the Michigan core curricu-
lum. 

"We are there to complement 
the traditional public-school sys-
tem, not compete wi th i t ," 
Hamadeh said. 

She said other languages and 
cul tures, such as Spanish or 
French , eventual ly could be 
taught if there's a demand.

dual ribbon cutting ceremony at 
the Arctic Edge ice arena and 
High Velocity Sports, an adja-
cent indoor soccer arena made 
the twin debuts official, although 
both buildings have been up and 
running for a while. 

The la tes t addit ions to the 
property, which the township 
bought from the former softball 
center owners in 1998, will mean 
year- round activi ty and new 
recreation opportunities for area 
families. 

"I can't imagine a place any-
where in the Midwest - maybe 
in the entire U.S. - where you 
have this much recreation in one 
place," Canton Supervisor Tom 
Yack said at the noon ceremony.

Tawny ports 
Tawny ports spend most of

Younger tawnies such as Tay-
lor Fladgate 10-year Tawny 
$28 or Ramos Pinto 10 year 
Tawny Quinta Ervamoira $34 
have a russet color with gentle 
fruit flavors and some toasty 
notes. Older tawnies like Tay-
lor Fladgate 20-year $49 or 
Ramos Pinto 20-year Quinta 
do Bom Retiro $59 develop a 
bronze color and have concen-
t r a t e d bu t t e r sco tch and 
caramel flavors, topped with 
nutty, vanilla overtones.
