Storm damage: Canton escapes most of it

rain and snow and sleet 
and wind storm t h a t swept through 
Michigan last week left 4,200 Canton 
electrical customers without power a t 
one time or another. 

As of 11 a.m. Friday, about 580 Can-
ton customers were still down, accord-
ing to John Austerberry, a spokesman 
for Detroit Edison. 

The s torm knocked out power for 
about 215,000 customers in the entire 
Metro area. As of Friday 150,000 were 
still out, Austerberry said. 

Although the snow and sleet had 
ended by Friday, high winds were still 
causing problems. 

"We really can't predict when every-
one will be back because of the ongoing 
na tu re of the damage," Aus terber ry 
said. 

He sa id crews would be work ing 
around the clock through the weekend 
in order to get power restored. 

Compared to some other communi-
ties, Canton didn' t suffer any major 
damage from the storm, which dumped 
abou t a foot of snow on t h e a r e a 
Wednesday and Wednesday night. 

On Thursday, firefighters responded 
to 44 calls for service. Twenty- two 
power lines were reported down or arc-
ing and a utility pole caught fire. 

Fire Chief Mike Rorabacher said all 
of the incidents were minor. He said 
the department received a dozen calls 
for medical service, but none of them 
appeared to be weather related. 

For some local merchants the storm 
brought an increase in business.

base of $3,1 billion, SO percent of 
Troy's $4.7 billion, 40 percent of 
Livonia's $4.1 billion and 35 per-
cent of Westland's $1.7 billion. 

Even in Birmingham, general-
ly regarded as a great place to 
live wi th a qua in t downtown, 
commerc ia l accounted for 22 
percent of.the property tax base. 

Couple t h a t wi th non-home-
stead, property owners usual ly 
paying at a higher tax rate and 
commercial h a s qu i te an eco-
nomic impact. One that eludes a 
lot of people, assessors say. 

"I think probably the average 
resident doesn't think about it," 
said Sherron Schultz, Livonia 
assessor. "They're not thinking 
in a store, 'If this store weren't 
here, my taxes would be high-
er.'" 

B u t i t ' s t r u e , sa id B a r r y 
Simon, Southfield assessor. "If 
t h e y (homeowner s ) w a n t to 
maintain the same services, they 
would have to pay more taxes if 
commercial were less," he said. 

Nino Licara, Troy assessor, is 
blunt about the impact of com-
mercial in his city. "Nonres i -
dential is paying half the freight 
and generally not using half the 
services," he said. 

J im Elrod, Westland assessor, 
succinctly outlines the nuts-and-
bolts of the issue. 

"If you don ' t have a s t r ong 
commercial or industrial base in 
t he communi ty , r e s iden t s a re 
basically carrying the load," he 
said. "It's a trade-off. People say 
they don't want- i t (commercial 
development) in their back yard. 
That's where proper zoning and 
planning come into place." 

Specialty shopping and dining 
opportunit ies help establ ish a 
po in t -o f -hometown p r i d e for 

municipalities, especially those 
tha t try to build a local economy 
around special events. 

P laces l ike the city of Ply-
mouth , only 2.3 s q u a r e miles 
w i t h a p o p u l a t i o n of a b o u t 
10,000. 

Thousands of out-of-towners 
annually flock to the Plymouth 
I n t e r n a t i o n a l Ice S c u l p t u r e 
Spectacular, Fall Festival and 
Art in the Park. 

"We do abou t 130 spec ia l 
events a year here," said Paul 
Sincock, city manager and a life-
long Plymouth resident. "People 
aren't coming down just for the 
e v e n t . They ' r e coming for 
restaurants , shops and the rest 
of the commercial sector." 

It all ties into a quality of life 
issue, he added. 

The employment factor also 
can loom large when analyzing 
commercial development. 

Some 78,820 permanent jobs 
were repor ted in F a r m i n g t o n 
Hills, 29,460 in Rochester Hills 
and 26,880 in Canton dur ing 
2000, according to most recent 
f igures provided by the South-
east Michigan Council of Gov-
ernments, a planning and data 
tracking service. 

So how are commercial rea l 
estate markets doing here? 

S e v e r a l e x p e r t s gave t h e i r 
regional spin dur ing a recent 
t r e n d s a n d f o r e c a s t s e m i n a r 
sponsored by several real estate/ 
property management firms. 

• N a t e Forbes , p r e s i d e n t , 
Fo rbes -Cohen P r o p e r t i e s , on 
retail. 

"The holiday season was bet-
t e r t h a n expec ted for mos t 
re ta i lers . More people s tayed 
home and did a lot of their buy-
ing, spending. 

"I think the market is pretty 
healthy. I see fallout in the first 
quar te r t h a t will need absorp-
tion. New development will be 
very conservative the first half 
of this year. 

9 J im Ketai, vice president , 
EtMn Equities, on office. 

"Office h a s been h i t p r e t t y 
hard. Rents have flattened out 
and dropped. Incentives have 
increased. It's much more chal-
lenging to be a landlord now. 

"Vacancies obvious ly h a v e 
increased. Occupancy was grad-
ua l ly d r o p p i n g d u r i n g 2001. 
Sep t . 11 m a d e i t t h a t m u c h 
worse. The overall vacancy rate 
now is 12-13 percent. A healthy 
rate? Optimal, 5 percent. 

• Roy A n n e t t , sen ior vice 
president, DeMatt ia Group, on 
industrial. 

"Geographic expansion is slow-
ing as t e n a n t s s t a y closer to 
home. Overall vacancy rate at 
year end was 10.5 percent, up 2

Annett attributed the increase 
to more space coming on l ine 
and tenants cutting back. The 
s u b u r b a n D e t r o i t i n d u s t r i a l 
market consists of some 340 mil-
lion square feet, he said. 

"Vacancy ranged from 3 per-
cent in Auburn Hills to 20 per-
cent in Romulus and VanBu-
ren," Annett said. 

"Incentives are making their 
way back into negotiations," he 
added. 

Annett's general conclusion? 
"Growing vacancies, but mov-

ing forward conservatively with 
limited speculative development.

"We take a more conservative 
approach to development t h a n 
some o ther communi t i e s , " he 
said. "We continually raise the 
bar of excellence based on new 
ideas and i n p u t , b u t t h e key 
t h i n g is a s k i n g deve loper s , 
whether commercial or residen-
tial, to work with us." 

He said 98 to 99 percent of the 
developers are receptive to tha t 
approach. 

"They realize Canton is a good 
place to do business," he said. 
"It's the second fastest growing 
town in Michigan." 

Township Planner Jeff Goulet 
echoed tha t view. 

"A lot of a r c h i t e c t s say we 
have no r ight to dictate taste," 
he sa id .

As far as commercial develop-
ment is concerned, Goulet said 
most companies who want to do 
business in Canton want to fit in 
to t he community and be good 
neighbors. 

"Our planning commission is 

p r e t t y p roac t ive , " h e sa id . 
"They're never satisfied with a 
p ro to type b u i l d i n g t h a t was 
designed in a vacuum. They look 
at the nature of a given area and 
w h a t they feel is appropr ia te . 
We have very high standards for 
archi tec tura l excellence so we 
don't j u s t end up wi th run-of-
the-mill bland boxes that we see 
everywhere." 

As far as commercial develop-
ment is concerned, Goulet said 
t he p lann ing d e p a r t m e n t and 
the planning commission try to 
be fair in their requirements.

Raczkowski kicks off race for U.S. Senate

To the theme music from the 
movie "Rocky," S ta te Rep. 
Andrew Raczkowski (R-Farming-
ton Hills) announced his candi-
dacy for U.S. Senate last Mon-
day morning from a very famil-
iar place. 

On stage at his alma mater, 
Harrison High School in Farm-
ington Hills, Raczkowski 
promised to put Michigan first if 
he gets to Washington, D.C. -
acknowledging that battle will 
be uphill all the way. If he wins 
the Republican nomination, he 
will face 24-year veteran Carl 
Levin in November. 

"A lot of people looked at this 
and said Carl Levin can ' t be 
beat," he told a crowd of students 
and supporters. 

When Raczkowski talked to 
his parents, his father, Bogdan, 
first said his son was committing 
"political suicide." The next 
morning, however, he was on the 
phone urging his son to take a 
run at it. 

"He said in Polish,.. 4I think 
you can do this'," Raczkowski 
recalled. 

Bogdan Raczkowski was felled 
by an aneurysm on New Year's 
Eve and passed away just a few 
days later. His son now feels his 
father 's spirit with him as he 
launches what will likely be the 
biggest political battle of his life. 

But the term-limited state rep-
resentative, who had previously 
announced interest in a Congres-
sional bid, has a high level of 
confidence, based on what he 
believes h is opponent hasn ' t 
accomplished. 

"For the last 24 years, we've 
hea rd the same campaign 
promises, from both Democrats 
and Republicans," he said. "They 
seem to have all the answers in 
an election year." 

When the election's over, how-
ever, the problems haven't been 
solved, he said. "If you haven't 
seen the answers in 24 years, 
you're not going to see them in 
the next six. 

Aging infrastructure 
Raczkowski noted that Michi-

gan only gets back 70 cents for 
every dollar sent to the federal 
government, while other states 
get much more. "What has Carl 
Levin done in 24 years? I can't

Treasure-hunt items. One or two 
bottles of some wine for which there 
is no longer shelf space.

Quite a Match! 
Varying by region and like a play 

with many acts, Italian dishes repre-
sent a wealth of different styles. In 
the north where cows can graze, dish-
es are made with butter . Southern 
dishes use olive oil because it's too hot 
for cattle. When you stop to th ink 
about it, Indian cuisine is similar. 

Quickly, now, what ' s Italy's best-
known wine? You said Chianti, didn't 
you? There's hardly an Italian dish 
that doesn't harmonize with Chianti. 

So, why wouldn' t a Chiant i offer 
s imilar p leasures with Ind ian cui-
sine? In fact, it does! 

Actually, we hadn't considered Indi-
an cuisine as a match with Chianti 
until Amit Makhecha, owner/partner 
of Rangoli Ind ian Cuisine on E a s t 
Walton Blvd., Auburn Hills, suggest-
ed i t . Rangoli recently acquired a 
liquor license and has created a short 
b u t savvy w ine l i s t to m a t c h t h e 
r e s t a u r a n t ' s I n d i a n d i s h e s . The 
favorite wine? Badia a Coltibuono 
Ch ian t i Classico. I t ' s s ensa t iona l 
with both vegetarian and lamb dish-
es. Give it a try. 

Getting zapped 
Each year a t the end of January , 

there 's a ZAP (Zinfandel Advocates 
and Producers) tasting in San Fran-
cisco, Statistics over ten years indi-
cate the rising popularity of zinfandel. 
In 1992, only 22 wineries poured their 
z in fande l s . By 2001, t h e n u m b e r 
jumped to 255 wineries. Last week-
end, 287 wineries poured their 2000-
vintage barrel samples and current 
releases at the tasting. Zin is in! 

Shiraz popularity soars 
According to Wine Market Report, a 

California-based t r ade publication, 
the percent share of Australian wine 
exports has soared in the 12 months 
ending December 2001. The U.S., 
import ing 26 percent of tota l Aus-
t ra l ian wine production, t ra i ls only 
the United Kingdom at 43 percent. 
This represents a 31- percent increase 
in volume imports for the U.S., and 
22 percent for the U.K. Since 1996, 
A u s t r a l i a n wine e x p o r t s to o t h e r 
countr ies have experienced double 
digit percentage increases. These are 
wines tha t English-speaking tongues 
(palates) really like! In addition to 
some delicious wines, the understand-
able labels and sensible pricing add to 
their popularity. 

Searching for Bordeaux 
An article in the Wall Street Jour-

nal last August indicated tha t Costco 
devotes 25 percent of its merchandise 
to what it calls treasure-hunt items. 

As the largest buyer of Bordeaux 
wines in the U.S., Costco indicated 
that its wine buyer prides himself on 
f i n d i n g u p - a n d - c o m i n g p r e m i u m 
wines before they hit the Wine Spec-
tator magazine.

According to the Food Lover's Com-
panion, second edition, fondue, from 
fondre, the French word for "melt," the 
term has many meanings. Fondue au 
fromage is a classic dish of Swiss her-
itage consisting of cheese melted and 
combined with white wine, Kirsch and 
seasonings. Bite-size chunks of French 
bread are dipped into the hot, savory 
mixture. Fondue bourguignonne is a 
variat ion whereby cubes of raw beef 
a re cooked in a pot of hot oil, t h e n 
dipped into various savory sauces. The 
th i rd version is chocolate fondue, a 
combination of melted chocolate, cream 
and somet imes l iqueur , in to which 
f r u i t or cake m a y be d ipped . The 
fourth definition is a term from French 

cooking in which the t e rm "fondue" 
refers to finely chopped vegetables tha t 
have been reduced to a pulp by lengthy 
and slow cooking. This m i x t u r e is 
often used as a garnish, usually with 
meats or fish. • 

History of fondue j 
During the cold snowy Swiss winters, 

many regions became isolated and con-
sequently, f resh food became scarce. 
Towns people had to rely upon locally 
made foods. Area cheese makers pro-
duced these in the summer months . 
During winter, these cheeses became 
dry and unpalatable. Out of necessity

• Add cheese mixture to wine mixture by 
handfuls, whisking until melted and smooth 
after each addition. Mix in more wine by table-
spoonfuls to reach desired consistency. 

• Transfer to fondue pot. Set fondue pot over 
candle or canned heat (sterno).

2 tablespoons extra-virgin olive oil 
1 medium onion, chopped 
1 /2 cup reconstituted, finely chopped sun-

For Dipping: 

• Crusty French or Italian bread, cut into

• Raw veggies including pepper slices, 

zucchini and mushrooms 
• Breadsticks 

Method: 
• In a medium, heavy-bottomed saucepan, 

heat the olive oil over medium heat. 

• Add the onion and cook, stirring often, 
until translucent, about 4 minutes. 

• Add the sun-dried tomatoes, garlic, pesto 
and hot pepper flakes. 

• Stir until the garlic is fragrant, about 1 
minute. 

• Add the wine and bring to a simmer. In a 
medium bowl, toss the cheeses with the corn-
starch. 

• Stir in the cheeses, a handful at a time, 
into the saucepan, stirring until the first addi-
tion is melted before adding another. 

• Let the fondue come to a bare simmer, but 
do not boil. 

• Transfer cheese to a fondue pot and keep 
warm over a fondue burner. : 

• Serve immediately with the dipping ingre-
dients of your choice.

came a wonderful dish, the fon-
due. The cheese was melted in 
an ea r thenware pot called a 
caquelon. Local wines and sea-
sonings were added and even the 
stale bread tasted delicious after 
it was swirled in the creamy 
cheese sauce. Each person kept 
their corner of the pot, showing, 
consideration and kinship, a 
Swiss custom still respected to 
this day. 

Fondue Tips 
• Do the two-step. Cook the 

fondue in a double boiler on your 
. stove, and then transfer it to the 
fondue pot for serving. 

• Use the right pot. Use a 
large ceramic pot for cheese and 
large batches of dessert fondue, 
a metal-lined pot for oil-based or 
fried fondues. Small ceramic 
pots a re perfect for smal le r 
quantities of desserts. The new 
generations of fondue pots are 
sturdier and more versatile. 

• Acidic liquids help the pro-
teins in the cheese melt smooth-
ly. Beer, stock, dry or semi-dry 
wine will help give your fondue 
balance. 

• Don't stop with the bread! 
Try dipping bagel pieces into a 
fondue of cream cheese 

smoked salmon. Tender pieces 
of cooked chicken or shrimp with 
a traditional Swiss fondue also 
work great. 

• Be careful in your selection 
and combination of cheeses. 
First, work within families of 
cheeses. What would taste good 
together on a sandwich would 
most l ikely be good melted 
together. 

• Reverse fondue is certainly 
the chic rage. Try making inter-
esting purges or warm tapanade 
spreads and dipping cheese cubes 
in for a snappy change of pace. 

So, fondue is back in its tradi-

tional form as well as in a variety 
of new flavors. It's a wonderful 
venue for getting all of your guests 
around the same table to share a 
communal pot, fun conversation, 
good company and great food!

"I think they're nuts," author Shirley Carroll 
O'Connor says about activists who insist animals 
should live freely in their natural environment 
rather than captive in a circus. 

"They should be where they're fed and cared 
for," she said. "In the wild they could get killed by 
poachers." 

O'Connor, 82, is author at Life is a Circus (Xlib-
ris Corp. 2001, $18), a narrative based on her 25 
years as a circus press agent for several circuses, 
including Clyde Beatty-Cole Brothers Circus and 
Ringling Brothers Circus. What's intended as a 
light-hearted book of circus-life reads more like an 
unintended description of the slavery, mockery 
and indignities circus animals endure. 

For example O'Connor described a chimp named 
Andy as similar to a "well-trained maid." She 
raves about his intelligence, sensitivity and kind-
ness and even explains his strong similarities to 
humans. He's so nice he tries to stop people when 
they argue — despite that she doesn't seem to 
care that when she met him he was in chains and 
clothed as a human. 

Life is a Circus is at least an interesting histori-
cal read. Circuses with animals are slowly disap-
pearing. Banning them has already happened in 
some areas of the U.S., Canada and India and is 
under consideration in Puerto Rico. Adding to the 
decline is the soaring popularity of sophisticated 
all-human shows ala Cirque De Soliel. 

O'Connor has a sweet nature, but the book's 
unintentional political incorrectness extends 
beyond animals. She refers to Native Americans 
as "Indians" and jokes that she feared being 
"scalped." 

Different views 
The writer's opinion that animals are treated 

kindly contradicts the words of Henry Ringling, 
founder of Ringling Brothers Circus. In the book 
The Circus Kings, Ringling himself says circus 
animals perform out of fear and intimidation. 
O'Connor says she didn't see animal abuse — 
innocently not making its connection in the book's 
photo of a Clyde Beatty Circus trainer holding a 
thick black whip while tigers and lions perform. 

During a telephone interview, she said the cir-
cus was an integral part of her life for 25 years 
and saw "only one" case of harshness toward an 
animal and "that person was severely punished." 

The United States Department of Agriculture 
reports indicate differently. The Humane Society 
of the United States monitors circus incidents 
including the more recent from the USDA: 

S Serious health problems with two elephants 
owned by Clyde Beatty-Cole Brothers Circus in 
2000. Bessie, a 55- year- old elephant, bleeds when 
she urinates. Helen, a 46-year-old elephant is 
partly paralyzed on her tail. The report said both

had numerous scars. 
• Five Ringling animals die within 18 months 

between 1997 and 1999 including a baby elephant 
who drowned. ; 

• Large lesions found on two young elephants in 
another circus. The scars were caused by rope 
burns that occurred during the. separation process 
from their mothers on Jan. 6,19^9. ' 

• Wounds found on several elephants at Clyde 
Beatty Circus in 1998. The USDA stated, "We 
believe that Clyde Beatty-Cole Brothers Circus 
abusively used an elephant hook on several ani-
mals." Fine was $10,000. Less than two year's 
later, two more elephants there had serious 
problems, according to the USDA., 

• Kenny, 3, is the name of an elfephant who was 
forced to perform while ill by Ringling Brothers. 
He died. 

It seems safe to say those animals weren't treat-
ed with care For O'Connor, however, promoting 
the trainers, clowns and trapeze artists was a 
"wondei^^'expenencer After thafshe" promoted 
theater including Grease and Tommy. 

The book may be worth keeping; as someday 
we'll hopefully tell our grandchildren, "Read this 
book and you'll see that in the old days even nice 
people assumed it was OK to enslave animals for 
our entertainment."

I admit it. I sometimes judge a 
book by i t s cover. The back 
cover, that is. That's where pub-
l i shers of ten list quotes by 
experts in the same field as the 
au tho r who have read an 
advance copy of the book and 
recommend it. Such was the case 
with Russell Hart's Photography 
for Dummies, one of the books in 
the Dummies series of how-to 
books. 

Sam Abell, Nat ional Geo-
graphic photographer, called it, 
"The most practical and inspir-
ing basic book for photogra-
phers." John Isaac, former chief 
photographer for the United 
Nations, said, "I wish I'd had a 
book like this when I started in 

photography." And Bob Krist of 
National Geographic Traveler 
said, "Chock ful l of advice ... 
even experienced photographers 
will pick up some valuable tips 
and techniques." 

So, after reading the quotes, I 
thought it would be fun to get a 
copy of Photography for Dum-
mies for myself. I found the book 
packed with information and, 
perhaps equally important for 
dummies, well-organized. Jus t 
about every th ing a beginner 
needs to know about point-and-
shoot cameras, lighting, lenses, 
composition, film, photo process-
ing and flash photography is in 
the 400-plus pages.
