‘Canton to see $3 million mnew road work

Canton residents may not be dodging

as many orange construction barrels

this year as they did during some
major road projects in 2001.

Wayne County has released a list of
10 projects for the township totaling
just over $3 million. ‘

“It’s going to be a quieter year this
year,” said Wayne County Roads
spokesman John Roach.

He said the county road projects

weren’t affected by Gov. John Engler's
budget shuffling, although the county

expects to lose abcut $2 million in state

gas tax and vehicle registration funds.
“For this year we can absorb the hit,”

" he said. “If it continues beyond this

year we might have to start scratching
some projects.”

The biggest project on this year’s list
is reconstruction of the Rouge River
bridge on Canton Center south of

Palmer. Roach said the $990,000 pro-

ject would involve closing the bridge
and resurfacing Canton Center for half
a mile on either side.

“All the old rules are out” when
it comes to approval of the John
Engler/Ed McNamara deal to put
Detroit Metro Airport under the
control of a state/county authority.

Because the deal must be
endorsed by lawmakers with a
two-thirds majority — in order to
give it immediate effect so that
Engler and McNamara can
appoint its members — it puts the
Democratic caucus in the driver's
seat in a legislature where Repub-
licans usually have full control.

The issue may also divide the
party. Sen, George Z. Hart (D-
Detroit) criticized the agreement
saying it would give too much
power to the Wayne County Exec-
utive,

Hart said he will attempt to
amend the proposal when it comes
up for a vote, expected to come
within the week to increase the
Wayne County Board of Commis-
sioners representation on the new
authority and diminish the execu-
tive’s.

McNamara said Friday that he
had been predicting easy passage
of the bill until members of the

- Wayne County Board of Commis-
sioners voted Thursday, 11-0, to
oppose the agreement,

Ken Brock, spokesman for Sen.
Burton Leland {D-Detroit), said
the senator was pleased with the
deal overall. Leland had been
most concerned with avoiding any-
thing like a state takeover of the
airport. Although the state gets a
seat on the authority, he said it is
not inappropriate for the state to
have that say because Metro
serves the entire state. - _

‘Leland is taking the concerns of

" ly, but he doesn’t see that as a
deal breaker, Brock said. Leland is
encouraging commissioners and
the executive to work out their dif-
ferences so the legxslature can
pass the bill.
