State lawmakers have fulfilled 
their promises of putting $6,700 
behind each public school stu-
dent in Michigan in 2003, a $200 
increase over the current year in 
t h e pe r s t u d e n t " f o u n d a t i o n 
a l lowance" t h a t goes to local 
school districts. 

Michigan legislators were able 
to keep tha t promise — approv-
ing the K-12 school aid budget 
75-26 in the House and 35-2 in 
the Senate on Thursday, April 
1 1 — by i m p l e m e n t i n g Gov, 
John Engler's plan for early col-
lection of school taxes. 

Beginning in 2003, the 6-mill 
education property tax collected 
by local u n i t s — now sp l i t 
between collections in July and 
December — will all be gathered 
entirely in July, and it will con-
tinue to be collected in July in 
future years. To offset the cost of 
early collection to taxpayers, the 
plan also gives a one-time, 1-mill 
break on those education proper-
ty taxes. 

Al together , the budget pu t s 
almost $12.7 billion to education 
in Michigan. That's a 10.5 per-
cent increase over current year 
figures, but the increase is due 
mainly to a shift of federal grant 
money f rom the s ta te Depar t -
ment of Education to the school

aid budget. 
The state 's general fund con-

Although school aid has been 
r is ing for lower spending dis-
tricts, wealthier districts — so 
called "hold harmless" districts, 
because they were allowed to 
continue collecting addi t ional 
taxes af ter the passage of Pro-
posal A in 1994 — have been 
unable to keep up with inflation 
in recent years. And many report

According to its mission state-
ment, Ave Maria College in Ypsi-
lanti "exists to further teaching, 
research , and l ea rn ing in t h e 
ab id ing t r a d i t i o n of Cathol ic 
thought."

There are property options — for 
ins tance , Johnson Controls is 
cons ider ing a move to Sa lem 
Townsh ip , and t h e City of 
Detroit has about 400 acres of 
land in Plymouth Township on 
the marke t — t h a t Mann says 
he'd be happy to explore wi th 
Monaghan. 

MonagHan needs a new home 
for Ave Maria because both the 
Ann Arbor Township Planning 
Commiss ion *and W a s h t e n a w 
County officials have turned him 
down, Ann Arbor planners voted 
unanimously Jan. 16 to deny his 
rezoning request. 

The question is headed for the 
Ann Arbor Township Board of 
Trustees Monday, where* town-
ship officials are expected to side 
with their planning commission.

Libraries shine through 
when times get tough 

It 's really no surpr ise when you th ink 
about it: As the economy dips, library use. 
rises, 

A study released Monday by the Ameri-
can Library Association shows the correla-
tion between the current economic down-
turn and library circulation. The ALA-com-
missioned study - released in conjunction 
wi th th is year 's celebrat ion of Nat ional 
L ib ra ry Week Apri l 14-20 - conf i rmed 
observat ions most local l ib ra r ians have 
experienced first-hand. 

The study was conducted by the Univer-
sity of Illinois Library Research Center and 
looked at library use over the last five years 
at the 25 U.S. libraries serving populations 
of a million or more. It found that circula-
t ion h a s i n c r e a s e d s i g n i f i c a n t l y s ince 
March 2001, the beginning of the current 
recession according to the National Bureau 
of Economic Research. The t rend spiked 
after the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks. 

Although the study didn't track smaller 
libraries, local library directors can point to 
s i m i l a r n u m b e r s . The C a n t o n Publ ic 
Library, for example, will experience more 
than one million items passing through its 
check-out desk this year for the first time. 

The reasons libraries flourish in tough 
times are simple. "Libraries are America's 
g rea t in format ion equal izers - the only 

I place people of all ages and backgrounds 
i can find and freely use such a diversity of 
j resources, along with the expert guidance 
; of librarians," said ALA President John W. 
Berry. Whether it 's researching employ-

; ment opportunit ies on-line or borrowing 
brand new books that can cost a small for-
tune, libraries serve as a comfortable and 
trusted port for individuals and the com-
munity^weathering.^e economic storm. 

A second AtA-commissioned study shows 
just how all^encompassing library use is in 

most communities. Among its findings, the 
survey reported: 

S Sixty-two percent of adult Americans 
say they have a library card. (The figure for 
parents is 73 percent.) 

S On average, users visit the library 13 
t imes a year. Of adults visiting libraries, 
those age 25-34 visit the most often - 24 
times per year 

S The library is used most often for edu-
cational purposes (46 percent) followed by 
entertainment (41 percent). 

Of course, public libraries and the econ-
omy have been connected since the begin-
ning. The library as we know it today got 
its s ta r t when 19th century industr ial is t 
Andrew Carnegie set up endowments for a 
number of libraries providing municipali-
ties and their taxpayers share the load. The 
wave of l ib ra ry bu i ld ing t h a t began in 
major cities eventually spread to the sub-
urbs after World War H. 

In some ways, the library has replaced 
the town square in our communities. I ts 
bookshelves, periodical racks and computer 
s ta t ions are filled wi th information and 
ideas. I ts meeting rooms are booked for 
events ranging from local crafters to politi-
cal groups represent ing the ent i re spec-
trum. 

This year's Library Week theme is 
your library," a continuation of the idea the 
AT,A has been pushing since 1997 that pub-
lic libraries have expanded far beyond their 
book collections. (Which, by the way, those 
of us still in the printing business figure 
are reason enough to make the trip.) 

For residents who make the library a reg-
ular part of their routine, we say "Bravo" 
for not letting a treasured public asset go 
unused. For anyone who hasn't visited in a 
while, we say stop in and see what you're 
missing. It's worth the trip.

• Enact cloning ban 
I am deeply concerned with the issue 

of human cloning. I feel it is dangerous 
and unethical to develop human beings 
whose sole purpose is to do research on. 
People are not livestock, only to have 
needless medical experiments done on 
them. 

I've found based on the cloning method 
called "somatic cell nuclear transfer," 
scientists foresee two possible outcomes 
for human cloning: the creation of 
human embryos for implantation in a 
womb with the goal of live birth, which 
is referred to as "reproductive" cloning; 
and the creation of human embryos for 
destructive embryonic stem cell 
research, which is called "therapeutic" 
cloning. 

In reality, all cloning is "reproductive" 
as it creates new human life. More accu-
rate terms for these two types of human 
cloning would be "live-birth" cloning 
(with the goal of live birth) and "stem 
cell" cloning (with the goal of embryonic 
stem cell research). 

There is nearly universal agreement to 
ban live-birth cloning. The debate cen-
ters on stem cell cloning. Stem cell 
cloning uses the patient's genetic materi-
al to create human embryos for the sole 
purpose of destroying them for their 
stem cells. • 

Stem cell cloning is an unnecessary 
and unproven venture. Embryonic stem 
cells have never successfully treated one 
patient. On the contrary, adult stem 
cells are used in successful therapies , 
every day. Adult stem cells are the sub-
ject of promising clinical trials right now; 
something that cannot be said of embry-
onic research. More information on the

Embryos are living human beings and 
must be protected. I am asking you to 
please call our U.S. Senators Carl Levin 
and Debbie Stabenow, and ask thenr to 
support The Human Cloning Prohibition 
Act, S. 1899, sponsored by Sens. Sam 
Brownback and Mary Landrieu, This bill 
bans both live-birth and Embryonic stem 
cell cloning. It also allows for the more 
successful Adult Stem Cell research.

• Ban kids at bars 
It has beeg. my experience that most 

people assume that children are prohib-
ited frorii sitting at bars in Michigan, 
Many bartenders assume this is the case 
as do many customers. The t ruth is that 
this is not the law. 

Under MCL 750.141 minors under the 
age of 17 years are prohibited from 
places where liquor is sold unless they 
are "under the control" of a parent or 
guardian. There is no mention of minors 
actually sitting a t bars with or without a 
parent. Although some local ordinances 
apply and some bars have house rules 
about children sitting a t their bars there 
is nothing in the state law to prohibit it. 

Because video games are cropping up 
at bars in the area and because I have 
observed children sitting by themselves 
at bars playing these games or just wait-
ing for their parents to claim them, I 
contacted my local representatives about 
changing the law to protect children. The 
answers surprised me. 

While one of Livonia's state represen-
tatives, Laura Toy, wrote back that she 
is investigating the subject, the other 
representative, John Stewart (R-Ply-
mouth), wrote me that he does not think 
this to be an effort his colleagues would 
support. State Senator Thaddeus McCot-
ter wrote me that he thinks this sort of 
thing should be left to local ordinance. 

This is an issue of protecting children 
in Michigan. Does a child have any busi-
ness sitting at a bar with adults sur-
rounded by cigar smoke and tipsy lan-
guage? Do we have to wait until a child 
is molested or abducted from a bar to 
close this loophole in the law? 

Unlike my representatives I think that 
the members of the State Legislature 
would support a law to protect children. 
I don't think that the protection of 
Michigan's children should be left to 
local ordinances. Your legislators need to 
know how you feel.

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Denver serves as example 
for area cultural support

My older son, Scott, is a second year resident 
in in te rna l medicine in Denver. Kathy and I 
went to visit him about a month ago. We came 
away much impressed with the vibrant arts and 
cultural scene in the Mile High City. 

Although the Denver Art Museum does not 
have half the collection of the Detroit Institute of 

Arts, it was abso-
lu te ly f i l led w i th 
school k i d s and 
teachers and with 
s en io r c i t i zens . 
Hie zoo is similar-
ly wel l a t t e n d e d , 
a s i s t h e wel l 
regarded N a t u r a l 
History Museum. 

Upon check ing 
a round , I discov-
ered tha t the real 
reason the Denver 
a r e a is do ing so 
well for all its citi-
zens is — dreaded 
idea! — reg iona l 
coopera t ion . The 
six counties in the 
Denver area have 

banded together to fund their arts and cultural 
institutions with the proceeds from a sales tax. A 
little over half of the money goes to the Big Four 
institutions, but a bunch goes back to local arts 
and cultural groups in the participating counties. 

It's a lot like the plan sponsored by the South-
east Michigan Cultural Coalition tha t would ask 
voters in Oakland and Wayne counties to consid-
er a 0.5 property tax millage to raise around $45 
million a year. Two thirds of the money would go 
to 17 regional arts institutions — including the 
DIA, Detroit Zoo, Cranbrook Art Museum, Henry 
Ford Museum and Greenfield Village, the Holo-
caust Memorial Center and Meadowbrook Hall 
— with the remainder going to local arts institu-

* t i ons . For a home w i t h a t a x a b l e v a l u e of 
' $150,000, the increased tax amounts of $37.50 

per year. 
A s imi la r p lan was narrowly defea ted two 

years ago in November. 
Sponsors of the plan initially hoped to get it on 

the August primary ballot for lots of good rea-
sons. There's less clutter and cheaper TV adver-
tising ra tes than in November, and the lively 
gubernatorial primary race is supposed to at tract 
a big Democratic and female voter tu rnout — 
both groups are presumed to be more pro-culture 
than Republicans and males. 

But last week the Oakland County General 
Government Committee voted to table the issue 
until its June 3 meeting, reasoning that adding 
ar ts and culture to the August primary ballot 
might jeopardize votes on other vital local servic-
es. To their credit, Oakland County officials are 

meeting promptly after the May 28 cutoff date to 
put an item on the August primary ballot. 

At their June meeting* they should vote defini-
* tively to . put the initiative to a November vote, if 
only to give the proponents (and opponents, for 
tha t matter) time to raise money and educate the 
public about the pros and cons of the idea. 

It's a lot like the plan sponsored by 
the Southeast Michigan Cultural 

Coalition that would ask voters In 
Oakland and Wayne counties to 

consider a 0.5 property tax millage 
to raise around $45 million a year. 

In my own view, this is one of those sensible 
measures tha t merits support, if only because the 
survival of our precious cultural institutions has 
over the years been threatened by withdrawal of 
state support from Lansing. After all, places like 
the DIA and the Zoo contribute enormously to 
the quality of life in this region. They help local 
businesses attract highly educated workers and 
they contribute to keeping skilled graduates in 
Michigan after they leave college. 

Sure, any tax increase — $37.50, more or less 
— is a hit to the budget. And certainly, some of 
the institutions tha t will benefit already charge 
admission. But the funds from this proposal will 
go to pay for price-discounted programs for kids, 
teachers, seniors. Without the additional support 
for a r t s insti tutions from the millage, families 
hoping to go the Zoo for a Saturday outing, for 
example, will pay a lot more than they do now. 
And, for those of a parochial f r ame of mind, 
much of the money will go back to local arts and 
culture groups. 

It 's recently become fashionable to be tough % 
minded about public expenditures to improve the 
quality of life for all. "Let the users pay for it" 
goes the beguiling line. Well, if the only people 
who are going to pay for the DIA or Henry Ford 
Museum are jus t the people who go there in any 
given year, over the years we're not likely to have 
a DIA or a Henry Ford Museum around for u s to 
use. 

At tha t point, the tough minded among us will 
no doubt be the first to ask loudly and crossly 
just who lost the DIA or Henry Ford Museum. I 
hope there will be people around who tell 'em to 
look in the mirror.

was almost 10 o'clock - I h e a r d them. Frogs 
croaking in what remained of the small forest 
that used to stand behind our house. 

It 's not there any more. The trees are gone, 
replaced by a huge senior retirement complex. I 
watched the trees come down a couple of years 
ago. I t wasn ' t a p re t ty sight. Huge machines 
mowed them down like they were giant weeds. 
And before long what had been a miniature for-
est was a crumbled pile of oaks and cottonwoods 
and sycamores. 

We used to hear woodpeckers in tha t forest and 
frogs and crickets in the spr ing and summer. 
Rabbits would sneak out of the woods and into 
our yard - much to the dismay of the resident 
Scottish terrier. One year a family of ducks set 
up housekeeping under a pine tree at the back of 
our lot. 

We knew when we moved into the house in the 
mid-'80s tha t it wouldn't last, There were "For 
Sale" signs in front of a couple of parcels tha t 
comprised the forest. At some point a sign went 
u p t h a t sa id "This p rope r ty proposed to be 
rezoned." 

I don't know if you call it progress or not. You 
call it development. And it happens. Especially in 
Canton, the fastest growing community in west-
ern Wayne County, one of the fastest growing in 
the state. 

When we moved to Canton in 1980 there were 
corn fields and woods and wildlife all over the 
place, especially south of Ford Road and west of 
Canton Center. Then the developers came and 
started turning the largely rural township into 
the place to be: Except for woods and wildlife and 
com fields. It happens. And it happened. 

That's why I had to shake my head and chuck-
le a bit a t the p lanning meeting. A couple of 
dozen homeowners were there to protest various 
changes in the future land use map. It was d£j&-
vu all over again. This was the third meeting in a 
row - two planning commission meetings and 
one township board meeting - where residents 
were there to protes t zoning changes or new 
development adjacent to their newly developed 
subdivisions. 

These protesters were not old timers. One said 
he was "new to the area," one had lived here for 
two years and another for two weeks. 

Last week some residents of the new and still 
being built Central Park subdivision on the east 
side of Denton came to protest another develop-
ment planned for the other side of the road. 

And two weeks ago a group of angry homeown-
ers showed up at the township board meeting to 

protest the rezoning of a relatively small 17-acre 
parcel of wooded land from R-3, single family res-
idential, to R-6, single-family attached residen-
tial. In other words condominiums or, possibly 
(shudder), apartments. 

The narrow strip of woodland is jus t west of 

In other words, what did these 
homeowners think was there before 
their condos and subdivisions were 

built In the mid to late '90s? 

Haggerty and south of Palmer. It 's surrounded 
by pricey subdivisions to the south and west and 
expensive condos to the north. A potential buyer 
is asking for the rezoning so he can, presumably, 
build more condos on the property. And these 
homeowners didn' | want that. 

In addi t ion to t he dozen or so people who 
showed up a t t he board meet ing, about 250 
wrote letters of protest to the township. Among 
their concerns: 

"...how it affects my property value." ] 
"...trees are being destroyed and large sections 

of wetlands are being compromised." 
"Are we really th inking of the wild animals 

when we take away their habitat?" 
"I was a d v i s e d t h e e x i s t i n g t r e e s a long 

Wethersfield Condos would remain." 
The irony of their complaints was not missed 

by Bryan Amann, the attorney representing the 
potent ia l buyers, who remarked at the board 
meeting t h a t as fa r as the preservation of the 
habitat and vegetation was concerned, "This parr 
eel is a small fraction of what has been disturbed 
around it." 

In other words, wha t did these homeowners 
think was there before their condos and subdivi-
sions were bui l t in t he mid to la te '90s? The 
answer? Woods, wildlife and wetlands. But , I 
guess, that 's different. I've got mine, but if you 
want yours you'll have to go somewhere else to 
get it. Not in my back yard. Not just NIMBY but 
NIMBY with chutzpah. 

A representative of the existing condo associar 
tion told the trustees his group didn't want more 
condos built jus t south of them. That might be 
detrimental to their property values. And anoth-
er condo resident was worried about the ducks 
and other wildlife. 

"Where are the rabbits going to go?" she asked. 
If the ducks and the rabbits and the deer had 

their own Wildlife Association, they would proba-
bly have been protesting the building of the exist-
ing condos and subdivis ions. And I wouldn ' t 
blame them. After all, they were there first.

ed by tanks, the residents are caught in 
the continuing conflict between the 
Palestinian Authority and Israeli gov-
ernment. It's become a way of life to ven-
ture into the streets only when neces-

Tourists avoid the area as well so 
some of the people suffering most are 
the merchants. The threat of Palestinian 
suicide bombers attacking shops has left 
a once thriving community of artists des-
perate to sell their wares. 

Realizing the need, the Jewish com-
munity here has come up with a plan to 
help struggling Israeli artists survive by 
selling their jewelry, tapestries, paint-
ings, papercuts, silver ritual objects, 
prayer shawls, and microcalligraphy this 
weekend and next a t two ar t fairs in 
West Bloomfield. 

Temple Israel will also feature embroi-
dered pillows, chaUah and matzoh cov-
ers, and tallit bags for prayer shawls 
made by Jews living in Addis Ababa, the 
capital of Ethiopia, during its show Sun-
day-Monday, April 21-22.
