a variety of teaching techniques including hands-on activ-

- ities, visual arts projects and team learning. It’s designed

to teach students:
B8 The long- and short-term health risks of tohacco use;
& Help them develop peer pressure resistance skills;
B Help them recognize deceptive advertising practices;
B Understand that they can live heaithy, happy lives
without tobacco. =
It’s sort of a D.A.R.E. approach minus law enforce-

ment, stripped down to the basics and aimed at one par-.
ticular behavior. The unit provides. necessary information

but won’t intrude heavily on classroom time for academic
subjects, which should always be the district’s top priority.

‘Recent statistics show educational efforts — along with
higher taxes and a government crackdown on tobacco
advertising aimed at minors — are beginning to have an
effect on teenage smoking, which reached near-epldemlc
levels in the mid-1990s.

A study released last spring by the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention showed smoking among high
school students had dropped to its lowest level in a
decade. Some 28.5 percent of high schoolers surveyed in
2001 said they had smoked a cigarette in the previous
month, down from 36.4 percent in 1996. The percentage

of hagh school students smoking is now approaching the o

lower figures reported in the 1980s.

“Michigan’s car-deer crash
totals have leveled out over the
last five years, " said Coalition
Chairman Richard J. Miller of
- AAA Michigan, “but the results
of these crashes in deaths,
injuries and millions of dollars
in damage caused each year
remain huge”

In 2001, there were 6‘6,993
crashes, up 3 percent from the
year before. Forty-four percent
of the crashes occurred in'the
October-December period. Due
to unreported crashes, he said,
the actual figure is pegged at
closer to 80,000,

Crashes also are prevalent in
spring when deer seek out the
first green grass near highways.
Since 1991, state car-deer crash- -
es have risen 39 percent.
Michigan’s annual total repre-
sents nearly half of all reported
car-deer crashes in five’ :
Midwestern states: Michigan,
Wisconsin, Minnesota, Illmoxs

and Towa. .
