guilty to two counts of second-
degree murder and one felony 
firearm count.

But Bennett wouldn't have it 
any other way. The 51-year-old 
Canton resident and state 
Senator says Dick Posthumus' 
decision in August to tap him 
as a running mate has given 
him a new perspective on state 
government and life in 
Michigan. 

"It's been an eye-opener for 
me," Bennett said as The Beast 
rolled through western Wayne 
County. "I always thought life 
was wonderful but in a small 
way - my family, my neighbor-
hood. But now I look all over 
this state and I realize it's not 
just me. 

"I've met wonderful people, 
seen some great local programs 
and heard about great hopes 
and dreams from people all 
over Michigan. You can't see 
what's going on here by watch-
ing the news, you have to get 
out there and talk to people." 

Of course, Bennett recog-
nizes there are plenty of prob-
lems that need attention as 
well, from the state's teetering 
economy to preservation of the 
Great Lakes. That's the major 
reason he's out on the trail day 
after day - to convince voters 
that Posthumus and the 
Republicans offer better solu-
tions than Democrat Jennifer 
Granholm. 

STILL OPTIMISTIC 

His optimism is unfailing, 
even as most polls show 
Granholm maintaining a dou-
ble-digit lead. "I just don't 
believe it," he said of the sur-
veys. "I don't put stock in the 
polls. If you did, then Gil Hill 
would be mayor of Detroit." 

Bennett said internal polls 
within the campaign show

Posthumus trailing slightly. 
"There are a huge number of 
people who haven't been paying 
attention and won't make their 
minds up until the last couple 
of days," he said. 

Asked if themes like values 
and integrity, which the 
Republicans have made a staple 
of the campaign, resonate with 
voters, Bennett said they are 
"sub-issues" that do have an 
impact. "Most people don't 
make up their minds on who to 
support based on just one 
thing," he said. 

Bennett also called 
Granholm's stand on repara-
tions "a real issue," and not just 
a trumped-up charge by the 
Republican Party meant to 
divide black and white voters. 
"Look, in Chicago they just 
passed an ordinance that bans 
the city from doing business 
with any companies that have a 
history of using slave labor -

even if it was 200 years ago," he 
said, 

"I don't think it's unreason-
able to believe that something 
like that could be implemented 
at a state level." 

While Thursday's focus was on 
supporting Toy, Bennett shook 
his share of hands during stops 

Livonia nursing home, 
Schoolcraft College, Central City 
Park in Westland and 
Clarencevilie High School. (The 
evening schedule included a 
chamber of commerce business 
mixer in Novi, a Town HaU 
Meeting in Allen Park and a 
return to Westland to meet with 
a local homeowner's association.) 

A stop for lunch at 
Westland's Beaver Creek 
restaurant was a 50-50 split 
between nourishment and cam-
paigning as Bennett worked the 
small room, attempting the del-
icate task of making an impres-

sion but not interfering with 
diners. 

PERSONAL CONTACT 

Back on the motor home, 
Bennett referred to a study that 
put the eventual outreach from 
one personal contact at 85 peo-
ple. "Of course, they could be 
saying positive things about 
you or negative" he said. 

The Beast - a Michigan-
made CruiseMaster 3400 with 
50,000 miles on the odometer 
(high for a recreational vehicle) 
and an interior that apparently 
dates to the Reagan adminis-
tration - has been Bennett's 
home away from home si'nce 
Labor Day. He's been as far 
north as Calumet at the tip of 
the Upper Peninsula and as far 
west as Lake Michigan. 

It's hardly anonymous with 
it's huge red and blue 
"Posthumus/ Bennett: 

Michigan Values, Ready to 
Lead" signs adorning both 
sides. People are always honk-
ing and waving as they pass, 
Boeskool said. 

They keep a small, running 
"campaign clock" on board, 
which on Thursday showed 279 
hours to go before the election. 
Bennett, who's something of a 
whiz in the kitchen, had jars of 
his homemade pumpkin butter 
to distribute as well. 

As for lighter moments, there 
was the time Bennett was 
standing in the stairwell as the 
door flew open at 65 mph. The 
candidate declined to comment 
for the record on what he said 
to mark the moment 

Earlier last week they "lent" 
The Beast to Posthumus, after 
his campaign motor home 
broke down. 

Then there was the 
Columbus Day snafu. On a tour 
of Macomb Township, a local 

supervisor forgot municipal 
offices were closed. "We did end 
up touring the Fire Department 
and stopping at a couple of 
restaurants that weren't on the 
schedule " Bennett said. 

Bennett and Boeskool spent j 
Wednesday in the Kalamazoo 
area. The itinerary included 
stops at three schools, the 
Pfizer plant, a radio call-in 
show and a fund-raiser for a 
Senate candidate. Bennett hit 
his front door in Canton 
around midnight. 

PARTNERSHIP 

"We have a whole system 
worked out," Bennett said. 
"While Ryan's driving I get to 
rest and when I go in and do an 
event he can get some sleep." 

Bennett calls Boeskool his 
"coach" and something of a 
confidant. Boeskool isn't afraid 
to issue stinging criticism of 
something he's said from the 
stump or a gentle pep talk 
about staying upbeat and on 
point, according to Bennett. 

At the Clarencevilie stop, 
block scheduling was the main 
topic of conversation between 
principal David Simowski, Toy 
and Bennett. 

The governor's race drew a 
mixed reaction from some 
Clarencevilie students during 
the late-afternoon visit. 

"I'm interested, but I don't 
follow it that much, at least as 
far as who's running," said sen-
ior Matt Tuomi. The 17-year-old 
Livonia resident said he was 
most interested in environmen-
tal issues like the Great Lakes. 

Senior Amy Nestor of 
Redford has been working 
against Proposal 4, the state 
ballot issue that would change 
the way money from the tobac-
co settlement is distributed. "It 
affects me directly because it 
would take away my (MEAP) 
scholarship," she said.

ing. 

While this sounds like a wor-
thy idea, what they don't tell 
you is that the State of 
Michigan program that gives 
each high school graduate up to 
$3,000 towards higher educa-
tion will be done away with if 
this proposal passes. 

This program, called the 
MERIT Award program, pays 
each graduating student who 
passes the MEAP test up to 
$3,000 ($2,500 currently and 
up to $3,000 starting with the 
2004 graduating class) no 
strings attached towards in-
state college or vocational pro-
grams. About 10-15 percent of 
the annual tobacco settlement 
money is used to fund this pro-
gram.

With the race for two State 
Board of Education seats less 
than two weeks away, candidates 
are voicing their plans for 
improved accountability in 
schools, curriculum standards 
and the question of autonomy 
within Michigan schools. 

Democratic candidate 
Elizabeth Bauer said her 40 
years of involvement on the 
front lines of education as a 
teacher, administrator, and spe-
cial education advocate would 
bring a needed dimension to the 
board. 

"We need to maintain high 
standards for our public educa-
tion, and the Board's biggest 
focus should to be to get our 
state plan in place so that our 
schools continue to be well-
funded and aren't set up to fail," 
she said. 

Bauer served as executive 
director ofthe Michigan 
Protection & Advocacy Service, 
Inc., training director the 
Michigan Department of Mental 
Health, and as a speech thera-

State representative and 
Democratic candidate Nancy 
Quarles (D-Southfield) said if 
elected, she would enhance 
adult and special education 
services and resources, and 
develop strategies to improve 
achievement in underperform-
ing schools. 

"A good education is how we 
get productive citizens," she said, 

Quarles is in her third term of 
representing the 36th District in 
Oakland County. Prior to elec-
tion, she also served as an 
Oakland County commissioner 
and a teacher. 

Republican candidate Michael 
Warren said he feels his three 
prior years of experience on the 
Board would be instrumental in 
helping bring about the changes 
the Michigan education system 
needs. He plans to support an 
American Freedom Curriculum 
to ensure that students learn 
about American civics and histo-
ry in each grade. 

"There are huge gaps in stu-
dent knowledge of American 
history, civics and in the found-

Warren said. 

He was appointed to the 
Board in 1999, and served as 
Board secretary and Chair of 
Task Force on Embracing the 
Information Age.

Golden era 
Celebrated restaurant 
closing after 30 years, 
but tradition continues

Mention the Golden Mushroom to 
most any lover of fine food and most 
assuredly a smile will come to their 
face as they recall a favorite dish or a 
special event they celebrated at the 
renowned Southfield restaurant. 

First dates, wedding receptions, 
anniversaries, birthdays - many 
milestones have occurred around the 
tables of the Golden Mushroom. 

"We held our wedding reception in 
the Mushroom Cellar," recalls JoAnn 
Wolf of West Bloomfieid. "The food 
was perfect and everyone had a 
great time." -

The couple liked it so much, that 
they are planning JoAnn's mother's 
80th birthday party at the same 

location. "My brothers and sisters 
discussed options and we all agreed 
that we had to come back to the 
Mushroom one more time." 

After 30 years as a mainstay of 
fine dining, the Golden Mushroom 
will close its doors on Jan. 1. 
Renown for culinary excellence and 
as a training ground for some of 
America's finest chefs, the restau-
rant brought cutting-edge cuisine to 
metro Detroit. 

In 1972, Golden Mushroom owner 
and president, Eeid Ashton, saw the 
growth potential of the city of 
Southfield. He purchased a large 
deli at the corner of 10 Mile and 
Southfield Roads, remodeled the 
facility and opened it as a full-serv-
ice, fine-dining restaurant called the 
Golden Mushroom. 

His combination of casual ele-
gance, 800-selection wine list, and 
Continental cuisine was an instant 
hit. Over the years, 'the Golden 
Mushroom has been featured in 
many publications and was rated 
among the nation's top restaurants. 
Today, trophies and awards line the

walls of the staircase leading from 
the dining room into the Mushroom 
Cellar. Ashton says that the restau-
rant and its staff have received more 
culinary awards and acclaim than 
any other Michigan restaurant. 

The decision to close was difficult. 
Ashton said tha t he recently signed 
an agreement to sell the property. 
"After much deliberation, consider-
ing how the events of Sept. 11, 2001 
and the economic downturn have 
negatively affected our business, we 
decided to sell," Ashton stated. 

Since announcing tha t the restau-

rant will be closing, many friends 
and past customers have come back 
to enjoy the Golden Mushroom's 
cuisine one more time. 

And what do they order? "They 
want our classic dishes, the ones 
tha t we're famous for" says Certified 
Executive Chef Michael Trombley. 
"They start with Golden Mushroom 
soup or lobster bisque. Then they 
have our house salad of field greens,

Jones marked the Languedoc 
region of southern France as hav-
ing wines with the flavor profile 
American's prefer and offering the 
biggest bang for the buck current-
ly. "These wines," he said, "are 
rich with ripe fruit, a kiss of wood 
and softer tannins."

Juicy and gener-
ous red fruits lead to a supple, 
smooth and silky finish in a wine 
with surprisingly good length at 
this price. 

Staying in the southern Rhone, 
Chateauneuf-du-Pape continues 
to offer big mouthfuls of delicious 
wine in the $20 range.

Vignoble Alain Jaume 
Chateauneuf-du-Pape $22 that

(preferably enameled or stainless 

steel), add onions and cook slow-
ly until onions are transparent. 
Add the flour, stir over fire 3 
minutes, add the chicken broth 
and seasonings, whip until all 
lumps are dissolved. 

Bring to boil, simmer slowly, 
stirring occasionally for 15 min-
utes, strain. 

Heat a good size skillet on 
medium. Add 1/4 cup butter and 
mushrooms. 

Cook over high heat until 
mushrooms turn gray, but do not 
brown. Add to soup and simmer 
10 minutes or more. 

Just before serving, heat soup 
up to boiling point. In a separate 
bowl, mix yolk with cream. Start 
adding hot soup, whipping 
steadily with a wire whisk. When 
half of soup is added, pour it all 
back into the remaining soup in 
the sauce pan. 

Do not boil (it will curdle). 

Serve immediately. Serves 8. 

MOREL MUSHROOMS WITH COGNAC 
AND CREAM 

3 ounces whole unsalted butter 
8 ounces fresh morel mushrooms 
1 teaspoon finely minced shallots 

2 ounces good cognac, or a good Pheasant spice blend (see recipe 
REfNfRINf 
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1 cup heavy cream 
1 tablespoon sliced chives 
Salt to taste 

Heat a saucepan or skillet on 
high until the pan is hot, then 

-turn down to medium heat. 

Add half of the butter, then 
fresh morels and cook for a 
minute or so. 

Adjust heat if needed. 

Now add shallots and cook 
until translucent. Be sure to stir 
constantly to prevent the shallots 
from sticking. 

Add cognac and reduce until 
dry then add cream and reduce 
this until thick and it clings to 
the morels.

MAKE YOUR WINE VOICE HEARD 

Earlier this month, the Federal 
Trade Commission held a three-
day workshop to address how 
state regulations and private 
business practices have anticom-
petitive effects on E-commerce 
in nine industry segments, 
including wine. 

Wine industry spokespersons 
provided testimony in support 
of consumer choice and direct 
shipping of wine. The hearing 
was another positive sign that 
the Federal government is 
acknowledging the negative 
effects of laws restricting free 
trade and E-commerce. 

During the hearings the FTC 

indicated that they want to hear 
directly from consumers frus-
trated with prohibitions on 
direct-to-consumer, interstate 
wine shipments.

Fall is my favorite time of 

year. Fresh apples, butter-
nut squash, and wild game 

are all on my fall dining table, 
usually paired 
with a malty 
Oktoberfest 
lager from my 
local pub. 
If you still 
have yet to try

style brew, 
you are miss-
ing a true 
treat. These 

" beers are usu-
ally very well 
balanced, 

smooth, and malty, with a 
toasted caramel note that is 
exceptionally pleasing, and they 
pair extremely well with food. 
(If no Oktoberfest beer can be 

found, you can substitute any 
hearty red ale). 

Fall is also the perfect time 
for walks in the woods and 
early afternoon Sunday din-
ners. One of my favorites is 
Roast Pork Tenderloin with 
Fenneland Lager glaze. It is a 
verysimple dish thatfs hearty 
and heartwarming, and is a 
natural compliment to the 
Oktoberfest-style beers. In the 
recipe below, the pork tender-
loin browns nicely during cook-
ing, playing up the wonderful 
roasted flavors that actually 
compliment the beer! You can 
pair this meat with any veg-
etable, but I suggest roasted 
squash and baked apples with 
cinnamon. It will be a treat to 
remember. 

The crisp fall days spent with 
family and friends will make for 
some great memories that 

you'll always remember. Take 
some time to go to the cider 
mill, to take the kids to pick 
apples or for a hayride, and, of 
course, be sure to venture out 
to one of your local pubs for an 
Oktoberfest celebration or just 
to pick up some fresh beer to 

"accompany your Sunday "din-
ner. 

As always, never trust a skin-
ny Brewmaster. 

In the following recipe, it's 
very important to use the pan 
size the recipe calls for. A 
smaller pan or one with higher 
sides (like a roasting pan) will 
cause pork and fennel to steam, 
and thus prevent proper 
browning. 

ROAST PORK TENDERLOIN WITH 

FENNEL AND LAGER GLAZE 
(Total preparation and cooking 

time 30 minutes) 
2 medium bulbs fennel (about 1

Herb sprigs for garnish 

Arrange oven rack in lower 
third of oven. Preheat oven to 
475 F. 

In 151/2-by-lO 1/2-inch jelly 

roll pan, toss fresh fennel slices 
with 1 tablespoon oil, 1/2 tea-
spoon salt and 1/8 teaspoon pep-
per. Push fennel slices to sides of 
pan. Place pork in center of pan 
with fennel. In small bowl, stir 
sugar, fennel seeds and remain-
ing 2 teaspoon oil, 1/4 teaspoon 
salt, and 1/8 teaspoon pepper. 

-Rub fennel-seed mixture all over 
pork. 

Roast pork and fennel, starring 
fennel occasionally, 20 to 25 min-
utes or until meat thermometer 
inserted into thickest part of pork 
reaches 155 F. In small bowl, com-
bine parsley and lemon peel; set 
aside. Pour Lager Glaze over pork. 
Transfer pork to cutting board; 
cut into slices. Place sliced pork 
on large platter; sprinkle with half 
of parsley and lemon peel mixture. 
Toss fennel with remaining pars-
ley mixture and arrange around 
pork. Garnish with herb sprigs. 

Makes 4 main-dish servings. 

LAGER GLAZE 

Icup red lager or ale 
1/2 cup honey 
4 tablespoon apple cider vinegar 
2 teaspoon cornstarch whisked 

withJ/4 cup. water 
1 tablespoon butter 

In a small saucepan whisk ale, 
honey, & vinegar over med high 
heat 3-5 min. whisk in cornstarch 
until incorporated and no visible 
lumps simmer whisking constant-
ly till thickened and finish by 
whisking in butter.

Time to eat your fennel - it's loaded with antioxidants 
You might not know unless 

you grew up in Europe, where 
fennel has been eaten for cen-
turies, but the season for this 
delicately flavored vegetable 

bulb into thin wedges. Prevent 

Fennel looks something like 
celery and is occasionally con-
fused with dill. It has a fragrant 
bulb, celery-like stems, feathery 
fronds and gold-yellow flowers. 
It is sometimes called by its 
Italian name, finocchio, or 
anise, because of its delicate, 
licorice taste. 

Fennel contains vitamin C 
and beta carotene, a powerful 
antioxidant believed to help 
reduce the risk of cancer, 
enhance immunity and prevent 
cataracts. 

Both the bulb and stems can 
be eaten raw or cooked. Their 
slight anise flavor complements 
many cooked dishes, especially 
fish, as well as salads. The 
leaves are used for garnish or 
added to a dish just before serv-
ing, to enhance flavor. Fennel 
seed, found in the spice section 
of markets, is used in both 
sweet and savory foods.

Pee Wee Mulligan is only six 
inches tall, but at age 60-plus 
he's practically ready for retire-
ment 

Don't bet on it, though. 
After publishing his first book, 

The Adventures of Pee Wee 
Mulligan, this year, Raphael 
Adler, Pee Wee's creator, is just 
warming up. 

He devised 39 Pee Wee stories 
when he created the fantasy 
character in 1936 and thought 
up dozens more since. 

Adler, 80, brought Pee Wee 
Mulligan to life in a few sessions 
of storytelling, while entertain-
ing rambunctious children in a 
Catskill Mountains resort. He 
was 17 and singing for his pay, 
which he'd send home to his 
family. 

They'd have me play classical 
records at lunch, but the kids 
would be interfering with the 
folks eating," said the West 
Bloomfieid author. "They said, 
keep the kids busy. I kept them 
busy with Pee Wee stories." 

It didn't take long for parents 
to sit in on the storytelling ses-
sions. 

"They'd say, 'don't tell the 
story until we come out of 
lunch."1 

Little Pee Wee's appeal was 
beginning to grow. 

Adler wrote a comic book sce-
nario — pitting Pee Wee against 
Hitler — and then a cartoon 

script He put 
the project 
aside for 60 
years while 
embarking on 
his own adven-
tures. 

"I came to 
Windsor and 

Adler met my wife. 
Instead of 

going back to New York, we 
were married after 10 days." 

The couple settled in Detroit 
where Adler continued a singing 
career that started when he was 
13 years old and singing Yiddish 
and English songs on a chil-
dren's radio show in New York. 

"I became a singing bartender 
at my wife's uncle's bar while I 
was doing some TV work here. 
My fantasy was that I'd run my 
own nightclub here." 

He sang and made drinks at 
night and attended classes at 
Wayne State University during 
the day. 

"At first I thought I'd go into 
public relations, but then I got 
into teaching. It all fell into 
place in the strangest way." 

Adler taught "English and 
speech at Berkley High School, 

while taking graduate level :aking graduate' 
classes in audiology and speech 
pathology and eventually earn-
ing a doctorate degree in brain 
trauma and neuropsychology. 

He retired from Berkley High 
in 1968, but continued his edu-
cation career as an adjunct pro-
fessor at Oakland Community 
College, where he taught ethics 
and philosophy — what he calls 
"rocking chair" courses because 
few teachers are interested in 
teaching them. 

While teaching part-time, he 
took a full-time position as 
director of the speech and hear-
ing clinic at St. Joseph Mercy 
Hospital in Pontiac where 
helped stroke patients and brain 
trauma victims regain their 
speech.

"I was talking and joking with

I had a long form and 
kept sending it out, but no one 
was interested in that," said 
Adler, who prefers writing with 
a pen rather than a computer 
keyboard.

I said, 'look I have this 
long thing, help me figure out a 
way to shorten it.' 

"They started using it like a 
movie script. Everything was 
still too long. That's when I 
switched to poetry to move it 
along. I shortened it and came 
up with new characters." 

By 2001, The Magical 
Adventures of Pee Wee Mulligan 
was ready for a publisher. 
IstBooks, a print-on-demand, 
eBook publishing company pro-
duced the tale earlier this year as 
a 97-page paperback. 

The book tells the story of 
Mary, who meets the magical 
Pee Wee after inadvertently free-
ing him from a book in her 
grandmother's attic. The pair 
travel through time to colonial 
America where they meet 
Benjamin Franklin and other 
friendly — and a few menacing 
— characters.

Well, a negative can be 
reprinted and you may possibly 
get a good print but why take 
the chance? Slide film is very 
unforgiving and if your expo-
sures are off the mark, you 

be out of luck. 
Simple solution: Bracket 

your shots. Think of bracketing 
as "photo insurance" because 
you're bound to get an exposure 
that is perfect. 

Bracketing means taking 
three shots of the same scene: 
The first at the actual meter 
reading, the second at one stop 
underexposure, and a third at 
one stop overexposure. You 
have just "bracketed" the initial 
exposure to assure you'll get the 
ideal shot. 

Bracketing can be accom-
plished either with the aperture 

' control, or by adjusting the 
shutter speed 

With slide film, I would defi-
nitely recommend bracketing 
as described above. With the 
more forgiving color negative 
and black and white film, a 
more experienced photogra-
pher need only bracket on the 
high side, that is, one shot at 
correct exposure and one shot 

over. 
Remember, even though you 

won't get as many pictures out 
of a roll, film it is still relative 
inexpensive and bracketir 
assure you'll get that special 
shot. 

Other advantages of bracket-
ing are that you'll often get an 
acceptable second print or slide 
you may be able to put to good 
use. Also, if a negative or slide 
should ever be damaged, you'll 
have a backup. 

Bracketing your shots makes 
good sense berth at home and 
when traveling. After all, you 
take an extra set of clothes or 
an extra traveler's check just in 
case. Think of bracketing in the 
same way. An extra shot or two 
covers you just in case.
